BANXING AND CURRENCY.

Mr. John McLennan lias contributed to
the Gazet/e a second letter on the subject
which iwe have prefixed to these remiarks,
but without giving his readers much in-
sight into his views on the subject of
anendments to the Banking Act, which,
nevertheless, he plainly intimates are not
only necessary but likely to be soon pro-
posed. Ie states that he thinks " the
timne of re-construction must shortly
corne." He likewise tells the Gazette that
he is glad to find fron his remarks that
"we are at one as to the necessity of
" dealing with the currency in such a way
" that the man who has practically no
" choice but to accept what is current
"rmayi be protected." Now it must be
borne in mind that the Gazelle distinct-
propounded that the. United States
national currency3 ýsysterm should be
adopted il Canada, and as Mr. McLennan
is 4 at one" with him it is to be, inferred
that he shares that opinion.

The really important question for con-
sideration is whether the _ bank notepOffice: 180 St. James St'reet, 2Lontreat.
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which principally constitute the currency
of the country should be furnished by the
chartered Banks on their own security or
either by the Government direct, as in
England practically, or on the deposit of
Governument securities, as in the United
States. There are important differences
between the E nglish and the American
systens vhich are decidedly in favor of
the former. In England the proliton the
issues is derived by the nation, while in-
the United States it is iominally obtained
by the banks, whichi are, however, heavily
taxed as a set-off. Then in the United
States there are Qver 2,000 issuing banks,
while in England there is but one, and the
important abject sought by Sir Robert
-Peel has been attained, not only tlat
gold and notes are of the saine value, but
that the paper circulation is precisely
whbat it would be if gold alone was the
currency in use. This object has never
been even attempted in the Unitedl
States. We oivn that we should deeply,
regret, in case it were seriously conteni-
plated ta deprive the banks of their pre-
sent right of issue, that a preference
should be given ta the National Bank
systein of the United States over that
which vas so successfully introduced in
England in 1844, which lias stoòd the test
of experience, and which has been for
several years partially in operation in
Canada.

It seems ta us passing strange that
bath the Gazette and Mr. McLennan have
failed even ta notice the practical difli-
culties ln the way of the adoption of
either of the systems ta whiclh we have
adverted,-difficulties which were the
main cause of the failure o the, Bank of
Issue scheme- recommended by Lord
Sydenham in 1841. At a rough estimate,
the Canadianbanks have made loans ta
their customers ta the extent of from 20
ta 25 millions of dollars in reliance on at
least that amount being always required
by the public in the form of bank notes.
IN'ow, if a change were introduced, hy
which the circulation werein future toa be
based on Government secu.riti'es and gobl,
the practical effect ' would be that
the banks would have ta reduce their
oans ta the public ta the extent abave
indicated, and this could not be done
without incurring the certainty of com-
mercial stringency. Wlhen the change
was effected in the United States the
nation was practically insolvent, and gold
at an immense premium. In England the
Act of 1844 periitted existing banks to
continue their issues according to the
average of preceding years, and, more-
over, bank issues other than those of the
Bank of England lad long been prohibited

in London and within a radius of 65 miles
of that city. "hose who advocate a
change of such an important character as

,the substitution of notes issued on Gov-
ernment security for those issued, as at
present, on commercial paper, should at
least state how they propose ta meet the
difficulty.

Far from cliscussing this important
point, Mr. McLennan las confined his
observations clsefiy ta a general censure
on bank directors. He states, "I should
"hold themm responsible for a proper esti-

mateof the character of all the business
"proposed to the bank ;" but it may be
doubted whether it would be possible ta
find bank directors who wonld assume
such responsibility. We fail ta discover
the meaning of the reference ta signatureq
ta bank returns unless it is meant that
they are designedly framed ta deceive.
The most important item in bank returns
is that whiclh gives the amount of bills dis-
counted, and this is what no manager or
director can guarantee ta be of the full
value that it represents. Mr. McLennan
refers ta the calamities which overtook
several of our hanks after the last crisis,
but he cannot be unaware of the, fact
that, although the banks ta which he
refers lad ta succumb ta those calamities,
yet there was not a single bank in the
country thai went through the same
crisis without suffering heavy 1oss. Ilhat
suclilosses are consequent on transactions
which iivolve risk .proportionate ta the
profit, which allures investors ta embark
their capital in banks, is evident from, the
lasses sustaiied by half a dozen London
banks in 1875, which aggregated betwneen
four and five millions of dollars, and yet a
Writer in treating of the subject remnarks:
"IlThere were satisfactory proofs, however,
" thaLt the relationship between the direc-
"tors and shareholders af the respective
" concerns was in no sense largely dis-
' turbed. Regrets, anneyances, bitter

Sdisappointments were of course nani-
" festedt. There nwas an absence of clamor,
"no excitement or revengelni feelings,

'only a calm, steady, invincible faith that
'' the great spmings'io credit were uniIn-
"paired; that the strength of the moue-
"tary institutionis ofithe matropolis wrouîld

"be soon restored, by prudence and
*'reasonale salf denial in regard ta divi-
" dends." We confess that .nwe fear that
the tendency of Mr. McLennan's contri-
butions to the press, which arle void of a
single practical suggestion for inproved
administration of our banks, must be ta
impair public confidence in the banking
system, although we are very fac indeed
from attributing ta the writer any such
intention.

CANADA LIFE ASSURANCE. CO.

It will be generally adnitted that the
speech of Mr. A. G. Ramsay, President of
the Canada Life As4rance Company,
which will be found elsewhere in our
columns, is a valuable contribution to the
history of Life Assurance in Canada. The
Canada Lfe lias now been 36 years in
existence,'and Mr. Ramsay has divided
that period into three cycles, and has
shewn the income and the amount insured
at the termination of each of those periods.
The first period must have been one of
anxiety, as the progress was slow, owing
to a very natural doubt as to the ability
of a Canadian company ta cope with the
old and firmaly established companies of
Great Britain and the United States. At
the end of the second.period success had
been assured, and from that time tO the
present the progress of the company has
kept pace wvith the general improvement
of the country. It seems almost marvel-
lous ta find an increase of income from
$127,727 to $I,50,388, and an increase in
the ainount assured from $3,l05,401 ta
more than $30,000,000. The success of Life
Assurance companies depends' largely
on the prudent investment of their
funds, and Canada possesses the advan-
tage of affording opportunities for safe
investment at much higher rates of
interest than can be obtained in England.
It is scarcely necessary in the present
day ta enlarge on the importance'o life
assurance which ought ta be looked on
as one of the lirst charges on the income
of every young man. The statements
which will, we trust, be carefully read,
afford evidence that the people of Canada
are fully alive to the importance of mak-
ing provision, while able to do so, for,
those who are dependent upon then.
We observe that the meeting of share-
holders which lhas recently taken place
was held in the iew building erected by
the Company, and which is of a substan-
tial character, and an ornaument to the
city in which the Company bas its head
quarters. In noticing the report of the
Canada Life ve should n ot omit to con-
gratulate the Companiy on the extension
of their business in the Province af Que-
bec, which is uider the able management
of IMr. Marling.

TIIE BOARD OF TRADE.

At the quartrly meeting of the Mon.
treal Board of Tiade, held an Tuesday
last, the 'president called attention to
the necessity o an insolvent law, and to
the advisability of the Governmsent assum.
ing the controIl of the telegraph. Ha
likewise referred ta the operations which

.11
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are being carried on for the deepening
of the channel of the St. Lawrence.
We have no reason to doubt that the
President gave &Pfaithful exposition of
the views of the commercial classes on the
various subjects ta which he referred.
It is ta be hoped that the Gover'nmient
will see the necessity of taking up the
question of insolvency and proposing on
their responsibility a measure substantial-
ly in accordance witli the Act recently en-
acted by the Imperial Parliament. GCeat
care had been bestowed on the subject by
gentlemen of comnmercial experience,-andi
althougli it is hardly probable that the
Act is perfect yet it is an immense im-
provement on ail previous legislation.

With regard ta the assumption by
Government of the contrai of the tele-
graph system, while we are ready ta
acknowledge the success which ias at-
tended the assumption of the telegraph
system in England, we cannot shut our
eyes ta the difliculty which would be
experienced on this continent if the
Canadian Government were ta undertake
ta operate the telegrapli system, while
the United States telegraph system was
in the hands of private companies. We
fear that, situated as ve aie, we have no
course open ta us but ta ivait patiently
until public opinion in the United States
shall have been suliciently powerful ta
induce the Government of that country ta
undertake tle business of telegraphy,
when we ouight ta be prepaî'ed ta follow
with ,promptitude se good an example.
Meantime ive must be pernitted ta doubt
the expediency ofour Governiment placing
itself in the position of having ta enter
into business arrangements wvith private
companies in tic United States.

Witli regard ta the, operations in the
Channel it is satisfactory to feel assured

that tliere is reasonableground for expect
hig that the Cime is not distant %vlen lie
recoiniendation of Lord Sydenhiam in his
message ta the Hrouse of Assemnbly of 20th
August, 1841, will have been fully acted
on. T'hat recommendation was that the
Governmîîen t should be authorized by
Parlianent te undertake, together with
other works, such as the canals, " the

imi'roveinent of Lake St. Peter, and the
navigation between Quebea aid Mon-
treal, for vessels of large burthei' It

is now over forty-two yei's since tIse
recoineindahtioii %vas made and it is
lamentable ta find that tlîcre is les
appreciation to-day of the importance of
the w'oi'k than there vas yl'en it w:as fir'st
proposed. Montreal, hiauever, las beeri
steady in its advocacy ai' a work whlich is
really of the greatest vaile to hie entire
country to the westlvard.

THE MAIL AND TH1E BOUNDARY.

iThe following article was unavoidably
shut out of our last issue, and we have con-
quently had an opportunity of seeing the
reinarks of the Bystaider on the impor-
tant question of the Ontario boundary.
Byslundter holds that " Gover'nments are
bound by the acts of their predecessors ;'

that 4 Chief Justice Harrison ought ta
"have been able ta construe the language
4 of the instrument under which he was
i appoiited ;" that I Sir Jolhn'Macdonald

" bowes to political necessity in this case,
"as he manifestly did in the Letellier case
"and in the case of Orange incorpor-

ation ;" that " Quebec rules at Ottawa,
and Quebec regards withjealousy any ex-
tension of Ontario ;" and that " Ontario

c pays foi' the industrial stagnation, and
" for the political corruption of lie part-
4 ner, and it weould be hard if she wvere ta
"ibe dwarfed by lier paritner's jealousy
besides." Bystandcr seems eitlier unable
or unwilling ta pronounce any opinion on
the point in dispute as to whether the
expression " ta determine the bouln-
daries " required the arbitrators ta fnd

a true legal boundary" vhere they were
of opinion that none lad ever been estab
lislied. Ire, however, admits tmat " tous

the wording of the instructions appears
broad enough."

There is, wec fear, little use in protract-
ing a controversy with a journal which
persists, as the ilaît does, in resorting to
thie grossest niis'epî'esentation The
Mail disclainis any disposition to discredit
the intne ni- fame of Chief Justice liarri-
son i but, whtile adnitting tat the nature
"of a good and acceptable arbitration
' requires tit iL should cone.to such a
" conclusion as could be made a matter
"ofjudicial decisoni," lie, os a former occa-
sion, drew a distinction eotween the duty
of an arbitrator and ajudge, and express-
ly stated that Chief Justice Harrison
woùld have been ta blanie as a judge had
lie given ithe decision wliich lie gave as
an arbitrator. Tie .Mroil seems ta have
comlpletely abandoined lus former position,
ta whici we took exception, anid vhich
was that an arbitrator oughst ta be an
advocate of the clairns of the party by,
whichi lie was appointed. 'l'he Iail pro-
fesses ta be surprised that thiree gentle-
ien, called on ta aî'bitrate on a question

lilke that of the On tario boundary, which
required thie careful study of several
volumnes of printed matter miore than
1,000 pages in lengtlh, 'shîould have exam
ined then in thseir own stucies, y'itli the
cases of the counsel on bath sides before
theim, instead of waitihg to listen ta the

speeches of the lawyers. That they
arrived at the same conclusion on the
main points ivithout any communication
with one another is said to be I prepos-
terous," and thîat ' it smells of jobberyll
if not that " it snells of riny haste and
discreditable jobbery." And the writer
of such language disclaiis any idea of
slandering the late Chief Justice Ilarri-
son, a man as much the superior of his
libeller as one man can be ta another.

The Mail charges us with "quibbling "

because we have poin ted out that there is
a diffrence, and we vill add an important
difflerence, between a reference ta find
" the truc legal boundaries," and Ilta de-
termine the botindailes." 'lie Mail can-
not coimpr'elend, appaientlj, that the
language of a charter may be sa vague
that it would be impossible foi any tri-
bunal a to find a truc legal boundary,"
inasmich as suds does not exist. The
truth is that the 31il lias a duty ta per-
foem, whîichi it must he admitted it labors
with sufficient zeal ta discharge. That
duty is ta defend the action of- the
Dominion Government, right or wrong,
and even te sacrifice, if necessary, the
rights of the Province of Ontario rather
than the interests of the Governinent
Tise pa'ty politicians of the class ta which
the Mail belongs, have throughout this
controversy pretended ta believe that
Ontario vas entitled te more territory
than ivas awarded by the arbitrators, and
accordingly they have tried to estab-
lish that doubtful points were decided
against that Province. Noiw, the preten-
sion of the Dominion Government ivhich
is what would be contended for by con-
sel beforè the Jidiciatl Committee,
Supremie Court, ai any other tribunal, is
that the triue legal boundaries are the
height ofarid on the North, and ihjat is
called the due Noithi ne fron the con-
fluence of the Ohio and Mississippi'rivers
on the West. In regar d ta that claim,
the arbitrators were clear in their opinion
that such were net the true boundariès.

The l/il, in all probability, lias never
taken the trouble to read the documén-
taîy evidence, and it would perhaps Ibe
unvise inhim to do so, but if lie had, lie
would have ascertained that ne ' true and
legal" boundary lias e'er been defined
on the NorthýWest, and that the terni
"cdeteimine" was properly used under
the circumstances. At ail events, the
ilfail should not resot te the fabrication
of a public document. lIe professes to
think that " to find the true legal boun-
dary 'land l to determine the boundary,11
are synonymous expressions. Let hi
rejoice in his opinion, but cease to assert
that the language cf the Oîder in Council
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is different from what it is. We record
our dissent from his opinion, and are quite
satisfied that the public salisl judge e-
tween us, but ive shall continue ta protest
against the misquotation.

Tle Mllail must be aware that the title
of the Hudson's Bay Company was ta" all
the territories " not possessed by the sub-
jects iof any otheri Christian Prince as-
State "l in the year 1670. It must like-
wise be aware that the boundary estab-
lished by a proclamation issued under the
Statute of 1791 w-as a line drawn due
North from* the head of Lake Temisca-
ningue ta the boundary of HIudsoni's Bay.

Over and over again the opponents of the
award have been challenged ta name a
possible North-Western boundary to
meet the language of the statute, " includ-
ing all the terri tory ta the westward and
southward of the said line ta the utmost
extent of die country commonly called
or known by the naine of Canada." All
this bas been repeated iisque adnciuseoam,
butno reply lias ever bee made. The
arbitrators having found true legal boun-
daries on the South-West and North-Bast
were bound "ta determine " on a line ta
unite them, and they did so by a natural
boundaryy, and one that the lludson's Bay
Company had at one time offered ta
accept.

The" doub t" question is easily disposed
of. We shall first quote the words used :

the only questions of doubt were
decided in favor of the Dominion. Both
on the West and North the doubts were
W whether Ontario should not have had

"nmore territory." Now- we nay observe,
1st, That this was the opinion o one of
the arbitrators alone. 2nd. That the
saine arbitratr lias repeatedly afllrmed
that the decision as ta the South-Western
and North-Eastern boindary n-as
arrived at fromin an examination of the
papers by each arbitrator- b-efore their
meeting at Ottava; and, 3rdly, that inas-
much as ia precise boundary was ever
delined on the No'rth-West it is absolute-
ly necessary tlat a conventional flne
should bie "l detenrmined " on, whila it can-
not be denied that the one reconmended
ta the arbitrators by Colonel Dennis,
deputy Minister of the lnterior is the
most convenient that can be selected. it
seems impossible for the Mail ta avoid
deviating from the trutîh. le states,
" Non- we are told that the arbitrators
"had no doubts at ail, and only. decided

the doubtful points because the counsel
" (who were not h ied) had raised thien."
It is absolutely fiase that tihe counsel
Nere not heard, and it is so transparent
a falsehood, tiat it requires the audacity
of the Mai? to utter - it. hlie printed

papers will at once satisfy any enquirer
that Mr. MeMahon spoke as long as Mr.
Mowat, and although Mir. Monk vas not
quite as long as Mr. Holdgins, both of the
learned counsel did full justice ta theii
cases. However, they were not the coun-
sel specially referred ta in our formier
article, who vere those employed in the
De leinharcl's case in 1818, and w-ho con-
tended, as many other hiigh authorities
have done, including the Dawson Brothers,
for a far more western boundary than
that determined by the award. The XIail
assures us that 4 the public are sick of
the subject." We are not surprised ta
learn that the readers of the Mafuil are
thoroughly sick: of his efforts to dofraud
the rovince of Ontario of its teiritory
for the benefit of Manitoba, which, most
assuredly, never had a vestige of ch.im to
it.

ENGLISH OP1lON ON TRE COL.
ONIES.

The Nineleenllt Ccntery for September
lias two contributions on subjects of great
interest ta the people of Canada, onae
from a venerable statesman, Earl irey,
who lias nearly completed his 81st year,
and who filled the oflice of Secretk iy of
State for the Colonies from 1846 ta 1852.
He it was who selected the Earl of lgin
as Governor General at a critical p 3riod
ofour history. The other contribut onis
rain the pen of Mr. H. O. Arno-ld-Fo ster,

and is in support of "Imperial l der-
ation." Earl Grey's article is enitled
" Ireland and the Empire," and is i ster-
asting chielly ii regarI to the polity of
State-aided migration, ta whicli his ord-
ship is strongly opposed. With refei ,nce
ta the scheme, recently propounded, of
settling 10,000 emigrants from the West
of Ireland on farms of wild land in the
Dominion of Canada, Lord Grey obsevaes,
".I see no grounds fori hoping that such a
" scheme can end otherwise thanx i the
"complete disappointment of ail con-
" cerned in it. Il order ta succeed 1s a
" settler on wild land, a man must por sess
"not only industry but skill, with habits
"of priudence and self-deial. ill. the
' intended settlers possess ilhese q'ali
"bies, and ,if they should would they
"nced any aid fromi the State ?l" The
object of Eail Grey's article is ta advo:mte

-the non-interference af the State with the
ope-ation of economic laws, which he
iaintains will regulat the relations of
the var-ious classes of society. Ie con-
tr-asts ve-y favoi-ably the position of the
agricultural laborers in an English
county with the peasant proprietor. of
France and with the tenant class iii Ire-

land, arguing that if the latter were pro
pietors, the distress would lie as great
as at present.

With reference ta emigration, Lord Grey
a(mits that, as a remedy for a local con-
gestion if population.it iay lbe valuable,
but that it can be effected by the efforts
of those who expect ta benefit by their
departure ai by private benevolence. H1e
thinks that there are insurmountable
objections ta a large system of emigration
carried onat the public cost under- the
direction of the Government. Lord Grey
is unfortunate in his reference'ta the
emigration policy of Lord John Russell's
Government in 1848, which many nov
living can recollect. There are, howevover,
soine interesting facts stated, one being
that the Emigration Commissioners re-
ported in 1853 that the remittances made
by the emigrants in six years aggregated
£7,520,000 or $37,600,000, and that this
paid three-fourths of the expenses in.
curred. One Irish landlord, the late Earl
Fitzwilliam, spent no less'tban $250,000 in
assisting distreîssed tenants ta emigrate.
It is well ta bear in mind that the mortal-
ity in 1847 and 1848 *was very great. - It
appears from papers laid before Parlia-
ment by the Board of Trade that remit-
tances ta aid in enabling friends of set-
tiers to emigirate are still made ta a great
extent, say fromi $7,000,000 ta $10,000,000
anînually. Lord Grey apprehends that
the affect of affording State aid would be
ta interfere with the natural and healthy
enigration, which is now going on upon
so gr'eat a scale, without cost ta the State.
Lord Grey has aipparently wholly failed
ta grasp the comprehensive scheme Of
assisted emigration ta the North-West
vhich seems at least awell deserving of a
trial.

-Mr. Arnold-Forster entitles bis article
" The Liberal Idea and the Colonies," and
-under that caption argues strongly in
favoi ai Inperial Fedeation as the only
mode ai nmaintaining tha connaction be-
tweeii the Colonies and the United King-
dom. H1e furnishes tables shewing the
proportions of imports into varions coun-
tries froin Great Britain and British
possessions. ILt may be iiteresting to
notice these returns. Canada is much
the lowest in the scale, taking only 45 per
cent; Queensand and Mauritius each 87,
Newv South Wales and Natal each 88,
Victoria, Cape of-Good IHope and New
Zealand each 90, India 91,Sout Austr-alia
93, West Australia 95, and Tasmania 98
per cent. In contriast, the iiports into
France were 13, Italy 21, Russia 26, Spain
28, and United States 41. Of the expots'
roi-the United Ringdom the British
possessions took, in 1880, 33 per cont, anc
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foreign countries 67. In only ten years'
between 1870 and 1880, was the propor
tion slightly greater ta the British passes-
sions. Mr. Arnold-Forster lias proved
the great importance of the continuance
of the present relations between Great
Britain and her Colonies, but he has, in

ourjudgment., completely failed toestab-
lish the other branch of bis subject, whicli
is that, Imperial Federation would be
likely to perpetuate the connection. It
would, in our opinion, be much wiser if
the sincere friends of the connection,
and we feel assured that Mr. Arnold-
Forster is one, would wait patiently until
the colonists, who have legislatures ta
convey their wishes, make a demand for
a change in their relations ta the Empire.
Mr. Arnold-Forster notices whathe terms
"one of the conimonest and cheapest
" fallacies which has been tossed up on
" thé great sea of clap-trap."' This is
that ' every people know their own inter-
"est best, and i.f the Colonies wish ta

separate from us it is presumably be-
cause they know their own interest best,

« and it is not for s, ta gainsay tlPm."
It is a mistake made, certainly in Canada,
and probably in all the Colonies, and it is
likew-ise in England, ta attacli undue im-
portance to contributions ta the press.
If an article appears in the London
Times criticising with severity some pro-
ceeding of the Gover,,nient or Parliament
of Canada, the press of Canada immediate-
ly assures that the English people are
responsible for suc opitxions, although

there has not been the least reason ta
suppose that they are entertained by
either the Governmentor Pai liament of
the United Kingdom.

Our own belief is that what as termed
Imperial Federation would result almost
certainly in separation froin the United
Kingdom. The truth is that Canada is in
the happy position of not having a single
real grievance, at least not one, for which
she cannotb apply a remedy throtigh the
action of ber own Legislatures. Mi.
A rnold-Forster, himself a Liberal, charges
bis party with having assumned an atti-
tude, which is calculated, if persisted in,
to produce the absolute and certain
dissolution of the Empire, as it bas
hitherto existed and lie furtLer states
that such a dissolution is contemplated,
if not with satisfaction, at any rate with
i difference, hy an appieciable number
of those who are concerned in fqrming
public opinion. And yet after such an
assertion lie cites an eloquent passage
fron a speech of Mr. Gladstorie, the leader
of the Liberal party, in wh ich he says that

we should almost as soon think of
Cirenounciig the naime of Englishman as

"of renouncing the great duties whicl
4 are imposed on us in regard ta the more
"distant, but not less dear, portions of
" this Great British Empire." Such senti-
nents leave no ground for complaint.
