THE FISHERIES AND RECIPROCITY.

A discussion was raised in the House of
Comnmons, very unadvisedly in our judg-
ment, by Mr. Davies as to the expedi-
ency of naking an attempt to open
negotiations with the United. States in
regard to the use of Canadian waters by
the fishermen of that country, and in
connection thereîiith the establishment
of reciprocal free trade in certain pro-
ducts of both countries. It is incon-
ceivable to us low any one, having the
interests of Canada at heart, can believe
it to be expeclient to nake such an at-
tenipt as. Mr. Davies and Mi. Charlton
have reconmended. Mr. Davies, speak-
ing on behalf of the opposition, and with-
out any expression of dissent from Mr.

Blake, asctilly imputed blane to Canada

fQr 44ingi ucceged~V W JLifUax mYatrd1
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alleging that public opinion vas against
it. And yet Mr. Davies and Mr. Blake
must be well aware of the efforts made by
Sir John Macdonald when serving on the
Joint Higli Commission to procure
the very compensation he hiimself desires
in reciprocal free trade, and which were
subsequently renewed by Hon. George
Brown a few'years later. KCnoving,'as lie
must do, that the United States refused
to agree to any other than a money com-
pensation, lie nevertheless has committed
his party to a course which is obviously
against the interests of bis country.

One of the drawbacks to negotiations
with the United States is the nature of
their constitution. Such negotiations
nust necessarily take place with the
Executive Government, in other words,
with the Secretary of State i but, after
having spent a great deal of time and
labor, and after having been induced to
make important concessions, with the
view of carrying an important object,
the Senate of the United States may step
in and refuse its sanction to the con-
vention. We are not putting an imagin-
ary case. Such was precisely the result
of the mission of the late Senator Brown
to Washington, wlen lie was accredited
with tLhe British Minister to the United
States to negotiate a treaty. Soine years
previously when the Alabama question
had assumed a nost serious aspect, Mr.
Reverdy Johnson was accredited to the
Queen as Minister for the United States,
and entered into negotiations with the
Secretary of State for foreign affairs,
which were so much prolonged that a
change of Ministry took place, and both
Lord Derby and Lord Clarendon were
successively parties to the Convention
agreed to. When that Convention came
before the Senate of the United States
it refused to ratify it.

We noticed with satisfaction that Sir
John Macdonald expressed a strong
opinion against making any further at-
tempt to negotiate, which lie character-
ized as "going on our knees" to beg for
a renewal of the reciprocity treaty. The
truth is, that the advantages of such a
treaty to the United States are very
much confined to the States in the vicin-
ity of Canada, while the great majority of
the citizens of that country feel littie
interest in the subject. We, however,
are not without information as to the
state of public opinion, even in those
parts of the United States which have
most intercourse with us. One would
imagine that if there were any large city
where it might be expected that there
would be a desire for reciprocal free
trade with Canada it would· be Chicago

Far, however, from advocating any suchi
reciprocity as that which formerly ex-
isted the Chicago Tribuie lias stated in
the plainest terms that it is out of the
question, and bas indicated in language
that admits but of one construction that
it can only be obtained by annexation to
the United States. We confess that we
doubt very much whether the convention
which thie late Mr. Brown agreed to would
be accepted by Canada at the present
time. The free trade in certain inanu-
factures was most reluctantly agreed to by
him, and was not in accordance with the
principle of the original treaty, which was
to confine the reciprocal free admission
to the natural products of the two coun-
tries. At the time referred to, which was
prior to the establishment ofa protective
policy, it is prbable that the adminis-
tration of the day would have succeeded
in obtaining a reluctant consent to a con-
vention which lad been mutually agreed
to, but circunistances are now materialiy
different, and, judging from the tone of
the Canadian press and the well-known
policy of the Government, it is tolerably
certain that no representative of Canada
would venture to include manufactures
in a list of articles to be admitted duty
free into the two countries. Sir John
Macdonald correctly pointed out that the
Americans can have no doubt whatever
as to our readiness to concur in a treaty
of reciprocity, and it is for them, if they
are equally prepared to agree to one,
to make the first overtures.

As regards the Fishery Question' the
people of the United States have termi-
nated the agreement made in the treaty of
Washington and should take the initiatory
stops for a new one if they desire it. It
is certainly not the duty or. the interest
of the Canadian people to invite their
neighbors to come and fish in their waters,
with or without a consideration. We
attach but slight importance to the duty
on fish, in the United States. That it is
paid by the consumer there can be no
more doubt than that the duty on Ameri-
can coal is paid by the Canadian con-
sumer, a fact that we all know to our
cost. This point ought not to be raised,
the duty in question being much less-ob-
jectionable than that on barley, oats, rye
and many other of our exports. What
we have to consider most carefully is the
most effectual means of putting a stop to
the systematic trespassing on our fisiery
grounds which was resorted to after the
abrogation of the last treaty. In this
connection, the headland question lias to
be dealt with. The views of the two
Governments are directly at variance,
and in noticing this fact we may remark

that Canada bas always taken the view
held by Great Britain, and, so far as we
have been able to ascertain, by the other
European nations. The United States
bas, so far as we can judge, adopted a
different view, simply because it happens
to be for the interest of a portion of its
citizens. If the cases were reversed we
doubt very much whether it would main-
tain any such principle. Be that as it
nay, the disputed point is one that may
fairly be léft to the arbitration of a
neutral power. The plan adopted by
Canada after the termination of the last
treaty of granting licenses was a mere
temporary expedient, and was a complete
failure. The ingenuity of the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries will, we have little
doubt, be exercised in devising a satisfac-
tory scheme for preventing foreign fisher-
men from trespassing in Canadian waters
and for regulating the foreign trade so
thatit will contribute in another way than
by a fixed decennial sum to the settle-
ment of our just claims.

It is certainly rather amusing to find
the members of the Opposition taking a
lead in lamenting the termination of the
Canadian clauses of the treaty of Wash-
ington after their denunciation of Sir
John Macdonald for having acted as a
menber of the Joint H[igh Commission.
We have often had occasion to point out
that in history there is, not a single in-
stance, to the best of our belief, in which
a treaty lias been agreed to between two
nations that it has not been denounced
by the party in opposition to thd Govern-
ment which has consented to it. The
reason for this is obvious: nearly all
amicable settlements are effected by'a
compromise of the extreme pretensions
of both parties. The great object of both
parties is to avoid war,'vhich would be
the almost certain result of a refusal to
yield extreme demands. Even if Canada
had suffered to a greater extent than it
did by the treaty it would have been much
more than compensated by the amicable
adjustment of the question in controversy.
It, however, turns out that the Canadian
carpers at the treaty admit that its
abrogation is a cause for lamentation.

THE SILVER PROBLEM.

A writer in the Week lias undertaken
to present what lie terms " a true solution
of the silver problein," but, unfortunately,
it is like I putting the cart before the
horse." The true solution of the silver
problem would be an international agree-
ment to adopt a bimetallic standard, and
to agree on the proportionate weight of
gold and silver coins. Reference is made
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in the article in the WVeek to the recent
publication of two or three papers by Mr.
Goschen, M.P., on the appreciation of gold,
a fact regarding which there is no room
for dispute. It is inferred that Mr.
Goschen is a bimetallist, but we doubt
much whether lie bas gone so far as to
advocate a bimetallic currency in Great
Britain. if lie lias, then lie must have ma-
terially changed his opinionsince he took
part in the International Monetary Con-
ference, held at Paris in the year 1878.
The conclusion ari'ived at by that confer-
ence was, that 4 it is necessary to main-
" tain in the world the nionetary functions
" of silver as well as those of gold, but tliat
" the selection for use of one or the other
" of the two metals, or of both simultane-

" ously, should be governed.by the special
"position of each State or groups of
"States." Wihen Cireat Britaii agreed to
take part in the Conference of 1878 it
did so pledged " to remain firmly at-
" tached to its system of the gold stan-
" dard," and avowedly on-tlhe ground that
as silver vas the standard in lier In-
dian Empire, lit liad an interest in the
discussion. Mr. Gosclien, as Eng1aid's
representative, took the grounîd tlat,
althougli England would adhere to its
preseit single gold standard, it depre-
cated the coiplete demonetization of
silver. On this latter point, Mr. Goschen
spoke in the strongest ternis, but wve own
that it lias always appeared a little incon-
sistent in a British, statesnian to express
in the strongest teris his opinion that
the denonetization of silver would lend
to the most calaimitous results, and at the
sanie time refuse to entertain a proposi-
tion for an international bimietallic sys-
tom.

It lias been ui'ged strongly that the
interests of Great. Britian as a creditor
nation are to mainmain a standard whicl is
intrinsically more valuable tlian any likely
to le proposed as a substitute. It should,
however, be borne in mind that no people
are more interested than the British in
naintaining a standard of unifori value.

On the assumption that the political
economists and statesmen are correct in
their opinion that tliere has been a fall in
the value of comimodities generally, coin-
cident wivth the events which have raised
the value of gold, ihien every debtor in
the United 3ingdom has had to pay to
his creditor more tlan lie originally con-
tracted. The principal debtor is the
nation itself, which lias to pay the interest
.of the national debt to the holders of
consols.

As to the special remedy proposed
by the contributor to the Week it would
çloubtless Le wvell deserving of consider-

ation if the civilized nations of the world
could agree on a bimetallic standard, but
we doubt whether it would neet the
difliculty which is now experienced in
the United States. The law' at present
is that when no agreement exists the
double standard is in force, so that the
debtor can pay in eitlier metal. We be-
lieve, however, that in all important trans-
actions payment in gold is stipulated
for, and we presume that it would
be quite legal to stipulate for payment
half in gold and half in silver. The plan
adopted by France at the time of the
demonetization of silver by Germany,
which hlad a most important influence in
depreciating silver, w'as found quite suc-
cessful. That was simiply to suspend the
coinage of silver. If the United States
were to adopt that policy, or rather if it
had not deliberately adopted one tlhe
very opposite, and required the regular
monthly coinage of a minimum quantity
of silver, for which there is literally no
demand, thon there would not have been
the serions public inconvenience that lias
been so much complained of. France,
thougli maintaining its double standard,
promptly suspended the coinage of
silver so soon as other nations denione-
ti'ed that netal, and thus escaped the
lieavy loss.which it would otiervise have
sustaiied.

TH-E NEWFOUNDLiAND DIFFICULTY.

It would be like groping in the dark to
attempt to speculate on the action of the
Governmient in the Newfoundland difli-
culty. We should have imagined that a
responsible Governmnent, sucli as that in
Newfoundland would not have even
decided on a retaliatory policy without
hîaving given due notice to a friendly
neighbor and an integral part of the
sanie great Empire. In regard to flie
exaction of a duty on the oil barrels, not
only is the act unsusceptible of defence,
but it lias been affirmed that Monitreal is
the only port where such a duty is levied,
and that it bas only beén exacted here
quite recently. Surely there should be
some authoritative information given at
once on this subject.

''he inspection question is much more
diffucult, but it is one that admits of a
satisfactory solution. That solution rests
witl the trade, aud there seems no good
reason for departing frni the priinciple
which governs other articles which are
constantly inspected, although by the
voluntary action of the parties interested.
There is, moreover, a practical difficulty
in-the case of herrings, whiich are se-
riously damaged by the opening of the

barrels. 'We have no doubt, whatever,
that if provision were made for volun-
tary inspection the merchants engaged
in the trade would find a satisfac-
tory mode of solving the difliculty.
Be this as it nay, the sooner the Govern-
nient extricates itself fr'om the dilemma
in which it is placed, the more creditable
will be its position. If the Colonial Gov-
ernment of Newfoundland lias adopted a
measure of retaliation without laving
previously remionstrated, either by direct
communication to the Governor-General
or through the Colonial Department,
it vill clearly have acted with great dis-
courtesy, and the Canadian Government
will have just ground of complaint. If,
on the other hand, such remonstrances
have been made and disregarded, it will
be interesting to learn the grounds on
which the duty on the oil barrels was de-
fended.

We noticed a communication in one of
the dailies from a writer whio consoled
himself, under a firm conviction that the
Newfoundland Act would be disallowed in
England. This is by no means very im-
probable but the reason given by the
correspondent that Newfoundland is an
Inperial Colony is oC nîo weiglit. New-
'foundland is classed like Canada, as one of
the self-governing colonies, a terni which
has been of late years applied to all
colonies wliere the principle of respon-
sible Governmient lias been established.
It is possible thuat if the Secretary of
State should have been apprised as, of
course, he would have been by the Gov-
ernor of Newfoundland, that the duty
imposed on packages was in retaliation
for injuries sustained by that colony from
Canada lie miglt deem the case a fitting
one for mediation. It must be borne in
mind that oui' trade with Newfoundland
is of suflicient importance to induce the
Government to take active measures to
bring about reconciliation. It is rather
singular, considering the importance said
to be attached to compulsory inspection,
that the expression of the opinion of the
trade. has been given entirely by its
opponents.

'ITE BOARD OF TRADE.

The quarterly meeting of the Board of
Trade, leld on the 1st insK, was unusually
interesting. A very large number of
new members w'ere proposed and unani-
inously admitted, which is a good augury
for the future. The first subject discussed
was the insolvency question, and coni-
munications between the Board and the
Government were read. Nothing could
be more unsatisfactory than Sir Leonard
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Tilley's reply ta a letter addressed ta the
Premier. There is not the slightest inti-

mation given of the views of the adminis-
tration, but simply a statement that it is
not probable that Legislation ean be had
this session. Entirely concurring, as we
do, in the opinion expressed by Mr.
Andrew Robertson, that there is no
probability of any legislation, unless it is
proposed by the Government, we cannot
but regret the indifference which has been
manifested in respect ta a measure which
is indispensably necessary for the protec-
tion of all engaged in commerce with the
Dominion. It is not at all necessary to
enter into the merits of the particular
Bill entrusted ta Mr. Curran. The sub-
ject is one that should bc dealt wit;h by
the Gover'nment.

Reference vas made by the President
ta the successfl opposition offered ta
the Pilots' Bill, and ta the concession of
an additional mail ta Montreal in the
afternoon, after which the Newfoundland
question was fully discussed. We have
treated this subject elsewhiere, and are
glad ta find that there was au unaninious
opinion at the Board, that the inspec-
tion of fish and ail should be voluntary
instead of compulsory. Ve were glad to
notice that tha collectai' of tie Port, Mi.
M. P. Ryan, relieved himself of the im-
putation that in exacting a duty on oil
barrels he was acting at variance vith
the practice elsewhere, by explaining
that he had applied specially for instrue-
tions from the department. It appears
from a statement of Mi. Faird thtat appli-
cation had been made by the tiade to
the Minister' of Customs, with, the usual
resul t a promise ta look into the matter."
Now in one hour's tiie the department
could ascertain whether there was a uni-
formi practice at Halifax, Quebec, St.
John's, and' other ports, and one 'would
imagine that in a still shorter time any
man lit ta occupy the position of Minis-
ter of Customs should.be able ta make up
his mind whether it was expedient ta im-
pose a duty of 20 per cent on barrels cou-
taiuing merchandise admitted duty free.
There was one point in Mir. Ryan's re-
marks that requires elucidation. le
said that under the treaty of Wasiington,
oil was admitted free from the United
States, but the question, as he must lave
been well aivare, was not regarding oil
but packages. There is nothing in the
treaty regarding packages, and, thougl
lobsters were free, a duty ivas charged on
the cans against which Canada vainly
protested. And yet the Customs de-
partment have put Nevfoundland on a
worse footing than the United States,
and have actually discriminated against

that colony. We should have imagined
that this question was one that a really
useful opposition would have utilized
in the publie interests, but we have oh-
served throughout the session that the
really salient points of attack on the
Government have been overlooked, such,
for example, as their action in regard ta
treaties with foreign Governments, and
especially France. Before the Council
of the Board adjourned Mr. Henshaw
pointed out the deleterious influence on
trade caused by the maintenance of the
ice-bridge at Quebec. It was agreed ta
make an effort ta procure a repeal of
the law.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

A case of sone importance ta the busi-
ness community has been going through
the courts here for somae time, arising
out of a sale of coal by S. W. Beard ta
Cliggett & Tait, dry goods retailers, who
afterwards failed. Beard sold Claggett &
Tait coal ta the extent of $323.50, taking
their note therefor. Claggett & Tait sold
Beard goods amounting ta $191.31. The
note given by Claggett & Tait had ta
be renewed by two notes for $118.25 and
$190, discounted by Beard at the Ontario
Bank, one subsequently passing ta the
Bank of Montreal. Claggett & Tait went
through the Insolvency Court, and paid
the banks, on these notes, a composition
of $107.05. Claggett re-invested in the
assets of' the estate,and sued Beard on the
$191.31 account. Beard claimed compen-
sation for the amount due him by Claggett
& Tait after deduction of the dividends

paid the banks. Claggett contended the
notes were discharged by the dividends,
as Beard accepted notes, and, through his
agents the banks, had exhausted all"re-
course. Beard maintained that no nova-
tion w'as produced by the acceptance of
notes, that mutual credit liad been given,
and that subsequently he lad been
obliged to recoup the banks, and was
willing ta deduct the dividends, and that
yet lis claim was greater than Claggett's,
and tliat he was entitled ta offset lis
claim. Of course, if these notes liad been
retained by Beard bis right of set-off
would have been unquestionable. But
it is contended by Claggett that Beard's
righîts, having all been transferred ta, and
exhausted by, the' banks, Beard was.
without recourse, and could in no respect
revive his claim without causing double
ranking or fraudulent preference. Evi-
dently equity is on Beard's side, and both
courts sustained lis contention. He
could not control the proving by the
banks, and if he liad paid then prior there-

ta, bis right would have been unchallenge-
able. Why shbuld he suffer by the b anks'
prior action-especially as it is immaterial
ta the estate whether bis riglit should be
increased before or after such proof?
The claim vas due at insolvency, con-
ditionally in abeyancc during the matur-
ing of the notes, and would have been
extinguished by only full and hot partial
liquidation. Partial payment only oper-
ated in deduction of the full amount, and
Claggett, as assignee, could have insisted
on its being deducted whenever Beard
should urge a squaring up of accounts.
Occasionally, proof is considered tanta-
mount ta paymaent and waiver of set-off,
but only when obviously indicated or
legally implied, and by the party directly
entitled ta waive. The remotest bank-
ruptcy legislation recognized this. Even
where the debtor-in merc accommo-
dation endorsations-paid the notes, even
after insolvency, lie had a right ta set off
previous ta so paying thic. A case is
cited where a party ranked on an insol-
vent estate foi' over £500, but afte'vards
having to pay a bill for £500 for value
which was ordered ta refund him what
lie had paid for his own bill and bis proof
against the estate was expungedi this
compensation was allowed after option
and proof.

PROVINCIAL AUTONOMY.

'The following are hlie resolutions adopted by
the Legislature ot' Ontario, on tile subject of'
the alleged nggression by the Dominion Parla-
ment on Ithe riglts in regard to Provinîcial
railways. They were crowded out last week:-

1..That by the ßritishi North Amlerica Acet fhec
Legislaitre of eaeh Province h as exclusive
ioer to makice laws in relation to local works
and undertakings, otlier than sichi railways and
other works and uinidtertakiigs as cosuect the
Province with any other of tle IroveIIces, or
extenud beyond the limits of tlie Proviee, or' as
lire dechired by the Parlimient of Candiela to bu
for tue gencral alvantage of' Canada, oir 'or te
rIiadvantage of two or more of thle irovinces.

2. Thatexclusive auIthorit'y in tue Legislturtite
of eauch Province in relation to Provincial rail-
wnys and other local works ori utiider'takings is
an essentialliart ofour federal systen ofgovern-
mlent. -

3. That-ever since Conifederation tue .Legisla-
tlie of .this Province has exercised such exclu-
sive antthority, and hus granteil charters tor thel
construction ofa large numbdrofrilwaysith-
is the Province, and has dealt ith the sald

'ailwoays nl made sueh provision for their regu-
ation and control as the public inîterest demand-
ed.

4. Thuat the Legislature fin thle session of 1882
asserted, by thu uîuînnimîîous voice of its memibers,
tnt the best ilnterests of the petople of Ontario
'equiried and demanded flit tie Provincial
Legislattire shoulid iot'itluoiit absoluite nîeces-
sity, bu deprived of its uithority and coutrol
over thuese raivays, and t'urther insisted that
where a compalny sought to escape Provincial
coitrol, it sioild bu compellel to procure front
the Legislature by whiehi it wis incu'porated an
assent tou its r'ailhvay being declared to be for the
general advantige of Canada, or shotld be
required to show tiat such aisseit haI been ap-
plied for and refuised on inproper orinsulllicient
groutnds : and these views of the Legislature
were laid before thie Parliamisent of Catinla.

5. Tlht ln disregard of tluis just assertion of
Provimcial rigits, and withouît niy comuniîuica-
tien oun the subject ta fhe Governmeneit or Legis-
lature of the Province, the Federal ParIaient
ii tIle esesion of 1883 passed ail Act declaring
all tthe main hues of railw iy in the _Province',
and each and every branchi tille or' raiwav sunw
or hereafter connectiog w!h or crossinug the
said hues of railway, ou' auiy one of' therm, to be
wnorlks foi Ie " general advan itge of Canada "
and enactimg thit "hereaft'ter the saine shait ba
subject ho the legislative authonityof the Pari-
amllent of Caada.

6. Thait thli practical elect of this wholesile
assumliption is, if legal, tu niithdraw the whole
suibject, f rnihays frion Provincial jurisdliction
and tr nrsfer it tus the "edtertl Parlianrmen t.

7. That id his been giat led out of tle puhl-
lic funls of te Province ho the railwvays so
seized. and assumued by tle Feederal Parliament
to thie extent of over six millions if dollars, and
by varions of the municipaliLies of lthe Province
to the extent of over eiglit millions of dot luirs,
by lseans of vhîici grants the construction of
such railhays iwa's seured, and witliouit whicI
they woiuld îlot have been huilt.

S. lhat suîch aid was only granted to tlese
l'ail ysn3'5 on tIse fl aith and îunderthanditIg that
they wvoillhl continue ho bu P'rovincial ra iilwa'ys
under the control of the Province; nad that
thie assumpuuuutionu thIef by the Federal Parsi
mîent gives thie Prioveie anmi Ile sid munici-
palities a just claimsi to have the ioneys so
grantel bythemît reuinided by tle Donniîîhon.

-9. That the railways so seized and assumted
by the Federal Pritrliimuuenst were and aru local
and Pruviòinii it their cihaîracter, and as such
were intended by Ile British North Amurerica Act
to hie subject to tihe exclusive Control of the
Provincial Legislature ; and this House stibmits
thti. there wns nothintig in lie ciretrustances of
the case to warrant the declaring of' the said
railways to bu works for the general advantage
of Culnada, tUt suuch deciaration is imconsistent
with the fuacts, ant that the action of the
Pederal Parliaînenîî t is a violation of the spirit
and ut perversion of the purpose and languiage
of the British North Amenicjt Act.
. 10. That this ilouse leems it a diuty toi firmly
protest against titis encroachient of the Federal
Parliamuent on the right ts of the Province, and
se assert the right of the people of every Pro-
vince tu exercise, thurough thueir Legislturtties,
exclusive juîrisdiction over railnys and works
of I local and Provincial charic', and ta
ttuper'v'ise and reguilate Ihle conduct of all com-
pamtes ovuling or~operatinug such works.

TuE CUsio.us AcT.-The Bill recently intro-
duced ta the louise of Conions by Mr.
Bowell, ainending the Customis Act oflast year,
repeals the one hrndred and eighty-eiglitli
section of that Act, and provides in its stead
that ail ienalties and f'orfeituires iicurred unader
this atnd simtrilar Acts, be srred fur and recovered
with fire and costs ii the Exclhequer Court of
Canrada and inr any Superior Uourt. If the
amttoint suied for is less thianî $200 the Suit cari
be p rosecuted lin anty county court or circuit
court in the Dominion. Section 153 iao re-
pealed and anoilier substituted, providing tbat
if any person sinuggles any dutiable goods into
Canada, or attempts ta pass througi the custon
house any fraudulent or forged invoice, or in
any way attemrpts to defraud tie Goverirnment,
hris goods shall be forfeited, and ie, vith iis
aiders and abettors, shall be liable to ta penalty
of not less than $50 anri trot mnore thai $200,
or to impilrrisonttircitt for a teri not less tirai
one ionti ior mîrore thai erre year, or both litre

and imprisonment within the said limîrits.

Tri t.ssoe or virE n'oir.-Cinrcinnati,
Louisville and other cities and towis sittiated
on the battks of the Olhio River, have had
tieir tialtiet deluge, resulting, as usual, in
considerable loss of life and property and mutch
rufrering. Individual sufilerinîg, hoivever, has

beei soiewhat alleviated by substantial con-
tributions fron the differeut States of the
Union ; and no serions iitrerference with busi-
ness lias occrred, as rail vay transporation las
been promtptly resrumred since the subsideirce of'
the liood. The probleni oi' the hour in Cincin-
nati-probarbly the samne as after a similar
occurrence a year ago-is the devising of
soire ecars for preventing the repetition orf
schi a calamiity. Artificial barriers have been
discussed only ta o eproniounced ineffectual, ris
the recurring floods rvould cither deimolisi or
overliow thei. The citizens of Mointreal have
reason to be thankful tihat Iur occasional flood is
confined to cellars aleong the loiwer levels. It
is not unrtlikely, however, that at sote future
day, wien the rivers and strearns tributary to
the river whîicih flows past Canada's retropolis,
become denuîded of their forest grotwth by
the progressive inroads of the limberian sand
settler, in a manrner simîrilar ta that whici ias
obtainted in the Ohio Valley, sinilar resuits
tmav be experienced by the dweilers on the
batiks of the St. Lawrence. Canada has yet
time to prevent such a visitation aid sihould
sec to the preservation of lier forests,-no other
merans iaving yet been devised.

TiHE CNes QUrTION IN B. C,-The tvo
Bills passed by tIre Provincial LegisIature of
Britisi Coliibia, with regard to the restriction
of Chinese immigration, are described briefiy
as follows: The irst is designated "'The Chi-
nrse !Regutitionl Act o .1884," and if passed
vill npose a tax of $10 arr every CI intaimten

over 14 years of age entering tie i'ovince, vith
an additional yearly tax Of $10, nid any hina-
man forrud withotit a license is to be mied $10.
Collectors will he appointed tivho will receivea
percentage on tieir collections, and anry collec-
tor or servant of the Governunett fournd disobey-
ing his imstructions wili bhe fined $100. The
proposei Act also prohibits opium, except for

j edical purposes, l default of three months'

imprisonment to be inilicted on any person in
ihose possession it moay be found. Act No. 2

purposes t0 absolutely prohibit Chiiese imnmi -
gration. Any Chinamuan discovered entering

he country after its passage will be subjected
to pay a fitie of $50 or, in default, six months'
incarceration. Ve venture to express fite opi-
iion regarding Act No. 2, tiit it would only
have the effect of restricting about haif of the
present rimber of Chinamei coming into tie
cointry, as there are probably very few
desirous of landing in the Pacific Province,
who woild rot mae the siall outlay of 550 in
order to carry out their wiies in that respect;
and there ara also miany of their brethren in
Anerica who vould be disposed to assist themr
siouild they not themliselves have the necessary
means. The above Acts, if passed, woiuld very
likely have a beneiicial el'ect on the geieral
welfire of' British Colunbia, especialIy as thc
prescrit Chiniese population of the ]'rovince,
judgimg from reports received here, is alto-
gether in excesso u'the requireients of the laibor
market, necessitatingsubsistencc by rapine and
robbery by suclh as have not foiind tl b neces-
sary eiployimreit during a dull seasoi, such as
hei past winter. British Columbia being isolated

tromte Our other Provinces on accournt of lie
present absence of railtvay communication, aid
as is well-known no Chbinese are by Iav allowed
to cross the lines in thre United States, they are
tuirs cooped up in the Province, wi tI the
choice of either going back to China or stay-
ing where they arie, and they generally choose
the latter, in view of ber tr limes and ie possi-
ble iiproveient of tieir condition.

A SUGGESTION.

To the Editor of the JOuRNAL OF CoMmnurircuE.

Sin,-Tin view of probable failure to procure
enactment of aur Ilnsoivent Ltw, and of lie
possible inutiility of one, vere it entacted, it
may b weill to consiter the advisability of
procuring such legislation as would minimise
the probabiliities of insolvency. Ignorance,vant of order, negligence, speculation and
fraud cause more insoivenucies tlhan do miisfor-
biture or extravaganea ; if, therefore, we Cin
procure enilighienment, order, and attention,thei we can narrow the causes of insolvencies
to a very material extent, and, if Ic ein cauîse
speculation and fraud to be fraught with danger
to tire liberties of thoir perpetrators, check
extravagance by exprOSirre to those withuvi whose
mreans it is indulged in, we shall have few
imsoliencies outside of those ceaused by ctutanl
iisfttrntune, tit Ivichi latter case all conrerned
w'il be ready tojOin in relievinrg th sufferers.

Joint stock compuanies, persons purcising
goods on credit, tnd persons entrusted witu
poblcies of nstirance have the use of prperties
whicti do trot wholly belong to themselves, aven
as Banking, Loaning, aînd Saving, Insurance
and other monretary institutions have; con-
sequenutly they ara trustees Who should bie
heli accouitable, as snch, for the pro'er adrine-
lisration of tirir trusts "and for proper records
of their tranrsactions. It a isncumbent upoi
Iantks, Insurace, Loani Coipanies, &c., &c.
that they shall made aunuat statemenlts of their
inairs, which, througir the Gavernment, ara
aopten ta the inspection of the public at large,aId tIrre is no doubt thet the duty.of preparing
and publishing threse statements exercises n
cautionary mfinence urpon the conduct of their
affairs, which beinefits not only the corporations
immiirediately interested, but ail vhro may
entrust them vite nuneys or properlies.

To require the publication of the afairs of
every joint stock comrpany, firi or person in
business would entail such air anounrt of ex-
Pense ias would be a burden to the countr'y1.burt to require tie preparation of these state-
ments et toast once lut every year would have
a beneficial influence ipon every one of them.

It is ackntowledged that such annual state-
monts are prepared voluntarily by every
sensible person, tirmr or coipany doing a
legitimate business a ywhere, and it is tie
experience of every assignee ant adjuster tiat
tie neglect of soche nnrtal stateients is a
Prima ftcie evidence of dishonesty ; therefore
tihere wouild be i neither oppression nor injustice
in making tieir requirementis imper ative ii all
cases. f, in connection witi this requiremtent,we add a sysei of iling or registration in the
ordinatrry registry ollices of the courties in
which the business is conducted, with the pro-vision tiat these statemrients shall, urpon pay-nient of a moderate fce, ber open to those vhlo,
by alliditvit orotherwise, prove themselves to be
creditors, or partners, or shareholders ii t he
business, or by an order trom tie party mraking
the statemrents, then we shall iitrotice into
the business af the country sruci at elemeu.nt of
order as must tend to purify it fro, m'any of
the caulses of intsolvency, and shall Io so with..out anry unnecessary or undue expostire of tie
affaia af iidividials.

'l'ie fifteentih day of March it each year
wouild bu the imost geierally convenient date
for thte completion of these statemrents, ivhlici
should, of course, shew the assets,'liabiliies.
mîcomrre, and expenditure, in the ordinary vay.

Nearly all tle dillicl ties betweeu merchants
and those who are their eritlors or insirers
arise fron the wiant of initelligelit stitî'uîeents
of aifairs, or statenients which are audulenty
coiicocted to serve a special purpose. This
systemî would cause the preparation of statl-
ments aiiiually, aid vould ilike the prepara-
tion of frauidilent enes a very daigerous pas-
time.

Duy Goeots.-Biusiness is,*if possible, quieter
than last wieek ; so much so that pricds are net
real.ly testedi, and are inoiiially iichanged.
Still a more hlopehunI feeling seemts te prevail
especially with the probability of' a speedy re-
openîing of navigation. The past month lias
been quieter tihan lin previous years, aud this
lias been increased by the print trade havinitg
finisied carlier than isiual.
