Turniips also missed on the
strong lands, but wlere they were a siuccess
did well for lthe groiwer, manîy thrmllers selling
car loads at high prices for shipmîent to the
Aimerican market, where they are largely used
in the nahufacture of fruit jams, and
wlience Canadians will buy iten back agan
as such at high .prices. This gamne beats the
Connecticut basswood hauts and wooden nut-
umegs of the olden tuie.

J.iEEs Soenîs, Gananoque, Ont., was a
hotelkeeper intil about a year ago, when lie
charged lis business and started in groceries
and liquors, his capital being about $3,000. lie
lias not prospered in his new business, and on
lthe 3rd of this month lie louind it necessaîry to

assigin i trusti be says that lie was urged to
this by soine of his creditors suing hiim, so lie
tried to secure an equitable distribution for
then ail. fis liabilities are $2,600 and the
assets about $2,400, but lie bas, in addition, a
bill of sale for $700 on his louîselold furniture,
granted otly a few weeks ago.

Tlui estale of Jackson Bros., dealers in shoe
flidings, lontreal, whiose failire was an-
nounced in ouîr issue of Ist February, is ai-
nouniced to be sold by tender. Tite stock is
valied at $16,000, naciinery at $5,000, and
book debts it $10,000, naking a total of $31,-
000 against liabilities of $37,000, of which
$19,i100 are due to the debtor's father. An
offer was made to pay 50 cents on lthe dollar,
which the Montreal creditors agreed to accept,
but which the western claimants refised. Mean-
time bad debts te the extent of $2,600 were
made; a second ofer of 40 cents secured
in 3, 6 and 9 months followed, and, finally, a
third offer of 35 cents cash. The western
bouses still held out, and now ail the creditors
must take tieir chaince, and will pro-
hably not get more than 25 cents in lthe dollar.
Much money lad been lost by begin-
ning Io manifacture lasts, pasteboard,' in-soles,
and uppers, in ail of whici there is claimed to
be too keen a competition.

THE Central Bank of Canada opened an
agency in Guelph at the beginning of this
month, and is reported as being largely patron-
ized-the manager, Mr. G. W. Sandilands, be-
ing an oid banker there and popular with
the farming conuinity. Nearly $100,000 of
stock is beld in Guelph amt vicinity.

PARTY GOVERNMEN.

The recent attempt to corrupt mem-
bers of the Ontario Legislature has been
alinost, unanimously condemned, but tiere
has been a very general concurrence of
opinion on the part of those jouinals
which make no secret of their dissatis-
faction vitho the constitution under
which we live, that no such attenpt
would have been made but for the pre-
valence of party. We are told on the
ligh authority of Bystander that the
present system is " a ceaseless battle of
organized factions for place," and that it
is il dragging all free communities through
discord and corruption to their ruin."
IL is, at least, some consolation to those
who are unable to discover the possibility
of a free people governing themselves,
except tLhrough the instrumeniality of
party, that the opponents orjluty admit
that it prevails in "nIl free communities."
Our own a)Opinion, formned froi a perusal
of the evidence in the Toronto corruption
case is that the conduct of the niembers
who ivere approaclhed, with a view to
their corruption, affords evidence of their
loyalty to their party, and that the re-
sult ivill probably be ta render it impro.
bable that similar attempts will be made
to corrupt members of the Legislature.
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Our chief object in noticing the persis-
tent attacks on party connection has
been to ask a caln consideration of the
views of a vell-knîown writer, who, we
thiil, is fairly entitled to be considered
impartial. We refer te Sir T. Erskine
May, the author of the Constitutional
IHistory of England, and ve propose to
give a few brie l'extracts from his chapter
on Party Coveiinent :

"e That a fohm of gover'inent so c i-
" posite and coiibining so inany conflict-

" ig forces, las generally been main-
tained in harniius action, is mainly

" (e to the organizatienof paties. An
"nsgency harlly recognized by the con-
dsliiition, yel inseparble froin Parlia
Sien(tar'y Governent, and exercising
" the greatest influence for good or evil
"upon the political lestiniies of the
" cou',try, Par'ty lias guided and con-
CC trolled and often doninated over the
"mnore ostensible authorities of the State i
"it has supported the Crown and aristoc-
" racy against the people ; it lias triampled
4 on publie liberty ; it lias dethroned aind
" coerced kings, overthriown Ministers and
"Piarliamieints, humbled tle nobles, and
" establislied eîpopulai' riglits. But il h(s
"proteclel -the falbric of the Governumentil
"fiom shocks which threatened ils very
" foiundations. Parties have risen and
" fallenî, but institutions have remained
"unîshiaken. ' Such are a portion of the
introductoi'y reiarks to a chapter con-
taining over a hundred pages on the sub-
ject of party, and we shall add another
extract froin the concluding page:

din the history of parties ther'e is inucl
'to deplore and condem, but more to
"approve and commend. We observe

the evil Passions ofour nature aroused-
"i en vy, hatred, malice, and ail unchari-
"tableness.' Wle see the foreinost of
4 our fellowouiuntry men contending wiithi
I the bitterness of foreign enueiies-

reviling each other with cruel words-
misjudging the coiduct of eminelt

"statesmsen and pursuing theni witl vin-
"dictive animosity. We sec the whole
"nation stirred with sentiments of anger
4 and hostility. We fid factious violence
"overcoming patriotisii, and ambition
"9and self-inter'est prevailing over the
"lighest obligations te the State. We
"ireflect that party rule excludes one-lialf
" ofour statesmen froi the service of their
" country and condemns tlem-lowever'
" wise and capable-to. comparative ob-
"scurity and nîeglect." But, on the other
side, ive find thuat Goverenment vithueîit
parly " is absollism, that rulers without
"o pposition may be despots. We acknov-
"ledge with gratitude that we ouve te
i party most of our ¯rights and liberties.

"We recognizè in the flerce contentions
" of our ancestors the conflict of great
"principles and the final triumph of free-
" don * * We admire the

" fiiendship, 'idelity and self-sacriie-
" akins te loyalty and patriotisi--vhiiclh
" the lonoi.able sentiments of party have
"called forth. We perceive tlat an oppo-
"sition may often serve the country far

better thans a ministry, and that vlere
" its prinsciples are riglt they will prevail.
" WJe feel lta par-t2 is essential lo repre-
" seltative institutlionés * W ho cai fait
" te recognize in party the very life-blood
"of freedom." In a note is tLhe folloving
brief extract from Edmund Bike:-
"lThe best patriots in the greatest coms-
"monwealths have always comsîmended
4and proioted sucs connections. ldemu
" selntire de republica was ivith tlhemîî a
"pr'incipal grounud of friendship and at-
' tachmîent, no, <le I kiov any other

capable of forming fir'mer, dearer, more
"honorable and ne oe virtuous habitudes."
In his essay on tLhe English Constitution
and Governmsent the late Earl Russell
bore his testimonsy te the benefits derived
by the nation from party Governmlsent,
while admitting the many evils, whicl,
even its msost strenuous advocates nust
deplore.

Ilt lias long been apparent thsat thsose
in Canada who denounce Party are advo-
cates for constitutional change of some
kinsd-wliat, they theiselves scar'cely
know. One fact is worth recording: Lhere
is a vide differ'eice of opinion betwieen Prio-
fessor Goldns Siith and the B?/slanîde,.
lu a speech recently delivered by the
formîer in the State of Nev Yoik, extracts
froi whicli w'ere puiblished in the on-
treal Hferald, it wIs suggested that On tario
miglit take a place in the Amserican
Union, sending tio Senators and hcr' pro.
portion of representatives to Washington,
and this expression of opinion elicited a
cry " Let us drink to theState o' Oui taiio.
Nov, Bysianidcr lias over and over again
denounced what lie has terned l the
n'achine " of party in the United States,
and certainly there is no free commuînity
where it is more rampant. In a late num-
ber of the Week the patent substitute
for party lias been supplied, it is said, for
the twentieth time. It cleaîrly ments a
revolution, for there is to be an elective
executive Council, which vould neces-
sarily cause the abrogation of the offices of
Governor-General and Lieu t.-Goveriors.
Wehsave frequently expressed an opinien,
although ve know it is deeined
visionary by many, that there is no prob-
ability whatever of a peaceable revolu-
tien, by which we menian not merely a
separation from Great Britain, but a sub-

stitution of republican for monarchical
institutions. The experience of the
world is that people do not make " des
ré*olutions avec de l'eau de rose." Waiv-
ing, however, for the sake of argument,
our settled conviction, let us examine the
proposed substitute for our present sys-
tem, vhich was thus described by Mr.
Goldvvin Smith, in his late speech : " Cana-
"da vi'tuIally lias self-government. Eng-
"]and sends hier a Governor-General, but
" le is only a figure-head, a uiere puppet
" (prtecisely as the Queen may be styled
"a figure-head or a puppet!) Canada
"conducts her own internai affairs, and
"may almost be said to conduct her
"own diplomatie affairs." It cannot be
said, therefore, that Canada has any right
to complain of England. The proposed
system wouldbe equally applicable to
Great Britain, France or the United
States. It is " the regular election of the
"Executive Council by the Legislature for
" a terni certain, with such a rotation of
"measures as may sullice to keep up the

general harmony between the two
dbodies. Perhaps it miglt be also de-

sirable to have a minority clause as a
safeguard against sectionalism." We

ovu tLhat we fait Lto comipreliend the pre-
cise mode of election which is not ex-
plained, and we are equally at fault as te
hie rotation of measures, while the con-
stitution maker, by using the teri " per-
haps " admits that lie lias no very clear
opimion as to the "Minority Clause e
which is also as in(lefilite as the other
provisions. It is, at least, satisfactor-y tehave even a vague idea of what the inost
prominent revolutionist woild substitute
for ouI 1)resent institutions. We olvu
that we tre uneible to cliticise a scletne
vhich ie lail to conprehend, and whiclh
it woult be Veil wort the vlile of tle
Week te elucidate. At ail evenîts, it isnot the system wiVich the State of On-
Lario wvould be able to establish in the
neighboring republic.

CANADIAN FINANCE.

The London EcononisI lias honored
Canada with a notice o its filnancial
policy, and, as iniglit have been expected
from such a pronounced free-tradejournal
it is rather severe in its criticisin of Sir
Leonard 'l'illey's budget speech. It ivas
hardly probable that the celebrated pro-
phecy of seven years' Prosperity would es-
cape remark, and especially as the Minister
ivas compelled to acknowledge that al-
ready industrial depression prevails, and
that the revenue is flagging. The prosperity
was, in the opinion of the E iconomist, mere
inflation. The Economist refers to some
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estimates ~made by Sir Richard Cart-
wr'ight, the object of which w'as to show
that, whereas tie taxation inis *the Gnited
States hnd fallen since 1867, fron about
$10 la ead or$50 for a family, to $7 or
$35 a fliunilyç iL lad increascd lin Canada

fron $4 a Iead or $20 a family, to nearly
$p a lead or $45 a family, being nlow
igher thlan in the United States. We
confess that we arc rather sceptical as to

the correctiess of Chese figures, but it is

desirable f.iat nwe should .know the im-

pression cieateId li England by the
budget debate. 'l'lie expendittire has

likevise increased in about ans equal pro-

portion. 'The Ecoenoist calls attention
te the facf that Canada wili soon have to
place large loans oi the Englisli money
market estiiated Lt about £10,000,000
sterling, and issues a warning against the
extravagan expenditure on whicl it has
emsbarked. 'lhe article te whicli we
have referred vas of course written before
te an-nouncemnt f the new subsidies

which have lately been voted. It seems
very desirable that sonme eflbrt should bc
made t'a disabuse the Fnglish public of
snch imupressions as tie article in the
Econiomiiisl is calculated te produce. If is
generally believed hait the Minister of
Finance conitemuîplates visiting Eiglaund

oon affter the close of flic session, id it
is te be hoped fhat lie will bc able te give
a Iuch more satisfactory accouint of the
state of tle finances fhan Chat supplied
bySir Riclard Cartwright. We are glad
to find that ne bad efflect lias yet been
produced on the liarket value of oui
securities, as Cansadiani 4 per cent bonds
are quotel at 3 fo 4 preiini.

HUAVY L.OSSES IN W11EAT.

Our coinmercial exclianges take a very
gloiny view f the losses sustained by flic
recent fail in wheat. 'lhe New York
Financial Chronicle has inde calculations
based on the stock on band and the fal
in prices frein the 1st Marci up te last
veck, wlich show a result of no less than
over tvenCy millions of dollars loss, and
tliis wifholut taking into account fie ouf-
standing contracts foi futures, which are
estimlated as being several tinies the total
crop of' lie year. 'Tlie high prices which
have been kept up in the United States
miakilets by sieculatos who hal obtained
complote control have liad the eflect of
forèing vleat out of ail other producing
couiiiies, and flic result lias been that
the liolders have liad at last te yiell te
tlie pressure, and te throw the large stock,
which lias been estinateI it about 155
millions of bushels, ci a glutted market.
A fall of even a cent a bushel on such a

stock would amount to about I millions
of dollars, and the actual fail lias been
fully thirteen cents, se Chat the probable
loss lias been estinated, as already stated,
at about 20 millions. If is no wonder,
under such circimstances, that therc
should lave beein failures.

t'lhe agi'icultuîral department of the
United States in its Ist April report hiolds
out promising expectations for winter
wheat, and warnings are given in good
time to take care Chat speculators do net
again succeed iii preventing the crop fron
being im'arketed. If is hield fhiat whieaf
cia be put down in Liverpool at a lower'
price by the Amnericans than by othier
nations. India, however, will bc a formsi-
dable rival, and there is reason to believe
tiaft we shall net soon sec a return te

high1 pr'ices of breadstuffs. 'T'lie great
wleat ields of the North West, both in
the United States and Canada, aie sub-
jected te the very serious drawbacks of
being al a great distance fron the sea-
board, and liaving consequently te pay
heavy charges for inland transportation.
It is soein consolation Chat fhe people at
large will have the advantage of cheap
food, and if is t be hioped Chat the far-
mers will be compensated by good crops,
There lias net been, se far as Ne can learn,
any serious loss in Canada fron specula-
tion in breadstuffs. Owing, of course, to
the short crop of last year, we have none
te seil.

THE RIVERS AND STREAMS
QI IE8-l'ION.

It in very important that thiere should
bc no misunderstanding as to the efFect
of tlie recent decision of the Privy Council
on a q u estion of such great public interest
as Chat whicli led to the action of McLaren
and Caldwell. It, is, however, hardly pos-
sible to discuss the merits of the case
witlout having fic text of the judIgnent
before ns. If is in the meantine suffi-
oient to knov thit it, uust have been
based on the state of the law when the
original action vas conienced,mi nl which
lias not since been altered. The real
question for consileration is as to what
justice to the proprietors of land on tie
banks of rivers and streais deiands from
the Legislature. I is alleged by the Tor-
onto Mail that fl the lovaft Goverîinent,
" for purly political puiposes, passei a
.Bill declaring whiat the iaw was af fhat,
particular tuime, and vlat it hadl alvays

" been, and giving Mr. Caldwell power to
use Mr. McLarei's inprovenents on

" paýyment of tolls te bc fixed, practically,
by Mr. Caldwell himself. This was an

"unwarrantable and Lunconstitutional

il act." Such is the vindication of the
repeated disallowances by the Dominion
Government of an Act of a general char-
acter prescribing the teris on whicl
similar iniprovements to Chose of Mr.
McLar'en could be used on ail the streains
in the Province.

If lias been repeatedly urged by those
wlio disapprove of' the Act that, if Mr.
McLaren was siniply exercisinig his legal
rights, it was higlily inpropèr te inter'fere
with Lhen. Such a pretension night, wve
appreliend, be urged with quite as mucli
force against ail acts eh' exprocp'riation.
Lands and houses are constantly taken
by authority of 1aw% by corporations and
public companies, on the condition fhat
fair renuneration shall bc grantecd to the
parties whose proprietors are expropriateid
in the general interests of the public.
The Ontario Act was not confined te the
Mississippi river, but it laid down the
principle that in aIl streaims where im-
provenients such as those macle by Mr.
McLaren were effectec they should be
subject to public use on the payment of
fair Colls. Several years before Confeder-
ation an Act was passed 6y tlie Legis-
lature of Canadaauthlioriizing flie formation
of Joint Stock Companies for the purpose
of making similar improvenents and
levying olls according te a system which
was prescribed by the Act. We feel
quite sure, after having referred to the
Bill introduced in the Legislature of
Ontario, that if is not correct te assert that
the tols were Io be I fixed practically by
Mir. Caldwell hi'lmself.' There vere, moac-
over, no special provisions applicable
te tlie Mississippi river. Tie mode
of fixing the tColls ias established by the
Bill fo ll fie rivers and streans in tle
Province of Ontario and n'as equally appli-
cable to the special case, thejust decision
of whicl led te the introduction of the
Bill.

We are not aware Viat Mr. Caldwell
ever pretended te a riglt to use Mi.
McLarei's upioveimentfs wiliout pay-
mient of the custoimary tolls; on the con-
trary, it has always been alleged that Mr.
McLaren insistecd on his riglit te prevent
flie use of those improvements af his ovn
pleasure. Tiis was really the point at
issue, and the Legislature of Ontario, be-
lieving Chat therse was at least a doubt
cro the subject, justly deternined to set
the question at rest by requir'ing not Mr.
McLaren alonîe, but ail persons similarly
situated, te allow their improvements te
be used on payment of fair compensation.
We have no desire to attribute motives of
an improper kind to either of the parties
te the controversy. Such motives are but
tee often attributed te the leaders of all
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political parties. When the writer in the

Mail alleges that tie Mfowat Government
was actuated by tt purely political pur-
poses," ie should have recollected that
the charge could be urged witli muci
greater plausibility against his ownî
friends. 'Ihie Act was general, while the
disallowance was avowedly on personal
grouinds, and for the benelit of a politicil
friend. Apart, altogetlier, from the Mc-
Larent-Caldwel case, the decision of the
Judge in favoi of the pretension of' a

proprietor ta prevent the use of his im-

provemntelts, and Lhus ta injure most
deeply ' another proprietor, rendered
legislation absolutely ntecessary, and it is
by no meanis surprising- that the parti-
cular case which led ta iL should have
been provided lo' on conditions similar
to those adopted for all future cases.

We cannot admit for a moment that
ithe Governinent lac io right ta inter-

fere vith existing legislation, or that it
t hald no riglit ta define what the lawv
t had been, while the courts were actually
41seeking ont the law on the subject."
\We presutne that it was. impossible for
the Legislature ta know that the case
would be carried ta the Privy Couicil,
and wve may here remark that but few
persons would have been able 'ta incur'
Lhe enormous costs attendant on sa many
appeals. The subject was clearly one for
1'rovincial legislation, and it should have
been a very strong case indeed, ta justify
the disallowance of the Local Act. We are
now- told by the Aiuil Lhat 91 the Streamts

Bill is unnecessary, and ought not ta be
" allowed ta disgrace the Statute'Book.'
On titis question it uay be wel ta sus-
pend judgment, until it shall be ascer-
tained wiat the ef'ect of the decision
really is. IL bas been stated that, in order
to protect LMr. lcLaren and others simi-
]ua'ly situated, a Bill substantially the
same as that whici lias been disallowed
ouglit ta be passed. It would be singular
enough if the very parties whio have been
insisting an the right of riparian proprie-
tors ta close all streans of the character
of the Mississippi ta the proprietors of
lands situated higher up the stream
should now turn round and insist Liat the
improvements should be used without
any kind of com ensation. 'l'ie lail actu-
ally recommendY the disallowance of tihe
Bill providing for' fair compensation for
improvements.

THE INSPECTION OF FOOD.

The supplementary report of the In-
land Revenue Department dealing with
the inspection of food differs but littie
from its predecessors. The system of

picking.up samples from retailers is still
pursued by the Dominion analysts.
Nothing can be more unjust than such
a proceeding. To brand as dealing in
adulterated alimentary substances a re-
taller to whom the contents of the canned
goods lie sells are as little known as they
are ta the purchaser, is preposterous,
especially, when the name of the seller is
given to the public eighteen months aifter
the transaction. Why not give the naine
of the manufacturer of canned goods as
welI as the naie of the spice mills, of
which one-third only of the production
cean be pronounced genuine, iistead of the
name of a retailer hioe cannot aforl'd in
bis smaill business ta increase profits by
adulteration of his goods.

In his report, Mr. Miali, the commis-
sioner of the Internal revenue on the
inspection of food, alluding ta a proposed
ainendment ta the existing law, says that
three specific aims have been kept in
view : lst. To distinguish between inerely
fraudulent and dangerous adulterations.
2nd. In defining adulteration, ta lay down
genteral principles of interpretation, equal-
]y applicable ta all articles suibject to the
operation of the Act. 3rd. To invite
local co-operation in the administration
of the Act. The proposed anendment
bas not reached Parliament in time ta be
acted upon. This delay is the more ta be
regretted as the definition of adulteration
would remove all intent ta defraud the
public from parties dealing in articles of
food deficient in quality, owing ta care-
lessness in manufacturing, or ta the arti-

cles laving become stale.
The number of samples analyzed by

the Dominion oficers is 1,243, out of which
302, or about 24 per cent, were adulter-
ated, and 30 returned as doubtful. 79
samples of breadstuffls, including bread,
biscuit, flour, meal and baking powder
were pronounced pure, with the exception
of two samnples of baking powder contain-
ing 30 per cent o flouir. One hundred
and sixty samples of butter weie analysed,
49 being reported as adulterated. The
word adulteration applied ta this class of
samples is nlot correct, -as nowhere have
the analysts recognized a mixture of
foreign substances. The results ai the
analysis show an excess of salt ar water
and rancidity, which are the consequences
of the want of knowledge how to mace
good butter. Butter becomes rancid
when it contains tao much caseine which
the extraction of the buttermilk would
bave prevented. It is the same with
milk i 157 samples have been analysed,
twenty-nine were round adulterated by
water, and fourteen classed as doubtful.
But none of the villainous compound

said ta be sold as milk in European cities
bas found its way in this country. 95
samples of coffee have been anîalysed,
with the folloving result ; 42 adulterated,
and 3 doubtful i 50 samnples good. The
coammissioner, on this fraud upon the
public being limited ta 50 per cent only,
congratulates the country as " this being
" the higiest percentage of purity
reached since the Act lias been in force."
134 saiples of condiments analysed give
only a percentage of 36 per cent as being
pure; 64 per cent containing foreign
farinaceous substances ta ait extent vary-
ing from 20 ta 50 per cent. If cotree is
adulter'ated with roasted chicory, pea
meal and cereals, pepper, ginger, mus-
trade and other like condiments are in
reality granîd peas and flour in large pro-
portion. The perpetrators of these frauds
upon the consumer are the coffee roasters
and the spice mills, as, out of 900 tons of
spice and condiments entered annually
for consumption in Canada, two-thirds
are imparted unground ta be manipulated
at the mills. The analysis'ofteapresents
nteresting returns. Of 74 samples
exanined, 26 were adulterated and 3
returned as doubtful. The analysis of 74
ounces of tea out of an importation
amounting ta fi'teen million pounds is
scarcely a sufficient guaranty against
fraud and adulteration. The introduc-
tion of the American systern of inspection
by Government officers becomes impera-
tive in presence of the noted increase a
spurious teas in the market. The analysts
ai' the Dominion have examined 1,243
samples et a cost of $7,216 ai' $5.50 per
analysis, writiout bringing any abatement
in the frauds.

CONFEI)ERATION LIFE ASSOCIA.
TION.

The report of tihis prosperous Canadian
Life Assurance Company will be found
elsewhere-in oui' columns, and is, as usual,
most encouraging. The neiw insurances
effiected during the year are over 20 per
cent on the aggregate, and the surplus is
140 per cent on the paid-up capital.
The dividends ta the stockholders were
ten per' cent, ai' $8,000, while the pro-
fits ta the policyiolders were over $20,-
000. The rules of the Confederation
Life are more stringent than those laid
down by the Government, anticipating,
to use the words of the report, a reduction
in the rate of interest ta 4 per' cent. In
seconding the report, Mr. Elliot drew at-
tention to the advantage of insuring in
home companies, as the assets, instead of
being invested in foreign, are held in
Canadian, securities. The President Ho4,
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Wm. HowltIand paid a deserved comili-

ment to the managing-director', Mr. J. K
Macdonald, and proposed a testiionial
to his efliciency in the foin of a vote of
$1,000, whicih vis cheerully granted.
We catmtot concuide this brief notice
withoit bearing our testimiony to the un-
reinitting aL.etention of the Montreai Mana-
ger', Mr. Hl. J. JoIhntston, to the interests
of the company.

In moving the adoption of the Report, the
President said:-The statementegentlemeny
which we have the pleasure of submitting to,.
you, affords satisf'actory evidence to every one
tait our progress is still onward, and that, too,
notwithstanding the fact that the pastyear has
not been a very favourable one for any branch
of business in this country. Notwitlstanding-
that, gentlemen, and notwithstanding increased
competition, and that, too, to an extent we
have never experienced before, we have suc-
ceeded in attaining the results that we now
place before you, which show a steady progress
on the part of tli Company. " Our cash prem-
ium receipts, for instance, have increased 30,-
835.27; the interest reccipts S5,346.61. The
surplus has incrcased .49,424. The ý assets
bave increased 8185,789 59 and have reached
the large suin of $1,152,728.38. The new busi-
ness also shows a gratifying inlcrease, and the
statement before you shows tliat the'insurance,
in force at the end ofthe year was 511,204,534
an incrense over the previous year cf Sl,295,-
288. These are all points, gentlemen, that
mark tIse steady progress of the Company, and
afford, I think, satisfactory evidence of a proper
administration of its affairs, and of theexertion
and effective labor that has been performed b
al parties connected with the Company. f
there is any matter connected with the
accounts tat any gentleman would desire any
further information or explanation about we
would be most happy te alford it."

The President then moved the adoption of
ic Report, as follows :-
" That the Report of the Directors, tlie fian-

cial statements, the report of the auditors, the
Actuary's Report, and the Report of the Trus-
tees for Government Savings Bank Policies be
adopted."

In seconding the resolution Mr. WSitmAu
Eîmo'r, V. P., said:-" Ir. Chairman, gentle-
men,-Tliere are resolutions which gentlemen
are called upon te second lu meetings of this
kind wlhich ore purely complimentary, others
whichl are merely formal, but in regard to this
one I may say, that I second it with a great deal
of pleasure, and 1 think limay say with pardon-
abl pride. As you know sir, I have been con-
nected with ibis Association from the beginning
with yourself, and therefore feel and take a
great Interest in it.

I think I may challenge any one
te say that any one transaction of this Company
bas been otlerwise than wlat bas been honest,
straightforward, and honourable. I am happy to
say,sir,tbat we have now,as we have had through
niost of our career, a umber ofmost industrious,
persevering, and respectable agents, through
whose exertions a. large ameunt of new business
lias been secured during the past year. And
then agsin, air, I notice one other matter, and
that la tlat durin the past year, $74,000-I am
speakin in roun numbers, was distributed to
t e familles ofthe respresentatives ofthose who
died. This is a large sum, but it l net too
large, and itdoesnot come up to the " expecta-
tien. That is in consequence of the lives insured
having been good lives, and though we have
paid se much it has been less than might have
been expected, on the regular mortality tables.
I would aise refer te the benefit which the
country derives from our people in'suring l nur
home companies. Had the insurance carried
by this Association been made with American
Oompanies, the large amount of capital re-
presented by the assets would have been invested
in American securities, from which this count
would derive no benefit. I have very mu
pleasure and pardonable pride in seconding

obtamr to arr oiicer in firs position, but ie
never stops is long rts tierue i anything to do,
or aRrytiig ta thir kif, or nry vork tt ette
whicl wtil fuorw:rtd the interests of tie Comrr-
panty. It is nu o matlter lu tioir rimwether il is int
th ordiiiary hours of business or out of tiim,
wletlher it requires hinm Logo fromn home, or to
stay at tartre. There is not one tiinitg ie ever
omrtitted, to mrry kntowt'ledIge, tIhaît could be done
by iim, thiat was necessarry for the protection
and forwarding of tIre in terests of tiis Associa-
tion. Undler tihese circonrstances, I tam sure
tire ie not a gentleman present ivio would
desire that this meeting should separate, ivith-
out expresion being giyen tu its approciation
of the ianner in whi'ti lie irais performoed his
dtiles, and I teel aiso, as ta sharcholder, and
from tie expression of' feeling that I have had
front those interested in the Company, that it
ivouild be a gratification to then te have an
opportruity of ofering evidence of the feeling
that they have in a Ltantgible rmanuer. 1 propose
for tire consideration uf this meeting the t'llow-
irrg resolution :

The Cotts Ti.aas.-Tiings are not looking
over bright, so fiar ars rmrantuftacturing is con-
cernei, nor is there very much hope of a really
good .and profitable business, unless great
tharges are made in some direction or other.

The exceedingly iigh rate of profit which
obtained in the early iistory of the industry
here was too temrpting to be left to the few
who staried tie new business ; everyone
wanted to share in such profitable undertak-
ings, and bonurses were offered by certain
towns te scure the privilege of having a mill
built in or near then, wihich was expected to
bie a perfect mine of wealth, finding employ-
ment at good wages for plenty of workers, and
paying a high dividlend to those who were
ilcky eorougi o be shareiolders. The result

of alh this was just wehat has occurred often
before. Capital was invested and mills were
built until the evil of " overproduction " had
attainied large proportion, thon dividends de-
creased along iith the market prices of,the

oods pr'otted, and siares are now much
belowe par ivhichi could only have been bougit
at a very bigi premiurm a short time ago.
Shares in one iinited company, for instance, of
a nomirînial value of $100 iave been urp abont
$000, and can troi be bougit soumewihere about
half their original value, or at about one-fifth
or one-sixth oftheir highest price. Itis reporteS
that a Mill wrhich cost some $60,000 or $70,000
eould rieadily be horgit for abourt oue-quarter
of that armounrt. Tie evil of "over-produc-
tion:" unfortunitately, st ill exists ; tie proctetion
of cottonr gooda is considtraby in excess of
the anrounrt tif àaiiosimption, while that of
shirts and hosiery is still gretater.

Three old-
establisied firms in difflerent lines report busi-
ness as qruieter thaln i t Irs been fr tIre pRst.
thirty. years; on the other harnd it la said that
business is trot unlike wh'bat it tvays is at this
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seaeon and thalt tbi l ortcry about bsul irade 's
chronic with seome people. Tie apprdàcli of
spring nd tie favorable reports of the fall-
wheat cropin the North-west produce a hope-
ful feeling that increased activity will be seen
very slortly. Tie share mîr'ket was closed from
Thursday evening until Tuesday morning, but
the business done dluring the rest of the week
is very much less proportioaltely tian il was
last week. Less than 600 baik shares and about
1,300 misellanneous ones have been sold against
2,600 and 5,500 respectively for the previous
week.
