Tlhe conttractors Of thL Mîonîtracl, OttlIR, and
Western lRailwaîy, with the consent Of the Rail-
way Coumissionîers, have been compelîclled by
extortionate demiands of somie of the proprietors
of land on tle river front Ietween llîl and
Ayliier to alter their line. The enlgineers have
during the List few' days found an excellent
route running directly west froi the north endîî
of Leamîis Lake ta Aylmier, thups giving Hull
and Ottawa the go by.

-- The foreigni exhibitors at the Cenîteninial
met on tic 2Ltli inst., to consult in regard to

obtaining fromî hie governmiîsenît ai abateient
in the stringency of tlhe present custois regi-
lations. The trouble is that before the exhibi-
tors can sec any portion of an invoice, they
must pay the duîty oin the whole. A conunîîîittec
was tppointed represcnting England, Cansada,
Russia, Austria, Switzcrland, Ireland, and
Sw'eden, to confr ivith the secretary of the
treasury. Feeling on the ]notion ruIls ligl,
somle of tlc exhibitors threatening to close and
Icave unîless relieved.

No imiprovement las taîken place for
forward shipmîîent, as the supplly olf the coast is
more than suflicient to ileet presont require-
mients.

CAN WE MAKE HALIFAX AND ST.
JOi OUR WINTER PORTS?

The New York Bulletin makes acalcula-
tion of the relative distances between
Chicago and Liverpool via New York and
viaMontreal and llalifax. This is decidedly
against the interests of our iew route, but
we must arrive at a proper estimate of the
arguments before accepting the conclu-
sions. Here are, in figures, the relative
distances by rail and scea:

South America by a to'ete under ouri' On
control and in i noway liable to vexatious
delays and interference ot the part of
United States collectors. It will be recol-
lected iow the ruling of Ite United
States Treasury i the question of bond-
ing Gransd Trunk freiglit to Portland
caused inconvenience and hiidered

prompt transiti all this will be avoiced
and Halifax, St. John, and other harbours
away east, will be foi' tis free of access as
ivinter sea-ports.

On the otier hand tu lLtiifax Noi'riig
Chronicle makes the following coeiminents
on the chances of the grain trade being
diverted froin Montreal to Cape Breton

ports -

North Sydney, C. B., lias serious lesignis con
the grain export trade of ilontreal. It is the
opinion of parties at Sydiney, endorsed by ex-
perienced and substantial tmen in Torotto, that,
on the completion of the enlargeieit of the St.
Liavrence canals, tie grain frot the West cean
ie more profitbly shipped at Sydney thli at
Mlontreal. One disad'antage of Moiitreal is
that, net being an A tlantic port, it lias no seek-
ing tonnage ; the only vessels available for the
grain trade are those whicli eter with cargoes.
'Tiis disadvantage tells largely iii lavour of New
York which, being freqpinted by seeking ves-
sels, has niiearly always a supply of tonnage
equal te the demands cf trade. Sydnsy possesses
advantages in this respect over bot, Montreal
and New York, as it is lit the track of vessels
returning from Europe, and, consequiently, is a
desirable port of call. Thte design is to lav'e'a
spsecial class of steamers constricted whiclh can
bring tieir cargoes of graii direct fron Ciicago,
or other Western ports, to Sydney', and there
discharge them for resiipiniit te Europe. ft
is held that the increased cost of f'reigit to
Sydney, as compared iwithi Montreal, iwill be
more thai balanced by the reduction in the
ocean freighit, ship-ownîers quoting freights froin
Sydney to Liverpcl at tvwenty-fire per cent. less
tisani fron ontreal to Liverpool. Another and
very irmportant feature of the project isithie send-
ing cf return cargues of coal froi Sydaey, or
other Cape Breton ports, to the Cantadiiiin ports
on the St. Lawrence and lakem The thing looks
well on palier, and our earnest holie is tiat it
maay be futind feasible in practice. One great
diticulty, we imagine, ill be the production
of steamers whics will be found at once service-
able for lake, canal, river, and ocean naviga-
tien.

A little comment on this nay not be
amiss for correction cf its erroneous views :

Montreal has a greater likelilhood of seek-
ing tonnage than a port in the position of
North Sydney wIiich, being able to frnish
little except coal foi shipmient w"est, would
fild the competition of Ohio coal strike
it ahuost as neal liee as Kingstn. in
ordinsarily pro sperouts timies vessels com.i
ing to Mont rcal with cargoes furilisl
ample tonnage for ai. ite eiremets
of grain coming fron the 'West, andi the
nse as colliers of' vessels, even if suitable
to both kinds of navigation, would
malke tiiemo sonewhat in'erior foi' the

bisiness ot' carrying grain in bulk. We
doubt very nucl if tonnage Vould coie
acroEs the Atlanstic in ballast to a port
with no general connnerce lilke Sydey,
antd there t ake fieights It a reduction of
tw'enty-five per cent. below those of M1on-
treal the ship whiich wold mae Sydney
its port of call on the way ta Europe
woutild already have sailel a considerable
distance froin a great commercial iarbolir
like New York, Boston oir Montreal, vith-
out any cargo at all. We repeat Our
opinion that -North Sy'dney is onle of th
ports wiiclh Ca bc utiliscd for fast freigit
mails anid passengers, meeting there a rail-
way connection ; but the disadvantages Of
a want of general trace wvould make it of
little use as a grain trinsbipping point
ain Allain steainer would be aile at Mon-
treal to take into her bunkers mnerely coal
enlough to rn te Sydney and thus bave
miore room for cargo ; 'this would give us
a decided advantage in carrying freight
hence to Liverpool.

1l11E PL1MSOLL BJIL AGA1N.

The London Times considers the ques-
tion of Colonial Legislation froms a decid'
edly sensible point of view ; the bases of
its argument are mnuch in accordance
witi those of our article of te, 1Sti of
Febr'ar'y last, but the views expressed
are moe decidedly imperial than we are
accustoned te read in that journal. Saine
of oui' readers may reieinber the warn-
ing of the Túnes ii years pist to thr,'ow
off' tie colonies as incumbrances ; doubt-
less the idea of a journal so flexible te
public opinion was, then, that the difli-
culty lay in reconcilinig the loyalty and
the obligations with the-interests, of such
a people as the colonists who were thei
under'judginent, nanely those of British
Ainerica. TJimle, however, lias modified
the views of tie Times, and iow, instead
of issning an article on the trouble of
naiintainiig colonies at a cost of military
force, it respects the Domsinion as ai ally,
and its strength as a maritime poweri,
fourth i the rank of nations, is fully ce-
knowledged. But, the question of separa-
tion secluded, we have the equally serious
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Oie of authority, and liere the Times to-
roughly accords iith Our Views OF legisla-

tion withoit representation ; it wisely
1ays aside legal arguments respecting the
situtory right over the colonies and

istrougly asserts their claim to grow into

iations, fi-e, aind friendly to the mother-

liand. 'le imperial povei of the West-
uinsteir parliamlent, except wh-lere special-

ly delegated ta a colonial legislature, is

by all admitted to be valid, as fai' as its
exercise Of such poiwer can extend; but
tie legislature and the people of England
cannot claim to act f'or tle" initerests of a

nation spriiung froin Englisli loins, yet
doing its own w'ork of civilization. if Iwe
grant, for the sake of argument, the rigi t
of imperin lgislation to control thlat of
the Dominion in its oii affairs, we have
to consider how far its use is wise, andi,
in the case of' a colonial power Iike
ours, ai iiterfereeca woud1(1 be likely
to mai' the ariiimony constititnlg the
chief lent of that loyalty vhich on
octcasion is fervent enough to astonisi
liaiives of lte two islands. This question
of oui riigit to fredoim froim legislation is
definiitely solved by the opinion of' Lord
t'ai-narvoti and olliers of' the Hîouse of
Lords, who admit that our clain to self-
Lovrmî'nenît is as tangible as that Of a
separato nation. It is, therfore, fully
imtderstod ot the othi' side thtat oui'
ships should not be, withoit our owa'n Con-
sentt, placed in a position of disadvaintage
asý comtpared with thoso of nations under'
a foreignl flat. lu fact as the firin allies of'
the Elpirea wiould in any treatv have
ihe privileges of the most favoured nations,
aud our position in this respect siiould
not differ froim that of any indapandnt
country. If aly statu trading iviti Eng-
land cali, under the ordinary 'teris ofI a
reaty of commerce, seild its ships ito

English ports withtout the dtnger' of ahint
of iiterfrenauce, wve, wi0are in al respects,
except loyalty, lno more incler Obligation
fi' aid in Mimes of peace on the higi seas
i'y th liBritjisi navy,ar expected toaaîndur'e
lirdens which the foreign country can
diplomiatically resist. The w'isdoni of our'
action in providing for the safety of ships
leavinig Cantadian ports lias bean nekna w-
ledged by tli employnent of' the provi-
siOns of our statute in the conistruction of
lie Britislh Slippinig Act, anîd w'e have

little doubt that ultimately the good sene
of th1e î.nperial Parliament will recogize
ou' noral, tlough not statutory, rigit to a
froedom froin iinterfermenîce, Iliclh iay in
its effects be oppressive.

TIE F'ISIERIES COMMISSION.

We learin fron the .New York Timles,
witholut, horever, kn ing its authoi'ity,
Ilat tlis comminssiaion will assemble at Ilali-
ftx during the present sumiml'er. As muany
ofour readers iay not be conversant with
the articles of the Treaty of 1871, somue of
Iwiicl are subject to the action of this
commiission, w'e wîill try ta lay beOfolr' thein
w1-ha:1t s lasc of time ti a ts nowîî mWadù lis-
tory.

'li disputes a 1n qulestions of intar-
iational law arising Out of England's
action dui"nug the suppression of the re-
vOLt of the South wiere the source of a
gi-at differene bncee t Entgland and
United 'tataes, and the Treity of 1871 ias
îmainly intendetd to effect a recognition of
certain' priiciples htitherto ilu doubt tanld
by whiIi Eigland would find ieself
bouid to pay'a C a coii1opensation for losses
iticurred by the United States fromi the
caonlduct accepted as illegal on the part of
British subjects. Iln the cotse aif the can-
vention to formi this Treaty, the question

amille 111 o arriiging a settlement of all
lispulted riglts and claiis thie pendiing.
Wte ieed nîot here refer'î to Aller items

than titt whici makes the suîbject of our
article. For lialf. a ceitury the Unites
States had claimled, and Great Britainl hadL
denîied, dia riglit of' American fisieriîen
to lisli within certii limîits i' h'aiitar'e now
Caniadiancoaust. With every justice, aswe
will show', the Britsli (4ovarnmient claiied
thtat tha sovereiglty on IhIliell lict peculiai
national privileges of fisliery were bisad
shotild ie coisideied to extend to a dis-

tance ai' threa imiles from an al ad,
so that a bay with an entrance of six iles

in widlth would be iipassable to a lfareign

fishing vessel ; an the Other' hand the

Aumaericains elimîîeid that ther could fish at
anîy point three mtiles from thoe shore, inîd
therefoîre could enter a bay and cast their
nets in waters so fiir distant from land.

Practically foir a lonîg time tiey ised this
Claimî, preposterois as it was, to aid their
fisliers in doing more and actially fishing
close in shore. TO show the absirdity of
their claim w will usa un illustration
dr'awnii from the conduct of the United
States tieimselves : il a vessel entered the
bays OF Chesatpeaka or Delaivîare, sle would
eabsily ba able ta navigate tliese iaters
witlout even at tle entrance invading the
ltree utile limit constituting sovereaignaty,

yet to-iay sucht a siip using these pre-
tenidedi nieutral waters for aiy purpose ex-
cept thit of a Commercial visit to some
onc port would be immilediately seized by
a revenue cuitter and condeuimed by a
naval court to forfi titre. It is lear there-
fore that the pretence sel up by Americai'

politicians is not founided even on thteir
aown views of maritime law.

Still the imnconVemnienîce of such a dis-
pute, its dlisturbaince of peac between the
two nations, made us wrilling ta affect a
compromise, and the Treaty of 1871 Con.
tainlei a claiuse by ihich the use of the
inshore fisleries was ceded to United
States for the terim of tweolvo years in re.
turil for ail agreement to admit Caniadiain
fisi frce into the ports of the Union, and
a payment of indeminity for the use of
suci inshor fislieries iwith the adjoined
riglht to land and Cure the catch an the
shore.

To estimate the ainouint of indenîity a
inixed commission iwas appointed, to con-
sist of thre, one of wrhoi to be naimed by
the United States, a second by the British
G overiinent and the tlird by the Ltvo poi-
ers jointly, ai' by the Emparor of Austria;

looks like ait aiittepl.t to shiufle the ques-
tion into oblivioi; even so ligi.toned a

ppaper as the Newa ork Times <locs not
liesitate to palter iritli the national honor,
and to suggest that the award siould be
only $1,000,000, wh'lile the evidence of
tmn Anierican Trlieisury commissioner as
to the value of the fishieries slios that in
aime selson tlhIe r takei i iiour waters
mackerel to the value of $4,500,000 !

'T'lie Times claims tha the free ad-,
mission of oi fisi into Amuerican markets
would lirgely rediuce thme estiimate ait our
side, but it dloes not mention the flet tlat
our trade thither bears no proportion to

lie receipts arriving in vessels of their

natlioality, anîd that if one kind of fisi

alone ihena cauglt ami our shores yieids
the Amuericans a product of $42,000,000 for

twelve years, we cant certainmly coumîta still

larger sui as duc foi the use of the otlier
fisieries. A prompt paymnent therefore

ai' $1,000,000, is here thouiglt too small
to bc coisileiretd valle by the Colimnission-
ers. The suiggestion of the Tiucs that the
dispute about French Slore riglits mnay

affect the calculation as ail argument, will
not iold Nvater ; the F'reialc Shore wras free

to tlie Americans long, as fa' as the French
we'e concerned, ani sa our riglit now
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that we have convinced thiese people, is
ceded in the general clatises of tlie 'reaty.

We hope that if the mixed commiiission

cloes sit in Halifax thiis suînmiüler, the dis-
cussions and estimates of valume will lie
g'overnemdo by a sense of honor, not by a
petty disposition to over-reich tie othmer
sidie.

AT LAST.
The open mise of our internal coasting

trade by United States vcssels ias long
been ai cvil wisicih called for renmedy;
Canacian barges were, until recently,
stoppec il their navigation of Anerican
waters ai. the port of Plattsburg, mandcl, si-
thoiugh the Treaty provides for oir iaving
the rigit to go through the canails, our1
vessels cannot touch at port oms tihe route i
ali this time Azmericain barges were per-

nitted by the laxity in enforcing onri laws
to trade in bot.h directions and almiost
from port.to port, so that ouir own bottons
were fairly siouilcer'ecl out of anmy profi-
table trade that existed. At. list we havo
a sign of the end of this injurious policy ;
two Amnerican barges, the i Volunteec"
and tho Il Henry Maikin " have boe
meized for infringing the Revenue Laws;
they had for some timse bcen cairyiig
freiglt froms and te ports onm tlie St. Liw-
ronce with noe papirs but their Aietricai
registers as trarrant for their intrusion ;
this time they were catght in th'ir sup-
posed security, and it is altogether pro-
bable that their example will be a lessois
of war ning ta otier craft of the kind. We
nay confidently cxpect tmtt tei collectors

at the United States ports iii interprot
as far is possible te our disadvantage the
recent provisions for carrying into elect
the reciprocal navigation clauses of' the
Treaty, in fact ove have aILeady experi-
enced this, even wiithin the short period
that has Iapsed sice the proclamationi
and, in view of tIhis, w'e shotild be rigidly
exact in all concessions to the Unîited
States trade.

It wvould be w'ell aho ta icarni iowv far
the Anerican fishernien have abuscd the
license they have te fish on our sea-coasts,
and howî far they have pusied a costing
trade under cover of this privilege it is
very probable that mnuch sinuggling, as

'wmell as illegal coasting, inmust exist along
our fishing coasts. The acts of those Neiw
England fishermen have frequsently been

laIvless, and smnuggling would bé a minor
item in the list. of their Crimes against
law.

principal agent in the trifhic. Lord Bute, the
favorite of George IliI., carried the disgraceful
treaity whichmei cancelled Ciathmm's victories
througi Parliament by shcer dint of moniiey.

IL is said thuat in cime lay lie issumed $25,000 t
lie order of his agents. He raisei a govermielint
loan by pîrivate subscription anomîg lis ai-
ierents ai sucli ternss as in cliect to distribute

pmong tiem, at cine stroke, £350,000 oi ptblic
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tmtoiney. George III. hiiself spent the ncney
voted for the service of the Crownt on electoral
cerruption, and called it giving " golden pills."
IL l isteediess to go back to eaîrlier tines, whin
imore tLant two hundred memibers of the le Peu-

sionied Parliamnent " were beleved to be ln the

pay of the goveruncnt, and whien peerages
Vere shliamelessly Sold, lte price beiig sonte-
times entered in the books of the Excbequer.
This was aristocratic corruption ho is coarseslt
forIt. But tle governiment disposed besides of

vast mass of sinecure patronage, wvhii ivs
emIlployed wholly for the purpose uf putrichasintg

political Support.
As to lte adinistrtlion of irelatd duiring lthe

saute period i itwas corruption and nothiig ielse;
tle governlentt iad tno other mens of carrving
lis tmteasures. The Union vas carried through
Ithe lrish Parliament by a wholesale bribey of
legislators, of whichl Lord Cornwallis, a man of
lihor comîpelled to do the w-orkz of inftamty,

spleaks with itter disgust, and w-hich casts intto
lthe shade hlie worst Anterican revelatioti. Nor
did the reign of corruption at Dublin termiinate,
o even greatly abate, whenl the Parliament of
lreland had been abolisled. Sir Arthur Welles-
ley, as risi Secretary, found his task pretty
much the saute as litai of adiintistrators before
Ithe Union. It was during his tenure of olffice
it i remîemtber rightly, ihat some enthusiasticall y
loyal politiciai endeavored to stem lthe tide
of disaffection by stealing the gold provided for
the collars of the Order of St. Patrick, aud re-
placing it wilith copper.

Yet front this corruption the Britisl governy
ment emterged, w-hen, by the Reforni bill of
1832, a voice in the managetment of their ow-n
iffairs atnd a veto on abuses were conceded to
tlie people. Little of it. now renains, except
the eniplovmient of titles as rewards for political
partisanship, and the expenditure of million-
naires ln nirsing "-that is, ia buying up
constituencies w-hich they seek to represent in
Parliament. Let us not forget ihat corruption
las mîîany shapes, and cat assume the reined
form of a ducal coronet or of a munificent sub-
scription or of a sumiptuous entertainment, as
well as the coarser foi of a roll of dirty green-
backs or an allotmnent of paid-up stock. Macati-
lay observes, with truth, that Englisli corruption
ait the worst of times was exclusively political;
it did not extend to the judiciary, ivhich re-
mîained ipright, or to counerce, which re-
mafined sound. The importaont question alwvays
is wihetler the malady is general or local;
whether il pervades the body of the people or
is confined to the politicians. My belief is that
li the United States the chief seat of lte evil
which exists is amîîong the politicians, and that
the national character generally, though nlot
vithout défects, is sound. Ilt may be fairly said

uliat the samne is the case it Catada also ; atnd
that among lis tOO the politicians, with their
Pacifie Riailiway scandals and big puslhes, are
not salples of the national character, but ait
exceptional class. If it were not so there wçould
be little lioite for our country.

Go not 0 the lobby et Washington, nor to
Ilhe gold room at New- York, but tu any country
tovn or farming district in the United States;
mingle wvith the merchants and farmers
observe the diffused opulence which testifles to
the general presence of steady industry ; tih

Moral and religious habits of the people ; their
respect for law; thteir political intelligence;
their love of tlieir country. Tien consider how
their character and institutions have borne the
tremnendou strain of the greatest civil w-ar la
history. You will probably couie, like other
observers, to the conclusion that, great as arc
the evils 0pon the surface of Americanssociety,
and urgently as they call for drastic remedies,
lest il course of Lime tley shtould spread over
the whole comniuity, a t preseit the Republic
is soiid below, and that the w-ork of the re-
former, though arduois, is il of hope. We
lu Cattada must surely be glad to believe iltat
it i so, and ltat we are not doomed tu have a
grealtass of pulitical corruption scauttering
infection at our side.

The Belkinap case, wlich is the worst of all, is
traceable to a special Cause apart froum atlything
lin the general character of the Amr cin
people. Livintg li society iat Washington lias
becomte very expenisive, maintly, it is said, ow-ing
to the uirestrainied extravagance of the woien ;
while Ile salaries remîtain on ithe republican
scale. Thé Secretary was tempted thtrough his
witf. WVider iiferences can bardly be drawn
frot tilis alair thain fromî the aitir of Lord
Melville or the iore receit otne of Lord
Vest.bury, both of which were instances of

iidividutal failire to resist tetilation, not
speciueis of English publie life. The morals
to which the Belkletnap case points tire the
equalization of ollicial salaries to necessary
social expenditure and te redutteion of social
ex.penditure itself to a reasonable level. It is
said that the discil>line of those bard times is
doing somrething to bring about the latter part
of the refortu.

Another lesson taught by the Belknap case,
alike with regard to the United States and to
this country, is the expediency of framing a
clear, sharp law against political corruption,
and itnstituting a trustworthy and available tri-
butal for the punishnent of the offence. Public
theft ought to be punishablie by a readier mode
than that of a pompons and cumbrous impeaclh-
ment. The robber of the State ought. to stand
in te sarne dock with the comnon thief, and
to have the same justice meted out to him by
the same hands. Frauds on the part of trustees
were at oe time becoming very common in
Englaud, and il was diflicult to bring the cri-
isinals tojustice owing to the want of a specific
law. A specific law, with sharp teetb, was
passed; Sir John Paul and Mr. Stracban were
sentenced under it to penal servitude, and the
tmosi salutary effect was produced. Politictal
or official corruption is a crime perfectly capa-
ble of legal definition, and one which demands
the prompt attention of legislatures on both
sides of the ine. Depend upon it, when a poli-
tician wiho bas betrayed bis public trust for
nouey by selling his vote or an appointment or

a charter is seen in a prison van on bis road to

penal servitude lte rest of them will begin to
be tired of the game. At presert there is a
doubt in the minds of many people whether
corruption is a crime or only a slight and
ratier amiable intfirmity. One criminal convic-
would seule that doubt for ever.

Riailway corporations, again, with their un-
scrupulous cupidity and their jarring interests,
bave been speciatl enemies to legislative ln-

tegrity in every country in which the systen of
free trade li railways has prevailed. Tlie Bri-
tist Parliamtent is allowed by all to be generally
purc, yet ils iitegrily o-as Severely shaiken
durinig the years of lthe railw-av mania. The
House of Lords was just as bad as the Iliosce of
CommttoIs ; it, in, fuet, formed oee gretat ring,
whici exacted frot railways tribute nuer the
naie of comtipenisatioi for every mnmber of the
Hoeuse wlo chaicetd l have Prolierty on a line
atdt who chose to raise ait opposition. The
Parliametary expenses of the London and
3rihllton Ra-ailw were q,15,000 per mile. and if

the details could be brouîghut to lighlt English
journals wouîld, perhaps, Iind iemiselves con-
stralned to speak iit more leuliet termis, even
of the Washington lobby, detestable as il is.
Political asseililles are not properly qualified
to undertakze sucih a work as the laying out ot
railronids. It woluld be better intrusted lo a
board of scientific men, acting under Parlia-
iientai-y authority and control, wlho would
atswer fo- the resutlt witli their professional
reputation, just as the trial of election petitions,
being judicial business, has been handed over
to the judiciary, tltougl still under the supreme
control of Parliaiment,

1n France the railwavs o-ere laid out by an
authorily of this kindî antd the Legislature o-as
iltus preserved froi corruption, of which, gene-
rally, there is far more it France tIhan cither in
England or the Uniied States, as was show-n by
the fall of the Empire ; to the satisfaction, I
believe, of the few Aericans who begat Io
dream that at enperor was the best cure for the
political iS of the Reputblic. Another special
caslie of corruption, ierfectly separable fron
the national character, is the o-aut of a perna-
nent and properly qualified civil service.

No goverment it the world, I believe, is now
purer than that of British India. Yoi never
hear a w-ord of suspicion uttered against il ; yet
in the times of Warren Hastings it was a sink
of jobbery and rapine. The happy change is
due mainly to the organization of the civil ser-
vice as a reguiar and honorable profession,
every imember of which owes his place to his
qualifications, and bis retention of il, witi hoipes
of hight promotion, to bis good behavior, and
that alone. Tht maxii, I To the victors be-
long the spoils' bas happily not yet been recog-
nized with reference to the civil service on tIis
side of the line, and by her rejection of i, as
well as by ber rejection of.the elective judiciary,
Cantada bas rendered a great service to this
continent. Americanreformers are well aware
of the fact, and a permanent civil service with
a proper, entrance and independent of party pa-
tronage is the first object of their endeavors.
The chief obstacle in the way of Schll a reform
of the civil service, as of reformn geierally, is
party, which wants the offices in pay for its
adherents.

Party itself in the United States, as here, is
the chief and the deepest source of all the cor-
ruption. So long as there is an issue of trans-
cendent importance and absorbing interest, such
as slavery, before a nation, it is possible that a
party muay be a moral association and may bu
served fron pure motives. When there ls no
sncb question a party becomes merely a league
for the purpose of getting into place, and its
adherents can be held together only by corrip-
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tio,. In the United States there is nothing left
to divide the parties from each other but habit
and the memory of' the civil war. Neither le
tariff nor the currency is a party issue inen
opposed in opinion on both these-questions are
fouind in the same party camp. This great faut,
too, begins to dawn on the iniods of reflecting
Atuericans. Tlieybegin to see that a good and
stable government cannot be based on a taction
or un a clish of factions, but tlnt wliatever
effort the change may cost, however tougi the
resistance of habit und prejudice ray be, a way
niust be found out of tle party systen, and gov-
ernment itmust be settIed on a biasis as broud as
the whole nation. The recent disclosures are
not evidences of an increase of corruption, but
Of an increase of the national feeling against
corruption.

Administrative reforn is reaîlly the grent
question of this Presidential election. M1r.
Bristow owed lis positionli as a candidflate solely
to his bold raid urpon the W'hiskcey Ring. %'.
Tillen iowes bis te his vigorous attülk on hie
Canal Ring. Not only ias the national sense
of interest beei alarmed, the national pride l as
been touched te the quick. The Amîericans
are apt to tolerate evils long and to allow the
State to approach very neuar the verge of disas-
ter; but bitherto their goodl sense and patriot-
sm have savei thema in the end. The poer

of self-recovery is there ; ani it is not unlikely
that tbe centennial year maay be muarked ii
American history by somlething better tlanî
rhetoric or exhibitions-the rescue of the Re-
public from political corruption.

TIIE LONDON TIMBER TRADE.
(From our o-n Currespondent.)

The greant expansion of hie tituber trate inl
this country, since the repeal of the duty on it,
is somsething renarkable, considering that it is
an iland, incapable of ex iansion oi .territory,
wlich is the recipient of tre vast stores of tii-
ber poured in froin abroati every year. From)
1870 to the close of last year the total number
of loads (of 50 clbic feet) importd into the
United Kingdom were as followus: lin 1870,
4,105,82S 1oas in 1871, 4,825,255 loads; in
1872, 4,936,084 loads; in 1I, 5,574,551 tonds ;
in 174, 0,376,982 loads: and in 18i5, 5,478,291
loads. Te decrease list year, as compîared
with 1874, cutst nîot bc taken as indicatiig any
lack of consumption. In the vear referred to,
we overstockited ourselves, and the conîsequleIce
was a decline ii prices, and disaîster tu some0
counmercial firns engaged in the irite. The
Colonial Nood included in the above statistics
were ais under:

Life Assurance, us a national institution, lias
attaiied a progress and lerflection fiar surpauss-
ing the tost sanguine hopes of its benîevolent
fouinders of fifty yeacrs ago. But that the
systei is yet perflect, or tait ils final stages of
developicent will soon be reclied, lie wrouuld
be a buld manl. tiht would say. li facut tIere is
i tentdentcy in soine quarters, and notably by
ne of our' mure emineut ictturies, to tdopt

pritnciples, in workiiig tthe business of their
cIlices, which by the, prudent-we had itiost
sUid sacred-founders and patrons of Ite
system would be pronounced helerodox and
revolutionary in the extremce. One of the chief
of these mîoderu principles-adanced opiniuns
of the present diy-is that held regarding the
cnuîîîîîission whichil an ollice is jtstiiid ini tllowr-
ing to agents l'or the introduction ut' ntew
busintess. We will iot enter ito the mcerits of
the question just now iin tact wvith sulch a
variety of opinions prevailing among eminîent
actuaries of leading couithnies it wuild seemlt
lublly l'or an outsider to interfere. The cause of
our adverting to the mai ter nt all tit present is
a remark by a vaiued correspondent on lte
subject. Writing in relliy to our connnunica-
lion hte says: ' Just faciiy the Associ-
tion, alloweid on all bands to be a first rate
oice (tnitd bitierto managei very econutii-
celly) ottferiiig commissions to ordiuary agents
which will amouit to about 40 per cent. of the
tirst year's preumiiums.

Cin nothing be
iloie Io Clat other matnager referred to, to
prevent bis sonl-on lire as il is aboit tlie uni-
insured condition of his felloîvuei-froi part-
ing into fragments w'ith the introduction of'
every tien' policy to his oflice ? The case is
not ia lolieless one. If lie wu'outli oily inditnte
at hon mccany new policies, or nt what anount
lie appreciates his soult, the problemui w'oild
be simcplified very much.-eut.
