TUE FISIIERY QUESTION.

There is a prevailing opinion, so far as
ve are able to judge, that the two years'
notice, given over a year ago by the
United States Government, of the termin-
ation of the suîbsisting arrangement
regarding the fisheries, will be allowed to
expire without any settlement of the
questions iii controversy. It is vain to
expect thatany satisfpctory treaty, either
for reciprocal free trade, or for the pur.
chase of the fishery privileges for money
vill be effected with the United States.
Canada will soon be in the position in
which it was after the termination of the
reciprocity treaty in 1866, when the
American fshernien commenced the syste-
matic trespassing in Canadian waters,
whicli lasted for about five years. During
that, period the F-on. Peter Mitchell was
minister of Marine and Fisheries, and
the departmen tal records afford abuudant
proof of the zeal which lhe displayed in
the advncacy of, Canadian rights. WO
âhouia be glad to 1,hin thiat tbe pregedi
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incumbent of the office was equally
zealous for the interests of his country.

There seeis ta be an impression in the
United States, that Canada is anxious ta
mnake sone bargain for the concession of
the right ta fish in ber waters, and
especially, that it is of great import-
ance ta Canadian fishermen that the
United States market should be opened
ta them at moderate rates of duty. This
iwe believe ta be a complete mistake.
What the Canadian fishermen demaid is
the boau fide strict observance of the
treaty of 1818, w'hich lthe United States
fisherien have been encouraged hy
modern politicians ta violate. As ta the
interpretations of the treaty of 1818, one
of the iost distinguisbed statesmen of
the ,United States, Daniel Webster,

placed bis view of it on record in 1852,
about two years before the reciprocity
treaty was negotiated, in the following
language: " It wiould appear, that by a
"strict and rigid construction of this
" article, fishing vessels of the United
" States are precluded from entering

into the bays and harbors of the British

" provinces, except for the purpose of
" shelter, repairing damages, and obtain-
" ing wood and water. A bay, as is usually

understood, is an arm or recess of the
"ses, entering from the ocean, between
" capes and headilands, and the terni is
" applied equally ta small and large tracts

of water thus situated ; it is common
"ta speak of Iudson's Bay or the Bay of
I Biscay, althouugh they are very large

" tracts of water. The British authori-
ties insist that England has a right ta

" draw a line from hearlland ta headland,
" and ta capture all American fishermen
" rho may follow their pursuits inside of
" that line. It was undoubtedly an over-
"sight in the convention of 3818 to
" make sa large a.conc.ession ta England,

since the United States had usually
"considered that those vast inlets or
"recesses of the ocean ought ta be open
" to American fishermen as freely as the
C sea itself ta within three marine miles
" of the shore."

It nay be noticed ber tlst Mr. Caleb
Cushing, the Counsel for the United States
at the Geneva arbitration, ascribed the
conesasions, as they were termed by
Mr. Webster and himself, ta have been
madle owing ta the "discouraged state
of nmini" Iof the American Government,
which wias " alarmed if not terrified by
" the triumph af Great Britain in France
"and Spain, and the total overthrow 6f
"iNapoleon." " ad the Government
" struggled on a little longer," adds Mr.
Cushing, " the defeat of the British forces

at New Orleans, and the landing of
"INapoleon at 3lba, would have made.us
" masters of the situation and enabled us
" ta dictate ternis ta Great Britain."
Mr. Cushing clearly refers ta tho
treaty of Ghent in 1814-15. Under
all the adverse circumstances, de-
scribed by Mr. Cushing, lie contends
that " the pretension of Great Britain

that the var had abrogatedl any part of
the treaty of independence, iwas evident-
ly untenable," which he undertakes ta

prove by showing, that in the treaty of
1818, " theBritish Governuiont agreed ta
" the express recognition o our fishing
" riglts as follows:" He tien quotes
from the treaty the provisions conceding
certain fishing riglts, which we intend ta
cite, but w'e must first point out, that
both Mr. Webster and Mr. Cushing have
wholly failed ta app reciate the effect of
the treaty of 1818.

That treaty iras the result of a pro-
tracted discussion between the two
Governments, vhich lasted three or four
years. ie controversy was as ta the
effect of the war of 1812 on the fishery
privileges, granted by the treaty of
independence in 1783. It is unnecessary
to cite the precise language of that treaty,
because vhatever rights were given by it
were, according ta the British contention,
abrogated by the war of 1812, while the
United States maintained, that after the
peace the old privileges became again in
force. For four years bath parties kept
up the discussion, which iras terminated
by the treaty of 1818. Now it is not
correct for 'Mr. Cushing ta state, that
Great Britain yielded the point, "and
agreed ta the express recognition of the
fishery rights." There were, in fact, as we
venture ta assertvill appear on reference
ta the protocols, mnudual concessions, Great
Britain did yield ta American fishermen,
"in common with the subjects of fHis
"'Britannic Majesty, :the liberty to tak-e
" fish of every kind on that part of the

southern coast of Neiwfoundland, which
extends fron Cape Ray ta the Rameau

" islands, on the western and nortbern
" coast of Newfoundland from the said
" Cape Ray ta the Quirpon Islands, on
" the shores of the Magdalen Jslands, and
" aiso on the coasts, bays, harbors and
" creeks from Mount Joly on the southern
" coast of Labrador, to and through the
l straits of Belleisle and thence north-
" wardly indefinitely along the coast,
" without prejudice however ta any of tie
"exclusive rights of the Hudson's Bay
" Company." Such was the large conces-
sion of Great Britain described by Mr.
Cushing as a complete renanciation of
its piretences.

There was, moreover, a further conces-
sion of the liberty to dry and cure fish in
any of the unsettled bays of the southern
part of Newfoundland, and of the coast
of L-bradlor. On the other hand we find
that the United States hereby renounce
forever any' liberty, " beretofore enjoyed,
Ilor claimed by the inhabitants thereof, to
" take, dry or cure fish on or vithin three
4marine miles of any of the coasts, bays,
« creeks, or harbors of Iis Britannic
"Majesty's Dominions in America, not
" included within the above metioned
I limits."1 Then the Amierican fishermen
are precluded from entering bays except
for repairing damages or purchasing wood
and water. Great Britain bas been loyal
to the treaty in regard to her concession
of privileges, which have never been dis-
puted, ihile on the other hand the
United States has persistently trespassed,
and bas disputed the plain meaning-of
the language above cited. IL is absolu-
tely necessary to obtain the award of
impartial arbitrators as to the interpreta-
tion ta be placed on the treaty. This
was once proposed by Mr. Adamis, the
minister ta GreatBritain, but, pending the
reference, he wanted the American
fishermen not to be prohibited violating
what Great Britain bolds to be ber righBts,
and this could not be permitted, and the
proposal was therefore declined. Hlad
such a reference been made when the
notice was given, over a year ago, the
decision might have been obtained before
the termination of the existing privileges;
No better proof can be given of the
injury sustained by Canada from 1866 ta
1869 than by stating the numbér of
licenses taken out by American fisher-
men, vhich ivere in 1866, 354; and 1867,
281 i in 1868, 56 ; and in 1869, 25.
Whether the Minister of Marine is mak.
ing preparations for the protection of the
Canadian fisheries remains ta be ascer-
tained, but we have a thorough conviction
that the Hon. Peter Mitchell would have
been equal ta the occasion.

THE ONTARIO BOUNDARY.

The prominence given by the press ta
the subject of the recent news fron Eng-
land in regard to the Ontario boundary,
is sufficient evidence of the gene-al inter-
est felt in the settlement of a question,
ivhich must of late have caused not a
little anxiety ta the Governments of
Ontario and Manitoba, as well as ta that
of the Dominion. The information in
possession of the Canadian public is by
no means precise, but there can be.no
doubt that the decision of the' Judicial.
Committee on the really important, pointi
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viz., the south-western terminus of the
Ontario boundary, has been announced.
WVe rather infer, from sone remarks that
we have read, that a misapprehension
exists as to thedecision. 'ihe established
usage is for the Judicial Conauittee to
report its advice to J]er Mjesity, and on
the first subsequent meeting oi the Privy
Concil that advice is forinally coniirmed
The public announcement of the ternis
will only be made after the adoption of
the order in Council, and at Lhis season
of the year, and while Parlianient is in
session, it is possible that sone time may
elapse before we receive an authoritative
announcenient of the decision of the
Privy Council, the most important branch
of vliich nust have been incidentally
announced in Court.

On the first point on whichi the opinion
of the Privy Council was invited, viz.,

Is or is not the award under all the
circunstances binding?" the decision was
that " it was not legally binding." This,
i bas been pretended, was a decision fav.
ortble to the view taken by the Dominion
Government, but it was never aflirmed
by the Ontario Government, or its sup-
porters, that the award w'as "legally bind-
ing." On the contrary, Mr. Blake stated
in his speech in, the Bouse ot Commons
"I do not pretend we are absolutely
bound by this award, nor does any man
sitting on this side of the Hlouse." le
added that " the question of international
morality " subsisted, and lie distinctly
affirimied the propriety of ratification un-
der the circumstances, as did also lir,
Mackenzie, who said " 1 cannot conceive
anything rnore dishonorable in a Govern-
ment, than to refuse to ratify the solemn
engagements entered into by their pire-
decessors," and he asked what would
have been thoughît f Gireat Britain if it
lad refused to ratify the decision of the
Geneva aibi trators on the Alabana claims.
Thie contention was not that the award
was legal, but tLhat under the circum-
stances, it ought to have been made so.
Now, on the assuiîption that the Judicial
Comnittee lield the sanie opinion, ainid,
moreover, had arrived substantially at
the sane opinion as the arbitrators, on the
main points in controversy, they would
niturally avoid the condennation of the
Dominion Governmîent and Parliamient
which would have been the effect of de-
ciding that "ituder the circumsfiances the
award was biid ing." They, therefore,
simply (leclared that it was not " legally
bintdin g," which iwas not a direct reply to
the question submîitted.

There lias seldom been a more extra-
ordinary pretension than that of the
)oninion Governinent, that the Western

boundary o Ontario was a conventional.
line, the extension of one dlrawn due north
from the confluence of the Ohio and
Mississippi rivers. It lias been defended
by many respectable authorities, includ-
ing at least three judges, but avowedly
on the ground of a decision given by the
Court at Quebec, in the year 1818, pre-
sided over by Chief Justice Sewell. The
question as ta the boundary line of Ont-
ario canme up in a trial for murd1i'er, in
which the jurisdiction of the Court was
objected ta, bu t it is worthy of consider-
ation that the true boundary, as decided
on by the arbitrators in 1878, and now
confirmed by the Privy Council, was never
even brought under the notice of Cliief
Justice Sewell. Under all the circui
stances the judgment of I818 ouglht not
to carry the weight which has been given
to it. Judge Johnson, when asked in his
examination, "Is the word due north
used," replied "I no, the word northward
is used, but that lias been interpreted
by the most eminent judge, who ever
lived in Lower Canada, Chief Justice
Sewell, to mean undoubtedly iorth."
Again lie said " Chief Justice Sewell, who
tried the case, is looked upon as the
greatest luminary of the law we ever
lad in Loer Canada. It nay almost be
said that lie made our laws." Another
Judge, ilr. Armour, referring to the same
decision, said " no doubt about it, it is a
clear decision, and were I deciding it
judicially, I would he bound to folloiw
that decision." lie then icded "Intif
you ask ny individual opinion, I should
determine that ' northward had refer-
ence to the territories and not to a limi-
tary line." Mr. Arnour would tlherefore
decide judicially against his own convic-
tion of right, because another Judge had
upwards of sixty years previously given a
decision on the presentation of a iost
imperfect case.

The point at issue is by no means a
diflicult one, if fairly considered on its real
nierits. Under the old French regime,
Canada extended to Louisiana, and
although there were frequent wars be-
tween the British and French colonists,
and perpetual disputes as to boundaries
in the district of country between the
Alleghany iounitains and the Ohio, it was
never pretended that the British terri-
tories extended to those which are now
embraced in tme States oflndiana, Illinois,
and Kentucky. After thle conquest of
Canada, there was a treaty of peace
between Great Britain and France, by
which the latter ceded to the former all
the territories east of the Mississippi,
which was declared the boundary. Al-
most immediately after, a proclamation

was issued erecting a very small territory
into the Province of'Quebec, the western
boundary of which was as fiar enst as Pres-
cott, the rest of the ceded territories,
chiefly inhabited by Indians, being left
without any Governnieit at all. This was
much complained otby the inhabitants of
the principal setUlements who tîraded with
tie forts on the Mississippi. The object of
the Quebec Act of 1774, as appears from
its preamble, was to confer civil Govern-
ment on the territories ceded to the
Crown by the treaty of Paris. The first
enacting clause commences with declar-
ing that it applies to " alt the lerritories,.
islands and countiries in North America.
belonging to the Crown of Great Britain,
and it then proceeds to define the boun-
dary. As originally passed by the House·
of Lords, the bill ias clearas possible, for
after stating that iti applied to " allße.
territories " it added 4 extenîdiiig south-
ward o the banks of the Ohio, westward
to -the banks of the Mississippi, and north-
warl to the southsern boundary of the
territory granted to the merchant adven-
turers trading to Hudsoi's Bay. Now it
is important to notice that the words
followring Ohio were never changed in the
amendment adopted in the House o
Commons, which was maade at the sug-
gestion of M. Edinund Burke, then agent
for the Province of NewYoik, who was of
opinion thsat there migit be danger front
so loose a description, that the territories
on the north and east of that Province,
and claiied by it, mîiglit be transferred
to Quebec. This was the cause of the
precise description of the boundary, un-
til it reached the conluence of the Mis-
sissippi, after which the lanîguage of the
original bill was preserved. It wiould
have been ai act of insanity to have
excluded froim its operation the very ter-
ritory bounded by the Mississippi river
where the principal settlements had been
formed. Wrhen after the Revolutionary
War pleace was establisied between Great
Britain and the United States, the bound-
ary of the Mississippi w as clearly recog-
nized,tfo alter tracing the Elne through the
Lakes and the water communication froni
tie head of Laike Superior to the north-
western angle of the Lake of tie Woods, it,
in strict accordance with the Act of 1774,
cont.inued it on a fine due i.est to the
Mississipp iriver, then supposed to have its
source some degrees to the northwest of
where it was afterwards found to be. It
nay be well to add with refrence to
what bas been urged regarding conven-
tional boundaries, that the arbitrators
never had a doubt as to the northwest
angle being the true southwestern termi-
nus'
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BUSINESS PROSPECTS.

pr'obably at no other seasoi of the
year do business prospects enter into
and affect the current of actual trading,
as mtch as dIIing that period which im-
mlediately precedes the ingathering of the
crops, and lience a pause in mercantile
allhirs invariably occurs about that Lime.
In this, hoivever, thtere is nothing calling
for expressions of surprise, as il is but ithe
natiral result of that conservatisn aid
caution which could not well be otierwise
observed in such a criticail juncture. No
one knows the meaning of poor harvests
better than our finaniciers, whio are lie
vit'1ual distributtors of credit throughout
the country, and who in a great mea-
sure determine the extent of their loans
and discounts by the nature of the har-
vest, which is one of the surest indicators
of the country's trade resources for the
enisuing year. The present Lime there-
fore is one of suspense te the whbolesale
miierchant, who lias more reasons than one
for ianifesting anxiety as to the outcome
of the crops, for if the results be adverse,
lie knovs tlat not only will his fall trade
he curtailed bit ie will in all probability
be called upon to assist a number of cus-
toeirs, who, owing to their inability to
dispose or goods, will not be in a position
to tneet thteir liabilities as* they mature,
and conseqtently lie will find himself
compelled to solicit fravors at a time whien.
ihis baniker feels less disposed te grant
thei. Tiese being soie of the disagtree-
able features wrhich follow in the wake of
a bad liarvest, it cati easily be understood
iviy there exists se much solicitude re-
garding the crops from nowV until they
are finally garnered, and vhy country
im-ercliants defer ordering as much as pos-.
sible before then. It must be generally
conceded, iovever, that present crop
prospects are considerably brighter than
those whîticli obtained twvelve mon ths since.
''len a large shortage in wheat was known
to exist, whilst now it is a wrell authenti-
cated fact that we have at least a fair
average yield, if it can only be secured in
good condition. The hay bas suffered in
imlany sections o? this province from the
effects of te wet weather, although many
fields were clearei at the close of last week.
For some tine past the meteorological
conditions of the St. Lawrence have been
singularly exceptional te those of the
other poitions of, this continent, rain
iaving fallen throughout Qtiebec and the
lover Provinces wlien it was fine -else-
where. Up till the Lime of writing Mani-
toba and the principal sections of Ontario
have had favorable weather for the wheat,
and it is to those parts we must look for a

decision as to the character of the wheat
crop of the Dominion. Nevertheless there
has been more wheat sovn in Lover
Canada this season than for many years
past, and if we are fortunate enough to
get fair weather from this out, it will be
harvested in good condition. Pease and
oats are looking well in this vicinity, al-
thought patches in soine of the fields have
been discovered beaten down by the late
rains. Barley which at one Lime suffered
from drought bas been improved during
the past two or three weeks. The potato
crop gives promise of a large yield of fine
quality, and other roots are doing well.
Takirg the crop situation therefore as a
whole the outlook is far more hopeful
than at this time last year, even allowing
for the generally low prices of almost all
exp'ortable staples.

BANK INSPECTION.

The propriety of thi, Government un-
dertaking the responsibility of inspec-
ting the Banks of the Dominion, by
officers of their own selection, is still ad-
vocated by a portion of the press. It
seems to be believed that such inspection
would be advantageous to the share-
holders. It does not appear that there
bas been any demand from the share-
holders themselves for the establishment
of a costly service for which il is to be
presumed they would have to pay. Gov-
ernment inspectors have not been very
successful inpreventing irregularities in
the United States banks, and yet the
system is much more defensible there
than in Canada. The usage in the United
States is for hanks to have no agencies,
whereàs in Ontario and Quebec more than
five-sixths of the banking capital is held
by banks which have a vast number of
agencies, extending from the Maritime
Provinces to Manitoba, and the North
West. These banks, without exception,
employ inspectors of their own, who are
e:*perienced olicers, and thoroughly ac-
quainted with the business o? the insti-
tution -in whose service they are. We
owrn that we*' should not venture to hope
that Government inspectors would dis-
charge such du Lies as satisfactorily to the
shareholders as the present bankl inspec-
tors. We -helieve that..the expectation,
which seems to be deemed a reasonable
one by many, that it is possible for
bank directors to malce themselves
practically *acquainted with all the
details of the business of their bank, ivill
be found wholly delusive. In thae busi-
ness of banking,as in.every other business,
instances will occur in which persons will
be found undeserving of the confidence

reposed in them, but such cases are ex-
ceptions to the general ride. We believe
that instances are rare of actual dishon-
esty, and that to errors of judgment many
of the losses that have occurred are to be
attributed. In some of the Irish Joint
Stock Banks the custoi prevailsofhaving
a small number of directors,who attend en-
tirely to the business of the bank, as our
managers do, and who are highly paid for
giving up their time to the business i but
our system is entirely different. We
venture to doubt the practicability of use-
ful Government inspection.

OUR CIHEESE .PRODUC'.

The growing importance of cheese pro-
duction to the Canadian fariner cati scar-
cely be over estimated, its increase with-
in the past five years being about 125 per
cent, the exports from the commence-
ment of the present season to date repre-
senting a total value of about $2,250,000,
against $1,080,000, during the correspon-
ding period of 1879. This large accession
to the export trade of the Dominion is no
less a blessing te English consumers, who
are able to obtain a constant supply of
one of the most palatable and nutritious
Food staples that is eaten, at a reasonable
cost. We have before demonstrated by
the clear and inpartial testimony of the
ablest of American judges, Dr. Arnold,
that the average quality of, Canadian
cheese is superior to that of American,
which fact is being appreciated ia the
English market more every year, and'the
distinguishing line more closely drawn.
The Lime w'as wh'ben nearly all the cheese
exported from this country was bought in
England as American, while now. all our
leading factories-are well known and pur.
chased as Canadian. The reason that our
cheese has the preference, is not by any
means owing to greater skill in the art
of making than is utilized by factorymen
South of us, but on account of our Nor-
therly climate being better adapted for
its manufacture. Whilst therefore our
niakers continue to turn out a choice
article, there is little fear of over-produ-
cing, as the taste for prime full-cream
Canadian cheese has been . cultivated te
the extent of forming one of the neces-
saries of English living. Hence the heavy
shipments of the past four weeks amount-
i;g te 214,000 boxes, or 20,000 boxes in
excess of the corresponding period last
year, do not appear to surfeit the de-
mand, or'stop the cable's call for more.
On the other hand the market at the close
of last week was quite brisk at at advance

in prices both here and in Liverpool.
L July is generally the poorest make of the
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season owing te considerable cleese as a
rule being affected by the hot weather
which usually characterizes that period.
This year, however, the temperature of
July vas singularly propitious for the
manufacture and handling of cheese
vbich accounts in agreat measure for the

avidity with ivich a good portion of that
month's product has already been taken
otf our bands. Another reasen for the f ree
absorption of our heavy exports is pro-
bably te be found in the very reasonable
values which have hitherto ruled this
season, in comparison with those of the
past three years, se that all things con-
Sidered, perlaps there is not much cause
for surprise at the recent conduct of the
market. Se far as profits are concerned,
producers have probably been compen-
sated for the lov range of prices by the
increased iake. A Liverpool dealer
writing to a firm in Chicago under date of
July 14th expresses his astonishment that
'' prices have not been much lower, con-
sidering the enormous imports from Can-
ada and the United States" Il but" he
adds, 4Il question if a continuance of
present fair rates ivill not he absolutely
necessary in order te insure a healthy
demand for your later and better makes."
Another Liverpool firm writes :-" We
have had te wonder more than once hov
the distribution of the immense quanti-
ties of cheese landed at our docks bas
been effected, and if you desire a main-
tenance of the demand, you must keep
prices wiell down on your side, and send
us fine goods." We have no doubt that
the quccess attending the disposition of
theheavy receipts of our cheese in Great
Britain has been owing te good quality
and reasonable cost, and we trust that
factorynien will iot disregard their best
interests by checking the free movement
of goods, through being too exacting in
their demands.

DECADENCE OF THE BUTTER
TRADE.

Since the scason of 1880 there lias been
a gradual and serions falling off in the ex.
ports of butter from Canada te the United
Ringdom. From May Ist te the begin-
ning ofAugust of that year the shipments
frin Montreal were 53,265 packages,
whilst oly some 8,000 packages have
been sent forward during the correspond-
ing period this year. Such a large de.
crease, which amounits te alnost the anni-
hilation of what once formed an impor-
tant branch of our exports, is owing to
the very remarkable changes that have
taken place in the English market within
the past four years. Prior te that period
exporters could as a rule depend upon

an outlet for our surplus production some
time during the fall or winter months,
but now the Einglislh demand appears te
be entirely independent of Canadian
butter, for the reason that better quality at
lower prices is obtained from other coun-
tries, or, in other words, the improvement
in the Irish and Continental butters during
the past few years lias virtually excluded
the Canadian product from competition in
the foreign market. The Englishs taste
lias become se cultivated te the use
of fresh butter, that stale goods are not
wanted except for grease purposes, and
yet in the face of these incontrovertible
facts our makers persist in holding their
dairies until they are off flavor, and thus
rendered unmarketable foi' export. Per-

.haps it would he more correct in account-
.ing for the falling off in oui' export butter
trade te say that it is due chiefiy te the
stubborness on the part of producers in
refusing to accept the altered conditions
of the foreign market, althongh they are
absolutely dependent upon it for the dis-
position of their surplus make. Do they
suppose that English buyers vill reverse
established rules, and abandon the use
of choice fresh butter which is offered
them daily from Ireland, France, Dan-
mark, Norway and Sweden, in order that
a good sale may be found for old and
stale Canadian dairies? Ridiculous as
this may sound, it is exactly ihat is prie-
sumed by the action of our farmers in
refusing te accept fair market values for
their goods when fresh and prime, in ex-

pectation that shippers will pay more for
them when old, strong, and un-
merchantable. Canada to-day is able te
produce more butter thian sie ever did
in the history of the trade, but her far-
mîers ought toe aware by this that it can-
not be marketed upon the absurd princi-
ple which they are endeavoring te force
upon foreign buyers. We should have
thought that the lesson taught them of
late years vould have brought thein te
their senses, but it seems not. There is
probably about 2,500 packages of old
butter in thtis city to-day, which have
been left over frim last season, some of
which will iot bring anything near the
amount advanced upon it by consignees.
A large make lias undoubtedly been
effected during the past two months in
the Eastern Townships, Lachute, Peter
boro, Brockville and Morrisburg sections
as well as in the districts west of Toronto
and although a large production is still in
progress only a very small portion o
it bas been placed upon the market. I
will in al probability be held until it i
so old that it will be only fit te go int
competition with Dutch oleomargerine
and then the latter, owing te its fresbness
will beat it bollow as an article of food i
England.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILROAD.

We presume that we are correct in as.
suming that the above road is identical
with that vhich the Winnipeg ifr-ee Press
designates as the " Interoceanic." We
have rend vith due attention our-contem-
porary's reasons for thinking that the con.
struction of the railroad is being pro.
ceeded with too rapidly, but in view of
the ciicumstances of the case, we are
unable to concur in them. We must give
an emphatic denial to the assertion that
'' losses from running trains through un~
inhabited plains, and inountain passes'
would have to be provided for out of the
public treasury." Such assertions have
been repeated so often, that probably they
are believed by those who first gave them
currency. We notice that the Free Press
is of opinion that there is no through
traflic foi any interoceanic rond. Weown
that we were under a contrary belief.
We thought that there vas through trafic
from San Francisco, and that it vas hoped
that a shorter line under one control
might hope to obtain a share of it. * This
however may be a delusion, but even if
it should se turn out, the road bas to be
built, and the time as already expired
when according to the original agree-
ment it should have been opened. We
continue to approve most cordially of the
policy .adopted by the company in. the
construction of the road.

FEDERATION OF TUE EMNPE.

W e infer from the remarks iii the Afon-
treal lerald, on the sulbject of a para-
graph te which it places the heading
that we have adopteci, that it bplieves
that tisa meeting lield on the 29tb inst.,
in London, in the intereet of "lColonial
fedleration," was a federation. of-the
empire anci the colonies, ancl not a feder-
ation of groupe cf colonies. Sir Charles
Tupper le said te bave been present, and
te have acidressed the meeting, andi we
presumie, that if ha; had dissentel froin
the-reso]u tien, wbich seeme ta have been
unnimously adopted, it would have been
se stated. On the other band, it is simuply
incredible, that Sir Charles would bave
recomniencled sncb a-sebeme as Iniperial
Federation, Again itijenoto rious that the
Australasian colonies are earnestly dis-

E' cussing a echeme cf federation on seute-
t ting of tbe plan aclopted in Canada. It
S seemas highly- desirabla that thea veatk
0 points o? our federal systein should be

duly considered by tbem, before legisla-

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COMMERCIAL UNION.

The Winnipeg Free Press has under-
taken ta reply ta one of the reasons,

assigned by us, for holding that Commer-

cial Union is impracticable. Our contem-

porary professes ta believe that Great

Britain, on being asked ta do so, would

negotiate a treaty with the United States,

under which United States manufactures

wouild be admitted dut.y free into Canada,

while British manu Lfact tires woulId be

suljected to a protective tariff. Adminis-

trations in England are, as in Canada,

responsible ta the public opinion of the

natiol, and we ovn that we think that

any one who believes that the British

manufactuirers and operatives would

tolernte sucli a policy muIst have an

unatisl a2mount of credulity. There is

no way by which the question can be

settlel, aind ve must therefore be content

to differ in opinion with the Free Press.

That journal has taken no notice of our

encuiry as te the mode of framing a com -
mon tariff for the United States and

Canada, We should also be glad ta

learn on what evidlence the Free Press

lases its opinion that e the great majority

of Canadiansl" are favorable ta this

scheme of "Commercial Union."

TUE BOARD OF TRADE AND

RECIPROCITY.

We were led ta fear, after perusing a

notice of the hst meeting of the

Council of the Montreal Board - of
Trade in the Montreal Ga.zelle, that
it had~i -made a very serions mistake,
but we find on enquiry that our

daily contemporary is under a total mis-

apprehension as ta the "council's view
Ibeing in the line of reciprocal trade."

We understand that the enquiry macle
by the Planters' Association of British
Guiana wvas with reference ta thestatistics
of the Canadian imports of tropical

exports such as sugar, rum, and molasses.

The reply to be " appropriate " has been
of course confined ta statistics. The
body in British Guiana Nhich sought

information could not even offer a reliable

opinion on such a subject as reciprocîty,
and Ie presume that our Board of
Trade would not venture io express one.
Reciprocity with a West Inlia colony in
the staple exports of each country ils an

asurd idea. Canada cannot give one
British colony a preference over another
and no West Indian, British or Foreign
colony will discriminate against the
United States.

THE FEDERAL BANK

Some disappointment has probably
been felt at the nature a the reported
utterances of Mr. Yarker, manager of
the Federal Bank. The stock of the Bank
w'as S3,000,000 and there was a rest of 50
per cent, making 4,500,C00. The market
price is about 40 per cent, representing an
aggregate of $1,800,0C0, on vhich capital
banking business on a mucb smaller
scale than that of the Federal could be
carried on. The parties interested will
have te Iait foi' information, and pending
the official statement it is not likely that
many transactions will take place. Mean-
time it is safe ta predict that the new
manager will nat take a sanguine view' of
the'valuc of the assets. It is sait] that he
considlers that their value wrill..depend
very much on the harvest. It is tobe hoped
that the banks generally are not depend-
ing on the harvest for the realization of
their assets.

TinBER SMES.-Recent adrices from E.ig-
land annouince some important sales of timber,
and among then we notice that several lots of
Canadian deals and timber Nent under the
hammer of the auctioneer. ^At Liverpool on
Juane 18th essrs A. F. and D. Mackay offered
ibree cargoes of St. John N.B. deals and birch,
the bireh be'ing withdrawn. There was a
marked absence of spirit li the bidding with a
very small attendance of country buyers. The
cargo of the W. E. Hcard fron St. John N.B.
consisting of li,644 pieces of spruce deals, lot,
2nd anîd 3rd, were sold at £6 10s to £G 12S 6d
per standard for 16 to 24 feet 3 x 11, at £6 7s*
6d for 12 to 15 ftet 3 x 11, at £6 2e Gd for 9 to

Looking over
tle prices of Americanî pig iron eacrh month for
42 years past, weu find that the lowest price ever
toubced iy this imletal wVas 316.50 for the single
inonth of November, Is. The price during
the greater' paîrt ef the latter year iwas S17.00 ta
Si1.5, and in 1879 it rose to 530.50, and in
February, 1880, to $4L.00. The higlhsat quola-
tion of similar iron during the n'ar was $74 per
ton.

Tio Chiengo lumber market is reported as
follows by the Nortlhwestern Lumberman of
July 26th, The accumulation of lumber ia the
yards is regarded by soine of the merchants
îivth coucer. The report of stock on hand
July 1 showed an increase of 91,000,000 feet of
lumber and 22,500,000 shingles during the
month of Jume, making an increase of40,000,-
000 'eet over the amount held at a correspond-
ing time last year. This is regarded as too
much of an increme, even in this season of
stocking up, and showing that shipnents must
have greatly fallen off since May.

As a matter of
fact, current trade is sao sluggish that prices
now being made are hardly a criterion of
values that wvould prevail uoder simply a fair
movement.

AB2UT a month ago a deputation froin the
fur trade of Montreal visited Otta,a for the
purPose Of having the duty upîon imnported
gont skins and dyed fûrs more clearly defined,
as the clustoms authorities w'anted to charge
25 per cent upon these skins on accoint of
soie being stitched, not for finishing purpos"s,
but in order ta make them the ordinary size,
which really atmouînte-l, to nothing more than
a patch, and could not, therefore, warrant the
customs olicials in classifying them as manu-
factured furs.

CIE.umcALs.--Bleacbing powder is still firm
at a furtler rise in values, and large quantities
are quoted at $2.60 to $2.75 per 100 Ibs, sialler
quantites et 3c to 4e per lb.

S£7 soume time ago. Owing ta the great heat
in Eiglnd Sal Soda bas been difficult to
manufacture and irices bave advanced in
Liverpool to £3 15s and £3 17s 6d, and bare
it is firmn at $1.25 to $1.40. Caustic soda from
the samusece is higher in England, but un.
chantîcged liere. Other descriptions are about as
last quoted.

CoIL.-Deliveries of hard coal continue
brisk at steady pries. Store and Chestniut
selling at $6 lier ton of2000 lbs delivered and
egg and furnace at $5.75. Of course these
prices would lie shaded for 100 ton lots and
over. Ifis thouîght that prices will uot rule
lower this season. The total amount of authra-
cite coal sent to the market fui the week eud-
ing July 19, as reported by the several carrying
companies, was S5,632 tous, "compared with
793,200 tons in the correspouding week last
year-a decrease of 707,658 tous. The total
amoiunt of anthracite mined thus far in the
year 1884 is 13,802,440 tons compared with 15-
243,416 tons for the sane period last year-a
decrease of 1,446,976 tous. In stean coal this
market is over supplied, and prices rule in
favor of buyers,, cargoes baving been sold at
below our quotations which are as follows:
Cape.Breton $3.40 to $3.50; Pictou $3.90 and
Scotch $4.25,to $4.50. About seven or eight
cirgoes of Lower Ports steamt coal bave arrived
in po.t during the week.

Daiar Pnonuc.--There is evidently a better
feeling in the butter market so far as the finest
grades of creamery and dairy are concerned,
some good sized orders having been filled for
English accolunt within the past two or three
days, whiclh bas caused more trading in the
ciuntry, and sales have been mentioned of abot.t

A decided impiovement has
taken place in the New York market and some
large sales have been made there and in Chica.

packages, and finest grades bave advanced fAlly
le per lb. in those markets. The exports of
butter from. Montreal last week were 155'
packages againat 964 packages for the corres-
pouding weeklastyear. The shipments this week
it is thouglt will be the largest of the season.
The cheese market bas been quite active and
excited during tlie past week with a sharp ad-
vance in values of *c per lb. on this side and
23 per cwt. in Liverpool, the cable being up ta
51s. Dealers here say they do not believe in
the advance but at fhecsame time they are buy-
ers et the rise. The sale of 3,000 boxes was re.
