An interesting table is given by Mr.

Douglas shewing the rate of intepest, .

charged between 1853 and 1884. There
has been a steady decrease from 12 per
cent for the first three years, 11 per'cent
for five years, S to 10 fof 9 years, to 7 per
cent, which is the present rate, It is Mr.
Douglas’s opinion that the original modle,
of loaning, which was much on the prin.
ciple of the French Credit Foncier, viz.
by terminable annuities, including interest
and security fund was found * bewildering
to farmers,” and that the instalment
methnd has been largely, if not wholly,
abundoned. Mv. T. Symons, in a letter in
the Toronto Globe, takes exception to this
statement, and affirms  that the old
system  “ proverd the mast simple and
“beneficial plan that .was ever devised
“for their benefit.” Mr. Symons pro-
nounces the Canada Landed Credit Com-
pany’s system to have been a great suc-
cess, and uscribes the change to an
opposition to the original directors, who
were replaced by others, who ‘were favor-
able to the change of system. We own
that we are unable to perceive the justice
of the criticism. It seems improbable that,
if the annuity system had been found-
satisfactory, it ;would have been found
practicable to substitute another in its.
place, or if the change had been made in
the system of the original company to
prevent others from adopting the system,
which Mr. Symens contends i is prelerred
by the farmenrs. ‘
Mr. Uouglas gives the year 1874 as the
period when extensive borrowing com-
menced in Eugland, the funds baving been
previously obtained from local sources.
The amount borrowed on debentures now

In other words, whilst
the exports {rom the ‘Atlantic. ports of
the United States have increased over
100 per cent during the past two weeks,
ag compared with the same time last
year, those froms Canada have decreased
more than one-half, This is an ugly
showing, but it is true, and if any thing
can be done to stimulate this' important
branch of our export trade it should be
effected atonce, as the close of navigation
will be upon us in about {wo months,

. THE WEST INDIA QUESTION.

If we may judge from the tone of the
Ministerial press in Canade, and from the
utterances of the representatives of the
British West India Colonies, at their re-
cent interview with the Earl of Derby,
there is reason to feel serious alarm as lo
the outcome of the negotiations, which

have been already opened with the High

Commissioners in Londan, and which are to
be carvied on by Mr. Solomon of Jamaica
with the Dominion Government, One im-
portant fact seems to be established Le-
yond doubt, which is that the cultivation
of the sugar cane can nolongerbe carried
on except at aruinous loss. 1t isat least
open to doubt whether the West India
planters have not exaggerated the effect
of the bounty allowed by !‘oxex"n Govern-
ments on the exportalion of beet sugar.
Theoretically the bounty system is not
open {o objection, and is in accordance
with the practice of our Government and
that of the United States. It isintended
simply as a refund of duties levied in the
form of an excise tax on the sugnr ex-
tracted from the beet. Ithas been found
by practical experience that the bounty

obtained by -an exporter iz invariably’

much more than the original payment.
It would of course be praclicable, by the

-imposition of countervailing Quties, a

course adopted in Cavada, to check the
importation of the foreign beet sugars, but
Great Britain will certamly not adopt such

8- pohcy.

A much more serious questidn for con-
sideration is whether sugar can be pro-
duced as cheaply from the cane as from
the beet, or, to put the case more plainly,
will the tatal produce of the guantity of

sugar canes that will yield a ton of sugar -
be equal in value to a crop of beets that

will yield a similar gquantity, Great im.
provements liave been made by.the aid of

"chemical science in the utilization of what

we may term the offal of the beet, and
we have even heard thatso profitable is
this oftal, that it equals the value of the
sugar. If from any cause it should. be
found impossible for the cultivators of
the sugar cune to compete with those of
the beet, it may well be donbted wheiher
any of the remedies which have been
proposed would be eflicacious. It ought
moreover to inspire great reluctance on
the part of the Canadian people to unite
‘their destinies with those of the pro-
ducers of an article of commerce who are
at present ab all events, by their ownad-
mission, itretrievably ruined.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANKS,

In our notice of Mr. Cunningbam” Stewart's
interesting paper on the Canadian Seving Bank
system in our last issie we omitted torefer to,
a very important feature in the original system,
now abandoned, but which it"appears to us
night be advantageously resumed.  When the
gystem was first estublished, the depositors were
ennbled to transfer their ordinary 4 per cent
deposits to & specinl § per cenl account in suma
of not less than $100, and repnyable only on
three months' notice.  Oun this system Mr.
Srewart remarks in his paper that it wassmoeoth
nits operation, intelligible to the depositors,
aud that the interest was easily caleulated, As
however such invesunenis were deemed of a
more  permanent chameter it was deemed
expedient 10 transfer them to the finance de-
partment and aspecial issue of 5 per cent stock
was substitnied. Tt was found by experience
that the new plan was not well understood by
the clags of small depositors who use the post-
office Savings Banks, nud who - were unable- to
understand - why, after paying their money to
the post oltice, they were (urned over to & new
department, and obliged to veceive their inter-
estin o less convenient way, Owing to the
fall in the value of money the Finance depart-
mient has censed toissue the5 per cent stock and
the Suvings Bank i3 paying the old rate of 4
per cent uniformly to all depositors. It strikes
us that it would be sound policy to_adopt the
old system, under which the post-office depart-
ment wonld pay 1 per cent more fur money
deposited at-three months’ notice, reducing the
rate an call deposits to 3 per cent, which is that
allowed by the bauks nnd the City and Distriet
Swvings  Bank, and paying 4 per cent on de-
podits of 10 or more and repaynble on three
months' notice.  Buch a change in 1he system
seems to us desirable, inasmuch as there ought
W be a dillerence between the rate of interest
wllowed on money repayable at call and thet on
totice, and, moreover, 4 per cent is too high a
rte 1o pay on call under. existing circum-
Stahicds. .
