DISCRIMINATING DUTLES.

It is not a little disheartening ta find a
statesman of the experience of Sir
Alexander Galtexpressing a hope that
the Imperial Federation, of which he bas
recently become an advocate, " would
"lead to a discrimination in favor of
" British labor and capital throughout the
"lEmpire as against foreigners generally."
Sir Alexander Galt nust be' well ac-
quainted with the statistics of Canadian
trade, and cannot be unaware that at
present about ninety per cent of that
trade is carried on with Great Britamn, the
United States "and Newfoundland, wlile
in the tan perecent from other countries
is included thatï with the British West
Indies, ,which of ýcourse would have the
benefit of theldiscriminating duties advo-
cated by Sir Alexander.Galt. Il is hardly
possible'to conceive a more fatal error
than for a country like Canada ta adopt
a policy thatwould'inevitably result in
retaliation by our powerful neighbor,
the consequences of which may be readily.
imagined.

Sir Alexander Galt ought ta be suffi-
ciently aware' of the 'state of public
opinion in: the' United [Kingdom, ta be
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assured that nothing is more improbable
than the adoption of discriminating
duties by Great Britain, in favor of
colonial and against foreiga imports. No
English statesman will venture to pro-
pose to tax the food of the people, and
to imagine the possibility of such a policy
being adopted is what we should not lave
expected froin Sir Alexander Galt. We
have not failed to notice the rather
singular,though we admit caudid, acknow-
ledgment by Sir Alexander Galt, that his
reason for avoiding, in his E dinburgh
address an Imperial Federation, " ail
" reference to details, especially those
ei connected with taxation and the tariff,"
ias because lie wished 4 to present in iLs
ist attractive light" a schemae the
details of which " would be at once

I"fastened on as reasons adverse to the
" geueral principles of union." Discri-
minating duties would not have been
tolerated. for a moment in Great Britain,
but, iiasmuch as " the discussion of the
subject seems now to be approaching the
line of practical politics," Sir Alexander
does not hesitate to express bis conviction
that Canada wil not enter any federation
if deprived of the power of legislating on
all questions of taxation, especially tLhose
relating to the tariff.

The utterances of Sir John A. Mac-
donald have been much to the sanie
effect as those of Sir Alexander Galt,
e:cept that lie bas not suggested discri-
minating duties, which, if conformable to
sound policy, could be adopted by the
self-governiing colonies, if not inconsistent
with the general policy of the Empire.
In the absence of ail explanation as to
the projected schere of union we have
only to take comfort in the assurance
given by Sir Alexander Galt, that "lie

does not at ail despair of a nethod
being found of securing the 'benelits of

" greater national unity and strength,
" while conserving ail existing rights of
" the colonies." In ourjudgment, lia time
should be lost in taking the people of
Canada into the confidence of those who
desire change of some kind. There is a
prevailing opinion that the chief object
souglt by the advocates. of Imperial
Federation in the United Kingdom is to
induce the self-governing colonies to
share in the expenses inourred for the
general defence of the Empire.

We do not propose at present to enter
on any discussion of the justice of such a
demand, but we have no hesitation in
expressing our conviction that a grave
apprehension bas taken possession of the
public mind that Canada might be saddled
with a portion of the cost of European,
Asiatic and African iars, in which her

people would have no' interest.. As a
consequence of this apprehension the
advocates of separation have been stimu-
lated to make an open profession of their
views, and it may be feared that they
have gained strength. It is sad to refleet
thatfEnglish statesmen, who are sincerely
desirous of strengthening the ties.which
at present exist, and which were well
described quite recently by the Hion, Mr.
Caron, as a "silken thread," are, with the
best intentions, taking a course that may
lead to consequences which they would
be the first-to deplore.

To revert to the inimediate subject of
these remarks " the discriminating
duties," which are recommended by Sir
Alexander Galt, we rnay point out that
the tendency of opinion in Canada is to
adopt " discriminating duties " against
Great Britain, and not in her favor. There
are in aIl the Provinces of the Dominion,
but especially in the North-West and in
the Maritime Provinces, zealous advocates
of reciprocity with the United States,
although they cannot be unaware of the
fact that the cause of the rejection of the
last convention negotiated by the late
Svnaior Brown was bis refusail to enter-
tain the proposition that Canada should
mwaintaaî lier duties on1 British muanufac-
tures, while admitting those in the list
agreed on free of duty, when inported
fron the United States. To discrimina-
tion against Great Britain, Senator Brown
would not consent, and accordingly the
convention was not ratified. Il is mucli
to be feared that the present advocates of
reciprocity would not be so scrupulous,
and would be ready to make concessions
that would not only endanger the con-
nection with Great Britain, but cause the
destruction of our ownmanufacturing in.
dustries. The true policy for Canada is
to treat all countries alike, whether they
are portions of the British Empire or
foreign nations, and .we sincerely hope
that Sir Alexander Galt's atteipts to
inaugurate discriminating duties iay be
as futile in the future as they have been
in the past.

OUR DAIRY PRODUCTS.

The heavy shipments of cheese from
Canada during the past season have con-
tributed in a great measure to offset the
decrease in our cereal exports' as coin-
pared with former years. In fact, the
cheese shipments from this port during
the season of navigation of 1884 formed
the mainstay of the business of our re-
gular ocean steamship ines, and but for
which they would have left port week
after week with an empty stomach, and a

still emptier exehequer. At the close of
navigation they had taken out 1,127,126
boxes as reported by us at the tinie, or, in
round figures, 70,000,000, lbs., against
56,000,000 lbs. during the corresponding
period of 1883. Since the close of navi-
gation the shipments via Portland have
been further increased to 1,160,855 boxes
representing a value of at least $7,500,00 0 ,
against 1,114,704 boxes valued et $6,100,-
000 for the corresponding time in 1883.
The most important feature in the cheese
trade of this continent is that the exports
from Canada have increased fully 119 per
cent during the past six years, whilst
those froni the United States have begu
to falt off considerably. The shipments
of cheese fromi MÎlontreal during the
period of navigation, and via Portland up
to Dec. 13th amounted to within 288,776
boxes of those froni New York, which
were 1,449,G31 boxes. Some idea may be
formed of the vast proportions into which
the export cheese trade of this continent
has developed, when it is known that
the total value of the shipments from
New York and Montreal to Great Britain
lbis season lias already reached about
$15,650,0D0. he folloving ivere the com-
bined shipments of cheese fron Montreal
and New York fromi May Ilst to Dec.
1 3th compared witl the corresponding
period lastyear:-

For several years past the consumption
of fine cheese in the United States has
increased to such an extent that English
buyers have been compelled to rely more
upon Canada for their supplies ofthatclass
of goods, than formerly, and the belief
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is growing stronger every day that stocks
now held in Canada will be all wanted
aL god prices between now and spring.

On the other hand, in regard to butter,
it bas been repeatedly shown of late
years, that England is not in the least
dependeant upon Canada for- hei supplies,
and as that market is the only outlet we
bave for our surplus stocks, it is evident
that values here must to a great extent
be governed thereby. Of late, prices in
Liverpool, Glasgow and Bristol have de-
clined lo .to 12stper.cwt., and in conse-
quence the New «York market has given

way 3c to 4c par lb. within the past few
weeks. The exports of butter fron this
port have shown a very remarkable falling
off since 1880, ihen at the close of
navigation of thatyear they amounted to
196,610 pkgs., against 106,137 pkgs. at
the close of navigation this yeltr, showing
a 'decrease of 90,473 pkgs. vhich is al

the more deplorable froi the fact
that it is the faul of the makers then-
salves that our exports this season
have not amounted to nearly double their
volume. The generally poor quality of
their goods in the first place, and the

suicidai policy of holding the fresh pro-
duct until it becomes stale, in the second

place, are the great evils which have
caused Canadian butter makers to be

millions of dollars poorer to-day, than
they would have been had they pursued
their vocation under proper business

principles, instead of joining the ranks of

speculators, and holding for higher prices

sucl a perishable article as butter, which

in England is sold by the faiiers twice a

week, in order to insure freshness and the
highest price going. When will our

farmers learn how to make and niarket
their butter? Have they no discrimin-
ation between itskeeping quality, and
that of grain? If they do not, or ivill not

see the distinction and the diflerencei
they will make more money by turning
their attention to other pursuits, as con-
sumers cither at home or abroad vill not
oet their vile compounds, compared witl

which fresh bubterine is the essence of
sweetness.

THE FISIIERY QUESTiON.

The articles vhiich have recently ap-
peared in the United Statesjournals, and
the intimation given by the Secretary of
State,:that no action on the part of the
Government of that country in regard to
a new treaty is in contemplation, have
naturally caused a good denl of anxiety
especially in the Maritime Provinces. We
hould be sorry Lto think that there are

any Canadians of the class described by

the Montreal organ of the Dominion
Government, " who anticipate a renew'al
"of the clauses, even on the basis of re-

ciprocity without money compensation."
ln 1854 the very valuable privilege of
fishing in Canadian waters was conceded
in consideration of a geieral treaty of re-
ciprocibty, but to allow the right of fishing
in Canadian waters without money coin-
pensation is vhat we hope ivould not be
entertained for a moment. The Gazette
states tLhat the action recommended by
the Government is "a secret," and if the
matter is being attended to, there is no
occasion for any public announcement on
the subject.

As to the suggested "renewal of the
fishery clauses of the Wasliington ti'eaty,"
we own that we donot compreliend whiat
is meant.'The treaty referred to provided
that there should be a reference to arbi-
trators to determine what compensation
should be given, if any, and ib is wvell
known that the result of the arbitration
wRs mOst unsatisfactory to the United
States. Thecold arrangement i therefore
impracticable unless it is meant that we
should give the privileges without com-
pensation. There is no reason to suppose
that the United States Government is
prepared to negotiate on the subject of a
geieral reciprocity treaty, including the
fisheries, but ve may remind those who
are constantly stimulating the Govern-
ment to place itself in the humiliating
position of making overtures, with the car-
taiity of their being rejectec, that thcre is
a British Minister at Washington, and that
he must ha well awlare of the desire of
the Cainadian Governient to negotiate in
regard to reciprocity, and that if he lied
reason to believe any such treaty possible
ha would advise his Government accord-
ingly.

The true policy for Canada ta adopt is
to procure without loss of time a refer-
ence to one or more arbitrators oi high
standing as to the proper interpretation
to be placed on the treaty of 1818. If the
trespassing of New England fisliernien in
Canadian waters can be prevented, it is
really a niatter of secondary importance
whether the United States imposes a duty
on fish. It is a matter of notoriety that
there has aliways been a diference of
opinion beween the British and United
States Governments as to the proper con-
struction o the treaty, and that this dif-
ference lias endangered..the friendly
relations between the tvo countiries.
We do not believe that thiere is any other
question at alllikely to 1 ead ta misuinder-
standing, and it is therefore_highly impor-
tant that it should be settled without
further delay.

THE SPANISH1 CONVENTION.

The full details of the convention agreed
on between the United States and Span-
sh Gov erniiients have been laid before
Congress in a miessage fioni President
Arthur, and an elaborate report froml Sec-
retary Fielinghiuysen. The moie thor-
oughly it is examined, the cleiarer it must
appear that the advantages will be entirely
an the side of the Spanish Colonies. Teli
imports of Cuba and Porto Rico, even on
the assumîption that the United States
vill be able to secure them altogether,
are too insignificant tocompensate foi' the
enormous exports froni those colonies,
whictlliii in future be to a great extent
admitted free of duty. In the year 1883
the Spanish colonies expoited to the
United States niercliandise Of the valua
$71,000,000, wile the expor'is Of the
United States to those colonies were
under $20,000,000, and this wnas lar'gely in
excess of the two preceding years. The
total exports of Canada to the Spanish
colonies vere under a million of dollars
hi lES3, the bulk of whicl was fish, lum-
ber being under a hundred thousand
dollars, and this is tlhe important trade
that our Boards of Trade in the Maritime
Provinces are so alariei lest it be di-
verted, that they have been almost
inclined to talk treason. They take about
nine per cent of our fisli exports, and a
little over a quarter of one per cent of
our lumber.

- If we can place any reliance on the
opinions of the leading journals in the
United States the convention recently
agreed' on will neet a formidable oppo-
sition, and ivill, in aIl probability, not be
ratified, in which case, it would be most
unifortunate if our Hligli 'Commissioner
should have entered into a similar agree-
nient. Free admission of sugar from the
Spanishi colonies would mean tliat a sim-
ilar favor should be granted to the Brit-
ish West Indies, and probably also to
Brazil. 'Tlhe consequence woull be a loss
of revenue of sane tvo and a half millions
of dollars, which we nost assuredly cannct
afford to lose, and the absurdity of the
whole scieme is that trade will not be
increased to any appreciable extent. We
have on many occasions pointed out that
the duties on inmports ini the British West
Indies are imposaet strictly for revenue,
and are very moderate in amount. The
consumers in those colonies would not
take more of our fish and lumber if they
vere duty free, than they do at present,

and it is very doubtful whether the free
admission of sugar would cause increased
consumption.
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We inagine that the refiners. in the
United States have taken the alarm, and
that their influence will be added to that
of the planters of Louisiana against the
treaty. There can hardly be a doubt that
the free admission of sugars of the grade
of 16 D. S. would he most injurious ta the
refiners, as crystallised centrifugal would
be largely imported from Cuba and sold
direct te the consumera by the grocers.
A similar policy would produce the same
results in Canada. It would be wise for
our Government before committing itself
to any policy of reciprocal trade with
either the Spanish orBritish West Indian
colonies, to ascertain what course the
Congress of the United States will take on
the Convention which is now before it for
ratification. As the Session of Congress
will be over on the 4th March, the delay
cannot be of any importance. In the
event of the rejection of the treaty, it
would be most unwise on the part of
Canada to sacrifice any portion of her
sugar duty, ivltich is rather more than ton
per cent of her aggregate duties. There
is, unfortunately, a prevailing impression,
both in the United States and Canada,
that their trade"relations with the trop-
ical colonies are on an unsatisfactory
footing, and that by new fiscal arrange-
ments exports may be increased. The
United States May possibly, if it should
succeed in obtaining admission. for its
cottons to. the Spanish colonies, on better
terms than Great Britain, which is still
doubtful, succeed in increasing its exports
of manufactures, but it will be found that
the aggregate exports of British manufac-
tures to Cuba and Porto Ilico are compar-
atively insignificant. We shall watch with
interest the action of Congress on the
Convention, and we shall be very much
surprised if itshould be ratified..

EXIT TIE LIFE ASSOCIATION OF

CANADA.

In another column will be found the
final annual report of the Life Association
of Canada, the outcome of which was
anticipated in our article of 241h October
last. Amid the wreck there is a gleam
of satisfaction in knowing that the terms
which the New York Life is able ta afford ta
the policyholders under the new arrange-
ment are much better-than they could

possibly hope for from a continuance of
the Life Association, and it iseno less grati-
fying ta those" who lenti their time and
their money, and strove ta carry on the
business for so many years, inithe face of
unequal.competition, that in abandoning

the struggle, theyhave made everything
secure.forthose wyho.tr.usted in the repu-
tation and prestige of their names. The;
late manager must also feel some satis.
faction in being empowered by his position
ta extend such an invitation ta his old
friends and customers. We learn th at
the contributors ta the guarantee stock
are likely to get back dollar for. dollar of
their investments, something they could
hardly hope for under a continuation of
the business with a present impairment
of over $32,000. In bidding adieu ta the
Life Association, it may be remarked
that the character of the life insurance
businessof 'Canadian companies.receives
no slight indorsement f'rom the fact that
such a company is enabled in its. decline
to make terma witb. a .company like the
Newv York Life, by which no one concern-
ed is likely to suffer any loss. The *hew
manager, Mr. Cameron, who was brough t

in* at a late hour, deserves" no littie credit
for the efficient manner in which ho bas
performed the arduous professional duties
of the position ta which ho was apýpointed.

A CAUTION.

We copy from the. New York Bulletin
the following estimate of the state of
public opinion i n the United States in
regard ta the Spanish Convention, 'ad it
is quite in accordance with our own ob-
servation af the tone of the press. It
ought ta alleviate, the apprehensions
entertained in the Maritime , Provinces
in regard ta the possible loss -of the very
limited markets of Cuba and Porto Rico.
But we trust that it will be a caution* to
our Government not ta behas't in' nego'-
tiating vith Spain on the basis of the late
convention between that country and the
United States. It is vorth noticing that
the Philadelphia Board oLTrade bas
petitioned Congress against the. Spanish
convention:

Our best information from, Washington afford
little encouragement to the friends of tihe Span-
ishi-American treety. Nearly all the strong men
in both parties in the House are dead-set against
it. It stands no chance in the Ways and Means
Committee, whose assent would b required te
the abrogation of the tlirty-five millions, more
or less, of customs revenue whiehi the treaty in-
volves; and there are conclusive indications
thaut, even shonld theSenate ratify the compact,
-ehich is highly douîbtful--the Iouse will net
consider the required modifications In the rev-
enue system this winter. Thus the whole mat-
ter is likely to ba thrown into thebands of the
new regime, which is likely to prefer its,own
measures te those of the present Admi.nistra.-
tion.

TIIE B3ANK OF OTTAWA.

The annual meeting of the Bank of
Ottawa was held on the 10th inst. in their
elegant new premises, when the report
of the operations for the year was
read by the Secretary. Considering
that there bas been a serious depression
in the great industry of the region of
country in which the banlc's business is
chiefly carried on, the report must be
looked on as highly satisfactory. There
has been an increase, both in the circu-
lation and in the deposits, and, as a con-
sequence, likewise in the current loans.
There is no intention, so far as we can
gather from the remarks of the President
and Vice-President, of increasing the
capital of $1,000,000, which is almost
fully paid up. There seems to have been
perfect unanimity among the share-
holders, who adopted votes of thanks to
the officers for their services, and after
the ballot for directors vas taken Mr
James Maclaren was re-elected President,
and Mr. Charles Magee, Vice-President.

"THE GOVERNESS' STORY."
A LIFE INrsUnRNoE EXJPERIENOE.

M Data ME. Enroa,-Do yon ever procure
situations for Governesses? If se, I would owe
you my life-long gratitude ifyou would procure
one for me, with suich remuneration as would
enable me to assist in the support of my
widowed mother and my fatherless brothers and
sisters. I know you will be very greatly sur-
prised, by this letter and distressed at the cause
of such a request from me, because you knew
my fathser intimately, and, jndging by his un-
ceasing efforts for the welfare of bis fellow-beings,
his aff'ectionate nature and bis economical
habits, you would naturally suppose that be
would not bave left us in distressed pecuniary
circumstances; but T can assure you that for
my mother and her five children, of whom I arm
the eldest, there is only about two thousand
dollars, beside the house and garden, se that,
unless I can procure employment, so as to lessena
the expenses of the family in the first instance,
and to assist the others in the second, we have
the prospect of absolute poverty in a very short
period.
. Sut you will want te know how it all came
about, and how it is that the health*of my bo-
loved parent failed 'so rapidly, and what bas
become of his Life Insurance moneys.

Youn know how very indignant my falter
was wlenever lie heard of any case of fraud, or
oppression, or injustice, and how very particular
lie was, in all his private transactions, to avoid
anything like misrepresentation or deceit, pre-
ferring any conceivable loss or suffering to the
profit accruing from an undue advantage, so
you will partially understand our position when
yen lecarn that be brought home, one evening,
a circular issued by the Dom iniontof!OCanada
Mutual Reserve Safety Fuînd Life Association,
from which he learned that lie had been pay-
ing at the. rate of $295.00 a year for. $10,000
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Life Insurance instead of $52-10, aend that he
tiat all others who were instured in what he
hiien called hlite " Old-Lyin " Life istirance
Comîpaties were being swindled froi year to
year, and that, worst of 01, those coipanies
were being crushed heneatih the load of their
tccinttltedîl millions of reserve flunds, sa that
7-4 out of every 100 A mcricitn L'evel Premaium
Companies hve failed, and 90 out of every 100

iolicy-holders who huve beei insuroil have re-
fued LI koep tieir inistraîtnce in force by sucih
extortioiate palyntius.

My futhler wias a tmtn of good habits, and en-

joyed wonderfîîiiy good iealtht, itideed hte utsed
o say tiait sickness wias, of ncessity, i direct

consoquence of baud conduct, and thtt, if people
woîuld lire properly they shouli not die natur-
illy before they lid ttined the age of tit least,
120 year's, so you wil l readily tunderstand that
tis Warn heart and Iis energetic, vigorous tem-

perament cauised imiî to assail "I 01<1-Lie"

ilis inîlinenice iwas so great thautt iany athers

He then went about trying to collect
from his acquaintances whati ho hd lthns lent
to ihem, but waos very much hurt to find that
they declared tiernselves t have been deccived
and injured by lis persuasions and his intended
kindnesses, as they also had droppei theirregu-
lar life policies, and now found that the assess-
mente and quarterly payments, ordinary and
extraordinary, were costing thom more thani
their old promiums hiad donc, and that te add
te their disgust at the inercased cost of their
insurance was the suspicion that they were
notàs really insured at all, but that the
reformed companies were all in danger of
collapse so soon as lie inembers began to rea-
lize that they could not reasonably expect any
company ta pay $1,000 ta caci of ifs iembers
out of $250 of recipLts from each or those
inembers.

At first my father was hurt and indignant
at the ingratitude of these people, but was
partially consoled, in so far as the Dominion of
Canada Mutual Reserve Safety Fund Life As-
sociation was concernîed, by the reflection that
the Association was butter withotut sucht people
as members anyway; but soon after this dis-
agrocable experience lis friend, Mr. Browenson,
died vcry suddenîly, having bon rin over by
one of Lite cabs which are driven so recklessly
through tie istreets of Montreal. The shock of
losing so dlear a friend and t e manner of Itis
death tenîded tt deiress imîy fatler's spirits. His
only consolation ias-thlnt Mr. Broienson,
like hiiself, lad $10,000 in the Reformed Life
Association, so that isIlti fimnily wils Wlil pro-
vided for.

My fither reported Itis friend's deatht and for-
warded the necessary papiers ta the Dominion
of Canada Mutual Reserve Sifely -Fund Lite
Association. He hald a reply front them in a
few days, to lie eflect that this was one of a
series of " unforesecit contingencies " which
would require a special provision, ntecessitating
more delay than would have occurred had the
deth boe from natural causes, so lie paid lite
expenses of the funeral and sent ilrs. Brdîven-
soin such monieys as sie reqired from tiime to
tinme. At lest there came ntidce of a special
assessmnt, all of whici atnnîoyed msy father
very mcli, as this was the first death anonîg
those whom ie had persuaîded into joining the
reformters, and as he was enquired of fromt
time to timue, concerning the comling of lite
$10,000. Afler aboi t two ttoliths tiere cameI a
conn iunication froi tlie Doiinion of Cattdt.
Muiîtual Reservo Safety Fund Life Association,
ta thie effect that, Il owiig ho the ntiiusu:l rate of
imiortility frem causes whici hal not entered
iito the calculations of the managers of lthe
Assâciation, it had been founal dillicilt l ialke
collections of the assessients levied during the
paist six mtontlits, and hut hlie proceeds of lite
onc adtitie after and in consequence off Mi.
Broweison's death, had teil zied only $75.00
intstead of te $ 10,000 for ' whici lis certilinte
cal led."

Whe Mrs. Browenson liceard of this site
abused my fathier shamefiully foi- having lier-
sunded lier husbnud to discoutinue his insur-
ances in the Standard, fondont aid haicishlirc,
British Eipire, Live rpool and London and
Globe, New York, Equitable, Canada, Ci-

federation, North American, Quesn, Royal, Citi-
zens, Ontario Mutual and oth;er companîies in
which le laid lioliciesof$1,000 to $2,000 eeach,
thiusleaving lier and lier family indebt, poverty
and disgrace, " as tue faily of a foof who hlad
beenl persuaded by another fool to act like t
fool." Sie voiwed she would expose hia and site
lim and et teck hit whienever she met him, and
went oi like a desperate, despairing woiian, as
she was.

I nloticed that mny fathier hald a slivering fit,
brouglht on, I suppose, by reimorse et the conse-

quences of lis enthusiasmî for reform, after
which lie was never agait quile well. I know
he paid Mrs. fi. at lot of imncey oui t of his own
pocket becatuse lie ha promitised me some, and
told me lie could not now lut me have anîy. I
lnow lie tried to get a new 1 olicy in one of the
ONd Line Conipanie, but lthe Doctor told him
there was sonething wrong with lis beart, go

.lie was rejected. le got worse very rapidlyafte
this, and died abolut a mentit ago. We harve
received not quite $1500 instead of-550,000 fromt
lie Dominion of Canada Mutual Reserve Safety
Fund Life Association, and tue other reforned
system companies. We cannot collect any of
tlie money mtîy fîtther lent, bocause the pieopIe
say lie deceived them, and so ie are entirely
ruiied.

Do you tlhink, mîy dear Mr. Editor, tiat it will
be ntecessary for nie t change my namle in'
order to get a situation ? ' I deerly loved my
father, and cannot bear to hear lis naime reviled.
He reaîlly believed the reforied associations
were real life insurtance comatîtnies, instead of
bcing merely voluntary associations, and so
acted honestly, so far as lie was conceined, but
if these alfairs tire o pilpably fraudilent as ta
bring ignomiiny and disgrace ipou ail who hare
anything to do .with liem, I suppose I mulist,
for the sake of amy darliniig miother and brothers
and sisters, subnit ta be called ISmith " ifthat
is ieccssary to ily disguise, so I will dlo what-
ever you may say if you will hel me t fintd a
situation.

BAY OF FuelDY Fisc iOru.-leports fron St
John give the quantity of-frozen herrings
brought into that port to the close of the ceason
as 250,000 pouhds against 100,000 ls. in 1883.
In addition to this amount 30,000 barrels of ber-
ring of this year's catch were put up. Tliere
were 25,000 boxes of smoked berring, Last year
the number of oarrels put up was 18,000 ; of
smoked herring, 24,000 boxes. The gaspereaux
catch and also tbe catch of alevives have been
excellent this season. For the most part the
former bave been smnoked, the ish dealers in
this neighborhood baving smoked 3,475 barrels,
each barrel containing on an average 450 lish.
Tue alewives caught and picklea ibis year,
amounted te 18,43t barrels aganst 14,720 ist
season. balmon have also been plientiful this
year lu the Bay ot Fundy and ta the harbor.
deventy bonts were engaged in their capture in
the Day, each boat averaging 175 fish for the
season. In the harbor 30 boats caugbt on an
average 50 salmon each. la the aggregate it is
estimated 190,000 1bs. of salmon, vere uetted
this year, comspared with 100,000 lm 1883. The
average price this season was $1.50 eaci. lI
shad.thero as been a sligbt increase over last
year, when 1,000 barrels were put ui. This
year 1,250 barrels were caught and pickled.
About 210,000 lobstets were caught chis season
iu this neighborhood, or about 180 tons. Last
year only about 50 tons were caught lu this dis-
trict. lu the other varieties of nsh the catch
bas been fair.

A MoDiLL Skw MI.-The saw mill built on
the South Nation River for Messrs. Fiait &
Bradley, lumber merchants, Hamilton, is
claimed to be *the model mill of Canada,
and is a source of attraction te 'the' lum-
berien of both Provinces. The Otawa Si4n
gives an account of a visit recently made
tu the mill by two prominent lumbermen of
this city. Alter inspecting the machinery
they were auxious tu klnow ber capacity, and
requested Dr. Flatt, the senior partner of
the firm, who happened te be there, to
try her for one hour, whsîcb lie did. The
resultf, te their astonishment, was equivalent
te 110,000 feet per day, which, tbey said,
far surpassed any previous record for a
single circular mill. It is only fair to state thati
the greater portion of the machinery of this mill
is from thz works of the Waterous Engine
Co. of Brantford, Ont. The large engine
employed is of a new design, 100 borse
power, with three large boilers, frot which
steam a also supplicd for the pair of
twin .engiaes (also from the Waterous
works) used for «feeding and gigging. 'Tie
mili is claimed te be exceedingly conomi-
cal, and for its cost one of the most coi-
plete in tbe Dominion. . The necessity for
greater economy in the manufacture of lum-
ber in these days of lower k)rices nud great-
er cost of logging operations in the voods.

The farmers will
all moake seme money this year, but wlin they
cocue to clear off two yenrs' expenses with onc
year's crop it wants cutting down soiewiere.
And wlcen last year's expenses cocme out of this
year's receipts, it will eave this year's expenîses
to be only halfînet. It is true that lice necessities
of the population of Ontario are very large, withi
the extras closely cutt down.

Ii this waty, the whole bur-
den of an extremcly dull :period is left on lice
marchants' shoulders, And this is now beiig
rec igncizet to a extent that is causing disquiet.
Tradesmeci are working with all economy. A
lot of bankrupt stock thrown into a village lu
ecoucglh te demoralize the regular business. The
rendy money finds its way lino the cheap aic-
tion roem, and the storekeeper finds lis cash
sales dwicidle. The city dry goods trade tias
bean docciedly dccli for the season, but there is a
growing hope in the change of temperature and
rcicnously loiw prices et whicli even staples are
offered. In other branches of business there is

Fortunately the banks are not
losing confidence, but it isimpossible that some
restrictions are not felt. Money is only obtiin-
able on well-assured trade transactions, whiclh
is the only hope for successful outomne. Pricus
of produce are exceedingly low, but speculation
is net encouraged by bank assistance. Rates
of discount are very little changed, but accom-
modation is not se freely granted. Commercial
paper is still discounted at - to 74 for prime
to good, and very little is taken that does not
meet the requirements. Sterling Exchange is
quiet and irregular within small limits, 60-day
bills 108¾ te 1086 betweeni banks, and 1081 at the
counter; demand 109)- te 109a , and 109 at the
counter. The Stock licge has be quiet
and prices generally steady. There is no inti-
mcation of outsiders coming in, and business is
principally donc by broiers. The negociations
in other securities are ]cmited, bot ßrst class de-
bentures moet with ready purchase.
