RECIPROCITY.

It is our firm conviction that if there is
any one political question on which the
Canadian people hold sentiments in com-
mon it is that of reciprocal free trade
with our Southern neighbors in the
natural products of both countries, and
yet the Opposition press persistently
maintains that the Government is not
sincere in desiring a reciprocity treaty.
We have been much surprised at a recent
article on the subject of recipracity in the
London Advertiser, which ought to be
competent to discuss it intelligently. That
journal broadly affirms that ¢ there is but
one party in this country that can
“ negotinte reciprocal trade relations
“ with the United States, and that party
# ig the Reform party.” Again we find in
the same article: “ The Reform party
% can secure a reciprocity treaty with the
“ United States. The Tory party and
ury party cannot do
“1it; they are not anxious to do it, they
% are committed to a line of policy that
“ is wholly inconsistent with such trade
 pelations,”’

We should be very glad indeed if the
Advertiser would * discuss . the question,
which ia one of great nnpontance, mth
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fairness. The Reform party during the
period of Mr, Mackenzie’s administration
bad ample opportunity to negotiate a
reciprocity treaty. It did preclsely, what
it complaing that the present administra-
tion has not{done : it sent the late Senator
Brown, one of its most distinguished
members, on & special mission to Wash-
ington and the result was complete
failure. The Editor of the London .4d-
verliser must be familiar with Senator
Brown’s speech delivered in the Senate in
1875, in which he gave a statement in
detail of all that took place prior to and
during the negotiations in 1874, More
than once, in the course of that speech,
Mr, Brown stated that hie had differed in
opinion with Sir John A, Macdonald, owing
to hus having been, as he thought, too
ready to make concessions to the United
States. Sir John had used the following
language : * He should be very glad tosee
“ Canada get the old reciprocity treaty ;
“ he had no hopes that he would succeed
“in getting it in its entirety, but if the
 honorable gentleman made an approxi-
“ mation.to t, he should be exceedingly
% glad.”  Mu Brown’s resignation in 1866

was-owing to his opinion that the Govern- .

ment was inclined to go too far in the
direction of making concessions to the
United States, and in 1874 he was of
opinion that Str John Macdonald was dis-
posed to make the same mistake.

The London Advertiser cannot discover
any ground for the unwillingness on the
part of thie Canadian Government to open
negotiations, It loses sight altogether of
the fuct that the former negotiations were

. the result of informal and confidential
communications, which had previously
taken place. Itis a matter of notoriety
that the treaty of Washington, by which
anumber of questions of grave impor-
tance were amicably settled, was formally
entered on, alter it had been ascertained
in confidential communications that both
the contracting parties were ready to
negotiate, Precisely the same course was
followed "in 1873-4- Mr. Brown, in the
speech to which we have referred, men-
tions his own correspondence with Mr.
Rothery, a distinguished -English juris-
consulty and registrar of the High Court
of Admiralty, who came to Canada to get
up the case for the arbitration on the
fisheries under the treaty of Washington.
Mr. Browzﬁ impressed on this gentleman
the importance of getting the United
States to make an effort to settle the
-fishery question by a treaty of reciprocity
rather than by a money payment, and it
was owing to Mr. Rothery’s unofficial and
confidential communications that- the
aubsequent formal negotiations took place.

. ¥ tageous

‘We have ourselves no doubt whatever
that more than -one unofficial communi-
cation has taken place, with the view of
ascertaining whether it would be of any
use to make a formal proposition. It
must be borne it mind that there is at
Washington a representative of Great
Britain who is thoroughly aware of the
views of the Canadian Government, both
as to reciprocity and to the fishery ques-
tion, and who would not omit to learn
from time to time whether any good would
result from a formal proposition. We
should like much to learn the Advertiser's
authority for his statement that *there
“is no difficulty in effecting such an
“ arrangement if the Government is
“ready and anxious, to undertake
% negotiations with that end in view.”” No
difficulty 11! The United States first
abrogated the treaty of 1854, then refused
to treat with Sir Alexander Galt in 1866,
then again refused to treat in 1869-70,
then in the negotiations at Washington in
1871 positively refused to consent to
reciprocal trade, and then in 1875 refused
to assent to a treaty negotiated by Mr,
Brown, in which he had made great con-
cessions in order to secure the treaty.

Can the Advertiser with such a record
before him state on what ground he has
declared that  there would be no diffi-
culty ” in obtaining a treaty. Will he
further state distinctly whether he sub.
scribes to the following opinion enun-
ciated by Senator Brown in his speech :—
% There is no mystery in their (the Cana-
‘¢ dians) desire that the commercial rela-
“ tions of the Republic and the Dominion
‘“ ghould be placed on the most kindly
*and unfettered and mutually advan.
basis consistent with their
% respective existing obligations, aud with
“ that connection with Great Britain
# which the Dominion so happily enjoys ?
The Advertiser cannot be blind to the
causeof the rejection of the last treaty,
which it is an open secret was the cer-
tainty that all goods admitted free into

Canada from the United States would be

likewise admitted duty free from the
Uhuited Kingdom., : The plain question for
the advocates of reciprocity of the school
of the Advertiser is whether they ave
prepared to discriminate in favor of the
United States against Great Britain.

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

Since the repeal of the Insolvent Act
in 1880 the agitation for means.to dis-
tribute fairly the estatés of insolvent
debtors has come chiefly from the prin.
cipal distributing centres of trade; and,

whatever else that agitation may have

merited, it was certainly free from the
charge of having for 1ts object' A manifest
intention to subvert justice by adding-to
the injuries of suflering creditors, i ‘v
Nothing decisive having resulted from
the numerous applications to the Domi.
nion Government to exercise the power
vested in it and deal with the question of
Insolvency, the Ontario Government
grappled with the difficulty, and enacted
a measure for distributing estates through
the sheriff, having been misled, doubt.
less, by the specious pretence that some-
thing of a kindred procedure -worked
satisfactorily in Lower Canada.  The
miscalculation of the promoters of the
measure in question has been forcibly
exhibited in the persistent manner in
which insolvents manage to keep their
estates out of the sheriffs’ hands.: Chattel
mortgages and voluntary assignments
have practically rendered the -distribu-
tion measure # dead letter, and the evils
of unjust jneferences, instead of having
been diminished, have increased ; and, as
might naturally have been expected, in
proportion “to the aggravation of these
preferences have been the difficulties in
the way of obtaining discharges by the
debtors who resorted to the practices
which were, to a great extent, the
natural ovicome of weak and meﬂ"lclent
commerecial legislation, '
The result of that has heen pressure
for relief from & new quarter; the prin-
cipal distributing centres of trade are
not the applicants for legislation this
time—a different ciass now clamors for
relief; and as the Government at Ottawa
gives forth no certain sound in regard to
dealing with the question this session,
Ontario again tries her hand, and, under
the rather innocent title “An “Act
respecting Assignments for the Benefit of
Creditors,” provides an excellent means
for whitewashing debtors, by giving them
the right to stipulate for a release from
the executing creditors, while such 'of
the latter as choose to decline executing
the assignment are punished -for their
want of generosity by being denied the
right to participate in the distribution:of
the estate.  This next method of smit-
ing men who, in this age of progress, are
80 benighted a8 to give credit, has not
exactly the merit of originality, similar
provisions in the laws of the Maritime
Provinces having evoked curses both loud
und deep full many a time, from’ credi-
tors at home and abroad ; these have had .
the hardihood to characterise the system
as one of legalized robbery. ' True, there

is in the practice of the Maritime Prov-

inces, a refinement of the mode: of
ﬂeecmg credltorl whxch Onbtmo doesnet

R PRI
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by the Bill in question ask to be allowed
to revert to; but one is alwnys at liberty
to hope, and having once placed the
birch in the hands of the debtor it wounld
only be consistent to permit him to use
-it after his own sweet will. "T'o compel
him to observe any uniformity of prac-
tice in ‘laying on” the creditors who
are placed at his mercy is to deprive him
of that superior degree of enjoyment
which comes of being permitted to deal
out to them the chaslisement which, in
his opinion, they severally deserve. A
generation ago debtors in Ontario filled
the same high oflice of judges of the
castigation to be administered to their
several creditors, now enjoyed by their
order in the Maritime Provinces, and the
unction with which creditors were
directed to be paid, in the order in which
the deblor saw fit to place their names
on his schedule, probably went a long
way to compensate him for the insolence
of such as had dared to ask for payment
of what they stupidly regarded as a just
debt! There were, further means of
torture at his command, in the ‘way of
power to stipulate thal he be employed
to lignidate his estaie, and in that way
supervise the execution of the punish-
ments he had decreed. Public opinion,
however, took the subject of this kind of

justice into consideration, and after due

inquiry turned the tables by declaring
null and void, as aguinst creditors, all
assignments which were otherwise than
unconditional, beyond the stipulation
that creditors were to be paid ratably,
without prelerence or priority.

That a retrograde step should now be
contemplated, whick will place commer-
cial legislation in Ostario in the dis-
geaceful  condition it held some thirty
years ago, is not cred.table to the intel-
ligence and fair-dealing of the age in
which we live, The discontent of undis-
charged insolvents is doubtless intima-
tely bound up with the projecied
injustice. The Bill No. 110 does not bear
the name of the member wha intro-
duced it, and it may be that the present
js one of the means Ontario thinks pro-
per to adopt as a protest against the Dom-
inion Government’s neglect of the duty
assigned to it, of providing adequate
legislation on the subject of insolvency-
In that case, Ministers at Ottawa
may as well admit the persistency of
bankruptcies in the absence of legislation,
and, seeing the injury done to Canadian
credit by the operation of existing laws,
and the further dangsr with which it is
threatened by whitewashing measures
like that nowunder consideration, it must
be at once apparent that considerations

for the good name. of the Dominion

require that this question be at once.
taken up and disposed of in a manner’

becoming the Legislature of a commercial
community ; and the present session of
Parliament ought not to be allowed to
close without the necessary legislation
being carried into eflect.

THE QUEBEC BUDGET.

The treasurer’s speech on the financial
position of the Province of Quebec has
been severely criticized by Mr. Geo. W.
Stephens, member for Montreal Centre,
who holds that there has been great ex-

aggeration as to the state of the finances. .

There can be no doubt that in the re-
ceipts for 1884 there are some items which
are not strictly revenue, and which, of
course, will not be again available. There
are some points on which a difference of
opinion exists, and which will have to be
settled by the legal tribunals. M.
Robertson relies on the Exchange Bank

‘claim being privileged, and also that the

commercial taxes will be sustained, while
Mr. Stephens holds a contrary opinion. It
would be most unjust to the Kxchange
Bunk depositors it a Joan, made without
the least necessity,and without the know-
ledge of the public, should be entitled to
preference. Mr. Stephens comments
with both severity and truth on the com-
parative statements of revenue and ex-
penditure in Ontario during a series of
years, Ontario, at all events, is not in
financial embarrassment, as by the Trea-
surer’s own admission Quebec is. 1t would
be equally consistent with common-gense
to argue that a inerchant's clerk with a
salary of §2,000 a year was justified in
maintaining an establishment on the
same scale as hie principal, with $10,000.
There are some points of difference in
the expenditure which deserve notice.
In Ontario the cost of legislation is $141,-
440, and in Quebec $216,864, This is of
course owing parily to the use of the two
languages and psrtly to the two legisla-
tive houses. In Ontario the cost of civil
Government is $179,823, in Quebec $202,-
$20. In Ontavio the administration of
justice cosis $331,026, in Quebec $385,085
Onlaria spends much more on education,
agriculture and public institutions, while
Queoec ‘wastes 582,246 on coloniztion.
Iv would be interesting lo know precisely
what each Province spends on lunatic
asylums, but this is not stated. We can

not but fear that there will be a good
deal of trouble w.th the municipal debts.
Mr, Stephens, nos without plausibility,
argues that Montreal should be refunded
its payment on wccount of the Northern

Colonization road, and it is easy to foresee
that if any of the municipalities are
treated with partiality there will be great
dissatistaction exhibited by the others.
We think it isfortunate, in the interest of
the citizens of Montreal, that Mr. Stephens
evinces such interest in questions in
which they are so deeply concerned,

THE SUN LIFE INSUGRANCE CO.

The report of the Sun Life will befound
elsewhere. .

During the conflict of last year the
manager tabulated the record of several
years past, to show the progress of the
Company, and we continue ihe table for
the last five years, as taken from the
Government blue books and the present
report :i—

The expenses are $75,000, including
medical fees, commissions, etc., being
about 33 per cent of the | remiums, or
sbout 26 per cent of the total income.

The liabilities have been largely re-
duced, by the cancellation apparently of
a million and a half of business or about
22 per cent of the entire risks of the com-
pany as given at the beginning of 1834,
‘This way of increasing the surplus is cer-
tainly preferable to the ¢ {freezing out”
methods in vogue among some assessment
societies, but some friends of the com-
pany would prefer that so large an
amount of business had not been lost.
A vigorous managementinordinary times
should be able to retain from 20 to 40 per
cent of this business, which had not been
secured without cost-and effort, The
example set by the president of the com-
pany i his capacity of president of a
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prosperous financial institution, as well as
by the president of ‘a Toronto fire insur-
ance company on & more recent occasion
might be profitably followed on oceasion’
by the double management of the Sun.

Considering that the company does not
own its premises in Montreal, the veal
estate owned is considerable, being $70,-
000, but is about $3,030 less than in
1883 ; this we learn, however, is worth
considerably more than the sum named.
A dividend of 6 per cent on the paid-up
capital, $62,500, was paid the shave.
holders on the business for the year, or 4
per cent less than in 1883 ; while the pro-
fits {o policyholders were $3,376, against
$9,911 in the previous year.

It is gratifying to note that the death
claims in both branches, Life and Accid-
ent, ave less than in 1883, being §4,590
and $2,500 respectively, an evidence of
continued care in the selection of lives, n
care which should be-all the greater ow-
ing to the unconditional character of the
Sun policies. _

We have taken the liberty of thus
pointing out a few of the more salient
points in the report’ of the company, in
the hope that the management may gird
up its loins and put forth renewed efforts
towards placing the Sun progressively
among the leading life -institutions of
native origin "as well as those who by
their large and pradent investments in
the country have become no less Cau-
adian in their character. '

THE NORTH-WEST REBELLION..

Just as our lastissue was going to press
the startling news of a rising of the Halfl-
breeds in the vicinity of Prince Albert, in
the North-West Territories, was received.
From that time to the present there has

been constant anxiety as to the fate of*

the scattered white population in a region
where they are surrounded by o great
number of Indians and Hall-breeds. The
first engagement was attended with serious
loss of life on the part of the police and
volunteers, It is most satisfactory to
find that in the emergency that has so
suddenly avisen -all parties are disposed
to co-operate in putting down the rebel-
lion, which is generally attributed to the
influence of the notorious Riel, who took
such a prominent part in the rebellion of
1869-70. We are inclined to think that
even the strongest opponents of the rapid
construction of the Canadian Pacific rail-
