Our correspondent is Justly afraid to
entrust the Government Issue depatt-
ment with any discretion, and, so far, we
are at one with him. To exchange gold
for notes and vice versa is the Bank of
England system, ‘and it is a matter of per-
fect indifference whether the issuer be
a servant of the Governmént, or of a cor-
poration, while both have to be governed
by an Act of Parliament. The  point on
which the mea.test difference exists be-
_tween our views, and those of our corres-
pondent is as to the effect of the ex-
pansion of circulation on prices. There
_izs nosuch expansion in Great Britain,
and no inconvenience is felt, except from
the necessity of using_ gold, owing to the

" "notes. No such difficulty would be felb
“in Canada. Under the United States
system there is not much risk of undue
expansion,. whereas under ours the illus-
tration"given by our corr espondent proves
conclusively that the tendency of expan-

‘reduce prices while a deficient one is like-

We should be very glad indeed if the
remarks of our correspondent should
induce the Dominion Government to
propose an amendment of the Dominion
Note Act 50 as to make the issue strictly
automatic, as it is in England. Had the
issue on securities been fixed at ten
millions there never would have been the
least canse for uneasiness, and, moreaver,
there would have been no occasion to
feel “annoyance at demands for gold on
the part ‘of the banks. Of course our
correspondent must perceive that a
fixed issue on securities to“a perfectly
safe maximum would render it impossible
for the Government to drift into an
irredeetable currency, We own that it
seems strange to. us thal, when itis in
our power to adopt the system of
currency which has been in' successful

operation for over 40 years in England, -

we should givea preference to the United
States: system, which was established
during a period of national bankruptcy.

THE FISHERY QUESTION.

It cannot  be deemed surprising - that
the arrangements which ‘seem to have
been made betwéen the respective Goy-
ernments of Great Britain and the United
States, in regard to the fisheries, should
have led to the expression of * dissatisfac-
tion in the Maritime Provinces, We have:
on previous occasions expressed - our
opinion that such questions can be better
dealt with by Governments than by com-
mercial corporations ; and the correspond- :
ence which the United States Govern-
ment has publlshed has not altered, that
opinion. We have not yet had an oppor-
tunity of seeing the correspondence be-
tween the Imperial ‘and’ Dominion Gov-
ernments, but although there has been a
recent important change in the personnel~
of the former, we feel convinced that the
policy recommended by their predeces-
sors will be adliered to. ; Tt is sufficiently
obvious that the delay in. providing for
the futme arrangements consequent on
the termiriation of the old treaty, has been
caused by an unwillingness to open negoti-
ations with'a Government at the close of

We feel assured, however, that
there is little hope of such a commission
as that described coming to an agree-
ment, and we lind no provision for a re-
sort to arbitration, It must be apparent,
we should imagine, by this time, that
there was & grave error of judgment
committed by the two uations in not
obtaining a decision from the Geneva
Court of arbitrators, on the question of
the fishery rights of the British Provinces.
1t is just possible that the proposed Com-
mission might agree on a treaty of a tem-
porary character, based on mutual con-
cessions of their respective rights, but we
should deplore such & result as lewving a
difficult question open to future contro-

verasy. All that is wanted in addition to.

the pronilse, of which wehave cited above
is' & provision  for the appomtment ot
arbitrators in the event of the commis-
sioners  being unable to agree. Three
arbitrators would be much preferable to
one, and it is to be hoped that the neces-
sity of some such provision has not
escaped the parties to the negotiation.

WEST INDIAN RECIPROCITY.
‘Wonders will never cease. The Week
has actually written in favor of commer-
cial veciprooity with the West Indisns.

True, it does not approve of selecting

Jamaica, or ‘any other of the British
'cblcxnles, to l?e specially favored, but then
discrimination is recommended for all
the West Indies, at least such is the
“inference that we draw from the Week's
article ou the subiject. There is certamly
no reference to Brsail j and il the object
be to encourage trade with tropical coun-
ries theré ‘is nothing whatéver to be
gained by discrimination, As we lhave
repeatedly pointed out there are at pre-
gent no discriminating duties in the
tropical countries, unless those in the

their flour chiefly from the United States,

Canada is to regulate her own tariff on im-
ports according to her own requirements,
and to place all other countries on the
same footing. If we disciiminate in

favor of any of the West India colonies,
those aggrieved will most assuredly reta-
liate, and exclude us from their markets.
We are, however, a strange people.
Almost the only country which discrimin-
ates against usis France, and yet we have
a  reverend agent of the Govern-
ment advocating the importance of ex-
tending our trade with that country, but
making no reference whatever to the fact
that at present we are placed by France
in an inferior position to Mahometan and
Heathen nations, Qur Government sub-
mits most patiently to be treated with

. unfairness, but we may rely implicitly
that, if we adopt a policy of discrimina-
tion, we shall meet with prompt retalia-
“tion,

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JAMAICA RESCIPROCITY

It is anold saying that ““ wonders never
cease,’’ and it certainly would have been
very applicable to the recent announce-
ment that the Jamaica delegates had
incurred an obligation to the Vice-Covsul
for France at Montreal, for his valuable
assistance in promoting the object of their
mission. It was singular enough that the
consular representutive of France should
have assumed such a role, in view of oneor
two facts : 1st. That France has colonies
in the West Indies, whose products are at
present at admitted into Canada, on the
footing of the most favored nations, but
which, if the views of the Jamaica dele-
gates could be carried out, would be
excluded from our market. 2nd. That
Canadian products are not admitted to

‘the French markete except at rates of
duty higher than what are imposed on

 those of the Heathen and Mahometan
nations, China and Turkey. France cer-
tainly has & peculiar way of manifesting
her love for her old race.

The Jamaica delegates have been con-
ferring with the commercial bodies in
Quebec and Halifax, and, if the news-
paper repcrts can be believed, have suc-
ceeded in convineing our eastern friend s
that they have the power, by re-
mitting their duties on flour, to incroase
the market value of & barrel of flour on
the Continent of America. They have
also undertaken to dispel the notion that
the German treaty will be found an
-Obstacle to the establishment of dis-
criminatjng duties by the Canadian Parlia-
ment. Now the case, which has been

_ already presented by us in regard to Ger-
many, lies in & nuotshell, and it is to be
hoped that if the Chambers of Commerce
fail to comprehend it the Government of
the Dominion will do so. If the German
treaty should, as we believe it does, pro-

. vide against the admission of products of

any kind into either Great Britain or her

Colonies, on terms more favorable than

from Grermany, then the Jamaica proposi-
tion cannot be carried out. If, on the other
hand, there ig, as the delegates contend, no
such provision, then most assuredly if Can-
ada discriminates against Germany a retal-
iatory policy will be adopted by Germany,
which will exclude our agricultural pro-
ducts from a market in which they have
recently obtained a footing. It is cer-
tainly but slight-evidence of the sagacity
of Canadian dealers ‘in breadstufls that
they are ready to incur the certainty of
QxcluS}on from such a market as Ger.

many, with her many millions of people.

for the sake"of obtaining & monopoly of
such 2 market as Jamaica, whose

population of 600,000, consisting chiefly
of negroes, raise their own articles of
food, such as yams and plantains on their
own farms. We feel that the subject is
too important to justify us in neglecting
to_warn of their error those who seem to

_be seeking blindly to establish an erron-

eous policy. Putting aside the bearing
of the Jamaica proposition on foreign
states, it is simply impossible that Great
Britain could tolerate the establishment
of discriminating duties in favor of one
of her West Tndian Colonies and against
the others.
SECURITY FOR BANK CIRCUL-
ATION. IIL

In your issue of 19th June I endeavor-
ed to point out the chief disadvantages
and obstacles in the way of our adopting
& method similar to the national banking
system .of the United States for bank
issuesjin Canada.

I seo no reason to modify the views
then expressed, but I might add a few
words as to the first difficulty mentioned,
the effect on business of the withdrawal

‘of a large amaunt of banking capital,

It has been urged that the borrowing
public should oppose the change because
it will increase the rate of discount. This
may be challenged on two grounds, first
that it is not at all clear that an increase
would oceur ; and, secondly, that the
greater portion of the borrowing public
are §o much interested in seeing our
financial system placed on 'a sound and
permanent basis that they might well
incur the risk mentioned. )

As to the first, the arguments adduced
in my previous communication nee i not
be repeated, but I wish to add some
figures.

On the 30th.May ‘the banks in Canada
were carrying Government loans and in-
vestments in Government bonds and
similar securities amounting to $3,300,000
They had loaned on stocks,

bonds; efC.c.iiveeieriiarnrriennen 12,900,000
And their ordinary loans and

discounts were....

Besides this the balances due
from banks in foreign coun-
tries '’ amounted to.. .« 8,500,000.
In case of need, the ﬁrst. mentioned

item would be almost wholly available for

the purchase of bonds.

The “ loanston stocks? include call and
time loans j call loans may be regarded as
forming part of the reserveés which banks
would be unwilling. to lock up, but the
remainder would be largely available for
the purpose under discussion. '

The same

may be said of the foreign balances, which
at present are -believed to be almast
wholly. lent on time.

All these funds are now earning a com-
paratively low rate of interest, and their
investment in Government bonds would
inflict no loss in that respect.

The reduction which would fall on
ordinary loans and discounts would there-
fore be confined within narrower limits
than might at first sightappear, but even
against this it must be remembered that -
a ‘change would almost certainly be
gradual; that new capital will continue
to seek employment in banking, more
especially it there i§ any ;hope of the
higher rates of discount prevailing that
we are discussing; and that the tendency
of rates for money is now evidently to-
wards a lower range. I see no reasonm,
therefore, in view of these and of other
counterbalancing tendencies, to look for
any increase in rates of discount.

As regards the banks themselves, it
may be said, as a very safe guess, that
most of them carry loans on their books,
which, however secure, are more suitable
for a capitalist or & mortgage company.
These and others of similar nature would
no doubt be gradually worked out when
the time came, and the business gener-
ally put on a sounder banking basis.

But the possibility of higher .rates
would wholly vanish should the Govern-
ment, as suggested in my first communi-
cation, modify or abandon its note issue, or
reduce to a reasonable figure the rate
paid to depositors in the Post Office
Savings Banks, I think the banks have
a right to look fo some concession of this
kind, It can be grinted with a positive
gain to the Government in the case of
the Savings Bauks, and an abandonment
or modification of the note issue can be
justified on public grounds.

The second ground mentioned may, [
think, stand without apology. If it can
be made clear that the change will put
our financial system on a sounder foun-
dation, I have no doubt the great manu-
facturing, importing, and wholesale
houses, who form in more senses than
one ithe best part of our borrowers, will
gladly run the possible risk of a higher
rate of discount. Ilere we must leave it
for the present,

THE NATIONAL BANK SYSTEM.

Before proceeding to discuss the ad-
vantages to be gained by a change, it may
be well to describe-briefly the principal
features in.the American system, that we
may see what is proposed for ur imita-
tion.

The Nalional Banks ~are . organised
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under the general government. They
have notb the privilege of exclusive bunk-
ing—even of exclusive Bank note issue.
"The various States are empowered to, and
do, charter banks, but the general govern-
ment has placed o prohibitory tax (10
per eent) on all issues except hivse ol

" National Banks.

Every Nulional Bark must invest ab
least one-third of its capital, and not less
than $30,000, in U. 8, jbonds, to be de-
posiled with the Sceretary of the T'reasury.

They are entitled to receive from the
‘Preasurer circulating notes up to YU per
cent of the face value of the bonds de-
posited. The tolal amount of notesis
xipt to exceed TH to YU per cent of the
capital of the bank, the proportion vary-
ing inversely to the umount of capital.

These notes ure simply the promissory
notes of the banks, payable on demand ;
but in addition they bear n certilicate,
that ihey ate secured hy a deposit of
bonds iu the hands of the Government,

They wre )e-vnl tender in all payments
to or by the Umted Suates  (except
inierest on the public debt and duties on
imlf»orLS), and  all National Danks ave
bound to receive tiem ab par in pay-
ment of debts. They therefore pass
{reely from one end of the country to
the othex olten eontinning Lo circulate
alu,r the issuing bunk has gone out of
business.

They must be redeemed by Lhe issuing
banks, in lawful money, at their respec-
tive oltices, ou demand, DBesides this
obligation to pay at their own oflices when
the holders require it, banks keep a
“ Redemption Fund’ equal 10 5 per
cent on their cireulation, in the ‘Freasury
at Washington,where notes are redeemed
on presentation and returned to the issu-
ing bank,

Swnnary plo\'lslou is made for the sale
of bonds, for payment by the wreasurer of
the bills of suspended banks, ete. 1n the
remole conlingency of the bonds being
insuflicient to cos cer the noles outstand-
ing, the Government has a fiist lien on
the assets of the baul for the deficiency.

It will be seen that the Government

- practically undertakes to redeem all

national bank notes as they are presented,
that the bills are at all times convertible,
and
The baunks enjoy -(he interest on their
bonde, and the ‘use ol the circulation
based thereon as well.

Sueh are the principal points o( the
system. The circulation has firmly estuab-
lishedtitsel( in the good will of the people,
and all the difficulties in working it are
irom the bank point of view;.bul these

“are not pertinent to this arlicle.

that an over-issue is impossible.

Most of the provisions mentioned are
worthy of adaptution for Canada. Others
thal make the circulation unprofitable to
banks should be avoided ; they will, it is
generally believed, be shortly abolished in
the Uniied States.

It cannot be too clearly stated that
under the system” pxoposed the issues
would be BaNk Norgs and nothing else ;

and that the banks whose promise to pay
they bear would be bound to pay them no
demand, régardless of the fact that they
had deposlted bonds at Ottawa to cover
them.

Consideration of the advantages of the
system must be postponed till ano!hez-
communication.

THE T'ROSPECT FOR 1885,

The review of the financial and com-
mereial history of the past year is always
an futeresting contribution to the Journal
of the London Statistical Society. We

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Unitip StaTes Forests,— The Boston Com-
mercinl Julletzn hag fallen into line with the
American Journals devoted to the lumbering
interests, and strives to combat the popular
theory that the furests are being ruthlessly
dostroyed,and that the American lumber indas-
try will in adecnde or two be seriously erippled
for want of materinl. In lhe course of a
lengthy article it snys :—The United States cen-
gus report upon the * Forest Trees of North
America,” recently received, shows & very
reapeciable area of forests in New Ingland at
the present time. In Muin a first or second
growth of woodg covers one-half of Andros-
coggin County, nine-tenths of Aroostook, one-
half of Gumber‘and, three-fourths of Franklin,
poven-eights of Hancock, four-tenths of Kenne-
bec, one-half of Knox, one-half of Lincoin, one-
half to two-thirds of Oxford, nine-tea the of
Penobacot, eight to nine-tenths of Pascataquis,
one-half of Sagnduboc, five-sixths of Somerset,
one-quarter 1o one-hall of Waldo, eight to
pine-tenths of Washington, and ove-third to
one-balf of York. With such Iarge proportions
of all the counties of the State covered with
forests there would seem to be a Inck of cleared
land in Maine rather than a dearth of woods.
And the census report shows that forests are
inerensing in many seetions of ibe State. In
Keunebec County, for example, the wood is
largely second growth, considerable areas are
aonin covered with pine, and the wooded terri-
tory is incrensing, In Mnssachusetts, Rhode
1sland and Connecticut, although the original
foreat bns disrppeared, it has been replaced by
a second, and Sometimes & third and fourth
growth of treces. The area covered by tree
growili in these States is actunlly increasing
and abandoned farming land, if prolected
from fire and browsing animu]s, is now ver
generally soon covered with a vigorous growti
of whitepine. New Hampshire and Vermont
are also well wooded, The census report state
that “fire and browsing animals inflict greater
permanent injury upon the forests of the coun-
try than the axe,” and this suggests an impor-
tant field of usefnlness for the books and

A onear desl has been published recently
describing the many ‘uses to which paper is be-
ing put. It will, it is said, take the place of
cedar in the making of lead pencils and n use
for it bas been found in the manufucture of gag
pipes. As to it sorvice in the latter direction,
it ig alleged that, in addition to being absolute-
1y tight and smooth, and much cheaper than
iron, these pipes are of great strength, for when
the sides are scarcely three-fifths of an inch
thick, they will stand a pressure of more than
fifiecn atmospheres. If buried under ground
they will not be -broken by settlement, nor
vhen violently shaken or jarred. The material
being a bad conductor of heat, the pipes do not
readily freeze. Puper slippers are the lntest
form in which paper is introdueed in new inven.
tions. An English man has patented a system

of manulfncturing slippers, sandals, and other -

covering of the feet out of paper. Puper pulp,

_or papier mache, is employed for the upper,which

is moulded to the desired form and size, sud a
sole ig provided made of paper or pasteboard,
leather board, or other suitable paper. material,
which is united to the upper by means of
cement, glue, or other adhesive muterinl.  The
upper is ereaged, embossed, or perforated at the
instep and sides, which renders them somewhat
plinble, and prevents their cracking while in
use.

during ihe last {welve months, The Bank of
England is quoted at 296, and pays 9% yper
cent; the Bank of Ireland 330, dividend 12 per
cent; the Bank of Scotland 813,dividend 14 per
cent. The leading Joint Stock Banks in London
generally pay high dividends, and their stock is
beld athigh figures, The National Provincial,
quoted at 423, pays 20 per cent; the London and
County at 405, dividend 21 per écenl. The
Laneaster Banking Company appears tosbe the
highest price Bank Stock in England. 1t sells
at 452, and pays 25 per cenl, but there are
many provineinl banks which press closely on
its heels.  In Australia, the Commercial . Bank
of Sydney paﬁ's 25 per cent and is quoted at
436 ; the Banks there, on the whole, pay much
higher dividends than the Canadian Banks,and
their atock, consequently, commands much
higher prices. Ten of them are quoted at 200
and upwards, Fven in countries where bank-
ing i3 not supposed to be developed to any ex-
lent some remarkable figures are shown. The
Banque d’Algeria is quoted.at 445, and pays 18
per cent 3 the Banque Nationale of Belgium at
322, dividend 13 5-8; the Banca Diforino
(Italy) 348, dividend 124; and the National
Bank of Roumania quoted 2t 260 pays about
14§ per cent. The figures given are ull reduced
toa price per centum, so that n cumparison
may bo readily made.

A Tomacco cutting machine hag brought the
orce richest New York carpet manufacturer to
poverty and ruin. Over 25 years the firm of J.
Orogsley held an enviable standing in the me-
tropolis. About 10 years ago Mr. Crossley
became embued with the idea that the cutting
of tobaceco by machines could be vastly im-
proved. He opened a machine shop of his own.
The beat mechanics were employed. Thousands
and thousands of dollars he spent to
bring his cherished idea into life and practice.
With these expenditures came the shadows of
all inventors, the inceseant application of men-
tal faculties to the one objectin view. This
drew Mr. Crossley’s attention from that business
which had-made him rich and famous. The
business began to suffer: trade fell off; the
purchages and sales once Kept in trim and line
by a steady nerve and a cool head were allow-
ed to run hap-hazard ; -instead; of inspecting
warehouse and accounts, the forpe and lathe
kept Mr. Crossley ag in chains, The accounts
show that within the 10 years he had tried to
bring the machine to perfection the outlay had
heen aver $80,000, while but 30 machines had
been sold in all. The last one wuas sent two
weeks ago to Havana,

New Process or Suear-Maxixe.—The new
process of sugar making brought forward in
Berlin by Trobreh is purely chemieal, differing
materially from the, mechanical process now in
use, and, in ;the opinion of authorities on the
subjeet, will, if it shall prove to beall that it
is cluimed to be, eftect & revolution in the
mannfacture, and chenpen sugar stil more,
This method dispenses with crushing and
pressing altogether. The enue is cut into slices

by means of machinery and the water extracted
from it by alcoliol vapor, which, having an
affinity for the water, absorbs i, but leaves the
saccharine in the desicented cane ; this is then
treated with Jiguid alcohol, which extracts the
sugar. and afierwards the sugar is extracted
from the alcohol, or the aicohol from the sugar,
by filtering throngh lime and chalk. There ig
by this method no difficulty in_extracting all;

Interest hus here-
tofore been allowed by the banks on money
placed on current account calculated, in the
option of the lender, either on the minimum
monthly balance at one rate, or at & lower rate
on the daily balances. Thelatter arrangement
is now to be discontinued altogether, and only
the monthly balances taken into account.

Trapr Drrression axp Low Prices.—It is
not unplensant to recoguize that there are one
or two signs of the present depression passing
away. {o the United States, where matters
happen to have been worse than in England, the
traflic of the railway companies has begun
once more to increase. This is an excelleat
gign. Prices all round bave also begun to pick
up, sugar and many other commodities
being all appreciably higher than they were
some months age. According to all experience,
a period of fow prices, like that through whieh
the country has been passing, is invariably
good for trade. The masses save niore with.
low prices than they ean do at other times,
and these savings in time furnish au additional
demand fuor commodities and additional

employment for 1abor and capiinl by means of

permanent investment. We should be surer
ot the immediate future if wages had fullen
more than -they have done, if, in other words,

" the adjustment of moaey wages to the luw

prices of commoditivs had been more complete.
It is difficolt, however, 10 meag:re the precise
degree of. adjustment required, and the signs
point rather for the present to a speedy re.
covery in trade than to a postponement of re-
covery until fresh adjustments have been made

i in respeet of the wages of labor and the means
of production employed.—Robt Giflen in Clont.

BANK ISSULS.

To the BEditor of the JOURNAL OF COMMERCE,

Sip,~-1 ask-permission to say & few words in
explanation of my letter of :19th ult., and in
teply to your criticism thereon, .

In the first place, [ must admit that [ mis-
understood your article on * Bank Issues”' [
took it that you were discussing the best method
of arranging or securing these, and that yon
considered the system followed for the Bank of

- England the best to be adopted here. [ now

find that your method for reforming our Bauk
[gsues is” to abolizh them altogether, and to
substitute Government issues in their stead,
This will accountfor many remarks which were
only apposite in o diseussiou of Bunk eireu-
ltion.

That the Government might arrange and
carry on u satisfactory system of paper currency
is of course quite possible, but, 1 should suy,

bighly improbable. Uur experience of it3
action in regard to the present Dominion

note issne should warn us agwiust  the
change you recommend. Your own state-
ments as o thewr departures from the sound
principles of the original luw respecting Domin-
ion Notes are sufficient evidence of this, aud
1.capnot admit, with you, that *“no danger
has yet been experienced from the changes
made)’ No serious resalts have occurred, but
that we ‘have been in danger of them during
the last year or two is notorious.

This gradual departare from sound prineiples
is apparently inevitable when a government
controls so facile 2 means for borrowing money ;
and I do not withdraw the statement that such
8 course is admitied “on. all sides’ to be

simply on the ground that experience has
shown that a Guvernmenf, ‘with power to
confer the Legal Tender quality on its Issues,
will drift into a eurrency practicully, if
not in theory, irredeemable ; and I am certain
that, with the exception of the advocates of
¢ ruganoney’, the sense of the community will
be almost wholly against you.

A Governmeut department is not adapted for
carrying on this business. It has not the
machinery ; it is not in daily contact with the
people, ns banks are ; and, more than all, it s
not, aud cannot  have, means for emgploying
profitably, atshort dates, any portion of the pro-
ceeds of lssues. It has therefore to use
them in itsvrdinary expenditure, at great risk of
not having funds (o replace them when re~
quired, or {1 must keep them idle, in whicl cuse
the country isactually a loser.

There are other resuits to be looked for:
By destroying an important portion of banking
profits, it would discourage banking, and lead

more 1038 on the business community than the
saving of intereston the debt of the country
would compensate. :

[ should point out here, as B’cm‘ing on
your wlole argument, that, although ™ the
Bank of England issues are so . controlled
by law that they are practically those of the
State, there is n vital difference between
them and our own Dominion notes. They
are Baxg Norss, and the Corporation 1s
Linble for every one of them. To refuse pay-
ment would be w commit an actof bankruptey.
The Government has no power 1o incrense the
issue, or to enjoy the capital created by it.
It js precisely th@ahsence of this checle which
makes Government issues so dangerous.

No adaptation of the Bnglish theory seems to

fraught with danger. Direct Issues are opposed -

to bigher mtes for money. This would inflict:

me practicable in Caailn, save -that indi- |
eatet in my former letier—that the issues ;
against’ securities shall be divided amongst the .
Banks and the issues against bullion supplied

by the Government. This is practically the
manner in which the Anerican- system works
at this very moment; and something very like
it would follow from the adoption of Mr,
Smithers’ recommendation heve. The maximum
amount of the issue against securities would
not be fixed as in Euogland, but the necessity
fur mainaining  convertibility’ ~would suffi-
ciently limit it for the present. ~ Until we have
reached more nearly the “ full measure of our
stuture ” as'a nution, a fixed limit would not
be desirable. .

The curreney theories raised eannot well be
discussed here, but I must ubject to your state-
mentas 10 the effect of the annual expansion of
our note issues on prices. The absence of such
expansion wounld be quite likely to cnuse a depre.
ciation, but the deficiency would operate pre-
cisely as might a shortage of cars for transpor-
tation, or exceptionally bad roads for hauling,
The currency used is as purely & tool for .hand-
ling and exchanging the grain as the cars which
earry it.  The price of the grnin i3 fixed
by the value in fiiverpool, less cost of transpor-
tation, interest or the muney employed, etc.,
and the merchant's profit.

As [ suid before, Banks may lend too fraely,
give too much credit, aad so aff-ct prices; but
itig the credit which does this. It gives the
borrower purchasing power, and it is evidently
immaterinl whether he céxereises it by giving o
cheque or by paying out the Bank’s notes.

Iu the present instance what practically -
takes place is'this: The returns from the har-
vest relense or produce a large amount of capi-
tal. To the exieni of the increase in circula~
tion, this capital is borrowed by the Banks from
the tarmers, and lent to the merchants, The
latier converl it into money, and repay the
Banks, which in turn repay the farmers by re-
deeming - their notes when called on. The
whole transaction resolves itself into g simple-
purchase of the grain on cmditi and payment
therefor when realized, the Bank acting as the
intermediary. - There is an expansion of credit
for the time: being, but for a legitimate and
natural purpose, and the expansion censes when
the purpose is accomplished. )

It may be trne that Banks, by facilitating
credit for such business, and placing pur-
chasing power in many hands, do increase the
price paid to the producer, but I apprehend
that thisis one of the functions that render
them so uscful fo the community, and one
which they would still subserve even if their
issues were cancelled. It i3 one of the ways
in which they bring the producer and consumer
;Jnto cloger contact, to the great advantage of
ot

It is quite likely that T do not understand
Mr. Lowe's thivd law ; at any rate I do not
see how you can apply it to thé National
Bank currency, as you do.” If the law is to be
inter preted strictiy,—namely, that there shall”
never he o greater amount of curreney in the
hands of the public than there would be if there
were only gold and silver in circulation, then
I cannot see uny truth in it. I, for instance,
paper currency in Canada or thé United States
were abolished, doesany one suppnse that people
would carry about in their pockets, and keep
in their stops and houses, as much in gold ag
they do now in Bank notes ? If abolished in Eng-
land, wou'd gold take the place of the large Ban
of England notes, which are so portable, and
comparatively speaking, sosafe 7 If bank notes
were abolislied, their place would be takeu -
almost wholly by cliegues or similar instru-
ments of credit. How, then, is such an equi-
librium a8 this Jaw requires, to be maintained 7
or, indeed, why should it be looked for 7

Tinally, I may be permitted to note what
I think is an error in your second article on thig
subjeet,—as to the amount of bavking capital
which would be withdrawn by a change to se-
curerl  issnes. The cash ‘reserve of all the
banks is about 13 per eent on the cireulation
and dey.osits. * A sinall reserve would be neces-
sary wnder the new system, and no doubt a
margin would. be looked for in the bonds de.
posited, Thegse would absorb the reserve now
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held, so that your estimale of a withdrawal
‘eqnal to four-fifths of the cirenintion  only, is
probably incorrect. S

1L'FE INSURANCE.

Ala time when life insurance (so-enlled) by
meung of assessment nssocintions is receiving so
much attention in Parlinment and throughout
the country, we need offer no apology for repro-
ducing the following letter on the subject from
ong whose ability to discuss the matter few will
deny : :

To the Bditor of the Mail.

Sin,—I beg 1o ask space in your columns to
correct the erroneons statements of the general
manager of the Mutuial Rescrve Asgsessment
Company.of New York eity, as made in your
jssue of the 1Tth inst., respecting the North
American Life Assurnnce Company and some,
of its ofticers. :

Neither the Hon. Alex. Mackenzie, M. P,
yregident of the North American Life, nor the
uther gentlemen pamed contended, as alleged,
before the” Committee on Banking and Com-
nierce that the “statutory reserve” was required
from compauics doing business on the nssess-
ment plan.  On {he contrary, the only state-
ment on that point made in my hearing before
that commitiee. was wmade by myselt, and sub-
sequently coufivtned by the Superintendent of
Ingurance, and was that no reserve whatever
wag required under the assessment plan pro-
perly condueted. I also stated that the system
of the Mutnal Reserve in not reguiring the
moptuary payments to increase as the age of its
polieyholder increases was mathematicully wn-
sound and must end in collupse.

It must be guite obviousto any one that the
risk of dying increases as the age increases,
gradually, of cotrse, during the period of early
maahood, aud more and more rapidly in the
‘advanced years of life. It follows, of course,
from this that the cost of insurance increases
in the same proportion. The radical defeet of:
the plan of the Mutunl Reserve as practised by
that Company consists in nol requiring this
incrensing cost ; for example—a policyholder
enitering at age 50 cominues 1o make only the
mortuary  paymeut required  for that nge,
althongh at age 55 the cost of insurance lins
inerensed 50 per cent in the short period of five
years.

TheCGommercial Plan of the North American
Life, so fur trom containing valuanle features
common . 10 the Mutual Reserve difters as
widely from the Matual Reserveas day does
from night. In my opinion the Mutual !tese}‘vc
hns ne valunble features. Among the vital
differcuces between the two companies may be

The, certificate issued by the Mutual Reserve
sets-ont inlarge letlers a prowise (o pay a sum
named, followed insmaller leliers by the words

any.moneys.in that fund wi(h~which to pny it;
or, failing there, secondly, © frum any moneys
thit shall be realized to the said fund trom the -
nex( asgessment.” .

1f this assessment yield only one-tenth, or
ainy. other less fractional part of the sum named,
kngwn, only, of course, to the officers of the
Conipany, the claim of the representalives of the
politybolder ceases, as there is no other source
wpon which a_clnim ean be made. under such
certificate. . “No purcly nssessment society, such
as the Mutual Reserve, can guarantee anything:
but the payment of such moneys as shall be*,
colléeted from stirvivors.»

As was well said. by the Siperiniendent of
the State of New York, in his report for 1884
regarding Co-operalive Sucieties :—¢“There is
not insurance of any positive sum, nor can there
be, from the very mture of the business.”

(1) The commercinl policy of the North
Ametican Life provides for the payment of the
full tnbular cost of the Insuruee as shown by
the best experience, on fived quarter duys
named in the policy, The certilicate of the
Mutual Reserve ealls for sums available to pay
such cost of Insurance mueh less than experi-
ence bias established are abselutely required
for that purpose, and alvendy, in conseqtieace
of this, and the radieal deleet lereinbefore
named, of not increasing the payments for such
cost with the age of the policy-holder, this
Association lias already found it necessary to
wake an extin double assessment.

Lit  Assurance Company, knowing how ne-
cestary itis for muliitudes of persous to pro-

(8) The poliey of the North American Life
ig printed _in plain, clear type which can be
casily read and understond, and is indisputable
after being in force three years; that of the
Mutual Reserve confaing no -provision as to
its indispu tability, vequires ap,Jdicants to wer-
rant their answers, thus resde ing it possible
to th» saciely 1o veiuse suces-slully the pay-
ment of o cluim, however inmle~ial any error
in guch answer may be, and :120 provides iu
condition X that® clsewhere than in the State
of New York nosuit or proceeding at law or
equity shall be brought or presented, except in
the Cireuit or District Cireuit of the United
States.” - )

Tlie possible barshiness incident to a warranty,
coupled with having to sue in the most expen-
sive courts of a foreign counry, should pre-
vent Canadians from supporting any Company

“having such objectionable fentures.

(7) Under the Commercinl Policy of the

North Amerienn Life the policyholder. comes

under no obligation other than making the.

payments  ealled for by bis policy. “The
Mutual Reserve and other Co~operatives do not
and cannot issue o poliey contract of insurance,
but merely a certilicate of membership, in

all the debts ol the coneern during his member-
ship.”’ .

This was fully establizhéd by the Supreme
Court of the Sule of New York; in the cuse of
McDonald, Receiver. of the Mutual Benefit

Lewin, in which the court held that *each
member is linble for the amonnt of all agsess~
ments previongly made, and also for all losses
happening prior to the time when he censed
to be s member, although no assessment there-
