M divecting attention to the letter of
Siv Prancis Hineks in another columu we
may observe that we have hitherto ab.

vinces, believing .that' the question at
issue was one in which the public was not
specially - interosted.. The policy of
making further calls on the capital stocl,
under the civcumstances described by
Sir Franeis Hincks, is, we have reason to
know, universally condemned by the lead-
ing banlkers of the Dominion irrespective
altogether of those who are interested as
shareholders. It is satisfactory to find
that the Directors seem inclined to adopt
a coneiliatory course, as nothing could be
more prejudicial to. the interests of o
Banking ‘institution, than to have u large
body. of discontentéd shareholders. The
point is one which ought not to be decided
by amere majority of votes, and it is per-

ANOTHER UNPREPARED.

Quebee, Cayuga, Kingston, St. Joln,
Levis; and now St. Hyacinthe.  The des-
troying clement has passed over them all,
each proving more or less our remarks in
 recent number respecling the moral
Lhazard of a number ot five risks in every
locality in such  periods of depression as
that through which the ecountry is passing.
The application must not hurt the sen-
sitiveness of those whom the eap does not:
fit, but many of ‘our readers know of neigh-
bois whose bigh insurances, low. and de:
preciated stocks offer incentives to care-
lessness ag: tinst which too many insurance
companies, in their desire to obtain busi-
ness and at almost any rate, are too prone
to shut their eyes.”

It would seem as though no amount of
experience by observation can teach those
who are placed. in authority in towns
where every shingle and clapboard in dry
weather is 2 continual invitation to the
destroyer. Therve would seem to be some
fatality in the charncter of recent con-
flagrations—us il every circumstance favor-
ed the spread of destruction, water works
being repaired, boilers being cleaned, and
a high wind prevailing ab the time. Al
municipalitics think all-other towns less
safe than that in which they live, and it
is only on the one day of the week or
month, when even the most vigilant among
them relax their ‘watchfulness, that the
dread visitor makes his appearance.

Surely there is some feasible plan by
which the hionest insured can be made
comparatively safe and companies allowed
to do business in some way besides paying

‘round’ sums every few. weeks, and, as is

the case with one at least, vealizing losses

- proportionate to rccelpts of two to one,

endangering their stability and deterring

prudent companies from re-insuring thly
them and from taking risks except where

some profit ecan he made. - Cupital must
soon cease to pay for such risks where
there i< no security and wliere premiums
arcout of all proportion to the losses.
One or two minor banking concerns must
surely feel that propping such concerns
is only playing with fire, and that con-
tinued prosperity to any company must
liein-a different direction from that now
pursted. Some of the best managed com-
panies show a business for the first six
months. of the present year much less
than last year, simply because they will
not insure ab non-paying rates, and hesi-
tate to take hazardous risks.
that sell intercst is all on one side.  The
aggregate ratio of losses for all the Com-
panies doing business in Canada for the
first half of the present year is said to he
hetween sevanty and cighty per cent.

EASY LESSONS IN. I’OLI’I‘ICAL ECO-
NOMY.

Xo—0Credit.

A promise to pay—and somebody who
believes it : in-these we have all the ele-

ments ol credit. - The use of credit is to,_

transfer the command of wealth, or capi-

tal; fromr one place, or one person, to.

'mother - It is evidence, so fur as it goes,
of the existence of eapital somewhere else ;
and of the probability that it will be
applied in a given way. Credit creaies
nothing. It only transmits,

Tt is said that the first Bill of Exchange
seen in England was drawn in Ttaly, by a
bishop of Chester, who had left the king-
dom under the king's displeasuﬁe, and
who, being sorely pressed for money, was
told that, if he drew upon-the stoward of
the episcopal estate, in favor of an Ttalian
money-lender, the Dbill wonld be dis-
counted on the spot, and sent home for
payment. e did so; and received the
money he wanted; and it is said that

.the novelty of the device ‘insured its

success. In form the Lill was an order,
by & landlord to his agent, to pay to a
third party a specified sum. In efleet,
being discounted, it became a promise to
pay that sum—through an agent. Ttaly,
which taught ws book-keeping, had not
then taught us the use of Bills of Exchange.
But the bishop, though it was his fivst Lill,
probably saw, clearly enough, that the
wealth he thus commanded was English ;
and that the operation did no more than
bring it to him. The bill helped him to

aloan. Tt ercated no wealth. The bill,
bemg paid, the transfer was (.011]1)10“)&1——
and no more.

If the capital, the use of which is to be
transferred, be of a fixed and permanent
character—not liable to be carried off; or
to be materially injured by ordinary mis-
use, the credit implied in its transfer is
not great.  The letting of land or buikl-
ings implies much less trust on the part
of the Jandlord than is implied in the
lending of ready money.  Ience, the use
of credit is secen chiefly in the facilitics—
of endless variety of form—which it affords

for the safe and effective transter from -

hand to hand, and from place to place, of
the comm'md of-capital in a floating, or
readily consumuble, form; that ' !‘orm l‘or
the use of which men pay interest. Eveily
mode of taking credit, involving a promise
to pay, implies a prior debt. It is nlso
commonly accompanied with soine form

of security, by means of which the promise .

may, if necessary, be enforced. And the

various forms of credit are dlstm"mshed :

from each other mainly by the nature of

the security thus given. This may be of -

a very substantial kind. It may consist
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“in'the transfer- flom the bcn rower to the
“Jender, for the. term of ‘the loan, of land or
other fixed capital, oI‘vnlue equal to, or
- ‘greater than, the amount of -the loan. It
is then called a mortgage. - This- may be
- termed the highest form of security. Dut
it implies the lowest and least useful form
of credit : for the efILchve use of - credit
depends mainly on the belief of men in
“each othel",l apart from bangible security.
It is the appanage of discreet and honest
men.  And all lack of discretion, or of
honesty, in the taking of credit, is a de-
Auetion from the ¢conomic power which
the development of credit confers upon
" mankind, Perhaps the lowest form of
security, and also the highest, and the
commonest form of credit, is seen in what
are called bgpk-debts—where nothing is
written buta note of the loan in the hooks
" of the lender: for, to let me have a loaf
without paying for it is, in effect, to lend
me the price of tho loaf. Itisin f,hla and
similar {orms that commercial credit is
most effective. The great number and
variety of the acts of oxchange necessary
to carry on: the commerce of this country,
require that the men engaged shall have
such confidence in each other, that, for a
vory large proportion of the transfers of
capital from . hand to.hand, no ligher
_security shail be required than is implied
~in‘asdate, and a'sumya promise to- pay,
-aua the signature of the dehtor. Thus we
get Promissory’ Notes, aud Bills' of Iix-
change: the former Learing one promise,
and the latter two promizes, or more, to
pay the same sum, These pass from hand
to hand ; and are safe in use to those who
knew the solvency of the promisers.
Some Promissory Notes may be'so con-
fidently helieved in—=as are Dank notes—
_that in nearly cvery markes. they may be
taken almost as eoin would be taken. And
within their native area, whero the law
makes them a legal tender in payment of
a debt, they may fully supply the place
of coin. Bub this means not that wealth
s been |, ereated by the issue of these
notes, but that a paper ¥ promise to pay”
gold has been substituted for the gold it-
gelf. A gold coin means no more Lo those
who take if, than that the current value
of so many ""nms' of puregold (whatever
that value may be) will, for that coin, be
at all times obtainable in the shape of
other commodities: = secing 'that it is
certified; on good authority, {o contain
these grains.

- what Bank-notes, Bills of Exchange, and

Book-debts really are. These will ex-
emplify all the leading principles of -the
system ofcredit. A Bank-noteis a promise
to pay aspecified sum of money whenever
the bearer of the note shall present it to
its issuer, and demand such payment;
and is called o' Bankmote beeause it s
usually issued froma Bank. 1t is found
profitable, for those who have the re-
guisite credit, to issuc such notes, be-
cause they supply a want common in
every commercial country. Money, even
when made of gold, is apt to be cumbrous
in use, except in small sums. live thou-
sand dollars weigh more than twenty-one
pounds, troy weight: more than one
would like to carry a mile or two.
notes;, for the sume amount, may not
weigh an ounce; or fill & waisteoat pocket.
1t is proved, by experience, thab it the
promise to pay in gold, on demand, be
invariably kept, and so comes tobe gene;-
ally and confidently relicd on, a large pro-
portion of the notes so issued will remain
permanently in circulation: and an
amount of eapital equal to a lsege pre-
porvion of the coin thus superseded in
use, will be placed, for the time, at the
commanid of the issuer of the notes.
Each party is thus a gainer. There is &
zoin to the users of the notes in'the con-
venience of paper,as compmed wiith gold ;
and this convenicnce is counterncted ou]v

Dby the risk, whatever it' may by, of the

issuer of the notus bebraying the cenfid-
ence reposed in him and nob providing
for their due payment on demand. There

It will be observed that February is the
only exception to the rule of our imports
being considerably less than in the cor-
responding month of last year. This was
owing to the large purchases of teas made
atb that time, when it was expected the
government would make some change in
the tariff; and which resulted in increas-
ing stocks of teas in' the warchouses in
Montreal and Toronto suflicient to serve
the wants ol the country for a twelve-
month.

THE SUGAR QUESTION.

Mr. George Gordon Dunstan of Halifux has
addressed the following connnunication to the
Toronto Globe, and which wefind published in
the Maif :

Ste,—You refer (o the alleged bounty on ex-
noris .of vefined sugar from the United States.
Whether there is such n bonus ig, you say,a
disputed point. If you read an article in the
New York Commercéal Chronicle of J. anuary
29th, T thivk you will adinit that the fact is
beyond dispute. Without going into the details
confainad in that article it is enough 10 point,
to theizct that while the drawback on pure
white sugar in the woist state is $3 per 100 1bs
the drawback allowed on the same sugar with-
out the one ortwo per cent. of moisture is
actunlly $3.60 per 109 Ihs. I the first draw-
back be correct the second must be at least 50
ceuts per 10 1bs. too high. The best mode of
verifying this conclusion is to look at the ex-
ports since the change in the drawback'in A pril,
1875. In 1874 the fotal exports of refined
sugar from the United States by sea wers only
4,467,307 hs.. In eleven wonths of 1875 they
had amounted to over 36,000,000 1bs., exclusive
of the exports of Canada.

In the second place, you argue that no one
in Cunada can complain if our neighbours
choose. to supply us with cheap sugar. This
sounds very, conclusive, but it. will' not. hold
waler. It is wrong in tleory, because it
amounts to saying. that if one country were to
adopt the system on a large scale and preeeed
toestablish a commercial monopoly in anotler
country by a temporary underselling of all i's
products, ustil production became impossible,
such an attack should bo hailed as a benefit, in
spile of the injurious 1esulis.of a monopoly
bei ! Those results

pauperism ; secondly, a market in which prices

“To keep one reflinery running at the cost of
dearsugar o place of cheap sugaris not tikely,”
you say, “to find fivor with the farmers of
Cunada,” Certainly not. * No one ever. asked
for such & policy to be adopled.  But let us put
the case in another form to our friends the
farmers. Would they approve of the ‘United
States Government putting such a premium on
the exportof cereals as would Torce the market
in Canada Lelow the level of the cost of pro-
duction? Would they consider it good policy to
allow such an attack on their industry on the
ground that it was a temporary leoclit "to
consumer? That is what has happened with
the sugar trade.” The result is thay, they and
all uther consumers of fugar In this country
arc now obliged t0 pay whatever priee our
Yankee neighbours miy choose to charge. I
the United States murkets run short of stock:
as they seem inclined to do just now, we mus,t
go without our sugar or pay another heavy ad-
vanes for it, or go to Eurvpe for it. Ang all
this lias come ahont becanse we were plcaecd
to receive sugar below its cost price for o foy
montls, just long cnough.{o stop production
at home and place the consumer at the Taerey
of a foreign monopoly. 1If this is fres trade it
is & new edition of the article. It no louger
means freedom to procure commodities whero
they are produced wmost cheaply, but fresdom
to our neighbours to destroy our naturat indus-
tries by subsidized cowpetition, and lo rezoup
themselves by making a glorious barvest ag
soon as their monopoly is esinblislied.

It is a fact well kuown to tho insurance
world that the greal mass of agents in 1ify
assurance Are  ANSUCEs ful. They are poor,
They usually begin poor,. continue poor and”
leave the business poor. This is accounted for
in part by the fack that life assuranee is a
peculinr business, requiring peculiar tact, while
most men are not peculing, and therefere. un-
fitted for its pursuit. There is, however, as
great a proportion of s{lcccssflil agents in life
assurance 45 is found in most other avocations
for we 'feel safe in suying that in no ocecupntion
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‘do the masses grow mch
" every ealling, the many are everywhere fuilures.
We wish to point out in this leaflet some of the
_conditions of success in agents. Many might
succeed if they .ivere properly jnstructed; and
in general, success in life assurance is about as
much o matter of education as it is a matter of
genius and jdiosyneracy.
are not only unaccustomed to the business of
eanvassing, but are uneducated, and would not
make & good -impression anywhere. Such
pcrsons need eareful training, and some. of the
best agents we have ever known bave been
crented out of ‘this sort of materinl, Indeed
nothing is more uncertaia than who will m::l:e
a good agent. The most unpromising.speei-
mens of humanity often win large success, and
the most promising candidates are often utter
and absolute failures. Very little things turn
the tide, and especinlly is it so in life assurance
where peculiar and unique traits win the dey.
. A man may be a very successful baoker, and a
very unsuccessful agent. Or a man may win
fortunes in mercantile life, and only acquire
- poverty in the agent’s sphere of labor. There
are, nevcrlhe.ess, some. fioints common to all
- successful men, and it is. profitable to look at
them; and, so far as practicable, acquire and
adopt them. We will allude to a few. First,
earnestness. . You cannot succced without it.
It is . more useful than knowledge, address, or
high social position. Theearnest man is the sue-
cessful man, Easy address may be snited to the
drawing-room; it may win to some extent among
young women,butit will not win men; it will not
bring success. Thereis no forcein namby-pamby
talk, no foree in dignity or in meekness. There
must be carnestness—earnestness -is  force.
Whatever other gqualities contribute ingreater
or 'less degree to success, this one is essential
and indispensable.: Ilear 2 maa talk, note his
interest in his subject, see where there is any

intensity in his manuner, and you are prepared

to. a very considerable degree, at least, to
determine whether the man will succeed or not.,
If he is timid, hesitating, more giving to recom-
mending ! than -to" enforcing, more subject to
othiers -than subjecting others to himself, in'a
word, if he is a flexible, amiuble, free and casy
sort of genius,he will not suceeed. Itis, of course,
wise - to be amiable, bul it takes earnestness to
bring down zuccess. Successful agents,therefore,
are the earnest ones, and it is almost always
true’ that earnest agents are successful ones.
Unsuccessful; poor, toiling agents or canvassers,
will do well to inguire—* Am I-in earnest?”

THE MARITIME BANK!

To the Liditor of the JOURNAL OF COMMENCE.
Six,—However reluctant T am to write in a
controversial spirit, on the subject of the recent
meeting of the sharcholders of the Maritime
sank, justice, not oaly to myself; but to those
with whom I have acted, demands some ex-
planation of our-proceedings, which have been
very much misunderstond Ly ‘the’ press and
people of St. Jobn, N.B3. The shareholders of that
Bank in Ontario and Quebec have acted with
singular unanimity, although they have not had
the benefit of much support from the press. ' Mr.
Justice Ritchie, wlio was. the most energetic
opponent with whom'we had to contend, did not
fuil to quoten passige from the Honetary Limes,
and the Montreal fJazelte's article, writlen just
before the meeting, wasg seized with avidity by
the local peapers. It has been snid that the
“power to eall the meeting ¢ was only conferred:
by the Legislature to be used -on extraordinury
oceasions.” The DBanking Act, having been
framed nnd carried through Parlinment under
my own supervision, L may without preswmnption
be deemed. s competent as any editor of a
newspatper 10 give an opinion asto'the intention
of the Legislature; aud T-do not hesitate to
assert that the late meeting was called in strict
accordance both witl the letter and spirit of
the Act. - Ideny that the signers of the requisi-
tion expressedgeneral want of confidence in

the direclorsi although . they believed that in

making the late. call”of 50.per cent., a grave
error of judgment was committed. When that
cnll was made some weeks ago, about 3,000
shares, or nearly one-third of the whole stock
of the Bank was pledged 'to- vavious banking
institutions for Ioans, and the shares were at a
discount of at least 25 per cent., representing
aloss of $250,000 on a paid-up capital of about
$190,000. - Under snch circumstances, at a time
of severe commercial.  depreéssion, when  the
business of banking is-less profitable than it
has been for many years, the directors recom-
‘mended,; and the" shareholders at the. annuel
meeting adopted’ their recommendation, that an
wdditional 30 per cent. should be. ecalled up.
This proceeding; 1 do’not hesitate to assert,
was deemed. a. grave error of judgment, not
only by the sharcholders in Ontario and Quebee,
but by the best authoritiés on the ‘subject in
those. Provinces.: 1 should like’ to be put in
possession’ of the arguments by which those who
condemued ~the  requisitionists -vindicate . the
propriety of the call made by the Directors, -1

L must, in reply to this
charge, observe that the general impression in
Onturio and Quebee was that sharcholders
would not be permitied to vote watil thoy had
paid their calls. | Six weeks' notice of the meet-
ing had to Le given, and as the 2ud call was
due on the 3Ist August, it was considered ne-
cessary to. call the meeting on the 30th of that
month,  The President was duly notified ¢f the
intention to call the mecting, under the 24th
clause of the Bank Act, and was assured that
it the 2ud call was postpened, pending corres-
poundence on the subject, the meeting would not
be called.. He deemed it unnccessiry or inex-
pedient to consult his directors, who were on
the spot, and the notice wis given accordingly.
Vith reierence lo the proceedings at the meet-
ing, I have mercly. to observe thatl, and the
gentlemen from this city, from Quebecand Nova
Sceotin who acted with us, nve entirely satisfied
with the. result.  The report in the St. John
Lelegraph seems to be n fuir one, and I'shall nsk
attention to it. Maving been entrusted with
the resolution proposing a requicst to the I ree-
tors to postpone all calls that had not matured,
I advocated it'on grounds that in my opinion
did nor imply wantof confidence in the Dirce-
tors, nor.did I use an ofiensive expression.
