- The estate of Wim. Jolhnston, insolvent
broker, Ottawa, was sold by auction 'recently.
The stock and fixtures were bouglit for 58J
cents on the dollar, and the book debts, amoult-
ing to $2,000, were bouglit in by the assignce at
50c. The higliest bild was only 10c. The
ternis of sale were one-third cost, one-third lia
threc months, one-third li six months.

- Denis are advancing slightly la New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, and are now qnoted at
about $9. late advic fron Britain seei to
idicate a better feeling in the tiiber trade.
Considerable activity continues in blic ship-
yards of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
and new slips are being turned out every
week. Some 8,000 or 10,000 tons ivere added
only last week to the shipping register of
Canada.

- Tlie Mellor case still continues to attract
attention. The assigne to tbceestateliassucceed-
ed in procuring more valuables at Prescott, where
two other trunks were searclied aid gold to the
amnouti of $1,320 was found secreted in the lin-
ng, in the sans anner as that recorded in our
ast issue. On examining a smal toy represent-
ing a ' whecel of fortune" a number of precilous
stones of varions denominations were found
secreted in a space that was no douit gouged
out et the bottom to receive them.

- The New York Shipiinig Lui-lexpresses the
opinion tiat " thePacifie Coast, incluîding Cali-
fornijeandi Oregon, will probably have 15,000,000
busiiels of wicat surplus from the crop of 1870
for export; Chili, 5,000,000; the Eastern United
States and Canada, G0,000,000; Australia,
4,000,000 to 5,000,000 ; English East India,
3,000,0000 to 5,000,000 ; Russia, nîorth and
sout, 50,000,000 ; aggregating 120,000,000
bushels supply to macet hie reqiired wants of
the United Kingdom, France, BIelgiui and
Ilolland. Of hie average export of whieat of
50,000,000 bushiels fron Russia, Great Britain,
France,lBelgiunu and Holland take on an average
30,000,000, and the remnaining 20,000,000 li
taken by the other coîuntries bordering the Bal-
tic and iMlediterraiean Seas. These figures
inîdicate tiat the supply of wileat fer 1875-76
will bc fully equal to aiy probable denand, in
which case it will be vain tu look for high
prices."

-- The accouniint employed ta prepare a
statenent of Mr. Alexander Wailker's affairs
lias finîisied his labors, and a cruder exliibit it
would bc diflicult to find. The exact figures
will bc given in our next issue if it be possible
ieantimie to get an intelligent, idea fromi the
irude mass of figures.

ST. HYACINTIlE FIRE AND ITS LESSONS-

Editor Journal of Commerce.

DRAR Sn --Whilst s0 many ie ople arc
mourning over the disastrous fire which lias
destroyed St. Eyacinthel as aise St. Johns nnd
other places, would it not be well for all in-
teres ted, directly and indircectly, ta look tli
cause of so numchl destruction fatirly in the face
and take immîediate and active steps to provient
a repetition iii other places. It is obvious that
the great cause why so unch yaluable pro-
perty is destroyed and loss to Insurance Coin-
panies incurred is through the crinilnal care-
lessness of muanicipalities in neglecting their
,Pire Department. I would therefore sugrgost to
ths representatives of Insurance Companies in
this city the desirability of tleir having a mseet-
sing at once ta miake their rates for such plan
at such a point that self interest will compel
people to take active measures for the prcscrva-
tion of thir own property and thereby others,
as well. ly making a high discriminatory tariff
against suclh places I fancy a great deal would
be gained; and until such is donc people nay
look for carelessness in that respect. Another
matter which mighit engage the attention at
such a meeting is, vuer valuation, a frequent
source of fires. We have I believe an lasur-
sace Exchange in Montreal. Let then niet
at once and consider the matter.

EASY LESSONS IN POLITICAL ECO-
NOMY.

A promise ta pay-and soinebody Who
believes it: in tihese we have all the ele-
monts of credit. Tua use of credit is to
transfer the Command of wealtr, r capi-
tai, fraim aie place, or 0110 person, ta
another. It is evideice, so fm' as il gocs,
of the existence of capital somawih'ere else;
and of the probability that it will be
applied in a given way. Credit crea'es
nothing. It only transnits.

It is said that the first Bill of Exclanîgo
seen in England was drawn in Italy, by a
bishop of Chester, who hadl lait the king-
domîî under the king's displeasure, and
who, being soroely pr'ssed for imoiney, was
told that, if lie drw uipoin'the stoward of
the episcopal estate, in favor O' an Itallian
imoiey-lender, the bill woild be dis-
counted on the spot, and sent home for
paymupnît. He d'id so; and rieceived the
mlîoney lie wanted and it is said that
tha iovelty of the device insured its
success. In foi'im the bill was an order,
by a lanilord ta his agent, ta pay ta a
third party a specified suin. i effec,
being discouited, it becaie a promise ta

pay thaI sum--thrîouîgh1 an agent. Italy,
wlichî tatglht us book-kaapinîg, hadl not
thie taiglht us the use o Bills ofExchange.
But the bishiop, thougl it was his first bill,
probably sawi, clearly enough, LIait the
wvealth lie thus comniiaidetd wvas English i
aud that the operation did na more thin
bring it ta iin. 'T'le bill hhelped hiim ta
a lan. It created no wealth. 'J'lie bill,
being paid, the transfer was coipleted-
and no more.

If the capital, the use of whicli is ta be
transferred, be of a fixed and permiitlait
cialatr-iot iable to be carried ofi', or
to bu Iaterially injured by ordinîary mis-
use, the crdiL imuplied in its transfer' is

lot great. hle lelting of land or build-
ings iiplies much less trust an the part
of the landlord thlan is implied in the
lendiig of ready money. lence, the use
of credit is sen clhiefly in the facilities-
of eidiless variety of fori-whiclh it affords
for the safe and efective transter froim
hand ta hiand, and fromn place ta place, of
the command of capital in a fIloating, or
readily coisuimable, forn ; that form for
the use of whichi men pay interest. Every
mode of taking credit, involving a promise
ta pay, implies a prioi- debt. It is aIso
commlnonly acconipaliedt with saine fo-mn
of security, by neans of which the promise
nay, if necessary, be enîforced. Anud the
various forms of credit are distinguisihed
frim each other mnaiily by the natuie of
the secu'ity thius given. This may be of
a very substantial hind. It may consist
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in the ti'ansfe' from the boi'rower te the
lender, for the teri of the loan, of land or
other fixed capital, of value equal to, or
gratier thais, tise amount 'of the lain. IL
is tien called a mortgage. This may be
termed the highest form of security. But
it implies the lowest and least useful foi
of credit: for the effective use of credit
depenids nuainly on the belief of men in
each other apart from. angible secuiity.
It is Lite appanage o' discrcet andi honest
mon. And all lack of discretion, ci' of
ionesty, in the takiig of credit, is a d-
duction fromî the e iolnic power which
the devclopmn2îst Of credit confers upon
manind. Perhaps the low'est form of
sceurity, li aiso tie: higiest., and the
commoeisst foim of credit, is seen in whiat
aie called bgpk-debts-wher'e nothing is
w'ritten but a note of the loais i the books
of the leInder': foi', te let me have a loaf
wvithout paying for iL is, in effect, to lend
mue the prica of tUa oa'f. IL is in this and
similar forns that commercial credit is
nost efective. The great iînumsber and
varieLy ot the aets of cxcianîge necessary
te carry on lte commerce of this counitry,
require tiht tue mcn cngaged shall Iave
stcl coifidence in aci otier, that, for a

ve.ry large pioportieloi of the transfers of
capital iron iand to hand, lio hligher
security shall e required than is i mpilOid
in a date, and a simi a promise to pay,
allu the signatire of the debtor. Thus we
get promnissory Ntes, antd Bills of Ex.
chiange: the formier bearing onle promiise,

and the latter two jl'omises, Or Moea, to
pay the saie sun. Tiese pass fron iand
te hand and are sale in ise te those who
iiov tle solveicy of tua promlsisers.
Soie Proinissory Nots msay be se coni-

fidently bIelieved in-as re Bank notes-
that in neaily Overy market.they may be
taken aliost as coin would bc Lakei. Antd
witliii their native ara, whiiero the law
inaces thein a legal tender ils paymisenit.of
a debt, t'icy mly fully supply the place
o coin. Buit tiis mesans not that witealth
has been creatcl by the issue of thesc

These will e.xr
einplify ail the leading principles of the
system ofcredit. A Bank-note is a promise
to pay a specified sumn of neney whenever
the bearer of the note shall present it te
its issuer, and demand such paymnent i
and is called a Bank-note because it is
usually issued from a Bank. It is found
profitable, for thoso who hiave the re-
quisite credit, te issue sucli notes, bc-
cause they supply a want cominion in
every commercial country. Moncy, even
when made ofgold, is apt te bc Cumbrous
in use, except in smail suias. Five thou.

Mr. George Gordoni DiIIstai of Hralifax lias
addir'ssed the followiig conmînication ho the
Toronto CG!,be, and whîich vetinîd ptuished iin
the Mail :

Sm,-You refer to tle alleged bouity on ex-
ports .cf reftined sugar froni tiie Uniied States.
VIethIer there is such a bonus ie, you say, a

dispited point. If you reade au article in tle
New York Commercial Chronicl of january
291h, I thinl yoi will admit thit lhc fact is
beyond dispute. Witliouit going into tlc details
cuiotain in that article it i2 enougeîh te point

o the ifac"t tlat while tle drawback ei pire
iwliit- sugar in eflic oist state is S3 lier 100 lbs
the dralw-baclk allowed oin the saic suIgarl w-liuh-
out the elle or two per cent. of inîoisture is
actually- 3.60 lier 10) lbs. If tle tii-st draiv-
bick be correct the Second iist be et least 50
cents ier 100 lb1s. too hIigli. The best mode of
verifying this conclusion is to look at the ex-
ports sinlce tle change in the drawback in April,
1875. Inl 1S7 the total exports of refined
sugar froml the 1Uited S!ates by sea were only
4,4G7,397 lbs. lin eleven mionilis of 1875 tle2y
had aiountedl ,o over 3G,000,000 l'bs., exclusive
Of tlhc exports of Cannda.

In tle second place, yoi argue that uio one
in' Caada cni comwplaiii if our neigibours
choose to sip'y us with cicap sugair. This
souinds very, conclusive, but it will nîot Iold
water. It is wrong lin theory, becauîse it
aioulits tO saying tlit if eue country weru to
adopt the systell on a large sceaile and prceed
to establisi a commercial mo1nopo11l: y in another
coiutry by a teiporary underselling of ail ' s
products, nutil production becanie ipiiossible,
such an attack sbould bn hailed as a benefit, in
sejite of the injirious ucelis. of a monopoly
being imanifesily inevitabe. Those results
%vould 'oe, first, a total destruction of iidustr-
in tle country attalîcked, inivolving univm' a
pauper-iîSi secoidly, a miarlket in wlîicl prices

w-ould be dictated by tlh'oio ,lisîs. Now
let us look at tie case in point ani, se weictlier
the facts bear out your view or mine. l , flic
first place we find tha-the American bonus liasresulted n Lhe sli hLtting up of the Cn:Iiadiani
Sugar reumlig trade. S tar, tie, mny theorjyi conifiriied. What miter tiat, you say, if wc
gel clieap Sugtr instead Of dear sugar? But
where, I aske, is this cleap sugar? We find on
eCfiqiin'ry lit tie Aimericans bare killed the
colipetitioni what jidceent: is there fortheml ta continue selling us sigar below ifsmarket valîe? Look at he prices of relined
sugar now, anîd you vill sc thatt thev are ra pidlygetimg dearer instead of cape'. Thre Cana-dianîî refinlers before they were snuflfel out by

he Americans bcinus, sold their hard sugar at
sc. Since their services hlave beenî dispensed
with, thougl sugar in gencral lias kept a tabout the old figure, hard suigar in Canada lias
gone up to 10½ to 10?c. That is thre chiss of
silgar 01l which olr kind neiglhbours give thebounty, nul this is tle result.

" To kecep oe refinery running at the cost ofdear sugar mn place of cheap sulgar is net likely,'yoIu say, to find fLvor with Llte fairmers ofCainada." Certainly oLt. No ene ever asked
for suchapolicy to be adopted. But let us putthe case in another fori to our frienîds thefarmners. Would they approve of ile United
States G overnmîlent pitting such a premuiumîî ou
thre expert of cereals as would force the mcarket
lu Canîada below thre level of the cost of pro-
ductioni? Would lthey consider it good policy to
allow Sciili ai a ttaelc 01n tLicjr indistry on tle
ground that it 'as a temIlporary befcit to
consumer? Tliat 4; what lias happened wiih
the sugar trade. The result is that Iley andîall Uther colsmlllers of ugar in thiso coliltryarc noV obliged to pay while'er urice our
Yailkee ieiglhboirs iiay clioose to elitirge. Irthe United States markets run short of tockas tL:ey seei inîclined to do just now, wei muilst
go aitholit our sigar or pay aunoler leiavy, ad-
vaiie for il, or go te Europe for it. cud lthis lias comle ahout becaise we wn liere-p l
to reccive sugar below' its cost pr'ice for r fei,
mnuiths, just long enouglh t stop production,
et lame and place the consiumer at the iercev
of a foreign ionopoly. If Ibis is free trie itis a new edition of tle articjL. Ilt n loIger
leaos freedoi to procure commniodiies .elire

tle'y are produced most cheaply, but freedomlî
to our neighiboirs to destroy our iatuoiral inlduls-
tries by subsidized coumpetitioii, and lo rof'oipî
t lieiiselves by makiing a glorous lbarvest as
soon as teir ionopoly isteshblished.

LIFE INSURANCE CANVASSING.

It ;s a faet well kuowni te the insurance
world that Ihe great lomA of agents in lfe
assurance ire unsuccessful. They arc loor.
They usually begin poor, continue poor aiid
leave the business poor. Th7s is accounted 'ifo
in part by tlie fact that life assuilraice. is a
peculiar binîess, recquiiriîig pecull iar tact, 'liile
nost mien are net peceiliar, and thcrefore. un-

litted for its pursuit. There is, howe as
great al proportion of successful igentîs in life
ns.stranice as is found in mîoîst otlelriavcatlons
for we fcel safe in saying that in nîo occupation

do the masses grow rii. A few Succeed in
every calling, themany are everywhere failures.
We wish ta point out in this leaflet sone of the
conditions of success in agents. Many miglt
succeedif they vere properly instructed; and

in genîeral, success la life assurance is about as
much a matter of edication as it is a matter of
genius and idiosyncracy. ilundreds of agents
are not only unaccustoned te the buSiness of
canvassing, but are uncducated, and would not
makle a good impression anywhere. Sucli
persons need careful training, and somie of the
best agents we bave ever kinown have been
Created ouit of this sort of material. Inîdeed
nothing is more uncertain than wVho iill make
a good agent. The most unpromising. speci-
mens of fhuîmanîity often vin large success, und
the most promising candidates are often ultter
and absolute failuîres. Very little things turn
the tide, and especially is it sa in life assurance
wliere peculiar anîd unique traits win the day.
A man may be a very successful banker, and a
very unsuccessfuîl agent. Or a mîanî mîy win
fortunes in mercantile life, and only acquire
poverty lu the aget's sphere of labor. There
are, ñevertless, somae lioints comion ta ail
successful men, and it is profitable to look it
them, and], so far as practicable, acquire and
adopt thema. We wvill allude ta a fue. First,
earnestness. You cannot succeed without it.
It is more useful than kiowledge, adidress, or
higl social position. Thecarnest ina is the suc-
cessful man. Easy address nay bo saited ta the
drawing-room; it imay oin to sane extent among
young women,bititwill notwin men , it vill not
bring success. There is no force in nciaiby-pamby
talk, no force in dignity or in meeckness. Tiere
must bel carnestuess-earnestnîess is force.
Whatever otier qualities cotribute in greater
or less degree ta success, this one is essential
and indispensable. flear a man talk, note his
interest in his subject, ses where there is any
intensity in his inanner, and you are prepared
to a very considerable degree, at least, ta
determine whmetber the man vill suîcceed or not.
If lue is timid, besitating, more giving ta recom-
mending tîan ta enforcing, more subject ta
others than subjecting others ta himself, in a
word, if le is a flexible, amiable, free and casy
sort Ofgenius,hea vili notstucceed. Itis, ofcourse,
irise to bc amiable, but it Lakes earnestnuess ta
bring doin success. Successful agents,therefore,
are the earnest ones, anud it is ahiost always
true that earnest agents are successful ailes.
Unsuccessfil, poor, toiling agents or canvassers,
will do well ta inquire-" Am I in carnest?"
lIs there any intensity, any force, any eomen-

tum in xmy manner, in my countenance, in ny
appeals fur patronage VI

CESTNNiAL TiFmST FuIrs.-Amcrican mauit-
facturers have already begun to act on the hints
iwhich the Centennial Exhibition is giving them,
as ta the kinde of gouds in which they can
safely compete with foreign producers'in mar-
kets abroaid. The paper-makers of Massachu-
setts, for example, have discovered openings
for trade of which they do nat secm ho have
been conscious before. It lias been agreed ta
consign two days' production from every paper-
mill ta c well-known party, who will endeavor
ta puIl the goods in South America and Ans-

lu

tralia. No profit is anticipated from a first ad-
venture, but if it can be determined wlere the
openings are and where they are not, tbere i
likely to be a grand ultimate gain. The
cotton manifacturers are also preparing for
the same kind of an experiment in the ex-
portation of goods ta neiw' and hitlierto untried
markets. The movement anong tlhem origi-
nated iwitli Mr. Atkinson, the well-known Free
Trade economist. hie proposes ta matke up
cases of samples of from 100 ta 300 single yard
pieces uf American cotton goods, cach piece
ta Ue labeled witlh the nane of the.inanufac-
turer, ils weight and fiteiess, und the price
at w'hich it can be sold with niddling ipland
cotton at 12 cents a poind. Thèse cases vill
bc distributed ta le foreign commissioners,
from wihom samples vill be solicited in turn,
thougl the main object of course is ta get sam-

ples of our goods into the haids of foreign
coninunities. Mir. Atkinson decins it probable,
fron the goods on exhibition at Phiiladelpliua,
that 'our most substantial fabries mîîay year
after year find a ready market in ltaly, Spain
and Portugal, if pains ere taiein ta introd uice
thei ;I" as also in Fraice, if e commercial
treaty w-ere negotiated. Doin Pedro's visit
proumises ta be productive of a large lierease
of our commerce with Biazil. He issaid to lave
given orders during his stay here for about
$2,000,000 worth of American productions,
mostly machinery.-Bufalo Daily Courier.

DrFRACDING INsÙRANcE CoMPANu s.-A ci-
rious case of crowing before aile is out of the
woods occurred a fea iveeks ago in London,
vlîich may bc of value ta same underwriters

on this side of the Atlantic It seems that A.
and B3., shipping inercliants, insured theliill and
cargo of a sn'all vessel ai theirs, wlhieh, shortly
after the transaction, wraslost under suspicious
circuîmstances. Investigation showed that the
cargo vas a mytliî'cal lading of ballast, and fuîr-
ther developments proved that the vessel was
purposely sunk. Of course the insurance com-
panies contested the claim, and tleir evidence
in court was sa strong thlat the case was qiuickly
decided in theîr favor. No w if they had let the
matter resthere they wouki rhve been all riglt,
but the case hadýgonîe on se nicely that it was
thought weil te publishx and circulite reports
of it ta deter atier evil-minded persons from
practicing the same trick. Accordingly some
of the evidence, the pleas of the contending
council and the judge's charge, were put into
print and distributed around very generally in
pamphlet form. The result was that A. and B.
found tlemselves getting altagether tao noto-
ious, and entered a libel suit against thie com-

paunies, probably on tlie ground of the legal
naxim, I the greater the truth the grenter the
libel." The ground taken by them was et ail
evnts a strong one, for they won their case,
and the companies were obliged to pay a sane-
vlat larger suîm than they vould have lost

bad they settled the original claim. Tlu ruling
of the judge on this point ivas, that while it is
for the public good that court records slîould
be publisled, these publications must Ue of a
strietly disinterested and geaneral claracter. If,
ô i this ground, these same statements liad ap-
peared in a newspaper or regilar periodical no

exception couîld have beuen taken lo them; but
where they were publishied by private persons
for a discriminating circulation, they must be
leld subject to the law of libel. The unfortu-
nate ending of this case may act as a warning
ta underwriters in this country by informing
them that it is never saife ta be certain unltil
you are sire.

kinds of cleap woodenware, boots and shoes,,
hats and caps, lumber and fisli. We have the
handy class of vessels ta carry the merchandiza
aid tlie ventuîre should bc miade. 01ne firl bas
oflfred a leaiding broker ta be one of live or ten
ta riskc an assorted cargo, just ta try the mar-
ket.-I1llux lerald.

eid the Montreal (/az,'lfue' article, written just
Ifore tie ieetintg, was seized with avidit.y by
te local paliers. .It Las been saeid that the

power to call the meeting I wvas Only conferred
by lie Legislature to he used on extraordinîary
occasions." The Banking Act, iaving been
iramnîed and carried through Parliament under
mîy own suîpervisioni, I maiy witout prasumtinhton
be dlceied Lis comlt petent, lis ai editor of a

eawspaper to give titi opinion as to lit intention
of" the Legislaitire, and I do flot liesitate to
assert that the late meeting wis called in strict
aceordance both vith the letter and spirit et'
lte Act. I lieny thet the signers of the regnisi-
tien cxpressed grieai want of confidence in
the directors althougi they believed that in
imakiing the late call of 50 per cent., a grave
error ijuigmtent iwas coitnnitted. When that
call was ilade sorte veeks ago, about 3,000
shares, or tncarly one-tird of ite whiole stock
ofi the Baik was pledged t various bankittg
institutions for atns, tnd the shares wiere at a
discount of at least 25 ler cent., represeniting
a lOSs of $250,000 n a paid-up Capital of ablout
S190,000. Utider sicht circiIstinCes, at a time
of severe commercial depression, iavhen the
business of baikitng is less profitable than it
lias been for maty years, the directors recott-
miended,, and the sIareioider at .the aiinuail
meeting adopted tieir reconiiendation, that ani
additional 50 per cent. shoutlid be calIle ui.
'Lhis îroeuleding, 1 do not hesitate to assert,
wias deenied a grtvc error of judgnent, not
only by tlie slareitolders in Ontario anîîd Quebec,
but by te best auîtho·itis oin tie subject ini
tihose Provinces. 1 should like to be put lit
possession o ti arguments by which tiose woit
condemned the reqisitioniiists vindicate the
propriety of th call mnade by the Directors. I
franîkly admit, that those' wlio 11eglected to
.attentd lte annial. meeting are not free
iront bltnie, but I maintain tlitI suci a calil
cotld not have bean aîîticipateld afler the
discussion oit the subject at the p'evious

nual meeting and I further maintain
tiat lthe case w'as pracisely elte ilat n'as
pi;operly dealt %tith uinder the 2Dth clause
of hlit Bank Act. ''That Clietse uilithorizes
ti certain number of shtareiolders te catll
i general meeting at any lime, "lspecify-
ing the object or objects of sctit iietiig,"
itd it defines tlie inole of: proceeding " if lie

reiioval-of thepresideint or of any diretdr for
ialadministration or other specified and appa-

rently jîtst cause " shotild la proposed. The re-
qisitioîiis made no charge agaluist the presi-

Ilad il been deeied exipe-
dilei to cottsider t'lie propriety of' imialgamation,
or liquidation, theit a special counitice to ,o-
opetate with the luirdl, eiliter frini Miontreali
or I lalifax, ai' both, would Iaeve betet ofii mit-
rial lienit in furthering the arranins.
