THE TAX ON CORPORATIONS.
The direct refusai received from the Hon.

Mr. Mercier by the deputation ofbankers
who waited upoi hin for the purpose of
ascertaining as to whether there was any
prospect of nitigating the severity of the
tax on financial corporations, or even of
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limiting its action so far as arrears due
under this set are concerned, lias made a
deep impression on business éircles. The
deputation contained the executive heads
of nîearly all the banks doing business in
this city and tieir request that, in event of
the tax being enforced, the arrears should
only be collected up ta the time of the first
judgment being rei ëe, was fair and
imoderate, and if the protestations of Mr.
Mercier that he only enforced the law
because lie was legally obliged ta do so
liad been roal and genuine, it is felt that
this request would have been readily
acceded to.

In introducing the deputation Mr. W.
J. ¯Buchanan, who acted as spokesnian,
asked Mr. Mercier to state whether he
intended ta levy the tax upon the entire
paid-up capital of each bank or whether it
would nat be enforced only upon that
ainount of capital employed in this prov-
ince. Here is another point in which Mr.
Mercier could have proved the genuine-
nîess of bis reluotance to enforce the full
extent of the powers of the act, since this
point is allowed in the case of railways
which are only taxed upon the mileage
actually laid down in the province. When
hils is borne in mind the fact that this
reasonable interpretation was refused, will
effectually remove any idea that the pre-
sent government do not intend extracting
every cent possible fromt those financial
institutions without whose aid Montreal
woulid now lie merely a provincial town.

The mainspring of Mr. Mercier's action
is, as we bave already pointed out, cor-
prised in the 'lew sentences in wihich lie
stated that were he to attempt Co lighten
the burden laid upon Montreal, the coun-
try parishes would 'at once rebel. He went
furtier and added that these latter were
deliglted at the prospect of the city being
taxed still more, under the mistaken im-
pression that it wvould relieve them some.
what, and thus cônfirmed our previous
opinion Uhat the act was the outcome of
that ridiculous hostility against commer-
cial centres which still prevails in the
semi-educated baek districts of this prov-
ince, and which finds its vent in "hay-
seed" legislation like the present oppres-
sive measure. The country voters appear
to liug themselves in the belef, carefully
inîstilled lito theni by their political
representatives, that the additional tax-
ation of Montreal wiill result in the
lesseiniug Of their own burden, and in
doing so bear witness to the narrow, selfisl
and mistakenî views whose result is usually
seen li measures that, by crippling the
free movement of commerce, constrict
eventually their own markets and finally
compel them te suffer a reduction in the.
prices Of the produce whose only consumer
le the much abused city.
-Were they only to carefully investigate

past political records, tiey would soonbe
convinced that no matter how heavy the
burden laid upon commerce by their aid,
it bas never resulted in lessening their
taxes one iota. The additional revenue le
always cheerfully absorbed by the local
louse, and so soon as the increased
supplies have led ta inercased expenditure,
the member from Way-back once more
endeavors ta' devise some schieme of tax-
ation, which ostensibly shall be levied
upon the whole province bat which lie
very well knows will really be only avail-
able for another attack on the resources of
that inexhaustible nilch cow, the city.

It is to this spirit that we owe the
present measure, whose deleterious results
it is at present impossible ta wholly fore-
sce. It may possibly lead, as in the case
of the New York banks, to a reduction of
capital in order te avoid taxation. As Mr.
Wolferstan Thomas pointed ont, the Bank
of New Brunswick has already reduced its
capital lifty per cent ta avoid this species
of blackmail, and it is iow said that the
Halifiax banka look to a similar remedy.
Wlhether we sec similar action on the part
of our city banks or not, it is certain that
the bill will have an injurious effect upon
this city. Whether the impost be collected
fram the banks or deducted by them from
the dividends to be'paid ta sharcholders,
it muet tend to keep capital away from
Montreal and by thus diminishing Our
powers of competition add ta the indiuce-
mente of rival cities. The whole measure
le thre outcome of the petty jealousy evinced
by country voters against the commercial
centres ; a feeling whiclh lias been care-
fully fanned by those politicians who are
interested in dilling their depleted treasury
by any means feasible, no matter if at the
expense of the best interests of the prov-
ince, and thus it eau only result in injury
to those interests with which, if they only
knew it, their own are inextricably bound
up.

DAIRY PROD)UCE.
Since the opening of the present season

there have been few really distinctive fea-
tures ta notice in eitier butter or cheese.
Supplies of both had been well reduced
when the new make began te come for-
ward, and shippers commenced their opera-
tions for 18S7 unencumbered with old
stocks of depreciated value. The only
points of much interest up ta recent date
have beue a moderate but growing de-
mîand for the finer qualities of butter and
an occasional flurry in cheese.

'Tlhe shipments of Canadian cheese have
again been large this season, and the year's
record promises ta eclipse that of all
former seasons. The speculative spirit
in this article which has been lying dor-
muant with only fitful spurts of activity
broke bounds about a week ago, and a

memorable July " boom " bas been the re-
sult. Active and advancing markets, day
after day, lias been the reenrd not only
throughout Canada but in the United
States and in England, the advance here
in little over a week being 1le @ 18c.
Rarely bas cheese been up to l0ýc ® 102c
so early in the season. Last year at this
time Se was the price, while the cable quo-
tation fron Liverpool was 42a. Now it is
50s 6d for white and 51s 6d for colored. IL
is now said that the back country districts
have been swept clean of cheese at 10e and
under. The Ingersoll, Belleville, Stratford,
London and Brockville markets have been
greatly excited. At Brockville the offer-
ings were all sold at 101c ® 10-c, the rul-
ing price being 10lc, and most of. the July
make lias 'been contracted for at tiese
figures. At Stratford one factory sold 700
boxes July (white) at 10ýc, and another
was offered 10c, but held for a higher
figure. At London, two days later, sales
occurred all the way from 10.ie ® 11e, 600
boxes being placed at the latter price. AIt
Ogdensburg, LN. Y., the highest price was
525 boxes at 10 9-16c. At Ingersoll, this
week, there were sales at lic / 11( 1 c.

The chief reason assigned for the proseit
excitement is the bot, dry weather which
has curtailed the production both on this
continent and in Europe. England lias
also been a steady buyer from the comn-
mencenient of the shipping season, the
stocks of old cheese being well nigli ex-
hausted. Experts from this side were
lieavy, but orders continued to coie over
for more stock, and the plodding advance
in the cable rate indicated a legitimate de-
mand. The widely expressed opinion that
the July make was of poor quality noe
doubt ielped to depress the market for a
time, but, during the " boom," all consid-
erations of the kind seemed ta be lost siglit
of. In the Stratford district the iake is
said to have sirunk 20 ta 30 per cent.
froin the flush of the season, and similar
reports come ta hand from other Canadian
points. In the United States the pro-
longed drought has occasioned a much
greater shrinkage. Wlile not losing
siglit of the above considerations, it cannot
be denied that spcculation and the rivalry
of competing louses bas lad not a little ta
(o witli the violent upheaval that lias
taken place. Maîny in the trade at New
York were looking for a decline and met
with a genuine surprise. Itl would appear
that those who wander away ta seaside
and country retreats for a few dayis at the
close of eaci week were cruel])y dealt with,
as the manner in whicli the New York
bòoin started is thus related by the Bulle-
lin: "Two or three leading oxporters did a
great deal of quiet work an iaslt Friday
afternoon and during Saturday in picking
up lots here and ta arrive, and on Monday
they caine out openly and swooped down
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upon pretty imucli everything availale,
witlh a startling addition to value of i c c
per lb. As soon ns tLe rest of tle buyers
rcovered breathi ,liey conîcluîded il would
be jiuit ns wel l to look aroimlid, and Litis
deteriniiation being followed up by the re-
ceipt o finllor an( growing orders, the in-
«iniry gradl Ially spread to bout all hands."
''lhe " boomli ', las beeni a pronîouinced soc-
(:es si) far, the buoyanicy liaving even
tilirprisel some of the " buls." Naturally,
iiaiy are 110w asking, will it pay to cou-
tinuîîe liberal pIIrchasîes r.t tLie presenît cost
pri nd, nd a ierpluxing amnount tof uncer-
tainity is appaient whîiclh is not likely to be
cleared up al iat once.

mercial press, that it would seem difficult
to present it in a new l1cht or fron any
but the old standpoint. But that there is
another view to be taken of the subject is
proved by a recent article on thuis burning
question in the Clicago ' ine, n vlicl
the writer not only cuts bimnself loose fron
all preconceived notions, but boldly places
the blame of rendering corners possible on
the shoulders of the Clicago Board of
Trade, a body presumably opposed in all
its ideas to the principle of'deals' but
wlicl nevertheless las by its regulations
played into the hands of thîe cliques.

The Clicago Board of Trade is certainly
not lore open to objection in tis respect
thîian those of other cities, but it is evident
tiat the rules laid doWn for the conduct of
business by these commercial associations
are takon advantage of by speculators,
whiose chief hope is to make thiese regula-
tions subserve tieir ouwn interests and aid
Lhiem in ruînning thîeir especial corner. For
instance in the late wbeat deal, the whiole
success of the clique depended upon the
spot 'whtere the whîeat was stored. The
wheat then iii store at Milwaukee or Du-
luth was worth intrinsically for purposes
of cotisumptioi just as muci as thatstored
in Clicago, but to those speculators wlo
wanted it for te purpose of filling con-
tracts made under the rules of the Board
of Trade, there was a very wvide difference
in the value. It became profitable to these
men in order to comply with the artificial
claracter of their contracts, to ship wleat
froin Duhiti to be delivered to men il
Chiicago who simply purclhased it for the
purpose of taking it off the market. To
compress the argument into a nutsliell the
wliole attenpt of a corner is not to enter
into any legitiniate transaction but to cn-
(eavor to take advantage of outsiders,
uniider the rules, by endeavoring to pre-
vent thein by every means possible froni
fullilling tlhe contracts tley have entered
into. If the ruiers of the 'deal' succeed
in doing tis they hope to b able, withlin
corlain limits and inder certain restrict-

Ios, iu dictate the terms %under which the
outsiders shall be relensed fron their
obligations, and it muîst be remnembered,
and this formîs the gist of the argument,
thtat in order to succeed in tLis, the clique
rely entirely on the iBoard of Trade and
its rules to enforce their claim in case
thbey bu disputed by tleir victime.

Unuder these circnustances een it be de-
iied thiat thie rles framed by commiiercial
organizations are largely reponsible for the
existence of tiese deals? Undoubtedly
t.he franers of tliese rules and regulations
framied then la il honîesty of purpose anid
never contemiplated any suchi results as
have arisen fromî tleir interpretation, but
the fact remains that it is to these mles
that the possibility of cornering is due and
tierefore those wlho n force tieil are mior-

ally responsible for their mischievous ef-
fects, A rule which renders certain the
collection of a gambling debt, (for the real
basis of a corner is sinply a bet that the
seller cannot deliver a certain quantity of
wheat in a certain time and that the clique
can by manipulation prevent him from so
doing) is opposed to the principles of mod-
er law and should at once be abrogated.
The Boards of Trade by the alteration or
liberal interpretation of their roles can
put an enti re stop to 'cornering' to-morow,
and it is only the rigid enforcement of tbese
rales that render this mischievous practice
possible, and therefore, now that the re-
sponsibility is placed where it properly
belongs, it is to be hoped that the better
claîs of inembers will use tleir efforts to
obtain such inadifications of the rules as
may render this forn of ganbling unpro-
fitable and uncertain.

MERCANTILE INTERESTS AND IN-
SURANCE.

(IIL.)
Next, probably, to over-insurance in

point of danger to legitimate business in-
terests, comes that most reprehelsible of
practices, the presentation of exaggerated
claims for loss after the destruction of the
insured property by fire. This is a very
much more common practice than most
people imagine, and is no doubt fostered by
the curions fact that this particular form
of cheating is looked upon with peculiar
leniency by the general public. They ad-
mit tacitly that it is allowable for a man
to estimate the damage to bis stock at a
far higher figure than is really the case,
because by so doing he recoups himself for
a portion of the contingent lose by loss of
custom, waste of time and other indirect
and therofore uninsured losses. But in so
doing they forget tbat this is unfair upon
the insurance company, inasmuch as the
claimant has paid no premitun upon these
losses, but merely upon the goods specified
in the policy, and that consequently he
has no right to include them in the claim
for danage to insured property.

Even should the exaggerated claim be
detected (and this le only possible in ex-
treime cases) public opinion is by no means
prejudiced against the offender.

The tone of the market was at once ia-
terially improved, these purchases having
concentrated holdings, and prices shiowed
a gain of 12½c per dozeni since the beginn-
ing of fhe month. hie Liverpool market
lias not been left undisturbed, and a Pacific
coast louse is said to have purchased 40,-
000 to 50,000 cases of Columbia river sal-
mon, absorbing nîearly all the spot stocks
there. Few articles of consumption seemi
te b so beset, year by year, witli specula-
tors. Tlie ''ulls " show their lioras lretty
clearly in Uie following, whiici ve clip
fron a leading Sai Francisco paper: "As
Columbia river brands are now conceen-
trated in the hands of two parties in Great
Britain, and as three largo firms are re-
ported to iold the stock of tis coast, a
further upward iovement is confldently
predilcted." It will indeed ba, a happy
surprise if Lhis innocent prediction is niot
verified. Columbia river pack is now hield
ait $1A.5 @ $1.50 on the river, and $1.50 @
$1.55 Sai Francisco, but a carload of spot
lisli l int now obtainable in the Sai Fran-
cisco market at any price. Outside river
stock lias sold at $1.35 1. o. b. San Fran-
cisco.

It does not seemn possible that the Col-
umbia river output this spring will exceed
375,000 or 400,000 cases, and the fall pack
may reachi 50,000 cases, if parties are
allowed to pack, but the Oregon fisli coin-
mîissioners intend to prevent it if possible.
'h'lie labellinig of fall packed fish as spring
catch (oue not add to the already high
reptation of Columbia river fisli, and
efforts will be made to put a complete stop
te lie practice.

SU MMER DRESSES.

Now that tIe leated teri is fairly upon
us, and the usual exodus of those fortunate
individuals wlio are able te exchange the
sweltering pavî'inemets of the City for the
cool breezes of the suimler resorts and the
smîîooth sands of tlie seashore, is an ac-
complislicd fact, the question of pretty,
liglit, and I Mie saune timlie inexpensive
dresses, cones piromuinently to the front.

Liiien lawns ar in great request. They
aire showi in alnost endless variety and
are se cool, styl5li and durable, that they
recoiniend themiselves at once. Liglit
blue, deuip liiotrope and pink, covered.
with white eibroidery, and faint tints of
ecru having white embroidery ail over,
seem to b fhe favorite lines. Enbroidery
seemis to be the most mnar'ked feature of
this seasoni's dresses, and the remarkable
revival of tie Bîoinlaz stitel, whiclh now

appears on every thing from lawn, ginghaml,
zephyr, chambray, net and lisse, up to
light woollens, is one of the surprises that
fashion so often has in store for us. For
every day wear, nun's veiling undoubtedly
takes the lead, and it now appears in im-
proved styles that render it fit for anîy
purpose. Som. ngyilings, for use as
combinations, have broad interwoven
stripes of satin or velvet brocade, and, in
the very newest goods, of tartan velvet.
These make up beautifully with plain
veiling.

For tennis or seaside purposes, navy bile
or white flannels and serges are out of date.
Of course they will still be largely worn by
those who prefer a sensible, durable stuff
for their costumes to following blindly the
dictates of the fashionable dressmakers,
but it lias been decreed that the proper
material for lawn tennis gowns this season
is one of the Scotch wool stripes, and cer-
tainly the stuff is pretty enough in its tones
to justify the change. ý t

Perhaps not suflicient attention has been
paid lately to pongee and Tussore silks.
These fabrics are pretty, comparatively
cheap considering the material tliey are
composed of, and can pay an unlimited
number of visits te the wash-tub without
suffering any injury. For underclothing
they are equally appropriate, being very
coifortable and durable, and they make
up into a costume that never looks coin-
mon and that is generally graceful in its
drapery.

In bathing suitsthere is little or no
change, except that the ladies have aban-
doned the old plan of leaving the arms
bare. Long Jersey mpitts are now worn to
protect the hands and Larins from the sunt
in those cases wliere the blouse is not long-
sleeved, and bathing lose with soles at-
taclied do a similar service for Uie lower
limbs. The elaborate bathing costumes,
which formeil suchL a ridiculous spectacle
at fashionable watering places, have been
lauighîed ont of style, and plain, inconspicu-
eus bathing dresses are iow the only ones
seen.

The new sample dresses for stylish sumn-
mer gowns for lanparties and other
gatherings of this nature, show that lace,
at all events as a prominent trimming, lias
hîad its day. In fact lace lias been donc te
deati, and now we are about to witnîess
the inevitable reaction. Ii new dresses
the idea souglit te be presented is that of
two dresses, one over the other, hience they
are always in two tones or niaterials, and
show soft draperies, stole .ends and ribbon
loops and bows as acceptable substitutes
for lace. As it has been found that liglht
dresses require some support nîear the edge
of the skirt, a steel circle is lot in a few
ilches fron the edge. This la a mnodifica-
tion of the old crinoline, and makes thie
skirt sit mare gracefully, especially iow
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that the tournure is being gradually abol-
ished.

Two new sunmner bats have appeared,
-which bid fair te become the rage. Both
are low crownied in deference te the new
bent of tashion, one of then, the Cigale,
has a low erown and a broad brim turned
up like an atiie8lei íiid fastened witl a
large cluster of flowers or loops of ribbon
in front and a little te the left. 'he other
is the Countess Sarah, also low crowned,
but laving the brim tilted in pent-house
style. This is made of fancy straw and
requires absolutely no trimming, a bow of
ribbon, spray of flowers, or feather aigrette
only being necessary to finish it.

A scaTrîsu of mutual insurance managers
was ield in Lonidon, Ont., recently, te cou-
sider amongst other matters the last act passed
by the Ontario government. After discussing
the question of adopting a rule to pay only
two-thirds of the actual loss by a fire, as a
preventive to incendiarism, they agreed te ap-
ply for legislation on the subject. Steps were
taken te secure statistics te show the rela-
tively greater proportional loss incurred on
barns ànd their contents as compared wibth
private dwellings and. contents. The rate
charged on dwvellings has hiereotofore been
only one-third that assessed on barns, the rea-
son bing that while there was greater risk in
a dw'elling house catching fire, there was a
corresponding probability of ifs being discov-
cred before assuming serions proportions.
Another important question considered was
that of uniform conditions in the different
compnies. with those insuring in thlem
respectively. TIhe object of this is te prevent
the present inconvenience arising vien a
piolicy is changed froni one company te
another. A conmmiftee waîss ap'pointed te de-
vise forms of application and policies agree-
able to the different couplanies.

TirE BANiz oF Loesox.-Tie report prtsent-
cd lt the fourth anînual' general meeting of
the Bank of London, whichi will b found, in
full, in another portion of this issue, wili be
perused with peculiar interest in view of the
srnall run whiclh occurred uîpons ifs funds a
few weeks ago. A glanice cft the figures and a
conpaILrisuon witli those of the previous year will
show that there were no grounuds whatever for
the teiporary scare, and that the position of
the banik shows a distinct iiprovement dur-
ing the past twelve niontlis. The net profits
are within a few hundred dollars of chci
other, while, after paying i s2ven per cent.
dividend, the directors were enabled ta leave
a balance of $10,132 at the credit of profit and
1oss, as against $6,093 in 1880. The cash
ausets imiecdiately available have increased
50 per cent. or fronm $199,981 to $301,604, and
the Nhole report points to a steadily inerea-
ing voluie of business.

Ir is remarked that the crop of rye in the
United States east of the Rocky Mountains is
the lightest in quantity of any in the last ten
years, and that the price in this market ls
also the lowest of any' time within the decade.
The rye crop of the Pacifie slope is also re-
ported te be almost a failure. The persistence
in low prices can perhaps be explained by the
tact that other cersals are away at the bottom,
but it inay also depend uipon the tact that the
distilleries have learned how to get along
with small quantities of rye, and that its con-
sumption in flic shape of bread in this colin-
try is slowly decreasiug.

Tus oil trade at Petrolia, Ont., is in a stag-
nant condition. This is caused by the exces-
sive hmeat, the late sudden change to an open
market and the uncertain disposition of flic
350,000 barrels now lying vith the liquidat-
ors of the defunct 011 and Financial Associa-
tion. The price is unchauged at 70e for
crude. Refined is loc wilth good demand ct
that figure, and a good article is going out.

Tirn traflic returns of the Grand Trunk
railway company for the week ending July
23rd, 1887, show an increase of $25,709 over
the corresponding week in 1880.

THE McDOUGALL, Locim Fà\.n.-lTlhe ex-
amination of Mr. Robert Logie, of the firm of
Messrs. McDougall, Logie & Co., in the case of
thfe contestation of the abandonnent of the
estate, vas continued on Tuesday last. Mr
Logie n'as questioned with reference te cer-
tain amounts placed in the journul te the
credit of Mr. D. L. McDougall. Amongst
these was the sum. of $2,000 taken ont of the
business by him in 1883 and paid.in connec-
tion wiith seme Manitoba land transactions.
The sum was charged in the cash book as
paid te D. L. McDougall. Mr. Logie admitted
that it was a misleading entry. Mr. James S.
Noad:was a creditor for $1,805.10. IL wvas
shuown thiat the notes werc really held by the
banks interested, and the greater part tf their
proceeds was used in connection with specu-
latione. With regard te Mr. A. W. Achesonu's
claim of $1,000, Mr. Logie was unable te give
auy explanation of if, stating that he hall seen
the entry after if bad appeared in the books
for the first time thatday. lowever hie thoughit
Mr. Acheson had paid it a long time ago, and
it might b included in the amounit te the
credit of D. L. McDougall. With reference te
Mr. Elliott's claim of $1G,534.17, it was found
that Elliott & Oo. liad notes for an equal
amount, and that instead of. their being credi-
tors their claim Was offset. In regard te
W. F. Franklin's claim of $2,400, Mr. Logie
explained that the notes composing this
claim were accommodation notes in connce.
tion with Mr. George Bishop. Mr. Bishop
liad told him that Mr. Franklin was now the
holder of thema. Mr. Bishop bad notes for au
equal ainount of accommodation, and if Mr.

Franklin's claim against the estate was valid
Mr. Bishop would bc a debtor for an equal
amnount. In connection with Mr. Jas. Row's
claim of $17,197.30, it was found not to exist
at all, but that Mr. Row should be placed at a
debtor to the extent of $21,065.20. Mr. Logie
explained that Mr. Charles T. Fraser's claimi
of $15,008.81 eovered amiounts of notes given
by hinm to Mr. Fraser to get discounted, and
that the proceeds.Of the notes were cither
used to pay off accommodation bills or for
speculative purposes. He could not tell
whether he had over recived any part of the
proceeds or not. Messrs. Harris, lHcenan &
Oo's claim for $2,435 was also an accomino-
dation note acceunt, and as they held Me-
Dougall, Logie & Co's notes for ia similar
amount they should not be placed as credi-
tors. The saine thing applied te John Price's
claim of $562.17, and also that of Wn. Doua-
hue & Co's of $1,572.80. Ii connection vith
the two cheques received fron Mr. James
Robertson on the 4th of Juîly for $2,000
each, Mr. Logie stated that on the l4th of July
in the cash book there appeared an entry to
Jas. Robertson for $2,000, and on the opposite
page reference was made te a note given to
Jas. Robertson to the amouint, of$1,000 due on
the 4th July against goods supplied, to wvit:
50 tons of White lead. One Of the lIotes frOm
Mr. Robertson was net entered in flic book
because if w%as reccived 'fto late in the day.
The vlole matter woil b satisfactorily ex-
plained wlien he stated that Mr. Robertson
retired his own note in the Banli of Montreal.
In reference te te the $30,000 loan, obtaiined
in May last frou flic -British Eiipire Insur-
ance coipany, $5,000 from Mr. A. 0. Clarlk in
connection with sone Manitoba land specula-
tions, the $08,1 I G wortl of clieques drawin on
the Bank of Monltreal, and flic discoints in
the Bank of Montrönl aimounting to about
$80,000 or $00,000, none of which appeareL
te be entered in the cash book, Mr. Logie satid
that lie would prepare a stateient slow'inîg
what these anmounts were used for.

'Tie examination wvas continued to iriday
next.
