the financial world. The arrangements

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business te the Bank of Toronto were'fin-
ished, the accounts of the concern had
been carefully revised and estimated by .
auditors appointed by the purchasing
bank, and only the signature of the
necessary papers was required te close the
transaction. A representative of the Bank
of Toronto bad already arrived li London
to carry on the ibiâiëàs for the new
regime, and other branch managers were
leld in Toronto in readiness te take over
the various branches of the Bank of Lon-
don. All of sudden it was announced that
the negotiations had fallen through, the
managers were recalled and the Baink of
Toronto declined to carry out the agree-
ment that had been arrived at.

Whether titis sudden revulsion was
really due entirely te the enforced ab-
sence of the President of the Bank of Lon-
don, Mr. Henry Taylor, or whether the
final estimate of the assets and liabilities
of fite suspended institution revealed
something very different from the expec-
tations formed' has been rigorously con-
cealed. The acting manager of the sus-
pended bank states tlat the two experts
employed to.examine into its affairs re-
ported the assets in good shape, and se far
as the branches were concerned tIis ap-
pears te have been true enough; it was
only wlen the investigation of the head
office began that the purchasers became
aware that it wouild be no longer desirable
te close the bargain. The recent run upon
the Bank of London and the sinister re-
ports upon ifs solvency bad in te miean-
time so depleted the treasury that se soon
as it becamne known thaI the purchase
was declared off, no alternative remnained
but te close the doors.

The bank has been in existence about
four years, and sprang fullblown into
business with a nominal capital of $1,000,-
000 and a reserve of $30,000. Of this capi-
tal however only about $227,000 bas ever
been paid up, and the reserve naturally
was merely a paper ee. According t the
last officiai batik statement the reserve
fund bad increased te $5,9,000, the circula-
tion amouuted to$209,045, and the deposits
on demand were $220,754; those payable
after notice being $456,201. 'Tlie total lia-
bilites sheow as $1,031,280 with assets
nominally of $1,310:676, but of tlis sum.
$976,929 is represented by current loans,
discounts and advances to the public.
Unfortunately, as was proved in fie case
of the Maritime Bank, the Government re-
turns forim a poor criterion of the real
financial condition of af'airs, and couse-
quently it is too early to predict how the
suspension will ultimately restlt. The
general impression is that depositors and
billeholders will be paid in fuli, but we un-
derstand that brokers are now offering
only from sixty te ninety cents in the dol-
lar of lie face value,

Mr. Henry Taylor, the president and
fonder of the bank, held $313,400 worth
of stock, but against this lie had only paid
up $35,156, and as le is now beyond Cana-
dian jurisdiction and likely to stay there,
t seemas hardly likely that he will ever
pay any more, especially since it is stated
tliat the only funds lie lid when lie loft for
ite " land of the free " consisted of $20,000,
which lie drew from ithe banik on the day
of lis departure. Mr. Taylor was formerly
a sergeant in the Royal Engineers, who
secured his discharge and opened a brokers
oflice. He rapidly got on, and at the pres-
ent moment is president of the Ontario
Investnent Association, of the Bank of
London, of Vite Bennett 1urnishing Com-
pany, a partner in the London and Petrolia
Barrel Company, a director in tlhe Huron
and Lambton Loan Society, and interested
in various other monetary and industrial
concerns. One of these concerns, the Ben-
net Furnishing Company, which lias been
kept up for the past two years by advances
from the Bank of London, has assigned in
consequence of his departure.

What the ultimate loss te the share-
liollers will be remains yet te be found
out. Verylittle of tlietock has been paid
up, and in some cases the difference be-
tween the face value of Ite stock and the
amount paid up is as much as nisîety per
cent. Of course they are liable net only
for the fuil amount of their stock, but also
for the amount of the deflciency wien dis-
covered ; but undoubtedly cases will
arise, as in that of the president, where it
will be diflicult if net impossible te obtain
payment, and consequently a heavier bur-
den will fall upon the renainder. Se far
as can be seen no loss will fall upon the
creditors, but this of course is net assured,
and hetnce the sale of the bills at a dis-
couit.

The uisavory disclosures of Che losses of
the Ontario nvestment Association now
cominigto liglt are undoubtedly the ap-
proxitatite cause of the bank's embarrass-
ment. It is now freely asserted Vhat Tay-
lor was as deeply implicated as Murray or
Cronyn in the matter, and that it was the
threats of the shareholders of te plund-
ered institution that caused limîî to be-
come a citizen of the Great Republic; but,
as ive have already pointed out mn previous
articles, the bank's methods of doing busi-
ness were opposed net ouly to the fumda-
mental raies of banking but it some lm-
statnces te the principles of common seuse,
and consequently sooner or later the crali
was sure te come. Amateur banking, ne
matter how clever the directors tnay be, is
very rarely stccessful, and the failure of
the Bank of London following se closely ou
liat of the Maritime Bank, should be

suflicient te convince the pubic of the
truth of thi assertion,

THE HARVEST.
The senson lias now advanced suflicient-

]y to enable a roliable estimate to be
fornied of the total yield ind the export-
able surplus in the two grain provinces of
Ontario and Manitoba.

lI the former province fall wheat lias
suffered from a succession of reverses
extending ail through the growing season,
and the yield will probably not exceed
two-thirds of an averagie crop, the officlal
estimate being 14,435,505 bushels against
20,635,843 for the average, which latter is
based on the crops of 18S2-6. Thte yield
per acre foi 1887 compared with the
average for the years 18S2-6 may be
summînarized as follows: Fall wheat, 16.2
and 210 bushels ; spring, 12.4 and 16.1
barley, 22 7 and 26.9 ; oats, 80.1 and 37.1
rye, 13.4 and 16.9 ; pas, 18.1 and 21.6
beans, 15.0 and 21.9 ; liay, 1.36 and 1.42
tons. The total deficiency is estimated at
nearly twenty million bushels and this
represents a loss of at le.ist eleven million
dollars. The yield is given as follows:

The causes of this slirinkage are easily
explained. First canie the cold dry wea-
ther of early spring and thon the extreme
heat and drought of suîmmer, whiclh con-
tiniued up to the time of ripening. The
effet was te cause the crop te grow thin
ou the ground, with short oads, and the
grain under the usual size. Gencrally,
however, the grain though smail is re-
ported te be pluump and bright with the
exception of a few localities in central
western Ontario whiere it was shrunien by
rust. In other localities the Hessian fly
and the midge did some injury. Where
threshing has been reported ite'yield of
fali wheat runs generally fron 1o to 18
buisîiels per acre, the average being about
16 hushels, or 5 bushels less tian ithe
average of the past five years. I Spring
wheat is almost a failure in Western
Ontario and only a few districts iu the
east report even a fair crop. The harvest
came ini unusually early, reaping becoming
quite general in the south-western counties
during the first week i July, and in the
northern and eastern districts about ten
days later. The whoat was taken off in
mot cases vithont a drop of rain and was
therefore secured in excellent condition.
The labor supply was generally ample
owing to good harvest weather and thle
increasing use of self-binders and other
labor saving implements. The barley crop
was reaped in July, having matured un-
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usually early ; this had its effcet on the
berry, which is ratier ermall and likely to
prove two or tiree pouids liglit ii the
bushe. The releeinig feature of this crop
il the splendid condition in which it vas
saved, it being many years since barley
was so free fromn discoloration by raiii.
Generilly speaiebg the ont hiarvest was
fiishied througliout the Proviie by the
end of the first wCok of August. The chief
complilain t le that the grain ripened too
fast, Lurning wilite vith the extrone heat.
As a result, th' kernel is slrukilzenî and
liglit, whilo tle yielîd of grain is siall
conpared] with the quantity of straw. Iii
coi places rust las ilnjurel the crp01, and
in others complaint is made of the ravages
of graisliopporc. Of no crop are more
variable reportî givei thaln of peas. A
few cases of iijury by the vire-vwori have
benu nmuentionled, but tlie pea-bug is alimlost
unleard of. The prospect of the potato
crop cai be fairly inidicated, but thie other
roots have arrived et a critical period
ve n overythiing dllni pon raiin. The
drouth told soveroly uipoi potaitoes, especi-
ally oni lite planted fields, and the bug
app iared in unusuially large miibers. As
a ruIle the yield wil bu siiall. Though
thie drouth hais reuluced the bulk of the Iiay
crop>, its efltios havo not been so serions lis
Imiigit lave been xpcou cd. '1t appears
probable hat owing to increased aereage
the crop vill be little belov the average.

I t is satisfactory to ilote that tb reports
froni Manitoba and the Northwest con-
ti nue favorable and a mîagnîificent harvest
is proimised. As a goneral riuhethe barley
and ont crops are IIIready harvosted and
ihent cutting will soon be broiîglht to a

close. AlthIloigh decidedly lower toiper-
ature is predicted it, is suriîîised tLhat Lhe
baianco of tIe crop will b secu red withont
daunage fromt frost. (ni the whole wheat
lias ion fromî eiglit i ton days later in
iiaturing tlhi year thanî last, as by the
20tlh of Augist last year mllost of the grain
was down. I t will take a good dea.l longer
to gatier in tho harvest as thlo IcreigO
was considerably larger than over before.
'le yield is quite is heavy as anticipated,
froquently running up to tilrty-liva bush-
els pier acro. Ilarvest. help has been
scarce and in souerti MaInitobai $15 ier
iont-h, with board, is being offered for

fatrmti laborers. A dearth of ithiding twine
is feiared Owing to the largo quanitlies
ieded. h'Ilere is qui to a boom1 ini thiis
article in thle Northwestern States and thle
price of nillnilla in bIMlanitoba is Idc. At
Fanrgo, Dakota, 18e to 20e is paid. IL is
loped that. the average yiold will reanch
thirty ushIls a acr ati Ihit the total

crop will be four million isliels ii excess
of last yir. At leist six million hlushols
should bo availible for export. Laie
3a:nitoba pliapers say that tfre-fourts cf
the wheat would bi harvested by the close

of last week and the balance ves con-
sidered safe froin frost unless it is very
severe. The result of this years' opera-
tions will probably be to divert a large
emigration fron Ontario to the Canadian
prairie lands. Already extensive prepara-
tions for next year are reported from
Maînitoba. The area of new grotnd
broken is the greatest on record, showing
87,444 acres, against 06,414 in 1SS6, the
work being fairly spread over the province,
vith the Southwestern districts in the
front rank.

fi the Province of Quebec the urops will
probably ba barely an average though the
hay and eereal crops in the Eastern Town-
ships are said to be large. In Nova Scoia
reports iiidicate a deficiency. Throughout
tie Dominion the harvest will therofore
be less abundant than in some former
seasons although the total yield owing to
the larger areas of land untder cultivation
iay b greater.

THE NEW QUEBEC LOAN.
The HJon. 'Mr. Mercier may fairly be

considered a lucky ima: in his case, at
all events, fortune lias favored the bravo.
It is but a short time, comîparatively, since
lie vis onfly the leader of a snall and hope-
less minority, striggling agaiist a powerfuil
and apparently firily established govern-
moent. Hadt(1 not Ihe Riol rebellion hap-
pened, lie mnight have been in that position
still. Who could have prcdicted that the
just punisiient of that miiseclievous vi-
sionary would se hurt the national vanity
of our French compatriots, accustoned to
have thoir ligltest wislies respected by the
govornient, as to cause the formation of a
national party, and thins nanble an other-
wise hopeolessly handicapped minority to
sceiz the reins of oflice? Net only did this
ohulition of hurt national pride bring 31r.
Mercier et one bound fron the cold shades
of opposition to the Treasury bonci, but il
firinislied lii vith a political nicknaime
for his adversaries that lias prôved of in-
estimable service in recent elections with
the bigoted and ignorant habitants, on
whon the cry of "pendard acts like a red
rag on a bull.

Nor did his gond fortune end liera. Wlien
M.r. Mercier formed his cabinet, lie found
the Provincial Treasury almost empty, but
no sooner was liO firmly seated in power
than the tide turned. The decision by
the Privy Council in the Commercial Cor-
portions Tax case not only places li in
practical possession of a large sum for
arrears, but assures hii of an increase in
rovenio of fromî $200,000 to $250,000 for
the future ; and, in addition to this, there
is tle paymeant of $100,000 upon. capital
accouit fromî the Province of Ontario and
the $125,000 just received from this city,
besides the revenue derivable from the

increase in the ground rent and stumpage
of timber limits. We now hear that,
thanks to the Premier's own personal ex-
ertions and to the fact that he selected a
practical mian of business, Mr. Shebyn, to
direct the finances, instead of the usual
doctor or lawyer, le has succeeded in
negotiating the nv loan of $3,500,000 on
the most favorable terms ever granted to
this province, and thereby placed upon his
administration the stamp of financial suc-
cess.

The new loan amounts to $3,500,000 in
debentures terminable in forty years. It
bears only 3½ per cent, the smallest inter-
est ever paid by the province, and yet it
lias been successfully negotiated with an
Aierican syndicate et 94 net, without
discount, expenses, or commission. Com-
pare this with the table of previons loans
subjoined, and the excellence of the bar-
gain is at once perceptible

Of these loans the first, second and fifth
were negotiated in London, -the third in
Neew York, the fourth lu Paris, and the
sixth in Quebec.

It lias been objected that it would have
been preferable to place the interest at
four per cent, and then exact 100 cents in
the dollar, but those who make this ob-
jection overlook the fact that, in the first
place, the government did ask for tenders
et four per cent as weIl as at three and a
half per cent without receiving any offer
of par value, and that, therefore, they
could not have obtained that figure or
doue botter than they have done; and
secondly, that the present teris aie much
more favorable than the receipt of par
value for a four per cent loan would have
beu. At 94, the oss from par value is
only $210,000, and, since the difference in
ilnterest between tour and three and a half
per cent is S17,500, it can be easily seen
that this loss will b wiped ont in twelve
years, and that for the romiaining twenty-
eight years that the debentures have to
run the province will save the suie of
S4l90,000 i interest alone by accepting the
present offer.

Undoubtedly the loan is a success and
must enhance the financial prestige of
those who negotiated it on such favorable
teris. But it was net only to the import-
ant statenients made by the Premier as to
the resources of the province that the high
price realized is due. We have pointed
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out already the steady growth of Canadian
credit in foreign financial circles, and the
present loan ia only one more indication of
the growing favoi with which Canadian
securities are regarded. The steady with-
drawal of United States securities from the
market and the general loweringof interest
rates have caused the financiers of that
country to seek secure investments else-
where, and naturally their attention has
been first directed to the flourishing colony
across their northern border. Itis to these
two facts that the higli price paid is really
due, and therefore, while not vishing in
any wyay to detract fron the natural satis-
faction of those to whom the credit Of the
transaction belongs, we must point out
that the high price realized by no means
forme an arraigument of those secured for
previ aus loans to this province.

THE SUGAR COMBINATION.
Itis to be regretted that in its treatment

of the sugar situation, a portion of the
presa attempts to make a puTely commer-
cial question da duty in a political sense.
Laying aside the application of the old
principle of protection which covers sugar
as it does an infinity of other articles the
government canin no0 manner whatever
ha held directly or indirectly responsible
for the present combination.

Sugar has been the weak spot of the
grocory trade for years in both Ithis
country and the United States, but while
the American trade papers are commend-
ing the business sagacity of the Canadian
wholesale grocers in attempting ta stop
the cut-throat policy of making this stan-
dard article a 'leading" lino and selling it
at or below cost, we find Canadian journals
appealing to popular prejudice and endea-
voring to force the trade to return ta the
old ruinous system. There is no question
of polities involved and the best proof of
this ls that men of marked Liberal leai-
ings, some of whom are ot supporters of
thie National Policy, are found in the
ranks of ic so-called ' combine," and
strongly uphold it. To obtain a clear idea
of the views of the opposing parties the
wvriter, as on a previous occasion, has
solicited the opinions of the leading men
on both sides and we would auggest this
course ta the newspapers in the discussion
of involved matters as this safe rule seems
to have been departed fron in this in-
stance and an ex parte case subinitted
ta the publie. Fron beginning ta end
the wliole question la simply one of profit
or loss. The old style of doing business
brought in its train losses, bickerings and
instability, while the new plan is meaut ta
renedy this--to give stability and profit.
As we have stated before the hiandling of
sugar became so unprofitable to the whole-
sale grocers that they wanted 'to have

nothing to do withi it and overtures were
made ta the refiners ta undertake the sale
of tleir product for themselves. Here,
tien, was a crisis which the refiners and
the grocers' guild saw required prompt
and decisive action, and the result was
wybat is now kinlown as the sugar "oi-
bine." The first cast of thei sugar at the
refinery is not the result of aiy combina-
tion as a perusal of soine of our conten-
poraries would lead us to believe. It la
not a dictated price but a market price
and a recent advance was the result of
natural causes, the viping out by tire of
a large producing refinery hiere and the
gradual strengthliening of the foreign mar-
ket for raw sugars. It iay ho taken for
granted that the market prive for granu-
lated sugar at the refinery would have
been 6.e to-day if the combination had
never come into existence.

The vholesale grocers saw that two
things were wanted, a moderate profit and
fixed prices. By an arrangement already
described in these columns they have
made sugar yield them a meagre profit of
4 ta 5 per cent, whicli is certainly nothing
ta cause such a great disturbance when it
1s considered that ten per cent is barely a
living profit, and soie staple articles in
the regular grocery trade turn a profit of
10 to 20 per cent. Ont of 106 grocery firms
in Quebec and Ontario, 103 subscribed
their names ta an agreement obliging
themselves ta sell granulated sugar at an
average advance of ic per lb., representing
an actual profit of about Je. The list of
firms being furnisled by the grocers' guild
ta the refineries the latter agreed ta sell ta
those named on the list at the regular
market price but those houses not named
on the list, who thus showred their reluat-
ance to sell at a profit, were disposed of by
the refiners decliinug to sell to then
except at an advance of c over the market
prive charged ta their confrares. The
three firms outside of the pale comprise
one in Quelec city and two in Montreal.

hlie Quebec louse lias not been heard
from. Itis astated that soie of the men-
bers of one of the city firmns were most
energetic in the aarly stages of the coin-
bination, and the other firm was ready ta
sign for the Province of Quebec but nt for
Ontario.

Both these have signed other combin-
ation price lists. Despite the present
outcry the combination nîarrowly missed
being unanimous. We have already stated
the present refinery market prive for gran-
ulated sugar ta be Gi1c. The selling price
of the wholesale grqpers to the retail trade
is 7v for 15 barrel lots and 7ýc for single
barrels in this city and ta pointa east of
Coteau, Que. West of that village an
additional Jc la charged, freighît being pre-
paid. These figures can scarcely be called
excessive with yellows sellhng at 51e@6;c

to the retail trade. Under the old system
sugar was frequently sold below cost to
induce orders for other goods. Stock
bought at SG per 100 lbs. in 250 barrel lots
froin the refiners has been sold at 5.90,
for instance, in single barrels, and no one
ean deny that this wias a Most reprehens-
ible practice and calculated ta undermine
and destroy business. The price of sugar
caine to be accepted as a standard of
valies by country buyers and wholesale
merchants who attempted to sell at a bare
profit had no sooner received orders from
their travellers when the buyer, hearing of
the" cut " by the rival traveller would write
down, " throw je off my sugar or cancel the
wlole order." Recentletters fromi country
points speak of the benefit of fixed values
as traders now know their neighbor is not
buying at a lower price than they are
obliged ta give.

The situation has now assumed a new
phase on acconnt of the importation of
Scotch sugar. As we pointed ont in a
former issue the bounty fed sugar of
Germany, France and other. countries,
while it lias disastrously ruined the
English refiners lias made Great Britain a
land of cheap sugar. it is said that the
agent of a Scotch house has offèred gran-
ulated here at G3c, br equal to 0ïc all
charges paid. The anti-combiners claim
ta sell Scotch sugar at 7c and make no
loss after handling, while the local refinery
sells at (ic, but the wholesale grocers
being pledged to an advance of jc to Ic,
this makes the price ta the retail customer
7v to 7ýc. One firm lias imported and sold
177 barrels and claims ta have bought
1,200 barrels more whiclh le being shipped.
The other firm lias already imported a
small lot of 10 barrels and claims to have
purchased 500 barrels, said ta be now on
passage. The sugar imported paid a duty
of $2.80 per100 lbs. The anti-combiners'
price of 7c, does not cover freight to
Western points and the additional ic in
the local combination Western price given
above is accounted for in this way. It la
claimed by soie that the imported augar
is in reality American granulated re-
packed in barrels and if this is confirmed
it will have ta pay an extra duty.

While conbinations are ta be deprecated
as a rule we have endeavored to show the
real grounds on whilch the cxisting one is
based without partiality or prejudice as
there la always two aides ta every question.
Unhappily sane of our contemporaries
have exhibited their zeal all on one aide.
hie consumer is not ta blame for getting

whiat hie cai at the cheapest price and
excessive profits at the e:xpense of the
public are certainly nt to be endured.
On the other hand the wholesale merchant
who lias a large interest at stake cannot
ho expected to pay rent, ivages and taxes
and do business for nothing. The profit li
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certainly not excessive ini this instance.

Tle stand taken by two of our enterprisiig
firns has found many iIladimirers and they
have a perfect riglit ta carry on bisiness
in tleir own fashion and as they thiniîk
best They champion the cause of freedon
of trading and decline to be governied by
the rule of the mîajority. Under freedon
of action sprang up, uniîfor-tilnately, reckless
competitiei and unfair trading and these
focs haîid lo grajpjledl with vigorouisly as
lie trade hiad already been rim te tli

grouind. 'T'le experiient of bringing in
suigar fromn Great Britain was a bold nove
and proves thiat the auîthors, if proof is
necessary, arc capable and enlergetic ml1en1.

If it caln bc sold even ait an infinitesinal
profit in coin petition with Canladian re-
fiiei sugar, as proved, the profit of the
refiloris is ut once called in questioi, as
eveil aLllowiig for tie presbent siniali prolit
obtain jlby the grocers, the heavily pro-
tected refiner should hie in position to
quotea IL prie whiebl VouIIld eniable the
wholesale trade to easily iidersell the
outHide proilluet. Il. shonlld li iientionld,
howevei, It, the refiners have ta i ' a
higli rate of d uty oni the raw product
used by thein, and tIiis question of tlic
diities on refined and inrofined i sugaîrs w'ill

suring public earlier than the follow'ing
August.

find that the total amount of premiims
collected bas roehed S63,732,219, out of
wlich losses to the extenit of $4 7,257,305,
or 74.15 per cent., have been paid, leaving
only 25.85 per cent. for general expenses
and profit. Compared with this figure the
ratio for the past year appears small, but

year 1877, whon the los ratio owing te the
great St. John lire rose te 225.5S per cent.,
and th average is only 64.64 per cent.,
and consequently about two per cent. un-
der that met with last year. When ve
reah ze that in addition te this increase in
the ratio of loss the companies are now
called upon tu pay a heavy tax te the
Provincial Governument, it will be sepn
that some increase in premiuin rates is
unavoidable if the companies hope toldo
business at a profit,

Separating the loss ratio into companies
we find that Canadian companies .loest
06.75 per cent. of the premiums roceived
during the year, the British companies
lest 08.59 per cent. and the American
cempanies 50.59 per cent. The corres-

and 50.77 respectively. The average rate
of prenilum for our own companies was
1.28 per cent., or the same as Last year,
that of the British 1.13 per cent. or .01 per
cent. less, and that of the Anerican 1.05
per cent., or .05 per cent. less tlian in 1885.

From these figures it Ivill be seen that
although the American premium rates
were only 1.05 against 1.28, their ratio of
loss vas 50.59 or 10.16 less than that of the
home companies. This probably arises
froin the fact that the great bulk of small
insuranco goes either to our own or British
companies, and that the risks obtained by
American agencies are principally upon
the larger business houses and institu-
tions, where lower preniums can be
cbarged because the risk is net so great.
Certainly their record is a botter one, the
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average loss ratio having been ofily 70.09
for the palst ciglhteeti years., or about three
and a lialf per cenit. less tihani ihat of the
Caniadiai comiipanies.

The year jusL past lias naturally not
licou one in which reserve funds could bo
accumulated. TheC Caniadinl coin lîaiiies
rceived a total cash income of $3,230,074,
but oi fof tslîl tley hal to pay no leas tlanîî
$2,128,912 in lire losses, $926,299 for gen-
eral explnses, and $11-1,809 for dividends
to stockholders, o thait out of every $100
of iicoime there has beei paid out 5.1
for losses, $28.68 for expeises, and $3.55
in dividends, lcavinlg $1.8 to go to the re-
serve fund. 'Tiiis cainnot hc called a prof-
itable showing. 1In fact it seems plain
that althoigi the coipanies have lone
mure business during the past year it has
beci at a slightly rduced rate of pron-
iiiii, and has been ieutralized by the
lirgely iicreasîeid lierceintage ofilosses.

The annial ieeting of un îderwritors will
lie looked forward to withi inîlerest. It is
felt tlhat, iow that the Commercial Cor-
porations tax is law, present rates caun no
longer lie considered renlulierativo. Be-
aides tilis, over tlie whole continent the
amouit of lire wasto seems upon ie in-
crease ralier tait the decretise, and each
successive monthl of the present year is
estimiiatel tu excecul in aiouit of loss tliat,
of the corresponding moitli of 1885. Al
indications therefore point, to the absolite
neccesslty of somiie advanleo in rates, ain ad-
valice which, while not large enoigli te
prove a burden ioi insirers. may bc snifil-
ciont tc place tho comlipanies un a mor
profitable footing.

NE\V Goo)S.
Thie advance guanl cf fall styles are now

being shown by tli refailers, andso far as
volvets and piishes are concernied, hear
ouft the prediction that so soonl as cool
weather sots in w shalli have to chronicle
a returni ta solid, plain colors. Particularly
is this notiicable in oveiiing shade, wlero
tlero is (lite a rmi upon î iglit-colored
piilhes; piik in variolis shadies anud liglt
apple-greon or pale blue having tho prefer-
Once. Ileliotrope is 1noi. 80 iiicli souglit
after, but, thre seeuis to be a revived
demand foi plumi colors uinder their n1ew
namnes of dahlia, anmiloie, etc. Inî black
volvets a large business is beling done, tlic
mediiiiii grades attracting mîost attention.
J fact, soime liouses state that they lire
selling iiearly double the quaitity of black
volvet they dii last, year. he saime mnay
be said of colored velvets, choice shades
bling neairly soll out alreadfly anîd repiats
being the order of the day. This l prob-
ably duto f0 the faet that volvet or pilsh
jackets will largely replace the old favori.te
jersey, and liat flih poularity of these
fabrics as trimiiiniiiiîg muaterials still cou-
tinues naiiiibated.

A revival of the deinand for brocaded
velvets has set in, and tliese rieh-looking
fabrica seem to bec once more well called
for by the public. Black silki, tao, are
going to be in better deinand than before,
the call being priicipally for gros-grains
and faille-fraicaise, the former selling
more largely than any otier line. Rha-
dames and blackc and colored moires are
alsio well called for. Prices on the whole
are somoewliat lower than in 1886, and the
fact tlat mosit of our artisans are doing
Wall has naturally led to a largely increased
demand for black silk, the possession of a
black silk dress being the crucial test of
prosperifty amongst a large proportion of
the workiing classes.

As yet considerable doubt existe as to
what will be the coming color and nothing
really novel las yet been offered. Of
course a number of new alades (in name
at ali events) are shown, but there is really
nîo new departure. Probably the grays, a
newv liglt terra cotta, dark Roman red, and
golden bronze vill rule at first atal events,
and for more fashionable wear. delicate
lalf-toncs iii green and blue will find ad-
imîirers. Coibinations will lie as mnuci in
vogue as ever, but thore is a tendency to
blond the one shade inîto the other, which
seems to be inicreasing, and will probably
be a feature in new styles.

In fancy ribbons the colors run much
about the samne as in spring goods, but in
sliglitly darker shades. So far as can bc
jiidgel at present, moire in loop and Ilat
edges will bc a favorite. Both loop and
crown edges are shown in every color of
the rainbow and have a very pretty and
taking oflliet. One briglt red ribbon showun
liad a solvage of threc distinct colora, which
gave it iliost novel and striking appear-
ance. Ribbons will be more worni thlan
ever this fall, and the houses making
specialties of this line are preparing for an
increased domand.

For nillincry purposes ostrich tips are
exceedingly faîshionuable anti, aus usual at
this scason, are pushing flowers to one
side. The favorite plain colors are tan,
coquelicot, liglt bloe, dull hîeliotrope, vieux
rose, Nilo green, golden brown, navy blte,
the browns, beige, baimboo, the pinks,
creaim, and, of course, white anud black.
Shîaded tips thougli are now comninanding
more notice froma the publie, and blended
coibinations of coral and crean, loglhorn
and lilac, and old rose and cream, are
novelties that have attracted much atten-
tion fron buyers.

OATMlEAL.
The Oatiîeal Millers' Association concluded

a two days' session at Toronto last week.
They appointed an agent for Great Britain,
aiid ail the export traite will pass through his
hands. The comminittee selected to visit ait

the raills in the Dominion reported that they
visited 62, and found that they ground 8,500,-
000 bushéls yearly, equal to 800,000 barrels of
mea], that 160,000 barrels of meal were con-
sumlîed in the Dominion last year and 70,000
exported, naking a total of 230,000. The
difference between the output and the capacity
shows the poor state of the trade, which they
attribute to the strong competition of Russian
oats in the British market. It was shown that
if ail the inills were runiing for a period of
two and a half months the demand lor oatmeal
for the Dominion for an entire year wouild be
supplied, and if rlnning for thrce and onc-
lalf inonths they would supply all li meal
sold in Canada and exported during the last
twelve months, which explains the unsatis-
factory s'ate of the oatmeal business during
the past two or three years. A. sample of
white Russian als was shown to the meeting
by a prominent produce dealer of Toronto,
who hadt just returned froni Great Britain,
which compared favorably with Canadian oats.
This grain, lie stated, was offered at l0s 3d

per 304 pounds delivered at Luitli, which was
equivalent to 30o per 34 pounds delivered in
wareiouse. A letter was also rend by the

president fromt a proninuent produce dealer in
Liverpool, stating that if the weather kept
favorable until the harvest, which vas in

progress, was over there would be one of the
largest crops of oats secured in England thiat
ind been known for many years. The as-
sociation decided, in view of these fiets, to
give more mneal to farmers wMhen exchanging
saine for oats, so as to encourage the feeding
of oatmeal to stock instead 6f patent feeds,
whicli are now bcing used in large quantities.
The organization of an association for the

purpose of controlling the sale of the surplus
product of the different mills and stopping
the shipping of oatneal on consignment, and
also inaintaining more uniforin prices through-
out the Dominion was discussed, and it is
thought that the project will bc carried out.
The subject of securing botter control of the
export trade vas also debated at considerable
length.

A TIP TO MOTinEi..-With commendable
enterprize some of the lcading business mn
of Montecal have succeeded in inducing the
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific railways
to enforce cheap rates for a given period to
Montreal fron Western points. The tickets
will not be limited to anîy onie trade or to
merchants solcly but will be issued to any-
body and everybody. Montreal bas got no
exhibition this year to attract attention but
its natural features, its business and shipping
interests and its industrial and social life in
the summer season will be novel to many,
even te those whio bave been hîere for the
winter carnival. Wc nay also add that most
of the nillinery houses will bave their open-
ing day during the first week of September,
that the Provincial Exhibition at Quebec and
Industrial Show at Sherbrooke will be well
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worth seceing, and fiat the great Barnum will

be bere with his attractions. A calculation
shows that the fare fromn Toronto ta this city
will ba as low as $7, whichis le certainly very
cheap. Both railways will issue tickets fron
ail points West of Toronto, on 2itb, 28th,
29th and 30th inst., and fromt Toronto and
Eastward, and Eaet and Souttl of Montreal, on
28th, 29th and 30th, all good te coe On
above dates and return by any train up till
and on the 13th September. The Canadiai
Pacific do not extend tisse rates beyond
North Bay on the main line. The fares from

Toronto vill be about le per mile eacl way,
and from points East of Toronto, and East
and Souith of Montreal, single fare for return
journey.

A MANITOBA cxciang le authority for the
following - Last year only about a pound
and a balf of twine was required per acre, this
year fron 3 te 4 pounds were required. This
fact will give some idea of the magnificence
of this year's crops. The complaints abouit
the scarcity of twine would alsnost lead one
to think that the farmners were li some cases
annoyed that their corps were so heavy."

Ir is reported that Western millera have
sold so much flour since wheat went down
and freights have been low that they lire now
baie of grain, and are obliged te pay a pre-
luu for Old wheat or stop grinding. As the

raine in the North-West are delaying harvest,
and making tua grain damp, the above de-
soribed state of things e likely ta continue
for some time yet.

Iv is stated that the holders of timber
limits in the province of Quiebec have made a
proposition ta the Government ta pay a fixed
rate of $3 per square mile annual ground rent
and an advance of 20 per cent. over the On-
tario rate for dues, instead of the $5 par mile
ground rent, as fixeti by ordor-in-council pass-
ed by the Mercier govorrnment last session.

TuE aivantages of a responsible trust com-
pany, which will unsdertalte the management
of inst estates and guardianships, and per-
fora, the duties of executors and administra-
tors, seems ta be approciated in Toronto, the
company there having recently increased ste
capital stock from lialf a million to a million
dollars.

Tux traffic returns of the Grand Trunt
Railway Company for the weeck ending 2011:
August, 1887, show an increase of $7,48'
over the corresponding week in 1886.

London, whichs e now cabled at 21, or within

i per cent. of the bank rate. A further in-

crease in the bank rate may now be expected.

Locally the market le absolutely unchanged,
but n view of ic demand now developing
fromn mercantile bouses it sems safe to pre-
dict higher rates in the future; at present the

coimerial enquiry je suflicient to absorb

most of the fluds offering, and so soon as the

stock market wakes up again the increased
call for funds muset result in better prices.

DRY Goos.-Tbe subject of collections is
still a matter about whicl there is a diversity
of experiences, but the najority of tihe trade
seem ta be dissatisfied. Travellers are about
throughi with the regular fall trip and on the
whole it is considered satisfactory by the
trade. The unusually hot weather and
drouglt experienced in all directions the
whole of July and part of this month deterred
buyers fron placing large orders the crope
being threatened. If the crops are safely
harvested and taking into consideration pro-
bably highser prices for wheat and tise present
enlanced value of butter and elsese a success-
ful sorting trip lsould be bmade. The city
retail trade keeps sup well as does that in the
outskirts of the city. Imported goods con-
tinue to come forward and show excellent
taste and variety. Prices are generally firm.
The millinery louses will have their fali
opunings early next month.

DAIRY PRoDUCEs AND PRovsoNs.-A very
tane cebese market cones up for review this
week and the bull feeling has apparently
worn off although soie are not slow ta
express their faith in bighi prices. The
weather has been more favorable for the
make, cattie feed le cheap at the mille and as
12c cheese le a paying article all the available,
milk will be used and a long make je more
than likely, If prices do go downl we shall
probably hear a good deal about quality, and
the breaking of contracts nay again be in
order. The cable ie unchanged et 571. It le
difficult ta believe that prices will drop very
much; because flic top bas been reached for
tIse present and tie demand lias fallen off,
sanme are inclined te run ta the opposite
extrene. The continiued drouglt lias reduced
the mialce of English fully 25 per cent from
flush and even with inproved pasturage the
shrinkage here can hardly be made up. No
doubt there lias beun a large speculative
demand and many consumera in view of the
advancing market, stocked up well ahe',d.
This inay keep the Englisli demand liglht for
e time. Says aun Englisih writer of a bearish
type: Reports come fromt Canada that over
300 factories, representing about 250,000 Au-
guet, September and October cheese, have
been contractud at ais average of 12je for
August, September and balance. This je suf-
ficient of itself t rain tihe trade for the
balance of the season. Now the market je
weaker in England and here, the buyers of
these cheese will be slow ta face their losses.

POTATOES.-The dry weather will, it is

hoped, prevent rot this year, and the late
rains will cause a lieavier yield than at one
time expected. Prices have ruled ligh, 75c per
bag being demuanded, but when the fariers
have finished larvesting a decline is probable.
Sonie potato speculators are said to be oper-
ating in Nova Scotia in anticipation of i
shortage.

ToalAcco.-The U. S. 1'obacco Journal of last
week, reporting the New York uarket, says :
There is less tobacco in the country than is

popularly believed ; and this, combined with
the daily increasing manufacture of cigars, the
high prices of Sumatra and prosperity of busi-
nes in general are factors which are beginning
to tell heavily on the market for seed Icaf.
The activity during the week has been greaf.
Sales vill reacli 3,500 cases, of which one-half
were of the new crop. Sales of Sumatra, 350
bales at $1.20@$1.90. Ilavana very active
with sales of 750 bales atSc ac$1.20.

WOOL.-'ie cargo of Cape previously
referred to is expected daily. Foreign wool
hàs beein selling ta soie extent, prinicipally
Natal and a little Cape. Domestic wools are
quiet at prices current. The Antwerp wvool
sales iow in progress have brouglit out fair
offerings but the attendance was only fair and
the demand limnited. .Business at Boston has
again been active. Prices werc slightly iI
buyers favor but thera was no materiil
change. Carpet vools were wanted. Sales
of Australian at 32c(â39c.
