It takes about 445,-
000 tons a yeis, and the contracts are a matter
of strife. This year 100,000 tons are furnished
by Loomis & Co. and another firm at Buffalo,
and 240,000 tons more are delivered at Sus-
pension Bridge and the International bridge
by the Erie Railway; 25,000 tons at Detroit,
and 45.000 tons at Brockville on the St. Law-
rence will be furnished by O. W. Shipman,
.of Detroit, and 35,000 tons, at Sarnia by a
Cleveland firm.

THE FISHERY TREATY.
The text of the long expected fishery

troaty between this country, Great
Britain and the -United States, will ere
this be in the hands of our readers, aud,
owing to its brevity and the conciseness
and clearness of its wording, it requires no
oflicial explancation of doubtful or involved
clauses. On ite whole it is a just and
honorable agreement, although at first
sight it nay appear that the coute.Ssiois
contained therein are chielly made on the
part of Canada, but a closer examination.
shows a considerable abatement of the
prévious American. position and a desire
upon their part Lo put a permanent stop to

international complications.

Of course newspapers opposed political-
ly to the present Government will lay
great stress upon the abandonment on our
part of that clause in the treaty of 1818
which prohibits the entry of American.
fishermen into our ports for any other
purpose save that of shelter or to obtain
wood arid water, but it must be remem-
bered that the clause in question was an
exceptionally harsh one, and too much
out of keeping with modern views upon
the freedom of commercial intercourse.
The clause in the present treaty allowing
American fishermen driven into our ports
for shelter to tranship or sell their fish,
subject to Canadian regulations, and to re-
plenish outfits, purchase supplies, and if
necessary to ship seamen, is a humane
and generous concession, and one which
will redound to the credit of the nation
who makes it. It could not be expected
that any agreement between the two
countries would be possible until this con-
cession were made, and therefore it was
looked upon as an inevitable necessity.

The settlement of .the vexed question of
the limit within which American fisher-
men shall not ply their trade is on the
whole a just one, although the Canadian
position on the beadland question is not
maintained in its integrity. The new
treaty provides that the limit of exclusive-
ly Canadian fisheries shall be three marine
miles or, roughly speaking three and one-
half ordinary miles, to be measured sea-
ward from a straight line drawn across the
bay, creek or harbor, in the part nearest
the entrance, at the first point where the
width does not exceed ten marine miles.
When the mouth of a bay is covered by
this provision, no matter what its width
further inland, it is closed to all but Cana-
dian fishermen; and in cases where the
mouth of the bay is of greater width than
ten mileè, as in the Baie des Chaleurs and
MiNiramichi'Bay, definite coast points are
selected between which the lins
of delimitation is to be marked.
In this clause of the agreement the
riglts of Canadian fishermen are practi-
cally upheld and a great concession made
by the American Commissioners from the
previous claims advanced by Gloucester
fishing bouses.

The treaty also provides that so soon as
the United States shall admit fish, fish oils
and fish products, duty free, her fishermen
shall be permitted the free privilege of
entering our ports, baye and harbors for
the purchase of provisions, bait, ice, sup-
plies and outfits, shipping crews and
transhipping for transport their cargoes of
fish. In fact; to the fulil njoyment of all
the rights of our citizens, with the excep-
tion of that of fishing within the limit.
But, as in the present state of politicalfeel-

ing in the United States, such a step is in
the highest degree improbable, we may
look upon this clause as simply providing
for a possible change in American views at
some future date.

Probably the most important portion of
the treaty, at the present moment, is th'e
interim agreement or modus v:endi entered
into to govern the relations of the two
countries until such time as the treaty
be discussed and ratified by the high con-
tracting parties. Its duration is limited
to two years and its provisions run as
follows

1. For a period not exceeding two years
from the presont date, the privilege of enter-
ing the bays and harbors of the Atlantic
coasts of Canada and Newfoundland shall be
granted ta United States flshing vessels by
annual licenses at a fee of $150 per ton for
the following purposes: The purchase of
bait, ice, seines, linos and all other supplies
and outfits, transhipment of catch and ship-
ping of crews.

2. If during ic continuance of this ar-
rangement the United States should remove
the duties on fish, fisli oil, whale and seal
oil (and their coverings, packages, etc.),
the said license shall be issued frce of
charge.

3. United States fishing vossels entering
the bays and harbors of the Atlantic coasts of
Canada and Newfoundland for any of the
four purposes mentioned in article 1 of the
convention of October 20, 1818, and not re-
niaining theroin mors than twenty-four hours,
shall not be requircd to enter or clear at the
Custom, House, providing they do not coin-
municate with the shore.

• 4. Fines for failure to be exacted only for
the offences of fishing or prcparing ta fisi in
territorial waters.

5. This arrangement ta take effect as soon
as the necessary measures can bco completid
by the colonial authorities.

This interim agreement is slightly more
favorable to the American side of the
question tlanitite treaty itself, but as it is
only a measure of temporary relief it does
not call for discussion.

The whole treaty may fairly be looked
upon as satisfactory to both parties. By the
commercial communities of all three
countries it will be hailed with a feeling of
relief as an houorable termination to wbat
threatened to prove a serious disagree-
ment. The danger of the initiation of re-
taliatory mensures that would paralyze
our growing international commerce and
place calamitous restraints upon our pres-
ent powers of transmission in bond, je now
swept away, and the mercantile
class on both aides of the lins will breatlie
more freely now that lte certainty of an
amicable settlement of this long standing
dispute is an accomplished fact. Conces-
sions there certainly have been; but the
yielding haslobeen mutual, and neitier
country has any cause to grumble at the
arrangement arrived·at by its representa-
tives. It is to be hoped that the.Senate of
the United Státes may be inclined to look
upon lte treaty with more consideration
than in the fast and that some efficient

means may be adopted for the generalen-
lightenment of our neighbors on the sub-
ject of Canada's fiscal relations respectively
with Great Britain and the United States.
Much of the irritation against Canada on
the question of the fisheres is ldue to the
prevailing belief that our tariff discrimin-
ates against the United States in favor of
Great Britain. This belief, singular to
relate, is not confined to the masses or to
the smaller class of manufacturere ; busi-
ness men of long experience, large manu-
facturers, professional men, inchiding pro-
fessors of political economy, aie seized
with the idea-that Canada dare not-
would not-be guilty of such unfilial con-
duct. This want of enlightenment ia due
to the fact that Americans-with the ex-
ception of the few bankers who look over
our commercial and financial papers-
seldom or never rend an English or Cana-
dian newspapr or periodical. Even lead-
ing journalists are to be found ta whom
the facta of the case are entirely new.
Let any one of our readers ask the
question on the first opportunity and judge
for himself.

THE FEDERAL BANK AND THE
BUSINESS SITUATION.

There bas undoubtedly been an idea,
more or less clearly defined, i the minds of
people hore that trade in the West is not
in a wholesome condition, but recent ad-
vices do not sem to justify this view, at
any rate not la iLs entirety. We have
been making some enquiries of persons
well qualified tajudge of the situation, and
frojn what weJearn we are satisfied that
the country je generally in a much casier
position than is popularly supposed.

There is no doubt that the short crop
affected many interests seriously, but
at the same time the warning to prepare
for its.effects came so early in the season
that the wholesome restrictions inaugurat-
ed by the banks and followed up by the
wholoeale bouses have diverted many of
the ill effects which migit bave followed.
It lias no doubt made trade duller for the
winter, but such trade as we have had
has been done on sounder lines, and re-
ports from all eides as to .payments in
January and Fobruary are more satis-
factory tban might have been expected
from the soason; indeed they are very little
behind the average.

As additional evidence in this direction,
our attention lias been called to saine re-
marks in a late issue of the Toronto Globe
as to the progress of Lite liquidation of the
Federal Bank. The statements were in
themselves somewbat surprising and we
made special enquiries to conflrm tltem.
We leain that the liabilities of the Fedèral
Bank to depositors and noteholdors, whi ih
on thoj8th January amounted to nearly
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$3,000,000, have already been practically
paid off or transferred to other banks,
whiclh is, of course, payment a4 far as the
Federal Banmk is concerned. We are also
informned that the assistance which ithe
othmer banks pledged theinselves to remder
to the Feleral before the process of liquida-
Lion was eintered on, vas only availoid of Io
the mIxtenît of somne sixty per cent. of the
viole aiouit, :uil that a1lready anitm a
large siln, reaching into the lndreds of
thonisands, lias beeni repaid from collections
madie 'by the Federal Bank. We need
smarcoly say Liai. sucli ai Operation as
this vonlil not ho pracicable were not the
financial situatlion, as vell as the business
situation, perlectly souind. It is in the
strictest sense an experiimental proof of
the satisfactory condition of business gen-
crally, for the transfer of accounts from the
Fderail Bank to other baniks, in such a
wholesale fastiion, would have been quite
immpossilel were the Situatio'i not such as
we have stated.

The quiet w'ay i which the liquidation,
of the bank is going on, and the entire
absence of any ill offects from its retire-
ient fromi business, juÀtifles strongly the

course of the other banks in providing the
necessary assistance to enable it to adopt
hils policy ; and the course of tie banks is

in itself a very marked indication of their
Confidence in the soundness of the busi-
ness sitnation, for it ls nmot to be supposed
that they would voluntarily hlave taken on
thomnsolvos the res1 onsibility for the lia-
bilities of the Faderal Banmk, had they not
felt thorougihly afssured tiat the obligation
wNould lic lightly on themn. Their con-
filonce has been juîstifie(l by the result.

IL is, we believe the first time that the
baniks iave takon united action for the
protection of their own interests, and those
of the businiess comînmunity, witi whichi
their own arc sm closely infterwoven, and
the experiient has been a market success.

TIlE GRAIN BLOCKADE.
in considoring the question of the vigor-

osliy asserted, and equally streniuously
denied, wheat blockado in Lhe Northwest,
wo are compelled, in order to arrive alt a
just and impartial consideration of the
question, to liiminato certain factors wlhich
liave tended more Lo foster the spirit of
miitmi exacerbation talii thlie real circum-
st,nes of the case would appear to war-
rant. Political bias lias led ta the inmport-
ation of a bitterness and, ve regret to say,
inmaccuracy and exaggeration in statemonts,
tlat lias obscured tlie true faets, and ihen
tO this is addemd a strong local hostility on
tha part of the principal city af the country
affected, it is easy tO sec Iow' th sensation-
il assertions and donials have becu broligit
about, Opposition papiers cal ipon the
populattion to observe the iniquity of the
governm t supported road, and issué iar-

rowing accounts of western towns piled
with grain sacks and desponding farmers
standing helpless about the streets, Minis-
terial supporters think nothing of denying
these statements in toto, or of saying on
the strength of the opinions of interested
officials that Lie railroad is merely four
days behuind in its ordinary work, and
that the alleged blockadce is simply a
chimiera of their opponent's imagination.

It is evident thon, that to arrive at the
real truth of the present difliculty it is
necessary to first eliminîate those utter-
ances which political binas, local feeling or
inutual exaggeration have put forward te
obscure the point at issue, and to give ap-
parent force to their opposite contentions.
The question must first be stripped of its
false surroundings, (no easy taslc in the
the present excited condition of public feel-
ing i the Northwest), and then must be
considered from both standpoints before
wo can expect to arrive at a correct solu-
tion,

-balance of the twelve months precludes
sucli an investment being a profitable one.
Were the present conditions continuous or
indeed anythiing but exceptional, the busi-
ness interests of fhe rond would at once
raise iLs rolling stock to the level demanded
for i ta accommodation ; but it is not so, and
consequently the rules regulating the pro-
portion of rolling stock to traffie are not
violated. It is simply an illustration of
the loss accruing from a sudden rush of
freighmt upon a single-track lne of more
than ordinmary length and difliculty of
operation.

For the farming population thiums com-
pelled to see the fruits of a bountiful har-
vest exposed to possible oss by damage
and to face the certainty ot being col-
pelled ta acceptlower prices from disgusted
buyers, there eau be no feeling but one of
commiseration.

It is based apon mutual confidence, and
thereby distinguishes the civilized con-
munity from the brute savage. The high-
or the civilization, and the stronger is the
mutual confidence between the component
portions of society, and, as a natural conse-
quence, the more widespread are the
principles of credit, or, as we might better
describe it, commercial confidence.

Were the only capital avallable that of
absolute metallie money, how many of
those enterprises which have advanced
the prosperity of our country would have
been possible? The very bank bills we
daily hiandle as a circulating medium are
merely marks of our confidence in the
stability of the banking institutions by
whom they are issued. Credit often rises
to the position of actual capital, and hence
provides the meanus of embarking in
lucrative lines of business which might
otherwise be perforce neglected. Were
the strict and absolute cash system in
force, would it not limit the scope of busi-
ness operations exclusively to those who
were possessed of a certain proportion of
actual and tangible money to the ex-
clusion ,of the younger and more enter-
prising merchant, and thus act to the
detriment of the consumer?

In a country like our own any attempt
to establish a cash basis for general trade
is simply futile. The customers of the
country storeleeper are our farming popu-
lation. These latter are compelled by the
nature of their occupation to wait for the
returns of the capital they have invested;
the farmor cannot realize upon his invest-
ment every week, or whenever lie may
need supplies, but is compelled te wait for
his dividend until lis crop is harvested
and marketed. Potentially the crop in
the ground formas his basis for credit, but
it i8 an asset impossible of immediate
realization, and meanwhile lie is obliged
to procure the necessary supplies wehich
form his liabilities by the working of that
system of mutual confidence which we
denominate the credit system. Were it
not that lie is able to supply his needs on
credit with the privilege of paying for
them by the sales of his crop at a later
period, it would be impossible for him to
tilI the soil. Shut off the farmer from
credit and two-thirds of our arable land
must perforce return to the bush. And,
therefore, since credit is a necessity to him
it is aise a uecessity to the storekeeper.

Of course it may be said that all this is
granted; that the credit system is one of
the conditions under which our farming

population can alone exist; abd that it is
to the clerk and artisan who command
regular wages that the credit system is un-
necessary and to whom it is a curse. But
is this correct? Any storekeeper will say
that the losses from credit supplied to this
class are infinitely small compared with
the amount of money they expend upon
purchases. When a clerk or artisan fails
te meet his engagements, in ninety-nine
times out of a hundred, it resulta fron
causes outside of his control, such as sick-
ness, loss of pay, or loss of employment.
It is not in this class tlat the storekeeper
makes bis heaviest losses, and yet it is
precisely from this class that his most
continuons and largest profits are made,
and therefore it is ridiculous to say that
the credit system, in its application to this
class, eau be considered in any way a
detriment to commercial progress. Somte,
of course, may be led to buy what they do
not need, simply because they eau obtain
it upon credit, but we cannot believe that
they form more than a very small. minor-
ity of a large and most profitable class.
The o verage clerk or artisan bas been too
thoroughly schooled in the value of money
by actual and bitter experience to be led
beyond lifs means by any hypothetical
ease in obtaining credit, and we cannot
believe that any reputable storekeeper
would attempt to lure a customer beyond
his depth, since such a policy would be
simply suicidai on his own side, and far
more calculated to injure himself than bis
dupe.

In fact the arguments advanced against
the credit system are more philosophie
than practical. It is easy to inveigli
against the wrongs of credit and to insist
upon the necessity of a return to a cash
basis, but experience teaches us that
without this system of mutual confidence
our present commercial relations could
not be maintained. The abuse of the
credit systein is a very different affair to
the system itself, and yet most writers
upon this subject confound the two
diametrically opposed questions together.
The credit system is an absolute necessity,
and the cash basis a practical impossibly,
so far as the commerce of the country is
concerned, and therefore these declarations
and exhortations which look so well upon
paper are simply examples of how a really
sound theory may be found to be utterly
impossible in piactice.

TIIE CENTRAL'S LIQUIDATORIS.

Publie opinion is no doubt tolerably
fairly divided on the subject of the serious
dispute between the liquidators of the
Central Bank, but no matter what may bs
our opinions as to the merita of the two
contesting parties, every business man
will feel that the decision given. by the

Chancellor was the only one ho could
arrive at under the circumastances, al-
though its practical effect is to retire Mr.
Campbell permanently fron his position
as liquidator and to sustain the contentions
of bis opponents. It is now evident that
from the very first there arose a serious
friction between the very three gentlemen
whose functions demanded the most also-
lute harmony and combined action in
order to conserve the interests of the cred-
itors. Mr. Campbell seems to have con-
sidered himself the real liquidator, and to
bave looked upon bis colleagues as merely
figureliends whose principal functions w'ere
to approve formally his acts. Hence lie
seems to have eudeavored to act nions,
although never properly authorized to do
so, and since these impressions of his were
coupled with somewhat arbitrary views as
te what information he .sbould give or
withhold from his co-liquidatois, lie natur-
ally aroused their suspicions, and the fact
that lie bad held business relations with
Baxter coming .to their knowledge seemed
to indicate to them that bis actions were
not altogether disinterested.

Mr. Campbell claims tbat lie visbed to
pursue an econonie policy ; that he wished
to realize whatever lie could of the assets
even if in order to do so lie was compelled
to allow the guilty to escape ; and that the
investigation of crime should be left to
other oflicels. Messrs. Howland and
Gooderam, on the other hand, desired to
ses strict justice meted out to the oflenders
even if the estate lost by refusing to accept
a compromise in order to screen guilt, and
in this contention they are sustained by
the Chancellor's decision. Each aide of
the question bas ils upholders, and each
one of the liquidators appear to have hnd
honestly the courage of their convictions
the natural consequence being that, as two
opposite plans of campaign could not be
carried on simultaneously, there was no
thiing to be done save to appeal to the
court te remove one of the disturbing ele-
iments.

As the case now stands Mr. Campbell is
practically removed, the two liquidators
are carrying on the winding up of the
bank with the asistance of Messrs. Hemy
Lye and J. J. Fitzgibbon, and the appoint.
ment of a coadjutor to them is left to a
meeting of creditors to be beld at the end
of this month. There is no prospect of
Mr. Campbell's re-clection, since to re-elect
him would be to lose the services of the
present liquidatord, and the feeling all
round is that suflicient time lias already
been wasted in contention and that it
would be unadvisable to inaugurate such
a period of dissension and disturbance as
would follow his re-instatement. Probably
Mr. Campbell i vell aware of this feeling
am"ong the creditors, and therefore, since
he ca now retire without anything against
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him beyond undecided accusations it
would be well if he would do so gracefuily
of his own accord and thus spare himself
any further mortification.

As to the question of a successor it je of
course presumptuous ta suggest, but per-
haps it might be well for the creditors ta
take into their consideration the claims of
the practical accountants who have been
assuming Mr. Campbell's duties since his
suspension. M4r. J. J. Fitzgibbon's nearly
twenty years experience in the Merchants
Bank should give hilm the qualifications
which the Chancellor preferred the new
liquidator should have, and Mr. Henry
Lye is too well known to need any mention
as to his ability at our hands. Either of
these gentlemen would make an excellent
selection, and siuice they are both well
known to b in harmony with the prosent
liquidators their appointinent could be
rolied upon ta be free fron that friction
that ias caused so inuch discomfort and
exponse in the past.

THE QUEBEC JIvUMER TADE.
The long looked for improveinent in the

British market for Cantadian lumnber, which
saw its inception last fall, onables us to
givo a far more favorable account of the
Quebec lumber trade tian seemoed at ail
probable earlier in the year. Up to that
period prospects looked gloomy enough,
but aithoughl we nust admit tat the year
just passed was as unsatisfactory ta ship-
pers of lumber as any of its predecessors,
we can niow see that the clouds are rolling
away and that te .ontlook for the imme-
diate future is bright and promising.

Tho year bogan with moderate stocks
wintering, and with the promise of a small
(!it in the spruce regions of the Lower St.
Lawrenco and Saguenay, but with an
expected stock froni the Ottawa pine re-
gions above the average. The witer was
a favorable one for lunbering in the woods;
the drives with few exceptions Vere good,
although in some cases the logs did not
reach the miill booms until late in the
season and consequontly sanme of the
water power mille were hindered in saw-
ing by the lowness of the streamts.

Owing ta the depressed condition of the
English markets in the earlier imonths of
the year, sales were made with more than
usual .diliculty, and usually at unsatis-
factory prices. In fact after the spring
shipmnents twere mada most of the export-
ors found themoselves with uncomfortably
large stocks on hand, and consequently
were comnpelIld to reduce their holdings
by sending over cargoes o consignment.
Fortunately the timely improvement in
the British markets entbled these ventures
to ,scapto the fate that generally attends
then, and l most cases the shippers rea-
lized far more satisfactory rettras than

they anticipated at the time of shipment.
Still, even with this help, the shipments
from Quebec show a continuance of that
steady decrease from those of former years
which wmIe have so often pointed out. Only
271 vessels with a tonnage of 200,172 tons
clcared from Quebec in 1887, as compared
with 325 vessels of a tonnage of 250,035
tons in 1880, whiclh was then the smallest
tonnage in the history of the trade.

Still this does not mean that the lumber
trade of the St. Lawrence le decreasintg
with commensurate rapidity. It siinply
emphasizes the faut that the channels of
the trade are changing, and that Montreal
and other river ports are claiming (owing
to their superior cheapness and freedom
from restrictive labor organizations) a
larger share day by day of that lumber
trade that formerly centred itself in the
ancient capital. The shipments of pine
deals front this city ta Great Britain dur-
ing 1887 were 42,600 St. Petersburg stan-
dards, or ninety-four million feet, board
measure, and those of sawn lumber ta
Soutlh American ports were 25,879,000 foot,
against 21,500,000 in the previous year.
The quanltity of Canadian lumber seeking
the American market also is larger day by
day, and should President Cleveland's
scheae of tarif' reform be carried into
ellct and the present restrictive tariff of
$2 par thousand be removed, we may
expect it to bave a most beneficial efrfct
upon the lumber trade. The United States
will thon absorb the greater portion of
Canadian lumber; the British markets will
bh relieved from the shipments from this
aide ta a larger extent; and with dimin-
ished stocks botter prices must prevail all
round.

Tlie fact that, although preparations
have been made by lumbermen for an
incrense in the cut both in the pine regions
of the Ottawa and the spruce country of
the Lower St. Lawrence, exporting louses
have purclàsed freely ut prices in tmost
cases showing a considerable advance over
last year's rates, proves the confidence
tltey repose in the future of the market.
Inideed they coold not secure stocks other-
wiso, as manufacturers are stiff and inde-
pendent, and are in no hurry to dispose
of tieir product, knowing that probably
they will reap even higher prices from
American buyers, a belief that is confirmed
by the knowledge that some very heavy
purchases have already beeun Made for
that market ut long prices.

Freights have ruled low all througi the
past season and it is evident that vessel
owners oan have inade but snall dividends
upon their investmnent. But even here we
lind a reflox of the improvement notice-
ablo in the trade they cater for. Charters
tire already out for Upper St. Lawrence
ports, such as Three Rivers, Batiscan, etc.,
at 47s Gd, and we now hear that no more

tonnage can be secured at these figures.
Shipowners are holding out for 55s, cer-
tainly not an exorbitant figure, and should
the year turn out as well as present indi-
cations would appear to promise, we may
fairly hope that botter figures may be
realized. A prosperous year in the export
lumber trade will be an agreeable change
from the dead level of unsatisfactory sea-
sons which we have hitherto been con-
pelled to report, and, since it will benefit
one of the most important of Canadian
industries, we are glad ta note the im-
provement in the outlook, and hope that
the coming year will fully realize what at
present are at best merely hopeful antici-
pations, although they are based upon
sound commercial reasons.

FASHION NOTES.
We are now, of course, in the Lenten

season, when those of the ladies who go
from one extreme to the other, are confin-
cd ta plain black gowns with as little
ornamentation about them ns possible, and
eschew shopping as a vanity. But the
more spring-like weather witl which we
have been favored bas tempted out their
less easily swayed sisters and a very fair
movement of abotween-season and spring
fabrics bas resulted. The millinery
bouses too, are preparing for their spring
openings, and there is a general stir visi-
ble preparatory ta the commencement of
the retail spring trade. Spring lines
appear more generally in the store-
windows, and show us that, while there is
certainly a fair display of novelties, we are
to witness the revival of a good many old
favorites under new names.

For instance," theprinted mohairs now
offered as spring novelties and intended ta
take the place .of the nun's -veilings, are
little else than the brilliantines of some
years back. These goods shed dust far
botter than vellings and do not soil easily,
and now that they are shown in the most
delicate colors should certainly regain
some of their old time popularity. There
is also a nev vigogne, baving hairy stripes
like fur, offering. This fabrie will make
excellent underskirts, but it !S ont of the
question for drapery, owing ta its thickness
and stiffness. The new colored velvet
cloths bid fair to be the success of the
season. They are thick, soft, smooth and
shining like silk;, they cling closely to the
figure and drape beautifully, and as they
are shown in ail fashionable tints; will
prove strong competitors for the fancy
woollens whiclt are unusually numerous
and pretty this season.

'resent indications seem to point to a
season of striped fabrics. Stripes of every
style, color and description seem -to have
stepped into thu front rank of, novelties
and bid fair to he the typical feature in
coming spring styles. Naturally the
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the principal efforts of the modistes are
devoted to studying the best method in
which to vary these fainiliar effects, and a
change obtained by forming the stripes
into a sories of points on the front of the
skirts, witlh perpendicular stripes at the
sides and kilts of plain goods alternating,
is recommended as being novel withont
the drawback of intricacy.

Braid and braiding patterns are more
fashionable than ever, and expensive cos-
tumes are :covered with close patterns of
black standing Russia upon lighter
grounds. Costumes of plain cloth or cash.
mere have the skirt draped up at the side
over a wide panel heavily braided; the
close fitting amazon bodice having a
braided plastron to match. So:great has
the demand for braid become that a dol-
man cloth, covered with a pattern in re-
lief, simulating braiding, has been intro-
duced to compete with the genuine article,
and we have seon some pretty jackets
made of this new style of cloth.

The new short costume for morning
walks or shopping will be very popular.
The "trotteur," as this revival of an old
style is called, le usually made of fancy
checked cloth of the various shades of
brown, preferably with lines or streaks of
bright colore. The skirt has one deep
plaited flounce with a stitched heading
and short drapery. The amazon bodice,
close-fltting, comes down a few inches
below the waist and je buttoned down
the front. The out-door jacket of the same
material le tight-fitting at the back with a
loose front; it has a turn-down velvet collar
and revers and is lined with striped silk
and fastened with one double button only.

The Odette bodice je another revival
that has taken hold of the popular fancy.
It je a bodice of red faille francaise or
surah, finely plaited on to a plain shoulder
piece and fastened round the waist with a
belt, something after licte style of the old
Garibaldi. It may be worn with any
numiber:of ýarying skirts and seems to
have beeint ch patrodnized by the younger
ladies.

'Trip adjourned qnaterly meeting of the
Dominion Commercial Travellers' Association
was held at the Windsor otele o Saturday
when the board of Directors submitted a form

of guarante toc relieve the railways fromt all

rolionsibility, whichi wre adopted by the
meeting, and which will be forwvarded to thec
various companies at once. A formi of condi-
tions for thec merchants to aign was also,
adopted. Soma ten or twelve years ago an
arrangement for special rates was made with
thec railway companies and concessions were
granted on condition that a statement should
be made on the back of thec certiaicate that
tho railway companies should not be held re-
sponsible for any loss, damage, etc. There
lias been no hitch in the matter up to a year

or two ago, when a traveller brought suit
against one of the companies which was con-
demned to pay. The companies thereupon
asked the Commercial Travellers' Association
to relieve then of the suit, but the caim was
repudiated. The railway companies in their
turn claimed that this was a breach of con-
tract, and on the 25th of November they sent
a communicailon to the association, stating
that the privileges would only be accorded to
such associations as gave them a gurante
that they would hold the railways frce fron
ail responsibility. On the twelfth December
a conference of merchants and representatives
of the various associations was held in this
city, the result of which was that the associa-
tion drew up a set of resolutions, which were
submitted to tise railways. These resolutions,
however, were not accepted by the companices,
and as the tinie was short the privileges were
extended to the fi.ist February, and afterwards
to a later date. To relieve this condition of
affaire the present fori of guarantee has been
adopted.

TuE St. Clair Tunnel enterprise, ihich bas
lain dormant since thle abandonment of the
construction of the test tunnel, le to be re-
sumed and pushed through at the earliest
possible completion. The work will be car-
ried on by the Tunnel Company directly,
without tie intervention of contractora, and
will be under the control and supervision of
Mr. Joseph Hobson, engineer of the Southern
Division of the Grand Trunk Railway. The
method of excavation will be tihe sane as
that adopted in thle construction of such
works in Great Britain. An iron shield of
the size of the proposed bore is constructed at
the bottom of the shaft, with a cutting edge
facing tihe work. The shield le forced ahead
by hydraulic rains of tremendous power. The
material le passed backwards and taken out
of the shaft, and the walling up of tihe tunnel
is carried stctdily forward as tie cutting
shield advances, the finished walls furnishing
thle resistance from which the power of tie
rams is exerted. The adoption of this method
involves the construction of powerful and
costly special appliances, and these will at
once be put under construction in such differ-
ent establishments in Canada as are capable
of undertaking them, the work being thus
divided up in order to secure its completion
with the least possible delay. So soon as the
nachinery l ready work will be bogun with
the largest working force that can be profit-
ably employed. It le understood, also, that
for purpose of securing thle utmost possible
despatch the force will be arranged in three
shifts of eight hours each, and that work will
bh kept up night and day until tie tunnel je
completed.

ADves from"San Francisco received indi-
cote preparations making among the salmon
paclters on the Columbia River for next soa-
son's catch. It has been said al along tbat

the canners would refuse to entertain the
high rate established by the Union and out-
side fihsermen, and that the industry ivould
not be pushed if the fishermen held out ; but
it appears that a number of packers have
begun distributing twino for nets, a pretty
sure sign that the situation is to be accepted,
notwithstanding the strong expressions to
the contrary that have been heard since the
rate per fish was made known. This action is
attributed by some to mean that stops are to
be taken lookiug ta the crowding out of
many of the smaller concerne that will b un-
able to mîeet the extravagent views entertain-
ed by thle fishermein. Should a heavy run of
fiels be experienced the comning season, it le
doubtful if the Union rate would be main-
tained, as the packers would thon have an
opportunity todecline acceptance unless upon
a more reasonable basis of cost ta thom; but
on the other haud, should the fish prove
scarce, packers miglt be only too happy to
obtain stocks, as Columbia River fish is
always regarded as of superior quality, and
commands a premiiums in tise market againet
those of outside rivera. With this idea tie
industry would probably be pushed regardless
of cost, ln the hope that consumera would
consider quality above price.

DEAr lisas of late been busy in our midst
and we have to chronicle tie demise of some
prominent members of tise commercial world.
Mr. David Gillies, of the firm of Buntin,
Gillies & Co., wholesale paper dealers,- of
Hamilton, lad been in failing health for some
years, and his death was not unexpected. lie
was born in Renton, Dumbartonshire, Scot-
land, in tise ycar 1840, cane ta this country
in 1853 and became a partner in the firrn of
Buntin, Gillies & Co. on the death of his
uncle, Mr. James Buntin, founder of the firm.
Since that time he has been tie managing
partner, and was known as a most successful
business man.-Mr. S. B. Filsh, formerly a well
known merchant of this city, died a few days
ago in Winnipeg.-Ina tie deatli of Mr. V. H.
Kerr, Q. 0., Montreal loses a worthy and highs-
ly respected citizen and the bar of tise district
one of its brightest muembors, a man esteemed
alike for his professional ability and higli
personal character. Mr. Kerr was well knownl
in commercial circles, having been cousnsel for
the directors of the Consolidated Bank ut tho
time of lie failure of that institution.-Mr. 11.
A. Holden, resident msanager of the Britisi
America Assurance Co., in this city, je another
well-known man that we sall miss froi
among us, He was hardworking and unpre-
tentious and like a true Insurance man had
endeared himself to ail who knew hlm by'his
courtesy and gentlemnuly bearing

TuE creditors of tle Dominion Cattle Com-
pany do not fear any loss to themselves, and
seem to think it will fall exclusively on the
ebareholders. An actual count of the'stock
on the range was made during tise past son-
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son, which remri1ted in showing about 17,000
head, including 3,500 calves branded during
tire season. Advices fromr tire stiperintenent
as late is the ith instant, say there have been
no severe storims, that the weather in warn
and stock looking well. It is also iaiti that
tire aunont die the Eastern Townsipis ank
is arply secured by eciorsenents and col-
laterals, without reference to the $100,000
capital stock standing in the nrme of tire
bank n lin trust."' The dificulties of tire
coipany apperar to have been bronglt about
principally ly poor nanagerment, but still we
must remeniber that miany Amnerican ranche
comprIanies have io8t mrnoney the past few
years, owing to tiroir having purchased
properties ait extreme valnes, which have not
licou inairtaired. Tire fatilire of this
company li siimilir in ma) respects to that
of the Canadian Meat and Produtce Comnpany,
also a Sherbrooke concern, whiclh occrirred
sorne years iago, and was due to gross mis-
mnaLIlitgOlleit. And there eems to be littIe
doubt but that the shareholders will have to
pay the piper in this case also.

About
10,000,000 bushels per month is apparently
the linit of exportable surplus of wheat and
flour between this and the begirnning of our
next harvest; n quantity not large enoulgh to
excite tire fears of the bear elenent in the
marnkets.

Tir Publie Accounts of Ontario for 1887
show that tirere was arr expenditure oun con-
solidated revenue accouint during the year of
$2,505,000, on open accounts of $430,000, to.
Quebece on account of common school lands
$100,000, Urnd on Capital account $329,009,
which includes sorrre drainage debentures.
The gross outhy was, threefore, $3,454,000.
The revenue fron all sources was $3,847,000.
Of this sun woods- and forests yielded $000,-
000 and the )oninioin subsidy and grant
$1,196,000. Tie total expenditure in 1880
was $3,183,000. In the estirmites for 1888 the
total amount asced for is $2,088,000, of which
$2,574,000 is for current expenditure, $386,-
100 on capital account, and the rest for re-
fiunds. There i anu increase this year of
$40,000 in the estimarite for the maintenance
of public institutions. For immigration onily
$7,700 is aslied, as compared with an expenli-
turc on that service last ycar of$11,800. Last
year $24,500 was expended in enforcing the
Scott Act, and a like amnouînt is required tiis
year.

Tius fifty-fifti annual report of the British
Armerica Assurance Conpany shows that that
olI established institutiorn ias not escaped its
share jin the hcavy losses which have made
1887 such a black year for fire and marine irn-
suîranîce coirpanies.

This advaine' to be ex-
clusive of the extra of two and a ialf dents
par $100 previonsly decided uipon to recoup

the comapanies for the Quebec Pro-
vincial tax. The underwriters com
plain bitterly of the ineffliciency and numeri-
cal inrferiority of our police force. Vere the
patrolmen adequate in number there would
be somte probability of alarms being given
whien the fire was in its infancy and capable
of belng casily coped with by the brigade,
while at present they are 'never discovered
until they have obtained such headway as to
render tire building a total loss.

At the end of each year our investments are
ail revised and the market price arrived at,
and you will observe they have been depre.
ciated ta the extent of $15,829.59 ; and saine
of you gentlemen may think that we ouglit to
have valued the Company's building and in.

RAW Fans.-There la nothing to report but
normal trade locally, with a tendency to ease.
Declines have been expected and are taken
quietly. The resulte of the latest Lampson
and Hudson Bay sales in London, held
from the 30th January to grd February,
bave come to hand. The condition of trade
on the other aide ended very badly so far as
the English trade was concerned, ner was it
much more satisfactory with the German and
French buyers, a large number of wyhom wore
in attendance. Most of the sales show a de-
cline varying fromu 10 per cent. to 25 per cent.
100,000 beaver skins of Hudson Bay Co. -vere
sold at a decline of from 15 per cent. ta 20
per-cent. 1,500,000 muskrats were bought,
principally on German account, buyers paying
an advance on lastsales of 10 per cent. on the
better grades and 15 per cent. on the more
common stock. Of racoon skins, 10,000 woore
sold at au advance of 20 per cent. on last
year's rates. Last year's quotations ruled in
a sale of 150,000 skunks. White fox-5,000
sold at a decline of 25 per cent. Parcels of
lynx passed ta American and German buyers
at a 20 par cent. reduction. 23,000 narten
skins wore sold, mostly for English consump.
tion, ut a decline of 10 per cent. The popular
demand for mink saems ta bave no effect in
stiffening prices, as the 118,000 skins disposed'
Of went ut 10 per cent. lesa money than, the
very low price of last year. Several irregular
lots changed bands. . 14,000 N. W. Cape and
1,300 Cape Horn went ut a reduction of 15
par cent. for the smaller sizes, and somewbat
botter rates for the.larger sizes; for very good
Skins an advance on last year's figures was
effected. Altogether, the result of the sales
was not unsatisfactory, as the prices realized
were better than were expected.

SeDs.-The amount of business doing is
quite satisfactory for the miladle of February,
and thore is promise of a good season's trade.
Orders from the Northwest are employmug
merchants, but as yet there is little doing in
this sud neighboring provinces. Quotations
are virtually unchanged from those of the
firet of the month, Tlmotby (which may be
said ta be gaining In firmness), 31c; red
clover, 8iW9c; alsike, 9010c; rawden clover,
9(10c. The London seed market le reported
as devoid of any feature of cither interest or
importance.

Woot.-Local business .s satisfactory. All
classes of-wools are in moderato demand, and
the animation in Cape of Goud Hope mani-
fested abroad la reflected here. A large par-
cel of Cape changed bands yesterday ut 15c
and prices may be quoted at 14c ( i 5Jc.
Eeports of the latest sales lu London
give the bidding as active, the tendency firmer
and buyers operating freely.
