1§ SPECULATION A CRTME?

The sweeping nature of the clavses of
the bill iniroduced by the Hon. J. J. C.
Abbott for the suppression of *‘bucket-
shop” gambling has caused some appre-
hension among speculative brokers.” T'his
clags were the most sirenvous upholders of
the measure when it was first maonted,
since they expected it to put a stop to the
interference of the agencias with a class of
speculators whom they had hitherto con-
sidered their own especial customers; but
now that they find the bill prohibits all
bargaing for stocks, in which actual de-
livery i8 not made, and that it subjects
anyone aiding and abetting such a trans-
action {o a fine of $500 and lmprlsonment
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for » maximum -of five years, they fear
that it may prove a political boomerang,
and that in abolishing the bucket-shops it
may also put a period to their own exist-
ence,

Strictly speaking, there is no such thing
as & “bucket-gshop” in Canada at_all;
although these institutions abound in Bos-
ton and New York. In a “bucket-shop”
proper, the customer’s gain cannot exceed’
two points, (320), and he has no right to
“protect his deal” by putting up further
margins. In a *bucket-shop” confract it

-is stipulated that if the deal be clozed the

same day the'commission shall be §, but if.
held over,¥; and that the owner of the
concern is not bound to give actual de-
livery of the stocks or merchandise dealt
in. This is the true bucket-shop; an in-
stitution in whieh every chance is against
the speculator and in favor of the keeper;
where the speculator's profit is limited. to
$20, while his loss is measured only by his
credulity. "We have, fortunately, no such
places as this in Canada. Wherever a
customer can buy or sell with the guaran-
tee that his trades are not limited to a
certain point of profit; wherever he can
profect his venture 8o long as he desires to
put up fresh. margin; and wherever, if he
wants the article delivered, he can have
it on payment of the balance, o legitimate
speculative business—if anything of the
kind deserve the nnme—is being done, and
not, in the true sense of the word, a “ bucket
shop” transaction; although of lafe this
title has been applied indiscriminately to
evary place provided with™a blackhoard
and a ticker, notwithstanding the use of
these applinnces in the offices of such houses
a8 Tenry Clews & Co,; of New York, and
otlhers of equal standing. No doubt these
speculative agencies are injurions; but it
must be remembered they are no new
thing, ‘This clags of husiness was trans-
acted for years in this city by a certain
¢lass of brokers long before the large specu-
lative agencies opened branches, and when
no question of its legitimacy was ever
thought of. Speculators we have always
had, and a glance at the frequenters of
these agencies discloses faces that have
been Tamiliar on the street for many years.
These men' always Lave fpeculated and
always will speculats, in spite of the sever-
est legislation, but so far as this city is
concerned, we fail to see fthe claes of small
clerks, errand boys, ete., who are supposed
to risk and lose their money in stocks or
wheat, and we cannot call to mind any
case of defaleation in & minor employé
where the money has been lost in * bucket-
ghop” gambling. The class from whom
our defaulters are drawn almost invariably
patronize regular brokers and conduct
their gperations on a scale of comparative
mu«mmde, and, forlunately for us, the
small pﬂferers usually invest their money

in flash jewellery and tickets to the dime’

shiows intead of taking a “flier” in wheat
or pork. Posgibly we are not yet sufticient-
1y educated to render speculative agencies
a curse; but atthe present moment, cut-
gide of the damage théy do to legitimate
brokers by attracting their customers,
these institutions have done very little
harm here. The class who speculate in
them always have speculated and always
will speculate, and if every agency were
shut up to-morrow would simply go back
to their old brokers and continue at it
through them. Consequently fo put the
blame of the existence of this class upon
the shoulders of the-agencies is simply
unwarranted by the true facts of the case.

The real fact of tne matter is that Mr.
Abbott’s bill i directed at an evil which
has not yet struek root in this couniry—
the bucket-shop proper—consequently it
will be found very difticult of application to
the speculative agencies (whose methods
of business are practically as legitimate as
those of many brokers) without intexfering
uncomfortably with the business of the
“gtreet.” In these days when “wash”

sales and other transactions of this kind’

are made without comment by members
of the Stock Exchange, the present spasm
of virtuous indignation seems a little difii-
cult to understand, and gives the un-
comfortable impression that it is intended
to make one law for the small speculator
and another for the large. If speculation

be illegitimate, by all ‘means crush it if:

possible; but make the law so comprehen-

give as to grasp the large manipulators as

woll ag the small, Let the man. who pur-
chases 1,000 sharves of I[ontreal stock on

~margin stand on the same fooling as he
who buys 50 bushels of grain. - The specu--

lative spirit is the same in both instances;
it is only the amount at risk thdt varies.

The charge that the so-called “bucket-
shops” have amassed “fortunes at the ex-
pense of their patrons ig scarcely warranted
by the facis, for it is ‘well known that of
{he eight or nine concerns hitherto started
in Montreal, onily one among the surviv-
ors has succeeded in making any money,
and this was acquired mainly through the
coniributions of small dountry merchants,
throwing the last desperate die to save
themselves from total ywreck. None of our
readess will, we are confident, infer that
we wish to appear in the role of apologista
for the so-called “bucket-shops”; but an
impartial consideration of the facts is only
just to all the mteresls coucerned

BEES AND THEIR FRODUCTS,

At a time when the most conservalive
among the farming comMunily of the rich
agricultural districts of Onfario are be-
ginning to feel that therg are other things
¢ ag good as wheal,” it may not bé'amiss lo

say'a-word or two on ihe subject of bees
and their products. The quantity of honey
produced in Canads is not large compared
with the countries of middle and eastern
Europe or even with the United States,
According to the last census the lLoney
raised in Canada was as follows:—

The total of honey exported from Canada
during the the year ended June 30th, 1887,
was a little under 100,000 pounds, valued

‘atabout 10 cents per Ib. Of this 88,400

went to the United States, Quebec contri-
buting §0,900 pounds. When wo learn
that in favorable seasons 50 to 75 Ibs. of
honey are gathered on an average from g
single stock, that 100 1hs, are quite common
and that as high as 700 lbs, have heen
taken from one hive in asenson, we can
form some estimate of the attention given
16 thig product. It is estimated by a
writer in the Springfield (Ohio) Ttom and
Piresidé 'that the annual honey product. of
the North American continent is. abou
100 millions of pounds, of a value of 15
millions of dollars, and of wax 500,000 1bs.

“valued ‘at $100,000, In Russin and Ger-

many great encouragement is given lo
apiculture ; in the laiter country teachers,
paid’ by the Government, travel t.hrough

: the tural districts establishing clubs, offer-

ing prizes and teaching’the best methods
of cultivation; .and all schoolmasters,
before receiving iheir diplomas, have to
pass an examination on this subject, an
example which Canada miglit copy with
advanlage. The Province of Poltawa in
Russia boasts of 500,000 hives; in Ger-
many the total number of atocks is about
two millions.

There is no vanety of stock raised on
the farm that requires so little attention as
Bees, but oven that litile is generally
wanting among us.  Apiculture is as yet
chiefly confined lo a few hives in the
garden of the village storekeeper or pro-
fessional man who is usually from over the
gea, with recollections of the dehuous

“honey gathered from the blossoms of his
native heath, and possessed of a belief .
thal white clover furnishes quite as good

bee pasture as the sloped of Ben Nevis or
even the orange flowers of Florida or

Malta. Theé village of Beelon in Simeoe

county affords aliundant evidence of whal
may -be accomplishéd in this country.
The farmer who realizés $300 from the
wheat yield of 20 acres in a Season may he
surpriced to learn that be can make as
much from the honey of 25 or 30’ hives,
and with greater cerfainty and a tithe of

oo
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the Jabor—aus soon ag he understands the
husiness  California prodnees large quan-
tities of honey. One farm at San Diego
has yielded 150,000 1bs. of honey, valued
al $30,000, from 2,600 stocks, in a single
geason, and still greater returns are known.
Stocks are quite cheap in Canada—{rom
$2.50 upwards, and the merest handy man
with a pine board, a saw, and a few nails
may faghion a very good hive in a few
minutes. The whole system of hee-
culture may be learnt from one or two
treatises on the rubject. The article on
the Bee from the pen of Mr, Johu Hunter,
gecrolary of the Dritish Beekeeper's Asso-
ciation in the ninth edition of the Incy-
clopizdia Britannica (Chas. Seribners’ Sons,
New York), i1 very compreliensive, hut
those who cannol have ready access Lo
this work, can gather all necessary inform-
ation—and some cntertainment at the
same time—from “ Bees and Beekeoping”
by ¥. R. Cheshire, ¥.1.8,, London, Xog-
land, the second volume of which has just
been publighed.

As Mr. Clieshire's work contains some
hints not generally known to the nmateur
village apiculturist for whom we are writ-
ing, wo make o lew extracts. The first
chapler of Yolume 11, (practical) treals of
the point which would naturally oceur to
the mind of a beginner - nnmely, how not
to bo stung.  Amony the many contriv-
anced mentioned is ‘a mask of wire cloth
“with an opening for the pipa” for it
seoms that the bee manager must be a
smoker himsell or have a smoker about.
And it will be a consolation to users of the
weed to loarn that “terrifying tho bees
into sulunission ¥ with tobaceo smoke is
one of the great principles of bee-discipline.
Brown paper smoke ranks next to that

- from lohaceo, but where it ie necessary to

operate on “very savago stocks,” creasole
o the amount of afew drops should be
rapidly vaporized by being added to the
burning material in the usunl smoker;
when go employed no colony can stand it.”
This we ean readily believe, the only
doubt in our mind is whether the operator
himsolf could stand it.  Bees have a great
dislike to earbolic acid, and if it is brushied
over the alighting Loard, tha entrance and
the frames, when the hive has been
opened, it will effectually quiel the bees in
most cases. A powerful spray-producer
(atomizer) filled with a wesk solution of
carbolic neid is n useful defoncs againgt an
irritable colony. Methyl salycilate or oil
of wintorgreen rubbed into the, skin—
aboul half-n-dozen drops—is an excelient
prevontative agninst stings.  Arnica is not
always o cure.  The young bee-keeper is
given two piecos of comfort in conclusion
the first is that in swarming time the bees
are nearly always in a good {emper, {he
second, that every succe:sive sting alflects
him less and less, aud after Le has been

stung about thirty times he is no longer
susceptible fo the effects of the poison.
The best walls for hives are double with
the space between filled with charcoal
One of ihe modern accessories of the hive
is **excluder zinc” which consists of sheets
of zin¢ perforated with oblong holes large
enough to admit worker-bees to the combs
intended for table use, but too small to
allow the queen to pass through and spoil
the combs by laying eggsin them. An-
other is the wax foundation or arlificial
midri. The queen-trap is another of
which there are many kinds now made.
There are also the queen-nursery, and the
queen {travelling-box. The bees are able
by feeding to raise extra queens from the
eggs or young larva, if the mother is re-
moved from the stock. Bees travel over a
radius of one wile in foraging for honey ;
but if rich forage be near it saves time and
lahor.

No apiary is now complete without
that German invention, the honey-extract-
or, which on the continent of Burope and
in this country has to a large extent super-
seded the barbarous and wasteful practice
of smothering the insects with brimstone.
By this appliance the frumes of full honey-
comb are in a few seconds emplied of their
contenis without injury to the combs,
which are ready at once to he relurned to
the hive to be refilled, thus saving to the
bees the labor of comb-building and enabl-
ing them to take advantage of a favorable
season IHoney is saved too; it ia esti-
mated that bees consume 20 lbs. of honey
in producing 11b, of wax. The bees re-
double their exertions under this influ-
ence, and it is only thus that the high
records of 200 to 300 and 600 lbs, from
single stocks in one geason are made
possible.

The feeding of bees and their protection
from cold and disease are of great import-
ance. Thev require an abundant supply
of water. They may be deprived of all
their stock of honey at the end of the
seqson if syrup be supplied to them in its
place; and thus the bees are cheated by
adulteration as well as the beings of a
higher order who prey on the contents of
their warchouses.

Swarming and “driving” are treated at
length -in the works referred to, but our
space i3 too' limited for further gleaning.
Those who purpose making a specialty of
bee-culiure would do well to heed the
advice of Mr. Root in the Form and Hire-
side—to confine themselves (o one or two
colonies uniil they are certain of making
it pay. ~A few colonies in garden or farm
should be begun without delay, and when
the experiment has turned ont well, the
apiarian may extend his operalions io a
greater or luss degree as the circumstances
mupy warrant,

EXEMPTIONS TROM TAXATION,

The P'rovince of Quebec, more especially
Montreal, is sadly in need of a revision of.
its system of taxation. Not only is there
a large amount of ecclesiastical proporty
exemplied, but religious orders who are
engaged in manvfaciure, competing with
local secular enterprises, are given an un-
fair advantage by being exempted from
contributing to the civic revenue. A large
proportion of what is levied is not enforced
out of compassionate or other feeling—
perhaps out of consideration for circums
stances, under the contention that they are
less able to pay than those whoare exempt.
Were the owner of the property compelled
to pay the taxes, he could more readily
collect from the tenant with the mouthly
or quarterly instaliments of rent, and the
burthen would thus be less onerous. We
have some lessons tolearn from the neigh-
boring provinces in this and other respects.
There is a large proportion of our papula-
tion living in hotels and boarding-honses
who contribute little or ‘nothing to the
civic treasury, although enjoying all the
advantages which the expenditure of the
revenue confers upon the people. In otber
localities young men with annual incomes
or salaries of $500 and upwards are obliged
to pay their share of the taxes, and there
is no good reason why they should not do
so in Montreal. Again, the large number
of persons whose property consists chiefly
of investments in joint stock companies,
are wholly exempt from taxation, although
sharing in all the privileges possessed by
the person who has put bis money in real
estate. The city is lighted for his benefit,
he is protected by the police (in a kind of
a way), the streets are kept in order for
his comfort (also afier a_ fushion), echools
are provided for his children (1f he have
any), he consumes bis share of the city
water, he has his bath and other con-
veniences, he can enjoy, if he wishes, a
stroll or a drive though our parks and.
boulevards—in fine, he has every enjoy-
ment that city life confers, and his neigh-
bor who owns some real estale oris eu-
gaged in business on his own account is -
obliged to pay for it, while the other is as -
free to come and go as the wind, without
concerning himself as to who shall’pay the
taxes. or how the city revenue shall be
raised. Were each and all of these,
withont exception, to contribute their just
preportion to the public chest, the burthen
would be lighter all round and we should
hear fewer complaints of its depletion. .

RENEWALS. -

The guestion of the advisability of grant-
ing renewals to debtors unable to meet
-their notes due at any yiven period seens,
at first sight, to be purely a matter of
individual experience. A renewal which
would be the height of folly in one case
may be the wisest course possible in an-
other; but this is o matter of which only
the parties immediately interested can be
competent judges, since they alone are
able to estimate correctly the many out-
side considerations as to the character,
prospects and commercial ability of the
applicant, which, after all, are the real
factors that decide the question of accept-
ance or refusal. But still it may perhaps
be forgotten that there is another side to
the question of the propriety of renewing
-an obligation already due, besides that of
the private profit of the firm granting the
extension, and that ‘this 18 whether this
favor redounds also to the advantage of
the comnercial community as a whole, or
whether it is not indeed the means of
enabling a practically insolvent {rader to
maintain an unfair competition with those
of his competitors who meet_ their notes
promptly, ¢ven at the cost of some person-
alsacrifice. Trom this point of view the
question of the policy of granting renewals
becomes public property, since in this case
it aflects the public weal.

Renewals may fairly be divided into
two classes. Those bearing interest, and
those which are simply the de facto exten-
sion of the date of payment for a further
period without consideration of any kind.
In the first case, a renewal is in the long
run a very doubtful advantage to the
recipient, since it simply adds to the
amount of interest he is already carrying,
and too often proves to be the additional
burden that precipitates failure; but this
form' of renewal does not discriminate
against those of his competitors who have
met their bills promptly when due. In
fuct, it acts in their favor by adding to
the burden of the recalcitrant trader. But,
in the second case, the renewal becomes a
direct advantage granted to oné member
of a trade against another., It means
simply that the merchant obtaining this
repewal actually receives so much longer
time in which to pay for his goods than
his confrores, and consequently it becomes
8 discrimination in his favor to that ex-
tent. . In this case the renmewal can only
be looked tpon as a {rade evil, and should
therefore never be granted by those firms
who endeavor 1o carry ount the golden rule
of treating everyone of their customers
alike,

A renewal without interest, even if mel

“at matuﬁty, is certain to have a deleterious

effect upon the business character of the
customer receiving it. Once having ex-
perienced the advantage of a lengthened
lerm of payment it becomes almoat cortain
that he will again endesvor to proeure it
He argues,® Why pay in six montts if
you can get seven?’ aud consequently
troubles himself very litile about the due
dates of his bills. His neighbors soon dis-
cover the state of affairs and resolve to
put similar pressure on their wholesalers,
and thus, like a moral poison, that one
instance of mistaken leniency will perme-
ate an entire uveighborticod, and may
possibly permanently lengthen the term
of credit. Of the gradual steps by which
the renewal becomes the extension and
ultimately results in the compromise, it is
unnecessary to speak. They are all the
result of the moral contagion engendered
by the fact that.an obligation when due
can be evaded, providing a sufliciently
plausible tale can be foisted upon the
indulgent credilor.

It is in this sense that the remewal
becomes & irade evil. Simply because it
gra.lually saps the foundation of that com-
mercial rectitude which calls for the meet-
ing of au obligation when due. If the re-
newal be given with interest, the debtor
pays honestly for the increased indulgence
given to him, and in this case it is a
perfectly legitimate trade transaclion, and
one which not only does not injure the
chances of his competitors, but, on the
contrary, confers upon them an advantage
commensurate with the amount of its cost
to him. With this form of renewal no
condemnation is possible. But in the case
of remewals without interest, the trans-
action is distinctly illegitimate: since it
conveys an additional advaniage to one
man without consideration, and thus
places him in a preferential position to-
wards the others. In this case the honest
trader actually loses inferest by the
promptitude of his payments, and a direct
premium in the shape of extra credit is
conferred upon the dilatory and careless
storekeeper. :

RECIPROCITY.

' There is too much of make-believe in
the assurnuces of the Government con-
cerning reciprocal {rade relations with our
gouthern neighbors fo carry conviction to
the minds of the people. The Americans,
right or wrong, are fully convinced that
they have us on the hip, thanks to the
tactics of the opposition press for the last
year or two, and it is to be feared that all
the statesmanship at Ottawa will avail us
but little in coping with the hard common
sense of Uncle Sam, who thinks he has
only to wait long enough to find us begging
to be let in for better or worse, as commer-
cial unionists or once and for all, on any

terms he may be disposed to grant. Our
helmamen will of course cling to the craft
18 long as she has two sticks left together,
and will doubiless keep on assuring us
that everything is going on well in Wash-
ington—that the influence of a fow able
and unprejudiced American statesmen,
friends of ‘the Court of St. James, cannot
fail to overcome the popular feeling en-
gendered by the fishery troubles and the
distorted view of foreign aflairs kept alive
by the daily press despatches from over
the sea. The feeling that Canada is &
harbor of refuge for all classes of defaulters
from the United States is also not without
its effect upon the minds of the people,
and there is no couniry in the world where
the modern sovereignty is so firmly
established and so influential.

CANADIAN ASBESTOS.

The steadily growing demand for com-
mercial asbestos, that istosay arefractory
and non-conductive fibre capabls of being
spun, woven or felted into yarns or fabrics
which will resist the action of heat and
acids, has resulied in increased activity
througbout the serpeniine belt which
traverses the Townships of IBroughton,
Thetford and Coleraine in this province.
Although Canadinn asbestos is scientifical-
ly not asbestos at all, it fulfils most of the
purposes fo which genunine asbestos is
applied, and indeed for general purposes is
ong of the most useful mineral fibres in
the market. As a consequence it com-
mands high prices and finds a ready and
remunerative market in the United States
for every lon that can be produced.

The mineral sold in this country vnder
the commercial title of ashestos is really a
fibrous serpentine of 1he variety known ag
chrysotile, a hydroua silicate of magnesium,
containing 433 parts silica, 433 patls mag-
nesia and 13 par{s water. . It will be seen
that this differs very materially from {rus
aghestos, which i3 a variety of hornblende
and containg no water of composition.
The component paris of a true agbestos
vary a good deal, but may be placed at
forty-nine parts of silica, seven of alumina,
fourteen of magnesia, fen of lime, nineleen
of protoxide of iron and one of protoxide of
manganese. It can be seen that the
composition of the twominerals ig entirely
distinct ; bui nevertheless the Canadian
chrysotile forms an excellent substituie
for the genuine asbestos and for some pur-
poses is really its superior. For steam
packing for pistons, valves or stufling-
boxes, and for flange joints, where super-
heated steam is used or very high

‘temperatures are employed, it is especially

suitable, as owing to the proportions of iis
constituent parlg it is to a large extent
self-lubricating.  For fire proof roofing,
paints, cement, putty or enamel, for safe
linings, insulators, sleampipe covers and

el . A F e T B ..
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hoiler quillings, it is fully the egual of the:
hornblendic or pyroxenic ashestos ; but for’

textile purposes the lalter is superior,
owing 1o the absence of water of composi-
tion, an advantage largely connterbalanced
by ihe superior cheapnesy and availability
of chrysotile. _

The localities in Canada where this
mineral can be commercially worked are
in this provinee, on the serpentine vein
varying in width from two and a half to
a half mile which crosses the Townships
of Coleraine, Thetford, Broughton and
Shipton, from tho north-esst to the south-
west and extends uninterruptedly from
the United States boundary to the
Chaudiere River, At the poinls we have
mentioned this great band of serpentine
is cul by numerons irregular veins of
chrysotile which, awing to the nature of the
formation of the country, can be obtained
in large yuantilies by quarrying or open
euts with comparatively little labor and at
light expenge. No expensive galleries are
required, and the amount of engincering
skill necessary is comparatively simple.
The principal expense i in the “ cobbing ”
or separating (e valuable from the worth-
less portion of the serpentine,which has to
he done by hand, and it has heen
estimated that the average coat of mining
and dressing a ton of marketable chrysotile
is abont $26 a {on.

According lo returns furnished by the
Quebee Centraf Railway, the shipments for
1887 from tho district traversed by their
line amount to 2410 tons in round figures,

There aro tiwo inherent evils in ashestos
mining in Canada which prevent this in-
dustry being «s profitable {o the miner as
it would at first sight appear. The ex-
orbitant price charged for nining locations
by their propriotors, or by the promolers
of the companies destined to work {hom,
causes an simount of outlay of cupital thai
soriously cripples the resources of the
comipany and randera Lhe dividend pay-
able often infinitesimal, even if the mine
turng oul n paying one; and.secondly, a
doubt always exisis s lo whelhor (in view

of the uncertain nalure of the veins of
chrysotile) underground mining will pay
expenses after the surface deposits are ex-
bavsted and quarrying is no longer possi-
ble. With these two drawbacks in view
there is always an element of uncertainty
present in ashestos mining, and as a con-
sequence it ig difficult to divert Canadian
capital in this direction.

MENS HATS.

TFaghions in men’s headgear are not
usnally so subject to radical changes as in
the case of millinery, ‘I'his arises from no
lack of inventive qualities upon the partof
hat designers, but is due partly to the
limited scope available for alteration, and
partly to the innale conservatism of the
male sex which leads them lo receive any
change from existing styles with reluct-
ance. In the case of the siyles now
running anv change would have been un-
advigable. The high crowned hat is far
more universilly becoming thar the low
crown; and this fact is so universally re-
cognized that, as was expected, the new
styles show only minor variations in the
brim, and the height remains practically
unaltered.

At first sight the new hats give the im-
pression of groater height; but this is in-
correct. ‘The crowns are really a little
lower—running from' 53} lo § inches—but
the much narrower brim gives the ap-
pearance of additionul height. New brims
do not exceed 1 in width, and being
curled close to the sides and well arched
fore and aft, appear to be narrower than
they really are. The most striking feature
of the new hats shown is the immense
varieties of shades now oflered. Whera
only two or three shades were oflfered a
year ago now we have a dozen inter-
mediate tinis. Gray in dove, mouse and
stone -shades ; brown in nut, neutria,
russetl, senna, tan, and iobacco ; drabs in
four or five shades, are all in the market,
and the wearer can now mateh his suit,
no matier how unusual the combination,
with absolute accuracy, and is no longer
obliged {o wear a deep brown hat with a
light checked suit.

In new styles round crowns alone rule
for the youung trade. Young men are now
aware ‘that there is no headgear so un-
becoming to a young face as a square
crowned felt, and consequently square
crowns are kept solely for the middle-aged
trade. A leading hatter in this city gives
it a8 his opinion that no man under forty
years of ago should weara square crowned
felt, and that those desiring this shape of
hat would do better by investing in a silk
hat at once. Silk hats, of course, follow
the lead of felts, Thecrowns are gtraighter
and have slightly less “ beil” to them, and
the brimsg are narrower and curled more

losely to the sides, butfashion in silk hats

affects wearers in Canada more slightly
thanin any other line: not that fewer silk
hais are worn, for their wear in this city
increases every day, and now no gentleman
considers himeell well dressed unless he
wears a silk hat; but because mest wearers
select the style most becoming to theirown
face, and have their hats made to this
shape without regard to the dictates of
fashion. The steady growth of the wear
of silk hats, especially among younger
men, i8 an encouraging feafure, hecause,
owing to the amount of labor reqguired in
their production, no other article in head
gear gives so much employment to skilled
hatters. N

The usual variety -of -goft- felts for sum-
mer or geaside wear are offered, bui for
city wear the soft felt is very seldom seen,
The feather-weight and zephyr stifl felis
have supplanted them entirely and are
rapidly pushing straw hats out of the
market. Even now, the Tnglish boater

“straw is the only one carried by leading

houges. Ixpensivestraws are very ravely
sold, and the placing of postmen and
policemen in Lelmets has sapped the
populari.,  that most comfortable and
healthful of v Jgear. The usual variety
of what may be termed “fancy ” hafs are
offered for travelling, boating and lawn
tennis ‘wear, The * Deerstalker” in light
tweeds leads the van and is much worn,

and a corduroy cap has been introduced

which has taken well with a common class
of trade, Tam O'8hanters and that class
of round bonnet, are now out of style and
are worn only by those who have them on
hand from last. summer.

No article on .hats would be complete
without reference to the pullover felt, a
branch of hatting .which has reached its
highest development in thie city. This
bat is the lightest, handsomest and most
serviceable felt in the market, and the
cheapness with which it can be turned.out
by our hatters is a constant.source of sur-
prise to our American cousing. A pull-

.over that retails here at $3.50 will sell

wholesale in Boston at $42 per dozen, and
refails universally in the United States at
$5, o dillerence of $1.50 in favor- of the
Canadian buyer. These hats are made in
precisely the same manner as the silk hat;
the great'point of superiority in them over
the ordinary hat being that the “proofing”
of the body does not touch the felt, as the
body is varnished before the felt cover is
put on. A prepared calico body, stiffened
with shellac, is first shaped as in the case
of the silk hat, and over this the felt hood
is pulled from whence it derives its name,
In the ordinary machine made hat this
body does not exist. The felt itself s
loaded with the stiffening, and then pressad
into shape by hydraulic power; but al-
though this process is more simple itis

css gorviceable, as the sun and rain soon

'
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couse the stiffening to show in the felt,
making those gray andbald patches which
betoken a cheap and shabby hat. For the
better trade the pullover rules exclusively
and nowhere on this continent can it be
procured clieaper or better than in Mont-
real. .

THE NATIONAL ASSURANCE COMPANY
OF 1RELAND.

The report read at the annual general
assembly of the National Assurance Company
of Ireland (which will be found in another
portion of these columns), discloses a fnirly
prosperous business for the year just closed.
After paying dividends at the rate of cleven
per cent. upon the paid up capital stock, and
writing off bad debts and wear and tear, a
balauce of $101,445 is left at the credit of
profit and loss, & sum practically equivalent
to that on hand at the close of the preceding
twelve months, “The most salisfactory
feature of the report is the evidence it pie-
sents of the gradual extension of the
company's fire business, which shows an ex-
pansion of $118,000 in volume over that of
1886, and which, thanks to ihe cnergy of
their Canadian agouts, Messrs, Owen Murphy,
M. P. P, and Louis H, Boult, scems to be
sleadily increasing in volumo in this country.
The life branch reports discloge a fair amount
of progress, although the amounts on hand at
the close of the year are hardly so Jarge as
those at the commencement ; but it is trusted
that the introduction of the new system
adopted by the Board in September last will

- have a stimulating effect upon the procuring

of new business, The working of the trust
funds taken over by the company is very
satisfactory and the ‘whole report bears

ovidence of being a candid, straighiforward

¢xposition of ‘{he company's position, by the
porusal  of awhich  the sharcholders
and  the general  public are en-
abled to estimate accurately the working of
every seperate branch of a large and varied
businggs and to co rpare it in its minutest
detail with the reports of preceding years. Tt
is a clear and succinct statement of the
company’s affairs and will tend to increase
the confidence of policy-holders in its solidity,

Tue* principal fur auctions for the year are
{hose which lave just been concluded in
London, for, although sales are held in both
January and July, the March salcs always
bring out » more complete assorlment of skins
and amore general buying. Owing to the
very severe weather experionced in the fur
districts the stocks nre light, as the extreme
cold kept tho animals as well a8 the trappers
under cover. Some skins sold higher than
the January sale, bub others sold lower, 0
that there wag not two pef cent, difference in

the uverage prices for the two sales, It was

expected that prices would appreciute from
five to ten per cent. al) round, and the appar-

ent reason of the failure to fulfil these antici-
pations i the iact that Europe is not in con-
dition to.take furs except at a low price.
Minks were about 5 per cent. higher than last
January ; not that the furs ivere any better,
but the price at the Inst sale had been too low
to allow any profit. Even at the 5 per cent.
advance they are ten per cent. lower than last
March. Skunks sold about fon per cent,
above January’s quotations, but this is a drop
of from 12 to 15 per cent. below the price of
thoso of Iast March, The same conditions
are noticenble in otter, which last year sold too
low and this year brought an advanced price
of 16 per cent. The following furs are not
sold in the January or July sales, and the
difference below is b'\sed on the prices brought
last March :—

In his examination before the commitiee
on banking, Mr. Latrance, the cashier of T
Banque Nationale, stated that when he juined
that institution in 1882 he found a resorve
fund of $160,000, whicl, at his suggestion,
wag approprinted 1o meet the losses of the
bank, and the bad debts were reduced by
$187,000 in that year. In the following
gpring u farther reduction of $169,000 was
made in the bad debts. In 1884 u reduction
of $109,000 was made, and a dividend of two
per cent. was declared. In 1885 some $139,-
000 bad debts were wiped out, and in 1886
$110,000 more snd a dividend of two per
cent. declared. In 188Y there was a further
veduclion of $58,000 bad debis and two divi-
dends were declared. Some property, consist-
ing of timber limits and other renl estate, had
been in the hands of the bank for years, and
all attempis to sell at a reasonable figure were
unavailing, but there was a good prospect of
goon realizing al fuir figures, During the few
months past it had been decided to write off
$267,000 more on account of bud debts wnd
depreciation in value, in Quehoe; $126,000 in
Montreal ; $231,000 in Ottawa, and in Sher-
brooke $30,000, making in all $646,000 un-
productive " assets.  With careful manage-
ment he thought the future of the bank
encouraging:

In the Selkick range
of the Rocky Mountaing any amount of hem-
fock bark should he cheaply procurable in
close proximily to the rond, and any number
of water powers could rendily and cheaply be
rendered available for bark grinding mills,
I i stated the practice is now to ship the
portions of the bark valuable for tanning pur-
poses in a pulverized state, pressed into bales,
There nre now available annually of, say Cal-
gy, ab least 10,000 cow hides and 3,000
sheep skins.
