The figures of the disbursements indicate a
commendable economy in management, and that the business is well
kept in hand, la shown by the Emall amount of cash in the bands of
agents. The position to which the Huron and Middlesex has attained
during the ton years of its existence le doubtless due in no small
degree to the character of the practical business men at the head of
its affaira.

NEWFOUNDLAND has enacted that no person shall kill or pursue deer
or caribou from 15th February till 15th September, and no person is
allowed to kill over five animals in a season. Persons not residents
muet pay a license of $50, and no autlers or bides can be exported
wlithout being cleared at the Custom Bouse, and caribou meat cannot
bc exported at all. Setting of traps and suares are prohibited, and no
hunting with doge is permitted. Ail meat forfeited le to be used
for the poor, and infringements of the law are punisheid with fine or
imprisonmient.

TuE i{alifax Oity Council now proposes that posterity sball pay
its share of the subsidies for the Halifax Graving Dock, and lustead
of assessing the annual subsidy of $10,000 for 20 yenrs, It le proposed
to assess only onc-fourth of the amount each year, and borrow the
balance, or $7,500 annually, on bonds. Corporations are generally too
fond of handing down to posterity large amaounts of debt, and we
think it wiser to pay as you go, otherwise posterity will be apt to
cherish other tban heindly feelings to their ancestors.

Ma. R. H. BAia of Deseronto bas all bis storehouses filled with
barley. Thore je still quite a quantity of barley held by farmers Who
hope for a risci of which, however, thore appars to be no immediate
prospect. Prices fell in the United States during the past week.
There appears to be a general opinion that Canadian barley will never
aegain bring a price such as obtained a few years ago.

THE CANADIAN MINT QUESTION.

Our correspondent, "iBanker," whose second letter appears in
this day's issue, bas evidently not been converted to our views\
on the question of a Canadian Mint, or to epeak more properly,
on the question of a Canadian gold coinage, as whether the coins
are struck in England or in Canada is aimply a question of
expense.

In order to understand the subject clearly, it is necessary to
repent what we said in introducing thse subject, nanely, that the
object of the Government li passing the Legal Tender Act was
to establish the Canadian standard of value, and not necessarily
tosupply either Americanor English exchange. Having no neans
of coining its own gold the framers of the Act unade both United
States and British gold a legal tender at their respective values,
giving the banks (then the only parties required tokeepreserves
in coin) the option of paying the one or the other. So long as
tlere was no Government issue of paper money no complaint
was made by the banks on accont of the double gold standard,
wliicl was really to their advantage. Now, however, that there
le a large Government issue of legal tend.er notes and gold is no

.longer paid ont by the banks either to the public or te each
other, there is a constant demand upon the Treasury for gold,
particuilarly when exciange on New York advances over par, or
when sterling advances to the:shipping point. So far,« Banker"
will agree witl us; but here we join issue. "Banker" laims,
not as a riglht, but as a " panacea," tiat United States gold shotuld
be moade the sole standard, in whiclh case lie states very correctly
that New York exchange would " never advance above 1 and
seldom above ," while by a process of reasoning not clear to us

lie infers that this would leave the price of exchange to be
governed by supply and demand. If to oblige the Governinent
to supply United States gold at par, is not obliging it to supply
Niew York excliange at one-eight premium, we do not know
what an obligation means. It appears to us to be nothing more
nor, less than a proposal to make Canada a mere financial
appendage to New York City, and the Canadian Government the
instrument of this financial union.

We now come to the points specially referred to by " Banker"
in hie letter of to-day. Hie objections to a Canadian Mint are,
lie says, simply its "expense" and "utter uselessness." The
expense, as we have before remarked, is partly borne by the
difference of the cost of the bullion and the legal value of the
coin. "IBanker" muet be aware that a considerable toll is
charged for coining United States gold, and when to this ie added
the cost of importing the coin and replenishing the Treasury,
which je constantly drained whenever there ie the slightest
ripple in the exchange market, our statement that the adoption
of United States gold alone as the sole standard of value would
prove enormously expensive would, we believe, be fully verified.

"Banker" admits that British gold je practically treated as
bullion, and while this is not always the case, it je so to a great
extent, and, je therefore, in the absence of aCanadian coinage, the
best snited to be our legal tender, it being in the intereets of the
ceuntryte prevent the exportation of its gold coin so long as
this can be done without lowering the standard of value.

Referring to the millions of United States currency in cir-
culation, "Banker " aska ie it creditable to Canada that United
States bank notes should be preferred throughout the Dominion
to Canadian bank notes? Surely "Banker" eau hardly be
serious in asking this question. ie muet be aware that it je
a universally accepted principle that an inferior currency will
always drive out a superior. American bank notes are not as a
rule taken in large quantities by the bauks in Canada, and are
in consequence kept in circulation, as was the case with the
American silver currency twenty years ago. As to the case
being different with a Government issue, does " Banker " ignore
the fact that there je a large issue of small Dominion Govern-
ment notes, which are constantly being sent in for redemption,
and are not in higher esteem thaa Canadian bank notes. At the
same time United States silver certificates of one dollar and up-
wards, and which are payable in silver coin and intrinsically
worth about seventy-five cents on the dollar, circulate freely in
Canada-not because they are better than our own currency-
but because they are not current at the banks.

We confess our inability to understand " Banker's " meaning
when lie says that it cannot matter to the treasurer what coins
lie pays out. If it cannot matter to the troasurer what coin lie
pays out, how can it matter to the banks or the public what coin
they receive? So long as the influx of gold coin into the country
was sufficient to fill the treasury, this would no doubt be the
case; but when the government has to import its gold either,
directly or through the banks, the case is different.

"Banker" says in hie concluding paragraph "New York is
nur exchange market." If he said that New York governs
largely our exclange market, lie would be quite correct; but our
"exchange market" is surely where the great bulk of Canadian
exchange je bought and sold, namely, in the financial centres of
the Dominion.

In suggesting the establishing of a Canadian gold coinage, it
does not necessarily follow that British and American coins
should net remain a legal tender, and continue to be used to the
extent that they flow into the country in the ordinary course of
trade; but whenever the government requires to replenish the

treasury froin outside sources, it would, we believe, be in the
public interest either to cause a Canadian gold coinage to be
struck at the Royal mint or to establish a mint of our own.

THE LESSO OF THE COPPER SYNDICATK.
The tragi-dramatie ending of the late copper syndicate in

Paris can hardly fail to emplasize the lesson taught thereby,
and the leading journals on both aides of the Atlantic are not
neglecting the opportunity to do a little preaching on the sub-
ject while the incidents are yet fresli in the minds of the public.
The origin of that wild scheme wvas doubtless derived from the
examples of great wealth accumulated by hold speculators
on this aide of the Atlantic. It ca hardly have been called a
business operation, or founded upon true business principles,
apart from any question of morality, although business muet be
defined, high or low, as proceeding upon a reasonable endeavor
to make money for one's self-to the disadvantage of some
others, occasionally, perbaps, but without robbing anybody and
" without violation of principles which muet be observed if the
whole systein of trade is not to be invaded and thrown into con-
fusion." From the man who is engaged in plauting, let us say
cotton or wheat, to the seller, the manufacturer and the dis-
tributor of the sanme in large and small quantities, down to the
man who makes two blades of grass grow where only one grew
before, all are engaged in performing some service to iheir fellow-
men, at the same time that they are bettering themselves; but
when it comes, as in the case of speculating upon margin, or
establishing such a syndicate as that which euded recontly with
the suicide of the chief promotor in Paris, it je simplv a question
of robbing one set of people to enrich another, and it will barely
escape being claracterized as what lias hitierto been rudely
called a "lswindle. There is no doubt, that the copper scheme
proved profitable to somae of the members of the ring, those who
were behind the scenes, and sold out before the illusion was
about to dissolve.

The principal causes of the collapse arose from the excessive
cupidity of the promotéra. Had they been content to raise the
price, say 50 per cent. instead of more than double, they might
have succeeded in carrying out their ideal, and would probably
have been rewarded with very great profits, and in all likeli-
hood, very safe ones. It may have beeu desirable- on the part
of some actual dealers in the metal to cure the causses called
glut, but it je a dubious proceeding to cure one kind of excess
by another, or to believe that the value of excessively iow prices
can be cured by the introduction of excessively higli elles,
instead of being infinenced by any notion of regulating tie
trade in the metal they attenpted to nonopolize. Their sole ob-
ject vas to make gigantie profits by the exaction of false prices,
the bigher and the more false the better. Althougi the sclherne
originated in France, it had its supporters in Great Britain and
on this side of the Atlantic aise. It would sein to be, as already
stated at the beginning of this article, that some eveu of the best
men of business-men already rich enough to be above ail such
temptations, one would think-have looked so long at the
gigantic fortunes accumulated by ring-masters in the United
States, that they became fascinated by the spectacle, and vould
fain partake of its glories. The older men look at these accu-
mulations askance, but it may fairly be supposed, that the
younger men have begun to ask thenselves why they too
shoulad not be as amazing as any Vanderbilt and as glorious as
Jay Gould, and in this inward questioning, doubtless, arose the
recent ventures of a step or two towards the fulilllns2t of the
dream. If so, it may well be that the crash of the copper
scheime will serve to warn themu against similar attempts for
the future to their own good and the good of the whole coin-
munity.

The London Specitor calls this condition "the drunkennees
of speculation." There muet bel, it says, something of intoxica-
tion in exceeding large gains made with unusual rapidity; and
it accounts in this way for the stupidity which men of undoubted
ability sometimes exhibit, when theirspeculations grow unwieldy.
The condition in which the copper market rested during tie lset
year or two could hardly fail to have attracted the attention of
speculators, always on the watch for some commodity of come
merce which lias sunk below abnormal prices as offering bettef'
facilities for speculation, because of the greater possibilities of a
ries. Company after company of copper manufacturera have
during this time been reporting losses rather than gains, and it
was natural to believe that that kind of thing could not last,
although a glance furtber afield would have shown them that
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more copper was being produced by the large mines, worked
more cheaply and economically because of labor-saving
nachinery and by-products than li former years, and that the
article, therefore, was greater than the world liad any demand
for, especially in view of the lessened demand for copper
for various uses in which it was formerly employed, notably for
the sheathuing of wooden ships, which are being gradually
replaced by those of iron and steel. The proper cure would have
been te close up the stmal mines and drop the price of copper
yielded by the groat mines until a demand liad arisen sullicient
to eat up their supplies and by that means to raise prices again.
Instatd of tis a group of unusually able and experienced
Parisians witl a command of resources large aven for this ara of
corners and combines, had conceived the idea that if they could
buy up the existing stocks of copper, and contract for a year or
two for the products of the groat mines, they might by develop-
ing the price of the metal secure an enormous profit, -thirty
millions, perhaps, on an investnent of thirty millions of dollars !
As soon as they began buying, however, the prices which haid
remaiied low for so long a Lime bagan to rise. When the
scheme was complote the syndicate found :that they liad made
their covoted millions on paper, the price having been put up
to more thian double its previous figure. They felt, as the
Specator says, at once triumphant and perplexed. They had
made thoir pile, but there was still a little flaw in their calcula-
tions. If the world wanted ail their copper at thtat price, they
were ricli beyond the dreams of avarice; but thon ditd the world
want it? T was the old puzzle of tlIe eggs, by which the farmer
calcultted Viat if he could get 25c. profit on 50 oggs, he could get
$5 on a thousand aggs, and if lie conild rear millions of chickens
and prod uce millions of eggd he coild pay the national debt wi th
hi ssurplus roceipts ; but lie forgot thaï a new world mtst ha
created te cat ail the eggs. The whole affiair proved as uuprouit-
able as the new pig puzzle. ¯Very few people coMparatively were
ready tO buy copperat Lthe neuw pries, and of those few a mnajority
were supplied in other ways. The sinaller mines whiclh were
expocting liquidation, aIl postponeid that process, collected funds
by sending to mnarkot the stocks they haid been holding back,
and straitod overy nerve te increase their output, in a word to
inae hay while the sun sione. Three years of $225 a ton would
give theu dividends and great reserve funds besides. As for
working thoir men to death, miners and captains who expected
dismissal were only too delighted.

Thuere was another source of supply, also, which it le said the
best man in the syndicato iad totally fdrgotten. According to
ail past experience, this point always lias been forgotten, and
la forgotten now as shown by the wild talk about rubies in
England. Whienever the next mnonopoly l started it will be
forgotton again ; the point is, that the world's stock ofany article
whatever, which ls indestructible, or ncarly so, and lias been
produced for hundreds of years, must always be enormous in
proportioi to the deinand of auy one year. Copper, it is true,
is not ait indestructible article. A good deal of it goes to the
bottoin of the sea every year, a great deal is worn away by
attrition and use, and the surface of the mietil decays up to a
certain extent with exasperating rapidi ty. Nevertheless copper
cainot exactly b classed among the perishable articles of
commerce. The rusting process stops at a point. Tools of
copper exist whicli are as old as Tubal Cain. The stock of olI
copper li the world muet always be. enormous, and untier the
toemptation of the recont great prices, a good deal of it came
forward. Every sleopy ship-yard in Europe and America turned
out its old sheathing, so that the enormous profit made on paper
by the syndicale was therefore not realizable, but was in falct a
more drean like the dream about the eggs. They had two
alteriiitivos bofore tim, a stupid one and a wise one. The wise
one wats to accept a smalil yet substinitial profit, say ßve millions
oi the ditlveittire of thirty millions, and sel! thoir copper at a small
adivanice oi the old price ;-tho stupid one wis te venture more
money, absorb more copper, nalke longer contracte and iold on tIl
the world wis comitpelled te take copper at their price, which was
fixod, it is said, it icir muindis at a minimuni of $835 per ton.
They choose the latter, with the results which ought te have
been foreseen by their own clorks-that the stock of unsaleable
copper grow larger month after month, that the Joss of interest
tok\ on their expectedi profits like a wasting disease, and that
with that huge avalanche of coppel, 200,000 tons, a whole year's
supply, certain to descend into the market sotue day. If only to
avoid interest, nobody who could ltelp it would buy cone pound to
keep la stock. Our contemporary ventures to predict, that

although it le said copper costs $200 a ton to send to market, if.
anybody wants copper on the bulk scae, if lie can wait a year or
two for it, lie will get it if lie seizes his moment at $150 a ton.

LIFE I'iSURANCE-ITS GENERAL PRINCIPLES AND
SEVERAL SYSTEMS POPULARLY EXPLAINED.

(No. 3.)
The natural premium plan le almost synonymous with renew-

able term insurance. IL differe essentially from the assessment
plan in the recognition of the impregnable, though oft assailed
fact that the rate muet increase correspondingly with the ad-
vance in age, and so far the system le admittedly sound in
principle, but how far it may h expediient or practicable le a
question requiring very careful consideration. ILs advocates
claim for it that it affords cheap insurance during the productive
period of life and that after 60 years of age the necessity for life
insurance ceases in the majority of cases. But je it not true
rather, that not only the desire but likewise the necessity for in-
surance greatly increases after three score ormore years have been
reached and diminishing vitality gives uninistakable warning
that death cannot b far distant. The rates up to 60 are moder-
ate enough, but between 61 and 70 they more than double ; they
double again between 70 and 78, and yet again and again tefore
the remaining survivors die out, thus in old age the burden be-
comes quite insupportable and the unfortunates -who have
adopted tbis system in early life for the sake of its cheapness
find ont at length that they have paid dear for their whistle and
are reluctantly compelled wlien the last enemyis already on the
tbreshold to abandon any further attempt at making a pro-
vision for the loved ones to be left behind.

An adjunct partaking to soine extent of the Tontine element
bas been ingrafted by Mr. Sheppard Romans, a well known
actuary of New York, upon this plan with a view to mitigating
the increase of premiums in after years and the system as now
adopted by a few companies l named after him the " Homans
plan." Its leading feature is the addition of one-third extra to
the natural premiums, deduiced in the manner explained in pre-
ceding article, for the purpose of forming a " Guaranty fund " as
a further protection to policyholdera and to provide against any
possible abnormality in the death rate. The joint rate thus oh-
tained le termed the mortuary premium, seventy-five par cent.
of which constitutes the fund ont of which death claims are pay-
able and twenty-five par cent. the special mortuary reserve or
Guaranty fuad. If the full seventy-five par cent. should not be
consumed in covering the death claims in any year the uncon-
sumed proportion la credited to oaci member on payment of his
renewal premiumi; on the other hand should a larger proportion
be required to cover death claims the interest upon the Guaran-
ty fund 4may be used to supplement it, and if this should still
prove ineuficient the Guaranty fund itself may be drawn upon
for this purpose. The balance of the Guaranty fund is then in-
vested with some trust compauy for a further protection to
policyholders as aforesaid, and the portion thereof contributedl
by any one policyholder cannot bu used by him for any purpose
whatever until ho has been insured tan consecutive years, after
which ha may tise it in payment or reduction of future premiums'
or in the purchase of paid-up insurance, or ha may draw it lu
cash. If his policy ho discontinued for any reason before the
expiration of the tan years, hie portion is conflscated te the
general fund and in this respect every policyholders' contribu-
tion to said Guaranty fund constitutes a Tontine elament for a
period of tan years. After the first ten ý ears the unconsuied
proportion of each mortuary preminium le returned on payment
of the renawal premium for the succeeding year. IL will h ap-
parent that while the preiniums for a few years after the first
ton may be appreciably reduced, yet in the firat place a material
increase upon the actual cost bas to be made during the first
tan years, and the effect of the reduction (below tabular cost)
will be entirely lost at advanced ages; in fact an increase on
tabular cost for advauced ages is much more probable as bere-
after shown. No cognizance bas heretofore bea taken of any
allowance for working expenses, but it may be here remarked
that in addition to the mortuary rates an initiatiq fee antd
medical examiner's fe are payable for ßrBt year, and an annual
fea thereafter of $3 for each $1,000 of insurance to cover these.

The inevitable increase under ordinary circumstances with ad-
vancing aga le net the only defect inherent to tis systent. IL
lias been the uniforn experience of ail companies which have
gone in extensively for anything of the nature of " Termi" or
" enewable Term" insurance, that .tha rate of mortality under
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this class is much heavier than under the ordinary life and su- î
dowment plans, and the reason is not far to seek, for in the first'
place, persons consolons of any latent physical -weakness, quite
imperceptible perlaps to the medical examiner, select the plans
yielding the greatest amount of protection for the leastpresent out-
lay, and this leads to the admission of inferior lives under the least
profitable. class of insurance; and, in the second place, since
there ie nothing to bind the membership together, for the stake
in the "Guaranty fund " is too insignificant for this purpose,
the yonng and healthy lives rapidly drop outwhenever the rates
begin to increase materially, leaving an impaired class behind,
which as a natter of course leade ta a very much higher death
rate than provided for by the ordinary tables of mortality.
There le no lack of evidence to e, tablish these statements, but
there is no need for taxing the patience of our readers with
statistical details since.the Government Insurance returns will
afford ample corroboration to any who may wish to investigate,
the subject further. The saine inherent defect applies of course
to the assessment plan.

The special leature which seeis to commend the system to
the public is that it affords temporary insurance at a cheap rate,
but for persons desirous of making a provision for wife and family
it will be found that other plans which are not liable to fail
tiem in their time of greatest need are much preferable.

THE ECONOMY OF CREDIT.

Much lias been said and written for some time past in favor
of a general insolvency law for Canada, but apparently with
little or no effect. One would suppose as a cousequence of the
want of such a law that greater care would be exercised in the
granting of credit-ono of the arguments against such a law
in higli places being that it tends to render credit too easy-and
that if a whîolesaler sees before him, in case of insolvency, little or
no prospect of an equitable distribution of the estate,he ile likely to
be more circumspect in the choice of those to whom he entruets
bis goods. A cursory examination of the thirty or forty failures
reported weekly for sone months past in these columns, cannot
fail generally to disprove any such theory. The anxiety to
excel in the race, the necessity of making a large yearly turn-
over in order to reap any profit in these days of slight margins
and_ leavy expenses, and the tremendous will-power being
exercised all over the country by the immense army of
travelling salesmen, all tend to produce over-selling and ex-
cessive credit. For what is thus often pressed upon the retailer
he feels a lessened responsibility, and if business turns out slow
with him, will not hesitate to write sharp letters describing how
the goods had been forced upon hin-that he did not want
theni, refused to take them for a long time, and more to the
saim purpose.

On the whole, it je believed that the increase in competition
lias more than of'eet any effect tbat the repeal of the late in-
solvent Act may have had towards inducing greater caution in
the choice of customers, or in limiting the amoant of sales upon
credit to individuals. The valued and capable salesman bas
doubtless no little influence upon the chiefs of hie firm at head-
quarters. Hie opinion as to the standing and character of a
dealer from whom, after much trouble and persistency; lie bas
taken a good large order, will usually count for as much as that
which they receive from the " Mercantile Agency," too little re-
gard being lad ta the respective positions of the parties, the one,
despite of his loyalty to hie omployers, being influenced by his
commission and the desire to exhibit a prosperous trip, while the
other le rather inclined to keep on the safer side. It je pro-
bably within the mark to say that of the upwards offour hundred
casualties which occurred during the months of January, Febru-
ury and March, fully ninety-five per cent. were reported with
cautionary signale, and yet all of these weak and doubtful
traders seem to bave been credited with more goode than their
circumstances warranted and with the usual resulte.

In the absence of any general insolvency law, it is within the
bounds of prudence that the loophole for fraud be kept within
the narrowest possible limite. Among the evils to dealers
arising from changes in the circumstances of their customers,
tlere le one calling for a reform to which neither the merchant
nor the granger cau have any objection, and that le the giving of
timely notice of intended dissolution of partnership. There are
but very few wholesale dealers unable from their own experience
to say something on this head. The manner in which a partner
May drop out of a flrm, taking with him much of the etrength
that warranted the credit obtained by them, occasionally leaving

man of straw to meet the.demands upon the bouse, can have
io pretext or defence; and the legislator whîo frames and fosters -
some provision for the purpose of reforming the abuse will go
far to show that he dose not look upon bis position exclusively
from the too general standpoint of self-aggrandizement, but
rather as enabling. him to contribute a due share towards pro-
moting the public welfare and the intereste of commercial
morality. Every creditor for $100 or over should be notified in
writing by any firi purposing a dissolution of partnership, say
it least thirty days prior to the change.

PATHS IN LIFE--THE BAR.
The choice of a path in life for one's sons is a natter of grave

consideration to our mercantile community, and in this issue we
would desire to say a word on: one of the learned professions,
viewed from this standpoint-the bar.

We think the country has now reached such a point of ma-
terial prosperity that at least there is in very many cases no
longer the stern necessity of curtailing the education of the'sons
so that they must find their way *into the counting-house or
place of business of the father at an age when they should be at-
tending to their studies.

We think it will be admitted by those who have carefuîlly ob-
served that there le not one case in one hundred where a de-
fective carly education le thoroughly remedied by study in after
life when the want of snch early training makes itself appar-
ent. Much can doubtless be done; but there is a time for sowing
and a time for harvest as well in the educational as in the agri-
culturalworld.

Our country is now in a transition state between a colonial
dependency and a nation, and education, ,vith its attendant
superior intelligence, ie more and more required to develop its
resources. We would therefore say to our merchants who have
been successful in business. Do not hurry into life your sons ; send
them through the faculty of arts in one of our colleges. There it je
that the stamp is put on youth. The professional faculties are
special in their training; the faculty of arts is general, and there
the foundation for a broader education le laid. We have heard
it urged on the other hand that the time thus spent unfits a
young man for business. We think not. He can have hie de-
gree at eigliteen, and if he do not direct his stops towards a pro-
fession, lie will return to his father's counting-house with a wider
intelligence, which will stand him in good stead through his
vhole after life, and he will not be one whit a worse business
man. We do not give this advice to those who cannot afford this
education to their sons; but we aflirm, without fear of contra-
diction, that these advantages could in a country like ours,where
rapid progress le made towards a competence, be much more
frequently bestowed.on the youth than is now the case. Why
sbould the learned professions absorb all the education? They
cannot absorb all the intelligence. But why should not this in-
telligence be fairly treated and developed? We do not, perhaps,
wish to return to the happy days when lawyers were excluded
from Parliament, though some may perhaps think that this ex-
clusion had its advantages; but our roaders will agree with ue
in thinking there are now too many wearers of the long robe on
the floors of our legislative halls. This le largely due to the fact
that our merchants and agriculturaliste, through defective early
education, are not so adapted to legislation and publie speaking
as the devotee of Themiie. This should not be and would not be
the case if the advice we give above were followed. Make your
cities and your country strong in educated men, and then those
who know best what the mercantile and agricultural classes
want by daily experience, would be found personally advocating
these wants in Parliament ibstend of doing it vicariously
through their solicitors, as their law cases are also done.

There are most erroneous ideas current as to the incomes mem-
bers of the bar, especially in this Province, can make-and these
may perhape influence parents in the choice of this profession
for a son. The lawyer lias to appear as a gentleman-to dress
well, and maintain a better position, so to speak, than a brother
in business of the saine age. He:has to purchase expensive
books for his daily use, as books of the limited circulation legal
text books command, muet always be expensive. In most,
cases lie never makes a large incone, supposing him'to -o:mè
bine ability with industry, and no one, unless intimately ac-
quainted with members of the bar, realizes the hard-plodding
Work necessary to legal succees. Practices are not transmitted
with us from father to son, as le the case in England. Here
there are no large lereditary *tates to be managed; few who
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wislh not t ho burdened with more knowledge of their affaira
than l required in oxpending ftieir incomes, and legal business
changes with each succeeding generation. When the expenses
of living and the office are taken fron the legal income, the
margin, if it exista at ail, l a elender one. Thie firet ten years
of a lawyer's flfe are the most difficult; it is not unlike a recruit
in a lancer regiment tryijng hie hand at tent-pegging-before bis
seat is secure li his saddle. le has ta apply his principles and
learn his practice before either ie firmly implanted. In Ontario,
on the other hand, the suins made by the leading members of
the bar, le much lbrger than li this Province. This is due, not
to the greater ability of the western brother, but rather to the
systemu, which centres in Toronto, and is more after the model of
Englaid.

On the otier hand, lie lias his satistaction in the politîcal
arena. If the lawyer cannot rival the mercantile competitor in
the race for fortune, lhe can gonerally ontstrip him and pluck be-
fore limii the civie wreaths. But, as a contraet ta this, how
mnany diiiapinioted politicians have we known. The bar con-
tails maniy honorable couinsellors and sound juriste, and the
bench id graced by wort.hy and upright magistrates ; but do not
lot our roaders imagine tLhat by seuding their sons to the bar
they vill h eitlier finding for them a life of ease or enabling
theu to leave a fortune.

THE WHEAT OUTLOOK.
The iheat markets of this continent and, li fact, of the

world, have for nany niionths past attracted the close attention
of capitalists, bo[thi great and maill, and the speculative muove-
monts have been rapid and important. Prices of late have been
ilepressed owiig to the "bull" clique in Chicago closing out
their leal li May wheat. Another cause was the selling of
wleat for "long " Continental account because of the financial
troubles resu ltiig fromt the collapse, first, of the Panama Canal,
and, lastly, of the copper syndicate in l'aria, which affected ail
Continental contres. Bolievers in higlier prices li the United
States claim tliat the export demand fur the United Kingdom
and libe Continent is now more general and natural and promises
to improve as financial troubles on the ot.her aide disappear. It
le noticeable ithat à ily wheat presents a strong appearance, and
it isgivon ont lhat this li due to dry weathorin the West, where
only liglit rains have fallei at a low points, but there le no doubt
tLhat this option lias beeii seized uponi for manipulation.

he early ppring has beau favorable for ploughing and seed-
inug operations both in our own North-West and at varions points
of lie Amoricaii Union, and if there e is absence of late frosts
and we enjoy a fairly favorable season the result should be most
satisfactory and encouraging. RL is certainly improbable that
wo shouil expîerience aniother disastrous year like that of 1888.
'[hose who predicted famine prices because of the damaged
crops of Amierica and the chie! countries of Europe have
hîappily been deceived s far, owing to good crops li more dis-
tant countries, and the improved facilities of transportation, and
also by the maîrketinig of old stocks of w'heat and other grain.
Th opening of lhe water routes and the improvement of the
country roads us a he season advances will cause freer offerings
at a'l grain centres, still there are few oporators iho do not
think that wheat will ruie higher before the new crop ls on the
market. California crop prospects are good, agricultural opera-
tions being weil advanced. There have blie heavy rains but
thoy accum to have given over, and the weather as a rule has
been fine-tho best possible lor growing crops. Experts predict
sixty iiillin buselis of whieat and tvwenty to twenty-five million
buselils of barley. 'Tie yield of fruit in Ltie Golden State will
b enorniois.

The crop report of the United States Department of Agricul-
ire contains the following estimlate cf he world's wheat produc-

With regard to the prospects for the coming crop, English ad-
vices state that the changeable weather lias, lin some directions,
interruîpted field work and little progress bas been made; but in
othjers,_spring sowing has been proceeded with fairly well.
Thie outlook altogether le rather uneven, and more settled
weather with a warmer temperature would be beneficial. Trade
Las been quiet. The Australian wheat crop lias fallen far short
of the estimates, and large orders have been placed in San Fran-
cisco for California whbeat. Reports from South Australia state
that last rnonth's estimate of four bushels to the acre bas been
reduced to tbree and one-tenth bushels, against ton bushels in
the previous season. The prospects for winter wheat on this
continent are good, as se far it has held its own in nearly every
State in the winter wheat belt. If there has beu any falling off
in condition, it is in Michigan and in soie portions of Northern
Ohio and Indiana. Reporte of winter-killing and of wheat being
ploughed up are few. lu the northern portion of the boit the
weather lias continued dry. In the southern portion, north of
the Ohlo River, comprising the area ofSouthern Illinois, Indiana
and Ohio, the conditions have been fairly nominal. lu Missouri
and Kansas, copions rains. lI Tennessee, Kentucky and
Texas the crop le growing rapidly. Three-quarters of the
spring wheat le now in the ground in Southern Minnesota and
Southern Dakota. The ground is in fine condition, except that
Sitis too dry. Some farmera in Dakota are delaying te seed from
thils cause and look for an iuneven stand. Iu fact, they do net
think the grain will sprout at all until ain cones. There je an
increase of acreage over last year in spring wheat. We learn
froin the London Frce Pr'ess that the prospects for the fall wheat
in the chie! districts of Ontario are promising. It bas wintered
we11, as the depth of snow has been even and just suflicient to
prevent any damnaging effects froi upheavel by the frost. There
was a large acreage sown last fall, and as a general thing the
crop was put in either on summer fallow, on clover sod, or richi d
pea stubble. Farmers have found out tbat continual cropping
wlient after wheat without anty rotation will net do, and sucl is
suicidal policy.

At this time of the year, concludes our contemporary, there
was never a botter outlook for an abuîndant falt wlieat harvest
in Ontario. This will be cheoring news te many wlio have been
fearing disaster on account of the comparatively light snow fall.
This lias gone rapidly of late, and it may still leave the crop ex-
posed tothe late froste, but we trust that the best hopas will be
fully realized.

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MAGOG PRINT WORKBS.
When in reviewing the Tables of Trade and Navigation aome

few months ago we directed attention to the slight influence of
the 32yz per cent. duty on the quantity of print goods imported
to Canada, we were not altogether ignorant of the condition of
the Magog Textile & Print Works, but we could not believe that
the end was ao close et band. The enterprisae known by this
name was incorporated in 1881. The promoters secured a favoh
able site for the factory, erected fine buildings, including cottages
for hands, put in the best machinery, and began operations with
same littie eclat. The company's troubles began soon after.
The wholesale bouses were -not favorablv,impressed by the first
samplea of prints produced, but these w'ere shortly improved
upon and the strength of the new goods was a point in their
favor; but the demand fell far short of what bad been expected;
foreign gonds continued to be imported and the two or three men
of wealth among the directors were obliged to come to the rescue.
Bonde were issued and the debt of the directors paid. The duty
was advanced by the government, and it was hoped that all
would go well for the future. These hopes we regret to say have
not been realized. ie wholesale bouses continued to import a
large proportion of their print goods froi Great Britain, urging
that they found it neressary to have a greater variety of goods
thain the Magog worhs were in a position to supply, that their
travellers on the road found it necessary to have something
differing in pattern from wlat their competitorE were selling,
that where ait were selling simiar patterns and gualities, the
retailer liad tbe salesmen at a diadvantage, and could make
them cut on each others prices. Buying in the English market,
tihe wholesale dealers generally stipulate that many of the
patterns purcbased by them shall not be sold to any other house
in.Canala.

The Magog Mills were equipped in the best possible manner,
but thev claim that the machinery. and plant wlen laid down
here cost them50 per cent. iore than it would for a similar factory
in Great Britain. They bad the good fortune, bow'ever, to buy
thîeir copper rollers from a wealthy firim of manufactureras
just retiring fron business and at a price very much lower
than tbey otherwise would have cost. The value of lhese roll-
era alones is estimated at $25,000. The dyes and colors were
also subject to a considerable duty; but the chief difiiculty was
In respect of the ski lied labor employed. lu countries like Eng-
land, where a number of such factories exist, the competition
aiongskilled artisans and operatore keeps the price of labor at
a miisîsuin, and if it be found necessary tô discharge an'em-
ployee, his place cean b imediately filled up with another.
The Magog Works labored under a disadvantage in this respect.
They were obliged to pay the higiest wages, the superintendent
getting as high as $38.00 a week and other bands almost in pro-
portion, sa that the supposed advantage of what was gencrally
termed a " monopoly"I operated rather in the other direction.
Again, the general disposition in ail factories, under similar cir-
enastauces, to keep their machinery in motion in order to hold
their skilled labor, leid to a gradual over-production of goods, and
to the extent that large quantities were known to the wlolesale
trade to be warehoused in Montreal waiting for a marke t. This
knowledge led tu more or less bargaining as to prces, and whole-
sale men naturally were not slow to avait themselves of tie
opportunsity to get their goods et a considerable reduction from
the establisbed price. At the present montent, for example,
there are upwards of S175,000 worth of prints stored in Montreal.
Another of the unconsidered disadvantages under which the
company labored was the lack of long runs, a result of the lim-
ited market at their conmmand. Ilt i a matter of great import-
ance to printers nf textiles as well as other material, ta bave as
long runs as possible upon une .pattern. The time consumed in
clhaiging from one pattern to another and getting ready for the
next, interferes largely with profita. Anther, and perhaps no
less serions obstacle to economy vas the heavy cost of fuel.,
Coal was brought from Nova Scotia by rail, and they consumed
about 1 tons a dlay, steamr being required not only for motive
power, but for the varions processes of manufacture.

Now let us see what the company bad to base their prospects
of success upon. The plain cotton cloth they were enabled to
purchase at 4k cents per yard. This cloth enterëd the mill 32
inches wide, but in the process of printing itwas narrowed to 28
inclies. As it increased proportionallyin length, however, the
ompany iad a conaiderable advantage in measurement. The

pri-e of the printed cloth to the wholesale dealers was normally
4Ycents per yard, and under ordinary circumstances tiere was

bre, apart fron the considerable stretching of the material,
a very good margin of profit. But the company had been
working at another disadvantage for same time owing to the in-
ability to procure broad goods for selicias, for linings, etc., and
also a Olses of fabrics employed for ahoe drills and similar goods.
This diflicuilty was overcome a short time since, but too late to
arrest the downward tendency of the enterprise. With the
facilities at their command the company should have mann-
factured not less than 7j million yards pur annum, but the actual
output did not average half thatamount. The valie ofthebigh-:
est output li any onle year since they began printing, about four
years ago, w'as about $360,000. During the past summer and
winter it was begun to he felt by the directors that the prospect'
of converting the enterprise into an ultimate success wa not
very bright, and after much deliberation they at length resolved
to make earneest endeavors to dispose of the property, or go into
liquidation. Creditors were pressing for their claims, and those
who had before come to the rescue felt that they bad rather
sacrifice what they bad already tost than nake any further in-
vestmaent. At the annual meeting held early this week, it was
stated that the Hochelaga Cotton Co., bad made an ofier for the
property of something like $370,000, or a fraction over 61' cents
in the dollar of the estimated value. The terms of the sale are
$100,000 cash, 500 paid up shares of the Hochelaga Cotton Co.,
now quoted at over 140 per cent, and the balance of the amount
in conpany's paper at six months. They are also to pay cash
for all the ruaterials in process of manufacture, including the
dyestuffa, &c., whici amount to about $5O,000 more. The prints
waraehoused in Montreal, and ail the goods finished and remain-
ing li the factory are retained as the property of the sharehold-
ara. It is estimated that this will enable the liquidators to pay
off the whole of the liabilities of the concern, and leave a small
margin, estimated fromt 12J to 25 per cent, for the aiareholders.
There cean b little donbt that with such a fine property, s0 weil
equipped, with al) the improvements that have been added dur-
ing the few years the Worka have been in operation, and with
botter facilities for placing the goods upon the market, the
Hochelaga Company under its excellent management and di-
rectorate should be able to open up before long a new career of
prosperityfor this very important addition to our manufactur-
ing industries.

BUSINESS AND PRICES.
It is customary ut this season to investigate the existing state

of affairs and keenly acrutinize ail the conditions governing the
active period in trade, industry and commerce about to com-
mence. The past winter bas given cause for anxiety in every
branch of trade. The reason for this was not due alone to the
disastrous crop year of'88 and the comparatively poor yield in
'87, but because it was known there were too many in trade and
that business was crowded and overdone. So far we can con-
gratulate ourselves ihat the early part of April bas come and
gone under more favorable circumstances than could reasonably
have been expected. It in true that many weak firme have been
wiped out, same of them with large liabilities, but beyond a
disturbance of importance in the leather trade and a tufile on
the surface in dry goods there bas been no general and wide
reaching dlisaste to record-no money stringency, no financial
panic and no black Friday either on the Stock Exchange or
among or wholesale bouses.

While it cannot be denied that there bave been certain un-
settling and depressing influences at work which are by no
means obliterated at the preset time, we therefore think that
the other aide of the question should not b neglected, especially
at this season, when operations of more or legs magnitude are
diecussed and inaugurated. We believe we can safely say with
a valued New York contemporary, that " the financial require-
ments peculiar to the season have been met, there has been an
early development of spring trade transportation movements
are large, agrieultural operations are unusually well advanced,
and there is every indication of a steady expansion of trade to
meet the demanda of immediate consumptinu." Excessivé com-
petition and the small margins allowed for profit are the chief
causes of disturbance in Canada, as only in fe.v branches bas
there been any perceptible falling off in the demand for 'gonds
and this we believe is only temporary and caused by bad trans-
portation facilities in the interior. In the United States, over-
production lias had a pronounced and serious effect on the metal,
coa, dry goods, clothing and aome other trades. It sbould alao
b mentioned that the mild winter lias left on the bande of deal-

era, stocks of goods which would have been readily sold if the

season had been more severe.
No one in business can.afford to ignore the fact that close

competition and an ever increausing production of saleable goods
is a prominent feattre of the age in which we live, and thiis is

even more pronounmced in Europe than on this continent. Not

only have prices being carried downwards, but margins of proßit
have been permainently reduced. Jnstend of fretting and coim-

plaining, the energetic and slilful will accept the change from
the nid order of things with the best grace possible. It is the
inevitable result of increased capital and competition, lhe im-
provement of miaehinery and the chenpening of production and
transporlaion.

SMUGGLING BY WHOLESALE.

The higher the duties, the greater the temptation 'and the larger
the rewards of succes. The latest case of ieavy sisuggling, brought
ta ligit not by the activity of the revenue officials but by the betrayal
of an employa, I that of the firmn of Allard & Sons, importers of fur-
niture, in New York lu importing articles of luxury for their wealthy
csustomers tbis firmn availed theuislves of the Opportunity to Susssggle
on an extensive scale. in the stufing of costly lounges and chairs
they-hid-laces,-watches, jewelry uad portable works of art of every
description, They imported between tie double facings of doore valu-
able paintings, ipon which they evaded daties amountiug ta many
thousands of dollars. There is scarcely a limit to the range of this
sort of smuggling so long sas it escapes the vigilance of the custom-
bouse officials; and in the instance of Allard & Sons this seems to
have been th case for a considerable, number of years. The lose to
the nublic revenues by the transactions of Allard & Sons la believed
by the custom.house authorities ta exceed $250,000; but this le si
smaîl matter compared with tie injnry which this species of fraud
inflicts upon legitimsate trade. While the Government, with its ex-
cessive income, can easily stand the los, honest dealers cannot com-
pete with the smugglers. As ais inevitable cousequence of the exist-
ing systeu merchauts who would scorn to resort ta such arts will h
driven from business, and a liarge portin of the import trade of the
country wili fal list the hauds of unscrupulous adventurers who
readily take ail the risks ofdetection for the sake of the enormous
profits.

Flue ladies, Who art-
fully conceal coutraband wares in their bustles and other mysterious
yecesses of their toilets, defy the sharpest vigilance of the female de-
tectives who are set on the watch for them. Wlen the sugglers are
cauglt lit their gamo they pay up; that Is ail. When their ventures
prove successful, whichis oftener the case, they2 are richly rewarded
lr the risks they ineur. So obvious is the moral that lie who runes
inay read.-Philadelphia Record.

Tte excisanue market wiII, I take it, as. n the past, ba governed
by supply and dernand-a Dominion Mint to the contrary notwith-
standing.

It lt no question of snupplyiag bainks with foreign coin, as you stat
the case but simply one of redcening Governuent issues ina manner
inost advautage!ous to the community, and this I take ta be il Ame-
rican gold, British gold practically not being used, excelt in buliion,
on this side o the Atlantic.

As io the question of the cheapest or uicarest coins to the treasury
this does nt arise-to the treasurer it cannot matter wiat coin ho
disburses-with coins having a fixed value in Canada.

- It may bhe the idea prevails that by giving the less valuable coin to
the exporter a check to the witlsdrawal of gold will e imposed, but
this I take ta oa beyond argument.

As regards the millions of dollars of United States' currency safloat
lu the Dominon, these, of course, whein the treasurer pays out
sovereigns only, are in demand at s premniumn, but is it creditabl that
Amarican bank-notes should throughout the Dominion b everywhere
preferred ta the notas of Canadian banks ? With a Government issuo
the case migit e different.

Will you kindly explaiin ln what manner requiring the Govern-
ment to redeem its issues in a foreign coin (i.e., Amarican gold) will
entail an enormous expense uipon the public exchequer? I fait to ses
where the expense woaul come ln.

New York le our exciange marke, and will continue to ba such
until the commercial position of Canada become as superior to that of
the United States as the latter's is ta that of Canada.

As well say that Canada or the United States could creaote a grain
market independent of that of Oreat Britain, whose grain market
goveras thoae of the world.

At to-day's market a
gond deii of interest developed in lontreal
Telegraph stock and the sales were very large,
in the ieigliborhood of 1,500 shares having
bean sold ai the morniug session of the board.
Opinions regarding this stock are pretty well
divided, and soma parties claim that the next
,ividend wili not b paid on the 3rd of May
iext. This;, and the law suit soon ta cone

before the courts, are the arguments used to
try aLti break this stock. It is also stated
that investmet stock is coming ont. Ou the
other haud, it is alleged that the stock is
better lield thlan for some years, and that this
accunts for the steadiness of the stock in face
of the legal fight. Soma bouses who claim
to be posted, express great confidence that the
outcomne will bd satisfactory ta the share-
holders and urge themi no te sell.

MONTREAL WHOLEsALE MARKETS.

MONTREAL, Thursday Evg., April 1], 1889.

The condition of business aff'airs in this city
is identically the same as outlined a week
ago, with scarcely a new feature of any kind.
Merchandise continues to move more freely as
a result of the reduction in the railway freight
tarins. If anything there is a more hopeful
expression of feeling The country trade is
waking up and remittances have not been
quite so slow and disappointing, although, of
course, there Is plenty of room for Improve-
ment. Stocks in storekeepers' hands in the
interior are being broken into more than they
have been for some tie in consequence of
the fine weather. Whatis needed is a continu-
ance of good weather conditions and summner
roats,vehicul'ar traffll in the country being now
a tedious and painful experience. The prospects
for a speedy opening of navigation are good,
as ice shoves have taken place opposite this
city, and the port of Quebec bas been open
for some little time to the sea.

CslNuMcALs, DRuGs, &c.-In a retail way
camphor bas been sold at low prices, in fact
below what iL cai be purcbased for at whole-
sale in the regular course of business. The
wholesale trade state that the market bas re-
cently improved in price, and if low prices are
accepted by retailers it. i because it is old
stock, or bought at a bargain, or put out as a
leader to draw custom. Epsom salts are con-
siderably dearer, as makers in England are in
combination. Castoroil has advanced. Caustic
soda and sal-soda are weaker.

Dny GooDs.-Speaking gencrally, trade bas
been quiet, no very flattering reports being re-
ceived from any quarter. Travellers are not
all out on the sorting trip,as the season le not
far enough advanced yet. Stocks in the

country have not beau broken to any great
extent. The country roads are extremely
difficult to travel over, but are expected to get
into shape much sooner this year.than usual.
Money is not coming in frebly enough to give
any kind of satisfaction, still there has beau
a slight change for the botter. One leding
hoi:se reports that 55 lier cent. of its due
notes were paid in cash on the fourth instant.
March trade with somehouses was fully equal
to that of last year in volume; and somex-
ceeded the record of 188. More extensive
shipinents' to China direct, to the Central
Anerican States, to Africa, and to England
for trans-shipmxent elsewhere, combine to
make up for more or less falling off lu the
movenent of American cotton gooda to oth'er
foreign countries, and bring the aggregato1e-'.
ports for February about 1,018,000 yardi ln
excess of those for the corresponding perlod
last year. The increase ivas wholly In un.
colored fabrics, of which 8,708,399 yards were
exported lu February, 1889, and 7,650,103 in
February, 1888.

The market for sugar in New York
le described as follows:-Thore doue net
appear to b any noticeable change of senti-

ment among operators in the market for raw
sugars. Possibly the excellent and to nany
the unexpected gains made this spring would
have a tendency to now induce a more con-
servative policy among imptorters had they an
ordinary market te deal upon governed by
natural laws of open competitive deoiand,
but memories of tise grind te which sellers
were subjected for so matny meonthe, and the
sugars that have absolutely been driven fronm
this country through the refusal of producers
to place thEir goods at lite mrcy of the Trust,
are by means effaced, sd iL le only natural te
expect that ail further advantagespossible wili
be souglt as opportunities arise. Indeed, a
further sliglt gain lias been shown on quite a
buncht of muscavado, which has been scooped
in by outside refiners at equal to 1-16 advance
over the close of last week, while the com-
bine vere fooling arotmnd endeavoring to force
a concession, and this in conjunction witis
favorable accounts from primary sources
closes the market in very stiff position wiith
local buyers more auxious though endeavot-
ing ta carry out the indifferent pose. The
