way. Even then, there will be found grumblers who will declare
that the yield is light, or of secondary quality, so that they can
have ngrievance, which shall also be an excuse for non-pay-
ment, when their bills fall due.

Traders from British Coluimbia and the North-west territories
gpeak well of the harvest and of the falltrade prospects. Inthis
Province, it cannot be doubted that the hay and root crops have
suffered from the excessive rains experienced up to recent date.
Settled and warmer weather now appears to be assured and
grains are being secured in very fair condition.- The land pre-
pared for crop this year in Manitoba was 893,492 acres, as com-
pared with 636,205 in 1887, no figures being collected for 1888.

. The total area under spring wheat was 623,245 acres, being an in-

creage of 191,111 acres since 1887. These hgures although moder-
ate as compared with Ontario are encouraging. The area under
ﬂax in the Prairie Province was 18,333 acres, which is an in-
créase. A much larger area has been cultivated this year in the
distant western territories, but the statistics' are not obtamabla
agyet from Regma, etc.

The present séason has been a fairly productlve one in Great
Britain. Barley and beans are the only crops which come ont
worse for 1859 than for 1888, while all the other crops show up
considerably better. The compariaon iz most quickly made by
noticing the percentages of under-average reiurns for the two
years. As usual, there i8 more doubt about the root crops than
any others, for the simple reason that they have not arrived at
maturity, but correspondents express much less hesitation in
‘estimating these crops than they did last year. It is to"be
noticed that many of those who practically put these crops down
as average, or below average, state that they are improving.
The following may be accepted a8 a close estimate :—

The American grain markets have been excited Ly the report
that the Vienna Grain Congress has estimated that there is a
European deficiency of 231,700,000 bushels of wheat, as compared
with last year. WWheat advam,ed le@14c on receipt of the pews,
but the excitement soon subsided and the accuracy of the state-
ment iz doubted. Good crops are reported in France, Spain,
Portugal, Germany and Holland and the rest of western Europe,

but they are seriously deficient in Russia, Roumania and

Hungary and poor in important districts of Austria and Italy.
There will be a small surplus for export in Europe, outside of
stocks of old wheat in Russia. The oflicial estimate for India is
6,465,000 tons, against 7,148,628 last year. Thecropin the United
States ia a good one, and it i3 estimated that America could ship
to Europe at least 160 million bushels, or 71 millions more than
it exported last year,

From all the circumstances we should Jud;,e that the Euro-
pean famine, predicted by.speculators, is still a long way off.
‘The conditions are, however, favorable for profitable wheat pricea,
and Canada and the United States will have no difficully in
finding a rendy market for their surplus.

' THE ALASKA SEIZURES.

. Now that the sealing season is practically over, and there is
very little prospect of any further seizures being made, we trust
that the task of awaking the British Government from its pre-
sent lethar;,y on the subject of the unwarrantable mterference
with the rlghte of Canadian sealers by the Amerncan revenue

cutiers will not be allowed to drop. It is more than éve_r
important at the present time that some means of stirring up
the inert British Cabinet should be adopted,.for, as the Alaska
Commercial Company’s contract expires next year, a vigorous
remonstrance on the part of the British Govomment would in
all probability result in a very considerable modification of their
present arbitrary powers.

Tt must be remembered that no force, or even dxsp]ny of
force, is necessary for this purpose. “There need not be a British
warship within a thousand miles of Behring's sen. It only needs
a peremptory intimation from Lord Salisbury that the seizures
must stop and atopped they would be. There would, of course,
be the usual blustering speeches from Blaine of Maine, and
other hustings warriors of similar type, but there would be no -
moro seizures, If once it became known that the Salisbury
Cabinet was in earnest the American Government would”
succumb at once to the inevitable; but so long as they remain
supine the American Government does mot gee why it should
not continue to rake in the subsidy of $300,000 per annum they
make by farming out the momnopoly of seal killing. Blaine has -
no intention of embroiling the two countries for the sake of this
comparatively small sum; but o long as he can sail close to the
edge without precipitating himself or the Cabinet into the conflict
it ig to his interest to do so. It brings in dollars to -the public -
treasury; it gives him achance to be *insulted” by parties
desiring to obtain this profitable concession; and above all it
enables him to pose before his bigoted constituency as the
champion twister of the British Lion's tail' Is it likely he will
forego all these advantages until the point is reached where he
feels that discretion is the better part of valour? Certainly not.
So-long as Lord Salisbury does nothing, Mr. Blaine will continue _
to pouch his dollars and harass our sealers in order to put
additional profit into the’ pockets of the German furriers who form
the greater part of the Alaska Company; but if once the.
Plumed Knight thinks there is the least chance of burning hise
own fingera he will very speedily cease to act as a catspaw for so
unpopular a monopoly as the one in question.’

Under these circumsiances every effort should be made to
induce the authorities at Ottdwa io pub pressure upon Lord
Salisbury. Public opinion in England bas been directed to the
manner in which Canadians have been abused and tyrannized
over on the high seas, and a people who boast that Britannia
rules the wayes cannot well sit quietly down under so flagrant a
breach of the law of nations after it has once been brought pro-
minently before their notice. If once tbe Xnglish press can be
induced to take it up as a burning question Lord Sulisbury will
wake up to the necessity of doing something with startling
rapidity ; but not till then. It rests with us then {o see that the
interest be not allowed to {lag, and that it be kept so prominently
before the people of Great Britain that the British Cabinet will
be perforce aroused from their present attitude of laissez-aller,

FALL MILLINERY PROSPECTS.

“The palatial wholesale warehouses devoted to the millinery
trade in Monireal, opened out for the fall campaign on Tuesday
of this week, a day agreed upon with Toronto and otlier of the
larger cities throughout Capada. A good many were of opinion”
that the opening was a little too early, but this idea has been
dissipated by the numerous enquiries already received, and the:
unprecedented rush of customers, particularly from the pmsper-
ous and fruitful west.

A pleasant surprige to the visilor was the brilliant array of
rich g goods and novelties, dlsplayed upon flat. after flat, not in

.bewildering confusion, but in perfect order> The buyers, of -

course, were chiefly ladies, well dressed, sunbrowned, handsome,
and in the best of spirits. Under the clrcumstancca, it was very
refreshing to be told, on the highest authority, that ordinary
“common sense " hats with very low crowns, have ﬂuperaeded the
“Lkigg me nots” and other absurdltms of formor seasons, which
vexed the soul of theatre goers, and othets, Most of our vigitors
spoke hopnfully, owing to the splendid’yield of the cropsin their
vicinity, and purchases were made freely, Fortunately" the
weather has been most seasonable and Montreal looked-1isF best. .
We were not surprised to be told that lunch bills had to be paid
for employe's, and that the leading houses were never so busy, In
their long experience of business. Buyers have been here from
distant Vietoria, Vancouver and Calgary, and they declared that
prospects were brilliant towards the Pacific. All the houses had .
a great display of ribbons, and we.were told they are more fash-
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ionable than ever, with ‘no present indication of decreased
demand, '

On one flat we noticed fifteon tables, which hiad been reduced
io four in non-ribbon years. Velvets arc the main millinery
malerial thig fall, next to ribbons. Ay to colors, shades of green.
especially sages and emerald, are all the rage. Ostrich feathers,
osprey mounts, and fancy wings will be used largely, but no
flowers, Hats nud bonnets are shown with embroidered squares
and crowns, and embroidered trimmings will be worn. White
felt hats will be fagbionable. Jet bonnet trimmings with some
new foatures wre noticeable. Some pretty styles of ribbons,
funcy and plain, with satin and velvet combinations are heing
introduced.

I'n the mantle line, Russian circulars; dolmans, paletots, and
short jackets will be worn this year. They will be made princi-

-pully of beaver, funcy cloths, and stockinettes; also plush.
Matelasses, which gave way to other ideas seven years ago, have
again made their appearance. Stripes and checks will be much
used in Lingligh fushionable circles, but plain beaver trimmed
with far, orsilk corded Iringe, will be more in favor in Can-
ada. The loading shades are fawns, terras, and myrtles.

On account of so much black being used in trimimnings, black
fenthers, wings, birds, ele., will be largely used. There will be
a marked;fveling in favor of ostrich in long feathers and plumes.
lonnet ornwnents run to jot handoaus and coronets, while there
is groat variely in small pins in gilt, steel, and colors, Ame-
thyste, Bogota, Moscovite, Vieux Rouge, Bmeraude, Marrounier,
Ciazon, Palipier, and Liflel, aro names of some of the new Paris-
jan shades  Many sash ribbons will be seen in moires, surahs,
and faney stripes, the shades in which will match those in dress
goods. Dross trimmings in braid setis, tabliers, panels, galons,
ele, are most elaborate, some of them almost covering the entire
dress.  Velvel trimmings with gold and silver also make very
showy additions.

On the whole, the millinery houses have had every reason
~ Lo bo stisfied with the result of the fall opening. Generally
spoaking, they earried a larger and more valuable stock than
evor bofore,fand the volume of orders hooked has owceeded the
most sanguine expectations.

THE BANK STATEMENTS,

Pho returny furnished to the Governmont by the chartered
banks for the month of July indicate only the normal changes
uynal al this season of the year. 'T'he decline in circulation is
‘probably. due to two causes. Firstly to the lateness of the
hacvest preciuding the movement of any considerable portion of
the crops during July, and secondly to the fact that the small
fruit crop may bo said to be a complete fatlure. 1t is true the
failuro or success of the small fruit crop will hardly affect the
volume of trade as a whole; but we muat not forget that it is of
greal local importance, and ihat in certain gections of the
country it forms almost the entire product of the soil. It has a
muaterial influonce over the demnnd and price of sugar, and
roncls indirectly on many other branches of industry. It is
thon sufo lo attribute the falling oll' of $8G6,559 in the circulation
largely to tho unsatisfactory nature of the small fruit harvest.

Deposits on demand show a falling off of $608,248. This is
probably due more to the difticulty of making collections than
to any other cause.  Poople seem to have got out of the hablt
of puying; so that the volume of renewals bocomes larger every
day.

THE HOLIDAY SEASON.

~ 'The holiday feeling which has pervaded all classes and all
branches of induatry will, before long, give place to renewed activ-
ity, and, we trust, a healthy and prosperous fall trade. The sum-
mer geason, although broken and unsettled, has caused a large
exgdus to the couniry from the cities and towns of Canada and
an 1M mense number of Americans have registered at the hotels
in Montreal on their way to the numerous northern resorts and
fishing and hunting camps. Travel now-a-day’s is not confined
to the wealthy class in the larger centres of commerce, but is
indulged in by the cnt.y and country storekeeper and trader of
moderate means, a fact which has been remarked upon by many
travellers for Montreal houses who have found it diflicult to push
gales during the hot diys. :

A good tourist season is full of profit for the r.ulways, steam-
boats and large hotels, and from all we ean gather these have all
done a satisfactory business, More than the usual number of
Canadians were booked for Europe this year, in consequence of
the Paris Exhibition, but to make up for this, the volume of
travel both from points in Canada and the United States seems .
to have incrensed. Tho improved and excellent service of the
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific to the gea-board has bheen
much appreciated by the travelling public. The coast of Maine
has had its votaries as usual, but the shortemn;, of the distance
to the Maritime 1’rovmces, conpled with the exhibitions and
‘carnivals at St. John and Halifax, has caused increased numbers
to visit our own Aﬂaut\c shores, A great deal of praise has
been bestowed on the new line of the Camdlan Pacific through
the State of Maine, a8 it is expedmous and opens up o gplendid

s
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scenic route. We have already referréd-to the palace vestibuled
trains placed by the Grand Trunk on their line hetween Chicago
and Portland, Me., and sorne mention is now due the new parlor
cars of the same road on the route from Montresl to Portland
and Old Orchard Beach. They are much longer than the ordinary
car and a step in advance of the vestibuled cav, 1ately become so0
popular with the wealthy on. this continent. They are well
ventilated, and dust proof, and the windows are made into
recesses somewbat like bay windows, allowing passengers &
clear view forward or backward along the track way. Each car

contains a comprehensive library for the free use of passengers
and a buffet for meals a lacarte. The wood work is of mahogany
and oak, and is elaborately carved, and gleaming with plate
glass and mirrors. The work was all done at the company’s
shops in Montreal, where four of these cars have been under
construction. The G, T. R. is determined to keep abreast, if not
in advance, of modern railway progress, and as the same spirit
animates the management of the Canadian Pacific, the public
has little canse for complaint.

With regard to steamboat service, the Richelieu Company,
the Ottawa Navigation Company and the various passenger pro-
pellor boats, trading west, leave little to be desired, furnishing
not only comfort, but luxury. . Both railways and steamboats
bave done their share in distributing holiday seekers to all
points of the compass, some a8 far as Banff and the Rockies, or
east to the Gulf of St. Lawrence and the coast of New Brunswick,
and others south to Maine, Atlantic City, Saratoga and bther
points in the States and others agaia along the Ottawa and its
tributaries to the north. Montreal, however, is fortunately
situated for local summer resorts where excellent boating is to
be had. What lovelier spots can be found than those along Lake
St. Louis from Lachine upwarda? Dorval, Valois, Pointe Claire,
Beaconsfield, Ste. Anne’s and Vaudrenil recall visions of villas
embowered in trees udgtling along the shores of a broad expanse
of water, like a miniature ocean, across which plies the hLeavy
traflic from the great lakes to the commerecial metropolis of
Canada. To those who wish for even quister resorts, not too
far from the city, the Lake of the Two Mountains is easily
‘accessible. To the mortb, beautiful Ste. Rose holds sw ay with-
out a rival. Magnificent wafer stretchies and islands shaded
with grand old trees invite the busy citizen to rest and recrea-
tion, Ste. Rose boasts that it possesses the la¥gest and hand-
somest boat-house in the Province, and now wants a summer
hotel torival the de Intbiniere at Vaudreuil, This is progress.
On the south shore, St. Hilaire with its peculiar features of
mountain and lake has come in for its usual share of patronuge
and from Chateauguay to Sorel the local resoris have been gay
and busy. Within the past few years the virtues of Canada's
mineral waters have been recognized, resulting in the erection of
three or more large hotels withia a comparatively short distance
of the city. )

It will be gathered from what is stated above, that with the
growth of population and wealth, the advantages of & summer
geason of rest and recreation ig being fully perceived. Mont-
realers who can ouly -spare a few days at a timé from their
business fully appreciate the excollent situation of the city
which gives them an ample choice of local resorts, It would be
difficult, indeed, to enumerate’ the improvements made in
accommodation, boat houses, river craft, ete.; within the past few
years. In a few weeks the last of the health seekers will be
again in harness strengthened and invigorated for the business
struggle. '

RAILWAY STATISTICS.

- According to the edition of Poor's manual of railroads for the
current year, just issued, the total number of miles of railroads
in the United Stales at the close of 1888 was 156,082, of which

7,028 miles were constructed during the year—the rate of in-
crease being 4.07 per cent. ' The mileage of lines makmg returns
of their share capital and funded and floating debts equalled
154,276, against 147,999 for 187, the increase being 6,277, the
rate of increase bemg424 per -cent. The share’ capital of the
mileage completed at the end of 1888 equalled $4,438411,342,
against $4,191,562,029 in 1887, the increase equalling 3946,849,313
the rate of incréase being about 5.9 per cent. .

The funded debts of all the lines at the close of the year
aggregated $4,624,085,028, a sum $437,091,907 in excess of the
total of 1887 (24,186 ,943,110), an increase of nearly 95 per cent.
The other forms of indebtedness of the ‘several companies at the
close of the year equalled <306,902,569 against $204,662,071 for

1887, the increase being $12,270,518. The total share capital and
iodebtedness of all kinds of all the roads making returns equalled
at-the close of the year $9,369,398,954, an incrasse in the year of -
$696,211,738 over the total of 1887 ($5,678,187,216), ths rate of in-
crease for the year heing about 8 par cant, The cost per mile of
all the roads making return as mensurad by the amount of their
stocks and indebtedneess equalled very nearly $60,732, against
$58,603 for 1887, The gross earnings or raceipts of all the lines
(including elevated railronds) from which retnrns were recsived .
for the year equalled $9060 256,270, of which $251,336,167 werae re-
ceived from the transportation of passengers; $639.200,723 from.
transportation of freights and $96,099,380 from the trans-
portation of mails snd express matter, profits of leased
lines and other miscellaneous sources of ravenue.. In the latter
sum are included the gross earnings of elevated railroads.

The gross earnings of all the lines for the yaar ending Dac.
31, 1887, equalled $940,150,702; the increase for the year 1888
equalling $20,105,568, or 2.14 per cent. .The earnings in 1887
from transportation of passengers equalled $240,542,876; from
freight, $636,666,233; from transportation of mails and express
matter, ete., $62,941,603, against $69,699,380 for 1853, The earn-
ings per mile from which full refurns were received in 1888
equalled $6,540, azainst $6,861 for 1887, the decrease equalling
$321 per mile. The net earningy of all the lines for1888 equalled -
$301,631,051, againet $334,989,119 for 1887, the falling off equal-
ling $33,358,06", the rate of decrease being about 10 per ceat,
The amount of interest paid in1888 equalled $207,124,288, againat
$203,790,352 in 1587, the increase being $3,333,836, the rate of in-
crease equalling more than 163 per cent. The amount paid in
dividends in 1888 equalled $30,243,041, against $91573,458 in
1887, the falling off ‘equalling $11,330,417, the rate of decreass’
heing about 12:4 per cent. .39 ,

— The number of persons transported in 1838 by all the lines was
451, 451,853 ,655, againgt 428,225,513 for 1887, the increase for the year
being 23,128,142, the rate of increase equallmg 54 per cent. The
number of passenger carried one mile in 1888 equalled 11,180,-
613,679, against 10,670,306,710 for 1887, the increase equalling -
620,300,069 persons carried one mile, the rate of increase equal-
ling ve ling very nearly 6 per cent.

$25 the ton, equalled $14,633,957,925. The number of tons trans™
ported one mile in 1888 equalled 70,423,005,088, againat 61,561,
069‘996 tons moved one mile in 1847, the increase of sarvice per-
formed for the year equalling §,861,935,992 tons moved ons mlle,
the rate of increase bemg about 14.4 per cent.

The firat railway in Canada was opened on the 21st July,
1836, between Laprairie and St. Johns, in the Province of Quebec,
it length heing 16 miles, but such little progress was made in
railway development, that when the firat sod of the Northern
railway was turned by Lady Eigin in 1850, there were but 71
miles in operation, in the whole of what is now the Domlmon of
Canada.  Slow though this country undoubtedly was in its
earlier history, in appreciating the advantages of railway com-~
munication, it has of late years made very conmderable pro-
gress. In 1867 there were 2,258 miles in operation, and on 30th
June, 1888, 12,162 miles, with g total of 12,701 miles completed,
being an increase_ in 'cbe 21 years since confederation of 9,905
miles. 1n 1868 the paid-up capital amounted to $160,471,190,
and in 1885, to $727,180449. Nearly 25 per cent. of vhe total
capital has been contributed by State and Municipal aid.
was a marked increase in the business of the Canadian roads
in 1888 and for purposes of compurmon we give the figures for
the years 1875, 1887 and 1888 :—

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There has been an increase in propomon of workmg expenses
to receipls of 1 per cent. in public railways, now 69 per cent., and
of 3 per cent. in government railways, now 114 per cent. The
proportion of total expenses to receipts was algo 1 per centr
higher, though it has decreased since 1884, when it was 76 per
cent. ; the total for Canada is now 72 per cent. The proportion
is higher than in many other countries. In the United King-
dom, in 1887, it was52 per cent.; in the Australasian colonies,
in 1886, GO per cent,; in India, in 1886, 49 per cent, and in most
European countries it ranges from 50 to 55 psrcent. The Canada
Southern and the Canada Atlantic were the two roads whose
expences bore the smallest proportion to receipts, and the Cent-
ral Ontario and Manitoba and North-western the largest. The

The Canadian Pacific systewn has the greatest number of
miles in operation, bul the traflic on the Grand Trunk is larger,
which is explaized by the fact that it runs through the most
populous and best getlled portion of the Dominion. The earn®
ings of the Canadian Pacific for 1868 were as follows: Pussen-
pers, $3,686,796; freight, $7,619,758; mails, express and other
sources, $1,054,460; total, $12,711,010; earnings per mile $2,726.
The figurey for the Grand Trunk were: DPassengers, $5,656,813;
freight, 10,869,182 ; mails, ¢xpress, ete, $725,382; total, $17,-
241,377 ; earnings per mile, §6,574. The average cost per mile
of the Canpdian Pacific wos £50,639 and of the Grand Trunk,
$97,281. The original expense of construction of the main line
of the G. "I\ RR., wus exceptionally heavy. The cheapest road to
build in Canadn wag the North-west conl and navigation, 109
miles, the cost per mile of which was $9,637. 'The total avérage

.tost per completed mile of all the railways in Canada is $57,254,

as compared with $£4,301 in the United States, $62,021 in New
South Wales, $22,236 in Wesiern Australia, $68,266 in India and
$210,289 in Great Britain.

MAINTENANCE OF INSURANCE POLICIES.

The claim that life fusurance offices make large gains from lapses
hus been paraded before the community for many years. Assertions
as to probable amount of profits based upon false nssumptions have
been published over and over again.  One would think from the tone
of tho discussion that companies did all that thoy could to encourage
forfoitures.

In this discussion thero are two promincat facts which aro lott
sight of.  Ono is that the great majority of the Inpses occur within
the two first policy years, and the other is that hmited payment lifo
and endowment policies npzing after the second year, nud ordinary
life policies lapsing after the third year, are, ns a rule, surrendered
within the period stipulated in the contract for paid up insurance, by
tho issue of which nearly alk the reserve on the original policy is
turned over to the new ono,  Phete Is indeed Lut titsle apparent gain
left.  Some years ago wo made the nssertion in the cflice of a promi-
nent compuny that nothing had been made from Inpses and surrendors
nnd that tho company in question wonld have been better off had all
the inswances been continued in_ forco. The matter was taken up,
nud an Investigation made, the results of which surprised every por-
son -present at the interviow.  Going back ten years the exporience of
the oflice in way of interest, mortality and cxpense was carried out
upon the assumption that the policies terminated by lapre and sur-
tondor had teen coniivued in force. Agninst the gains upon the
assumed basis were chinrged the dividends, and the balauce was com-
pared with the actunl amount from those sources. The ratio was five
or 6ix to ono. The wholo enquiry showed very clearly that it was

wise policy frim every point of view to encourage the continuance of -
premium paying. There is another phase of. this question worth con-
gidering. It is that which refers to the policy-holder, The ineurance
which he secures is for the protection of his own household. He
does not insure as an investment in any ordinary sense of the termr.
The fact that he muy die within the next hour is the controlling
motive. Thus it is for his best interest to acquire the security which
his family nceds at the lowest practicable cort. This can be -best
done by selecting a good company and remaining in it. He cannot
afford to leave his family' to take adverse chances. Neither can he
afford to surrender n policy in a good company. to go into another
equally ag good. The changeswhich are thus constantly being mude,
as a rule, inure to the henefit of no one save the agent who is a pafty
tothem. A community of interest is thus established bt.tween the,
company and the poliey-holder. The one needs the insurancs and
the other the premium on the policy in order that it may be able to
furnish protection “hlch shall be certain, at the lowest practicable
cost. In the m‘comphshment of this end the policy-holder should
recognize the fact that it i3 for the best interest of all comp nitg
which are either wholly mutual or practically so to do all that can be
done, with due regar('i' to security, for their patrons. If any apparent
cause of dissahsfuction arises, the best plan is to go to the company

or the nearest general agent at once and seck an explapation. Nine

“times in ten it will be found tkat there is some misunderstanding

which a fow minutes candid talk will set right. The company should
use every honorable endeavor .toietain its membership. A careful
inquiry should be made whenever a policy is permitted to lapse or is
tendered for surrender, and if poesible avy causes of dissatisfaction
should be removed. Ifthero is financial embarrassment the company
should either extend the time for the payment of premium, charging
interest therefor, or should be willing to losn the insured his premium
up to a large percentage of the reserve, This it could eafely do, as
the notes given for such loans would be a good asset. T'he great
effort of every'ccmpuny should L to sécuge the confidence of its
policy-holders. A cordial telation should, as far as possible, be
established between the officers and members  This would be 1ruitful
of results in many ways, There would be fewer lapses. The policy-
holders would create a better stalus for the office in the localities in
}Vhi(’:h they reside. Agents would constquently secure business at
less cost. In this way both the compauy ard its members would be
benefitted. It is high time that a well directed effort should be made
to lead policy-holders up to a ;.ractical comprehension of the fuct that
every effort which they make to udvance the well-being of the office
in which their lives are insured will not only tend to diminish the
cost of the protection to them, but will render the final payment of
the policy claim more certain at maturity, Managers should also re-
member that a policy isonly obtained at the expenditure of time and
money and that consequently every well directed endeavor to securs
its continuance is wise and timely — U.S Review.

THE POSITION OF COPPER. ,

The statistical position of copper appears to have undergone a
distinct change fur the botter during the past few months, The sup-
plies have been upon a smaller scale than they were prior to the
collapse of the Societe des Metaux, white the deliveries for consump-
tion have become much larger, the result being that the stocks ip
Trance and England have apparently declined from nearly $116,000
tons at the end of April to only 100,000 tons at the close of July. At
the present time many producers in the United Sates, including the
more important Lake cumpanies and also the great western mine—
the Anaconda—nre known to hold large stocks of copper, for ever
since the collapse of the Syndicate in April they have been sending
less thyn their total output to market. As a consequence, the total
stocks in the United States are believed to amount to not less than
45,000 tons, whilo they may be as much as 50,000 tons.: The
Spanish companios are also believed to be kevping back part of their-
consumption, though perhaps a small part, at their mines ; while the
Chili producers are kuown to be accumulating stocks of copper, the
recont manthly charterings of Ohili copper having been small, Tl_:e
present stock, thereforo, + mounts to somethiog like the following :—

This stock of nearly 160,000 tons is tut little if any below the
total of a few months ago, when the maximum was reached, and it is
equal to fully threo times what may be termed a normal stock,
while it is equal to a supply sufficient for between eight and nine
months of the world's total consumption, The London ZEeonsmist
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thinks that a considerable liquidation will have to take place before
the statistical position can really be considered sound. Attempts are
6till being made to induce producers to curtail their production by
15 or 20 per cent., while the holders of the large stocks left by the
syndicate propoge to limit their sales in any one year to, say, 20,000
tons, no attempt being made by the contracting parties to control
prices. The American producers appear o believe thot some arrange-
ment will be arrived at, but English opinions are less sanguine, and we
think with much the most reason. There is, so faras we can see,
little or no reason why the cowpanles should cut dowu their oucput
for a long period—perhaps five or six years—simply to give the
holdera of the late syndicate’s stocks a chance of realizing ; for if the
lattersell nearly as much as the amourit by which the producers re.
duce their output, no countervailing benefit will be obtained from a
substantial rise in prices  If, however, the companies do not reduce
their output, the present large holders of copper will be forced to
realize; but this, although it will depress prices for a time, will
, almost certainly entuil less sacrifice than a large voluntary reduction
of output. If they are well advised, theréfore, they will continue to

hold aloof f-om any scheme for the control either of production or
prices.

. Tue Neer-eee Smmr.—The futuie of the flanuel, or, tzchnically
speaking, “negligee” shirt is & question just at present agitating
American fabric manufacturers, importers and shirt manufacturers,
That the garment a3 n style has come to stay is very generally ex-
pected, and the important point to determine just at this time is the
popular fabirics of the future in this connection. Already the manu-
facturers have opened the campaign by a liberal placing of prelimin-
ary orders for next year's supplies, and the direction of their demand
reveals, some interesting probubilities for the ¢ negligee” &eason of
1890. In the first place, the warm iwenther shirt of the future
promises to ke rather a high priced sffair, as the manufacturers almost
a= a body have.turned the cold shoulder t» the cheaper grades of

flannels, and have gone in for the very, best quality. Furthermore, -
gilk goods promise to cut a promivent figure in the new offéring, and "

one that will repreeent a formidable rivalry to the woolen class. It
is pretty clearly established that fine flannels and silks will be the
two leading fabiics fur negligee shirting purposes during the coming
year ; but while these two stand out as the individually representative
clasges, there will le numberliss textile combinations brought into
vigorous play. For example, the manufacturers are buying largely of
flannel and silk mixtures, which are now beivg offered in perfectly
kaleidoscopic variety of. fancy stripes and woven cffects gen: rally,
Some strikingly attractive eilk and cotton mixtures are Leing shown
on fthe market, and have caught the faucy of many manufacturers
Decorative weaves are highly developed in this class of goods, and
run largely to the « backet” types. A combination of sitk and cotton
is one well known to the really fine trade, but the coming season. wil)
gee it utilized by our shirt manufacturers for the first time as a part
of their regular offering. A few of the more ambitious searchers
after novelty have hit upon linen and cotton damasks as appropriate
and /benutiful fabrics for neghgco wear, and several lines of these
lustre-surfaced goods, both plaiu and in brilliant Jacquard effects
will be identified with the new offering.  So, altogether, it will b(;
seen that the negliges shirt has taken on a new lease of life. Al that
is “trashy" has, for the most part, been nbnndoned in its manufacture,
and the garment promises to figure during the coming year on a
much higher plane than At any time heretofore in its short though

eventful career.  Manufacturers are looking forwurd with conﬁdence
in the coming season.

AN Ottawa paper says: Some interesting legal proceedings are
likely to result from the Mackeand Bros & Co, insolvency. It would
appear that Mackeaod Bros. about the 13th May went into partner-
ship with R. H, Gauthier and Oyrus Davis, and the agreement was
that Gauthier was to put in about $3,000 worth of capital, and Davis
the expericnee, At that time Gauthier owed Mackeznd Bros. about
$1,500, and it was arranged that the former should put in his stock
and this eapital also.

She then
‘agked Mackeand Brothers to give her a,chattel mortgage on the estate,
which they declined "to do on the ground that it would affect their
credit.
