THE Poison Iron Works Co,, Toronto and Owen Sound, lias com-
pleted negotiations with the CiP.R,, for the building of another ferry
for use on the Detroit river, between that city and Windsor. The new
ferry will be 295 font in le¤gthl and similar to the one now building,
which is expected to be launched this fall.

Wa learu 'from the Bopton Commercial Julletin that the charter of
the Liverpool & London & Globe Insurance Co is about to be amended
ta allow it te insure property against storme, tornadoos, accident, theft,
seizure, a5d persans against injury or loss of llef by accident. Also,
that the Maritime and the Reliance Marine, both of Liverpool, Eng-
land, contemplate entering the United States.

A nancio icnerease ie shown in the import ation of cattie and herses
at the port of Fort McLeod, N W.T., this year. Fron January let ta
October 3rd last year the importations wert:-Horses, 133; cattie,
134. This year (the same period) were:--Horses, 625; cattle, 3,225.
The importation of sheep shows a decline, the number last year being
1,100, as against 184. AIl the horsdï cattle atvd sheep were duly. in-
spected and the cattle detained in quarantine ninety days.

KINOAID. BtaOS. & Co., of Wingham, Ont., chair manufacturera, have
assigned in trust ta Thos. Bell, furniture manufacturer. Liabilities

between eight land nine thousand dollars. The coinpany started
business about a year ago, obtainiLg fran the town a bonus by )vay of
lonn to the amount of $5,000, secured by firet mortgage upon mill
and machinery. Insulficient capital is the principal t.ause of the
failure.

APPLIoATIoN will beomade to Parliament next Session for an Act ta
incorporate the Sault Ste. Marie and Hudson's Bay Railway Company,
with power to construct a line froin Sault Ste. Marie, Algoma, ln a
northerly and easterly direction to the Canadien Pacific railway, b-
tween Dalton station and Ridout station, thence northerly and easterly
to Moose Factory or some adjacent point on James Bay"

A PITTasaUG engineer is preparing a model of a bridge.to span the
-Hudson fromt Jersey Oity ta New York. 'The structure ls to be a sus-
pension bridge 7,000 feet long. The river span will be 2,650 fout and
the other two spans over 2,000 foet. The beight of the bridge from
the foor to the riv.r will be 140 ftet and roadway 85 feet wide, suffi-
cient te accommodate six railroad tracks. It i estimated the cost of
structure will bo $40,000,000.

Ar a speCial general.meeting of the Canadian Canned Goode
Packers' Association, ln Toronto, last week, it was decided to a'dvance
the prico of most lines, ta take effect at once. A considerable reduc-
tien in the pack, as compared with many years previous, was shown
by reports presented, which wae thought would result in a steady
advance in prices. The members expressed satisfaction with thepre-
sent outlook, as. compared witlh the adverse condition of the trado
during the past few years.

Tisu failures throughout the United States and Canada, during the
week ending Oct. 5th, aggregated 200, an increase of 14 over the
total of the preceding week. The failures in the United States for the
quarter ended with September were 2,279, showing a decrease of 85
or 3.8 per cent., fron laat yr aT, but for nine months ise mumber has
beeu 7,789, showing an Increase of 329, or 4 per cent The liabilities
for the past'quarter have been swelled by a few large failures ta $39,-
227,045, or 40 per cent, more than for tie sa.ne quarter last year, but
for the ninemonthe the aggregate has boen $105,055,8.0, an increase

TRADE WITH SOUTH AMERICA.
The efforts which are being made by the United States to

extend their trade with the countries of South America are not
without interest to Canadians, as the continent to tie soutl ofr
us is the natural market for many of our products. This inter-
est is leightened by the fear that sone steps may be taken to
bind the independent states by a compatt which will exclude or
greatly restriet the commerce of countries not parties to the
bargain. 1V is not unlikely that soine of the visiting delegates
to the United States, especially those fron the Empire of Brazil,
will be induced to visit Canada, althongh the Montreal Board of
Trade lias decided that the delegates being diplomatiste and not
merchants it cannot take action. We are of opinion that such a
visit would have beneficial results. -

1 may be stated that the republies of Santo .Domingo and
Hayti hava not accepted the invitation to the Pan-American
Congress which wll, therefore, he composed of representatives
fron the following countries:-Unsited States, Argentine Repub-
lie, Boliva. Brazil, Chili, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, Guate-
mnala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Perti, San Salvador, Uraguay
and Paraguay and Venezuela. Sois years ago attemîpts were
made to encourage trade relations between Canada and Brazil,
but the effort was a poor one and was not followed up with
suficient energy or ability. With no steamship communica-
tion aud no proper encouragement to prosecute trade it is not
surprising that our commerce with the south lias been' trifling
and shows poor results. There is scarcely room for doubt that
under favorable conditions a large interchange of products could
be effected. The value of our importa from Brazil for theÏ fiscal

year ended 30th June 1888, was $700,845, a decrease of $255,968,
compared with the preceding year. Montreal importers, how.
ever, state that the figures up to the close of navigation were'
nearer to two million dollars. We imported produce :to the
value of $10.087 from Venezuela, to the value of $8,232 from
Chili and to the value of only a few hundred dollars from
Central America and Mexico, whereas in 1887 Central America
and Mexico sent us $12,000 worth of goods. The United States
of Columbia sent us nothing last year, and produce valued at
only $1,341 in 1S87. From the Spanish possessions in the Pacifie
ocean we imported goode valued at $468,678, a decrease of $491,-
979 compared with.the previous year. Our'total exporte to
South Anerican countries last year reached the sum of $1,262,-
326, an ircrease of $6J,745 with 1887. That a large trade is
possible with the leading countries of South America is shown
by the volume of their commerce prepared from official sources
at Ottawa. We give the total value and value per head of their
importe and exports, including merchandive, specie and bullhon,
for the latest available years:-

The total population of Spanish America, including the West
Indies and Brazil, is nearly equal to that of theUnited States,
being over fifty millions, of whom 6 per cent are European sub-
jecte and about 3,000 natives of the United States. There are
about 500,000 savageIndian, confined to tfpe interior of the con-
tinent of South America, and a few emall tribes in Central
America, numbering not more than 5,000 all told. Thus nearly
every inhabitant of Central and South America and the Autilles
is a contributor, directly or indirectly, to the exports of the

r country in wliich lie lives, and to a degree a consumer of im-
ported merchandise. The exports are chiefiy raw materials, and
the importe manufactured articles. Wherever -there are manu-
factories, asiiu Mexico, Guatemala, Chili and Brazil, the local
demand is generally in excess of the product, and the importing
merchants are called upon to supply the deficiency. The entire
product of the mills and factories is comparatively insignificant.

An exception muet be noted in the item of breadatuffs. Chil
bas already driven American flour off the west coast of South
America, and now supplies Peru, Ecuador and Bolivia. The
Ca'ifornia millers ara beginning to feel the competition of Chil
at Panama and along the west coast of Central America. The
Argentine Republic was an importer of breadstuffs a few years
ago, but the agricultural development-of the pampas i so rapid
and extensive that the present product not ouly -supplies th
local demand but furnishes an' annual surplus, valued at four
teen million dollars, for export. Uruguay bas alpo become an
exporter of wheat and flour and lias an enormous productiv
capacity, now being rapidly developed by Italian immigrants
These three countries, will in -time, usurp the greater portion o

It may be noted that while the total exporte from the United
States to all countries have incrèased 30 per cent since 1881, the
exports to South America have increased only about 7 per cent.
A natural and healthy development of trade- with the sonth is
most desirable, and we trust tli efforts of tue Congress will be
in the direction of removing existing grievances and barriers in-

the flour trade in the West Indies and South America and will
enter into active couipetition with other exporting 'countries in
Europe. Argentins, Uruguay and Chili, are alsolarge producers
of sheep and cattle, and while Chili will supply the west coast
with beef and iutton, the Aigeutine Republic and Uruguay
will eventually have a serions effect upon European trade, being
able from their peculiar advantages to underbid other beef pro-
ducers. Refrigerator ships sail nearly every day froin the River
Plate with dressed beef and mutton for England and Gemany,
and packinL bouses are beimg erected on au extensive scale under
an $8,000,000 subsidy from the Argentine government. The
jerked-beef supply of Brazil and the West Indies bas long been
furnished by Argentins and Uruguay, and the exportations to
.Europe amount to millions of dollars annually.

With the exception of pork and dairy products, and some
articles of luxury, the South American countries will eventnally
have a sufficient local supply of food-stuffs and, in fact, %vill be-
corne the active rivals of Canada and the United States in
Europe. The River Plate valley is more to be feared than India,
Russia or Anstralia. as a competitor in breadstuffs and pro-
visions. ILs productive area is greater than th.at of the Missis-
sippi valley, and its transportation facilities are se convenient
anl extensive that vessels for Europe eau literally enter the
wheat fields and the ranches. There is scarcely a spot in the
River Plate country, comprising Argentina, Uruguay and Para-
guay, more than 500 miles distant from a navigable river and
the advantages of North America in this respect would not be
greater than theirs if ocean steamers could load at Toronto, Port
Arthur, Winnipeg, Pittsburg, Kansas City or St. Paul. These
natural advantages are being supplemeuted by extensive sys-
tems of railroads.

The increasing price of land and cattle in the United States
has diverted Britieh capital to Argentina and Uruguay where
the same area of pasturage and au equal nuImber of cattie can
be purchased for about one lialf the mofiey. There are now one
hundred milliòn sheep in the Argentine Republie and eleven
million in 'Uruguay, while there- are thirty million cattle in
Argentins, seven million in Uruguay, and three million in Para-
guay. The significance of these figures Can be batter realized
by coniparison. There are ninety-six shecp, eighteen cattle aid
four horses for each inliabitant of the River Plate country, and
only éighty sheep. seventy cattle and twenty horses 'for every
one huàdred inhabitants of the United States.

• A.great obstacle to the developmnent of trade witl South
America is the diversity of tariffs, sone as in the case of Brazil
very high, and really prohibitive ou s0111e goods; others for
revenue purposes moiely. Great Britain and Germany being
large buyers of the products of these countries are a natural
source of supply for manufactured articles and European niethods
of finance and trading are chiefly followed. There seems to be
no reason, however, why Cinadian trade in this direction should
not expand. The United States have allowed their commerce
to diift uncared for, and the result wias bat ia 1S85 they only
sent South America $69 in goods for every $170 received. Con-
trary to the pretensious of the steamship subsidy rings, .coin-
munication was not lacking, but American prices and terîns were
fess reasonable and no care or skill.was ehownsin catering to
foreign fastes. Abundant capital, prestige and experience will
long tend to keep the balance of trade fav bIe to Europe. The.
one-sided character of American trade will bii readily perceived
by a reference to the following statement:-

stead of creatinig new stumbling blocks in the shape of steam-
ship bounties, tariff laws and one-sided treaties.

DUFIES ON SAMPLES.
Possibly no one of the many minor problems inseparable

from the application of a protective tariff to a nunber of widely
differing imports, is more ditiicult of decision than that of adjudi-
cating on the commercial value of samples, and this was clearly
recognized by the infiluential deputation of Montreal merchants
who recently waited on the Hon. Mr. Bowell to ask that ail dry
goods saiuples, incapable of sale and of no commercial value as
articles of nerchandis-, be placed upon the free list. When we
add to this priiary diticulty the additional complication that
the system under which our imp)rters obtain their samples
varies in a nimber of cases, we can readily see that it was im-
possible for the Minister of Customs to decide at once upon so
delicate a point, aitMough he clearly recognized the justice of the
demands of the deputation. There would have been, however,
nothing lost, lad some consultation been held with a few repre-
sentative importers before the enforcement of the duty was
resolved upon. We will take the case of four typical importera
of woollen goods. Jones buys a large line of woollen goode and
pays duty on them. He then cuts patterns from them to fit ont
say ten travellers, and mounts them upon books or cards. He
thus pays duty upon uhis samples, and in addition pays the cost
of displaying them to the beat advantage.

His neighbor, Green, purchases a similar line of goods; but
lias his satuples cut and mounted in Europe. lie thus pays only
for the labor and material used in nounting; both of which are
much cheaper than here. Brown merely purchases a hue of
ready mounted samples, and Smith probably is given another set
from which to obtain orders. Obviously these four sets of
samples do not stand upon the same basis from a dutiable point
of view, although ostensibly they are all of precisely similar
value.

It is evident that, if the samples of Green, Brown and Smith
are adimitted duty tree, that Jones, who gets up his own samples
in this country and employs Canadian labor and material, is
placed at a serious disadvantage, and this is a fact that materially
complicates the question. In doing justice to Smith, we must be
careful that we do no injustice to bis neighbors. On the other
hand, every one knows that it is impossible to fix any value
upon cut ranples mounted il books, or on carde, in face of the
fact that they have no direct market value; and that it would
be equally difficuit to make any standard of valuation (were
such a standard capable of adjust ment) uniform at every port in
the Dominion. Under these circumstances we can only fall back
upon the principles of benefiting the greatpr -number, even if we
have to do so at the cost of the minority,/and this would be best
brought about by admitting free such sa'mples as are distinctly
without merchautable value, save in their cbaracter as the means
by which to secure the sale of the goods they represent.

In the case of samples that have a certain intrinsic value a
decision is more difficult to arrive at. A single knife. a pair of
scissors, a tool, a rubber coat, may ail be samples and yet have a
market value and be capable of being sold. Samples of carpet,
too, are often used for making camp-stools, foot-stools and school-
bagp. These also have clearly an intrinsic value, no matter how
small,and therefore, in our mind, should be liable to duty. If we
admit this, a second question at once presents itself. Should
duty be charged upon the priced at which they are sold wholesale
or only on the price charged for them as samples?

Again, let us take the case of a sample which at time of im-
portation is really of no intrinsic value (such as a single glove
or stocking), but which, by the subsequent importation of its
fallow, may attain such value. Here is a case in which obviously
some duty should be imposed as a safeguard against fraud. arDd
as previouly pointed ont, in the JOURNAL OF CoMMERcE of Sept.
20th, this would be beat attained by imposing a duty upon hall
the value of the complete pair.

No doubt, ail sam Ples are quite sufficiently costly to the
wholesale merchant without his being called upon to pay duty
on them. The expense of carrying them about the country is
usually far greater than that of ail the other expenses of the
traveller put together, and therefore unlessjthey are capable of
recouping some of this coat, by their sale after their usefulness
as samples has departed, it seema hardly fair to charge duty
upon them. Especially is this the case of such samples as oil
cloths, which are really unsaleable in this country owing to the
prohîibitory taritff, and are only senit out on a venture.

Obviously then the duty of the Customs Department is to laY
as little burden upon the importer in this respect as i% compatible
with a due regard for the protection of the honest trader against
the fraudulent entry of merchantable goods under the guise of
samples. The United States, whose protective tariff is far greater'
than our own, have long since recognised this fact. •In the
Treasury rulings on this snject we find samples classed in two
broad divisions as follows :-

' Samples-Pieces of cloth, edgings, textile fabrics, bound or un-
bound cards containing buttons of various patterns, single gloves or
stovkings, repreientatives of other classes of goods obviously intended
for use merely as samples to seli by, having no commercial value,
whether charge is made for same or not -F'ee

. Samples-Imported in quantities for sale to j>bbers or other dealers,
aul samples of any kind h tving a saleable value as merchandise, are
dutiable according to the material"-Dutübe.

Why should not a similar course be followed here ? It would
remove one of the principal grievances of the dry goods trade
and would do no injury to the revenue. It ia a plain common-sens 0

method of dealing with a very difficult subject, and although it
is open to the objections to which we have already alluded, most
of these could be abrogated by judicious modification to suit our
particular circumstances We trust that the Hon. Mr. Bowell
will give it hie speedy and earnest consideration and that he may
see bis way clear to comply with the wislhes of the import trade.
By so doing he would remove one of the disadvantages under
which they now labor, as well as prove to them that the Depart-
ment really desires to forward their interests and not to fetter
them by vexatious or arbitrary decisions.

THE MOLSONS BANK.
It is always gratifying to cLronicle steady progress in the

career of any financial institution, especially one Bo important
as one of our leading banks, because their progress and weli
doing bear a quiet but convincing testimony to the growth of
trade throughout the Dominion. The report of any standard
bank is always well worth reading by our business men, not
only because their progress or retrogression forms as it were a
financial barometer by which the course of commerce can ho
fairly guaged; but also because at these meetings the
general public have a chance of hearing from the lips of those
men who stand at the helm of our monetary institutions a con-
cise but accurate summary of the trade of the preceding year.

The report we publish in another column of the business
transacted by the Molson's Bank during the past vear is a case
in point. In comparing its figures with those of the preceding
twelve months we notice a silght diminution in the volume of
net profits; the figures being $273,301 for the present year against
$292,301 for 1888; but this falling off is due, not to any con-
traction in the business of the bank, but simply to the fact that
the current rate of discount at each of the agencies has
been reduced, and thereby the gross amount of earnings bas
been proportionately affected. Yet, after taking all this into
consideration we find that the percentage of profit reaches
13 11-16 per cent upon the paid up capital, and that, after paying
dividende to the amount of $160,000, the General MaWager was
able to add $75,000 to the Rest and thon leave a surplus to carry
forward.

Two very noticeable features present themselves on a per-
usal of the jeport. The first is the statement of the General
Manager with reference to the investment of the bank's assets
in standard securities. We fully agree with him inb is state-
ment that the abundance of money and its low value bas made
every bond and security of that class so high in price that the
present would be a most inopportune moment for purchasing
them. The experience of every business man will bear him out'
in this statement. At the present moment every standard se-
curity i quoted at a figure much above its real value, and there-
fore to lock up the bank's funde at exiating figures would ho
moat injudicious. The second point is the recent distribution of
$23,000 among the officers of the bank. This was at once a mont
graceful and substantial method of acknowledging the services
of those subordinate officials upon whose indastry and accuracy
so much of the bank's progress depends. With reference to the

f proposed pension fund we cannot speak so heartily. It involves
a certain hypothecation of the futuie, and it in unsatisfactory in
so far that it makes no provision for the reward of merit. If

- the proposod pensions be awarded on the basis of salary re-
ceived, it is difficult to see the justice of granting the same re-
ward to Lwo clerka, drawing the samie salary, one of whonm does
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The record of business shows that the present season has
been an improvement, so far as the butter expert trade is con-
cerned, while Canadian cheese lias more than held its own in
the foreign markets. In our last general article on dairy, pro-
duce we pointed out that Montreal exporters were doing a larger
business each year in the cheese markets of New York state, but
our own production bas also been unusually large, even to the
neglect of butter making. The fact seems to be that this port
is improving i¯s facilities for freight transportation and with
more railways is in a better position to quote low comnpetitive
rates and get stuff on here for shipment to Europe.

The upward spurt in cheese which, of late, has been a feature
in the trade bas been checked both on spot and in the country
For finest September l1c is now only an asking figure. buyers'
views being more in the vicinity of 101c@10¾c. The recent
advance set in too early and found buyers in a position to be in-
different for a time, so that it is probable that prices will under-
go a shrinkage before much new business is dons. Factorymen
claim, however, that the September make is light compared
with last year, and if cold, wet weather should again ensue, the
falling off in the production of October cheese will be at least 25
per cent. In soins districts where the flow of milk has continued
goodi i has been-impossible to get the milk to the factories ow-
ing to the imuddy roads. We have heard few complaints about
September cheese, and it l generally admnitted to be exception-
ally fine quality. ShiDments this season have reached 870,000
boxes, or anl excess of 36,000 boxes as compared- with last year.
A steady clearance lias been going on in England and stocks
there are not large.

The neglect in the making and marketing of butter lias been
as pronounced a feature of trade this season as ever, while in
Europe increased attention is being given to the production and
sale of tiis important article of food and commerce. The im-
portation of butter into Great Britain from Denmark increased
twelve million pounds in 1888. The Danili governiment sup.
ports an expert in England to look after the interests of this
trade.and three inspectors are kept travelling through the dairy
districts in Deanmark to give advice and assistance, these men
having practicalknowiedge of the requirements of the Englisb
narket. It is idle to state that Canada does not make good

butter. Some le poor atuff no doubt, but the bulk of it when
male is sweet and solid boring, and would be readily saleable if
marketed promptly. But the trouble is, producer will Iold their
stock for monthe until it la not saleableexcept at a serious Jos,
It bas been well said that in Denmark, Normandy, Ireland and
other countries, the farinera make butter for the nextday's.mar
Ret, while Canadians make it in June for sale in the following
full, and in fall for sale in the following spring. Some complaints
are being made about quality and flavor this fall and it h
thought the rank growth of vegetation under the heavy rains
bas been the cause. Hlolders continue to ask absurd Prices, even
for stale stock. Several creame ries have their summer butter
still unsoid. Sone car lots of choice September and October
creamery have been placed at 28c@24c, but the outaide figure
is extreme and 22c®23e is nearer the market. But dairy and
creamery butter is very-uneven in quality and appearance and
dealers find considerable trouble in making selections. Really
choice table butter will doubtless be as scarce and dear this win-
ter as it has been for several years past.

The shipments of butter from Montreal from Jan. 1 up to the
beginning of October were 41,881 pkgs, against 28,444 in 1888,

78,187 in 1887 and 49,013 in 1886.

ply dose as little as possible. And if any license be permitted in
respect to the amount to be awarded it is sure to involve grumb-
ling and discontent. On the whole the question of the advis-
ability of founding a pension fund le one of considerable diffi-
culty, and it would be well il the Directors examined closely
the causes of the failure of this system in other inttances before
deciding to inaugurate it in their own.

The graceful tribute to the memory of the late lresident,
Mir. Tlos.' Workinan, was well deserved. No man lias dons more
for Molson's Bank than Mr. ýWorkman, and those who have been
his colleagues on the board were best fitted Vo t ify to hie
many sterling qualities,

DAIRY PRODUCE.

HINTS TO POLIC0HOLDERS.
In our issue of the seventh of June last, under the above

caption, we-gave soins hints to intendin'insurers upon the
standing and practices of certain American companies doing
business in tVhis country, whose plausible utterances might
possibly imislead the unwary. These remarks were largely
based upon the report of Commissiorner Merril, of Massachusetts,
in which he denounced, in unneasured terme the greed of the
etockholders of a couple of Hartford companies who, in the
absence of law directly bearing upon the subject, have contrived
to.foist and continue themselves upon these companies, and not
only unrighteously squeeze them to pay enormous dividende
upon the original investment but even to plunder themu for more
capital on which to draw added and endless dividende.

The ÆEtna Life-says Mr. Merrill-is a notorious offender in
this respect, and in this statement he is corroborared by Governor
R. D Hubbard, in hie veto (unfortunately .over-ridden) to the
bill authorizing the Ætna Life to capitalize their surplus. In his
eominunication to the Senate on that occasion ho, pointed out
that the original capital stock of the E a was only S150,000, of
which $15,000.waspaid in 1851, $45,000 in 1808, $45,000 in 1874,
and the balance of $45,000 by the application of profits and
dividende on stock notes. -At the period at which he wrote the
stockholders were really receivingabout 75 per cent. anuually
on the capital actually paid in at the time of the declaration of
the dividend, and as they feit that so daring an invasion of the
rights of the policyholdera would b certain to arouse condemna-
tion, they proposèd to cloak their action by obtaining legislative
authority to-increase the stock by capitalbzing the surplus froin
time to time as it accumulated, and thus not only to enable
themselves to continué to draw swollen dividende without excit-
ing the open suspicion of the public, but also to legalize, by
implication of law, their previeus acts in this direction.

Under the 'rcgis of this bill they have continued the saine
policy of enrichling a small circle of greedy stockholdèrs at the
expense of the policyholders. In 1879 .thoir capital, by this
meas, was increased to $750,000. In 1883 it became $1,000,000,
and lu 1887 it wae further watered to S,250,000. Now, lad the
iÆtna been a purely. stock company there could have beeu lees
objection to its capitalizing its surplus; but it la not.. Its prin-
cipal business is a mutual one. The principal assets belong to
the mutual policylholdera, -and yet 'wu find the stockholdera
reaping the sole advantage, and the policyltolders compelled by
law to ait quitly by and -ses the profit on their investments
quietly absorbed by a eniall executive ring.

Of course it is easy to lay the blame of the transactioin upon
the system under whiclh stock and mutial interests are suffered
to co-exist in the saine corporation. What Governor lubbard
objected to particularly was the fact that a conpany like this le
able to put forward the plea of being a mutual company and
tVius lure the inrsurers by a prospect of participation in profits,
aid then at the first oliportunity to elide them over to the stock
aide and abeorb ail the benefit of their reserves outhe hard
bargain of a surrender and paid-up policy.

-Probahly the stockholder are doing little more than many
a one would in holding on to a goad thing as long as they can.
The -point is, why should a condition of affairs be legalized in
an insurance company whici would not be permitted, for in.
stance, to exist in a savings bank or financial institution ? ,Why
does not a similafcode of commercial tmlorality apply to both?
Are not the policyholderd of the Ætn entitled to Vhe same pro-
tection ás the depositors in a savinge batik? It must be remein-
bered that a lite insurance policy le very often the only invest-
ment that a struîggling man bas, and that it ie often the sols
provision left for his family after hie death. la itnot then the
manifest duty of the State to ses thrat hie bereaved family are
net deprived of one tittle of tihe fruits of his self-denial te whicli
they are justly.entitled? This le more than a question of finance.
It is a question of doing justice te widows and orphans, of pro-
tecting their rigits againste the unscrupulous greed of a small
circle of stocklholders and, what is of equal importance, main-
taining confidence inthe number of steriug comxpanies who have
taion good cars that no legalized robbery is possible within
their charters Surely, now that the evils of the syatemn liave
been brought so prominently under their attention, the legisla-
tion will stir in ths miatter; but the wleele of tle law glide pro-
verbially slow when se influential a corporation is in question,
and until some action be taken we can onlypendorse the warning
of Commissioner Merrill and direct the attention of intending
Insurers to the superior advañtages offered-by other comparies.
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It mnay he a question whethpr Our own Dipartment of Insurance
le not called uîpon equally with tisat of Massachusettis to raise
its voice agassst deeds which ust have their effect upon the
initerests of Cinadian policylsoldoro. We fully endorse the
words of Governor Iubbard,when e says: "I intend no
personal relection on the stockhsolderd of ibis institution, noron
!ts chief usanager . . . . . . . I speak of things, not men.
1cri ticiue tie former, and carefully abstain from personal judg-
incist uts the latter."

The proposal made during last
session of parliament by the Messrs. Allan, who have held the Cana-
dian mail contract for the laet thirty five years, to build suitable
steamers on certain terme, will probably come up again for considera-
tion by the Government. It e velil known tiat the ocean carrying
service bas not ben over profitable for some years past, although
the Allan Lino Company have probat ly less tocomplain cfon this score
than many of their competitors trading 'from more southerly porto.
We fancy that this influence vas fait by the promoters of the Anderson
schenme in their endeavors te induce capitaliste to take stock in their
enterprise. The Mesers. Allan having retired fromn the negoatiation of
iast year and being released froin the obligation of the mail service,
have meantime been enlarging and improving their passenger and
cargo det of Canadian steamers ta and fron both Liverpool and
London. By the alteration made this week in the advertisFement of
tihe company ons thle fourth page of Our advertising columns (vol,
page 658) it will be seen that two new steamers are now in
course of construction, the Mongolian and the .Mînuidian, cadi of a ton-
age of 4 50 tons.

any financial institution in Montreal, or pro.
bably In the country, and we esteemed him,
as yeu aIl know. As to the remarks made 4 y
the General Manager respecting the bonue, i
may say that for two or three years previous
to the presant results being attained it was
the wish of the Board that the rest account
hould ba equal to 50 par cent of the capital,

and it was understood amoipg ourselves when
it reached that amount we should 'endeavor,
if possible, te give some little gratuity to the
officers of the bank, who have so. faithfully
served the institution for se many years. Last
year that point was reached, and as we men-
tioned lu the lest report we proposed to do, a
bonus of $23,000 has beau distributed among
theam pro rata ai cording te their salàries, and
it bas been received with satisfaction by theom
ail. Ve think wa have as fine a body of men
in our Bank as any in the country, and I am
pleased to tay thera is an eiprit de corps among
tha which muet have a beneScial effect on
the institution. The rest account reachd
$1,000,000 tast year, and though a fair year's
business-the business of the country gener-
ally bits bea good, taking one brauch with
another,-we have been able to add $75,000
to it, naking it now $1,075,000. It i.the
wish of the Board, if it will mccet with thie
approbation of the sharbeolders, from time to
time, after paying a reasoitable dividend, to
gradually Increase the amount as they may lie
able. I think that will meet the approval of
most sound, careal business men. We be-
lieve itis sound policy, and we believe it is
the right thing to do. I will move the adop-
tion of the report.

Sir D L. Macpherson seconded the motion.
The Vice-President.-If any shareholder pre.

sent bas any renarks to mie we shtal bu
happy te liear hin and to give any explana-
tien necessary.

Mr. J. Orawford having expressed satisfaction
at the progress the bank had made for some,
years past, enquired how it was tbat the an-
nual financial statement had not bea publish-
ad a week or so before ibat mteting, forit was
perlectly Impossible for the shareholders to
grapple with the position laid before themr
that day, until thy lad sean that statenent.
Notwithstanding the strengthened position of
the banik sics the last annual meeting, he
thought it was bis duty, as weil as ta bis it-
torest, to recommend a suggestion made a
year ago-that the bank-should invest a most
substantial portion of its absets in A i securi-
tics, either ln Englatid or the United States,
which might bc realisablo on the shioriest pos-
sible notice. eL wisbed to know what allow-
ance had beeu made for bad and douibtftl
debts, and then went on to say that, aithougl
the gross earnings were inceluded amongst
oth'er items in the statement, the shareolders
liad no opportuiity of knowing what was the
cost of tne bank's management. The Banque
Nationale at its last annual meeting voluntcer-
cd thia stattnent that they hiaid appropriaied
$50,000) for'bad and doubtful dlets. Another
question he would like to ask-was if there had
bea any allowance made for the rabate of
discount, the suma uner discount, as ha sup-_
posed, being $8,000,000 or $l0,000,000, a large
portion of which had not matuired. Thera was
anotber suiject he should like to mention-ha
hoped bis friend Mr. E. J. Barbeau would not
lie touched about it-and that was the pay-
ment of the quarterly dividends, a feeling lit
favor of which .was growing steadily. He
scoke in favor of this step, and said that if the
Board went on as it hd bec doing during
the past few years it would bc embarrassed as
te the distribution of the profits. As tdthe
bonus of $23,000 paid to the oieics of the
bank, he was quito sure that it Lad been at-
cepted with grat satiafaction, but lie thought
that the appreciation would hâve been bigher
if, instead of the casual. approptiation, it had
taken the shape of a pension or cuperannua-
tfon fund. ie, however, admitttd- the bbc
Board was the best judge of when and how
such a fend sheuld bu initiated.

When you take
into consideration that'the bank bas agencies
ail over the country-ve have twenty-it is
not easy to have the returns very completely
made up so early as Mr. Crawford thinke. If
there were only a sing.u office, such as our
Montreal one, it would not, perhape, be very
difficult; but the returns come from. all parts
of the province and have occasionally to be re-
ferred back for rectification or come other
thing.

Il seems to
me it is productive of no good to give it. ý If
i certain sumn were mmentioned for luser-F, the
tirst question would b», i Wby wats that money
lost?" and the next question would be,
4 By whonm was it lost; who were ..the
persons ?" IL can ha nothing but-I don't
want ta be personal-curiosity; iL serves no
good purpose. Mr. Crawfoid also enquires
whlétherwe have made a rebate on the paper
still runuing. We have not. It is doue by
some banks, but as a bmank tiis building ie not
expected to close its dours very soon ; it may
live for a bundrd years; we hope.it will.
We think a rebate iaf not called for; the con-
dition of'tlhe reserve is ample lor everything
of thaît kind. Mr. Crawford as-ks what the
bank has done in regard ta the expiration of
the bank's charter in 1891. , It is a frequent
matter of discussin amongst the directors of
tbis bank as it la among the directors of
other baniks, and no duubt when the time
comes a general underatanding will ha arrived
at as to what ameliorations will be.reqiired in
a renewal of tmese charters if anmythiug saeems
unfavorable lu the new law. When Mr.
Crawford spoke about the quarterly dividnd
ha mentioned our frined Mr. Barbeau and a
pension fund. Well, I suppose Mr. Barbeau
is capable of answering the question why hie
thinks a qnearterly dividend iR not so desirable
ami ahalf-) early one.and whether a pension fund
is -advaintageous to bankers or not. The
msjority here have discussed the question,
and they do not ec the wisdom of il at present;
iL is a difficult rulject lo grappie with.

Mr. E. J. Barbeau said that as to the pay-
ment of the quarterly dividends on deben-
tures or consola there could b no objection
whatever,ibucause it Was a' more fixed thing,
Interest, whicha was payable under public debt
was beyond al sorts of contiigenicies, and
this wsas the unknown X which prevented
him froin falling in with th idea o quartegly
divideni. But there were exceptions to tbli

gentleman and practically a friend aveu to
his-I may not say. ho. had no foes-but even
to his adversarils lie was a friend. We can
all of us call to mind thati pleasant smile
which he.always had on bis countenance in
hib inercourse with us al. - IL l a moral to
us that we Fee leaving us occasionally the
flower of the land. I bave much pleasure in
snconding the resolution.

ferent thing. Bat in the case of a.bink in one
hail-year yon could never say %hat wvould
happen in the next half. .Therefore, he did
not beleve in quarteily dividends unlesms you
met with an institution whose reserve was so
considerable that it placed iL abolutely. be-
yond a contingency. But iL -was for the di-
rectors, lu whom the shareholders had coufi.,
dence, to say whether they had attained that
positiou and whether with a reserve of fifv
per cent. thîy were absolutely beyond con-
tingency and were able ta pay a quarterly
dividend. lu his opinion the view generally
taken by the public was against quarterly divi-
deuts.. As ta the matter of peusions, it was
very nice in theory, but It had ta bu dealt
with.with a great deal of care. It was a mat-
ter of-experitnce. Having insttnced cases
where the establibhiUg of a pension ind had
failed because the future liad been so consider-
ably hypotbecated, lie said that whilst clerks
in an establishment were paid on a par you
could not draw a line iu'the matter of pen-
sions between those who had served your in-
terests well arid those who bad done as littie
work as possible. This was not right, and ail
this ground he condemned the pensibu fend.
Another question had been touched upon, the
renewal of the 'charters. He thought they
were showing a good deal of apathy on the
subject, which was a very great one, and
which Would, like oilier very great questions.
c leit to Parlament, who would simply ruh
iL through the House. He thought a move
should ne made ln the direction of formiig a
coummittee of bankers to quietly discuss the
question, and if, after considerimg it, they
mnight perhaps b able to propose sorme iea-
ure to the Government. It would als bea
well to invite the Government ta name a
delegate to discuss the matter with the com-
mittee so that the interests of the country as
well as those of the banka should bu studicid
By this means there might perhaps be arrived
at a measure which both the country aud the
Goverunment would accept

Mr. J. Crawford sald that notwithstauding
pension fund schemes had failed in most in-
çtituîtious, ha would not be. disposed ta give
it up siru ply on that account, because ha be-
IlieYed in the principle. Referring ta the
vice-president's remarks touching the putting
down in the financial statement'of the amount
for losses, he bgged to say that iL was not
through .curiosity, as the vice.-president al-
most impied, he suggested iL should be done.
He asked if it were not important that the
shareholders should know whether the lasses of
a bank likethat were $50,000,000 or$5,000,000
a year. Wa it not very important to know if
the rManagement was keeping the losses et a
minimum 7.

Mr. Crawford-blight I ask-I see hera a
ist of shareholders eligible for election às
directors-if iL is your intention to intimate
to the meeting whom the Board bave selected
to fill the vacancy. It ls unal for the Board
to select a candidate, and I for one, do not se -
any objectio ta intimate fo the mneeting the
lame (f the gentleman yi1 bave chooen.

The Vice-President-We bave not , the
sliglitest objection. I hava much pleasuro in
stating that tho directors recommend to the
shlareholders, as a successor ta our latere-
spected President, 1r. Henry Archbald, now
the senior partnr of the firm of Frothingham
& Workman. Mr. Archbald bas been for
thirty yeara tho partuer of tie lite Mr. Work-
man, and has been connected with this institu-
tion during that tinie. He is well knoivn to
the comnunity; in fact, ho could nt have
been a member of such a house withont hay-
ing a record ta entitle Iii to a place here.
