square inch, which would easily allow the gas to be piped one hund-
ted miles.

Tu parcel post service, which bas bitherto beuen confined to Great
Britain and Newfimudiland outside of the Diominic'n, is nnw extended
to Australie, Belgium, South Africa, Deumark, Egypt, France, Ger-
many. Hong Kong, Italy, India and oîher places within the postal
union. A table showing the rates and other couditions has been lire-
pared aud-will be isesued as soon as the new regulation takes effect,
which will be on November lst.

A SYNDICATE is being formed in Kingston to carry on business at
the old Morton distillery now owned by Mr. McMillan, Petrolia. The
capital to be raised has been fixed at $1,250,000, and a goîod portion

of this sum bas been rub>cribed in the city. The balance will be
raised in England. The Oil Cloth Works will go on notwithstanding
the location of Mr. Force in Toronto. The capitàl bas been sub.
scribed and a new manager will be procured.

TuE Minister of Oustoms, Ottawa, bas acted on the promise made
ta the deputation of merdhants from thiE city recently, regarding the
late deparîmental ruling that fuît slippers were duitable st 10 cents
per lb., and 25 per cent ad valorem. An Order-in-Council has, there-
fore, been pas ed on Mr. Bowell's reco.mmendation providing that the
specifio duty of ten cents per pouud may bu rémitted in ail cases in
which the importera furuish sufficient evidence that the gooda were
sold by them prior to.August 31, the date on which the new ruling
took effect.

Taas was recently $2,500 worth of whiskey confiscated and spilled
by the Monnted Police et Calgary. It transpired that the liquor was
shipped to a Calgary hotel keeper, who went to Winnipeg and gave
the order ta a liquor dealer, but afterwards cancelled it and gave it to a
grocery firm who promisetd to deliver it. The liquor was put up in
beer barretsand1abeled 4 per cent. The liquor merchant who had
lost the order, in revenge watched the shipment of the liquor and

notified the police, who confibcated sud spilled it on its-arrival at
Calgary.

Tas owners of the Bossiere lins of stesauships have taken an ac.-
tian agtinst Mr. Robert Bickerdike for $4 839. Defendant had taken
aIl the apace for cattle on the wrecked steimiip Geographique for
the above-mentioued sum, and as the bill of Iadiug read " that freight,
wiitlier payable by bhipper or consignee, le to bu paid upon the total
number of animals, ship lost or not ost,' etc., the preseut action is
taken as a test case to ascertain whether a claini can be instituted
under such conditions The defendant opposes paLyment, partly on
the ground that the bills of lading were not ail made ont to lim

A Youso man named J. A. Dawdon, hailing from Hartford, Conn.,
succetedd in gettlng himuself into the bande of the authoritie in this
city last week through bic efforts ta raise money on ceriain chques
ln bis possession. Through a knowledge of bis pcople, Mr. S. Fraser,
musician and piano dealer, was induced to identify him at the office
of Messrs. Paul & Picken, where a obeque for $176 was casbhed on bling
endorsed by Mr. Fraser. Subsequent suspicions led to an Investi-
gation, which proved that the paper was not genuine. The young
man was arrested, but only a fractional part of the money bas yet
been obtained.

MAYOa RoBsa MoGEE, of Oshawa, Ont, engaged ln e a reestato
loan and investment business, bas faiiled. Already there is $30,ooo
liabilitiea known, and it is estimated that there is $20,000 more. As
far as can be estimated the nominal assets are $7,000. The debta of
the insolvent are principally due to farmer in amounts from $1 to
$6,000, but residents of Wbitby, Oehawa and Toronto aru also creditors
of the estate. Several widotvs are left penniless by the failure. The
heaviest individual is Principal Kirkland, of the Normal School
Toronto. McGee was solicitor for the Dominion Bank, but it la not
known how the bank la affected. Mayor McGee's conduct la just as
much of a puzzle as the disappearance of the funds, Hesays nothing
and gives no Information.

OUR TWO TRJN'K ROADS.

The large amount of idie capital now seeking employment in
Great Britain bas naturally caused the attention of capitaliste
to be directed to the two great truink lines of Canada as invest-
mente calculated to pay satisfactory dividende in the near future.
Of course each of the two great rivals has many partizans in
monetary circles, all of whom are desirous of forwarding the
interests of the road to whose bande they have confided their
monoy, and consequently English financial papers have recently
been filled with letters from shareholders and speculators, each
endeavoring to boom tleir particular side of the controversy,
and, unfortunately, to decry, by implication, the prospecte of
their opponents.

One of these letters, published in the London Economnist, may
fairly be taken as a sample of the whole. In it the writer lays
down three postulates which appear to us to be open to so much
contradiction as to effectually invalidate the whole of his argu-
ment. He rges the superiority of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way over the Grana Trunk as a medium of investment for thé
following reasonse:-

First, because it's working exponses may fairly be taken at
63 per cent. for a terin of yeare to come; a-figure below the per-
contage of expenses to receipts now ruling on its great rival.

Secondly, because traflie can be worked on a line where the
branches bear a snall proportion to the whole more economically
than on a lino where tlie proportion is greater, and therefore
since the Grand Trunk system is largely made up of branches,
while the Canadian Pacifie consiste principally if through lines
the latter will be able permanently to carry ite traffic-more
economically than the Grand Trunk.

Thirdly, because of the steady appreciation in value of the
C. P. R's lande, and the fact that sales are increasing at a greater
rate than the interest on fixed charges.

o Te deal with these assertions seriatim we muet first consider
whether it is probable that the percentage of working expenses
on the Canadian Pacifie will continue at a fixed figure for a terna
yeare. We should certainly say net. We muet remember that
the Canadian Pacifie is a new road. Ite road-bed, rolling stock,
rails, stations and locomotives are aIl new. Consequently its
expenses of maintenance are at present less than those of any
other railway on the continent. As the road grows older its cost
of maintenance will gradually increase until it reaches its maxi-
mum; and when it does, it will, we believe, closely approximate
te those ruling on its older competitors. Again, the Canadian
Pacifie ie ow eagaaed in extending its system te Windsor and
Detroit, which will bring it into direct connection with the
American roads, and it i sedulously endeavoring te culti-
vate this trailie. Now the receipts per ton per mile over these
roads average only 1.02 cents, a figure far below that ruling on
the other portions of the Canadian Pacifie lins, consequently the
receipts will soon show a corresponding decrease in ratio per ton
per mile which will involve an increase in the percentage ôf
working expenses. Both of these points will militate against
any prospect of its remaining at a fixed figure.

We have next te consider whether a lins having few branches
can be worked more economically than one having many
branches, and hers again we muet join issue with the writer.
The cet of a branch naturally depends upon its surroundings.
If the branch be a short one, of some twenty miles or- se, there
might be a loss of power; owing te the engines required for work-
ing it net being employed te their full capacity. But if the
branch be one o!7100 or 150 miles there will be no such los ; and
as the traftic over branch lnes is nover se great as tbat over the
trunk line the cost of their maintenance ie always less. It must
be remembered that a branch lino of a great trank road can a[-
ways be operated at a less expense than an independent road of
similar length and character. In the latter case the company
are compelled te invest a large proportion of capital in repair
shops, machinery, tools, hire of workmen, etc.; while in the case
of a branci lins ail repairs te rolling stock are executed at the
truînk line's shops, and thus its only cost is for power and main-
tenance of road-bed,' In the case of the Grand Trunk most of
its branches are really roade merged into its system, such as the
Great Western, Northern and North Western, Midland, etc,,
which can scarcely be looked upon as branches at al]. Under
these circumstances we fail to ses why the fact that the Grand
Trunk Railway bas more feeders than the Canadian Pacifie
should in'any way increase its percentage of working expenses
to receipts, , We should rather consider it as likely te reduce the
ratio.

The third point lie urges is simply a matter of conjecture.
That the land sales of the Canadian Pacifie Railway will in
future increasi in value more rapidly than the interest on fixed
charges,'is a matter that only time can decide. We muet re-
member that it je only natural that the most valuable land
would be sold the soonest, and that those lande now remaining
are the least choice of the company's concession. No'doubt
they will appreciate in time; but whether they will do so te the
extent hoped for by the correspondent is extremely doubtful.
Large stretches are utterly valueless, and, unless they should
he found te contain-minerals, will probably nover be purchased
or settled. Under thes circumstances te base any calculatien
upon an assumption of their future value, is simply impossible,
and, therefore, in, any comparison of the standing cf the two
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companies they muet always be considered as a dubious factor.
Taking, then, hie arguments as a whole, wve find that th'ey

can hardly be considered. as being based upon satisfactory
premises That the Cana4ian Pacific is au investient of in-
mense promise, we freely'and proudly admit; but in the belief
of many sound and deep-thinkers the future of the Grand Trunk
is equally full of hope. Canada is increasing in wealth and
development every day. Her progress during the past twenty
years lias been simply astonishing. It is only natural thon that
with a young and rapidly expanding field of operations the two
great railroade ehould attract the attention of investera, or that
their rival attractions shonld give: rise to controveriy over their
respective merits and opportunities.

STATISTICS OF TRADE AND COMMERCE.
In connection with the proposed department of trade and

commerce at Ottawa, we trust that one of the firet meusures of
reform will be in the direction of accurate officiai figures relat-
ing to our importe and experts, and business movemeats in
general. It is of the fret importance, and lias been se recog-
nized for many years by Great Britain and'leading European
countries, that complete and reliable figures should befurnished
at intervals by the governinent, and so thorough is the system
of compilation that no one thinks of calling their accuracy in
question. Every merchant of standing, finds imself constantly
under the necessity of studying statisties of some kind or an.
other, comparative, or otherwise, but the value of Canadian
official returns may be well questioned when we find that the
latest available te day, are for the fiscal year ended June 3oth,

It ought to be asked in the first place whether the system
of closing the year in the early part, instead of at the end of the
season of navigation, is not- a mistake. If it would entail too
much labor te finish with the calendar year, why not bring the
year down to the first of December so as te include the full
sliipping season on the St. Lawrence? Thon, as we have hinted,
the returne at present are too stale to be of much practical use
te live busineos men. The date te which the figures are brought
and the date of the blue book containing them should net be
more than two or three menthe apart, and then they would be
quite stale enough. We cheerfully acknowledge improvements
made in recent years, and the value of the abstract and record
issàed by the department of agriculture, but it is a pity that the
elaborate work contained in government volumes is not fresher
and therefore more valuable. As te the accuracy of the figures
themselves, this of course muet be attributed te the system, or
lack of system, in gathering the various statietics and cannot be
blameâble te the departments. American authorities admit that
United States statistics of exports tc Canada and foreign count-
ries are defective and indicate only part of the movement. The
Customs returns of a country are naturally net very reliable In
showing the expert movement, either as te quantity :or value;
they are a much better guide as te the importe.

The proof 'of ureliability je furnished by comparing the
United States statistices with Canadian We can cite American
returne for the first ten menthe of the fiscal year 1887-8 and
Canadian figures covering the whole year te establish our con-
tention. The exportation of.ffour te the Dominion is returried
by Washing at $1,872.773, while Ottàwa pute the lmportation at
only $243,204. Washington places the export of beef,'acon,
hams, pork and lard at $4,345,839 and Ottawa the importation at
$1,602,246 Again, the expert of cOaI from the United States to
Canada is represented by Washington te reach a value of $3,-
742,178, while Ottawa places the import at $8,735,085; the ex.
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port of cotton is eaid by Washington to have been $2,131,656,
while Ottawa claims an import of $3,108,431 and the export of s
lehf tobacco reaches $413,749 according to American and $1,441,- a
705 by Canadian returns. These figures show a serions imper- t
fection some where.

The American treasury department bas long beau agitating i
for a luw compelling shippers of goods by rail to foreign count-
ries to file with the Customs oflicers manifeste of the goods
shipped, giving kinds, quantities and values. The existing laws c
under which the United States bureau of statistics gather infor- 1
mation regarding exporte date back to 1798 and 1820 and are
very imperfect. Tie frontiera were then a wilderness and rail
carriage was unkuown. At present, the law requires manifest d
of exporte only fron masters of vessels and, consequently, pro- t
vides for records of exporta by seaonly. The importance oflhav-
ing statiaties of exporta by rail has beau broughtcuriously tothe
front it connection with Canadian Pacifie competition for 1
Ainrican traffle The apparent falling off in American exporte i
of cottons to China'and Japan is unexplained under the old Bys.
tem Exporte have largely gons via Vancouver and information t
concerning the movement hIe onlyý baén obtained through the
courtpsy o1 Canadian railroad officials. Since the Paciflc railway
has beun opened, New England cotton manufacturera have been
shipping their goods from Manchester and Lowellover the Grand
'rrunk and other Ilines to Vancouver, and these shipments, of
course, have not appeared, as they formerly did, in the manifesta
of vessale clearing fromt Sn Francisco. Thie railroad oflicials
have readily furnishled to the United States government ail the
figures tlhat their biIs of lading disclse, but the information is
not conplete. It dtals with quantities merely, not with values.
The export of 4,789,731 Ibe. of cotto from V ancouver lor the
six mlloiths8 e'nded 'December 31 last, has been estimated as
worth about $1.500.000, but it is not aoeasy toestimate the value
of someit of the smaller iteme of export.

Americans complain that the Canadian Custome statistics
are everi less completethan their own. They have laws requiring
the filink of inforination regatrding gooda crossing Canada in
bond frion point iO point in the United States, and goods crossing
the United btates, in bond, fron Canada to a seaport for export.

Our neighibors to the south are evidently keenly alive te the
value of reliable oflicial màtatistics, in fact they are of eliglit
importance, if not strictly accuraie, and brought down to sone-
thinrg like recent date. No one cai doubt that the volume of
trade both in1 thie United States and Canada la underestimated
by the presit antiquated systein of compilation, antt we trust
the naeded reform wdil be noi longer d1elayed. The leadmng
Euiropean conntries are certainly in the va, so fer as the

preparrtion and publication of oflicial statistics, bearing on
trade, finance and commerce, is concerneid.

our own country and in the United States has bean most carefuilly
scrutinized, and, as a result, it lias been found that in certain,
and often miiost important cases, the principle of protection to
native indistries has by accident or design been pushed so far
beyond its propor limite tant duties have been imposed, which
have the effect ofImaking the tariff a menus of aggrandising a
smnall clique of eapitalists at the expense of the great body of.
the population lnstead of simply a safeguard against foreign

competition. .Sn clearly bas this been recognized on the other
ide of the border that one of the great polîtical parties bas
aready identified iteelf with the cause of tariff reform, and in
his country there id a growing feeling that .while the great
principle of protection should be rigidly upheld, there are soma
nstances whera a vigorous use of the pruning knife would be of
distinèt advantage to the prosperity of the Dominion as a wbole.

For purposes of illustration -we migit take the Canadian
otton industry, in which we find the mill owners, for whoee
enefit the present excessive tariff is sopposed to be levied,
putting.forward two perfectly inconsistant platforme. To the
Govehnient they urge that the maintenance of the presant
duty, la absolutely necessary for them to ha able to continue in
he business. To their shareholders they point out with-glee the
fact that Canadian cottons have found their way into Chinese
n'akets, and they are able to compete with.England in one of
herown markets on equal terme OLne of these two etatements
a manifestly wrong. If Canadian cotton mills can afford to pay
freight to China and then sali their cottons at, the same price as
he Engliab, without having one cent of protection, why do tbey
nded a duty of 1 cent per yard and 20 per cent. ad valorem
before they can afford to seli a yard here? le it because the
Canadian customer has to pay the expense of the Ciinese, or
because the mill-men have had sufficient leverage at Ottawa to
extort an additional profit from hia by means of the tariff?
If Canadian cotton can be made as cheaply as Britis;h, (and it
muet be before it can compete with it in foreign markets) why
can it not compate vith it succeasfully at home vhere it has
every advantage in its favor ?

The truth je that Canadian cottons cannot ha made as cheaply
as Britiah, and that under exieting circumstances they never
will b. Our manufacturera are compelled to make a more
honest article than the English ; simply because they are net
sufliciently skilfuil te practise the fillings that the English use.
Whlen one f òur Lower Province mille attempted te use China
clay the gonds turned out so badly that they had te be jobbed off
for what they would bring. As a consequence, they are forced
te make a better and more expansive article tian the British,
and therefore, in spite of the gbowing accoutais of mili managers,
every consigument sent ta Chinese ports had to b sold there at
a lose. Canadian cottons can no more compete in foraign markets
with British makes than they could in Manchester; but in this
country they can, and without any protective duty too, provided
that our mills are phiced upon the same footing as those in
England.

If the protective tariff gives with one hand it takes away with
the other. The Canadian manufacturer receives the advantage
of a beavy protective tariff on his output; but on the other
hand ha le compelled to pay an equally heavy duty on the
machinery, dye stuffs, and othaer trade requirements he is com-
pelled te import. Wu do not make looms and mili machinery
here ; and, therefore, we have to import them at a heavy cost
for freight and a far heavier one for duty, while the English
manufacturer can buy hie machinery free of duty at hie very
door. -Then again, Canadian mille may have te rua on thirty
kinds of cottons in order to satisfy their customners and retain
their trade. An English mili might be able to run at fuil capa-
city ail the year round on three.or four. Above all, the Egish
mil eau adulterate skilfurlly and well, wnile the Canadian je
compelled to ha lionest, simply because its handi do net know
enoughb te do otherwise sucessfully.

In ail these points the Canadian mill owner l at a disadvant-
age with the British; but, were the duty on hie trade impie-
ments and requirementS removed, he would b able to forge the
duty on manufactured cottons, and yet could control his domes-
tic market in spite of foreign free competition. In fact it la the
duty on imported cottons that has brouglht the cotton industry
in Canada down te so unprofitable a stage. When the duty was
first put on, our business man jumpedi te the conclusion that tere
were millions in making cotton goods, Mille eprang up.allover
the country; until our prodncing power becamegreater than our
consumptive capacity. Nowadays it je the competition of Cana-
dian mille ampng themselves that rules the prices; net the com-
petition of outsiders. We have more spindies in the country
than the country needa, and consequently were' the present
combination to disband, we should soon see a fierce contest
fer trade among the mille that would send the price of manfufac.

Just where interest ends and usury begins, under the laws of
the Province of Quebec, is the interesting point now under con-
sideration by a Montreal court The action was founded on a
note, beirinig on its face lte exorbitant rate of ton per cent in-
terest, per week, until paid in full. This is equal to 520 per cent
per annum.

Since the abrogation of lie usui-y laws, the " conventional"
rate of interest Iias net been linited by statute, or by the code,
but whiere no rate whatever li mentioned, tse code fixes six par
cent, per annutm as tis limsit. The defence, anong other thlings,
specially pleaued tiat the rate of interest was unjust, 'excessive
and ussrious. Now, it ie generally supposed tiat wiere the
parties have agroed to a certain rate they are bound by thseir
contract, This nay be descriled as bite letter of tue law, but
in tie prescrit case it i contended tlhatt in i contrary to its spirit.
A groat deal of discussion was raised some years ago by a de-
cision of the late Judge McDougall, sitting in the Aylmer dis-
trict. H h1o eld that althtouigi the code dues not limit conven-
tiontal interest, utider uno circumstatnces cousld 5 per cent. per
tmonth, 60 per cent per a cnn, ho recognized as interest. It
wts, ie said, tlie pounnd or flesht, and not interest. lIn 'a subse-
quent letter to the press, exjplaining bis judgment 2ccurs these
mneiorable words "I heold thait the judge must (o riglit, and
notenforce the law (contract), whici, altiotughs agreeing with
tihe latter of our written law, oll'ends againset moral printcip'e."
It was conitended by msoney lenders and oliter interested parties
tiat if such a l principle wasl commnsonly adsmitted it wouild put the
judge above the law and il would bu very little use te pass
statutes. On the oilier hand il nay be said -.ihat tihe laws re-
quire interprelation and ticanniot be expected lu cover the circum-
stansces of evary case. Tisey, ai course, seure a mneasurable de-
grec of unsiformiity and tas attain tieir cuief object. Tie
judge evidlntly hald in view. the provision in.our law which
says: "lThe object of ait obligation muet bu sometlhing possible
inid net forbiddIen by law, or good muorals." If forbidden by

good morals, il miust necessarily be forbidden by law, and the
infaresnce l ishait the judge is allowed te exercise discretion in
ite promises.

In certain cases,a very higli interest tmay be a "just" rate
and wre mui1st draw the distinction btweet ta commercial and a
private loan. Tie rate of 30 per cent., per annutm lias been paid
for daily ctil losais on the New York stock exciange, but the noney
was aidvtnced eon wild catenterprisesand probably was borrowed
to provent, wido spread disaster, or possibly meant lite ultinate
securing of a large profit ou snome speculation by the borrower.
Commercial rates tire aise affected by ease or stringency in the
mony market. IL is li regard te small private loans, that in-
justice smiay be doe. The secuirity offered is, of course, in tiese
cases a pritie consideration. lias the borrower seizable pro-
party ta any extent? le lie in regular employanent, and if so, is
it suani emsiploymenot as exempts his salary, as in the case of
public olliciaIs, etc ? 'Tise old adage tisait , circumînstances alter
cases" of coirào applies. While we are inclined te watch witlh a
jealous eye any restrictive 'mesasures on puroly commercial lasv,
lie operaltions of iodern shylocke should ntot go unchecked. It
i, of course, obsjecte,d tiat I.e uesury laws of Europe and the
United States tir eovaded to a certain éxtent. The interest le
taiien at tise of discouiting, or the borrower gives a note for
say, $240, wleroas ie only expects to receive $200. In such
cases. however, the parties expressly attompt te evade the law
and the nedy borrower is, at once, lrouglt face to face with the
consequences of lis act. The wiole fActs are before hini and if
lie throws side the protection afforded by the law, withI bis
eyes open, ie is alone te blame. Ain ordinary man with no
business experionce, or oducation, does not stop te think what 5

s well known. Tie old Act worked badly, chiefly owing to its
granting a discharge. No new Àct cai be passed unless it li
supported by the Government, and-the Governmment will net
support a new Act. Wiy? Because they fear defeat at the
sands of thie country inembers whio thsink an injustice would be
done their constituants iby an Act witiout a discharge clause.

Let our country storekeeping friends, therefore, assist the
wiolesailers and city Boards of Trade in iaving a new Act
passed, and they will do more to reform our neigibors of the
black sheep persuasion tian by holding a dozen conventions
and forming associations of perfectly solvent merchants wio do
not abusa the credit system in any county. We may say some-
tiing regarding the disposal of ansolvent stocks at another time.

INTEREST AND USURY.
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par cent, or ten cent. really means. Hle bas a vague idea that
six per cent. per annum, is the rate allowed by law, and thinks
the interest is a mere bagatelle. When payment le demanded
he is surprised to find the interest is computed at so much per
week, or month, instead of yearly. We do not pretend that if
people are so fooliah as to aign their names to what they take
little trouble to understand, they must be protected from ail the
consequences of their folly, but enougi bas been said to show
thatusury laws have their uses. In fact, recent British. law
works publish the old decisions under then and speak of them
as likely to be re-enacted in soine formn.

THE LIFE UNDERWRITERS' BANQUET AND STATISTICB

Tas Life Underwriters' Association, to the number of fifty or sixty
lives, foregathered at the Richelieu Hotel in Chicago a few days ago,
and feasted themselves, having what was termed t a very good time"
of it. The Inter-Ocean remarked concerning it that, those who may
entertain the idea that the only thing a life insurauce agent knows, is
how to figure out a mans chances for outliving a 20 year endowment
policy, giving bis age and business and personal habits, should have
been preseit at the ban'quet. The menu was an assorted ten premium
idea, beginning with an original paymaent of blue-points and closing
at maturity with black coffee. After ail the premiums were paid and
a puid-up policy written for each one preaent, the President addressed
feisters in brief and appropriate terme, and afterwards called upon
President Jenney of Philadelphia to make the next speech, which was
as follows :-

"Perhaps no more fitting introduction to such a theme can be
found than to pass over in review the enormous figures which repre-
sent its importance, in a financial sense. Thesa figures represent, it
is needless te ay, only the business of the regular organizations which
adhere to the level premium method, and haveno relation to the large
additional amount of so-called tusurance furnished by theco-operative
compagnies Belore this audience I need make no apology for confit-
ing my figures and tihe remarks which follow themn to the companies
which do business upon scientific methods alone. The total amount
of policies in force at the close ot 1888 in compnuies doing business
in the United States was $3,133,700,000.

Perhaps there is io better method of showing the startling impor-
tance of tiese figures than te compare them with those furnished by
the Comptroller of the Ourrency ut the end of the last year. At that
date the aimount of the National debt was $1,636,7i75,868 The amount
of the currency ln the hands of the banks and othtr liunanial institu-
tiond, and of the people, incuiug in this statement ail the varions
forms of legal tender, notes, gold and silver certificates, and National
bauk curren;y was $1,040,264,381. I woultd therefore appear that the
promises to pay of the life insurance companles of Amnerica 'are $1,-
500,000,000 greater tian those of the governument now outstauding, and
that ail the currency of the country would have to be gathered up by
these companies and paid out nearly threettmes over before the debt
could bu liquidated. Of course such a comnparison le mislead-
ing, for the reasont that the debt of the government ls now nearly due
and can be paid off or purchased ut no remote day, wlhcreas the debt
of the companies is not, and can not bu until the present generation
of men has pased out of beig. Thsne figures represent a present and
prospective element of corresponding value and importance to a large
proportion of the people of this country, They are tIhe exponent of
tia careful thrift and frugality which the holders of these policies have
oxercised li oider to provide for their own weil being and that of
their families. Th business in iswhich we are engaged, then, la fairly
entitled to rank ainong the professions which adorn civilization. It
fluds its origin in the desire of man tu protect from hurm bll dearones.
Lt stimulates prudence and economy, which cean ouly exist among
civilietd nations. It is, perhaps, not saying too muci to say that the
principle of hrisitian socialisi is rcalized fuùder the workinge of fife
insurauceo an extraordinary degree. It hai grown within a genera-
tion fron salit beginnings to a stupendous enterprise. May we not
hope that the spirit of human brotheriood may grow and extend yet
more widety, until it permeates the entire social fabrie and remodels
the relations existing in the whole fanily of mankiud."

At the close of Presideut Shipley's addiess Uhairman Jenney called
upon Judge Gary, who rose amid applause and sipoke as follows :-
" I um awara that you dou't want a dot speech from me, and I doubt
if li this festai hour you look to me for instruction. 1 siall try not
te bu more solmni thau If this were an association of undertakers.
It would bu suplrtluous to seay anything about the value of life insur-
ace, for Vou take your living by it. How often it bas happened
that a wife hs bee able te suppurt a second hsusband in comparative
luxury with'thl life insurance .muney left ber by ber ilat husband,
without which she woult Iave had te let lodgings or take in boarders.
But seriously, lie who dues not pruvide for bis own household le worse
lithan un inifidel. lI more than a quarter of a century of exp'e'rience in
adjusting the controversies of other people, I have yet to know of a
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case where a reputable life insurance company treated its client un.. a
jqstly." ,

Addresses were made. by a number of others present, and the a
company separated at an early hour of the morning, well pleased with
the enteitainment afforded.

OUR MINERAL PRODUCTS.

The coïnstant opening up, by the railroads, of new territory through-
out the Dominion is having a marked effect each year in the develop-
ment of the mines. The statistics for 1880 will be expected ta show
a heavy increase in the output attendant on the many new enterprises
established throughout the present year. The annuel report on mining
and mineral statistics of Canada for the year 1888, prepared by Mr. H.
Brunell, bas beau lssued from the Geological and Natural History
survey. The total value of the production of minerais of all kinds
for the year was $16,500,000. The most valuable was coal, the output
of which was 2,658,134 tons, valued at the pit's mouth at $2,259,832,
an increase of 239,640 tons. The product of all the mines in 1886
amounted to 2,091,976 tons, in 1887 ta 2,048,494 tons, showing a steady
increase during the lest three years. The quantity of anthracite cal
Imported during 1888 was 1,326,164 tons, valued at $5,450,743, and
of bituminous coal, 1,287,189 tons, valued at $3,469,025. The value
of the gold product of the year was $1,098,610, representing 61,310
ounces, showing a slight decrease when compared with the product of
1887, which is attributed ta a bad season having been experienced in
the'Yukon district The quantity of iron are produced in 1888 was

78,587 tons, valued ut $152,068, showing an increase of 2,257 tons
over the quautity produced in 1807. The quantity of phosphate
mined and marketed in 1888 Was 22,485 toni valued et $242,285,
sBhowing a decrease of $1,205 as compared with 1887, the decrease being
in the province of Ontario. There was a slight increase in the pro-
duction of Qusebec. The exports of phosphate from thisi port the
presenat season will reach bietween 25,000 and 27,000 tons, against
17,000 tons last year. h.ast fall, however, considerable was kept in
store here owing to the bigh rates of freight, and which was put on
the market this summer. The same proce-s will likely he repeated
this fail. There is a good demand for pio.sphate of high quality in
Great Britain and the Continent, and it la expected the demand fr, m
France will increase very largely in the near future. The production
of sait for the year 1888 was 59,070 tons, valued at $185,460, a decrease
in quantity as compared with 1887 of 1,103 tous. There was, however,
an increase in value of $10,066. In 1877 the average price was $2,76
per ton, whereas for this year the average price is $3.14. The value
of tie other leading minerai products of the year are thus stated in
the report :-Asbestos, $255,007; bricks, $1,036,746; building atone,
$641,712; cement, $35,593; charcoal, $87,000; copper, $667,543;
glass and glassware, $375,000 ; granite, $147,805 ; graphite, $51,129'
gypsum, $179,393; lead, $27,472; lime, $339,951; manganese ore
$47,944; mica, $30,207; minerai water, $11,450; moulding sand,
$755,571 ; pyrites, $285.656; sewer pipes and tilea, $264,320 ; state,
$90,689; steel, $472,611; sulphuric acid, $121,515; terra cotta
$49,800; tiles, $114,057.

THE APPLE SUPPLY.

The scarcity of the apple crop this season is being already fuit in
many sections where the winte's supply is, as a rule, purchased In
the early fail months for futuredelivery. The high price at present
ruling in the English:markets I causing attention in some places ta
b altogether diverted from the wants óf the home trade where equally
high prices are expected ta ruIe. The heavy falling off la shiprnenta
from this country and the United States, to European markets, as
showi in our reporta of the past week, i sufficient evllence of the
marked deficiency in tis season's crop. The Halifax Chroni le, In a
recent issue reports :-The apple croi of the Annapolhs valley, ai-
thoughs fairia not as large as last year. Thon the English market
was down low, and most of the apple gruwers got poor raturns from
their English sbipmaents. Tbis year not oaly ls the state of affairs
reversei and a splendid market in England assured, t ut it bide fair te
sesult in something not known for many years in Ha ifax-an apple
famine in this'tity. The returas froma the early shipments ta Lon.
dn have come ta hand, and thuse are of a most satisfactury ciharactor.
Prices have been realized far in exctes of any reasonable expectation.
As a resait there is a general stampede for the English market, and
ta add to the boom, we are informed that some English fruit men hava
coma or are coming out purposely ta buy up Nova Scotia apples.

We presume that this le ail right from the general
standpoint of the country and JtI prosperity, and we certaiinly con.
gastulate the fruit growers of the Annapolis valley on their bright
prospets., 'But we hope that the wants of Halifax will not b ignored
or wae shall have to import from the United States. One tbing may

a well ba understood, and that la that those in Halifax who have to
ay in their supply of apples may rest assured they wilI have ta pay
a price for theam this year.

NEw YoRK Lais INIBTUINTS ui OÂAADA.-Preaident Bears of the
New York Life Insurance Company, with W. F. Buckey and 'W. H
Appleton, of the Finance Board, and Mr. Booth, who bas charge of the
company's building operations, paid a visit recently ta Montre ail with a
view of seeking investments for a further portion of the accumulating
surplus funds of.the company.

It may bu that this difference may b se great, as
tu enable a tradr lu life policies to offer the prophetic value, witisout
any deduction for expenses of management being made froml tie iad-
inig. We say it id possible; bu [t il not probable; but in that case
aloue would life assurance he offered at prophetiu cust price., The
next proposition we have to submit Id the question whether it li worth
while cultivatinig this clsas of business in this particular way. Next,
whetier the insuring public care two cents about getting a greater or
a lesser bonus, or aven of paying a Minimum innstead of a maximum
premium, pbrovidtd that the trausatioi enuteed upon fs fir anid square,
and that the contract Wiil he fulfilled at naturity. -We reapectfully
submit that it dues not pay to cultivate this clase of bussinesa, and
would remonstrate in tie strongest posble way with those mifÏuided
managers Who think that a simPIe redCuCtion uf preminums wilt c.mpen-
sate for a defcicncy in manage'rial power nud energy su pushing the
claims of their respective offices. ' lie cheap-jïck systeus is demural-
ising in itself, and we might go a step further, and deuunce it as
distinctly dangerous. The impossibility of eating your cake and
baving it toc, should b present to the mind of an actuary.above
ail other mii. We shall watch the taudenncy in thii di-iou with
couniderable anxiety, but trust that Oo:mon Sente may yet resumte
ber saway, ad that whatever surplus there may be avillable in the
shape of overpayment of premium, may bu defurred for distribution at
the end of the existence of the policy, instead of being too readily
taken for grantetd, and discounted at the start."

The cotton
tb-reby took lire and was burned up. It was
a total lpss. The thrce other partners brought
an action to recover the value of the cotton
against the fouith partner who owned the
pa.tcular leg of the cat The judge ex-
amnined the case ;and decided tus.-"The
leg thuit haid the rog on it was hurt; tlie*cat
cou:d not use that leg-in fact it held up
th it leg and ral with the other thîree legs.
The three unhunt legs theiefore carried the tire
to the cotton, and are alone culpable. The
Injuied leg I not to le blamed. The tbree
partniers wh.o owned the thiree legs wlth which
the cat ;rant ta the Cotton will pay the whole
vaine of the bales to the 'partner who was
the proprietor of the linjured leg."

IIOW TO MAKE A CUP OF TEA.

.It seems a simple thing enough ; yet of the
millions who use this rtfreslilng and agreeable
beverage a very snall proportion thoroughily
understaud how ta prepare it.

Injurions. The water ta bc used sliould bail,
and it should be poured a the te Immediately
it balls; if allowed ta overboli the peculiar
property of bolling water which acte ipon tea
evaporates and eventually disappears. Tea
ahould not bec a decoction, but an infusion. If
allowed to stow it becomes little better than a
decoction of tannic acid. Teei that is over-
drawn i liurtfui ta tlhe nerves and ta tihodiges-
tion. -As ta the preciso number of minutes
which should be devoted ta process of draw-
Ing, s(,me peopple will eay fire minutes, some
sevet], soae will perhaps go as far as ten, but
our experience is in favor of six; this suflices
to bring ont the flivor, quality and atrength.
Just as munch tea as 1s wanteud should b made
-no more. Make fresh ten as often as it is
required. The replenishing oftlie teapot with
frecih hot water la very objectionable. As the
thorough lieating of the receptacle is of the
fir t mportanco, the teapot should be made
thoroughly hot before the tee put in it. The

àrthlîenvware teapot is preferred to all others
by inany counoieseurs, and it is superflous to
say that whatever utensil ls used for this pur-
poio should bo Immaculately clean.-London
Tlepqaph.

THE MANIA FOR CHEAPNESS.

The desire i ta get everythitig as cheap as
possible la ciaracteristie'of many. It Il cer-
tainly wrong to be extravagent, and It ls
necessary to use duo diligetace ta avoid the
p>ossibility pf being .cheatd. But ta spend
valuable time biggling over a penny, and to
become biased in ftor of au article merely
by the element of cheapness, Is evidence if
great weakness. Nat the poor only, but many
Ich people bave fallen into this error. To

.uge due diligence to procure netdful sulplies
at a fair price le a duty; but to forget that be-
yond a certain limit cbeapness la te be dis-
carded la not wise. The inconsiltent spectacle
la often witnessed of men, who demaud fair
prices for thíir own wares, seeking ta procure
what they need froma others et runiously low
figures. 'rhe man who la loud lu bis demaud
for fair wages for an honest day's work ia often
scen pasing by the honest tailor who selle
clothing et a fair price, and purchasing of the
cheap trademarî who bas came Intu the com-
munity ta underseli regular business men.

There are three ways in which one may
undersell those who carry on an honest busi-
ness. ie may seil so low tbat he caunot live,
wid up bis establishment, and leave bis
creditors ta carry his losses. This la dis-
honeet. Ho may also oppress the toilerd in
his factory by giving then starvation wages
ln order that he may sell et unreasonably low
prices. This Is worse than dilionest. There
le a third way. He. may palm off inferior
articles on his customere and persuade them
that they aru genuine. Tie ie the most com-
mon meîlhod., Such enterprises ought not ta
bu patronized by honeet men.-Adeeo2îe.
