Notmthstandmg the semi-official assurances from
Ottawa. that the government does not.  contemplate
| making any alterations in the tariff durmg the coming
gesson, . it seems nearly certam that some actxon will
have to be taken in the matter of the - ‘sugar duties. -
Consxdermg our long frontier,. praotlcally defenceless .
a8 it is agalnst smugglmg, it is lmposmble that 80 large
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o discrepancy a8 $5 or $6 per barrel in the value of an
mdlspensable household article, like sugar, could exist
between the two mdes of the political line without - 1n-
volving its surreptitious importation into this country,
and, as smuggling, however profitable to those who

practise its inflicts more orless loss on the honest trader |-

as well a8 on ‘the revenue, it is important that such
alterations should be made in the tariff as will put a
stop to it by rendering the profit on smuggled sugar
too small to compensate for the risk involved.

In discussing so serious a financial step as the plac-
ing upon the free list of an article contributing about
three millions of dollar annually to the public funds
we must consider, in the first place, whether the ad-
vantage to be gained thereby by the consumer would

compensate for the loss of revenue such a step would

involve ; secondly, whether any injury to existing in-
dustries would result therefrom, and thirdly, whether
the loss entailed should be replaced by a reduction. in

the government expenditure, or by & readjustment of-

the tariff. The first question is a difficult one to ans-
wer. There can be no doubt that a reduction in the
price of sugar would be hailed with satisfaction by
every one, capable of thinking on the subject, among
the five million of consumers in the country, and that
ita forcible maintenance at a price 30 per cent in excess
of its cost in the United States will always prove a
fruitful source of discontent and of invidious compari-
son between the two countries. . But then thereis no
grticle upon which the-burden inseparable from a
tariff for revenue sits so easily, and, if we admit the
posmlnte that the governinent must have thisrevenue,
it is difficult to see whence a similar sum could be
derived without imposing an “onerous tax upon the
consumer. As we have previously shown, the existing
duty on sugar involves only an expenditure of 70
cents per annum per head of population. In fa.ct it
has never been- felt by the public, and,. had not the
McKinley tarifi—-the severest-blow ever dealt at. our
" revenue—placed raw sugar under No. 16 Dutch Stand-
ard on the free list, it would never have been com-
plained of. But the fact remains that its existence is
now recognised as a grievance, and hence its modific-
ation, or abolition, would seem to become imperative.

That a reduction in the duty onraw sugar would
benefit the reﬁnenes goes without saying.- In factthey
are looking as;anxlously towards Ottawa in hopes of
gome steps in this direction, as is the consumer.
Cheaper raw material would mean an increase in ‘the

volume of their business, With cheap sugar, would:

come an immediate’ expansion in the candy and con-
fectionery trades, in themanufacture of canned goods.
and preserves, and in the. countless .mechanical arts
and compositions in: which ‘sugar plays a prominent
part. It ‘would mean the replacing . of glucose and.

glucose syrups by a more healthful product. It would:

increase the consumption of sugar: by the. public, and

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and thus put a larger sum of money in circulation
throughout the country. The influence, then, of a re-
duction in the duty on raw sugars could not but be
‘beneficial to Canadian industries.

The third and last question'to be answered is whether
the loss of revenue thus entailed shall involve a corres-
ponding reduction in government expenditure, or
whether it shall simply be saddled on the public in
some other form. Doubtless most of our merchants
wou]d decide in favor of the first alternative. In fact
it is generally recognised that the expense attached to
the carrying on of the government of Canada is more
than the circumstances of the country warrant. In
previous articles we have pointed out the obvious fact
that we are over supplied with legislative machinery,
and that one-half. of the existing legislative bodies,
together with their hundreds of hangers on, could be !
advantageously dispensed with, both from the stand-
point of a reduction in the burden now imposed upon
the’ taxpavers, and for the expedmon of business. Even
in the federal administration there i5 much .unneces-
Bary ‘expenditure. It is perhaps not too much to say
that a business man could run any one of the depart-
ments at Ottawa, just as efficiently as at present, at one-
half the cost. It is doubtless possible to show, from
an official point of view, that every civil servant fully
earns his allotted salary, but the public do not think
8o, and the totals of expenditure given in the Auditor-
General’s report are sufficient to arouse a suspicion of -

Here is a total of eleven millions of dollars of ex-

An increase of
one cent per pound on raisins. currants and other dried
fruits would be a mere bagatelle; even did consump-
tion maintain its present figures in face of a higher

- duty.” Last year weimported-only 13,613,433 pounds

of dried fruits and an additional cent per pound on
this would be simply a drop in a bucket. Alcoholic
spirits and tobacco are already taxed to the limit of
ondurance, and to i impose a tax upon heavy chemicals
would be to further increase the burden wupon our
manufacturers. Where then is the government to turn
for 8% millions of new revenue ? At present it looks as
if, ‘perforce, they would ‘have to adopt a policy of
economy, or else seek the dangerous alternative of in-
creasing the national debt.

THE AGRICULTURAL OUTLOOK.
The quiet condition of trade which seems {6 have

followed the recent political turmoil reminds one
gomewhat of the state of things which immediately

follows upon a prolonged holiday. It is found rather

difficult to get back into harness, and it would seem to
require a lapse of some little time before business man
can again settle down to his accustomed avocation.
The dullness in trade throughout Canada during the
month of March and thus far through April appears to
be pretty general. Travellers in almost every line
complain of the hesitancy or slowness with which
orders are given, There is perhaps some degree of
satisfaction in this reluctance to order goods; booms
in business of any kind are not desirable and it is
auspicious of better things that merchants hesitate to
order goods for future use before they can fully satisfy
themselves that the merchandise is likely to be saleable.

It is hazardous and difficult to forecast the near
future of business in a country like Canada where the
growmg crops are 80 largely depended upon to deter-
mine the condition of trade. Throughout Ontario the
winter wheat fields appear, notwithstanding the alter-
nale thawing and freezing of the month of March, to
be in a fairly satisfactory condition, and if nothing
unexpected occur, are likely to bring forth an
sbundant harvest yield. The spring crops of course,

THE EUROPEAN WAR CLOUD

The feeling that the exxstmg tenslon between the
five great European powers cannot be maintained
much longer without a rupture, has materially stiffen-
ed the wheat market, Before the prospect of war all
reports as to possible short-crops pale into insignifi-
cance, as when such a combat of giants does take
place, England, even, if not actually drawn into the
vortex herself, will be compelled to seek her supplies
of bread-stuffs elsewhere than on the Contmental mar-
kots.

At present it looks as if the doubtful position of
Italy were the one thing. that prevents the Russia-
French-coalition from flying at the throats-of the Ital-
jen-Austrian-German Dreibund. If Italy could be
once detached from the triple alliance France would
no longer hesitate. Heretofore she has been kept
faithful to it by the promise that; in the partition of
France, she will be restored Nice and Savoy as her
ghare of the plunder; but now it has been craftily
suggested to her by Russian agents that she could do
better by joining the other alliance, and taking Trieste
and the Trentino from Austria. Thisis what Italy is
pondering.over just now. One thing is certain; the
present tension is more than she can stand. It means
over-taxation and the imposition of a ruinous tariff,
Her:people have been told by their rulers that their
gacrifices in order to maintain a.large army and a
powerful fleet would be recompensed by rich territorial
acquisitions, and they are becoming impatient to see
these promises fulfilled. Hence the indecision of Italy
a8 towhich allmnce itjwould be most advantageoua to
seek S

In France popular feeling changes from day to day.
Moments of excited confidence in the perfection, spirit
‘and elan of their huge army are followed by the chill-
ing recollections of the campaign in 1870."

No doubt, by mere wéight of numbers and
disregard of huinan life, Russia might force Germany
back; but the Muscovite army resembles some huge
umweldy anima) pitted againstan active beast of prey
when it is compared to the superb war-machine of the
Kaiser, and there can be little doubt thatthe superior
speed, flexibility and accuracy of German tactics
would be far too  much for the crude manceuvres of
the Russian generals. The campaign of 1877 showed
the shortcomings and defects of her military system,
the utter inadequacy of her commissariat and trensport,
and the lack of military knowledge of her generalsin
strong relief, and,’ although gome lmprovement has
doubtless been made in all departments since then,
the spirit of corruption and peculation is too deeply
ingrained in the Muscovite character to permit of any
substantial amelloratmn in her methods of mxhtary
gdministration.

Should, however, a combmed attack from the east

The report of the half year’s work ending on the
31st December 1890 shows a diminished volume of
gross receipts from that of the corresponding period
of 1889.. This is solely due to the falling off in freight

_receipts, the result of the lower rates engendered by

the geverity of competition. The pussenger traflic
gshows an increase of one per cent in number. and 2.43
per cent in amount ; but the volume of freight carried
decreased 18,931 tons, or 0.43 per cent, and the receipts
from this source fell off £95,313, or 6.64'per cent. Still,
the net revenue balance for the half year amounted to
£149,837 sterling, and the directors have been able to

provide for the dividend on the 4 per cent guaranieed |-

stock and also to pay a dividend of 1% per cent on the
first preference shares. -

The President naturally dwelt with satisfaction
upon the progress of the improvements in the traffic
facilities of the road. There are now 185% miles of
double track open for business between this city and
Toronto, and a section of 43 miles more is nearly com-
pleted. Contracts for another section have already
been given out, and at the close of this year-only 62
miles of the entire distance will be single tracked.
The St. Clair tunnel is completed and the approaches,
yards, lines and sidings required for its economical use
are progressing rapidly. In fact the Grand Trunk has
never been in a position to handle through freight as
speedily and cheaply as it is to-day, and this fact
should have & material influence in improving the
traffic receipts of the current half year.

Taking thereport all round itis a faithful reflex of
the mercantile situation during the period it covers.
The latter half of 1890 was marked by much com-
mercial depression. Caution was the dominant char-
acteristic in every branch of Canadian commerce.
Buyers purchased sparingly, and sellers scrutinized
every order before filling it. Under these circumstances

‘it is not supriging that the yolume of freight should

fall off, or that rates should decline. But the country

‘ig now stendily, albeit slowly, emerging from that per-

iod of financial stringency and, as the commercial
horizon brightens, the business of the Grand Trunk

must increase commensurately.

Travellers of all classes are daily remarking on the
gubstantial improvements going on along the line in
every direclion, especially on the elegance and com-
fort of its more recent and new passenger cars in which
no one will miss any of the tested modern railway im-
provements, " Those who have not travelled over the
line of late years—people who are continuous in their
praise of other roads—must not fancy that the Grand
Trunk has stood still amid the general march of im-
provement the world over, or that a large portion of its
earnings is not employed in adding to its facilities for
passager and freight traffic. Canadians, whatever their

Up to the present the Canadian
Pacific Railway has enjoyed & rather peculiar privilege in regnrd
to goods imported from Asia and forwarded under Consular seal
by wey of Vancouver to New York and other points in the United
States. These goods are subject to no examination until they
reach their destination ; while goods imported by way of San
Francisco, and brought acrosa the Continent over the American
Pacific railroads, are subject to entry and examinsation when
they are landed at San Francisco, This benefit will be.taken
from the Canadian Pacific by. the new regulations, and this may
slightly retard traffic over that road and add to its expense. At
the eame time the U. 8. authorities disclaim any intention-of
hampering bonded traffic and state that the sealing syatem may
be allowed, with some modifications, to remain in force:with re.
gard to goods passing in transit through the United States from
point to point in Canada, or passing across the United States for
shipment to & foreign country.

GBENTLEMEN,~I have completed a very full aundit of the books of
your company for the year which closed on the 31st December, 1890,
and I have a'so wade a minute examination of the securities repm.
genting the loans and investments at that date,

I have pleasure in certifying to the accuracy of the books, also that
the statements of « Receipts and Expenditure” and of « Agsets and
Liabilities ” signed by me, correctly set forth the company’s affairs as
shown by the hooks; also that the ‘securities were found in perfect
order and in accordance with the statements and that the bank and
cash balanoces at 31st’"December were duly verified.

The President said:—In moving the adoption of the directors’
report for the past year, while I haveupon so many previous occasions
had the good fortune to be able to congratulate you upon the success
of the year’s new business, I have never kad reason to do 80 more-
heartily than at this time, when the amotunt of the year’s new business
was $5,683,121, largely exceeding that of all previous years, in which
our best record was $5,040,188. The fotal amount of our policy risks
is now, you will obgerve, $64,086,801, and it will indicate the progress
of our compauy if I recall to you that tem years ago the amount of
these rlsks was $21,647,769, that twenty years ago it was $6,404,437,
and thirty years ago $3,365,407, Inalluding to such progressas these
figures indicate I am well warranted in speaking of them in the most
congratulatory torms, and in doing that I would be wanting in juatice
and appreciation if I did not say that for such success the company is
largely indebted to the very efficient. staff of officers and agents by
whose efforts, in the face of very active competition, it has been in a
groat measure attained.

As you are aware, this country suffered very severaly in the early
part of last year from the epidemic of la grippe, alluded to in the
directors’ report, Many of the denths of our assured were directly due
to that disease, and many uthers who had suffered from it ultimately suc-
cumbed to the numerous other {l1nesses in which it resulted, To these
causes we have to attribute the fact that our death olaims last year
reached the considerable amount of $603,884,77, but it will be satis.

During the earlier part of last year
rates of interest were somewhat low, and while they improved during
the latter part of the year, the largo amounts dispevsed to policy-hold-
ors, which exceed $600,000, for their -shares of the profits, did not
admit of our obtaining the ndvantuge of the improvement alluded to
8o largely as we could have wished, The year's income was $3,098,205,
equal to about $7,000 per day, for each working day of the year, aud
the assets, it will be noticed, amounted to over $11,000,000, The
