thireaten their destruction. 'The na-

turalist's theory of "the "survival of

the littest," may 'be readonable in

plants, and the lower animals, but

when applied to men it Is baseless.

All the elaborate organisations of civ-

I1lzation for protecting life, and guard-

ing propdrty, are proofs that the lit-

test would not survive without arti-

ficial safeguards.

The battle between the classes who

maie wvar upon society, ats burglars,

pickpockets, boodlers, and the like, and
those upon whom they prey, lias been

going on since the beglnilng.

Besides these, what reporters' call
"the lire fiend," lias ever been the con-

stant foc of man. During this century

the battle betwcen those who attack

property apd its defenders, has been

kept up like the struggle between guns

and armour plates.
Wot imanuy years ago somle of the

banIs In the old country provided a

room for storing the valuables of their

cuîstonersý lu these rooms were stor-

ed the gold and silver plate chests, asid

deed boxes, of nobleien, during their

periodle absences at other seats, or in

London. Those rooms vcre no safer

from burglars than anl ordinary house,

lideed at times less so. But the foar

or depredations by this class was never

areant of.
Gradually however, the art of burg-

lary advanced, the tools used in it be-

came hIighly iugenious, sometimes as

finished as watch-work, and so cou-

structed as to go into a small bag,

being litted like a Chinese puzzlo. Even

electricity was malle a burglar's tool,

and the most clever devies were re-

sorted to in order to acquire possess-

ion of sone wall or floor througl lwhiei

to aperate.
Bank sales gradually have become lu-

accessible to these operators, but It

ta impossible for a bani to provide a

burglar proof 'room for Its custoiers'

boxes of plate, jewellery, deeds, bonds,

This provision lias become specialized.

The entrusting o? valuables 'tO a fani-

ly lawyer, or banker. was at all times,

and Is now especiallyy inadvisable, as

the cure of sncb goods is wliolly outside

the business of a bunker, or a lawyer,
and the protection needed cannot be

given on their premises.

The developmuent of investments lu re-

cent years lias made places for the sale

custody of bonds, &c., an absolute ne-

cessity. To meet this, companies have
been organised that provide vaults,
saes, and deed boxes, specially designei

to give absolute security to valuables

stored therein. There are two build-

ings in Toronto, wihere burglar pioof
rooms for boxes are provided, and each
subscriber is furnished with a drawer
box entirely under his own control, in
vhich to store securities, or valuables,
without the' remotest possibility of
tieir being improperly interfered with.

There is one also in this city, the

manager of wich spent some time in
a noted establishment of the kInd in
New York, in order to acquire a thor-

ough knowledge' of the construction
and working of a system of safe depo-

sit vaulte.

The premises of this company exhibit
every /known device for the safety of
goods, and securities, and for the con-

venience 0f depositors. Day and night

watcbmen are ever on guard, no per-

son eau even enter the premises uniess

in possession of a pass word, or being

voucled for. No lock eau be turned
without the assistance o! a conîiden-

ual officer, and no lock can be used after
certain hours in the day wlthout an

electrical alarm belug given to the head

quarters of the police;

The outer doors and walls night be
worked at by expert burglars for days
before they coiild get inside, and then
their work wouId be only begun. 't,
Safety Is absolute, nothing short of an
earthquake ýo! 'the Lisbon type, could
endanger the goda stored ln shch, a

place.
There are Small rooms ,devoted to ten-

ants of boxes, or subscribers, wherein
to eut off coupons, &c., whihel only could
bc invaded by a siege. Fire las no
risks for such a place, except tempor-
ary burial by adjacent buildings falil-
ing in.

lu this instance, defence lias sót at-
tack at deffance.

A NICE POINT IN INSURANCE.

A claim was recently made aganst
an Anerican flire insurance company for,
dainage to a stock of iillinery caus-
ed by a lamp in the workrooni, which
lamp, from Some cause unknown, flar-
ed up to the heigit of possibly two
feet beyond the chimuney and the scot
resulting fron same caused a damage
to the property to the amount of $229.

Accidents o! this character are by no
mneans infrequent. One occurred Iast
winter in a prIvate house ln thîis clty,
by -hich valuable lace curtains w'ere
destroyed, the value of whih was
promptly paid by the company by
whose policy they vere covered.

Between this local case, and that of
tue Inilliner's store, there is however
an Important distinction, whlch the
public should note.

We xnn-- say thiat the statement that
the flash of a lamp flame " possibly
of two feet," ought not to bc spoken
o! as 'froi some cause unknown," A
lamp wick w-hen properly adjusted to
give a clear light, could not sand ip
a flame of two feet. That statement
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may bc regarded as a gross exaggera-

tion, or, is IL suppression of somle faet.,
known Vo tie clailant, naterini Vo the

issue, whici wotild bc that, the lamp

wick ivais Lurned up so carelessly as
Lo create the fliume aliuded to.

A person's furiiture is insured against
loss or injutry by fire, and a servant
in sweepiig the rooim carlessly leaves

ian article of furîniture nar the stove
or fireplace by which it is scoredii, the
paint blistered and more or less inujur-
cd. but not one supposes the insurance
company to be liable for sucht au i-
jury. Yet lV is within ithe strict let
ter of the words of the policy. It is
a loss, and IL loss by fire, but It is by
a flire intentionally kepti and maintin-
cd by the Insured.for ordinary doines-
Lie or business purposes, and kept and
llainitailied in the saie degree and mani-
ner as vhen it caused the injury. This
presntiLs the case in iLs truc ligit, and
shows that lte Company would bc no
nore liable in the case reported than
they wvould be if the insured's cook
shtould ovcr-ronîs t the coffeo or over-
bake the bread, on vhich there was

ii insurance against damage by lire."
Wood, on Insurance declares that for

fires confined vithin the lmit of ic
agencies eiiiployed, for leating a build-
iiig, or in manufactuing, the insurer
is notliable, that Is, as we uniderstantd
it, lie is not lialble foi' secoidary con-
sequeclees, as fromt Cite effeuts of smoke,
or heat evolved, or escaping tlerefrom.

It order Lo briig sicli conîscqtuenîces
withil 'the risk, there must be actual

ignition ouîtside of tle agenîcies employ-
cd, itot purposely cltusled by the assur-
ed, ail Liese, as a conseqience of sucli
ignition dehors the agencies.

The aialogy dîrtaii by the Nev 'York
adjuster between lte case of the milli-
ner's 'lamp and te sugar factory us
far iethed. The lame of ier lamnp
weit tiwo foet, it is said, oltside its
legitiinate bountds. In the facLory the
fire did not pass at aill to any extent

Ouîtside its proper place, so te tivo
cases are not parallel,

We arc satisied that if acase went
to a jury, such as is stated above, that

theli' ve'rdict wouild go against the in-
surauce comîîpanîy, as the distinctionl

drawn -by the Judges lit Che case of te
sugair refinery would] iot be compre-
lienied, or, if' untdier'stoodl, vould iot

b approved by Vte average jurymn.

Insiranec colipanies do not find it

advisable to pleiad sucli nlice points in
resisting claims, and ve aire satisfied
that foi the sake of $220, it would bc
folly to resist one for damnages aris-

Is based ipon.

U. S. TRADE WITHI

The report recently prepared by the

American Consul at Quebec, oi the

trade between this country and the

States, is being quoted to encourage

the manufacturers of the U. S. in their

efforts to monopolise the import trade

of this country. The Manufacturer's

Revieiw for instance says :-

" It should not be difficult to obtain
possession of lte Canadian trade In
those lines which are now controlled by
Grea Britain, even without the aid
of reciproeity, althougli it must bc ad-
mitted that sucli a treaty would in-
iensly plrtier our trade relations with
the Dominion. Tho field is open to
the efforts of enterprising manufactur-
ers in the United States, and it surely
prescnts ai iiviting prospect to those
who nay desire to extend their busi-
ness beyond the supplying of the bomle
market."

H1ow lar this "inviting" prospcct is

suci to tlie Canadian mniufacturers we

vill not say, but we doubt inueh %wleth-

er- sucli a prospect is Ii view, andi more

wh]îetler the slutting out of British

goots from1 our markets woulid bc eith-

er possible, or agreeable to this coun-

try.

Lookzing over the Consul's report we

do not find that the Imports froim the

States of suci goods as ve procure fron

Englan>d, show that they are crowdiug

ont old country goods.

'The articles for which the U. S.have

a virtual monopoly in the imports or

tIis country are, "agrieultural imple-

monts, priiting machinery, musical il-

strnueuts, electrical suppliCs, fine pa-

pers, and papetieres, leather and man-

ufactures of leather, rubber boots,

shoes, and belting, watci and clock

movements, field and gardeni sceds, bind-

cr tw'ine," and other smnall Items.

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000,000. 'he official returns for 1891

givae the total imports froin GV. Brit-

ain as $42,047,526; from the U. S. as

$53,685,657; and the total S113,345,-
124. So that the Consui's figures are

not correct.

TUe Canadian exports to Gt. Britainu

in 1891 avere $49,280,858, to the U,

S., $41,188,05, and the total $98,,417,-

2906. 'hus the balance a! trade ha-

tween us and Gt. Britain was last year

$7,283,832 in our favor, while between,
us and the States it awas $12,546,962

against Canada.

A contemporary contenUs that 'this

is uot sufficiently tavorable to the U.

States, "for in several branches where
lue imports fron Great Britain exceed
those from this country they include
large quantities of partially manufac-

A IIORTGAGEE'S INSULItANCE IN
EST. V

Tiere are frequeit disputes arising

between milortgaors, muortgagees, and

insurance companies out of that coin-

mon clause i polieies, " loss, If any

payable to mortgagee so far as bis

'interest mny appear," or for soie stat-

cd soin.

Whether, in case of a loss, whili for

soie cause the insurance coinpany re-

fuses to pay, the claim shall be con-

tested at liv, there Is at timues a dit-

ference of opinion betweei the two par-

ties interested ln the policy.

Soine time ago a tire destroyed ait

insured and ortgaged divelling lu On-

tario.

That the tire vas the work of an in-

eendiary ,admitted of no doubt. The

owner lhad a very decided interest il

realising the amount of the policy, ns

there w-as no chance of selling, or again

letting the house, so the mortgage ln-

terest aras a burden desirable to be got

rid of.

The plea of the Company was based

on the absence of a notice of vacanîcy.
The owner's evidence wvould bave uîpset

this, If lue had stuck to one story. But

he varied in his statements to the soli-

citor who w-as getting up the case so

inuch, (that suit was not brougit by

the mortgagee, w-h foresaw that ie

would have the costs of a trial vhich

w-ould not b successful, oit tis account.

This however, did not debar the own-

er froin instituting a suit ait lis Own
account, awhich lue declined to under-

taike, being warned by the uoi'tgagee's

solicitor that his cvideuce vould be

broken down by the Company.

Tie question vas recently asked the

N. Y. Chroniele wlether both parties

iterested in a policy eau bring sepa-

rate suits to enforce paynent of a

clainm? Whis elicited a reply to the

effect sthat:

" If the Company declines to pay be-
cause of the breach of soie condition
of the policy, ahic eau be proved,
by avhic the insurance Is fortelted, the
payee, the mortgagee, las no interest
in the policy, for If the poliey be for-
ited as to the insured the payee eau

have no claim upon the eompany where

the xnortgagor las noue, as the riglits
oa the latter under this clause flow only
froni and through those of the former.

As to the riglt of both parties to sue
simultaneously upon the saine claim,
the rifle o law: is that: "'Whoever sucs
must be able to enforce 'te whale pol-
icy" (B·artford lus. co. vs. Daveinport,
S. C. Mich., 7 Lis. Law Jour., 228).
In the case quoted the loss was pay-
able to the mortgagees, and it appear-
cd that the mortgagees had but a par-
tIi nnd not a eantra]Ing interest Jiu
te lass. The court bid that "thera
Could be no splitting up a! causes of
action 'au a single0 policy, tic contra!

ote policy, nlid colsequetly the riglit
of action, belonged to the original in-
sured and not to the imortgagee."

A ruling of the Michigan Supremie

Court declares that If the insurer re-

tains an insurable interest in the pol-

icy and has not assigied it, ie bas the

rigit of action for recovery in his ovn

naine, and "in such aun action .if the

insurance uoney bu wholly unpaid, the

recovery wvill b for the entire literesb

in the policy without regard to the

mortgagee."

Tue nterest af te Margago wali
ho prateetcd haw)evari, sa tbat avlian

the claii under tltd'policy is paid, it

may be devoted to the reduetion of
the inortgage debt.

In all such cases of joint interest in

a policy, the aviser course is for nu ar-

rangement to be made anmicably be-
tween both parties as to the course to

be pursued to secure the amuounit of the

claim.
We nay add Lhat, the mortgagee's

chltim gainst the muortgagor 1s not pre-

judiced by any failure inl the eveut or
fire, tO recover the amount of loss un-
der a policy of insurance.

IS LYING JUSTIFIABLE IN BUSINESS

'iat a good deail of " fibbing" Is done

in business, is no secret; "white lies,"
untruths that is, devoid of malice, or

other Cvil intention, are mnuautured

freely li society, by even those wlo

would ' horrified ut beiig charged

witl !being untruthful.

But ave never saw downright lying
frankly advocated and defended before
reading Lie followlng In an Amaericant

paper.

" Looking at this question of whole-
sale and retail lying from a comprhen-
sive standpoint, it would se·intiat a
merchant should net in accordance wiLith
the ordinary custon of business mon
of 'the world up ta the point where
he bas to protect himself, bis trade and
lis 'interests genorally, but he siould
bh conservative in bis lies, and, above
all, ho should avold deliberate, purpose-
less lying."

That phrase " conservative In lis
lies," is a stroke of geius. We mnust
takre cure, that I not to lie so reek-

lessly as to expose the fact that Our
avord is not to be relied upon, as, If
that le done, no one vould belleve us,
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and we should, In despair, bave to re-

sort to speaking the truth !
If the inerchant "should" tell lies ln

a cautious way, Ho as ta protect him-

self froin siane or injury, why should

not aiso liis servants <lo s ? Clerks

at counters, vho follow this advice,
ii.1d iimiitate tixcîr niasters, would cul-
tivate 'lyIng as a fine art, and ln a
quiet, "conservative way," taking care

not ta uIo it wltlhaout a purpose, would
rilsify tihei' recelpts, and rob tieir ei-

pl'yers "in accordance with the eus-
tom of busin5 els men of the Ivorlil," If
we are ta belleve thei stateients, and

follov the moral teacliniig of the journ-

al wev quoted.
'T'his questlon lias beenLi treshlil ont

so 1,lroughly i llie pilpit, anid else-

whlîere-it is Iinicei so eleetary-that

commnts could oily be a string or

clestmlIts.

By signinug only an initial tlie'e Is

an appearance given of the signer be-
ing careless, off-liInd, and lacking in
thoroughness. An initial signature 18

a scaiped signature; one suspects that

those who adopt this Custom vill
scamp ail their work.

It Is also mlisleading att times, and

leds ta misunderstandings. A letter

for instance ls signed by a clerk whose
initials arc those o one of the firm.

The recelver supposes that the inember
of the firm lhaving such initials has

signed It and acting upon this belief,
hie mîîay be led itAO doing that hvlici

lie would not do, had the signature

lacked that confiriation.

ln these type-writing days it behoves

firxns ta be cautious in this respect,

A fraud vas recently coninitted by a

youtlh wlo toolc advantage of the

iame of lits employers belng type-writ-
ten, and thon initialed by two letters

whîicii any person could readily imitate.

He secuired by this means a letter in

favor of a confederate who Weas supplied
with goods ta a considerable amount,

On coiparing this letter with others

signed in the way usual with hlis Cm-

ployers, it was impossible ta detect the
forgery.

Ta forge a fuil naine fs a difficult

task, but ta forge initials Is quite easy.

This fact, in itself, is enougi ta show

how objeetionable initial signatures

aire.

The business managers of a local uni-

veisity ned ta reform their corres-

pondence lin this respect. Communica-

tions from so dignIfied an Institution

should not be so lacking ln dignity as

ta be only vouelied by the initials of

an officiai. A person wlo ias no tienc

ta signl his nain ta a receipt, or a
letter, is out of his place in this world,
lie should enter the sphtere wliere time
is less preelous.

Thtere lire places where initials are

lix place, wlee thtey xmerely indieate

that a c ertain papier, or a statemeut,
ias been scen by the signer. Ta re-

ceipts, or requests for money or goods,
or ta letters af any importance, they

ougit never ta be used ii place 0f a

full signature.
As the habit is of quite recent ort-

gin, ls indeed eharaeterlstie of the
youths, and youinger men la offices,
their eiders would do thiem a service
by declliing ta rceognise documents so
signed, and insisting upon signatures
being lin business form, and not seaip-

A letter of no slight Importance was
recelved this 'week, ln this city, by a
firm ta which the name of their corres-
pondents, a large firm, vas sIgnied, as
it turned out, by an office boy. We
repeat that such carelessness is unbusi-
nesslike, and being risky, and openinig
up chances for frauds, is highly repre-
hensible.

The young folks of this geneat l

who have read the novels, or seen plays,
wierein :the Inn lire of by-gone days

is depicted, must be w¶'ofully upset ivhe
they first "register" at a modern ho-
tel.

We aIl know comedies that bring on
the stage some jolly landlord suchb as

is initroduced ta us by' Falstaff as,

"Mine hOist of the Garter," and later

on by "sweet Anne Page," wien she

exclains, " Look wlere my ranting host

cf the Garter coaes ; therle elther

liquor ln lis pate, or money in lis
purse, when lie looks so merrily."

This "rantinîg" lin-keeper draws itis
own, and a good portrait of lis class
wicin lie calls out ta soine guests,
" lere boys, hore ! shall we wag ?" and

suggests that the quarrel between Sir
Hught and Dr, Cains be settled over a
drink ;-"elt burnt sack be the issue,"
says lie, with a keen eye ta business,
amid ail his rollicking jollity.

My "ranting," but good hearted,
"host of the Garter" is a type of inn-
keepou' bow extinet, We find in ii

Adaii Bede in thtat pathette scelle where
poor, weeping, Hetty alights penniless
at the "Green Man," wh'ere the laud-
lord bids ier despite ler poverty aid
loneliness, " coe young woman, come
i andti have a diop of somrethlng," then

calls his wife ta lier saying, " Here,
missis, take this young woman uto

the parlar, she's a little ovcrcome."

HOw tender, how eminently Christian
was the landlord of the Green Man,
comxpared with the reception any poor
wanderer would find in a modern hotel,
where tie "landlady" is unknown, hlence
none of the sweetening influence of wo-
manly sympathy that gave the "lhome"
touch to tie inns of days gone by.

One gets a clue ln theses eles ta

sueli sayings as "Shall I not take mine

case at mine innii," and, Shenstone's

lnes -

Wio'er bas travelled life's dull round,
Whrlxere'ei his stages may have beei,
May sigh to tixil, le stilihas folund,
The wlarmest welcome at an inn.

These, sone filfty years ago, were

found inscribed on the walls of Euglish
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bar-parlors, as they are now at the
entranec to the great dining hall of
the Ponce de Leon Hotel, St. Augus-
Ine, Florida.

In pre-railway days, as the coach
drew up at the ina door, the guests
were met by the genial host, and his

motherly vife, whose smiles were a
welcome ve neyer now reecive, and
whose whole mind was bent on maling
the traveller forget bis absence fromn
home comforts.

For the old-time landlord and land-
laiy's joviality, we now get the solemn
dignity of the hotel clerk, whose diam-
ond studs dazzle, and awe us ito bu-
inllity, as he assigna us a room wlth
the sternness of a prison warden fixing
the cell of a new prisoner.

As for taking our "case," or finding
the "warmest welconie," at most mod-
ern Inns, there miglit bie inscribed over
the entrance doors, "All hope abandon,
ye wvho enter here."

We are quickly niade to feel that 'we
are Only "No. 263," and hall expect to
be ltanded a brass badge to wear like
a licensed porter, or cabby. If alone,
we muet cat all meals in solemn silence
hence the modern prevalence of dyspep-
sia, for no stomnach ean digest a duib
dinuner. Instead of a "neat handed
Phyllis," or buxon maid to add a hu-
inan condinent to food they served, we
have mow a stately " coloured gentle-
nan" to hand us a bewildering sup-
ply 'of "broken victuals.'

On our roon door is placed a copy
of fthe proprietor's ton, or more coin-
nandnents, as though the Mosaie code
vas not enough for a mortal to obey.

If we cone in, say after 8 p. m., e
We never so hungry, we are sent slip-
perless to bed like naughty boys, or
driven out ta seek soie hospitable pie-
shop, or hun store to assuage the pangs
af hunger.

IEccntly having been detabined by a
railway accident we arrlved at a stately
hotel at 10:80 p. mi., famished by en-
forcd fasting. Several of us were told,
with an air of injured dignity at being
asked for a bite of bread and ebese,
or anything in the w-ay of "grub" at
that uintimely hour, that no such bite
could bu had. Then we recalled the
good old days when no matter how
late we arrived, there was always a
friendly greeting, with hospitality,
ebeerlully ready to provide a cut from
that day's roast, or a mellow cheese,
butter, home-ma'de bread, a glass of
hiome-brewed beer, and if needed a
"night cap"-for ail lhich homely con-
forts the spectacle of diamond shirt
studS, and electria belt8 are a very
poor recompense.

The miodern inn, we beg pardon, "Iho-
tel,' in snaller towns, is utterly spoilt

býypIng the style o! the palatial car-
avanseries of cities. The "Menu'--for

mcal cards, ai course must have a
Frencli namee-follows the pattern Of
places wvhere elaborate diners are got
up by foreign cooks. The result is,
that nothing gratifies the palate, wbich
if sophisticated and fastidious, declines

ta accept "style," eo-called, for "'a
gooa square meal," decently cooked,
and if unsophisticated, prefers a Cut
froum one joint, and a slice of homlely
pudding, ta ail te faucy "kickshaws,"

of a Soyer or Savarin.
There used ta be one hotel ln the

West, where travellers would stop over
en-route to and from New York, to un-

joy a meall as simple and plain as in

an ordinary haine, but cooked fit for
the gods, whtere the landlord and his
ife presided as host and hogtess ~t

the table. Poor R--4, we shall neyer

look on bis like again, or ever get hotel
dinners sucli as te served, the very re-
inembrance of which excites the appe-
tite.

Why cannot modern luns lu country

towns drap the "Meu" affectation and
serve a plain dinner such as we enjoy
at home, rith al, the appointments

clean and brigit 'i Why, indeed, do
not ail iluns db so, with a few "exten-

sions," cooked in donestie style, sa
itat we eau at iceast make a good

guess at what we are eating without

reference ta theC Menu, or the waiter?

Why too, cannot late arrivais find soine-
thing to eat and drink, and not bc
made to fuel as mîuch under discipline
as if in a penitentiary?

There is no praise of an inn that at-

'Cracks guests s0 surely as styling iL

"home like." There are houses in Cana-

dàa, at which it is a plesaure to stay.
We subinit ta Dl) successors of "my
haost of the Garter," that they couId
put money il their purses by conducting
their houses so as to makle all guests

fel like private guests, and by feeding

thema on plain, well-cookled dishes, s0
that the appetite for their entortain-

ient vill grow witih what It feeds

upon.

Dr. Johnson Said, " Notllng lias been

contrived by -whfich 80 much happiness

is produced, as by a good Tnn." 'Motel
keepers should bear this lu mind, ad
:live up to it.

THE FUTURE OF ELECTRICI' Y.

"Since l obtaining Dower froi fuel bv
metas of steam Caenines 'uthvards of 90
oer cent. i wasted in unused lieat wiile
the aower obtainable for use represents
ecarcelv inore thian 10 per cent of the

real value of the fuel under the verv .best
conditions the auestion arises whether
tihere may not bc discoverable a flan
wierebv a niui larger percentage af the
reai value or the fuel may be tured ta
account as electricity -and .,through the
latter as hact lirlt or power " says Pro-
lessor Eliliu Thomson hlie eîninent elee-
trical inventor anid exuert in the July
"New .Eniglanmud Magazine." "This anes-
lion 1las at present no ainswer. The sub-
iect ias been alie in the minds of our
most able eltiliecers and inventors for vears
and sone have strivel hard to find a
solution ta the probcne. Records of soi-
entifie discoverv .have been earnestiv ran-
sacked to ind soie cla or as it were.
a guiding-,)ost ta point tlhe wav for the
uncertain explorer. It now aipears that
we mav b comnpelled ta await somo new
discovery soie new adapltation., or somne
nîew generalization before the wav ta the
nuhi-desired solution mav .be fountid. The

effect on the general industrial and econ-
amie developnitt in clectricity which
would fîollow the discoverv of saine not
too coimalex inonuîs for realizing at cc-
omv i oven 40 or 50 uer cent. of the
energy value of fuel is indeed almîost in-
enlcuable. Thein tralv 'would clectricitv
become 'the alnost unîiversul agent i the
production as well as the transmîîissian of
novwer. The steam engine would go out
a! use alnost entirely. We should burin
our coal net undier steama boilers • if would
be consumied iii electrie geinerators. 01
steamîshins would have their unciiinerv re-
ulaced bv sucli generators and their Pro-
pelers -would he turnied bv gigantic elc-
trie motors connectel with the gonera-
tor. 8 The spteed wald be increased se
as ta still further storten-'the tinie of an
occan voyage. The uses of elcctricitv
as a lieating agent -would be vastIv cx-
tendedi and it goes without sayiig that
our ligitinig would be accoipflisied at
much less aost."

LONDON DOCKS.

Evidence giveil before the loyal Coin-
mission on Labor broughît out the fats
that, the capital inîvested in the London
and St. Katherinie and D. and W. India
Docks is $82,500,000, the aninal tonnage
entering ainounts fa -l million ftons, carried
by 4,000 vessels. The staff of officers aini
laboerrs counts up ta 9,30 The Surrey
Commercial Docs cover 887 acres, they
employ 3,250 persons. About 14,000 aien
are eipiloyed about the London dolcks.
Between yanuary and July 2,500 vessels
entered the port of London. IL wns shownî
that tie introduction of machincry in
laidling freight has increasedi the de-
mani for nanual labor, as IL indirectly
inîcreases the anuial import. A new ma-
chine calleI Priestmîan's bucket, which oi-
ables d men ta do the work of 18, bas
largely increased the pay roll, as by. its
use cargoes are brouglht in that * could
not bear the charges of band labor. The
price ai land ucarer the city, which is
$1,000,000 per acre near London Bridge,
forbids docks being placeI there as woild
be an enormous con-venience. IL appears
that special warehouses have ta b pro-
vided for ceribn goois. 'Jut'e'nuSt not
be kept nîear wood.; teas and silS muet
eaci be stored apart. "Transport," that
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gives thel alove, states IthaI ioc-ka do not
p y alone, their dlividenis tire got ont of
storage. Constuidcring the eiiormtous cost
of ttae wtarehouse where land if such
prodigiougis vilie,-for teas ust be storcii
in the heurtif lthe city-it is surprisilig
tItI this tarticle is so low in pricti in
Londonl. But, ns luit cilty alone consumes
at much is the whole of Canaitdt; we catn
lindge ho- iuch ilore ceontomticaliv ift is
idisitributed over ti îîrea, exteiiri only
il few miles frnm the wttehoues, ltai
spread over tliat otctpied ly the toin-
ftm ters in titis counîtry.

There
tire certain iw-ell niown advantages te
both manufacturers.and those of the
public w-lio tise teacco, in having a
governnat stat-mp atltciel to.gcotds, tus
il. protets the couiimitter' from pi-tictices
whicl uare xected la comte ita tise, if
io such restrictions wrc adlopted. These
practices ar tot regarded as likely to
ba faorable ta te ainîtaiance of ith
standard qualities of certain brands,
which hive secured mtuîcit popiulit-ity fromî
their reliability aid excellence. As how-
ever soia in the ttade have piteilionel for
relief from the presenc of an inland re-
venue officer in tleir promises, the gov-
ernament by collecting the vews of all
the naiiuftactire-s, will be in ta position
ta form a fair juidgmutent of the matter.

CONNECTICUT INS. CO. vs. KAVANA -.

On 15Iti November 188, and on 2id
October 1891, we gave statements re-
gariding the action taken by the Connec-
ticut. In$. Co. againist Mr. Kavantagh for
an alleged irregularity in lis transferring
to that company a rIsk fi-om- the Scottishi
Union on the day a fire occurred. They
brougit suit to recover fronm himt the
amounit of the-ir loss. That suit they lest,
thiey appealed to the higher Court, and
the appetl was dismissed with costs,
as utterly baseless, Judge Baby declaring
that the charge against Mr. Kavaniagh
" lias nothing to sustain it. Thinking,
it is generally liieved te danage him
as imuch as by law costs as il their
Suit hail succeeded, the company carried
the case to the Privy Coincil. This
Court ias now dismissed the gppeal, with
costs. But, although defendant ias
bea.ten his suitors in threa Courts, and
secured 1hrce verdicts in his favor with
costs, le luis been put ta very Ieavy
charges, that lie canta recover. hie case
is ai flagrant illustration of the poVer or
a ricl suitor to harass and persecute onte,
igainst wolini it utterly fails to substan-
iaote a charge, which is oine of tlie great-

est scandais of legal procedure.

PAYING LOSSES AT ST. JN .

The positive side of the
policy, consiste ai an agreement ta loan
specified Sums endorsed uponi the poliey,
alfter five year's premiums have been paid,
subjeet ta five per cent. for interest; ai-
so tO psy a certain fixed saiu as uniren-
der value, as is stated in the policy. One
nonth's grace will b allowed for Day-

ment of premiums, ont payiment of five per
cent. for overdue time ; and re-instatetment
will be allowed withiln six monîthsif ini-
surer is it good health, and pays five per
cent. -on delayved premium. After a terni
of ilree or more yeurs, he cea have vhat
lie has paid commuted into a paid up pol-
icy,-or extended insurance-should lhe be
unable ta ceep up the premium paymuents;
These are such liberal, and such equitable
terms that the "Accumulation Poliey," cean-
not fail ta becone highly popular.

MORE SCAtE5'D THAN HURT.

Te trade o! Bradford, England, seemed
et ae timo likelv .to suffer more from
the McKinley Act than any other in the
aid land. The extremne apologists ai that
measure in the U. S., boasteLd that the
textile fabrics calied "Bradford goods,"
were about being mantifactured in the U.
S., indeed it was stated ltat, the artisans
oi tat town wcre emigratinlg on a large
seule to establisi (]eir industry on titis
side. It is pleastnît to learn tiat this is
net the case. Ib tuirns out that buyers in
the States anticipated the Meiiiley bill
by maing very large purchases ahcead.
This boomed te Bradford trade for a time,
and nîaturally lowered the demand for soie
time alter the Act came into force. ]Re-
centtly 1towever, there lias been a revival
of the trade so mnacêd, and the Bradford
factories, so fur from being shtut up, are
doing a gooi business. Owing ta the irri-
tation created, it was decided that Brad-
ford would not seni any exhiibits to the-
World's Fair-which would have becn a
mistake-but since the scare bas proved
groundiles the class ai goods made in that
town vill be shown, and doubtless vith
profit ta the mikers. The fabrices mdde1
in this town require highly specialised skill
in dyeing and wcaving, and low pricei
labor, as wvell as chenp fuel, of which
that locality bas a boundiless supply, its
markets tao, are world]-wi(Ie; these are
advantages wlich no tariff legislation eau
either secure for a ntev competitor, or off-
set the value of in articles of this claws.

Travel-
lers continue ta send lu very fair orders, some
of them much larger thus early in the season
for fali trade than et corresponding date last
year. The feeling seems ta be that with
good crops this fail we shall also feel some of
the affecte of the good crops of '91. A des-
patch from Liverpool quotes cottous casier;

FLoUR ANDGnAIN.-As a result Of the week's
trading prices of flour are lower. The feeling
la steedier at the close as cablesare firm. The
crop le late in some parts of the States and
cen scarcely escape frost, especially as farm
help Is soarce in the Northwest. From other
parts comeas news of a large yield. Local
buyers are chiefly taking small lots of the
stapla grades of flour. Peas, oats and bran
firm and oatmeal duli, Wheat nominal at
85e for No. 2 bard Manitoba. At Ohicago the
market le firmer and the Haitch anti-option

measure Io supposed ta be shelved juntil De-
comber. The quotation system having beau
resumed will aise cause freer trading though
much business may not be done lu August
which i the month for test and recreation
for those who cean afford It. The harvesting
of winter wheat in the States is about com-
pleted, with a fair yield, though yet too soon
for a reasonably close estimate of the quant.
ity. The season beng late, farmars are not
auxious ta sel at present prices, which are
low compared with those on a much larger
crop a year ago. Hence the receipts are
rather light, except In St. Louis, where a
quasl.cornor caused the offering of the higher
prices which were obtainable elsewhere. The
reports of spring wheat are worse, Instead of
better. Returns are poor for Southern Min-
nesota; Bouth Dakota is very unfavorable In
parts, Iowa indicates about 40 pet cent. of a
crop, North Dakota In many points reports
considerable alarm on account of rest. The
news from abroad !: not bearish. A fair crop
of cereals le claimed by Germany and Eng-
land, barely the average In France. Spain
bas recently had very unfavorable weather,
and private reports received say that the out-
look there le poor, in spite of semi-official ad-
vices ta the contrary. Ail things considered
wheat from the current crop ought to soel as
high as that raised In 1891. Foreign specu-
lation last August turned out a losing game
and this may prevent a similar rush this year.
If the spring wheat sections of the States turn
ont.no better than generally reported presant
prices for wheat may prove ta be low.
Though considerably above the minimum of
the last quarter of the century they are wett
down towards It and much below the average
Of the lest few years. Liverpool wheet ls
cabled firm.
