MONTIEAL AS A FIRE RiISK.

We called attention in our issue of the
29th January last to Ihe inoflicient and
unîsatisfactory state of the protection
against lire in, liontreal, as exemplified by
the confiagration in St. Dizier Lane, point-
ing out that the course for the ilsurance
comipalnies to follow was either to inClrease
the rates or drop the business, and the
justice of our remuarks has been niore than
borne out, not only by the occurrence of
several other large fires recently, but also
by the lauientable deficiency of the water
supply for tire purptses, as asvertained by
Mr. Alfred Perry in the interests of the
comnpanies. From the test put by Mr.
Perry there is only Göih of pressure l.i St.
Janes street whicl witlh a single hcse
could on1ly send a streamu to the caves of
the majority of the buildings, while for
every additional streaml laid on, the dimu-
iition in force caused a reduction of nearly
ten feet in the height the water could

ý, 1 1,
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reach, so that with four streams it wvas
just possible te play upon the second flat
of a building, of whichany intelligent by-
stander must have becn convinced wiho
witnessed the trial made on the 7th instant,
~and, we are informed, one level-headed cit-
izen remarked, after watching the li-
effectual eftibrts to put the water on the
rnof of the post-ol0ice, "Guess those iater
w'Orks are ail right-for a fire in a base-
anet!"-But ithis unhappily is not the
worst, as the mains in the district largely
occupied by wholesale warebouses are
onîly 4 and 6 inches, and consequently the
natural pressure cannot he supplemented
by steamers, for the reason that the latter
draw out the. water from these narrow
mains faster than it comles in. The pres-
sure il St. Catherine street, wihere the
buildings are increasing in beiglit year by
year, is under 40lbs. and, to make a long
story short, Montreal has se completely
outgrown its provision for fire protection
as, (witli the exception of ifs more solid
coiistrictiii-ailmost couiterbalanced by
the greater heiglit of its buildings) to be
on a par witli a second-class country town,
while the average rates charged for lire
insurance are lower than those of any
town in the United States or Canada.
This state of affairs is far too serious to be
lightly passed over ; the time for plain
speaking has arrived for, as Mr. Gladstone
said of anotlier subject in bis laVe great
speech, we "can no longer fence or
skirmisi around the question."

To place Montreal in a proper state of
protection against ire would require, a
considerable outlay, for rin and larger
mains would have to be laid, or tanks
placed in those parts of the city wlire the
water supply is defdcient, and as with our
present systen of waterworkzs it is quite
impossible to obtain the necessary pres-
sure for lire purposes without the assis-
tance of steamers, there woild have to be
at least six good engines with apparatus
enabling the steam to be adways k-ept up,
besides two large chemnical engines, and
last, but by no means least, the fire depart-
muent should be under a well paid and
cornpetent chief. Then but not before will
present rates of insurance in this city be
adequate to the risk run. Of course all
this nieans additional municipal taxation
for without such it is useless for the Fire
Cominittee to ask the Council for the re-
qutisite funîds and if the public refuse to be
taxed sufflicient for the needed reforms
there are only two alternatives, elther the
public or the insurance companies must
bear the burden in the shapes of losses or
increased rates. Wte have mentioned liro
alternatives, but were underwriting con-
ducted upon ordinary business principles,
there should onily be one, for the companies
really have the matter in their own bands,
-they simply have, as before stated, to

raise the rates' or decline te business,
when, depend upon- it, the public would
quickly b roused to the sense of its posi-
tion, but it can lardlyý be expected tht in-
surers will willingly tax themîselves so
long tas they find cotmpaieiî's ready to bear
the tax in the shape of losses. It is simply
childish for the offices mercly to lecture
Mr. Hood, pais heroic resolutions, such as
that contained in our issue already re-
ferred to, and still continue to transact
their business upon, what they must be
fully aware is, an unsatisfactory basis.
This may be what the Mikado would
tern " innocent muerrimnenît" but we are in-
cliined to think some munst admit that " the
punisliment fils the crime." WYe cati scarce-
ly believe this state of things ca last,
there surely mnust be somte intelligence left
among the oflices, and we suppose that
when the true stato of Monttreal's tire
protection is appreciated, the companies
will net. upon sound underwriting prin-
ciples and no longer shut toir eyes to the
fact that Montreal of to-day with its Itigi
buildings is (with no better lire appliances)
a very different ire risk to Montreal of 10 or

;20 years ago, and 'wien they acknowledge
this, and-ceasing to imagine that because
Montreal was a profitable field under
former circuinstances it must necessarily
be so wien those circuistances are en-
tirely changed - adopt the only me»-
sures in keeping 'with such a conclusion, we

vill venture to prophecy tiat i wiill noV
be long before our city is again, as il ouglit
to be, the best pîrotected, regarding lire, in
the omilion.

THE GOVERNMENT ANID TIE CANA-
DIAN PACJFIC R1AIL'WAY CO.

The text of the agreement between the
Governiieitt and the Canadian Pacific,
whici was brougit in outline before the
House in the Budget Speech, las been
now made public; the Finance minister
having broughit before Parlianit for con-
irmation the whole agreement entered
!ito with the Company.

Its main features are aiready known to
our readers. The agreement covers the
follovintg points:

1. The repayment by the couipany to
the government of the twenty million loan
(so-called), on wirhiclh S19,105,700 is actually
due ; and against whici the goveriment
presently holds $20,000,000 of the 'con-
pany's 5 per cent. first inortgage bonds,
being part of the issue of $35;000,U00,
fifteen millions of whicl were issuied in
London last year. On paymuent of this
debt the bonds mentioned will b de-
livered te the companiy, It effect they
will be handed to Messrs. Baring, of Lon-
don, to be placed on the London market,
who wiill pay the- proceeds over to the
eredit of the government. This payment

957

is to hei made in two equal inîstalments ont
ist May and Ist J ni' iext.

2. The rettrn to the governmtuent of so
many ares of land, heretofore part of the
land grant of the cotnpany, as wiil sufice
ait $1.50 per acre to pay off the debt remain-
ing dle the goverinent (after payient of
the $20,000,000 above mîteitioned) which
will thei ai unt to $9 880,912 and il-
Vtest. Thtese puayients of twetnty-ntine
millions in all vill eancel all debts due to

the govermnoint by the coiipainy.
3 The goverinmtent at present holds

S14,000,000 of the company's litud grant
bonds, as security. Whein tite above ar-
rangements are comîîpletcd alli but $5,000,-
000 of those are to be surredered fo the
coimpany, the latter ainount icing retained
by the goveriinmetit as security for the due

operation of the railway.
This practically closes the agreement as

far as the governiment is concerned. They
will b paid their debt ( and will cotse to
have aiy righlt to control the operations
of the road, except ils utstial powers in
that behalf. It will, liowever, reinti a
creditor of the company, or raltier of ifs
shareholdors, till 1893, iii respect of the
aioiint deposited to cover ith govern-
.ment's guarantee of dividend ciii the stock
at 3 per cent.

As a corollary t tthis settlemttent, the
company ask for auithîority to issue a iew
series of land grant bonds, secuired by
nortgage on the portion that will rmain

of ifs original land grant, s ,ie 14,000,000
acres. The issue of these newm bonds will
be permitted to the exteit of $2 per acre,
a figure whici we cannot but think titn-
wisely higlh if the Company actually
avails itself of i. 'Tle first issue was liim-
ited to $1 per acre, and altiough this inay
bo lower than is iecessary, il insured a
strong market for the bonds, whici on a
two-dollar basis they are less likely te
find. Of te Original isie $3,000,000
are in te iands of Vite public and $14,000,-
000 are in the iaids of the govecirnent;
$5,000,00 will bie retained by it, as mon-
tioied aboto, and the balance suîrcndere'l
and Iaelled. ln case ai nîew issue is
Made, the goveritment will oxcliange the
old bonds for ti equivalent amîtouint of the
new, and the coipany wtil] buy in, or
depsnit twit the trîstees provision for the
$3,000,000) ieid by the public.

The company ilso seeks authority Vo
m'ortgage the Algomîta branci, the object
being to provide funds to complete the samle
to the Sault Ste. Marie, there to connet
with ain Americian systein of raivays.
alreaidy under construction throuîght Northt-

rni Michigani and Wisconsin, which will
bring the produce of imany of te Minnesota
and Dakota whtat fields to the sea-board
by wy of the Canadian Pacifie.

The haidsoimîe costumes iow wori have
had the eflect of shortening all ih fashion-
able wraps in order tiat Lue costume îmiay
not b conîcealed, and tiainv new styles,
esplîecially Lioso "a la Judic," are short-
ened ainost to exaggeration, soine barely
reaching Lo the basque, anmd ail beig made
very full in the Lourinire by rows of pleated
lace p acd across below flic waist lie,

iind acceniuated by a large Iow of silk or
gaizy ribboin Leading styles shîow a
paletot front in poiniteid sack shItaieO, ilittCIl
to the figure by a dari, at each side, vith
flowing doliman sleves and a short man-
tilla baclk; ini flcet they jistify thir tile
of comibiiiition doliîans by coiibining the
chîarace.ristcs of two or thic difLreit
varieties of wraps.

'fli iaterial for these wraps ii aliiost
entirely twilled and corded silis such as
sicilignne, c gros-grains beinîg seen at
ail, iile black grenladinîes iaI canîvaîs
clolis are aiso mualld for. Jet ap-
pearR overywhere and on overytliiung, in
falct onle rici doinlail sliown wais comoIfîtîsdOi
Ontiroly of jet bonds in a patternt of con-
contrie horls, which, w'ein worn ii the
light, gave ici iridescent Ilashing glitter
liko a polishied steel cuîirass, and must
have proved albniost as heavy to its frair
wearer. Reiided grenad ines and muwîslins
still lead flic way, and arc iin universal de-
manid for fialhionailble wraps. Ili fact boeds
aire 1he trinuncing of tIO season, and ail
faslioiable garnonts aire orniaiiented or
edged with 11hom1, the rosary bonds being
perlapis the favorites. All tieso w'raps
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show s'ft "fronts, often of lahck lace, the
yak laces predominating in the cheaper
lines, while in moie expensive wraps
black French lace ls preferred, partly on
accounit of ils richer and more dressy ap-
pearance, and partly fron the filt that it
cau ho used for trimming other fabrics
after its uîsefulnless on the wrap is past.

Combinations of bead-embroidered eau-
vas with Ottoman silk are froquent, the
edges being finished with ruilles of French
lace or grenadine, and trimmned with rich
passementerie. Black of course prevails,

ulit many of the rich shades of go-len
brown'î, noss green, and aven eCr, are
slhown. Alternating stripes of embroidery
in gilt and iridescent beads are also inucli
admired, and some fashionîable styles are
dotted with siall clusters and points of
prismatic bads. AIl arc lace edged, and
many have cascades of lace clown the
front.

The shawl patterned wraps wòra last
season are entircly out, partly on account
of tieir expense, and partly on account' of
the imarked uppearance caused by the
bright patterns of the shawls, but more
particularly fron the fact that ttiy suited
but few ladies. It is also curions to note
that a large falling off lias taken place in
the quantity of waterproofs and gossamers
called for this scason, which lias been fait
by ail retailers, and bas cven affccted the
saCs of some of tie larger manufacturers.

For youniig ladies' and iisses' styles the
short jacket will be the favorite, and for
theso lines, Jerdey cloth or stockinette ap-
pears to be inost wanted, althougli the
fashioiable boucl6 and boultoncux cloths
have many almiiiire rs, and tufted Frenli
nîovolty cloths are ailso selliig well, particu-
larly tlose iaving frise ollects. M.aniy new
jackets have silk vests, plain or on the
l'odorai pattern, and lire orimainaented with
very large butions in bronze, oxidised-
silver or wood. Most of these jackets are
miide close iitting te the figure, and are
linîed with silc of a darker shade, the front
being so made us to bo thrown back as
rovers, or buttonîed over to forn a double-
breasted garient; while. for fhot weather
wear, rich but costly lace coat.s made
wholly of riclh patterns of oxpensive white
or black ne., are shown, elaborately
triiiimed with picated frills of lace te
nitch the net li design and color iand
aise pretty jackets of etamtîine, with
raised velvet. figures iiterwovei as well ils
jachets of fanîcy broeaded grenadine, hav-
ing raised patternts in jet, chenille, or
velvet.

Spring uilsters have been but little callod
for, thoigh soie prietty tweeds, elaborately
braido'i down the front in patterns of
scrolls and points, iave sold weil te town
customners. Il the west a nuuber-of dark
rod Jersey uilstors and Newmlîarkets h1ave
bean worn, the garient being usually

trimmed with black ostrich feather bands,
butin tlis province the call lias been en-
tirely for black li dolmans, and lu short
jackets for.havana brown, dark blue, dark
green, blue gray and the paler beige.
shades, and the brighter colors have been
te a great extent neglected, considerable
preference having been shownl for paie,
altmost colorless, bouclé elothes, u1sualily
trimmed with braid or plush of a imore
pronounced shade.

THE 111ON TRADE.

The improvement in the Britislniarket
which was confideitly expected to take
place ab'out tiis time, chiefly in conse-
quence of additional activity in the United
States, lias failed to assert itself, and the
situation is painted ii gloomy colors in re-
cent Engliih correspondence.

A number of circuinstances have con-
bined to cause a continuiance of the previ-
onisly existing depression, and, in filet, te
make it more pronoinced. Tlls, statistics
compiled te April lst. inst., show that the
total number of charcoal, anthracite and
bitumninous furnaces in blast in the United
States on tiat cfate was 282, witl a weekly
capacity of 104,867 toins, which, the Ameri-
can ilaiufatuefîrer' and the Iroi Age, the
leading Aierican iron and metal journals,
assert is 12,800 tous in excess of that in
any previous year, or nearly 25 per cent.
greater than in 1882, the year of the largest
'apacity prviouus to the present.

Wille the United States is deionstrat-
ing that she cau tus siipply the iicreased
denmand for iron in lier own territory, we
liear of the results of German competition
even in Montreal, several orders for railway
iron liaving recenîtly been forwarded froi
liera to German makers; N'e aiso learn
from the correspondonee of a Liverpool
lirin that thore lias been "a heavy fall in
the price of the steel bars and ingots used
by tin-plate makers, as ii of'set te Belgian
coim petiLionu."

In a former issuo it was Stated that the
stock of pig-iron in Glasgow alone was i-
creasing at the rate of 5,000 tons par veek,
and that no permanent relief could be
ioped for util the large manufacturers
came te terms, or a nuinber of theln.were
forced te suspend operations. Titis view of
the case scenms ta be fully borne out by the
latest advices, eue lendinîg British iron and
matal firm writing te its correspondents in
this city as follows:-

i Prices ali round ire little bel ter tian ruin-
ous, and the finishied iron imnuiifactirers aire
bcginning to feel tie pinci very severely.
Most of our roIllin mills are onhy nakfing hîalf
timîîe, and producers fitnding ftiat low prices dih
not increase demnîiud, bat just lie reverse, are
at fast accepting the inevitable, contenting
theiselves Nithm siieli orders as present then-
selves, and generally declining to enter into
forwacd cngageints nt present flgures. Mer-
Chants' Stocks are admittedly low, with little
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- disposition, even at these tempting figures, to
cover more then innnnediate requirenents. Any
improvenient, it is now felt, nust.conc fromt
ivithin, not wiîthout, and the gradual restrie-
tioti of output, and the total closing of imiany
works wiili help to bringe the foruncir slowly
about. Meanwhie, prices are entirely nominal,
everything depending tpon specifiention and
timte of delivery, and greater caution than
ever is now required as to the brands to bc
selected in tilling orders. Meaitinie the stock
of pig Iron l increasing ionth by onthli, the
attenipt aa combined restriction lavinig fallen
through, Scotchî pig iroal warrants kecping
about 38s. and Cleveland 30s., with nothing in
the present outlok ta prevent the forier fall-
ing to 32s. as ln 184i3-844, the lowest figure
?n record, and iot 35. as erroncously istated
li our laist, ltter. Bridge building imaterial
and iron for wagon construction fortu nately
still keeps in demand, and is the onîly depart-
mont in which the least briskness is observed.
the sheiet ai hiop trade being cetionally
bead. Steel all roumd is in a qulieter position,
though a good deiand for rohled ileepers is
heulping n good many mills, and the Scotch
works report a fair accession of orders for
ship plates and constructive purposes. Many
of the Ernglish mills are short of worlk, and
for desirable orders are underselling ticir
northerin competitors. There is sone doulbt
whether the coibination of Britisli -and for-
aign rail inakers will.be renewed, and, in the
present uncertainty, orders are being kepE
back. The pîresent. price for hcavy sections,
958. to 100., f.o.b., leaves little iargin of pro-
fit, but any disruption would cause a still
lower value."

The statistics of tho British Iron Trade
Association show that the total quantity of
pig iron produrced in the United Kingdom
in' 1885 was 7,250,657 tons, as compared
with 7,528,96 tons in 1884; tis decrease
thus anounting to 278,309 tons, or 3.5 per
cent lI 1884 the production of pig iron
wras 961,258 tons, or Il per cent. under the

quantity niade in ie previois year. The
decrease in 1885 has not, therefore, been
nearly so great as in the previols twelve
mothlis. More thai two-tnirds of the total
decrease thus appears to have oceurred in
the production of henatite iron. Iu way
of increase, tlie nost remarkeable advance
appears ti have occurred in the niewest
iron-producing districts of the kindom-
those of Leicestorshire and ottingham-
shire, w'here thie quantity of pig made in
1SS5 was 88,987 tous in excess of that pro-
duced the previous year. On the 31st
December, 1885, the total quantity of pig
iron in stock in makers' hands,and in war-

· rant tnd -other stores tiroughout the coun-
try, amounted to 2,352,169 tons, as compar-
ed with 1,800/467 tons at the end of 1884.
There lias, tierefore, been au increase of
542,702 tons.

The total production of Bessemer steel
ingots in 1885 was 1,247,001 tons, which is
a decrease of 52,075 tons on the production
of the provfous year. This decrease lis
only abont one-fifthi of that lhich took
place in 1884, ien the total" make of in-
gots was 1,299,67r tons, or 253,704 tons
under the production of' 1883. During the
year 18 tlhere was a diminiislied make

in every leading steel-mrîaking district of
the country except South Wales, wliere
the output o( Bessemllec ingots was 15,88G
tons moie than li 1884. There lins also
been au inrcrease in Scotland, where no
Bessemer steel hend been miîade for nany
years prior to 1885, but the quantity so
prodtuced wras very inconsiderable, being

ider 5,000 tons.

We lave little change to note ii the
finalancil position at homle. 1one1y is in
full sîipply for discountiing purposes, but
hankrers report a deniand iwhich has soie-
whiat lossened Iluh fiating mnoiey arn lhe
narket. It has not, liowever, made ilself

sufliciently felt yet to aflect ratos, iwIicli
lire linceanged.

The chief parliaenetary nlevs this iveok
hs the motion of the Finance Minister ta
ratify thie agreement between he Govori-
ment and the Canadiai Pacific lailway
Company. Ve have elsewlIero given our
readers the full det îils of this important rr-
rangement. It iay be questioned whirelier
the Governnent is doing right in uagrec-
hig to biuy back a round block of its own
grant of lands lt $1.50 per acre, for thaut is
precisely wiat the seconid part of the
agreemîîonît amounits to. Witioti decrying
the value of the lands in question, iwe
coiceive thiat a cISh, sale at $1.50 is ai
excellent transaction for the company, and
one it woould flnd it dilliclrit to duplicate.
On the ather side, however, t nay be said
that the lands already sold bave realized
nearly twice that sin; that the Goveri-
ment lis founvd itself lampered ine settling
portions of the Northwest oving to the
sections being held alternately by different
ow'ers;.and it was highly desirable tIat
the floating indebtedness of the country,
already verging on1 £5,000,000 sterinlg,
should be liquidated witlhot placing

aniother Governmirenit loan on the iarket.
The latter reasoni migit well have lied
great ieiglt, and wvould in itself have
justified the Governeniiiit in offering ut con-
cession to the coumpany to bring about a
settlecent. The latter, it will le renient-
bered is a direct loser in regard to tIre
twenty millvIl 1uion n, silicel the m1ion1ey was
borrowt ed by it froum the Governrmeniit at 4
per cent. il11 Ist 3i î>y 18O, Pnid thfe sane
monley will nowtu vost theml 5 per cent., at
diffecrence in) tle t1ila iailed of just a
milîlioni dollars.-

In coumercial cinles the 1,lacrhîan
developiomuent lias overshadowed every
other topic o di>cussioin this week.- We
have fully treated this unfort inate matter
elseiiiere, aild need iot lere reant aur-
selves. Ith is to hioped, for thle credit, of
the conuercial comnnutitiity of Monitreal,
tiat such fraluds oni the part of men in
good posillions are liiiited to this sirgle
instanrce, and not, as more than iniîted in-
the daily press, a widespread systei. e1'
are hiappy to believe that the greant
mirajority of our iîerchants lire uprigit
and honorable meni.

The neis froin the UniPed States i niot
rassîring, 'The labor troubles, which it
was hoped were passinig aver, seemti to have
become inîlensified, and tiere are tireats
of tIeiri sprealing in the East. ''ie im-
mediate efifet of the strikes is to causa
capitalists tosirinik back fromt new iîvest,
nienis and eniterprises, and so to retard
once more the grovli of confildence, and
renewed expenditure of capital In produc-
tive works. The laborers themsehvas aI
really the first to lose by this, for eler-
prise and expenditure imiply ilenty o)f
work and good pay. Buit it is a trite re-
mark tiiat.îîpitaîl is timid, and once iore
the expericrec of a short Lime pait ias
been repeated. Then the doubt as to the
cirrency in whch investmets miglit bc
repaid clileil the ardonr of fiose who lad
flith in Ile condition of lie cotiiry, and
were wiling to siai their mroney thercon;
now, whenr hliat doubt js gone, tnd hope is
higli, this iuew facitor of dourbt and danger
cormes in. The elle t ofi il ls to lood Wall
street wiLli the mni whichi should find
eimiployient cisewliere, and rates are again
fialling away,

iR. GliASTOINE'S IRISII SCHEME,

A honglh it iay probably be considercd
somwhatt besyond the province of a purely
î'oîssumssercil paper e ttouch ipon political
tiplies, yet iinsy susbjosts poil Litinl are msore
or less commerciatln tLIeir hearing, and as
such cainnot wîelli be ignored by the ocono-
i sIt. 'T'ie .1ill just presented li the British
Parliament, pirovidinssg a new formi of goy-
eriient for Irelatnd is ene of thcese, and
intvolves questions of such massgnitude that
tie commiisen.'ial interests of Great Britain,
and incidentally those of lier colonies, en-
not lail te lafeted by it.
The Bill Ireseited by Mr. Gladstone,

iaving for its olject the revision of the
British constitution, is probably the most
iipirtant mceasire brought before the
Ilotises of Parliamsent since thse Esncissipa-
tioni Bill of 1820, and, whother it ever bu-
comtes law or not, ifs presentation will
msîark ee of the great epochs i Eiglish
iistory. That i, will sticened in passing
t.he Comminions, evenl after ils inevitable
inifflation in commlînittee, is oxtremi'ely
donihttil, while its rejection by tise House
of Lords is ssmiversally looked upon as cer-
tain. tndeed, Mr. Gladstono appears to
have ilhoroigliy prepared himiself for suci

n ensding. is tie Bill presented is asston-
ishingly crude and rough in its oLlines, and
dees not preserit the marks of Liat careful
ilîsishs and rigorous exactitude ei detail
wihis have aw'ays characterized the
work of that gratest of living English
statesmen o .

The provisions of tie Eill are surpris-
ingly bold and clear, and may lbe said to
bc aliost severe in tLheir slinplicity. Di-
vested of officinl language it may be con-
densed into a few linem. It eteates an
Irish Parliament to sit lin Dublin, a par-
liainent consisting of a House of two
orders, each hsaving the power to veto tise
acts of the other, the first order containing
ene hundred and three, and tie second two
hundred and six.memubers, but atth saine
Limte it puts a final und to Irisi representa-
tion at Westminster. Tiat this last is at
consnnnation that will be welcomed by
tie comimercial interests of Great 'Britics
is undoubted, as it will put a stolp to the
persistent delays to public and private
legislations caused by the organized ob-
struction of late years, and will therefore
allow of a fuiler discussion of private and
commsercial bills, while at the saine tine
it will eff'ect a largo saving of tie tax-
payers' money by shortenling and thereby
diminishing the exponses of eaci session.
Twenty-eigit lrish peers, who will con-
tinue to sit in the Hlouse of Lords, will
have the option of lfe seats in the first
Irish order. Another important change
is, that under the new bill, the viceroy vili
bte non-political, and therefore vill not bte
required te resign should the Ministry
wio sippointed him go out of pover; and
it is aiso expressly provided that the
Qucen mnay delegate to him such of tier
prerogatives as she msay thsinik lit. The
Irish Parlianent will be eispowered te
deIal 'with mneasures affectinsg trade and
navigation, weigits and mesastsres, and
postal affairs, but will not be permitted te
establish or endow any particular religio f
sect, whil the cusstoms and excise dut s
now collected in Ireand will go inte the
Irish Exciequer. 'Tie arny, navy and
other armsed forces remaining in 1reland
wvill still continue insder the sole authority
of the Crown, anid the Irish Constabulary
will aise resmain under the sanie control as
at present.

Witli regard te powers of election, the cou-
stituency will bte comsposed of occupiers of
the vaise of £25 and upw'ards, and the
property qualification of the representa-
tives Vii be £200 anuual value, or a capital
value of £4,000.

slatrcliolter-or at least tait lie haid somie
friend wvho wais-rather than ils being hi-
fluenced by a mire general motive. It
was only when a fire took place and
danaged ur destioyed the country mur-
cliait's stock, and failu re sLtred hi in
ti o face thit thie umninsuirel bethugt
him of the imnpoiît of the red question at
the top of lis invoices and made up bis
mind that if ever lie got started in bus-
inîess agitili lie would take good care to
keep insured. he number of persons who
must buy wisdon in this expensive way
is larger than iight be spiiîîQsed, if we
may judge by the occasional instances
coling under our notice tof mîterchacnts,
whose premaises hiave been visitedAby fire,
who are drivenî to compromise their liabil-
ities witli their ereditors, assigning as a
reason that tliey had bec but partially
insired or, in isohitdd iistalnces, not in-
sured ait all-tha they had1ii bieen endeav-
oring to econfinise by carrying tleir own
risk;s. No norehait or manufacturer caci
aifford to go unincsured or evenm partially so.
The multitude of chances for getting on
fire, whthier originating in his neighbor's
premises or lis own, shmould be suflicient
inducement. The loss of bcsiiess tlirougi
the danage. or destruction of stock and

prellises, eveli wcre amiply insured, is
bad eniough, but whien a ian has a round
sun to cali upon, tis p sition is a comufort-
able one compaied Io tthiit of himu wholî mlîust.
begin the worbIi ame e with naturally
weakenedl energies, and dislheartened at
t' e d rearl p)1îr s.Lt Leore hliii. It is not
inI the 0i..uIse of things thal the mîcai wio
i liet inesile'l fnlly up to his actial re-

quirenents, van be as successful as his
neiglbor; lie caiot on-joy the blissful
security which interferes not with natural
repose; si. eping or waking lie fecs more
or less anxielty; 1.e is like a iman vi tii a
maturing note wIieli he knows I.ot how to
meet; little aihnents the reslt, of snali
vrries attack timt and he eauiot perforn

bis every day work with thit vigor wlcich
enfsures succuss, and lastly le knaows not
the 1m1 ment w hen his assets muay le
claigod into ashes, and indepen ence ihe
converted inito nmisery, his debts unpaid
and himself and faily ''riven to beggary
and despair. Let every merchant what-
ever his positionî ask iimself flic question
-not only " An I insured ?" but " An 1
fully insured ?"--iid if not, let him lose
no time in securing himuself. Ie will have
no occasion to travel far to find the hiow;
we noed searcely tell hirm that insurance
agents are bthickly scatfered all over the
c. untry, and Ihat teic chances aie that lie
will collidtt with one of the craft before (e
leaches hie niext corner, or-if they get a
Scent of his iieedslalt he will have half
a dozen of thiem ait his elbow bOfo:e dinner-
time. Their name is Legion, but unlike
tlhiose tb whonm the t rn %vas first applie-I
their iniflunce is favorale, they "go
about doing good" although teir per-
sistence and stay ing powers do not always
receive that credit which is thleir due.

GROWTi{ OF TUE DRESSED BEEF
TRADE.

The steady and iemarkable iicease il
the dressed beef frade witlh the correspond-

sing diminution in the anount of live
cattle shipped to sea-board ports is in-
teresting to Canadians, in view of the fact
tliat upwards of 60 pier cent. of the entire
shipnemis of dre-sed beef from iiland
points is conveyed over Canadiai rail-
ways. The result of hie competitioi
between these two important staples bids
fair to end li the extermination of lhe
Eastern live stock trade. tho fleures.
given by the New York Commtrcial Bullcti,
provilg ciii'tnsively that ressod beef is
driving live stock shippers out of the
business. According to this autbority
.the comparison for the New Eng-
land states and Boston shows the

i result of this coiparaltively new con-
petition nost strikingly, for dressed beef
was introduced into that section of the
States some -ive years earlier than in New

York, aid ias contsequently had licie to
wvork out its natural and inevitable result.
The extermination of thte live stock trade
appears to be alm- st accomplisell alroidy
in New Engad, vheie the stipmnetîs ocf
catle have fallen off fr, n 45,145 toits ii
1880 to only 2,587 tons in 1885, while the
shipmtients of dresed 1;e. f liave iicreased
lit nearly threefd ratio fr..it 20,845 tons
in 1880 to 60,252 tois in 18N5. This iarks
a imiost remilarkcable revoluition iii the trado

and has naturally roused the live stock
imei to lte lecesmitv. of a strtggie to
retaiin thei uastern seaboard Lrado which

in the four years in whicht il lias beeni scb-

jected to thei c'ompetition of its viccrous
rival has decreased, in the case of New
York, fr.i shcipmtents of 257,281 toits of
tattle in 1882 to 182,191 toits in 1885 ; while
the shipments of dressed bee-f in that timea
have ilincrased necarly twelvefold, 'or front
3,812 ton, in 1S82 to 45.112 tons in 1885.
li Boston a sinilr result is scen, ils

tiro, the shipients of cattle have fallen
off frot 8t,914 toits in 1880, te 319,931 toits
in 1 885, while those of dressed beef have
inucreased in the sate period from 9,860
toits to 37,724 fons, a fourfold iiirease.

The figures for tiese two cities, of
course, inclide the export 'shipmients
both of cattle and dressed beef, but frot
tlie sutibjoinlel statistics it will be seen% ftiat
tle figures for ail sections show con-
clisively the revoltioi wicihi is now
taking place in thle trade.

COTTONS.
DOImestic ctton fibrics have fairly recover-

ed frot tlie depressions of the last, few years,
:1nd, so far ais colored goods are concerned,

exhibit aî prosperity which cannot fail before
long to enable directors te resume the pay-
mentt of dividends iot muclh behtind tiose of
former years. One large mill, whose directors
and shareholders were driven almost to ies-
pair sone fuw years igo while seeking for
soute practicit way out of their ditliculties,
confronted as they were with liabilities of ut)-
wards of $400,000, reIilized during tlie past
year aI clear profit of littie less thain .590,000,
enabling theim aifter iteetintg the interest On
the whole of hlie debenttures to pay off tibout
onte-tlhird of the $200,000 bonds taken outside
of lte sharehtolders of the company, intclutdintg
tmachilery creditors across the lines. TIe

bonds of tlie coiutmpaiy tire coiisequeitly held
it apreium.

Aniother coipany, soiîewat farther West,
whose malenaging direclor -deserves tt little
recognition frou he cotton mon for his pter-
sistent advoclicy of practical methods and de-
partures, imiayt be said to share ne less thait tlie
comimnîatty referred te aibove in the prospterity
which lias faillen generally upon the manufaîc-
turers of colored goods.

Int white and grey fabrics tc competition ils
still keen, but there is marked improvemient
here also. One of lie best equtippedi mills in
the country lias recenttly effectet a change in
anatttîgement whicih cannot fait to lessen tlic

effects of the elever competition frot a muchttiî
cilder establishment, especially in bleached
goods. The people at large will rejoice in the
retutrn of tlie tide of prosperity to car cotton
aufctu'er's, twhose large distribution of

wages forai a very important addition to fie
general w'elfaire of the country.

Tii celebraed Donskoi wî'ool cases which
have caused s muIuch trouble between the cis-
toms oijeersof New York and lie wool trite,
ire Iow in a fuir way Of setLentenl, Collector

Iledden baving decided in favor of lie mer-
chants. The Donslkol wool s liable toa a ruiff
tax of 2 tentsa t poumd wien valued et less
tian 12 cents a pouind i ut a valie of over 12
cents the duty rises to 5 cents per pound.
The impÔrters claimed tliat the wool brought
in by themi was not worth over 12 cents a pound
while lie Coverttnent officers appraised it at
14 cents. The value of the Russiain ruble
as onte Of tutu Main questions at issue, tus the

wool was paid for in fltit money. The Col-
lector finds that the cuistomis officers hald ne
right to raise the viluation. By paying duty
tut 23 inscta of 5 cents pur potund tlhe mer-
chants save over $1410,000.

TE annual report of the Washington Bureau
of Statistics on lthe foreigu commerce of the
'Jnited States shows tlat for hlie year ending
Juine, 1885, fttc value of agrieniltural exports
was £100,034,593, or 7'29G per cent. of the
total valulie of exports-£145,336,589 ; that of
manufactures þeing only 10-14 pur cent.;
w'hile products of mining amoiunted to 8.28
pur cent., and those of forests to 1'04 pur cent.
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3readstuffs alone iunounted ta 22.07 per cent.,
living animals to only 2 pet cent., and pro-
visions (including muent) to 14.77 pet cent.
Since 1881 when the value of total exports
rose to the highest amoint, £176,785,189,
there lias bcen a decline of £31,448,000, or
17.8 per cent,., in great part due to lower
prices.

Tim Loxn)on WOOL SÀÎ.r.-TI'he attendance
nt the wool sales in London w'as fait, and the
bidding fairly spirited. A feature of last FrI-
day's sale was the plentiful supply of Sputh
Aierican wools of good quality, a class of
wools which tireatens ta compete successfully
with Australian wools.

one of the largestboot and shoe mianufaeturing
houses in the city, and whose practical lnow-
ledge and native wisdon should render him a
valuable acquisition ta the business. Mr.
Mullarky is irrepressible; the trade lias not by
any means sean lie last of hlim. He wil],
doubtless, li any event be pegging away again,
before the lapse of mnany days, ta better effect,
lot us hope, and with length of days enougli
ta wipe out the memory of his fifth failure.

A is)Â'rci from Halifax states that at the
adjourned meeting of shareholders of the
Nova Scotia sugar refinry rccently held, it
was reported1 only about eighty thousand dol-
lars were subscribed of Vte one hundred and
fifty thousand necessary to resuscitate the
business. Consequently thebusiness will close,
tie property be placed on the narket by the
Merchants Blank(II.)and te shareholderslose
their investneiits. It is probable that a syn-
dicate of the directors will be formied who will
carry on te refinery as a private enterprise.

WE MUST be content ta wait tilt ihe mis-
chief engendered by tie laite vaporings of cer-
tain bodies and journalists in Caiada has
ceased to have any influence upon the inuds
offire-eating Ainerican senators before commton
sense can prevail and assert itselfon the ques-
tien of the Fisieries.

Tns wroeLEsALE groCery trade is somnewhat
exrecised over the, endeavors, more or less
successful, of domestic manufictirers ta force
combinations anong thien for the purpose of
imaintaining prices to a standard. But more of
this anon.

CANADIAN ProspinATE.-The United States
consul at Ottawa has-contributed a lenigthy
report ta his government on lte phosphate
trAde of Canada, and the situation and extent
of the deposits. He shows that the shipments
rose froi 16,585 tons in 1882 to over 25,000
in 1885, and speaking of the quality of the
deposit lie says:- Being a more concentrated
phosphate than is known ta exist in quanti-
tias in any other part of the world, it is
greatly sought for to bring up the acid plos-
plate fertilizer to a high percentage of plos-
phiorie acid. Regarding the value of tliisi
'apatite' ns a fertilizer, a reliable uiilority
states that Canadian phosphates contiiî 88.91
per cent. of tribasie phosphate of lime accord-
ing ta a most autnlctic analysis. A coiimpara-
ive table of the analytical composition of

phosphates recently publislied shows hit
with the exception of three limiited deposits in
the WVest ladies, and one il Spain, the Cana-
dian apatite ranks he higlhest. Aiso recent
foreign officiai reports show tlat in tlose por-
tiens of Europe, vierte tirseugir beet is ex-
tensively cultivited, France, Belgitum and
Denmiark, notably in France, that io fertilizer
has been found ta equal the miniteral phos-
plhates of Canadit." The markets for our pro-
tict are thus referred ta:-To lTie liresent
tiie the demand lias been entirely Europeain,
nainly ta Great Britain and Germiany, thougli

France woild take the entire output if il
could secure it. But 254 tons in 1883 and
221 in 1884 went direct to hie United States,
while Great Britain exportedi ta flie United
States in 1883 1202 tons oi crude and 7766
tons of manufactired or super-phosphatas.
This latter (and possibly the 'crile') in-
doubtedly being Canadiain crude clicnical ly
treated and returned to Aierica." This
phase of the trade he treais of is follows--
"The United States Governmnent admits this
article frec of duty, and thie Canidian Govern-
mient and people ire inviting us to coie and
get it. Neglecting to do this, we are allow-
ing Continental Europe ta gobble every pound
of the production, pay the freigit twice across
the ocean, wvith all the incidental expenses at-
tached ta such procedure, and with ne knowi
check on its adultteration, we complacently
pirchase it at last at a value liat necessitates
its resale to tlie agiicultulrla coimninhty at ul
price .that virtually aiunoits to prolhibition.
* * * Canadian phosphates wouîld have
supplied one-iialf the United States duimand
in 1883 and lthe entire demnand in 1881. Tie
average cost of Canadian crude, as plaid by the
foreigni buyers in 1883, was $21.67 per toit;
the average vailue as entered in United States
customns, imuported fron foreign countries in
1883, is-S9.78. It waspurclhased In hie lump,
freightcd ta Europe, there crislied and pulver-
ized, by grinding or otlherwrise, and returneil
ta the United States valued at haîlf its original
cost.

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"FAIR PLAY" ANI THE INSURANCE,

COMPANIES.

To the Editor of the JovanYAi, OF Co3ni E<Rc:

DEAR Sim,-IWere it niot that I have been
asked more than once not ta allow the writer
signedI "Fair Play," publislhed in your mnber
of the l9thI uilt., pass in defiailt af an appear-
aince against bila, I would not fel varranted
ia askiug for a further lise of your colunss,
iniasmuch as the main object of niy letter,
Iliel, unexpectedly, drew iim out, and the
connections unxder -wlieli it w'as written, a
continuation of a lengthy correspondence in
which the Mooney case had not been pre-
viously referred, ta, entirly escaped lis
limited vision.

Fair PIay uses up the larger portion of the
space you gave iiim with a professional argu-
ment in favor of the law as it is, and just as I
stated it ta bc, which statement hobwever lie
charlataly ignores, and charges me with all
kinds of misdciemcanors b ecause r, with a gen-
oral and not a specific abject in) view, and one
in which the public is deeply concerned,
pointed out thit the application of the law as>;
it is, is susceptible, as illustrated by the
Mooney case, of being dangerouls under the
power of prejadice ta broud public initerests
when they coie in contact w'îtli. an individual
interest for which a inistaken sym<pathy Cau
bc createi.

F. P. writes in'the style characteristic of
the modern school, whicli depends -upoi
violence of attack for strength, and uses
every kind of literary wcapon whici an active
imagination and unrestrainied conscience can
give. le forgot that the cohlunus of a news-
paper ire hardly so congenial a soil for thje
practice of legal license as law courts ara,
wvhere the bamboozlinig of a jury or tie floar-
ing -of a truthful witncss by any means how-
ever unwu'orthy, is quite the proper thing ; yet
le shows himself touchingly sensitive hIiere
new's colunas are used for a quotation fron a
comic opera, ilthough a newsapîler is properly
the home of both comedy and poetry, wliere
they caln most legitimiately indulge the license
accorded ta tlem. MJy Comde quotation mîîust
bave whisked up too anuch truth for Fair Play's
digestion, or lie nuîst bc quite ta jealous for
anything whilen le rises ta object ta comedy
accupying a legitimate field of its own, and
insists upon injecting the legal license Of a
court room into its place.

Perhaps Fair Play, while disingenuously ap-
propriating those words ta hiiself, belongs ta
that branch of the legal profession of which I
once heard sonething like this

Vaim a liñfb of the law. I ama, lia liawr 1
The truth I miiust fear; but £ mnay lor a flawv.
And look te the right, anid look te the left,e And lean te the side thut pays mue best, tra lit 1

Fortunately for the world -there are no more
noble men and truer men than ara ta bc founîd
in the legal profession, and certainly the Chief
eminent counselor who acted for Mr. Mooney
does iot belong to the branclh of the profes-
sion photographed in the above lines lie is
capable Of views of his own, lsowever, le May
bc tranmelled b>' practices ils law and tle
necessities they give rise to in the conduet of a
sait.' But F. P. is ain admirable copyist of weak

- features; statenents which legal license justi
lied a leader in law practice to use in the face
of a jury, lie lias used in print, and with tieir
assistance compiled ah annotated address n-
livened here and there by liard words and
seintillations of rapture over an unexpected
but achieved success.

Sone parts of F. P.'s address afford aniise-
ment. He is quite too mnodest ta presumne ta
endeavor ta instruct insurance maanagers, but
procccds ta inîstruct them. le vishes ta
avoii the use of intemperate language, lis
assertory assurances in that respect being
quite exemplary, then proceeds ta charge
Ile Ivith a wilful desire to mîislead. île

elaborates with many sentences, expletives,
questioning of motives, and a self-satisfied
conclusion wyhici lie assunes, a charge aigainst
me for appearing ta claii inpersonaility of in-
terest in the Mooney case, and failing ta con-
ceal his own, says, Yith cruslhed innocense,
I I offer these reinarkis ,tîlyel a>s an insuired
citizen myself." lIe belittles references ta
ascertaiaed experiences which are more powYt-
fil] for truth than so-cailled scientific opinions,
many of whic can be purchased. He, writh
the written evidence before ilms as plainly ap-
pears, selects such portions as without tieir
contexts he thinks support his own leanings
and ridicules the conclusions dirawn,; by olhers
from a licaring of the liole; but tliese trifles
are ouly noteworthy as sliowing hoN triflingly
disguisemncnt is secured, there is ane stale-
ment in his letter of sufficient importance to
claim public attention. HL says, and the
words were spolen ta the jury, I ie have our
tribunals continually occupied deciding aises
of policies dispited upon every iiiagiiable
pretext? I have no hlesitation i n sasying these
words, whenever or by whomsoever written
or spoken, ara wvithouit excuse, and involve
inaccuracy, and could only be used in a licen-
tious appeal to ignorance and folly. The
mind tat eoiild framne silh a statenent self-
condemius itself in everything clse. There is
net a lawyer or intelligent nerchant in
Canadia that does not know there is less liti-
gation relatively over insurance than therc is
over any otiier kind of business. The uni-
versality of both fire and life insurance, and
the magnitude of the interests involved ther'e-
in, arc incomparable with any other interest,
and legal disputations are infinitesiiial in pro-
portion. The executive ailicers iii every coi-
pany are under bonds ta secure personal pon-
larity for intdividual success, a popularity
whicl they lnow may bu wifted away at aniy
time by resistance ta a swindle or by unlireia-
sonable prejudice, they arc consequently, and
for oflier and higher reisois, more averse than
any other chiass ta law procedings ; so nmch sa
is this the case that I ain satisfied there is not
aine manager of a respectable company who
would resort to litigation otherwise than iuer
a deep sese of responsibility ta the ipublie, and
that not one has ever, wien acting imder that
sense of responsibility, failed ta obtain the ap-
provalI of the best legal advice which colild bc
obtatined in justification of tlhcir forcedi action.
