Deducting $500 for bis sup-
plies, ineluding fooll, clothing, andI lodg-
ing, there vould te c left ta bis credit
at the end of the year $820 which
would pay for a tundred and sixty-four
shares of thc stock. He would then
have had his living and become the
owner cf 164 shares of the company.
fa the nett year he would acquire 164
additional shares and In less tban three
years would have more 'than paid for
ail the four hundred. The rate of
wages, 'the supplies furnished, and the
admission and dismissal of share -work-
ors and the discipline of the establish-
ment shouldt be vested in all the share-
hltiers, actuai or éxpectant, while the
financial deopartmineit, and the puretases
and sales should be in the bande of the
cash or property sharéholders. Capital
and labor would thus te brought into
closer communion and made te lean on
eact other. Ta this end the require-
ment of a cash or property capital
would ie in part dispcns'Od wlith and
instend of it an obligation ta labor ne-
cepted. The share workmen must have
te -menus of living while te 1s earn-
ing te price of his shares. le muet
te enabled to live as cheaply as pos-
sible by hav'ing his supplies furnished
at the lowest price ; 'he must rcetive 'tte
lighest wage while food producers
aiust get the lowest; he muet have fair
-wages and within reas6nable mainten-
anci: and the prospect et bettering his
condition by becoming a païticîpant in
the profits of the combined labor and
capital. But ail concerne'd should have
thc power of superintending tte conduct
of the workmen choosing between appli-
conte and dismissing the id1e or incom-
pctent, recômpensing tiem, 0f course,
for wlat they have already carnel and
saved."

A WOID ON COTTON AND ITS BY-
PRODUOTS.

The remarkable fail i the price of raw
cotton during the last year, coupled with
the late advances in the price of log pro-
ducts, have given an-impetus ta the in-
genuity of our practical neighbors to the
souith of the international line. It is
weil known tliat the southern produet of
cotton seed ail le au essential ingredient
of mode-n lard, and consequently the price
of the 'oi as gone up with that of the

'genuine article. Th oil-mills are -couse-
quently having a brisk demand for their

products, and saouthern farmers, who have
kept a fupply of cotton sed are believers
again in :the old saying that "It is au
lil wind tbat blows nobody good."

One of the largest manufacturing coin-
panies in 'the South has lately been send-
ing circular cffers ta farmerk in Georgia
and South Carolina offering ta exchange
high grade fertilizers for the sed. The
offer is sibstantially ta accept 20 bushels
of cotton seed delivered at railway depots
throughout these States in exchange for
every 500 pouuds of standard guano, the
guaranteed analysis of which will be 2 1-2
per cent. amnmonia, 8 per cent. phosphoric
acid, and 2 pur cent. potaslh, or. as.an al-
ternative 20 bushels of seed in exclange
for 750 lbs. of superlphosphates. It has
been found 'latterly that cotton hules are
a highly valuable food for cattle. Thtis
product. was formerly burnt, but nîow one
large company i8 shipping as much as 300
tons per weck. Thus a new field of profit
is opened up to the southern cotton
planter or farmer at a time wlen he %was
on the verge of despair because of the low,
prices for the last gathered crop.

Southern newspapers are making much
ado over the heavy falling off of cotton
receipts in the several miarkets conpared
with fthose of the corresponding period
of last year. Titis they claim is au indi-
cation of a coming short crop and goes
ta confirni the latest estimate i G 1-4
million bales as the total of the crop for
1892-8. Titis estimate includes 150,000
haies o! lat' year's crop. With, suih a
lalling off, and in liglit of the enormous
crop of recent years, there secns, says the
New a and C a u r i e r of Charleston, ta
bc no plausible reason why Middling
should- nt bc selling at 10o in that mar-
ket. It opened the month at about 9 1-2c.
The increased consumiption estimated for
Europe of 182,000 bales, added t'o 100,-
000 bales for increased consumption in
the United States and Canada, would secte
ta warrant the total amount of Aicrican
catton required by spinners for this season
being set down as it is by Mr. Ellison,
a reliable authority, at 8,418,000 bales.
Titis would seemu ta indicate " a shortage
o! 2,108,000 bales in the production for
the year, which et the end of the scason
would not leave a bale of Ainerican cot-
ton in stock, either in Europe or in Am-
erica."

ln Savannah, one of the leading cotton
depots and shipping ports of United States

the shortage in receipts thus far has bien
180,000 baies below those «of last year,
and other poi'ts announice proportionate
losses. The N e w s and Co uri e r con-
cludes the article, ta whih we are in-
debteed for a portion of the above statis-
tics, as !ollows:-" All thiung considered,
"if is very evident that et the present time
"cotton is cheap It is an opportune time
" for 'the planter ta hold his cotton. An
"analysis aI 'the situation would certain-

ly warrant such a course. -At least this
"isl..the opinion heli by saine factors. In
"view of the very small receipts 'thee
"was a very firm feeling prevading the

market, and somie operators have ben
"mare active during the last two: diys,
'l while thesales in this- market .have been
"ilarger proportionately than for saine
" week." Notiflstanding ail 'this the
price liaa been slowly sagging since the
first of the month. Middling is quofted
91-4e. '

ASTRONG TEA IIAET.
In recent issues, reference lias been made

to the improved prospects in this market
and ta a deiand friom Chicago which lias
absorbed several lots in Toronto and this
city. Most of the business has beu in
Japans. Cable iews recently tends ta coÎ-
lirmi the stratg iosition. For iustanCu,
reent' advices fron Japan state that the
settlements for the seasonî show a decrease
of 25,000 picutls, or 3,000,000 pounds and,
the fact lies led ta considerable specula-
tion ai the New York market, a lot of
teas whicli Iatd been ield in Monteal on
New York accounts being ordered tothat-
centre, 'the owners, having procured a.
batter figure than the agent could pro-
cure in Montrea. This lot comtprised .5,-
000 packages, and fuîrther reduces the stpCk
of tea leld in fli-st hands in MontreaI;-
so liat holders ntow imanifest extrenely
independent views as to the value f- their
property. In Tact, the stock of low grades
is small as compared with former'years.
A letter train an Englisli correspondent
ta a city firim reads:-Everythiiiig points
ta a hardening market. We have expeet-
ed if', and are ntow laoking back to old
bouglt standards. Those who know any,
tling ai the subject must fiel surprised
at tea ever bing allowed té go at suih
prices. It is oily a short tinte since that
useful Pekoe Souchongs were going beg-
ging her in London aý;U5 3 4d per lb.; and
the cry was, I Wp don't wait coo.niîîon
tea," but it is cnrious that atthe ad-
vanced prices the saie tea dois not look
nearly so coinion. The position regard-.
ing low priced tea is stronger in the case
of Ceylon than others, as the quantity
'ta be dealt in at the present time is
ridiculously inadequate ta the wants of
the trade.

Northwest coast seals advanced
7 1-2 and Lobos Island 35 to 40 per
cent. The Fur Trade Review pre-
dicte that the prices realized at the Lon-
don sales will result in increased ship-
mente and a consequent decline in prices
in March. Fine dark mink will be in lead-
ing favor this year, and the consumption
is largely increased.

CONDENSED MILK.

The statement has been made in a parlia-
,mentary paper that there is only one
factory in Canada for the manufacture of
condensed milk, but this,: it appears, is a
mistake. The Forrest Canning Co. es-
tablished a factory at Kingston in the
Annapolis valley in 1891, not only for
the purpose of condensing milk and coffee
but also for canning fruit and vegetables,
of whieh they have turned out large quant
tities for the past two years. Last season
the company produced 420,000 pounds of
condensed milk and coffee, using the milk
of 500 cows. The " Jersey Brand " of con-
densed mHk and coffee is well known te
the 'trade in St. John, according to the
S u n. The output of 400,000 pounds
shows that the Kingston business has as-
sumed considerable proportions for a new
industry But there is still, so .far as we
know, to considerable quantity of con-
densed Éailk prepared in Canada for the
foreign 'market. As was shown the other
day Great Britain alone imported 53,-
000,000 pounds of this milk, which on the
basis of the figures given by the Forrest
Company, would require the milk of 66,-
000 cows. Now it is possible that cheese
or butter making is more profitable than
the mnanulacture of condjied milk jor
export 'to England.

The road department ie likely to bave
something to say to the City Passengers
Railway Co. because of the reinoval of
the snow from the road bed. The depth
to which the frost penetrates and the
damage it may cause to water-pipes have
for almost the first time been brought
seriously home to our citizens, owing to
the unprecedentedly light snow-fall dur-
ing this winter. Hydrants and supply
pipes have given mucih trouble, and there
is every reason to believe that in thé
removal of their natural protection, the
city will have a new problem to face.
The insurance companies may also feel
some interest in the matter.

THE CRANBERRY CROF.

Cranberries commence to' arrive about
eutember 1st, and by the last of Decem-

ber tht crop isl nearly all harvested, al-
though a limited quantity a-rives until
the first of May, and eveu later in in-
stances. The yield last seas.on was 'light
in al. the producing sections, the crop at
Oape Cod being estimated at only three-ouarters o a crop, and the yield in Jer-
Bey was also one-quarter short. The ar-
ril a here, however, have been quite large,
which e ldue in a measure to nmre fruit
hatving been shlipped to this market than
oreiously. Tie receipts here as compared
with last and previous seasons have been
as followe:

Barrels. Crates.
Season 1892-93. . . 52,202 41,052
Season 1891-02. . . 58,531 46,245
Season 1bif0-91. . . 38,935 40,320

There is still some fruit to come for-
ward and the figures for this season are
oni' up to date. An unusually good de-
maund as prevailed during the past sea-
son. the weather having been favorable
aun. the short crop of apples and other
fruits ias helped widen the outlet. Sup-
plies are comparatively light anLehold-
ers are positive they will be able to force
the price up in the neighborhood of $3.25
to $3;.50 before the close of the season, as
they dlaim the demand will certainly be
large enough to exhaust the visible sup-
ply and should the balance of the sea-
son be cold with a late spring it would
b- particularly favorable for holders, as
demand keeps up urntil rhubarb, early ap-
pies and other fruits take their place.
Tht future is awaited with interest by
those who cleaned up their stock, while
hclders are selling spal"ngly and watching
for th.e predicted advance.-N. Y. Bulletin.

Consul Stigand, writing on the trade
and commerce of Italy, explains that the
great fai-ng o!ff lu exporta to the Un-
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ted States is accotnted for chiefly by the
decrense in the demiand for oranges and lem-
cins for North America. "The production
of lit fruit in Florida antid Califoriia is
proeceding by great strides, and since the
culture of it is extremely profitable, it
may be foreseei that in a few years the
deianid o! green fruit fromu Aierica vill
wholly ceua;:the falling off of the export
o! green fruit alone aimiouited to £272,654
o .wiie decrease the largest proportion is
due tu the falling off of thte deumaid froin
Americal."--Were the "extremely profit-
able feature comles in is as yet a mllystery
to the owners of lie groveu. The best
oranges-bring from half to tlree quarters
of a cent each on the troc; about $1.75 lier
box in Jaeksonville, and about $3.25 to
$3.50 in Montreall.

cestors grew in number and legendary im-
portance. Since lier return fromi Europe,
sie was accustoned to rofer to Jefferson,
"the lamous Jefferson, flic second Presi-
dent," as thc founder of the lamily. Jeffer-
son Davis, too, wvas "a distant relative"
of bers and a great friend of her brother,
the Senator. (Mrs. Boulger bad learned
the importance o! Senlators in France and
Soia.) Of course, the pride which ereatei
an iiaginary faimily of such ancientry and
dignity, in spite of local prepoeseasions
winch wviere all in favor of advance rather
thain ol retrogression, hadl also made of
her fatler's house a southern palace, Lad
chalngei lis thirty slaves inîto a thousand,
and bai enlarged ndi beautified bis plan-
tation till the pour man wlo was aceus-
tomned to say lit "spellin' was his holu"
wonild nover have recognized his own-ildein-
tity in the iagnificance of the metamor-
phosis. In person Mrs. Boulger iwas ilin
and dry, but in spite of sallow complexion
and round blacli eyes lie sharp-featired
face and tall figure had a certain dignity.
Her doninant quality liad, lu process of
tine, become swollein to sncb exaggeration
that it bad brei virtues in lier foreignt to
lier nature. So fer as sie untlerstood is
dogiins, site livei up to her religion of
self-pride. All withia the circle of lier be-
longings were sncred in her eyes-hulsband
andi clildren alike, above any criticism save
ber own. Sie was not only careful of lier
person, but fastilious -to a degree thaïi bor-
dered on insanity. A speck o! ust oi her
noue would force lier to perforin an im-
promptu toilet at a dîinner-table. Site
couldn't eut if a table-cloth was ernmp-
led. nuch less ittalii ; and if site occasion-
ally forgot ber napkii and wiped lier
mcouth on the corner of the cloth, she pos-
sessed courage -enoughi to "carry off" by
defending this habit of lier youth. lI:
truth, Mrs. Boulger exhibited a curioud
mixture of tlie vices and virtues of lier
creed., It ivould bave been impossible to
inluce lier to do anything which seoned to
lier unworthy of lier pride.; and nothing
would have preventei ber doing wliat site
thought lier pride demanded. She lived,
therefore, at the rate which lier ever-in-
cresing kotnowledge of luxuries requirei,
careless o! the faet tiat in the last years

she alone spent mure than ber husbaet{
could carn. And l the intercourse of lie,
though usually of a scrupulous courtesy
she never spolie of her husband save as;
Mr. Boulger-her imnperiousuess was apt
to show itself to outsiders as arrogance

The eldest daughter, Ada, resembled ler
mother Save that sie was good looking,
well educated, and acceptod in faith her
mother's imtaginary descent and lereditary
splendour. Site was sellish, as lier mother
was unconsciously and intensely, and il
shte wats less proutid of lier ancestry and
less careful of ber person it was because
lier good loolks exemptei her from the ne-
cessity of perpetual supervision and made
ber feel that Senators were created to be
her admirers. 'Tlie uniiity of type of Mrs,
Boulger ani Ada had hald curions effects
upon the two younger girls.

Ivy, the youngest, had not inlcerited ber
mother's pride; shte seemed rather to take
after lier father with peculiar differences.
In person she was an inferior copy-small
and sliglt of figure, lier face even could
scarcely be thouglit pretty-but in nature
ber superiority was narked. She was vain,
nîrrow-minded, and selfisi to a degree.
Ie self-satisfied pride o! lier niother and
eldest sister hald intensified and developoi
her egotisn to a deliberate and conscion
purpose. lier emulativo iistinets anid lier.
desire to please hald led lier to cultivate
lier mauners, whici would have been per-
fect hald sie licou able to compried any
nature other than lier own. Her ruthloss
self-seeking and lier obstinacy had von
the uinwilling respect even of her nother,
and sie was niadoubtedly lier father's fLv-
orite.

Georgie, on the other hand, vas by na-
tire honest anit frank and kindly. She
triedi to dwell on the good qualities o! lier
mother and iisters, but unkunowin to her-
self their egoti;3m brought out and devel-
oped lie laund of native unselfisliness in
lier. Sihe found it easy to yield to the de-
manda they were continually making on
hei good-nature and io usually did what
tley willed, though sometimes wlien pained
by their wnit. of consideration shâe rend-
eredi service witlh a certain lialf-conteiEipt-
nous pity. For Georgie wasi not a"salnb
tu whom seli-.ueerifice ivas a plensure but.
a souni-learted girl n ith a strong rraving
for affection. Neither lier miother's pro-
tensions nor the glamour of aristocrate
society lind been able to affect her nonMOU
sense. Anerica, she folt, ivas ber eountry
and its life lier life. And iif shie dreamed
dreamue and saw visions, it was but a'
condition of lier youth and sex, for the im-
possible or vague bhna small attractioni
for ler. She preferred vhlat was near and
tangible to the remote idceal whatever ilts
charms might be. Fron the ioment when
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Tryoin had entered into her life just before
the European tour she had thought of him
with interest and liking. And as the
months passed and ber heart called more
and more imperiously for the affection
whicli secmed to be withlield from ber by
her sisters and mother, ber liking for Tryon
grew into something stronger and warm-
er. How often in the last year lad she
wished that the tour might end ! As often
as some little shit.crly or filial service had
ben rrpaid by a conventional smile or
word or, worst of all, by some compliment
to lier looks wlich lishe felt was undeserved
ani insincere. For what she did was done
chielly for love's sake, from necessity of
nature. To lier alone the return tu Kan-
sas City was a source of secret but strong
satisfaction. She looked forvard hopefully
and with a confused yet eager anticipation
of life's joy and purpose to the meeting
with Tryon, gnd if at moments doubt with
i'ts anxieties came near lier sie quickly
banished fear by resolving to do her best
to win the man in whose eyes sie had seen
the promise of faithful affection. She
thought of herself and even of lier
pemor- with reasonable contentment. She
knew periectly well that she was not so
tall or elegant as Ada, but she was strong-
er and of better health-her complexion:
never wanted powder in order to stimu-
late the polish of satin.
