This would serve

as a guide ta both officials and impor-

ters; it would also do mucl towards

correcting this grievance, as it could

hardly fail ta call gencral attention ta

those special cases where the appraise-

ments vary !in different locallties.

Rememberhig

tihei the events that culminated alt

Sadoîn, Sebastopol, Sedan and Rilch-

m»ond, with the innuierable minor ones

of nationual and elvic wars, looking te
at the advanîces made Ili ieigltening the
t'rilff walils of Europe since 1851, it is

well -ita-t the Chicago Pair lias not it-

spIred any bombastle prophecles, suelh

as those which have made the ExiIbi-
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tion of that year an historie mordl, and

economie fiasco,

WYe have no desire to discount the

mtagnificent enterprise show'» i organ-

ising the World's Pair. But we doubt

if IL is any greater display of Ceommer-

cial energy and skill, than was shown

centuries ago In the Vast lairs whlch,

at one time, supplied the only means of

international trade, when huge ware-

bouses were unknowi, when stores did.
not exist, nor any of those facilities

for the transmission of goods hich

have given so prodIgious an impetus to

modern trade. World's Pairs are ne

ncvelty ef tlis century, for l Englaund

the natural and manufactured products

of all lands then klnown, were periodie-

ally sbown at Stourbridge and other

places ln times, called ln popular par-
lance the Dark Ages.

Presideut Cleveland, ln pening the

Pair, took a lighly correct and sensible

view of the affair. He declared it to

be, first, foremost, and almost wholly

a display of American advancement and

enterprise. H never thanked the for-

cigin nations who have done so much

to make It a success, nor gave one vord

of praise to the foreign exhibitors or

their goods. We miglit criticise this

iefect in bis address on the score of

feeling and taste, but we can forgive

hi, because exultant patriotism so

donineered bis mind that so small a

matter as etiquetto was overlooked, and

patriotisn i a, chief ruler is a nobier

examnple tian apoliteness. Iln opelning

tue Woman's (Lepartment ut the Pair,
Mrs. Palmer, with the charaeteristiC'

savoir faire and courtesy of a lady,
made ample amends for the President's

defeet, by dw'elling li cloquent and gen-

crots teuris upon the synpathy shown

anid belp gîven by the Quecn of England

and otiir distinîguisied women li other

lands. Sle was responded to by the vife

Of our next governor-general in a speech

whieh stamps lier as one e! forenost

orators of the day.

What wvill be the outcome of this

Fair ? pinancally we earnestly trust

il luay turnt Out satisfactory to its pro-

imoters, and to Chicago. Politicalily it
ean dc no hari. Commercially It may

lhve sone benefleial effect i expanding
the ideas of the Amerlen people i re-
gard to International exchange of
goodis. As It cau bardly fail to hring
the resourees of Canada very promiu-
çntly before the people of the States,
aund et foreign nations, this Dominiona
will probably fild the world's Pair to
have done It valuable service.

MR. ERASTUS WIMAN AND HIS
TROUBLES.

The naine of Erastus Wiman Is per-

haps more generally known on this half

of the continent than any other resi-

dent. To have aehieved such a promin-

ence ln publie af fairs betokens abilities,

energy, and ambition of no common

type. Mr. Wiman is lndeed no ordinary

man, and bis present position .s one

of the most extraordinary things lie lias

managed to bring about.

Por many years lie bas acted as Direc-

tor General of public credit, and

Supreme Advisor and Censor of the mer-

cantile world. No potentate ever -weild-
ed such subtle, or sucb absolute pover

as he exercised lu these capacitles. By

his breath he infused the Ilfe of credit,

when he w-ithdrow It, men withered

away. O! those who succumbed under

the blight of a damaging rating, or

report, it nay be said:

" Their's not to reason, why,
Their's but to do - and dIe."

Ris showers of advice, admonItion,

warning, Py censure, Tell, not perhaps

as greatly as the dews of Heaven, but

certainly like rain that falls alike on

the jist and the unjust.

Mr. Wiman took a contract to revo-

lutionize the political conditions of ttis

continent and to re-arrange those of

the British Empire generally. Atten-

tion to this business bas been damag-

ing to his own. In his present troubles

ho would h:ave had the generrous syn-

pathy of Canadiaus, had ho not sougbt

to destroy thelr nationality. «e denies

that he bas made au assignament of bis

estate to satisfy his croditors, but bis

political scheme is hopelessly bankrupt.

for Caiada Is not ready, either to soll

out, or to make an assignment of lier

estate.

It bas been known for some tme past

that he was very heavily loaded dow

by Staten Island roal estate. Ris lu-

ticipations were that, the Baltimore

road vould make it a terminus and.

bild extensive docks for occan and

river shipping, also that, Staten Island

would beconie one of the residential sub-

urbs of New York. Over the former

scieie there came a frost, a killing

frost, some years ago, anil, New York-

ers never took to Staten Island. One

.reason doubtless nwas that, the " upper

ton" of New York, which includes ail iLs

suburban resîdents, are exclusive In

taste; they hold the doctrine of humian

equality as a theory, but li daily lite

they dislike jostling against the pro-

miscuous travellers on a, ferry bout.

Had Mr. Wimpn put on a new style

of boats, giving a handseme private

stuteroom for cach passenger, ho would

have made Staten Island a social para-

dise. He was, however, too British ln

his social ideas, and neyer realized how

intensely the taste for aristocratic ex-

elusiveness dominates the New York

mind. Honce his real estate collape,
whilch affords one of the most signal

lîlustrations e! the dangerous fascin-

ation of land speculating.

HoUe was a man o- exceptional acute-

ness; familar with ail the phases of

mercantile disaster; one whose very

business was au endiess homily on the

nocessity of caution and of prudence;

yet he is caught ou the hook balted

with speculative land profits like the

simplest gudgeon li the water. Ris

vaulting ambition e'er-rcacie " its

sol," and fell " on the other side," as

thougb lie were a financial novice, and

not a well-trained jockey. The Wiman

disaster is a timcly warning for Mont-

ceal; We, have a "Staten Island" boon,
lu the ilception stage; and Wlman

troubles wili come to many here, "if
they don't look out."

Wimtan to Canadians, rceognîising too

bis eminent abilities and enterprise, we
overlook his political agitation, as the

dead should bo charitably dealt with,

and trust that lie will bo enabled to

meet .is enemies il the gate" with

the confidence of a man who lias pald

his creditors In full.

The great
bane of the colony lias bean the abuse of
crelit and the þien of relyiiig altogether
on, the great supply houses. The smaller
fishermen gind traders ire blegiiiiiing to
break anway fran this system encoarageI,
in part, by the splendid restlts of iaLst
season's cad fishery. If the seal catch
is nót w'hat it usei ta ba, it muet bie
borne i mind that the value of mineral
exports Is nearing the value of the ship-
pueits of scal 'ail. Copper and silver
MviI be largely miled this year. Some
time pga ewfoauidland miner came to
Montreal and endeavoured ta raise $3000
to work a silver mine on shares et Pla-
centia. Ue was iisuccessfui, and private
aivices now are that he has succeeded in
selling the property ta a FNw York syn-
lieate, for $150,000. Asbestos las been
liscovered in thrce or four localities but

hias not beau successfully worked, as _yet.

MANURING ORCHAltDS.

We often bear comnplaints that orch-

ards do iot bear is1 well as they used
to ant we do iot wotonder at it. ln
early days orchards were set out il
virgin soil stored with the accumulfiated
fertility of te centuries, and the trees
grcw arid bore fruit prof usely. Of late
years the orchard le usually set out on

sone plot that has been under cultiva-
tion for ycars and usually the land is
put in sorne crop each year until the
trees corne into bearing, in order to cul
tivate them, and this exhausts the land
more or less. Alter the trees corne into
bearing no inore attention ls paid to
tche orchard as a rule,as lar as àpplying
fertilizers, and in a few years it begins
to fail. Il proper attention was paid to
chis matter, orchards would beur as
well now as they did years ago. They
should be regularly fertilized and the
grounid kpt'unler cultivation if the
crops taken oïl did not more ltan puy
for the labor put on them. Potash in
sone forn slould be applied and in
those sections where wood is used as
fuel, ail the ashes should be put on the
orchard, as they are the chcapest source
ol potash to the average farmer. Stable
nianure is good and the plowing under
of clover will keep up the supply of
plant food. To naàe the most profit
out of an orchard it should be as cure-
fully cared for as any other part of the
farm.
