FREE IMPORTS.

There is no dispuling that Great Britain
hus made remarkable progres§ under the |
sysiem of * Frec Imports,” forced upon her .
by the attitude and policy of other nations. .
She chose “ Free Trade,” but Free T'rade is
impossible without reciprocity; her pro-
duets were denied entrance free of duty into .
all conntries, while each and all could send
nearly everything they pleased to Great
Britain without such taxation, The com-
petition of nations operates more rapidly
than that of the manufacturers of a single
nation ; and Great Britain was for years.
without a rival in cheapness of manufac-
ture, so that the freedom of import was
of but little benefit to her rivals. Butin- -
ternal competition bas produced its effect,
and othor countries are at length able to
contend in some of the principal products
with their great competitor. - And now the
-question, to which the time-honored discus-
sion has been narrowed down, is between-
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the “cheaploaf? withlimited emploﬁfmem
on the one hand, and a possibly somewhat

dearer loaf with suﬂment employment on”
the other, ag being the more beneficial to

the people. The fact of Great Britain's
progperity since the abolition of the Corn

Laws 'and the establishment of her free

trade policy in 1845 is undoubted. In the
article already alluded to, Lord Penzance
questions the correctness of the inference
“that this remarkable prosperity is due to
that change. There are other matters and
eventis to which credit has not heen given
in the discussion. It was precisely at the
time when Sir Robert Peel innugurated
the reign of “Ires Imports” that another
reign began in the accession of “XKing
Hudson "—or the age of steam. “Of all the
events and improvements of the century,”
says he *none equals the establishment of
the railway system in its tendency to in-
crease and develop trade. Where Baogland
led the way, other European nations rapid-
ly followed.” In 1840 all Europe had only

5,000 miles of rajlway, and America had
about. 4 090; in 1850 Europe had 24,200
miles, and America 20,160; in 1870 Europe
had 60400 and America 56,300; in 1880
Europe had 95271, and America 92,840;
and in 1885 Burope had 121,251, and Amer-
ica 128492 miles, Within the same period
the development of stenmship trafic, the
telegraph, and the great discoveries of
gold, have all excrcised a favorable influ-
ence on trade, second only to that produced
by milways.”

Lord Penzance also refers to the alter-
ation in the law of purtnership in Great
Britain as exercising a most potent influ-
ence on trade and production. “The sta~
tute under which ‘limited’ companies
have been formed, and people enubled to
unite their individual savings, however
small, in some industrial enterprise, with-
out, the risk of partnership losses and lia-
bilities, which miglit be ruinous to them,
drew down into the great stream of eapital
available for the support of manunfacturing
industry millions of money that had there-
tofore luin idle for want of the means of
investment. Is it possible,” he asks “that
these enormous additions to investments
in trado and manufacture=—to the facilities
of communication, - locomotion and fhe
economy of and despatch of transport,
should not have added largely to the pros-
perity of the world ? - ‘ IFree Imyporters? al-
low nothing for it; all goes to the eredit of
 Iree frade’”

He emphasizes the statement that * the
progress of .other nations in wealth and
prosperity during the last fifty years has
nob only equalled, but has excelled” that
of Greal Britain, and quotes frem Mulhall's
Drogress of the World in support of .it.. “In
the last fifty years,” says Mulhall, speaking
of the whole world, ¥ commerce hias grown
twelve times faster than population, having

multiplied eightfold.” He gives the figures
and the rate of increase for each country
separately, as follows :—

heing an average of eixhtfold, so that the
advance of the United Iingdom, which
was only" sevenfold, is rather below than
above that of the rest of the wotld. Mul-
hall’s Balance Sheet of the World.shows that
in commerce, manuofacturing, mining, agri-
culture, the carrying trade and banking,
the world advanced 25 per cent-during the
ten years, 1870 to 1880. During this period

France advanced about 12 per.cent., Ger-.
many 33}, Russia 20, all Europe together.
20, Great Eritain also 20 per cent., and the

United States nearly 50 per cent.. Thus,
argues the essayist, the advance is goneral
and not by any means characteristic of the
country of “Free Imports,” the two coun~
tries showing the greatest advance heing
among the most highly protected countries
in the world. -

. It now remains to be consu]ered whether
a system. of ‘‘ Free Imports” can be main=

.tained on its own merits, that isto say, by
an appéal to the benefits of cheapness,’
which, by introducing foreign compatition,”

it confers upon the community, What
measure of benefit may be counferred by
this cheapness cannot L:e asceriained in the
lump, “it must be calcuinted separately for
each article of import, and against it must
be set the loss or injury suflered by the
home producer owing to the competition,

in each individual case, of the foreigner.’

Whether or not it is desirable, therefore, to
purchase this cheapness in respect of any
particular article.of import by abstaining
from taxing -it, 1ust also be a separale
question for each such article, and cannot
be regulated by any sweeping abstmct
principle.”

While it is desirable that everything
should be cheap, there may be reasons why
that cheapness should not be bought at the
expense of other advantages which wre
greater. The true mainspring.of prosperity
and wealth in « pation.is -employment,

“Wealth is born of dxertion and skill"

but to reap any advaniage from them they
must have a market. In times of distress
in England, it is customary {o attribute the
trouble to the'dearness of bread, whesn the
renl cause ig lack of wages—want of em-
ployment—a marketfor labor. Cheap bread
will not create wages. Lord Pemzance
points out that the price of wheat in 1846

(Corn Laws repealed) was 5ds.¢n quarter,

“and that in the ten prosperous years that

followed, the price remained about the
same. .
*I1t may be doubied " gays the \\n(er S
¢ whether the relative value of cheapness
on the orie side and improved wages on the
other has always been borne in mind. The
range of cheapness rarely exceeds o small
percentage of price; and as far as the’
wage-carning classes are concerned. if it
were secured for all articles of foreign im-
port, its benefits wonld speedily be swallow-
ed up'in the event of a comparatively
slight fall of wages” e instances the
‘comparative value to the working popula-
tion,;** and indeed to the nation,” of cheap- -
ness ag contrasted with employment and
wages by taking an individual article of
manuficture—a pianoforte. Assuming that -
it cannot he made and sold in England ata
protit for less than $200, and: that it can be
made in France, and impdi'ted, and sold in
England for $180, the gain to the con-
sumer in buying the foreign-article’ would
bo $20. The loss to the English artisan in
making a similar article wonld be ‘the
amount of wages earned by those that
make it.
an article, he assumes, is probably two- |
thirds of the price, but say one-half. This
gives$100lost in wages as against $20gained

by the consumer. Evenifthe workman him-

sellis the consumer of any article to which
such a contrast is applicable, the bargain
is still a bad one, for he hus gained $20 and
lost ihe chance of selling his labor to the
extent of $100. “It may be said that he
has got his Jabor unsold and may sell it to
some one else; just so; butb this is precise-
Iy what he cannot do” C&uld & man
brought up to one special line of occupation
always turn his hand to something else
and find a market for his Iabor this argu-
ment would be unsupportable. “Bui this
is far from heing the case in fael, In times
of pressure, such as do and must oceur, to
find a market for all willing and competent
labor, even at greally redueed wages, is
notoriously dillienlt, and often impossible.
If it were otherwise, there wonld be no -

such thing as distress—atleast among men

able and willing to work.” 'I'he workman's
Iahor then remains unsold, and his loss and
the loss to the community is measurably
the value of it. The foreign arlicle, there-:
fore, argues the wn(e;, is a bad speculntion
for tlle wage-carning classes, even when
they reap the benelit of its cheapness by -
being themnselves the consumors, R

"The small-pox cpidemic in Montreal almost
destroyed the pussenger traftic throngh Canada
for those portions of the United States situated
enst. and west of the Grand Trunk. The sys-
tem of medical inspection and compulsory
vaccination of all persons passing from or
through Canada to the United States, practi-
cally abotished for the season of 1885 the large
and lucrative tourist traffie, deterring passen-
gers generally from travelling on the Grand
Trank Railway. The loss thus experienced
has heen estimaled at not less than £50,000.

Had the vates and fares of the year 1885
been similer Lo 1883, and the receipts per
train-mile the same in 1885 as in 1883, then
the working expenses for 1885 would have been
G168 per cent. of the gross receipts, instend
of 76.27 per cent, and the net traflie reccipts
wounld have been _Ll 447,000 instead of £724,-
500, and even :tllowing for a very considerable
incrense in the working expenses of 1885
above thal which \Nlhlll(,llll(..(l the percentage
of working expenses to gross receipts would
still have been moderate and sutisfuctory.

T'he reduction in the remuneration of the
Dircetors and  Auditors, and in the sularies
el wages of oflicinls and einployees continu-
ed in force during the half-yenr, and had a
malerinl effect in asgisting the Company to

£30,000,000. The Grand Trunk- Company
themselves have experienced a net loss in
the same years of £535,782, the greater
part of which would have been available
for distribution in interest and dividends,
in addition {o a further loss on the con-
trolled lines of £84,000.

The prospects of the Company have been
improved by the aequisition of the West
Shore Line by the New York Central, and
by the pooling arrangements in Chicago
and New York, and the east hound rates
from Chicago to New York which had
fallen us low as S cents,—and west hound
1st clags have been advanced from 40 to 7
cents.  West hound passenger fares which.
had fallen to %8 have been increased {o
520, and cast bound from §14 to $20
ITmmigrant fares, which were at $1.00,
formerly $13.00, are now $7.00 new line,
ITarmonions working and the preservation
of fures are acknowledged as existing
between the Canadian Puacific and the
Grand Trunk, ahhough a loss of traflic
amounling to .£35,000 is stated as the out-
come of the opening of the new line. Al-
together the prospects of the Company are
brighter than they have been for the last
two years and we are glad to see that
there is an increase of over a quarter of a
million dollars of gross receipts in the first
four months of 1886, and the expenses
have also been considerably diminished.
With a revival of trade there are good
prospects for our old ine yet,

CREDIT AND BDANKRUPICY.

It is nol often that clergymen intrench
upon the domain of the cconomist. This
is rather to be regretled, for surely the
morality of commerce is as much within
the scopo of one us of the other. A good,
sound, rattling sermon once a month or so
on such a subject as *“Our Duties in
Respect of the Tarifl,” could not fail to
have a salutary ellect upon the consciences
of ocensional fuir smugglers as wellas upon
those of unfair ones, and might even save
a good deal to the Government and to
many an honest importer whois struggling
against o competition and a eutting of
prices which he is at 2 loss to understand.
The clergy of all denominations—we sub-
mit it willh due respect—preach too much
at the “bad” to the negleet of their duty
to the “good” within the fold. * Every-
“one,” says Thackeray, “knows what
“harm the bad do, but who knows the
“mischiel done by the good?” Had the
Montzeal branch of one of the most praise-
worthy inslitutions in Christendom hut
taken an occasional glance upward as well
as downward, arecent business seandal
had probably Deen averted, and a con-
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" science oscillatibg between good and evil:

_ey.” Few acquainted - with business,”
begins he, “will disputé that within
the last thirty years,” bankruptey from
being a rare and exceptional event,
has become common and {requent” He
thinks our mcrals in this respect-are cer-
tainly locsening, that the standard of
righteonsness is lowering,and that “There's
sometliing rotten in the stale of Denmark.”
The reverend gentlemaii has written an
excellent article, but some. merchants will
be inclined to question the correctness of
the statement that failures are proportion-
ately more nnme:ous, at least en this con-
tinent, than they were prior to the peried
he mentions, Tn an article published in
these columns a few years ago, we haz-
arded the statement that in ten ycars, on
an average, nine merchants out of every
ten fail in business. Lot us take at random
‘& few examples covering the last eightcen
years, Of the twelve merchants doing
business in the town of Granby, Quebec, in
1868, there are now but two remaining,
and one of these long since became a
manufacturer. St. Hyacinthe had some
thirty merchants in 186S; of thiese only
five ure now in business of any kind. The
tutal number of sturekeepers has increased
to forty. Gananoque. a thriving manu-
facturing town, had abous twenty store-
keej.crs, great und small, in 1868; of these
there now remain six or seven, but the
total number has increaged {o some thirty-
four. Stratford shows remarkable strength
in this respect: of the fifty storekeepers
there in 1868 sume sixteen are still in
business, and the total number has in-
creased to about one hundred.

To discover the cause of this wide-spread

bankroptey demands, according to Mr.

Denovan, no profound diagnosis. ¥iist, he
_ places the ambition for social position—not

the true “superior social position” based
upon superior education and morals, but
that spurious “ pusition ” which consists in
living in a certain “ respectable ” locality,
paying » large rent, accumulating expen-
sive forniture, hiring so many servants,
dressing fushionably (with or without taste
and comfort) and having a dear pewina
certain church. This is vhe craze of our
generation, To indnlge this craze men
will resort to almost any course in busi-
ness; the aggregate church member at-
tiches so much importance to the main-
tenance of such social position that lie will
palliate alinost any fault, extenuate almost
any folly (short “of positive crime) o man
may resort to in the hope of saving himself
from thy greatest of all ealamities, viz.
the reduction of domestic expenditure! i
have seen n good man, bankrupt for the
fourth time, almost broken-hearted at the
thought of Leing forced lo redace his

domestic expenditure Lelow $2,000 per
annum because of the degradation sueh
reduction threatened bis family, and yet
the church in which he held office never
disenssed the matter. Five several times
I biave known a “gentleman” to be bank-

tunadely, a similar agitation now threatens
{o paralyze trade in the United States. A
notable confession was recently wmade hy
the chairman of the Wolverhampton Chan-
her of Commeree when he said that it
might as well be aeknowledged that in the
production of iron and steel, iron wire,

girder work, cul niils, and other articles of

the samuo class, the Germans were not only
pressing Lngland very hard in her own
colonies, bub. were snceessfully  competing
with them in their home distriets, thus

In
Germany, the maker, having the advant-
age of thoroughly experienced workmen,
steady and thrifty in their habits, can
easily suit his goods to his customer, and
can as easily overiateh his British compe-
tilor struggling under the short hours and
high wages system.

A leading coal and iron master, of South
Staflordshire, contribuies the following on
the Iatter phase ol the question :— Belgian
bar iron and nail-rad iron is being sold at
this moment at £4 a ton free on Loard ai
Antwerp, while Staflordshire bar and nail-
rod iron cannot be produced at less than
L6 per ton delivered in the Thames. Here

is an article which consists, 90 per cent. of

it, in lubor, and 10 per cent. in rent.and
royalty ; our cost is 50 per cent., or half us
much more than the Belgian. And yet

THE PANAMA SHIP CANAL.
The report of the Hon. John Bigelow,
who has recently returned from an official

investigation of the progress and prospects |

of the great Panama Ship Canal, has been
printed by the New York Chamber of Com-
merce.

While toa certain extent it hears evi-
dence of a subdued untagonism {o this
great Undertaking and a disposition 1o up-

By the careful adjustment of

derrate its prospects of ultimate snccess,
the report is a carefully prepared, instruc-
tive and interesting document, it gives to
the public for the first time strietly reliable
data on which toform an intelligent idea
of the magnitude of the undertaking, and
lastly it gives a rigorovs detail of the
amount of work actually accomplished
with a fair idea of the quaniity )et re-
maining to be done.

The total length of the canal when com-
pleted is as nearly as possible 463 miles,
and through the valley of the Chagres it
will be 72 feet wide at botiom, or the same
dimensions ds the Suez Canal. The sec-
tion between Sun Pablo and Pedro Miguel

will be 78 feet in width at bottom, and 102

feet at-the water lave!, while that through
the Cordilleras at Culebra will be 72 feet
at bottom and 100 feet ut water level. The
depth of navigable water will be from 2§
to 29 feet,and a basin 1,600 yards long,
and 110 yards wide, will be construcled at
Panama for the accommodation of vessels
passing through the canal, as well as a
basin of turn-out about three miles long,
midway between Panama and Colon:

AT TTOMIR AND ABROAD.

The vmporls from various sources show
that a large amonnt of investment money
socking amployment is still pressing.on
the market. An eager domand for first-
class  mortgages, munieipnl honds  and
olther securitics is generally noted, and
congequently these investnignts pay stead-
ily reducing rates. 11 is worthy of special
romark that the rale on the best mortguge
lonns—5 per cent—as reported in many
cnges—is but one cent ubove tho current
* Fnglish rate, where, till recently, 5 was
considerod the standard. Such a stalo of
aflnirs indicates in the cloarest way what
a stondy accumulation of woalth is going
on nmong us. The savings of the people
roprocentedd by the reserve of tho life
Tnguranco Companies (referred fo clse-
where) no doubt form a luge and very
satistactory portion of this wealth, but
private and rust funds of varions kinds
fall litkle hohind, :
1t may be doubted whether rates will
) o lower, or indeed whether they will hold

at their present level. The tendency in a
new country like this, is to tuke a little
more risk for a better return, and, when
cuterprige takes a fresh start, this will
take off enough of this capital to stiffen
rates for the rest.

In banking circles we Jearn that a better
demand is noticepble. The prospeets of
hetter rates for call money in New York
may shordy aflect rales here, and through
them the prices on the Stock Exchange;
but this is not at the moment & pressing
danger,

In parliamentary news we nole the
passage through eommitiee of the Bill
promoted by M. Massue, for the incorpor-
ation of a School Savings Bank, As first
drafted, this bill conferred on the incorpora-
tors the most unlimited powers thata bank
could have (save note issue) with scarcely
4 single resiriction. In that shape it
might have become, and indeed could
scarcely have failed to become a source of
wreat evil, for however charitable and
praigseworthy the intentions of the found.
ers may be, the control of an institution
which conld so readily be used for private
ends must inevitably bave been sought for
improper motives, FHowever, thanks to
the vigilance of the Chairman of the Bank-
ing committee (Hox. Mr. Aunporr), the bill
was shorn of many of its most dangerovs
fentures, and passed through committee in
a comparatively innocuous shape. When
we reflect on the wide-spread migchief
which might be wrought by mismanage-
ment of a institntion drawing its deposits
from every school district in the province,

we cannot lut feel that Mr. Abbott has

added another to the many good deeds he
has done for the community,

We regret to lenrn from our exchanges,
that in many parls of Ontario the fall
wheat turns out to have been seriously
injured by the winter,

This is the first drawback which moder-
ales onr expectalions for the coming
senson, but with a magnificent spring
upon us we have still plenty to be thank-
ful for. TIn Manitoba, seeding was almost
universally completed in April, and ex-
peciations of an early and bounteous
harvest are high, We certainly trust that
they will be fulfilled, and that much-tricd
country enter on o period of prosperity.

The reports from the United Siufes
concern themselves with strikes and Inbor
troubles. These are serions enough, Heaven
knows, yet, as some of the quieter journals
point out, the great mass of the business of
the conntry still goes on just the same.
The crop prospects throughout the country
are wonderfully good. Some litile trouble
from winter-killed full wheaf has been
experienced in Michigan and one or iwo
other States, but outsido of that the returns
from all points, North, West, and Sonth
are most hopeful, :

The interests thut are suffering most
from the strikes, leaving the laborers out
of the question, are the great joint-stock -
enterprises carried on by labor. The con-
ditions of success, and therefore of exis-
tence for these, include the most strict
manasgement, snd the utmost economy of
labor. ~ Strikes are fatal to both of these,
whether the demands are submitted to or
not.

In financial matlers in the United States
there is no marked change to report. Gold
is still exported freely to France, and
money is' teported to be preceptibly hard-
euning, but although rates ate carried up
occasionally they have so far dropped back
at once to about the old level. Sterling
exchange is dull, and rates unchanged.

The stock market is dull and lower, in
sympathy with the unsettled feeling pro-
duced by the labor troubles. Should the
problem looming upon the country not be
promptly solved, there is some reason to
apprehiend that much eapital will be with-
drawn from industrial enterprises and in-
vested where greater security can be had
—wivh the inevitable result of cheaper-
money all round. )

Our English reports show that a steady
decrease of available money has been
going on, partly from gold shipments to
France. The Bank of England maintained
its minimum at 2 per cent, but for some
days past the street hag taken bills at 2}@
2} per cent, and at the Board meeting
yesierday, the Bank rate was put up to
3 per cent. I'his has been looked for, for a
week or ten days past, and its eflect on
this side has therefore been pretty well
disconnted. But it is certain to have a
stiffening inflience on money in Now
"York, and higher rates in England and
New York generally imply higher rates
here.

SponsT Drotesses of MasuraoTURE.— In
more than one branch of industry, inveniors
of processes have found secrecy a betier safe-
guard for their rights than letters patent,
necessitating as they do & full explanation of
the new invention. Thus the undivulged
London system of sead and lynx skin dycing
compels Ameriesns and Cuanadians to go to
England for furs, oviginally trapped here; nnd
in the metal tinde the manufacture of Russian
sheet ivon, nad of English tin plates has been
kept a close secret, to the great profit in one
instance of the Russian government and in the
other of the various tin works of South Wales,
Unsuccessful efforts have been wmade to un-
vavel the mysteries of these several industries.
Russinn sheel iron is made principally by
convict labor, and despite the long distance it
has to be transported from the interior of
Russin, it is sold at a comparatively cheap
price all over the world, and is largely con-
sumed in Canadp, Various attempts ab imi- .
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tation have been made by DBritish- firms and
some of these approach the genuine article
sufficiently close for ordinary purposes, but
the suppleness and grain of the Russian sheet
have never been equalled.  The English tin
plate trade is now threatened by Germany, it
being stated on apparently “good authority,
that agents of the German government have
been endeavoring for some time to gain
admission to the tin-plate works of South
Wales and thus secure certain information
which is necessary to cnable them to enter
into competition. Some of the leading
journals ave of opinion that it is impossible
to keep the secret, and they advise makers
that the best way to refain this valuable trade
is by improving the character of the product
and revising methods. Thus the Jronmonger
seys :—The Germans contemplate making

which they lost the monopoly after Yarranton's
travels in Germany in the seventeenth cen-
tury. With such a prospect before them the
makers of South Wales will need to be on the
alert—not s0 much in order to exclude « for-
eign emissaries ” from their works, ns to place
themselves in a position to defy all comers.
That position they can only atinin by revising
the entire system under which the majority
of them conduet their trade. They need to
be perfectly independent of the middlemen in
the first instance, to do their business direct
with the American distributors, and to use
the most modern applinnées in the manu-
facture of the plates. Whether or not tbese
primary conditions can be complied with by
the general run of the makers we cannot say.
In the light of past experience we fear not;
hence our view is that the only way of pre-
serving the industry is for entirely new blood
to be introduced into it. 1t is a large and
growing trade, and we know of no good renson
why concerns like Tredegar, Blenavon, Ebbw
Vale, Cyfarthfa, or Rhymmney should not
embark in it. With their ample means and
independence of speculators, who now keep
the little makers completely under control,
these Iarge concerns might not only preserve
and augument -the trade, but would also be
able to bid definnce to every effort on the part
of foreign rivals to dispute their supremacy.
We make this suggestion with perfect impar-
tinlity, and await a reply.”
