THE LABOR QUESTIOK.

The recent strikes in the United States,
whether for higiher wages or a lesser nun
ber of hours for a day's work, have resulted,
as strikes usuaally do, in great losses aud inu
jury to both employers and wyorkingien,
and with little or no corresponding gain
for' thse future to the .strikers. Canada haes
nt quite escaped the contagion: the street
car drivers in Toronto, the plasterers in,
aontreal, and the noulders of the Grand

Trunk Railway sh1o)s showed that the
nischievous socialistie literature of the day

has its influence also among us. There
can be io'denying that what is rapidly be-
coimiing the problem of the age-the Labor
Question-owes its existence largely to the
spread of a elass of newspapers publisied
in the chief cities of the ljunited States by
mlen w'iose sole object is -to make ioney,
and wio, in order to accomplisi their ends,
do not hesitate to recommend extreme
measures as 'regards capital and progerty.

Here oise sisan lns&a àood dpp'rtunitie as
another. There are very few men among
us eiiployinig labor to-day who bave not
themsaelves begun as laborers or working-
men. The chief differen-e between one

aun and another lies in the character of
the individual: one spends all he earns;
the other afeiw s plits by something, io
'atter ho'w trifling bis wages, until hie has
saved ebough te enable him to begin busi-
ness on his own account; for all capital is
sipf's torid-uip labor- somebody earned
tie-money; if net the present owner, bis
father or grandfathor earned and saved it.
Capital is the resul of seif-deni; the man
who Cats bis cake cannot have it. There
aie, to bu sure, circumstances under which-
it is impossible to save anything frei
wages, ,such as a large, helpless faislly;
hee iowever self-denial is alse appli-
cable. But as no man'should be deprived
of wlat he bas honestly acquired througb
savings fromn bis own Yiages, or through a
progenitor who saved for bim, so the pro-
posed war against capital is simply a rob-
bery, and it will apply to the owner of
simail savinge s well ns to' hilm wlo has
accumulated more. * For vhere shall the
Une be drawn ? 'Were people not secured
in the possession of their savings, or the
the 'property bought with them, there
would soon be an end of ail economy; ne
ee vouid spare for a rainy day, and it
would be a feast or a famine for the peo-
ple; every man wvould be obliged te inake
every thing be wan tedgfor imsself, for there
'wbuid be no capital to carry on manufac-
tures..

As* regards strikes for bigher wages, it
is an uifortunato thing that the differences
cannot be adjusted without canssing a total
stoppage'of business. The proposai li the
'United States to establish a court of arbi-
tration is a mnove in the right direction if
practicable; but wasges after ail must be
regulated by. the state of the market-by
supply and demaand-as with other pur-
chasable commodities; and skilled and
rapid workmen should not be compelled to
labor for the same wages as those of infer-
ior capacity, Intimidation and violence
directed against those whose iecessities
compel then te work will not bc endured
by modern civilization, and must end il
invoking the strong arm of the law. The
circular receantly addressed te the.privates
of reginents about te be called out to quell
disturbances in Missouri was' as ineffective
as it must always piove te be under simi-
lar .circumstances. Ihere are of course
two sides to every controveray, and both

Among nations war lias been the usual re-
suif In iiér-cantile disaifèdarbitratio liq,
becoming, more general. Trade unionists,
wvhe cannot fail te see the injury done te
the workingman everytine lie engages in
a strike, and who are sagacious eough te
recognize the fact that such cecive eaIih-
bitions are likely tu enrol public sentiment
on the other side, propose the systen ef
arbitration "as a half-way lieuse between
the imperative denand and the atteipt
te secure it by a complete revoit." This
idea becqme populiar na legislators-imid
uthers bave gravely discussed it as a way
ont of tie difliculty, without sufliciently
considering vhether tie trouble coines
properly within the province of such a
system. This is well put by. the New
York Journal of Consiercthus:

" A contract has been made, and there im
a dispute ns te the meaning of the tems;
or it has beun purposely violated or fouind
impossible of execnon; or there bas beei
a .wastage or daiage resulting in loss, and
il is net perfectiy plain whvo shall be helti
responsible ; in ail 'such cases an impartial
arbiter, may bu calied to explain the aéree-
ment. or ta award damages l'or the failure
te fulfil the engagement, or te apportion
the less among those wio are resposnsible
for it. But did any ee 'ever hear of ai
arbitration between two negotiators wvho
could not coue together ini a bargain ?
One merchant buys of another a cargo of
grain, and there may arise many disputes
concerning it. The controversy may be
whether tie quality delivercd is equal to
the sample, or whether it was tendered in
time to satisfy the conitract, and all such
questions are propely referred to disinter-
ested arbitration. But supnose the ier-
chant could net augre witl the owner for
the purchase ? The buyer wanted it too
chseaply, or wanted it upon unsuitable
terms of delivery, and the .soller asked too
much, and issisted on unircasoable
guaranties. Would any.sane main suggest
an arbitration, conpelling the seller iunder
its pressure te haine a moin moderate
price, nd the unwilling buyer te take it on
conditions distasteful and unsatisfactory to
hima ? In the sane way, if a ihargainI for
service ls beenaiis-le etweun ain emply-
er and lis workisen lwhicl is not under.
stood alike by the contracting parties, or
ee of them je uswiliing or uiai le t fuil-
fill it, thon a coitroversy nightsarise which
an arbiter could properly becalled upon te
sottie. But here are two frce parties wie
have ne contract betwcen themu. The
wý rknen demand that aise shall be made
on terms of ticir dictation. Tlie empiyer
thinks it is net for his inter est tolhiro t1in
upion the proposed conditions. Te prevent
them fromt conspiring against liiim, ani en-
gaging in a fierce contest te compel him te
make the -contract deianded, under a
threat always inplied that if lie does not
accede te these terms lie shall net have his
work done, as no ee else, however willinig,

The tendency in tie labor market is
slowly towardr1 piere or job work, vhsere-
ever practicaîble, as moro -equitable ail
round. An instance of th ettect of supply
and demand is furnisied by the Montreal
plasterers, whose Isssubers are limited
oswing ta the disasgreeableiess of tie work
for apprentices, and tihe lack of competition
from female labor. Thy triuniphd nôt be
eause of their ilinvers, but becaiuse they
were se few. The proposal te shorten the
time of labor te ciglht hours for a day's
w'ork without any corresponding reduction
in Nages is singisly an econoiscal absurd-
ity, but of this iole anon.

0AT HOME AND ABROAD.

A holiday tonle has pservaded the past
wook, and te seie extent quieted busi-
ness. .The celebration on Monday was ii
many cases impleiented by a whole or
partial holiday o Saturday, giviig oppor-
tunity te nany for a three days absence
froi ton n aind business. hEis is a luxury
which wue regard us by s nmeanis ain ex-
travagance. We believe that commercial
and linancial business wosld net suffer
were these occasional breaks more fre-
quent, for' ailtiougih the working houis of
muerciaits. basors and oties aie less ex
acting than tiose of laborers, they, lack tie
powes of digestion and sleep w'iici tie
*atter win througli phyeical exertion fre-
quently in the open air. So we bid wol-
come, on economi o grounds, ta an occatsional
holiday.

Ileavy rains carried off the snow over
wide areas, leaving fielis exposed te intense
cold in Jaiuiary and Fruob ary, sheots of ice
lay ln hollows and on low grouind during the
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latter month, and alternate freezing and thaw
ing prevailed throughxout March. 9Killed,"
I smotlered," and 'i hcaved out," express the
tonor of a great many reports, and in portions
of the country froa ton to seventy per cent. of
the wlicatland nas been plouglied up or resown.
In a few sections, there are complaints of too
much spring rain, and in others the unthrifty
appeaxrance of inany fields is attributed te lack
of rain. The filne growing wcather with which
the country has ben favored since the middle
of April, lias greatly improved the prospect of
the crop, and a smxaller areha lis been plougied
up in consequenco than seemed at aIl probable
wlien the snow disappeared. Reports on
clover are on the whole favorable, and the crop
is at least two weeks earlier than last year.
Ploughing for spring crops commenced from
two te three weeks earlier, and seeding pro-
portionatelly so, but in some districts work was
delayed by wet wearier, especially on heavy
clay and undrained lands in the lake shore
counties from .Norfolk ·to Peel. Reports on
spring whieat, barley, onts and peas are very
chxeering. The breadt.h of spring wheiat, is ap-
parently les than Last year, while that of
barley and peas in greater. Reports on ]ive
stock are gonerally favorable. Hogs and
sheep have been reduced in numnber, but the
spring weathier lias been very favorable for the
rearing of pigs and Iambs, which. are reported
as nmerous. Animcals of ail kinds were
tutrned on grass about threc weeks carlier than
usuial, and old. and yoiung are in licarty condi-
tino. The suîpply of fara laborers, appears to
be ample in all parts of the Province, and the
range of wages is about the sane as al ycar
uago, averaging $16.25 and board, as against
$16.45 last year, $17.70 in 1884, and $19.28 in
1883.

T HE price of wheat at Chicago lias toucbed
ai exceptionally low point, selling at about
74c for June as against 88C at this date last
year. Despite the low prices there is littie
disposition te nake purchases, and the ears'
casily control the situation. This is account-
cd for te a certain extent by a reliance upon
the unexceptionally fine condition of the pro-
tient growinig crût), which, if no disasters
overtlte it, will lie harvested in aboit sixty
days. Anotier cause of depression, no doubt,
is fbo impîîîovCisld condition of the excheq-
uers cf the lcadinxg bulls, wio have with
undauntcd courage rallied again and agalin te
ihe support of fle market during the last

twelve months, only te find themuselves landed
deeper in debt at the end of cach liait. It con
he siaid, however, that they have one advan-
tage iow which they did net haxîve a ycar
since, and thait is that the price.of wleat is so
low that thxere is compauratively little Imargin
for a dectine, certainly mnuch less than there
lias licou during the past year. tx lut," says
the Chicago hier Ocean, Il before any very
narked and pernmnent improvemxent can be

looked for that nillstone which hIange about
the prösperity of Chicago n a grain market

must be abated, viz., the excessive 'charges
made by the elevators for storing and hxnd-
ling. Twenty-five cents per bushel yar
for icarrying charges' (say 80 per cent per
annum, on present value of wheat over 60
per cent on corn and over 80 per cent on oats)
is a price calculated to appall the stoutest-
hearted bull, and 'will, it is feared, more than
eat up any profit likely te accrue on the pur-
chases, even at present low prices for grain."

THE seizure of the Nova Sceotian schooner
Sisters at Portland, by the American author-
ities, following se closoly the detention of two
United States fishing craft by Canadian offi-
clis, would naturally scem te add firther
complications te the already difficult fishery
question. The captain of the Sisters, was
simply asked te produce his manifest, and e-
ing unable to do se, lie was declared subject
te a penalty of $500 under the Custom House
regulations, and his vessel -was at once placed
under seizure. It has net been cistomary for
fishermen te be provided with manifeste, and
as these are. simple documents signed by the
captain or owner, merely detailing name of
vessel, where from, number of crew, and cargo,
requiring no certification in any port, the
seizure cortainly seems,like an act of retalia-
tion, which was altogether unwarranted. This
action on the part of an over zeolous Oustom's
official is in strange contrast te the course
adopted by the level headed members of the
PortIand Board of Trade, who, as recently as
the 26th inst, passed resolutions requesting
Congress te take early action in clearingaway
existing embarrassments and to have the vos-
sels and property, now detained, releosed, c'in
order te maintain and perpetuate the friendly
intercourse and close reliance between the two
greut nations."

TiHE LusBEa TRADs.-Freigit rates on the
