THIE ALEXANDER FAILURL.

The fallure of James Alexander & Co,
general storekepeers at Campbellton
N.B, ls one of those mysterious Insog-
vencies which occur wvithoiit the slight-
est premounition at a time when ithe
reports of the agencles are morc or legs
favorable on the prospects and abillty
of the insolvent, and la whieh there
Is present, almost lnvariably, a largq

und InexplIcable defielt ln the asets.
These failurcs are usually followed 'by
the departure ;of the ban1ciupt t a
fresh field ln whici ta exploltir lis tal-

ent ln Ueburing credtl, and It some-

times occurs that the very niain vhor

has been sa strikingly unable tot male
both ends meet'at lis old stand ls'abl

to exhibît quite a showing of capital

when ha ls once comfortawbly located
out of the reach of his ufortunate

creditors.
It la' about sixteen monthe sluce

James Alexander, a Young 0a1í ai
about 32 years af age, left lÀl òidãitloU
lu his brother's store and startedl ln
,business for ilmself .. lu that short
time goods ta the lvalue óf: $14000

have miraculously disappeared;. for to-
day he ca only showN $7,000 ln l tock
adnd 0,000 lu book ,debts apalnat lila-
bilities of $27,000, and where the bal-
an'ce hae gone ta neither he, nor any
of lis creditors, cau coanjecture-unless
lt has passed lato lils owai poclets. In
September 1892 ha formed a partiter,

ship with another clcrk naLmed Miller-
and started the ilrm of Alexander &
*Xi1ll1r. Accordlng to the agency re-
ports the capital of the firm conalst
cd af $2,300 borroweid from AIexander's
relations; lub in addition ta t18is he
poss'esscd thrce 'ouses la the village
valued at $2,000. A rontl later,
Miller became dissatisfled at the way
ln %vhieli the business was rua, and
withdrew from the flrm. Thea Alex-
ander continued the business alone and,
hiaving got rid of his partuer, proceed-

ed ta sal1 goods ut rates tla't honest
men tryingi.to meet their engagemegtLs
were utterly unable to compote witgi.
Goods were sold literally regardiless of
cost, and were bought on the same
terms. Alexander bougit everything
the travellers tried ta solil In-and was
regarder as au ideal customer; for he
naver grumb'ed at the price asked so
,Qng as term 6 credlt was long, and
he never returned goods. He knew bet-
ter. Ulnifortunately . the t(ravellers did
nat know that he followed the same,
methodis ln selling his goods, or 'that
ha cut prlces so recklessiy that has
rivals fountd it hopeless to compote with
hlm. If they had, they would have
been more cautioas. 'But the reports
of lis standing were roseate. Appar-
ently he vas doing a rattling trade.
People spoLe of his smartness, and hlis
laustle, and of hlis 'bargains la evcry
line, and predicted ail kind of flatter-
ing things about his futée. Illa sel-
lors rubbed their hands as they prcked
up the goods and forwarded themai to
Campbellton, and possibly he did the
same thing wien ha unpacked tliem and
sold them for whatever he could get.
AIl of a sudden, however, it leaked out
tiat two of lais largest Mon(treal crédit-
.ors, whose aggregate claims amo6ut.

terested, and yet it Is one wuillic per-

lapq ls less undevstood ttan any whtlei

pertninus to atl mercanîtile an domnestie

affairs.

The plalnest form of proposItioni is,-
Fire mîay occutr fron anly of a ver"y.

great numînber of enuses ut any îmomxent.

The majottty of the fi-es are from ac-

cidental causes.

All fire losses are diminutions of

personal and national wealth.

Fire Insurance is rendered posstb'e by

the conitributiois of those who do not

suffer direct loss by fire.

Ti greater the amîjount of the fire-

luss the greater must the conu.ributions

bU to makte up the amount of the lire

loss.

Flire Insurance Companies are the pro-

pery recognised machuinery for the col-

leetion and distribution of the general

contributions.

Ftie Insurance companies cannot

exist unl!ess the genieral contributions

be utfficnt to pay the gross amount

of the losses anti of the expenses o! col-

.letion and distribution.

These contributions are -termed "Pre-

iniumîîîs" and ave supposed to bc based

uiponu the hazard of f ire presented by the

pruperty of the several contributors.

Any cause whatever whtleh Increases

the losses by fire or tie expense of the

collection and distribution of the con-

triitions of the peop:e, must neces-

sair!y inierease the amounts to be con-

i'ibuted and collectud.

Any avoldabe cause whiclî su in-

creases the amounts to 'be co.t-ibtLed

and collecetd is an injustice agalinst

wiicht all hîonest persols hould coin-

bIlne.

The causes whiih now exist for the

increase of the cosb of fire insurance

arc :--

(1) Dishîonesty andI ineffielency in the
condiucL of the business.

(2) Carelessness aldla dishîonesty in the
Clnusinig of fires.

(3) F1raald andai dsihonesty li the mak-
ing of UlaIms.

(t) IntrIgue and stuptiity ini the man-

itl:Ition and operaton of julries.,

(5) A lack of interest or of rtgtht coi-
pi-eioucu'<inu of the combi nation of in-

terests whieth should uintte for the sup-

pression of all tilese avoiIable causes.

(0) The ioderin idea that the "con-

panly" is not comntposed Of indtiividIt:s
whtîo mnay be hîonesL anda careful ln cvery

respect.

(7) The cousequenît Idea thant ther dis-

qionest and care:ess Inilvtiuai shoul;d
always be shîtîietl or rewarded at, the

expense of the company.

SOME STARTLING EVIDENCE.
The evitlence given by Mr. Ord, the for-

mer accouiintant o! the Central Bank, ln
the-case brouglit again|st the directors of
that defunct institution: jn Toronto, con-
talnedl, saine very startling stateminepts.
Wlen questioied as to the correctness of
thm retirns tmade by the bank to the Gov-

rnament Mr. Ord's replies showed .tat
they liad bean deliberately fals.ified. The
gmount o! notes a! the lank in circula-
tiL instead of beinîg $402,854, as en-
tered in the returus, was raally $555,855,
whlch exceeded the amount of the bank's
capital. ý The amount of deposits paya-
bIle on demanid was also ilcorreet, b.ing

given as $077,500, whle the amount iras
$53,000 loes. Other evidence showel
that the liabilities f the. bank tai beau
ipcorrectly statei to. the amount of .$83,-
000, and the amount of the paper held by
the bank as collateral security for loans
audvanced had beeu givn as $38,223 more
than the correct figure. The bank hai
claimed balaces due from agencies of

$9,478, while in reality the balace w-as
an the other side o! the ledger to the tune
of $2,888. The climax iwas reauched when
Mr. Ord testified that insteadiç holding
Dominion bank notes amounting to $120,-
000, the bank lad really oily held $20,-
008.

Il cross examination the former ne-
countant stated t'hat lie tai refused ta
sigu the raturas: though pressei ta do so,
and that lie hai given ea renson for bis
refusal the misstatements concerniug the
issue of bills and the fact that four de-

posit receipts o $10,000 eact had been
issued to Cox & Co. without proper cause.
le aid that the bank had once borrowed
$12,000 from the North American Lits
lusurance Company on 135 af its own
hares, and that, as far as Cashier Allan

was concerned, the transactioan ias lic-
itions, ha ouly holding at the time 50

shares. anti these not paid up. The bank
aiso borrowcul $22,000 from the 'Bank of

British North America, which ivas secur-
cd by debentures hypo.thcated to the
batik, and Mr. 'Ord said that the CetRial
Btank represented to the Government that
these debentures were still in its posses-
sjen, ari that the amount reprasentei a
liability to the public-the juference te-
ing that it.was a daposit. In the an-
nalstatement of May, 1887, alo, the,

saine debentures w-re represented as being
eld by the bank, wheroas tthcy taid al-

ready beeni hypothecated during tha;t
month.

THE ELLIOTT FAILURE.

-The tssignment of Edward Elliott,
grocer, city, appears to have taken a.
portion, at last, of the trade by surprise.
This perhIaps il not to be iroadered at
considering that in 1800 or '91 he claimei
anu apparent surplus ot $45,000. 'An ac-
countant is noiw going through the booke
which appear to be in a somewhat nixed
condition. Thora are numerous creditors
for amounts unier -$1,000, probably 150
in all. 'Thc general liabilities are nearer
$26,000 than $50,000 as first reported,
il w deduct the mortgage claims, sec-
ured by property. The insolvent appears
ta tara gono ahead at full pressure with-
out knowing his real condition and dab-
bled beyond bis means in real estate, etc.
The principal creditors arc P. Grace &
Co., $1,500 ; Howard. Bottling Company,
$1,000; F. J. Hart, $605; W. H. cun-
ningham, $000 ; Erie Provision Co., St.
Catharines, $9G0 ; J. Waillancourt, $603;
Carter, Galbraith & Co., $028; Doyle
& Anderson, $344; C. Lànglois & Co.,
$44-1; Enoch James, $051; 'D. Masson.

Hc also endors-
ad for a few friends and kept.his ye on
the reai estate market. In '87 he showe,
assets of $57,000 and liabilities of $22,-
000. The former includtd $24,000 of
his wife's property but still Jelt a sur-

plus af $11,000. 'l March '02 there was,
,what miglit be, caliled, a. business surplus
aI $13,000. A large shriukage is report-
ed and some of the craditors axpect a
meagre dividend..

R1E THE GE01tGE 1BSHOP FAILUhII.

When the assigument of Mr. George Bis-
hop was announced last week, the trade had
a strong suspicion that it would soon b
followed by serious trouble in the Bistop
Engraving and Printing Co,., Ltd., and wheln
it was learnled that Mr. Bishop was outi
aI 'atown thes suspiciois developed into
Sacts. On Wedesday afternoc a meatL'
ing of the company's creditors was called,
at which the ainouuement w-as made thatî
Mr. George Biashoj bad been use
ing the notes o! ithe Company
ln lis real estate speculations
but ta what extent the directors wrere
unable to say. The creditôrs at once de-
manded that ai invstigation b made
to discover the amount oI these notes,
and the meeting w-as adjourned until Mon-
day next to enable them to make the ne.
cessary enquiries. la any case it looks
as il the creditors would te paid in full
but il it prove truc ý that Mr. George
Bishop lias used the company's notes to
any great extent, the sharelolders stand
to lose a large proportion, il not the
whole of their investment. lhat the
liabilities are cannot be ascertained un-
til it is known what dmount a! this pa-
par is in circulatio( t

FIRE LOSSES.
Returne show that during the month ai

December thera occurred 48 fires, doing
:damage to the es-tent of $1,000 each, in
thi.S country. The total tire loss thus
involved amounted to $277,400, of which

$210,500 was paid, by- the insurance com-
panles, leavýing a net lose of $75,000 over
the insurance.

QI these 48 tires eleven occurred in this
city, involving a loss of $56,600 of
which $51,000 was paid by the insurance
companies. This looks as if Montreal's
percentage was a goo; deal too large.
The fact that nearly a fourth of all the
fires taking place in Cauada ocurred in
this city and that one-fourth of the losses
of the insurance companies was paid out
to Montreal's insurers alone,scems to in-
dicats aither ah unusual amounat of re-
prehepsible carolessoess or:an increase in.
the ratio of the moral hazard. We arc
glad ta sec Montreal take first place. in
most thiugs, but when our -busy city 15
credited with 20 por:cept. af Ihe tot4
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fire .-waste of the Dominion the suspejon
arises -that there are certain lines jn
whieh a lower .rank is more conducive to
our commercial prosperity, and that this
is one of them.

CHANGE OF OCCUPATION.
The case of Day versus the Dominion

Safety Fund Lite Association je now oc-
cupying the attention of the Circuit Court
of New Brunswick. The suit je brought
by a widow for payment of two pblicies,
for $1,000 Bach, on the life of her bus-
band, who was killed by falling off a coal
car while working in the Joggjns coal
mine. Day took out the policies in 1884,
describing himself as a shoemaker. This
really was bis trade, but when business
in bis lino was slack he took any other
employment he could find. It was dur-
ing one of those poriods that ho was kill-
ed. The company claim that lie was not
acting at the time c. bis death in the ca-
pacity in which lie was insured. He took
out the policies as a shoemaker and whon
the accident occurred he was acting in
the far more bazardons position of a car-
shunter in a coal mine. Ronce they hold
the policies are void on the ground of
misrepresutation.

THE IBOARID OF TRADLE.

The formation of a Btcanker's Association'
to be affiliated to the Board of Trade iW
actively under way, and in a few days its

co.nstitutioni will be finished and its of-
lice bearers decided upon'. A committee.is
iow at work uponu the by-.laws which muet

be submitted to the Board of Trade before
the section is formally.part of that body.
Mr. E. S. Clouston, genertil manager of the
Bank of Montreal, bas been selected as the

If he does this, they will purchase the
Alpha works fron Gen'eral Alger and start
it in earnest. But they don't want any
experiments o. a barrel or two, like
those which lost them.their money b-
fore. They insist upon a working test,
on a large sceale and extended over tivo'
or three months, bolro they will invest
one dollar in it.
