-MR. JUsTcici iTE lias decided that in the case of mutual
benelit societies if a imember la boiund te pay his contributions
while in good hcalth lie is equally entitled to receive the stipu-
lated indennity when sick, nto :umauttter what the by-laws of tlie so-
cioty miay say. The decision was given in the case of Crevier vs.
the Union St. Joseph. Crevier, wlio was a ineiber of the society
in good standing, was coinpelled te give up lis position as a rail-
way mail clerk in 1891 on account of sore cycs. 'l'le society paid
him $4 weekly until March, 1893, when they notified hii that the
inde.nity would cease, as tlhey considered hin able ta earia his
living.

also. Although we are not called upon to deal with
agriculture except as to the results-the products-we
may be allowed to direct attention to saine of the
nethods in vogue at the present time, more particularly
to those pursued by the farming classes in this country.
The low prices prevailing for nearly all classes of agri-
cultural products during îome years past, especially
g-ain, has brouglit the farmer in a large number of
cases to a condition of impoverishmeùt, and unless some
plan be devised to obtain a more extensive and profitable
marlet-of which there is little prospect-or to reduce
the cost of cultivation, it is to te feared that the busi-
ness of the country may continue to suffer as it lias for
some months past.

The insolvency clause (referred to last week) will not
mend matters, and the prospect for an increase in the
price of cereals is not very bright, the prophecies
credited Mr. Van Horne to the contrary notwith-
standing. The wlole civilized world has been
brought, as it were, into touch by means of
rapidocea.nnavigation, "and railways have brought
the grain produce of fertile lands to the sea coast to be
transferred to where there .is any prospect of a better
market. Steamhas accomplished all this, and the coin-
petition lias brought prices for carriage to a cheapness
that could scarcely have been dreaint of by the last gen-
eration. A ton of merchandise. can now be trausported
across the Atlantic almost as cheap as auy farmer eau
take it to his neighboring honie market. Now, as tliere
is but little prospect of an improvement in the direction
of increased prices, it is clear that the remedy must be
looked for in another direction. The fariner must aban-
don the old systeni, and take a hint from the more recent
methods of the large manufacturing establishments or,
nearer yet, out of the creamery system. He cannot fail
to perceive that much of time and labour is wasted dur-
ing the working season; and in parts of the country
where the plowing must be done under certain weather
conditions, as in clay lands, where it nust not be too dry
or too wet, he should for example turn his attention to
co-operative steani-plowing. Indeed co-operation should
be extended to nearly every species of labor for which
the farmer pays vages.

Any changes brought about are likely to be of slow
gradation.' Steam-plowing will te obstructed by snake
fonces; but the fences are to a.great extent absoluely
uselèss, and nany of them were laid down when the
land was being clear*ed of trees a quarter to half a cen-
tury ago, according as the process of clearing was out-
linèd from year to-year. Much expense is entailed on

farmers for maintaining fonces, nany of them mere en-
cumbrances, and it is one for which even wire-fencing
furnisies no excuse. There is little probability that
Canada will ever be as free fron fonces as Fraiceind
Germany over large areas, where the fields resemble
patch-woirk quilts for scores of miles, with nota ledge or
fence to mark the lines. Land is not so valuable with
us. The cost of farming should in the mnanner indicated
be reduced fully twenty-five per cent.

The hint for another economy may be obtained from
the practice of the Illinois farmer who, in a season of
low prices for maize (corn) couverts the grain into
pork by feeding it to his pigs. The prices of these
would seemî to be of a see-saw motion: wlien corn is low
pork is high, and when pork is low corn is higli. Let
our farmers try wheat as well as peas to fatten their
pigs. It is cheap enough. Or let them give up grow-
ing it.

There is no reason also why our pnople should .not
take greater advantage of the demand for Canadian
cheese across the ocean. This article maintains its price;
so do good butter and good eggs. There is money in
these, more.than in wheat at 50 to 60 cents a bushel.
Ireland, which was practically driven out of the English
market some years ago by Danish and Normandy but-
ter, went.to work a few years later with the energy of
despair and already lier creamery, system, with all mod-
erii improvements, is turning the tables on lier con-
tinental rivals, and Cork butter is again to the fore.

The sooner the Canadian farmer realizes that Crimean
War prices, or even half the figures, can never again be
obtained for wheat, the better for himself and all con-
cerned. He cannot compete economically with Rus-
sian, I-indoo or othier cheap labor; but lie lias the in-
stinct of cleanliness to fall back upon. Let him make
the most of it. Let him also employ his time in winter
more fully than in the semi-loafing function of feeding
his barnyard stock and keeping the stove hot, let him
use his head as well as his hands, let him study how he
iay employ and extend the few hints given above, aùd
lie will not have so much occasion to lament te loss of
the old forest trees in the cutting and sale of which, for
marketable cordwood, his father found so profitable an'
employment in the old time winters, and which vent far
in those days to provide againist seasons of deficient har-
vest.or low prices. The time of the greatest agricul-
tural depression the country-even the world-has yet
seen, is certainly opportune to the inquiry we set afoot
here.

In our next issue we shall return to the subject and,-

".
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as interested in practical farming ourselves, endeavor to
point out the direction which any improvement in te
situation nust probably take. If wheat is to the grower,
ruinously cheap, lot him endeavor to get more of it from
a-given acreage-to male two or more ears of wheat
grow where only one grew before; or if this cannot be
donc, let 1im at least thorougIily understand why such
a prospect is hopeless. It will be our object in a later
number to point out how the experiment mnay b tried.

THE DUTIES ON COTTON GOODS.

The fact that the cotton manufacturers have already
sent out a new price-list reducing prices of white cottons
froi 5 to 10 per cent, and now have a similar eut in
the values of greys under consideration, is sufficient

proof tiat the reduction in the inport duties upon
cottons under the new tariff was a genuine and a severe
one. Cotton mon are no exceptions to the rule that
inanufacturers do not reduce prices without solid and
tangilie reasons. It follows thon, that the conversion of
the old specific dities into one fixed ad valorem rate lias
deprived themi of a portion of their protection on the
celaper and mediuni linos of their goods, although, from
its inîelastic character, IL at times increases it upon the
more expeisive lines.

'ake for instance a grey cotton, 30 inches wide, costing
3 cents per yard in England. Under the old tariff of
1 cent per square yard and 15 per cent ad valoremn, it
would cost 4.28 cents laid down here, without freiglit or
charges. This gave the Canadian cotton miiill 43 per
cent protection, while under the new tariff lie only re-
ceives 22-k per cent. As the value of the goods increases
the disparity betweeni the old and new tariffs ditminishes.
Tuis under the old tarig a grey-cottoii of similar widti,
costing 4 cents, paid 35 per cent, 5 cents, 32 per cent,
7 cents, 27 per cent, 10 cents, 23-k per cent, and above
Lîhat price paid less than the niw tariff of 22-k per cent
all round. This shows that in those cases where the
tarit! involves an increase in cotton goods it is solely on
expensive lines, which are made but little in Canada and
Lte importations of whicli arc comparatively unii-
portant. i all cleap lines iL tmeans a reduction, and
in soine cases a ieavy one. This is the true principle of
tariff reform ; for iL reduces the cost of goods purchased
by the poorer classes and transfers a larger portion o
the burden to those used by a class of purchasers who
do not regard chteapnîîess so muci as serviceabloness and
fashion.

IL is the same Ln t case et colored cottonts wiere the
old duty was 2 cents per square yard and 15 per cent ad
valorei, and wlhere the new duty is 30 per cent al
round. A flanclette costing 3 cents in England, unde
the old duty cost 4.95 cents laid down iere, or 65 pe
cent net dttty. It nowL pays only 30 per cent. The oh
duty gradually dinminished until the imnport price becan
10 cents, where the dtty was 30 per cent or the saine a
the tnew.

20 t 30 feri cent'on cotton velvets and .velveteens,
câîe as an unpleasant surprise.

In the case of the nanufacturers of cotton shir·ts, ta
abolition of the specifie duty on all -lines cstin 'less
than S3 per doz, nôt only sveeps a'ay what 'protection
they-had, but absolutely legislates against them 'to the
extent of 5 per cent. Under the new tariff, shirts éost-
ing from six shillings to twelve and six pence per dozen
in England, only pay 25 per cent. ad valorem; whrile
the manufacturers of similar grades here have to pay 30
per cent. on the cotton clotît which forms the raw ma-
terial. IL may be objected, that the cloth in question is
usually manufactured here, and hence that it does not
pay duty. But practically' it does. The one house
making these goods in Canada cannot compote with
Enîglish makers, and hence their customers have to pay
nearly the sane for their cloth as it would cost to im-
port it. The Enîglisi shirt manufacturer gets his raw
material 30 per cent. cheaper than his Canadian competi-
tor, and as he lias only to pay 25 per cent. on the
finished product, lie starts with an advantage of 5 per
cent. in his favor at once. Not only this, but the cost
of making is much less in England. The manufacture
of cheap cottoi shirts is there confined almost exclu-
sively to the " sweating" shops, wiere Polislh and other
foreign labor is employed at miserably low rates com-
pared with those paid in this country. In Montreal, the
employes of shirt houses are usually the wives and
daugiters of workien, and forn a very desirable class
of labour. To transfer, then, the manufacture of all
shirts costing under 12s. d. per dozen to England,
means the loss of at least $150,000 in wages to Canada,
as well as that of the profit on the sale of the 100,000
pieces of cotton cloth annually used for that purpose.
This cannot te called protecting Canadian industries,
nor is it in the interests of the working classes.

It must be remembered tiat it is the cheaper and
medium grades of goods that are chiefly 'manufactured
iii this country. The higher grades are of limited de-
mand aonly, and this is chiefly supplied from abroad.
The ad valoremn duty, of course, bears more heavily on
these expensive classes than any other, and it iras to this
class tiat reference was made in our previous article
upon tiis subject. The chteaper classes of cotton shoot-
ings, drills, ducks, canton flannel, denims, tickings,
ginghans, flannelettes, zephyrs, shirtings, cottonades,
etc., can all be imported at less cost and, if adequate
protection be allotted to the manufactures of which they
forin the raw naterial, the ne* tarif£ would be a more

There
arrived 804 sea-going vessels, 69 more thai in the pre-
vious year, whilst the tonnage was 1,151,777 tons,being
115,070 tons in excess of 1892, which was a larger re-
'tur than for any previous year in the history of the
harbor. The enlargement of the ship channel below
this port is an important factor in cheapening cost of
transport, as larger vessels are enabled to trade here.

It is expected .that the completion of the new Sault
canal on Canadian soil, and the improvements on other
waterways will divert a larger traffic in this direction,
but the consideration of this and other interesting
features of the shipping trade must be deferred to a
future issue.

When lie
finds that his cuiniug is no match for theirs he lays the
flattcring unction te lits soul that it is because lie was
mîore honest thani they that lie was so readily duped,
and bts cones to regard hiioself, and inferentially the
class to which lie belongs, as the victiis of the wiles
of men who toil not, neither do tbey spin, and yet wear
apparel and diaumonds wihich, in his eyes, Solomon him-
self wold find it difficult te equal.

All tiis tends te antagonize him towards the cities,
and yet it is these very objects of his bacit hostility that
furnish bis sons vîtli their principal opportunities of
soccess. IL is to the city that the ambitious young
farm-boy tbnis in lis desire te pushi himself forward in
the world; for it is in the large centres of population
alone thtat lie cati hope te find the opportunity he
seeks. That le does so is shown by the fact that mîaost
of our etinenîctt itmei, wlcther it be in politics, finance,
law or iedicine, have graduated froin the farm. 'flic
country boy has fewer distractions than the town-bred
lad, and wlien the latter is seeking one of the many
forms.of &Lausmcitent so attractively placed vithiln his
reach, tle former is busy acquiring that knowledge
which is desl.iuned to put hlim in the first rank in the
race for success. Fortunately for him, te jealousies
LIat exist inl the counbry are unknîown in large cities.
Were it net so; and were the cities to display a char-
lish spirit towards country lads, lits task might b a
more dilileult one. But they do not. On the contrary
they welcoie liit atmong thbem, and grant lhim freely
the saine opporbuiuties they do te their own sons.
They nîever thinlk of insistinîg that cities shall be rep-
resenîted by citizenîs only. On the contrary their most
trusted leaders are frequently drawn frein rural con-
stituencies.

The fac that the industrial and commercial interests
of the citics somentimnes apparently run counter to lis
own, does net justiy the fariner in regarding them as
inimical to hina. And yet, fron recent utterances, lie
cvidently does; and therefore, although it seems harsi
te say so, any increase in the numîber of farmer rep-
resentatives in the legislature becones iore.or less of a
menace te the connreial and filancial centres of the
Dominion. IL means bhe growth of pirely class legis.
lation. IL macns the freeing of the farier from his
share of the public burden by imposing it on othei
shoulders. IL means the subordinating of all the othi
interests of the country te those of one single bràncb
of the community. For all these reasous it is undesir.
able, and therefore ib is to be hoped that the Patrons el
industry will reconsider tlacir decision, and permit theti
members to select, as heretofore, for their representa.
tives, the men they consider best adapted for the posi-
rtion, vhather they be practical farmers or not.

MONEY IN GREAT BRITAIN.

Mail advices from London to the 1st inst., refer at some
leigth to the Treasury bills of one million sterling, offered
for tender a few days before, and which were all taken in
bills for twelve monthls at £1 1ls ld par cent.

• The applications amounted te very nearly eleven times the
amount offered for tender. The rate at which the bills were
placed is the lowest ever recorded, and il illustrates how
strong is the opinion in the market that money will continue
cheap and abundant for a long tinte to come. In plain
language, the government has been able to borrow a million
sterling at less than 1 5-8 par cent. for a whole year, and it
wras offered very nearly 11 millions at about the sane rate.
That money will continue so wonderfully cheap as this for a
wlole year is hardly probable ; but that it vill be very
abundant and cheap, unless sonething entirely unforeseen
occurs, may safely be assumed. In the open market the rate
of discount for three nonths' bank bills has fallen te about
1¼ par cent., and in a few weeks it vill probably be consider-
ably under 1 par cent. Yet, awhile the discount rate is se
low, thera lias been all through the week a very strong de-
amand for short loans. The Bank of England did a large
business, and was able te obtain as mnuch as 2 par cent.
The demand, of course, is nerely temîporary, is due mainly
to the large collection of the reyenue lately coming in at a
very satisfactory rate.

The extraordinary cheapness of mnoney, and the belief that
it will continue for a long time to come, are helping trade,
and the signs are multiplyinag of a decided improvement.
Further, they are creating a more lopeful feeling on the
Stock Exclhange, where the impression is growing that before
very long business will greatly increase. Already invest-
ment is going on upon a satisfactory scale, and-by-and by it
is argued that this atust lead te speculation. One other con-
sequence that sens certain is, that we shall have a resump-
tion by governments of the conversion of their debts. As
our readers know the French governient has already con-
verted the four and a lialf par cents.. Now the Egyptian
goveriment is asking the consent of the powerso the con-
version of the unified debt aimounting to 56 millions sterling.
It is understood that it proposes. te couvert it into a three and
a half par cent., ator about par. Tha Saturday ?eview chides
the Times for taking up and supporting the objections that have
been put forward by the Journal des Debats, and denounces
it a monstrous thing to say that a governînent ought not'to be
allowed te pay off a dlebt bearing a iigh rate of interest when
it can borrow at a annch lower rate! The Tines, supporting
the Debcts, reminds us that the interest on the unaified debt
was reduced in 1879. But everybody knows that Egypt awas
baicrnpt in 1879, and that she would net have offered 4 per
cent., or anytling like 4 per cent., if she hlad bean left free to
do as she pleased. Sie avas compelled te pay 4 par cent. by
the intervention of the powers. Is it reasonable, or aven
equitable, te say that sie must net now pay ber debt because
it suits investors te receive 4 par cent? The conversion pro-
posed by the government would reduce the charge for the
debtby about half a million sterling.

During the week ended 81 March there had again beau a
very strong demnand for short loans, and the Bank of England
had done a very large business at 2 par cent. The rate of
discount in the open market, however, was still very low-
only about 1 3-16 par cent. The impression was growing
that in a week or two money avill becone exceedingly
abundant and cheap, and that rates for a long time will be
exceedingly low. On the Continent and in the United
States, as well as London, the supplies are exceptionally
large, and the Bank of England conatinued te receive:geld at
an extraordinary rate. During the week ended Wednesday
night, the net receipts were very nearly £400,000 and they
are likely te continue large for a good while yet, for the pro-
duction of gold, especially in South Africa, is rapidly in-
creasmng.
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THE PORT OF MONTREAL. $
vThe steady progress of the port of ilontreal marks the ad- V

vance of this city as the entrepot for the foreign commerce of
tie Dominion. Montreal's position as the terminal point of a
ocean navigation nearest ta the interior lias made her the gate-
way of the Canadian import and expoiL trade, and consequent-
ly just as tlat trade has broadened and expanded fron t
$175,203,355 in 1877 ta $247,638,620 iii 1893, sa lias the ton-
nage seeking lier harbor grown froin 376,859 ta 1,151,777 tons
within a poriod of sixteen years. Thera is another feature
equally gratifying in connection with this port, and that is the
state of its finances. As far back as 1880 the harbor due on
vessels were reducad by one-third and. those on goods by ona-
fifth. Ten years later, when the governnent assumed the
cost of deepening the channel to 27ý feet, tonnage dues were
abolishea and the port made a free one so far as imposts on
the vessels entering it were concarned. Yet the revenue con-
tinues amply sufficient to cover all liabilities. Last year the
ordinary expenditure, including the interest on the debt, lefth
a surplus of $86,636 in the revenue available for expenditure
on capital accoant, and when $331,000 of the 61 par cent
bonds are replaced next July by 4 pier cents, a further saving
of $3,275 will be effected.. The total bonded debt is now
$2,7 11,000, and placing the surplus of revenue over expendi-
tare next year at $95,000, which seins a tolerably safe esti-
mate, the board coulW safely increase their obligation by a
couple of millions of dollars, or aven morc, without weaen-
ing the standing of their bonds or impairing their ability ta
ineet the interest as it fell due. This sum will suffire to
carry out the suggestions of Ald. Hurteau for the remodelling
of the iarbor by the construction of large wharves at Maison-
neuve and the excavation of an inland basin, 2000 feet long
and 1200 feet wide, in'the centre of Hochelaga Ward. Thns
basin would te reached either by widaening and deepening the
Migeon brook, or by the excavation of a canal from Longue
Pointe, and would afford every facility to the growing number
of ocean steamships visiting this -port. It would also be
ample to completa the aworks now an hand and ta equip t a.
port with all the necessary facilities for handling freight
quickly and cheaply as well as to largely increase the wharf-
age accommodation. In fact the port of Montreal lias beau
administered by business men for bnsiness mon. As a con-
sequence it las neyer failed to meet all its obligations prompt-
ly ont of its own resources, ana it lias always been one of the

principal factors in building up the trade of the Dominion.

GREEN, WORLOOK & Co.

The meeting of the creditors of the insolvent private bank-
ing company of Green, Worlock & Co., Victoria, B.. ., held
iast week, was very largely attended. The statenent made
by the assignea that the estate, if carefully handled, would
pay 100 cents in the dollar iras manifastly a relief ta the han-
dreds of small creditors whose funds were locked up by its
suspension.

The statements presented shoiw.ed the total liabilities ta be.
$527,043. These were composed of $369,573 for deposits,
$58,481 for bills payable, $70,000 for mortgages, and 828,989
dueto other banking institutions.

Against these the statemients of assets put forward by the
firm amounted ta $718,556, made up as follows:-

This loft an apparent surplus of $191,513; but this was
aftervards eut down by the assignees, who deducted 50 per
cent from the doubtful notes and overdrafts, and 971 per cent
from the bad ones. This brouglit these items down ta
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155,500 and $90,286 respectively. - They also reduced the
alue of the stocks and mcrtgages held to $23,808, and tlïat of
[he real estate ta $288,935. These reductions made the total
ssets only $561,958, and reduced the surplu.s over liabilities ta
.34,915.
These reductions Mr. Worlock claims are excessive; but if

his be so, it will be so much the better for the firmn, for the
alance left after the creditors have beau satisfied means all
lie capital they will have ta resume business on. In speak-
ng of the causes of the failure Mr. Worlock said that as early
as the fall of 1892 lie had commenced to prepare for what lie
av was a coming period of depression by restricting the
volume of the bank's loans. By calling in his least profitable
Lccounts on the 1st January, 1893, his position was strength-
ened by nearly $100,000. This lie considered adequate at the
ime. The early spring, however, lad barely opened when the
drain of gold to England commenced. Restriction ail through
the United States followed, until the panic set in during whicl
some six hundred banks closed their doors. Victoria being sa
closely- connected from a business point of view with 'the
United States, could nat lope ta escape. The drain upon de-
pasits began. During June, July aud August the bank lost
$200,000 in this way. It became impossible ta get in the
overdrafts or realize upon the other assets in time, and as a
result the bank had to close its doors.

As the failure was not caused by either recklessness or in-
efficiency upon the part of the management, but by circum-
stances entirely beyond their control, it is gratifying ta hear
that with judicious and economical vinding up, and the for-
bearance of the creditors, it will be possible, after paying
every dollar of the indebtedness, ta hand back a fair sum ta
the partners in the bank who are naturally the heaviest losers
by its suspension. It is doubtful, however, if it would be wise
for themu, with impaired capital, to resuine the banking busi-
ness. The days of the private banks are over. They cannot
compote with powerful chartered institutions controlling al-
most unlimited resources and able to do business on a scale
tiey could nat pretend ta emulate. One by one they are be-
ing crushed ont, or are retiring fromn a field no longer profit-
able-to thon. The experience of Green, Worlock & Co. is
only that of many similar banks, and lience, when once that
firm have emerged froin their present difficulties it would he
well for them ta bend their talents in some other direction.

THE WHEAT CROP.
The uncertainties whici surrounded the growing wheat crop

last week are still prevalent. The evidence of positive injury
is not conclusive, yet the general tonor of the reports show
that some damage really occurred, even if it te true that 85
par cent, of the winter grain area escaped appreciable injury.
But the general conclusion of practical men is that the pro-
sent averagae condition is approximately 88 as compared with
100 for a fully healthy condition of the plant. As the average
condition in April last year was 77.4, this means that even
with the decreased area which has this season been recog-
nized, the present outlook admits of a larger production of
winter grain than last year, if conditions should hereafter be
equally as favorable. The further information available
trom the Northwest confirms the view that a reduced area is
expected ta te seeded in wheat this season in Minnesota and
the Dakotas. But the question then arises as ta whether suci
reductions are not due, in a large measure; ta plans for: in-
creasing the acreage of other equivalent crops in the enlarged
area naturally ta te brought under culture, rather than an
actual curtailment of the wheat area. The situation hardly
warrants full acceptance of such a decrease in wheat acreage
as the current estimates would literally suggest. There ap-
pears ta te good reason. for the view that the wheat area in
1893 was approximately 3,500,000 acres more than officiàlly
estimated. If this be'.accepted, it is reasonable ta clculate
that the aggregate acreage this season is not likely tof all
short of that which was actually harveasted last year. Atleast
so thinks so recognized an authority as :the Cincinnati Price
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Current. In face of this it' sems diflicult te sec upon wIhat
grounds President Van [Torne bases lis belief (as reported)
that inside of eighîteen iontlswleat will be at 2 per bushel.

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE. .
The evidence of.continued popularity and suecèss afforded

by the report presented at the tvnty:second annual meeting
of the Uonfederation Life Association reflects credit upon the
managing director, .Mr. J. K. Macdonald, and lis able.corps
of assistants, more especially when.we take into consideration
the fact that the volume of new business it represents was.ob-
tainer rluring a period of business depression and froin Cana-
dian sources only. The total new business of the year reached
S3,917,513 worl.h of insurance, whieli is the largest ever ob-
tainîed by the Association in any one year. Added to that aI-
ready in-force it broughlt up the total in force at the close of
the yoar to $2 1,430,731 under 15,872 policies on 13,961 lives.
Considering the number of lives and the amonit at risk, the
loss of $203,733 by death, is exceptionally small and bears evi-
dence of the careful selection of the company's officiais, while
the popularity of the company is easily explained by the fact
that the whole of this sum was paid to the heirs on an aver-
age of six hours after receipt of the completed proofs of death.
Prompt payments and gencrons treatment soon increase an
insurance company's business, and it is througlh their percep-
tion of this fact that the officials of the Confederation Life are
able to make so good a showing at the close of a year excep-
tionally unfavorable to life insurance.

The business of the company in this province is carried on
by Messrs. H. J. Johnston & Son,'with tie assistance of an Ad-
visory Board composed of Hon. Edward Murphy and Messrs.

The
latter gentleman is a new addition to the board. He is a
member of the large cotton firn of D. Morrice, Sons & Co.,
and will doubtless give additional weight and enterprise te
the company's operations here.

A SENSIBLE BILL.
Dr. Milne's bill to amond the Creditors Trust Deeds Act of

1890 is now before the British Columbian Legislature. The
improvemnffts it niakes in the existing law may be briefy ex-
plained as follows: It provides that every assignment for the
bonefit of creditors shall be good and valid if its construction
and eilect shall accord with its cxpressed purpose, and shal
not be set aside on any ground except actual fraud. Such an
assiganmont shall take precedence of ail judgments, and ail at-
tachments net completely executed by payment. A meeting
of creditors is to be called within ten days of the assignment.
A erediter having claims over $50 aud net excecding $200 wili
be entiLled te onle vote; not exceeding $500, two votes; $1,000,
three votes, and every additional $1,000 or fraction thereof one
vote. The assignees are te receive such remuneration as shall
be voted by the creditors or fixed by a judge of the Supreme
court,

A BANK ROBBED.
Three expert burglars broke into the branch of the Bank of

St. Hyacinthe at Farnlian on Monday night, drilled the lock
of the vanlt, and thon blew open the inner safe with dyna-
mite. In il-t they secured $10,800, in aIl, consisting of $2300
in $1 and $2 bills, $1,000 in greenbacks, 53,900 in the bank's
ovil bills, $985 in other bills, $900 in gold and $800 in silver.
As they were unable te carry away both the money and their
tools thy lEft the latter behind them, and detectives say they
are the nost complote and beautifully. finished set that ever
were found in Canada. No clue lias been found to the burg-
lars, although-it is known that they came te this city; but a
sharp look out is being kept for any one changing Bank of
St. Hyacinthe notes for other money.

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A PECULIAR CASE.
-I is -athêr aiuäiùsual thing for an isurance àcmpany to

grant a Èoliey ôn the life 'f a manu alieady' deàd, and still
nor tnusuâl for thém to be -forced to pay over the value of
it to the heirs. Yet if the evidence of the Connecticut In-
demnity Insuraice Association ià credible this is precisely
what has happéned'in the Arbuckle case.

On the 13th April, 1892, Mr. C. T. Arbuckle applied for a
policy of $1,000 on his life. The application was forwarded
by the local. agent to the tead office of the company, and
according to their version of the story vas approved and
the policy issued on the 31st of May. Eight days before this
Arbuckle (who had paid no premium; ha it understood) died,
and his widow applied for the payment of $1,000 which was
the face value of the policy. The company pleaded that they
had received no premium and that the man vas dead before
the policy was issued. The widow insisted that the policy
was approved on the 1st of May, and not on the 31st; that
the latter day was a Sunday on which no business could be
done; and that the figure 3 was interpôlated. Ste also
tendered the amount of premium due. The jury evidently
believed lier story. They felt that it was lardly likely that
the company should not have heard of the man's death be-
tween the 23rd and the 31st, the date upon which the policy
was said to have been issued, and so they gave a verdict in
ber favor for $1,000 with interest from the -date of death less
the premium due. A new trial lias been noved for, and, it
is said, some more evidence will be brought forward to sub-
stantiate thè company's. side of the case. If this should
prove their statements to te correct it will leave the first jury
in the curious position of having condemned the company to
pay insurance on the life of a man who was already dead
when te first appeared as a risk upon their books.

WILL COPY CANADA.
It looks as if Congress would pass during the present ses-

sion a bill authorising the issue of national and state bank
currency upon a system largely copied fron that ruling in
this country -This-is rendored absolutely necessary in order
to check the growth of the agitation in the West and South
for.incrcased issues of silver coin. The majority of this clas
of inflationists want more money rather than more silver
They ask for silver because in doing so they secure the power.
ful support of the silver producing states; but they would bc
just as willing to accept any other forim of currency. Conse.
quently the passage of such a measure would have the effeci
of depriving the silver agitators of two-thirds of their preseni
support, and thus might permanently reinove this disturbin,
issue from the field of politics. It is vith this end in view)
that a modification of the Canadian systemn ofceurrency is no
being prepared for introduction to the House, and its suppor
by the administration as well as by the party leaders is sai(
to be seunred.

CHANGING THEIR METHODS.
The fact that 150,000 acres of land in Great Britain wer

withdrawn fromn cultivation last year and turned into pas
ture, shows that England is rapidly ceasing to be a vheat pre
ducing country.

TUBERCULOSIS.
The continued existence of a disease in our midst 'twhté' via-

tims anhually are far morè 'numerôu itlan tlise of a murder-
dus wàrfâre is naturally looked upon âs à relioch to niodern
inedical science. It: is estiinated that in thé United State&and
Canada 163,500 persons die arinually from tubercula diséase,
of whomn 141,000 perish from onsuninptioni;'12,000 fron tiber-
culous meningitis, and 10,500 -from scrofula. As each: of
these deaths represeùts upon an average two years of a linger-
ing and painful illness, it follows that there are 327,000 -lier-
sons to-day in Canada and the United States dying slowly of
tuberculosis. When we consider that, in addition ta the suif er-
ing involved, the monetary cost of this scourge of human-life
mounts up into the tens' of millions annually,' it is little wvon-
der that mankind are searching eagerly for soine preventive
or remedy for its ravages, or that they point disdainfnlly at
the inability of medical science to cope with it.

WHO THREW THE BOMB?
A former friand of the Jacques Cartier Bank has issued to

the shareholders an anonynous circular such 'as iniglt be ex-
pected to emainate froin a soured rmiid or a disappointed
ambition. The writer evidently lias not too high an opinion of
his former friands, and is doubtless consistently reciprocal in
this respect. If the ostracized anoyiiiity agreed so long in-
office, and now admits te was mistaken, lie nay surely be
asked, "How do you know you are right to-day?" The cir-
cular issued by the bank in reply contains these words:

"The author of it does not reveal his naine, but he is nione the
less known to the directors, We, who know himn, ara well
aware that it is not so much the interest of the shareholders
which animates him as the wish of avenging himself on the
board of inanagement for failures wtuch. h owes to his
duplicity, The irectors will be happy to furnish you, par-
sonally, with all infornàtion which you nay wisli for,"

SOUTHERN CROPS.

The final official figures of the Louisiana sugar crop place
it at 603,353,087 pounds 'irhich is 23,000,000 pounds less than
the estimate of the State Board of Agriculture. Of this
88,092,¯101 polarized over 90 degrees, and will receive the
bounty of 2 cents par þound awarded by th McKinley'Bill
and 84,191,672 polarized above 80 degrees and will receive 1k
cents bounty. Sugars falling blow that grade receive no
bounty. When all claims ara paid the state will have re-
ceived $11,634,000 for sugar bounties froms the U. S. govern-
ment.

The Florida orange crop is very large, and is estimated at
six million boxes, as against 1k millions the previous year.
The California orange crop is 2,500,000 boxes, an increase of
half a million boxes over last year, but California oranges do
not compete With Floridas as severely as Sicilians because the
freight from San Francisco to New York is 87k cents per
box, while Floridas can go by boat for 50 cents. It is said
that one of the largest growers in California bas volunteared
to sell his whole crop by contract for 50 cents per box.

The returns of the Departnent of Rail-

w'ays ansd Canais for the fiscal year of 1898
show that there were 65 main lines of rail-
ways in operation in the Dominion.UiThe
unmitîsber of miles of completed railway was
15,820 miles and 2012 miles of siding. The
numiber of miles in continuons operation
vas 15,020. Compared with the returns for
1892 this shows an increase during the year
of eleven new railways, representing an in-
crease of 1815 miles of main lino and 833
miles of sidings; in.all 1764 miles were
added net to the total mileage in actual
operation iu the Dominion. AtthecIose'of
the fiscal year 1898 the paid up capital
amounted to $872,156,475, an increase-of
$85,708,644 as compared with the previous
iyear.

WAR RISKS.
The Gresham Life Assurance Co., of

England, makes a specialty of taking what
are termsed "war' risks, and its estimate of
the additional risks, froms a life-insurance
point of view, witi whici the career of a
British naval or military ofilcer is sur-
rouided uuay be sisusmmarized as follows :-

1. That the home or normal mnortality of
tihe oflicers and men of the British armsy
and navy nay be taken on the basis of the
healthy nIle table of tie Instituste of Actu-
ories.

2. That the mortality of the army and
navy on foreign service in time of peace
mayaconsidered ta be equal, on the ave-
rage, to au additional death rate of /. per
cent per annum.

3. That the annual mortality from "small
wars" may be estimnated at 1½ per cent, of
the total force engaged in active service.

4. That the msortality frons "national
wars" may be estimated at twenty per cent
of the total force engaged it the campaign.

5. Tiat it may be estimated that one-
ialf of the British army will be engaged on
foreigu service at any particular time.

6. That six per cent of the force on for-
eigst service will, on the average, be en-
gaged annually in smnall wars.

7. That It may be assumed that the

Coibining these probabilities and sui-
ming their values, wc get an annual aCdi-
tion tO the normal intensity of mortality
arising from military and naval risks of war
and climate, amount,'ng to about 7 per
cent per thouisaud, of which one-half or 3%
per thousand represents the addition l re-
spect of foreign service lu time of peace, or

clinate risks, and one-half or 39.< per thou-
sanci the addition i respect of active mii-
tary operations, or war risks.

THE DOMINION CANALS.
The return to the:Department of Rail-

ways and Canals for the fiscal year of 1893
shows that the total amount paid for the
construction and enlarging canals was
$52.210,131, In addition there bas been
expended for renewals, repairs, staff and
maintenance the further suin of $71,810,-.
798. The total revenue received amounts
to $9,850,578. On the St. Lawrence canals
the quantity of traille nioved was 9006,755
tons, of which 404,672 tous were agricul-
tural products. There passed to Montreal

by way of the Welland and St. Lawrence
canals 261,954 tons of grain. During the
season a-total3f-268,880 tons of grain
arrived at Kingston; 10,341 tons were taken
to Ogdensburg andti transhipped ta Mont-
ral. The "Sou" canal, whicih is in course
of construction, is by agreement witi the
contractors to be conipleted by July 1,
1894, and to admit vessels drawing twenty
feet 'of water. The expenditure on this
work during the past year amounts to
$500,000.

HYGIENE IN SCHOOLS.
From a life-insurance standpoint the in-

fluence of schools as disseminators of dis-
ease is yearly growing in importance.
Twenty years ago life insurance was con-
fined to adults. Today of abâut two eight
millions of policies in force in the United
States and Canada saome six millions are
on the lives of industrial classes, and over
one-fourth of these are on boys and girls
under the age of twenty. There are nearly
as nany children insured throughout the
counitry now as thore are adults in the
ordinary life companies. The necessity,
then, of hygienic surroundings in Our pub-
lic schools is paramount, for infancy and
youth are peculiarly exposed to contagious
disorders. Tho seeds of diseases of this
kind tind a much more ready lodgnent in
children than lu those of aduilt years. No
more facile instrum ent for disseminating
these epidemies could be devised tlîau the
indiscriminate assemblage of young peu-
ple mn close and crowded rooms; yet we
constaItly hePar comiplaints of unsanitary
and ill-ventilated schoolrooms, and just as
often of'ehildren being 'ent to school by
their parents from mnfected houses to
spread the seeds of'diphtlheriaand scarlet
fever among.their unsuspecting playniates.
Hcalth inspectors 'In' this city say that
when visiting infected houses they fre-

.4'îriminai, and it is uniort imate that no
penalty is enforced against tlis dangerous
practice of sending children to spread the
germs of contagion in the public schools,
or if there is one that it is niot more fre-
quently inflicted.

A DISTURBING, DECISION.

A decision which controverts one of the
accepted doctrines of insurance law hias
just been given in the United States.
Heretofore it has been understood that a
policy-holder who takes advantaga of the
company's agreement to raceive au over-
(lue premium in case of continued good-
hcalti, does so at bis own risk. If lie
chances todio li the neantime his insur-
ance will bc lost. This lias been the gen-
eral rulini of the courts. The forbearance
is a mereonditional.favor granted.

Now, hiowever, comles a decision from
the Kentucky Court of Appeals which
makes a serious inroad into this doctrine.
The insured after receiving a notice of
this kind failed to pay, but within the
sixty-day linit he was accidently killed.
Now it is clainied by the court that the
waiver amounted to a distinct contract
with the insured extending bis time of
payment and keeping his policy in force
provided such payaient should be made
when in good health. IIe was l good
health up to the timue of his sudden death,
therefore there was no time during his lire
