THE AGRICULTURAL IMPLEMENT TRADE.

A .study of the Unitel States Census discloses some
interesting facts connected with the growth of the
manuf-achres of that country. Not the least impor-
tant among them is that of agricultural implements.
This trade of late years shows a remarkable tendencyP. 0. Box 2081.
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to unificatiQn, as may be seen by the figures follolwing3. p
In 1880 there were 1,943 establishments employing p

39,580 men; in 1890 there were9l0 establishments em-
ploying 42,544 men. Though the number of factories fi
was decreased more than one half, there was anincrease p
of over 7 per cent. in the hands employed. jr

The 1943 establishments with a capital of $62,109,668 o
produced implements valied at $68,640,486, in 1880, D
which is not a compensating production commensur- n
ate with the capital employed ; for wlien examined p
more closely it is seen that the value of the pro- r
duction is only 47 per cent. in excess of the outlay for a
wages and raw material,-a margin that must have suf- v
fered greatly in agent's commissions and losses througli
the farming communities, though perhaps, to a less ex- a
tent than in Canada.

The cry and effort of manufacturers for the past ten
years have been to lessen competition, reduce expenses,
and concentrate generally. This lias been encouraged
by the moniey lenders, who, interested in strengthening
the implement manufacturing companies in which they
are interested, have encouraged and promoted combina-
tions or absorptions of one factory after another into
some other of larger proportions. This lias been done
in Canada as iroil as iu the Uniteil States ; and in that
eountry, as in Canada, it may iveli bo questionoed if
good lias accrued f0 ciflior the coasiumers, thre places lu
irhicli absorbed industries are located, (many of tliom
closod up) or tire combinied unanufactories. Possihly
even tito vory haulis xnay diseover thiat tiroir risirs aud'
basses would have beon less lu tire bauds cf 1,943 custo-
miers flian in 910. lu 1890 tire ccnrbiued capital cf the
910 establishiments )ras $9145,813,997, noarly 134 per
cent. cf ai, advauce ovor thre capital eînplcyed by tue
1943, factorios in 1880, and thiat great exccss cf capi-
tai produced bass tii»» 15ý per cent. incroaco lu flic pro-
duction.

Although other industries in Canada are clearly more
rightened than hurt by the assumed prevailing de-
ression, there can be little douibt that the àgricultural
aplement business is not one of them. As aifevidence
f this, we may cite the following : One large establish..
ent lias on hand about $350,000 in farmers' notes,
early all of them mature& ; and of about $80,000 new
aper, ihatured in January, scarcely $10,000 lias been
aid. Another large mnanufactory which recently sent
n officer to the Northwest on an interviewing tour,
writes that " the farmers there have no money, and
here is no use in pushing themi," that lie saw " a sale
Lt the instance of a chattel nortgageeat which five
horses sold for $70, and the entire effects scarcely paid
the lawyers and the sheriff-," from all of which one may
nfer that the new-Exemption Law was not premature.
One Ontario establishment held at the close of Febru-
ary last chattel mortgages to the lnumber of 1,300 in
the Northwest, including Manitoba. The magn.ude
of this nanufactory nmay be gathered from the ainoulit
of the yearly running expenses, which aggregat fully
half a million of dollars. The stock of binders remain-
ing unsold from last year in the liads of this firm
reached some 1,600.

This is a state of affairs fortunately without parallel
in the history of the country, and yet manufacturers of
agricultural machinery are not hopeless. A revival in
farming affairs would soon restore normal pre4périty,
especially as farmers have not been purchasing even for
absolute needs of late. The great masses of the f.irm-
ing. comnunity have made money in past years, and
that they have saved money is evidonced by tie jooks
cf cur'savings institutions. Booms are noetdesirable
anywhrore, and the Northwest lias been furnishin ùs a
forcible example.

TUE MARCH OF THE UNEMPLOYED.
The governments of Europe have watched with some

curiosity for the outcome of the recent series of marches
inaugurated in the United States by the notorious Coxey
and bis followers or imitators, and have made more. or
less unconmplinentary reference to a country said to be
the richest in the world, and to institutions claimed to
be but little short of perfection for the.purposes of wise
government and the promotion of the happiness of the
masses, where such a state of afairs could arise. The
Englisi papers, commenting on what some o f them
tern the l"Rogues' Marci," and the "new Peter the Her-
mit Crusade," which have reached us this week, aboundi
with comments on the situation whici may already be
said to have been brought to a period by tlie enorgetie
action of the civic authorities at Washingtoi A fei
words on the subject, however, nay not be out cf place
here, as it must be considered as a signiflcant sign of the
times, and one whicli may possibly be repeated unless
some means be adopted for removing the cause of the
trouble.

The Ainericans haveall along féeatcdfthc 'uiattr a
slight or simply grotesque affair. There is one thling
certain about it, that there ws sonie basis of realjtyin
it, and some conditions favorable to its importance.
There is, aduittedly, no dpubt of-fhe distress, whatever
its cause may 'be, altidugli g ire is little doubt that
tloicw price of cereal products is largelyattle-bottom
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of it. There be people also who claim that the rapid
absorption of ail thc land which Can be made productive
without artificial fertilization is also a factor in the
situation. This is evidencei by the mad rush for the
land iii the opened Intdiat territory of Oklahonia a
coupie of years ago, which was supposei to be quite
fortile.as compared with the land. then and yet in the
imarkcet.

lit inany of tlc smnaller manufacturing centres there
has been a great decline in olnoynment of late years, to
some extent caused by the unsettled state of the tariff
and the silver questions, but to a considerable degree
also due to the concentration of industries in the shape
of combines, trusts, &p., as shown by the article on the
manufacture of agricultural inplenents, elsewhere in
this issue. There muntst be a limit to the ability of the
iuimberieployed, iii mantaining those who ara waiting

for work ; and the movement of large numbers of these
froi one centre of industry to another in the search for
employment doubtless originatei ti idea of the marci to
Washington, as there is a vast numabr of them in th
country at large without any deinite nicans of support.
There lias also been a large emigration from Europe
steadily to the western continent, and these not in-
variably of the class that in former years brouglt sema
mnîey withl thiem and largely contributei by means of
their little capittl and labor towards the general
wealth. The trouble is accentated-and in tifs respect
it applies to Canada also-by tie tendency of the

population towards the large cities clhiefly by
people wvho think hunger or the doles of systematic

. charity in the cities preferable to a search for employ-
ment in the farning districts. The resslt of it all is
that there is sharp distress on the continent aniong the
forcigiers in large cities like New York, Chicago and
Philadelphia, and Lo a degree that almost overpowers tc
protective forces,-eading to an increase in violent
crimes and Lo sympathy among the masses, as far as it

goes, with ail such movements as tint of the Coxeyites.
Iit is stated that in Philadelphia alone, the charitable
are alnmost at their wits' ends, one suburb tlierecontain-
ing fuilly 10,000 persions who are living oni bread and
water, antid who simply caîtiot pay rent. IL lias all re-
sulted, at lengtlh, in the ides of thousatids of thesz.
people showing themnîselves Lo Congress, persuading or
compelliiig that body to issue a vast loan for furnishing
them vith work ; and the accumulation seems to have
gatheredi numbers by mere marching on, as a snowball
gathers builk by mare rolling. It will be inferred, how-
ever, that Lhe Coxeyites were not exclusively men in-
d11ustrionsly seaking cmployment, but largely conposed
of a proportion of ft 60,000 tramps, estinated a couple
of years ago, as being the number of these loafers in the
United States.

Ever since the days of Walter the Penniiless, no such
movenmenît lias yet been seen. The parliament of the
great rapublic beset by tungry tousandis,notdrawn fronm
an. overgrown capital as in former movements, but
brought together by a connon impulse fron the ends
of its dominion to plead that under its famed institu-
tions tley have not a ba or a loa, or the lope tlat
they vill have thei in the future. The same scene, it
s poinîted out, lias just occurred in Italy under a
mnonarcly,.witlh differences of details only, andi tuer is
no reason to believe tlat a similar organization might
hotte organized iii auy country of the civilized world.
No one political system, as it is well said, gives any

more help than another towards solving this most
peremptory social problem-the provision in the midst
of industrial millions for the thousands who fail to
find work, or who from some original inability, or per-
versity, or instinct of idleness, permanently refuse te do
work. They cannot be killed, they are no longer con-
tent with bread ; and what then in their mnisery and
their multitude is to be donc with then ?

The reliance on modern progress is evidently a
mere illusion. The United States is the most progres-
sive country in the world, and the inequalities of for-
tune are greater there than they have been witnessed
since the time of imperial Rome. The Seate, te which
the "Army of the Miserable" appeals, "is cholced'
with millionaires." The plan which the army pro-
pounds is ivorse than useless. Were the United States
to raise tc $500,000,000 proposed and divide it rateably
among tc forty-four States of the Union, to be em-
ployed as wages to pay tc unenployed for work to be
provided for then, the trouble would be mnerely at rest
for a short time. All. the dissatisfied, all the ignorant,
all the half-lazy would flock to the State works, and in
twelve months the money would be spent; at the
end of that time another wave of miserable liumanity
would arise, and doubtless in farlarger proportion than
that which lias just been checked. Were any vork
such as that proposed profitable, it would be done with-
out recourse to the conmunity.- The plan is a pure
dream which could not be carried out even if the indus-
trious and successful were prepared to take on their
shoulders the care of all the failures and ail the idle,
which they certainly are not, andwbich will find no
favor for a moment with the Aierican public, " whose
charity," as pointed out, lis endless, but is not un-
niixied with an element at once of dislike and scorn for
those who ought to need no dole."

What, then, is to be donc ? Two alternatives are
pointed out, and it will be curious to sec which of them
eaci State in tc Union, as it becomes pressed by the
circuinstances of the needy, will adopt. One is to find
work under military discipline, and only rations
for pay, which is the plan in Holland. The other is to
grant moderate relief out of local funds, which is the
plan in Great Britain. The second plan will mos t
likely, ultinately prevail, becanse the former does not
touch the case of starving womnen. The whole situa-
tion is a critical comnmentary on the institutions of the
greatest countries of tie world, who are strong enough
to cope with anlything except the cry of tc lowest
section of the very poor.

The French and the German and the European news-
papers generally are very satirical over the march of
the unemployed, and point to the balance-wlheel of their
own institutions, wliereby the maintenance of immense
standing armies is made to relieve the pressure on the
labor market. The argument is swallowed with avidity
in these countries, by the masses of the people who are
the more ready to submit to taxation because it relieves
theni of a competition which would reduce tie rate of
wages and lessen tc chances for steady employment.
The argument vill not vash, but it is nevertheless ex-
pedient, and firmly effectuai with the people, and that
s iin most cases all-sufficient for those who govern.

On the oftier hand the fourteen British coinpanies doing
business in this field show an aggregate decrease of
$47,388 in their premiun incomc, a loss of $057,358 in
the volune of their new business, and a decrease of
$120,007 in their total in force, while their death
caims anid matured endownients have increased by
$33,033.

The UJnited States companies have donc sligltly
better than their British rivals ; but still lag far be-
hind the home companies. They show an increase
of $151,032 in tieir premiuni incomne, and of $3,804,484
ii their total in force ; but the aimount of new policies
fell off $1,203,111 during the year. It is evident that
they too, are barely holding tlieir own. The Canadian
eompalies equal themî in eiiergy, fertility of resource,
and in the attractiveness of their foris of insurance,
and exeqi them iii knowledge of the field and of the
requirements of Canadian insurers. Steadily they are
relegating their oppoeiients to the background, se far
as this couitry is concerned, and the fact that they are
able to do so is net only creditable to the activity and
enterprise ot tleir managers, but a gratifying in-
dication'of the coifidenîce of Canîadians in the stability
and integrity of their home comnpanies.

TWO INSURANCE DRAWBACKS.

The tire insurance companies doing business in this
city have two serious drawbacks to conplain of. The
lirst is: the indergrounid comapetition of the Mill Mn-
tuals -and of the swari of fire Liloyds which have sprung
up like mîushroomls all over the United States, and the
second is aldermanie interference with the duties of the
fire brigade.
-The first is naturally the most serious; since the Mu-

tuals and Lloyds seek only "gilt edged" risks and, be-
ing able to secure at all events a portion, if not the
whole, of these, owing to the apparent cheapness of the
rates they offer, they take the cream of the insurance
business and leave only the. skimî-milk for the regular
coupaiies., Their method of securing business is both
clieap and ellicacions. The better ones send on an in-
sjector, who solicits ne insurance, but examines thor-
oughly the risk lie seleets. The poorer ones simply of-
for tcn or fifteen per cent. to local brokers for business.
Ln the case of the former, if the inspector's report be
satisfactory, they write te the firi stating their willing-
ness to unxderwrito so inucih and asking what rate they
are paying. No matter what the schedule rate may be
they:will iundercut it; somnetimnes, as in the case of the
Royål Electric:Liglt Co., to the extent of 50 per cent.
Natirailly they scoure ini most instances what they ask
for, and.our regular conipanies have to look on while
tiebest risks in this city drift across the line to con-
pailes who have ne stake in this country, who pay ne

licenses, are subject to no, supervision, and who never
expend a cent in Canada, except in those rare instances
wh1en tliey incur a loss and are willing to pay it. If
they are not, the position of the insured is not a happy
one. In the case of nany of the new Lloyds they are
not.responsible concerns, and to sue them would be
throwing good money after bad. Wlhen they are re-
sponsible, the long and tedious process of litigation in
a foreign couitry must be gone througi, and the claim-
ant will indeed be lucky if lie gets the amount of his
policy under a couple of years.

Then, again, the insurance they offer is not so cleap
as it looks. At first it seems a great thing to a firm
carrying heavy Unes of insurance to save from one-
third to one-half of its payments for premitums; but it
must be remembered that when these concerns accept a
riskc they always demand improvements that may eat
up more than the saving in the premium. Most of
them are interested in sprinkler systems, and when they
taie a risk they insist upon their own sprinkler plant
being put in. This always means considerable expense
without, in most instances, any corresponding increase
in security. Then they inspect the risk cvery few
months, and each time they require sone additional
expenditure. It may be more pails, more hose, more
standpipes, or it may be the enlargement of the pi'pes
all over the building. In the case of one large risk
here, where the saving of preminum payment would have
been $1500 per year, they demanded the installation of
both the wet and dry systens of sprinklers, which
wold have involved an initial outlay of $0,000, or
enough to wipe out the savings of four years. As there
was no guarantee that the Mutual would not demand
an equally expensive Change in the sprinkler plant the
next time a new inspector looked over the risk, the
company wisely resolved to renain with its old time
reliable friends, even if the prenium vas alittle higier,
and se declied the Mutual's offer with tlanks.

That the Lloyds andi Muîtuals are making the imost
money out of this city is undoubted. One of them,
whose premium incone from Mojitreal is $18,000 a year,
states that is loss ratio daring the past two years has
net exceeded 10 per cent., compared with the average of
72 per cent. intlicted on the regîular companies last year.
IL is no wonder then that they can afford to take risks
cheap. They take only the best risks offering, they in-
spect them nuarrowly, they pay only 5 per cent. commis-
sion, and they deniand a leavy paynent for fire fighting
appliances from the insured. More than this; they
need only pay if they wish to. A greater insurance
bonanza iL would be difficult to imagine.

The second drawbak-that of aldermanie interfer-
ence wiit the duties of the brigade-was strikingly ex-
emplified in the case of the lire at the Royal Electrie
Co's. works. The Wellington Street fire station is not
two blocks distant, and, liad the firemen been at their
posts, a reel would have been at the scene inside of sixty
seconds. But they were not. They were on the Champ
de Mars engaged in a parade, and the conisequence was
that.it was twelve and a half minutes after the alarm
liad been sent in before the first reel got te the fire, and
by this time the flames had got fuiil .conutrol. In other
words afire that, under ordinary circumnstances, would
not have involved more tian.$1,000 danage, did;.injury
to the extent of $50,000; which means that the insurance
colpanies are calleid upon to pay $49,000 for the grati-
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fScation of àlidermanie vanity, besides, the loss to the
city for uniforms destroyed . in consequence of the inen
boiig obliged to work at the conflagration in their full
dress suits. Surely this is a suffBeienbly tangible ground
for the demand of the.companies that the ridiculous
practice of parading the fire brigade on the Champ de
Mars for every travelling celebrity or petty. organiza-
tion that visits our city should be abandoned. So long
as aldermanic vagaries do not plunge too deeply into
the taxpayers' pockets we can afford to lok upon them
leniently; but whien they involve direct and severe loss
to the community they should be rigorously frowned
down. This seems to be one of those'cases; and there-
fore the sooner soie steps are taken to limit the power
to deprive the city temporarily of the bnellit of its net
work of fire stations and the botter it will be both for
the insurance companies and the taxpayers.

THE INSURANCE AMENDMENT ACT. (2).

We resume our comments on the new insurance
aiendments Act. The proposal to limit the number
of votes to be cast at the annual meeting of an insur-
ance company, by any one shareholder, to not more than
one-fifth of the total number of votes vested i the pro-
prietors, and to not more- more than one-third of the
number held by persons present at the meeting or re-
presented by proxies, lias, naturally aroused much ad-
verse criticism. Mr. Angcer's intentions are probably
good. le is desirous of preventing the wishes of the
suialler shareholders fron being thwarted by the voting
power of wiat night prove an irksoine majority, and te
wishes evidently to protect the policytolders from any
dotriment to their interests whicli might be èeaused by a
changein the management or policy of a company
through its sudlen passing under the control of a
clique. In the case of a life insurance company,
wlere the policyholders, were they opposed to a change
in management, could not traisfer tlicir business to
other institutions save at loss to themselves, suot a pro-
vision would certainly prove of value. But; even in
this case, the exigencies of the situation could be botter
met by a clause limibing the power of reconstruction
under such circumsbances than by arbitrarily interfering
with the rights of proprietorship.

The clause, as it now stands, would certainly work
injury to the market value of insurance shares; simply be-
cause it would limit the demand for them. Active,
energetie men, desirous of seeing their money expended
to the utmost advantage and reluctant to place it in the
hands of others without being able to exorcise c corres-
pouding control over its disposal, would limit their pur-
chases to the amount of stock they were entitled to
vote upon. The result would be that the bulk of the
stock wvould drift into the tands of what may b termed
passive shareholders-those who take little interest in
the methods or working of the comnpany so long as they
receive their dividends regularly. This would gradually
concentrate the power in the hands of the officers to an
extent which might in soine instances prove undesirable.
Undoubtedly the men at the head ofour insurance
companies are men of more than uisual capacit y a in-
tegrity ; but, even in their case, tlie j udicious supervision
of'the larger shareholders has often been found
beneficial, and were this power of control over thieir
actions abiogated by the Acti occasions migt aisd t
lead then- into àction, which they migtt veitualy
regret.

A gain, lt is only just that a stariolder should have
control over the affairs of th coipany in proportion b
the anount of the money te tas invested in it It is-to
his own iuterest to push its affairs forward to prosper-
ity, and the inducement to use his best efforts in its be-
half is in exact proportion to the amount he hastat
stake. A man with one hundred shares nay reasouably
be supposed to be more interested in the welfare cf àn
enterprise th an a man with only one. Why then should
te not have more control in its affairs? The majority
of shareholders clearly recognise this fact, and hence
there seems no reason to legislate to the contrary in thé
case of insurance conmpanies. The rules which have
been found to ieet all the requirements of efficiency
and security in the case of banks, proprietory, and in-
dustrial companies, are surely equally applicable in this
case. If they have worked no harin to the one, tley
will inot to the other. Why thon interferé -with the
recognised la-ws of commerce at all?
• Again, the wording of the clause does not indicate
whether it is intended to be retroactive or not. In all
probability it is-not; but this point should be clearly
stated. To dispossess the proprietors who have already
invested their money, on the faith of laving the right
to exorcise control over their interests, would be au act
of injustice such as, we believe, the framer of the act
never contemplated; but et the saine time the wording
of the clause should be clear and distinct upon this
point, and the fact that the clause should only apply to
shares purchased af ter the comuing into force of the Act
should be placed beyond the react of legal quibble.

THE PRICES OF STOCKS.

Pëople not acquainted with the cause have been
wondering at the low prices et which most of the lead-
ing secu rities-sh ares and stocks-have been maintained
for some timîe past. The remarkable decline in values
during the latter half of 1893-a decline which tas
continued through the present year, save the slight
temporary recovery in Marct-led many people to be
guided by the old street adage about buying in a de-
pressed market, and the result is seen in the quantity
of stocks carried on margin during the winter. Few
availed themselves of the spurt in March, believing
that bank and other stocks paying dividends in mid-
sumnmer must continue to advance meantime. Mer-
chants and others anxious to "make a turn' in stocks,
who had followed the adage, have been unable to un-
load, and with such an accumulation ready to seize
the first opportunity to do so, it is not likely that;
prices should advance. Those who "bit off more than
they could chev" are consequently in an uneasy frame
of mind, as the immediate prospects for any marked
advance are not over bright. The "street" nay be able
to devise soine way out, but every possible plan would
seei to have been tried. The rapid dealiing in a few
flexible and controllable stocks fails to deceive a'suf-1
ficient number of noneyed persons to niake the game
worth the candle. One of the non-dividend.stocks has
been maintainecd high vith remarkable persistencyj:
tut call loàns have been easy, and the three or fout:
banks holding itl have inot felt at all uneasy as to theb
prospects under the new regime. One broker who,;ad
beei carrying some 1,600 shares, narrowly escaped vith
his scalp this week and;tte ladies (God bless them!)ý
are again to the rescue. One of them holds several
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hunisdred shares because o! ber good IWill in time Of
need. As bbc price Of stocks s not likely to have aniy
direct influence an tc size of dividenîds one way or t
athîer, ani business generally is mate little botter or d
iworse, the mercantile comsmunity at large need bave N
liEte concern inl the stock situation.

TAIFF AMàIENDMENTS.

A unumber of alterations'iave been made in the new tariff
-aIl in the direction of a return to the Old schedule. Wood
puli, vlieh was placed on the frec list, is restored to 25 par-
cent. ad valorem. Cases for jewels and watehes, silverware,
etc., which wrce reduced te 35 per cent. ad valorei, have
been put back to 5 cents ach, and 30 par cent. ad valorem.
Wire cloth i. a. s. is now mado 30 per cent. By tie old j

tarifE, it was 20 and 30 par cent., for brass and tinware cloth
respectively. Undar the new tariff, both are 20 lier cent.
Copper wiro is pit bck ta 15 per cent., as:underitha old
tariff. It was ta bave been reduced to 10 per cent. in the
n1ow. Emnery wheels, which were placed in the free list by
the new tarifF, aro now restored to the old duty of 25 par
cent. An addition of one-sixth of a cent par pouind has beau
made to the duty on iron and steel bars and strips if cold
hammered or polished in any way. Among other changes
are ha fallowing?:-Forgings of ironfand steel, of whatever
shape or size, or in iwihatever stage of manufacture, not aise-
iwhere spuiîied, 25 perccnt., but not less than $15 per ton.

THE MERCiUTILE AGENCIES BILL.
Mr. Sproule bas now before the Hanse of Cominons a bill

i regulate the working of mercantile agencies and private
etective corporations. Each of these classes of corporations
ill bc compelled ta fyle with the Secretary of State a certi-
cate giving the names of all the partners, as well as a band
or $10,000 as security for the faithful performance of its
tiLes. In the case of private detectives every mnember and

mnploye is required ta maintain absolute secrecy, except
when called on in the interests of justice, and all will be held
iable for danages for incorrect information, or for the loss
f any money or valuables passing through their hands.

In the case of mercantile agencies the bill defines their
uties as collecting information relatinig ta the credit, char-
aeter, responsibility and reputation of marchants, or others
or the purpose of furnishing the information ta subscribers.
Mercantile or commercial agéncies shal al noake collections
of moneys for debts or goods due or owing to other persans or
companias, but shall confine their operatiqns strictly within
the definition of the purpose for which ttey ivere incorporated;
aud shall net, as incorporated agendies, engage in any other
profession, trade or vocation. It is also provided that avery
manager and agent naking wilfal default in any of the niat-
tbrs required of them,'or making any wilfilly false declara-
tion, shall forfait a suai net exceeding five hundred dollars
stor less than one hundred. The clause prohibiting the col-
lection of debts by the agencies will surely be resisted. The
larger agencies have collection departments iwhich form a
profitable branch of their business, as well as a great conveni-
once ta their customers. 'Ta close these up would be imani-
festly unfair ta bath, and it is ta be hoped, therefore, that this
provision will be eliminated irben the bill gets into commit-
tee. It is te be feared that any intarierence with the methods
of the agencies, the reslts of long experience, will not be in
the intereslts of trade at large. These institutions are an out-
growth of the credit system, and any interference with the
•necessary avil" would do mre arms than good,

ONE OF OUR INDUSTRIES.
While in friendly conversation withs Mr. Abell of the John

Abell Engine Works Co., Toronto, he informeS our carre-
spondent of a transaction that shows the genius of the manu-
facturers of Canada and their ability to compote with the
manufacturers of the world if placed on an cven plane with
respect ta prices for their raw material. An enterprising
Athenian naned Socrates Sefferiades, now a resident of
Smuyrna in Asia Minor, where he cultivates 4,000 acres of
land, visitedl the World's Fair last year, iwiere he examined
the impieaents of the tmaker, of the world who' there ex-
hibited. After a critical examnination he caused the Abell
Engine ta ba tried, and was so pleased that he ordered an
Abell 45 Hlorse Compound Traction Engine, the largest Coin-
pound Traction Engine ever built in Amoerica. The engine
wras finished, paid for and shipped via Naiw York on the 14th
of February last. Mr. Abell complains that lie has net re-
ceivd any drawbacli fron the Goverament on the duties
that were paid upon the raw material whisichs entre ito that
engine, notwithstandisg that a drawrbacks is said ta be givens
on goods exported. The difliculty in recoveriug the draw-
back is in the fact that the procedure is as effectual an ob-
stacle as if barred by Statute.

It is tard, very iard for Canadian maniufacturers ta pay 75
per cent. mare money for their iron than isakers in the U. S.
pay for theirs and compete wih the manufacturers of that
country. The latter receiving a substantial Araiwback fromn
Congress on wrihat they report, while oly the promise a that
ivhich cannot be recovered is all that accrues ta the Canadian
manufacturé.

Insurance companies will
fied it a very hazardous risk.
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THE COMING WOOL'SALES.
There is no prospect of improvenent in the wool market

until some of the heavy stocks iiow held have passed into con-
sumption, more especially as 392,792 bales will be offered at
next month's auction. At these sales the great bulk of the
supply of merino wools for the year will be disposed if, and
the following two series will consist principally of New
Zealand cross-breds. Unless, then, the next sales inaugiurate
a further fall in values, it looks as if present prices would be
maintained ; more especially if the long deferred demand
from the United States should set in. In fact what hopeful-
ness there is arises from the belief that American trade will
revive before long. The list of new arrivals for the series
comprises :-New South Wales, 110,706 bales ; Queensland,
'4,174 bales ; Victorian, 74,946 bales ; South Australian,
27,106 bales West Australian, 8,780 bales ; Tasmanian,
19,245 bales ; New Zealand, 101,061, and Cape and Natal,
3,.774 bales. In the United States, as yet, the demand for
wool is very light and sales are much reduced. But the mills
have not large enough. supplies on haud to last themu long,
and while manufacturers only buy raw material from band
te mouth, they cannot keep their machinery going without
purchasing more wool. Values are net materially changed
for most kinds, but the toue is easy for conmon lots.
Pleeces are scarce, and while the demand is limited, choice
delaines and combings are firm. Sales of No. 1 Ohio comb-
ing have beau made at 26e, with Ohio delaines at 24e to 25c.
Territory wools are slow.

REAL ESTATE TRANSACTIONS.
There was net much doing in the reat estate market during

the past month; for the days of speculative purchases are
over, and what sales are made nowadays are for investment
purposes, or for actual use. According to the Real Estate
Record the transfers of real estate in the city wards and Cote
St. Antoine amounted in value to $884,712, and the loans te

290,887, during the month. The registered sales in the
suburbs amounted te $58,000 more, of which St. Cunegonde
and St. Henri contributed the larger amounts; but the total
of sales and loans for the first four months of the present
year, all told, only amounted te $4,386,763 as against $5,570,-
325 in 1893; or a falling off of $1,238,562 during the twelve
months. In fact real estate is dull. But there is the re-
deceing feature present that sellers have full confidence in
the f uture of Montreal, and hence, that much of this dullness
is due te their refusal te sacrifice their properties in a heavy
market. They are quite content te wait for better times.

THE RESULT OF TAKINGT ADVICE.
Messrs. Troop & iRussel, of St. John, N.B., have conimenced

an action, almost unprecedented in its character, against the
manager of the Bank of British North America, on the ground
that be interfered in a private business transaction te their
detriment. They state that they were about te purchase a
quantity- of vinegar last fall from the Halifax B]anking Co.,
and asked Mr. Harvey's advice upon the subject. Re in-
forned them that the vinegar had been frozen and hence the
quality was inferior. On these grounds, they say, they re-
fused te have anything te do with the vinegar: Later on
they discovered that Mr. Harvey was wrong, that the vinegar
was of good quality and hence that they had lost a good pro-
fit by accepting his advice. This anticipated profit they now
sue for. Mr. Harvey, in reply, states that he gave the advice
in gec faith, and thatthey have no ground for suit under
the circumstances.

-WovEN leather belts made from old-shoe pu]p are the newest
and cheapest fori of bolting. After soaking a' day or two the
pulp ie fed te the rollers, which compress and deliver it te the
spinning mule. The spindle twists the strand firmly and winds
it on the bobbin; the same as xvith common cotton yarns. The
leather yarn is then \voven wIth a three ply weave¯ i ordiiary
carpet looms and inakes a strong and economical belting,

WANTING HIS MONEY BACK.
Some of our contemporaries have been busy of late over the

sorrows of Mr. Florence ("Florrie") Moses David of this city
and elsewhere, a member generally of the jeunesse dores (no
longer very young however), who was incidentally or othei-
wise referred te in these columnus, saine six months'ago, in a
review of the losses of other citizens in similar transactions.
As Mr. David is " net engaged in trade" (yon know) the mat-
ter possesses but little interest for our readers. Suflic. il te
say that the gentleman who speculated so deeply and lost so
heavily is now supposed te be engaged in an endeavor, through
the law, te recover the whole or a part of his vanished wealth.
The banker or broker from New York who visited Montreal
seme seven months ago te ascertain how $20,000 eould be
collected is also probably a sadder, if a wiser, man.

CREDITOIS' MISTAKES.
To EDITon OF JOURNAL or COMMERCE, Montreal.

Dear Sirr-As a spectator merely, I attended a meeting of
creditors recently held at Kingston and was surprised to find that
with one or two exceptions al the creditors that were represent-
ed were so by lawyers, who acted as they proverbially do in such
cases, present imaginary obstacles, so as ta prolong and delay. an
equitable adjustment of the affairs of the estate which the credi-

-tors as commercial gentlemen, if personally present, would net
have resorted te. Hence the caption of this article.

One of the partners present would net make mny off er for the
estate, but the other partner made the honorable offer of' taking
over the estate and paying. 100e in the dollar by giving 20 per
cent. in cash and his notes at 4, 8, 12, and 16 months; but the
lawyers interposed a barrier, demanding security,-pparently
ignoring the fact that they were te receive a cash dividend at
once, thus improving their security, and placing themselves iu a
much better position te receive the balance of their accounts.

In ail sucli matters, creditors stand in their own light by bemng
to exacting at the start and putting obstacles la the way of
promptly and judiciously handling the estate. On the contrary
they should give the purchaser cvery facility within their power
te carry out his offer, which ini this case is certainly the very best
ever made te creditors.

In the matter above referred te, the partnerwho made the offe
of 100 cents in the dollar, lias been the financial support of the
business; .e. lie paid cash into the business to carry it on for
seven years past, and is a gentleman of the. strictest probity, one
whose promise is as good as a bond. Tierefore I maintain that
creditors make a great mistake in selecting lawyers instead of
merchants te represent them. They should be personally pre-.
sent, or have other morchants te be on hand and in this way af-
fairs might ie settled on business principles, rather than by 1a a-
yers, which too often means litigation and dangerous delay.

are still immensely superior ta any other
tobacco as wrappers, and, being se, it is
only a question of time ere the darker leaf
is taken.

Whilst dealing with this subject we unay
also look a little further ahead. From a
statement recently given by our Amster-
dam correspondent, it appears that the
total number of fields planted this year is
rather less than 1803 crop, and estimated
on the basis of the yield per field of the
1892 crop, works out about 153,000 bales, or
some 12,000 bales less than the estimate for
the 1893 crop. These, of course, are esti-
mates, but may be taken as approximately
exact. In Borneo the area put under cul-
tivation is rather larger for 1894 than for
1893, and at a wide estimate the additional
planting will not produce more than 5,000
bales, or say,15,000 bales in ail. This gives
approximsately 105,000 bales.as tie yield for
the 1894 crop if all goes well. So that
there is nothing alarming i the prospect
of future supplies to depress prices for thle
present season; nor is the future otherwise
than hopeful for those wlio can hang on
over the present hard times.

CHOICE FURS.
London is pre-eminently the fur market.

Fron that great centre point all tie nations
of the world, even those producing themi
derive their furs ; more especially the
more costly ones, tie most expensive of
which is that of the sea-otter. Last year
$1,100 was paid for one skin and at thle
sales-just-finished $1,050 was realized, tie
lower price obtained being accounted for
by the skin not being so fine as that sold
last ycar, for tise average advance on thos
furs this year is fully 15 per cent. Such
fabulons suins for sins, which at the inost
do not neasure more than two yards long
by thrce quarters of a yard in width, must
natuirally awaken curiosity as to the uses
they are put ta. So great, however, is tha
Russian's love of furs that $250 is thouglit
no extraordinary price for a noble to pay
for a piece suliciently large ta make a coat
collar, for which purposo the skin of the
otter is used, it being supposed to possess
the special propertics of preventing the
breath fron freczing. Next i point of
value is the silver fox fur, whiclh in ane
case realized as much as $000 for a skin.
This animal, which is found in Canada,
somewhat beles its name, the lair and
wool being really black and only inter-
mingled with white or silvery hairs, and
the choicest skins are jet black without
any trace of swhite. The skins, like the
sea otter, are almnost entirely bouglit for
Russia, and go ta adorn the collars of the
ladies' mùantles. Fewer Russian sable
skins have been offered this ycar, but fite
collection containing many dyed and i-
ferior skins, declines of 15 ta 30 per cent.
lad ta be accepted. In point of value fite
flnest of these skins are. comparatively
little, if atiy; behind those of the other two
we have mentioned, tley being not fifth
the sizo, while as muci as $190 per siin
lias been nade. Up ta recent years the
darkest or bluest skins collected in the
reglon knowh to the trade as Takutski,
have either been received as tribute or ap-

As it is,
there does not appear ta be any other way
out than by simply subimitting to the in-
ovitable. it isay ba takon as a foregone
conclusion that the catch of seals this year
will ba extremiely limited, unless the
sealers shall have been f'avored by saime
uinexpectel piece of good luck in fiding
seals outside of the forbidden zone,
