When thi's was known, Freiglit Agent
Rogers, of the Burlington Road, at once tendered his resignation,
and others propose to follow suit. Rogers is probably the best-
known andi most prominent freiglit man in Chicago, and his re-
fusal n.y lead to an importent strike in high railroad circles,

He
never seemed to get alead, however, being unsuccessful a short
time ago in his efforts to gain an extension. His liabilities are
about $2,5300. against which ho claims a surplus of $2,000, mostly
locked up.-Auiie Il. Rlicknan, groceries, Toronto, doing busi-
ness tunder the style of Hickman & Co., lias assigned. A good
business appeared to be done, but on too little capital.-The as-
signment is recordod of the Roliance Electric i.anfg. Co., IWater-
ford, Ont. This is a joint stock company, which lias been in ex-
istence for a nuimber of years, and was supposed to bc prospering.
-I. I. Craig, veterinary surgeon, Cornwall, Ont., lias assigied.

-AMEIcAN textile manufacturers, speaking of the first six
months of the present year, say that it will be found tliat the
manufacture of domiestic cottons was tirtailed over 25 per cent.,
and the production of woolen anid worsted fabrics was from 50 te
60 per cent, according to the character of the goois, below the
output of 1893, The importations of wool were a little less than
one-third of the importations of wool during the sane period last
year. On ail staple Unes values have shrunk froin 15 to 25 per
cent., but specials and novelties of all descriptions have suffered
especially. The distiibution of goods was irregular and at times
forced. The situation has one gleam of sunshinuo in the engage-
ment of goods for autumin, through which somne makes of heavy-
weiglitgoods have been eoitirely sold up or contracted for. It is
said that the balance shets of the varions liouses will vary, as
the najority will compare favorably with the saine time in 1893,
because the manufacturer and not the jobber has lad to sacrifice
goods.

-Trn danger'ofdestroyiing one variety of insect pest without
suflicient consideration of the hiarni tiat iay be done by tho
other forms upon which it preys lias been aimply proved by an
instance at Glcncoo, Ont. Rlecently a large tract of swamp land
li the township of Brooke was reclaimned and put under cultiva-
tiont by te Mcessrs. Fairbanks, of Petrolia. Tiis spring 100 acres
of the land were sown to oats and there was every prospect that
the owynors wouild reap a big harvest. A few days ago, however,
it was noticed that the leaves and heads of the oats had beeni en-
tirely caten off and only the bare stalks reimiained. On. examina-
tion it -was found that the groind was literally alive with small
worms which had been feeding upon the oats. 01 one square
foot of ground no less thanl 400 of the wormns were secured and
placed in a glass jar, where it was noticed they bred. very
rapidly. The jar was sont to the Experimental Farm in order te
have the worms examnineid and reported on by ai expert. At the
time the land was cleared lire was put out which ran over the
ground, and it is thought that the eneimies of these worins were
destroyed by lt, which accounts for thoir being so plentiful.

Neither is it
anything like as dangerous to the public weal as.the.
combinations of smail interests known as organized
labor. Yet so pertinaciously lias this view of the rela-
tions between capital and labor been insisted upon that
many otherwise intelligent people have been gradually
imbued with the idea that capital is a thing which
needs to be watched jealously, and repressed sternly, in
order to prevent those possessingit from mastering the
communnity and enslaving their less successful bretliren.
Coupled with this, we usually find asecond, and equally
failacious, idea that the wealth of the country is slowly,
but surely, becomuiing vested iii the hand ofa few miulti-
nillionaires, leaving the vast majority of the people in a
condition of ]hopeless pauperism. It is against this
supposed concentration of the money power in the
lauds of the few that they deei it iecessary to take
action before it is too late.
-ILt is hardly necessary to say that these fears are
entirely baseless. The wealth of this continent isreally
rery evenly divided. The rescarches of the income tax
commission show that only 85,000 people in the United
States have antual incomes of over $4,000. Of 'these
the -nunber of millionaires is put at 4,000, and of men
laving ten millions, or more, at less thian a hundred.
To pretend that this handful of men could destroy the
liberties of sixty-five millions of people, gifted with the
free instiLtions and manhood suffrage of America, is
palpably absurd. Were they evel banded together,
their efforts would be futile in face of the constitution
of the 'United States; and that they are not, every one
is well aware. The real danger to the country lies not
in any supposed effort upoi the part of the few great
capitilists to overturn its institutions, but in the growth
of poptilar envy of their wealth and the disposition
manifested by demagogues to roib theni of it under plea
of equality, the rights of man, the sacred will of honest
toil, etc, by means of "synpatlctic." iot to say
hysterical legisiation. Proposais are now heard for
coim pulsory arbitration by which owners of capital in-
vested in railroads, manufactories, and other enter-
prises involving the emiploynent of large iumibers of
people, are to bu debarred froni making tieir own
arrangements with their emîiployes. If this is gained,
soon other laws will be clanored for that will further
hamtper employers froi conducting their business in
their own way. The result will be that capital will be-
comle alaried. It will seek investmient in other states
where fewer obstacles are placed in the way of its pro-
fitable emtploymlent aiid thus the very end ained at by
the agitators will bc defeated and national poverty take
the place of national wealth. .

Among the intercsts thus attacked none are more
,virulently assailetd than the great net-work of railroads
withiout whose aid commerce over suchi an eormous ex-
panse of country would be, impossible. They are
poiuted out as grinding monopolies, sucking the life-
blood out of the hopeless millions to whon they form
the arteries of trade. The enornous profits they thus
accuntiulate are poured into lte relentless cofiers of that
mysteriously wicked individual, the foreign bond-
holder. At least so the populist orators say. What tire
the true facts of the case? ' The test of the earnings of
eyery road is its ability to pay dividends. That is, its
power to make soine return to those whose capital is
invested in it. By this its value as an investinent is
nicasured aud by tltis its piice iii thc open nirkt is

fixed. Compare the prices of the following leading
railroad stocks during the past decade from their
higiest points to their value to-day, and the inexorable
logic of facts will show that, so far from having ac-
cumulated profits, mnost of the leading roads of the
United . States have lost so much .money that their
securities to-day are practically valueless as invest-
ments:-

Never in the - history of Wall Street lias there
been a time when so many railway stocks could be
bought at fron 2 to 25 per cent of their par value.
And yet, according to the Debsites, these are the grasp-
ing monopolies who are suclking the life-blood out of the
working man. If they are, they certainly do not
seeni to fiid it profitable.

THE CONDITION OF THE LOAN SOCIETIES:

It would not be surprising to hear that the unsatis-
factory condition of affairs among many farmers in
Ontario, owing to the low price of their staple product,
had begun to cause sone degree of uneasiness among
Loan Societies. It is no secret that, while ti farmers
of Ontario collectively car boast of as high a plane of
prosperity as any in the world, there is a considerable
proportion of then wlo for years have been struggling
with the burdens they assumed in times wlien the
ioney value of wheat and- other cereals was nearly
double of what it is to-day. This class among then
lias been sorely Lrying those of the lending compalies
wlio have not always-exercised -due discretion-or their
inspectors for theni-ii making or recomniendiig
loans.

We do not here refer to ·the newer companies or
manage-s who, in the keen desire to employT e
capitfal, so often fell easy icfilims to the schenig
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farier-anxious to borrow all he could get upon his
place il order to niakee fresh start elsewhere. These

hive had lessons which it is 1t be hoped they have not

boûght too dearly. It is rather to a few of the more
cautions, old-established companies that attention has

been directed of , late. Properties whici some few

years ago were able to pay interest on lans of a few
thousand dollars, after discharging store accounts and
other living expenses, including installients :on such
luxuries as reapers, imowers, organs, pianos, buggies,
and Iznitting and sewing machines, have gradually
becolile ss productive, not" perhaps- in. bulc, but in
imoney value. Second mnortgages have not.iiiproved
matters, and the consequences are seen in the large
tracts of good farming properties fallen into the hands
of the mortgagees within the last few years. In
Norfolk County, for example, large areas are now held
by a company whose stock has maintained a remark-
able figure on 'change through it all.

As the public but seldom hears of the progress in
anotier direction made by these corporations; which
really have done so mucl in pronoting the intèrests of
our farmers--who have lent them money for their
wants' at about lialf what they should have to pay
to one of their more saving neiglibours-it is but meet
to testify to the general success of the Loan Societies
of Ontario, and this during several years of declining
values'in much that they reckoned upon as security in
making or extending their loans. It goes to show that
what we referred to above as the highi plane of pros-
perity among Ontario farners is based upon no in-
secure foundations, a condition of things too that
cannot fail to improve as the country recovers fron
tbe consequences resulting from the unremunerative
money value of only one prop on which the farmers of
Canada have heretofo.e placed too much reliance.

SU1MMER TRAVEL.

One would naturally suppose that the tide of .summer
travel, which is now probably at its height for the sea-
son, must be more or less affected by the prevailing
dullnless in trade. That this is not the case hîowever is
shown by the crowded state of the seaside hotels and
boarding-houses. But that there is some change is
evident.

The number of persons who were "on the wrong
side" of wheat and other speculative commodities, who
found themselves at the close of 1893 withî diminished
balances at their banker's or struggling yet hopefully
to inaintain a hold upon tieir ventures, could be reck-
oned by the score or huntdred in almost every city' of
any magnitude in Canada, as well as in the United
States. Tiese losers have been obliged to study econo-
my, and wlhere the usual summer flitting lias been con-
cedod te the family,it is on a scale more or less reduced.
The ecqiuipa', the dresses are not so numerous or cost-
1y'; the ro'omus in the hotel are not on themost expensive
floors. But fahbion is no less tyrannical, and there are
ntot a. few .who persist li keeping. up appearances, ii

ee.ping pace wiUx theevhîo, if the lost money, ecûld
afford te lose it.. If, .however, tie number of the forinr
well-to-do has been dininished, there is no lack of

*tenants to take their places. People who for years have
beeïsaving money-tLhose, who bade tié tempter to get
beliud-people who rpgarded the advice freely tendered
by our bankhuers ad heeded ou tI es of wrining il ii Ose

colunins.frontimeto time,-níany of these adie ble ands
a sufficient number willing to replace the -for'mer guestsj:
and are.all the better qualified to enjoy a holiday afor
themselves and their families that theystuck to their
business, to wliat they best understood and coûld keep
a careful watch upon.

Of course we must-be understood liere* as referring
only tothat portion of our town and city 'populations
who customarily remove their families to the countri-a
to the inountain or seaside-during the warmer summer
imonthts. There are yet a great imany business men -who
se little benefit-in these siummer flittings, amnong thei
theovners of eleganteity.groundsand residences who
are difficult to convince that-the great wooden barin at
seaside or mountain is a warrantable exchlange for their
own cool and· luxuriously furnislied city residence o'
stone or brick. These - often remain at home and live
comfortably, while their f amilis rush to the fashionable
summer resorts and endure the broiling sun of a treeless.
expanse, and suffocating rooms where coal-oil or candles
take the place of gas or the electric liglit. : i

Among the sojourners at suniuer resorts is occasion-
ally to be seen the uifortunate: " plunger," the maii
who lias lost bis all, even more than fortune, and. wlio
in the change of scene is endeavoring to recruit his
wasted powers, to restore some spring to the bow-vlhicih
lie too ruthlessly bent. -Unfortunately, however; bis
thoughts are not of " turning over a new eeaf," but.
rather of some new plan whereby his friends or tli pub-
licmay be persuaded into further ventures:

Prices at summier resorts are with- few exceptiois
lower than last year. At one third-rate .hotel by the
Atlantic the weekly rates were as low as $4 to $5. for
early coners who intended remaining sometime. The
lower St. Lawrence resorts have also made soine concess-
sions, but all complain that the season is too short:to
warrant any material reduction. The ranigei'sfrom the
above figures to $2 and $4 a day.

THE INSURANCE OUTLOOI.
It was only to be expected that the business -of the.

life insurance companies on this continent should shdiv
signs of contraction in symypathy "witlh the othér
branches of commerce. Business interests to-day tire
so intimately interwoven that disturbance iùiany in-
dividual line is always reflected to a certain degree ii
the others. Hence it is not surprising to héar tIt th'e
new business of the life insurance companies 'for the
first half of the present year ffalls considdrably ïiiidèr
the figures for the corresponding peridof sit prededes-
sor.

But there is one encouraging féature in the situationi
that must not be overlooked; and this is, thati tilthdugh
the volume of new business is not up to the ami-lold
policy holders are piyin'g up their prélniuis as oromi't-
ly as ever. This is a striking -commuîentdry on thlêsätte
of trade. It cannot be inf erred that holders oflife iîi-
surance policies of considerable staiding ire'môré'ale
to pay this yea~r ian last. In fact the röaàifiti6s
oint to an opposite conclusion.

providence and carelessnss." Wien business is active,
and incomnes arc higlh, the average m)an is apt to con-
sider it will aIWays be so, and to forget that conditions
mnay change, aind tlat lie miiay yet have to face straiten-
ed circumstances. li such timaes ho is apt to be care-
less about his ilnsurance policy. Business is good, and
huis famnily will be provided for. But no man likes to
contemiplate the possibility of leaving those dependeit

pl)onl imn un)rotected by insuraince unîdcer such condi-
tions as prevail ii inany branches of industry to-day.
Tho very fact that he has to, worc harder, and eut
tliigs closer, iu. order to provide bis faimily witlh the
saine degree of coifort as they .njoyed in daLys patst, IS
a powerful reinder of the extra hardships that would
fall uponl bis loved ones were their bread-winner to be
suddenly remnoved. Hetunce the anxiety with whicl he
giuards his pol icy, and heunce the care le takes to pre-
vent any possible chance of iAs lapsing througli any
fault of bis owil.

This inîcreasing care upon the part of policy-holders
is as beneficial to the companies as it is to themselves.
It enisures increased vatchfulness upon the part of their
directors; because it denotes the fact that the companies
will be held to a stricter accouItabiity and a keener
criticisii as to tleir mnetiods and management in the
future thaI inl Lihe past. The present is a moment
whuen suich a stiiulus is hardly necessary; yet none the
less is it valuable. The slirinkage iii values lias caused
a depreciation inl theiri. inuvestinents wh ich, though prob-
ably only temiî porary, i îust inevitably have decreased
tieir interest incoine as well as weakened their reserves.
At no Limue w'as ic necessity for the nost skilful and
econoi ical mnhltagelient so Lhoroughliy recognized in
insurance circles as il; is to-day. FiorLtuately the col-
panies are iii Le lanids of! iimen who bave piloted thein
successfully through simnilar periods of dopression be-
fore. Most of! Liemu slortened saillong before the dan-
ger sigiials were hoisted, anîd all are well able to weather
the stormii. At Lthe saime Lime titis increasing watchful-
nss.upon the part of thleir existing and prospective
policy-lholders is a hîealthy sign. It is certain to result
in greater care and increased efforts towards econony
in Lte management, and th us it will place the coipanies
on ai eveit souiider basis thain Hic one they occupy at
present.

BREDSTU FFS ~EXPORTS.
'ite statisties of tei export of wheat and flour frot

this continent, duriniig the fiscal year ended the 30th
June last, are not so discouraging as was anticipated
duîring Lie earlier ioutoths. The totals for the year cer-
taiinly shoiv a heavy falling off in quatitity and value
frou .those of the Lwo immîiueîdiatcly preceding; but they
excced those of any previo ls year since 1887 and are
therefore fully tmp Lo the average of the past sevein years.
It will be remîembered that in 1893 the wheat crop was
reported to be considerably under the average and, in
spite of the ieavy available stocks left over, it was pre-
dicted that Lte export would show a cosiderable failing
off. This predic tion lias been borne out to a far less ex-
tnt than wias aiticipated, so far as quantities were con-
corned; the exports for the crop year of 1894 being 88,-
41.4,960 bushels of wheat and 10,829,637 barrels of flour
as agailist 117,121,109 bushels and 16,620,329 barrels in
that of 1893. The falling off, hiowever, fron the vol-

une of shipments in 1892, was still more marked, al-
though last year's shipments exceeded.those of the four,
year's previous. Perhaps this is best showin in the.fol-,

This record of the movement of wheat and flour
shows that the exports of 1891 were fairly average.-
They were exceeded only by those of eight years out of
the double decade and were larger than those of the
other twelve. It is onily in comparison with the five
years fron 1879 to 1883, 1887 and 1892-3, that they
look stmall by comparison. The disquieting point is the
steady decrease in the value indicated by the decline in
price per bushel. Thus while the exports of wbeat in
189 t were 88,414,960 bushels, as against 84,653,714 in
1885, the value of the larger quaitity,was only$59,421,-
185, while the exports of 1885 brought in $72,933,097.
This is due to the fact that wheat in that year averaged
8 cents per bushel, while last year the average value
iwas onily 67 cents. It is the saine with flour.

The till in the tnanufactured article is not so heavy
as that in %lieat; but still, exporters were forced to ac-
cept 43 cents per barrel less in 1894 than in 1893, and
85 cents për barrel less thai in 1892. in fact, in spite
of frequent upward spurts, the price of both wheat and
flour has tenided downwards during the whole twenty
years. Still,it is noteworthy that, if we take tieaverage
for whieat in 1892, when the total exports of wheat and
flour reached 225g millions of bushels, and compare it
on the one liand with the average for 1894, the decline
ii the last two years is found to be almost as great as
during the previous eighteen. In other words the aver-
age price feil 40 cents per bushel in the first eighteen,
and 35 cents more iii the last three years-a point
whieli shows quite conclusively how rapidly conpetition
f-rouî outside wheat-growing countries lias eut into ex-
port values for Aiericau wheat.

One solitary crumb of confort may be gathere'd froni
the fact that nearly every year bas shown an increase in
the ainount of wvheat going forward in the shape of
flour. The exports for 1894 were 16,829,637 barrels,
whicli is the largest total on record. At 4ý bushels to
the barrel this is equal to 75,723,306 bushels ofwheat
and as the total shipmnents of rawr 'wheatSvere only. 81..
414,960 bushels, the exports of flour anountedtio Wiearly

THE MISSING WARDEN,
The disappearance of Donald G. Stephenson, Warden of

the County of York and Ileeve of East Toronto village has
led to the discovery tbat bis liabilities are far greater than
was anticipated when we first announced bis sudden depara
turc in our last issue. Before he left lie drcw up an assign-
ment, which lie instructed bis bookkeeper to give to Mr.
Baird of Allan & Baird on the 23rd inst. Hfe bas not been
heard of since bis departure, and bis faimily, it is said, do not
know where he is, and did not know about his intention of
assigning. His affairs are said to be scattered, and to be
involved so as to inake il difficult to estinate their standing.
The Imperial and Dominion Banks are concerned but not f
the large amounts which bas been stated, and lheir advance
are supposed to be secured. The Imperial is a creditor only
to the extent of $2,600, and the Dominion to a still simaller
extent. The number of creditors is large. Edward Jones
of Scarboro is on the Wardcen's paper to the amount of
$7,925, and there are a number of claims ranging from $100
downvards. A nuinber of estates with the winding up of
which Mr. Stephenson was entrusted are also imuplicated to
soie extent. Amuong the assets there is a lunber yard
valued at $2,000, and real estate estimated to bIe worth
$19,000. The famiily residence on Gerrard street, -which is
said to have cost $12,000, belongs to bis son George, wlo
is also the owner of the grocery store on Main street. With
i egard to Mr. Stephenson's absence, Mr, Baird deolares that
he knows of no reason for il except the reluctance which a
debtor wolld fecl at meeting those whon h balad involved in
troubles. That lie has in any way laid himself liable to the
crimiinal laws there is no gronnd for believing as yet. His
friends say that the Warden has been seen at Charlotte, N.Y.
Ris liabilities continue to increase, and it is said will reach
$100,000. One case of his dealings with estates is iii connec-
tion with Martin and Tait. SFaml. Martin died in 1888,
leaving bis property to his widow and daughters. David
Chapnanl in 1892 bought from the estate lot 2, concession 4,
York. Mr. Stephenson negotiated the sale, and il i3 alleged
had a mnortgage for $6,000 made out to hîimself instead of to
Mrs. Martin.

THE BRADFORD MARKET.
Market reports received by clothing houses here from

Bradford, say:-Business is again quiet. Users bave satis-
flied their iinediate requirements and are content to await
the pressure of necessity before they will buy any more. The
upward tendency in London meets with absolutely no
response bere, and although holders are,'of course, very firi,
there is less inquiry a good deal than thero was three weeks
ago. The prospect of a shortened sale and a long interval
will, however, strengthen the position of bolders. Englislh
wool is very quiet, Irish is a shade casier. Mohair also is
rather casier, withi very little business offering. Alpaca keeps
very firm.

There is a rather quieter aspect in the yarn market, al-
thongl the tone is still very firmn. Merchants have a few
orders and find spinners very firm, but the bulk of business
has evidently been donc for soie little time. Particulars
ara, however, coming pretty freely, and the position of spin-
:ners is a strong one. In the Botany trade there is a marked
falling off in the denand, and spinners complain that they
cannot get particulars for what they have sold. Indeed, the
activity in the Botany trade bas bean purely speculative in
anticipation of possible revival. Mohairs are a litle quieter.

There is not muchi realimprovement in business. The rise
in the prico of raw material bas brouglit ont a good nany
speculative offers, and contracts can no c mubt be obtained
but onlyat the very lowest point or a more fraction aboýe,
and particulars ara scarce.: There is no certainty as to the
class of goods that will be taken for America, althougli
manufacturers are basieged îvitl demands for patterns. In
the houe trade orders are of the inost varied character, aii
for short numnbers. Continental merclnts are -oinplaining
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AMONG THE MANUFACTURERS.
From Peterboro, Ont., our correspondent writes in sub-

stance as follows: The Peter Hamilton Manfg Co., have been
working full time with 120 hands. Their orders are now
allout for the season. The Peterboro Canoe Co., Ltd. engage
about 30 bands and receive orders for boats fron all parts of
the continent. Australian cedar costing $90 per m. is used'
in their construction. The Peterboro Carbon and Porcelain
Co., Ltd. employ soine 100 hands and report business good.
The Canadian Canne Co., Ltd., have been running full time,
with 20 hands, and say this is the best season they have had in
thoir business. The Poterboro lock manfg. Co., is Ling
kept working full time Svith about 100 hands; July's orders
were botter than. usual. Street car trimmings' are thoir
specialty.-J. J. Turner & Sons, manfrs of tents, awnings,
etc., also say that the present season lias been their best.-
The Williams English Canoe Co. report trade brisk, and have
bean working full time.

At Ingersoll, 250 hands are employed by the Noxon Bros.,
Mfg. Co. Ltd., who have beon running ful time. Their
trade lias doubled within three years. They report trade
from the East and Local points good but that from
the North West poor. The Ingersoll Packing Co., is in fil
swing, wiith 100 hands employed. They have agents in most
of the principal aities in the Dominion. The Evans Bros.
Piano Mfg. Co. employ 50 bands and speak of business in
very encouraging terms. Crops throughout the district are
about the average in fall wheat. Barley, oats and spring
whieat will be short in straw on account of the dry season.
Roots will suder from the same cause. The lay crop bas
been good.

At Woodstoeck Mr. J. Mackay of the Jas. Hay Co. Ltd.
furaniture mau'fs., reportedthat while trade on the whole was
dull they lad not closed for a single day; orders keeping Waell
ump. They employ 500 hands.-At Paris, F. Wiley, manager
of the Paris Wincey Mill Co., said they -were running full
time with 65 hands. The Penman Manfg Co. knitting milis
employ 350 hands running full time.

THE NEW LOAN FLOATED.
That the credit of the city of Montreal stands high in finan-

cial circles is shown by the fact that the new $2,000,000 lour
per cent loan bas been placed at £101.4s. The successfui
tenderers wre the Bank of Montreal, who put in two offers
one of £100.17s and one of £101.4s, one third in cash, one-
thiird in sixty days, less J per cent for domiciliation of the
stock. The other tenders were Morton Rose & Co., who offered
to guarantee par and divide the proceeds at 1 per cent for
floating the loan; Coates Son & Co. who put in two offers, one
Of £100.17s and one of £101..2s 6d; Poulin, Surley, and
Martin who offered £101.11-80 or a sixteenth of one per cent
less than the successful tenderers and Mr. Samnuel Davis of this
city, Who offered £98. The loan is redeemable in 40 years
from the 1st August and means an addition of $80,000 por
annum to the interest burden of the city.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION.
Mr. Justice Blar.chard, of Ottawa, bas jusl decided two in-

surance cases, involving the same questions, which are consid-
ored important in insurance circles. Brielly, the judge holds
that an increascd iazard in a risk holds good onily while in
existence and when terminated the liability of the company
reconimenbes. The caseswerd those of Thomnas D. Catlin
against the National of Hartford and the Traders' of Chicago
to recover on policies of insurance covering on his hay and
stock barn, granary, boiler, engine auJ macinery sitaied
on his stock farm near Beeclier. Witout the knowledge and
cousentof the companies, and subseqjuent to the issuanec of
the policies, the tenantplaced a canning machine in the bain,
which was operated by the'machinery insured. A tank *as
also sunk muidway betaveen barn and gi'anary and frein' this
gas fer the operation of the mchinery sia generated A

provision in the policies stipulated that no gas should be
generated *ithin 100 feet of the promises, and upo. this
clause the companies denied liability; also upon the increased
.hazard clause. Fivo days before the loss, however, the can
ning machine had not been in operation. Upon this Judge
Blanchard based his decision thats as the canning apparatus
in no degree contributed to the fire, its presenco in the build-
ing did not of itself void the policies; that the policies 4ere
void while the nachinery was in operation, but became in
force as soon as its use was discontinued.

CROPS IN THE MIDDLE STATES.
Discouraging reports have been. received respecting the,

corn outlook in the fertile states of Iowa, Nebraska and
Kansas. A telographie message to a leading brokêr said:
Sage of the Iowa crop service, notes the damage to Iowa
crops mainly in corn, and due to hot winds of the past few
twenty-four hours, and estimnates it at between $5,000,O0O
and $10,000,000. Serious reports are coming from Kansas
that corn is burned up in many fields. In Nebraska the
situation is worse than in Kansas.. The corn crop is reported
"cut in two." Another message from the same authority
says: "Just now rain can't save corn crop, .aud I recomin d
cutting corn stalks aud salting for feed while sap is in stalk.
It is fired from second joint upvards."

Reports from. Southern and Central Minnesota are also of
a very discouraging charaeter. The present outlook points
to about 60 pur cent of the average erop in Southern 'Min-
nesota and not more than 40 per cent in Central Minnesota
counties. Reports from the Chicago and Pine and Kanabec
County potato fields indicate that the yield will hardty ex-
ceed one-third of tne usual crop. Farmers of Southern
Minnesqta are in the midst of their harvest of small grain.
The yield of both wheat and rye is larger than expected.
Oats, however, did not head out well and are hardly Worth
cutting. Pastures have dried up and prairie fires are
numuerous.

A special from Omaha said: "This was the fifth day of hot
winds for Nebraska and the crops are about donc for. Almost
unceasingly during that tine a high wind bas prevailed that
more resembled a blast from an enormous furnaca than
regular atmosphero. Wilb the exception of a slight shower,
in a few north-west counties no rain has fallen in the state
for two weeks. From estimates based on brio! reports from
aIl sections of the state, the Nebraska corn crop iwill not be
oe-fifth of an average. No part of the state lias oscaped,

and e. ery green thing lias shrivelled in the torrid blast."

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THE L[MIT REACIIED.
The roports presented at the international conference of

cotton spinners and kindred worcers at Mancliester showed
thiat striking gains have lbeie made on behalf Of labor, vhich
suggest that the limit lias been practically roaebed of conces-
sions whioh it is within the powor of capital to grant. The
Enîgli-glî report wvas a recital of victories far surpassing the
report of other countries. Witlin half a century wages have
risen from 38 to 49 per cent. in difforent departments of the
textilo industries and working hours have becu reduced 21
par cent. What is scarcely less important, workmnen have
obtaiñied the benefits of a long series of enactments forming a
system of factory legislation. Thio foroig delegates could
point te no such results. The Belgian delegates dopicted a
state of thiigs which has been unknown in England lfor
mnany years. Factories and w'orkshops were described as do-
void of sanitary arrangements which are obligatory here.
Working hours vera stated to b 79 a week as against about
561in England. The representatives of the tulle workers of
Calais, and the spinnors and weavcrs of Lillo spoke of twolve
and Illirten liours a day as common, and the average wages
only 14 to 18 francs a week. The Dutch delegato put the
condition of tlie Spinnors and weavors of his country in a
single. sentence. le said they ate no meat, except occasion-
ally horseflosh, and tieir labitual fare was potatoes and
bread'.

MONTREAL WIOLESALE MARKETS.
Thursday Eveinag, August 2nîd, 1894,

A review of the weel's transactions
reveals little beyond the ordinary dis-
trib*tion of goods for immnniediate re-
quiroments. Even should a distinct re
vival in trade beconme apparent, if we
are to be guided by the past ie wili find
retailers stilll)uying in smaller quan-
tities than they did before the existing
depression was ftlt. They must recover
slowly from the habitof buying for ac-
tual requirenents, as thoy wereslow in
adopting it as a measure of safety in a
timenof apparent need. That the coun-
try niust 4ped supplies, anilthat pretty
soonî, is apparent. With the strictest
economy, shelves well be bared and sup-
plies will r un ont. In soe branches
repeat orders following in qmcit suc-
cession prove the state of supplies at
snall distributing centres. Remit-
tances, froin -the country are improving.
The crop reports are, on the whole, above

last year's average. Scores of weak
concerns, vho wore working injury to
the trade without assisting theisolves
have been forced front the field of un-
wholesone competition. Sone lines of
staple goods have been entirely sold off
this market. In Northorn Ontario tiere
is a considerable revival of the lumber
trade brought about by the advent of
some of the largest dealers from Miclii-
gin, who have pureliased nills and are
enlarging their capacities. Ail these are
favorable facts. A speculative feeling
lias already gained some ground in silk,
tea, etc., arising from the Eastern war
rumors: China las stopped the expor-
tation of rico. This will, if continuet
entirely eut off this serason's crop which
is now growing and willnotbe inariketed
till late in the fall. Sugars romain un-
changed in this marlet although New
York lias advanced ¾. Supplies of teas,
particularly low grades, are light.
Syrups are very scarce, and valencia
raisins are all sold. California fruit is
now beinîg substituted.

OnEsE AND BUTTRn.-The same differ-
ence exists between buyers and sellers
that has characterized the celcese market
for some weeks. The tendency is for a
lower figure, as ail in dications points to a
-want of sullicient demnad both at the home
and foreign markets to justify ai continu-
ance of present prices. Quality however
1s excellent, but the leavy make is forcing
more stock on the market than can easily
go into consumption. Quotations are un-
changed froi last week; 934 cents for
linest western and 8% te il cents for
Eastern. country cheese markets. Imnger-
soli, July 31.-Oterings vere 2,920 boxes
July make.

Comnon paper pulp is
used in naking the poles, but mixed with
this pulp are several ingredients, known
only to the inventors of the schjeme, and,
these ingredients are the success of the'
plan, as they make the poles durable and
non-cracking.

The composition used in the stock of
which the poles are made consists wholly

.of pa'per pulp, in wvhich are mixed the
several ingredients for giving the pole

ability to resist the heat of the sun,'rain,
dampness, etc. Borax, tallow, almîninum
in smnall quantities, etc., are said to be
soine of the secret ingrediénts.' A long
shell, made of iron, divided lengthlwise
from end to end, is the niold'used to cast
the pole In. One pole at the time is cast.
A'core retains the hollow in the pole, The
cost is said to be less than wdoden poles-
The inventors claim that the'pole will last
indeilnitely.
