. THROUGH TO THE PACIFIC.

The great Canadian highway to the
I’aclﬁc is at length in complete working
. order, the first regular paasenger train
- having left Montreal on its journey of
nearly three thousand miles on the 28th
ult, It is scarcely necessary to say that
the termination of this great enterprise,
under favorable finsncial circumstances,
and considerably within the time stipu-
Iated in the contract is something to he
proud of, and the capable and energetic
men who have successfully accomplished
such unexpected resultd deserve the con-
gratulations of the people of Canada.

Aside from its importance to Canadians,
the completion of a railway from ocean to
ocean, through British territory, is of para-
mount interest to the Empire at large and
the practical benefits likely to resulf, ina
commercial and military pomt of view,
are being earnestly discussed in England,
A_s yet we fancy the prospective .advan-
tages can only be indistinetly outlined, but
the future will probably show that they
have ‘exceeded the expectations, even of
those who have stoutly upheld the railw ay
policy of the government. As previously
stated in these columns the road was
practically finished Nov: 6, 1885, on which
date the Queen’s message was received
congratulating the Premier and the Presi-
“dent of the Company on the closing of the
last gap in the Rocky mountmns, but the
ansgement decided not to open the en-

tire system to the public until the Toadbed

- THE WOOL SALES.

- The sudden reaction shown in the
London wool" market from the depression
noticeable only two months ago has com- -
pletely stultified the knowing ones who
stated so confidently that the growth of
merino wools was in excess of the demand

for consumptive purposes. Depression
then reigned supreme, and in spite of the "
well-known fact that severe drought had

‘prevailed in Australia, more or less, for

the past three years, and that. the tele-
grams from that island-continent predicted
that the new clip had been much damaged -

by it, merino wools sold at the lowest pomt SRR

ever reached.

The first sign of the coming rise was at
the Antwerp sales of River Plate wools,- .
where the Trench and German manufac-
turers who had permitted their stocks to -
run out in the hopes of a further lowering - -
of .rates in’ consequence of the expected <
incresse in the clip of River Plate wool, .
found themselves suddenly confronted -
with .2 deficiency of botween 80,000,000
and 40,000,000 pounds, and this too in the
presence of a largely increased demand -
from American sources. Prices .ab once -
once went up with a bound and the 10 per
cent advance realized on the fitst day of
the sale had risen to 30 and even 40
per cent, in some instances, before the con- -
clusion of the sale, while both Belgian and - *
I‘rench markets were 1eft 1n a most excxt— -
ed condition. : b

On the 16th ulto commenced the ﬁrst
sales of the greatest wool siwction of the':
year in London, when the effects of the "
Antwerp sale were immediately visible in ~
the large number of continental -buyers -
present. Many of’ thesebuyera had abstain- -
ed from purchasing in Antwerp ‘hoping
that after the rush for fine wools had: "
abated they would bave a chance of ye-. -
filling their depleted stocks in London, *

.“The competition in. all merino wools .wzis
very animated, Australian were 25" per

1'he sudden advanee on the other side
has naturally produced ity eflect on the
market hoth lLere and in the Unifed
States, but as this is going to be n fine-
gnods geason, as yet only the betler varie-
ties show an advance, and tho coarser
wools are likely to be neglected.  Cupes
and  Australians have nalurally felt its
heneficial offects first, hut domestics ave
also very firm, and brokers, ihough not
advanceing quotalions us yol, are compolled
to'consult their principals before eftecting
sales at the presout figures. Tn the States
the market may fairly be said to be ex-
citod and farmers are reaping the henefit
of the increused demand. The American
markets appear to be swept clean of
Montevideo wuolls cand  In consequience
competition in the inlerior for domestics
is very keen, and prices are higher for all
unwashed wools and an advance in wash-
od flecces iy expected.  1n Ohio 30 cents is
the price, and even higher at some points,
and in Michigan 29 conts and 30 cents
have heen paid-  In Missouri the price
hng advanced to 26 cents or 2 cents higher
than lagt week, and the excilement eon-
tinues unabaled. :

market. mi ko

Profits being limited, the quesuon of
eheap production is of primary importance,
and 4he best energies of the farming class
willhave.to be- devoted to it, orit will be
impossible to secure ontside markets for
our surplus.  The Canadian farmer should
he able to place o bushel of yrain on the
Liverpool market, and make as good a pro-
fit as a producer in any part of the world;
and the same may be said of his live
stock, and whalever else he sends forward
to Yuwrope. In many instances, he will
doubstless find it more profitable to himself
o produce o greater yield per acre by bet-
methods of farming, A greater variety of
crops, improved labor-saving machinery,
increased attentivn to orchards and api-
aries,  large poulbry yard, good breeds of
sheep for wool growing, ele, are sleps in
{he right direction. Repeated reference
has been made to the dairy inlerest, and
the rigid safegunards that should be oxer-
cised to prevent deterioration of the quality
ol butter and cheese.

The depreciation in farm produce is a
menace which no farmer can ignore, but
instend of complaining and hoping for
higher prices ho must set himsell reso-
Iutely to the task of growing his crops
cheaper than ever, so that they will cost
him a sum ‘well under the market price,
giving him a good profit on his outlay and
toil. Tt is an old contention that a bushel
of wheat cannot be raised at a profit for
less than a dollar a bughel; but if this is
so, there is a loss somewhere of twenty-
five conts a bushel, if we take the price of
wheat in Chicago to-day 08 the standard,
The farmer's profit is the difference be-
tween cost of production and the - price
which he obfains for his product, and the
agriculturist is confronted with.so many
avenues of possible loss that this margin of
profit should be kept as wide as possible.
Under coxisting conditions the striclest
economy in every department *will be
I‘;ﬁnd indispensable as the coniest will
end in favor of those who can produce- at
the cheapest rate.. In comparison. with
such countries ws India the high cost of
farm Iabor in Canada places us at a disad-
vantage, but weo fancy that complaints as
to the expense of hired lnbor come chiefly
from those who dopend upon such help
too exclusively, letting their employes
reap most of the benefit to be derived from
labor-saving machmns, ele.

The natural tendency in seasons .of busi-
ness-depression i to reduce prices to stim-
ulaie trade, but the ‘great cnuse for. the
drop in many staple articles hasg undoubi-
edly heen the introduction of new methods
of machinery and consequent -increased
production, the building of railroads which
have enabled dealers to forward articles of
food and merchandise at reduced rates,
and which lave_ also opened, up the in-
torior of the country, allording increased
acreage for agricultural produuts, the rapid
growth of numerous and important indus-
tries, and the abundant yield of the crops*
on this continent, The supplies of nearly

‘all commodities have thus increased at an

unheard of rate, and the rapidity of this
increage has more than kept pace \mh the
growth of popula.txon

‘The current prices of some of the neces-
saries of life, which are given. will show
the extent of the decline since. the latter
part of the year 1864. 'Lhe prices are
those that raled in the latter part of {hat
year,in the Dbeginning of 1575, und at, lhe
present time.

AT -HOME AND ABROAD.

The bountiful showers of the past week
have put a different face on the crop pros-
“pects throughout the country. Rain was
in many places badly needed, and nowhere
was it unwelcome. We are sorry tolearn
that bay in this province is not likely to
be agood crop, although a fair yield is
locked for. From the Northwest, reports
. are still of a- highly satisfactory character,
although, remembering the disappoint-
ments of former years, they are formulated
with much reserve. There jsstill a good
deal of time to be got over during which
casualties may overtake the prairie farm-
ers, but the season is believed to be at
least three weeks earlier than in any pre-
-vious year, and that should enable the
crops to ripen before there is any possibili-
ty of an early frost checking their growth.
If the hopes now entertained are fulfilled,
there will be a magnificent harvest, and a
large .amount of wheat for export of the

finest quality. o
Speaking of Manitoba wheat. brings us
naturally to the great event of "the weeok:
the opening of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way- from Montreal to the Tacific. On
Monday last, with little ceremony, the first
through,«train for Vancouversteamed away
from the banks of the St, Lawrence to find
its resting place only on the farther side of
this great continent. We Bhve grown so

_accustomed ‘to the idea, the railway has

been stretching.so gradually farther and
. farther, that there scems to be no special
point gained in this ¥ new departure,” yet
itis the erowning act of the whole great
enterprise. What its future shall be no
man can tell, but some day people will
look back and wonder that a community
such as this had the courage .to grapple
with so great an undertaking, and will ac-
" knowledge, we venture to prophesy, that
“the courage and confidence were justified
by the resulis. Our great Northwest is the
finest tract of land open anywhere to-day
- to settlers from the old world, if not the
only unsettled territory mow available,
there is room in it for millions, and, given
o good harvest or two, there will be a na-

~ : .

sion founded there which in time will re-.
quire. half-a-dozen railways - toHastern
ports; .We 'need have: nb fear' of'the cli
mate once -séttlement- really begins. -Cul-
tivation and treesplanting will soon put an
end to the early frosts which have so far
been the chief obstacles in the iay of sue-
cessful farming. It has been so in Ontario
and Quebec, and- in the.:Northwéstern
States, and must be'so'in our great North-
west, : S )

The crop reports from the United Stutes
are also generally favorable, more so, on
the average, than those from Canada.
Crops in many of the States are already as-
sured, some of them harvested, and as far
as the yield is concerned, & magnificent re-
turn may be looked on as almost a ¢ertain-
ty. But what will the crop be worth when
it is got, is' the néxt question. The pros-
pects in this direction are not reassuring,
but this much remains certain: better a
large crop at a low price than a small crop
at a high one, 1t is better for the farmer,
for it pays him better, and for the mecha-
nie, for it means a more plentiful supply of
food for the same money.

" In financial matters we note a decrease
in the surplus of the Associated Banks of
Now York, but. nothing more than the or-
dinary fluctuation from day to day would
account for. Money is at a low rate again
on call, and thé best commercial . paper is
done at 3@4 per cent. Following our re-
marks last week as to the. demand for in-
vestments, and the high prices paid for
good securities on this side, we note that
U. S 4 and 4} per cents have recently
made a marked advance in price.. They
now pay the investor something™ under 2}
per cent.; while the hest securities other

-than governments pay very little over that.

The enormous accumulations in the Trust
Companies and Savings Banks, and, more
than all, in- the hands of the Life Assur-
ance Companies, account for a great deal
of this investment demand. Limited by
law to certain classes of securities, these
are eagerly sought after, The accumula-
tions of money by life insurance companies
have reached such a stage that the mere
compounding of the interest creates an
enornous fund, to be placed, in turn, on
interest. T )

The market for sterling exchange still
rules very high, and’gold shipments are
going on. ~ The exports of merchandise
from the United States for May were (for

LABOR ARBITRATION.

The recent labor troubles in the United - -
States have atiracted the attention of thoge - -
gentlemen who believe that legislative -
netion is an infalliblo.panacea, and one of
the results of this belief is the 'Mardin
‘Arbitration Bill, which beeame law during
the closing days of the New York Stute
Legislature’s last gession, = o

The principles of the Dill are plain and
clear enough, and, when divested of legal « -
verbiage, the essential features are briefly " .
that the bill provides for local and tem. -
porary boards of arbitrators to seitle any
labor disputes that may arise, with ‘a per—.-_'
manent State Board, consisting of threg
commissioners, whose decision is to bhe
final and conclusive. These commissione
ers are'to receive w salary of $3,000 por
annum each, and as this sum does not'de- -
pend upon the amount of work done; it js -
probable that the commissioners will re- .
fzard the present peaceful state of the labor.
market with considerable equanimity. '

The local and temporary boards are to-
consist of five members, two tolie chesen
by the warkingmen through their Iabor o=
ganization, if they have one,..if not, by, a-"
majority vote, two sre to be designated by-
the employers; and the fifth by agreement

Should the board, now constituled, obtain
areputation for ability and impartial fair-
ness, undoubtedly considerable use will he
made of it, and it will prove ofi ncaleulable
value a8 o moansofavoiding the calamitous
eflocts of strikes and lock-outs, hut is to be
fearod that the commissioners appointed
are nob ultogether without the taint of po-
litical influence and that thus the contidneo
of both masters and men in the business
knowledge and impartinlity of the board
will be impaired at tho start.

The
conatantly increasing demand for lace hag
caused a corresponding improvement in
Iace-making machinery, and although in
valenciennes and other laces of that des-
cription, the flat monotonous ground of
machine lace compares poorly with that
made by the skilliful fingers of the bhand
worker, in Spanish guipure and chantilly
patterns the reproduction by machinery is
almost perfect, and in cases where a hand-
worked pearl edge has heen sewn upon it,
the machine lace has deceived the most
experienced connoisseurs,

New Iace flouncings are very popular
and seem totake bestin the widest widths,
such ag forty and forty-three inches; they
are shown in all silk, wool, sitkk and wool,
and cotton, the favorite for durability being
perhaps the marguise, otitlined with g thin
cord which serves to give extra solidity to
the fabric, 'Wool and silk laces have been
particularly called for, ag nothing shaws up
the design so well as a silk ground. New
patterns ave shown in perpendicular stripes
running {rom the edge of the flounce up~
ward and two-thirds of the way across
the width, and can be made up, either cut
into strips or used in the pieco. Lvery
shade is shown, white, cream, coflee, beige
and the browns being most called for, but
red, gold, pink, sky-hlue and chevretie
have also sold well to the trade.

LIFE MORTALITY.

The action of the American insurance com-
panies in publishing tables of their experience
of average mortality is of great value to those
who desire fo compure the results thus
arrived at with those of the American Experi-
ence table. One of the most valuable of these
tables has just Leen published by tbe Provi-
dent Life and Trust Company of Philadelphia,

its mortality experience covering o period of-

twenty years, with 124,667 years of life, and a
total amount of $380,334,659 exposed to risk,
and thus embracing o longer period of ‘experi-
cnce and showing a larger number of expo-
sures to risk than that of the American Ex-
perience table constructed i 1858, 1t shows
that the ratio of aetual deaths to that of prob-
able deaths was on the average .647. The
following table given by the New York Com-
mercial " Bulletin gives a comparison of the

The total area of the United States is
1,866,077,400 acres, and only 440,990,000 acres,
or about.23 per cent., arc wooded, while.a con-
siderable proportion of the limber is in moun-
tainous districts, and beyond easy reach. There
are 207,650,000 acres of farm8, and no less than
1,115,430,400 acres of unimproved and waste
lands, old ficlds, &c., not under cultivation,
but “devoid of Lnnbcr As regards the con-
sumption of nmb(.r, it’ rcqmrcs no less than
15,600,000 acres, or an aren equal to Vermont,
New Hampshire, Connecticut and Rhode Is-
land, to supply the railroads. The American
supply of fuel will, in asingle year, clear the
forests of 30,000,000 acres of trees. The loss
of timber by forest fires averages annually 10,-
000,000 acres. The cut of timber is 28,000,000
ft. 0 year, which lays bare annually a foresd
aren greater than the State of New Hampshire.
Altogether, the forests of the United States
are decreasing at the rate of 50,750,000 acres
wnnually, which would clear o wooded surfuce
equal in extent to all the New England States,
together with New Jersey and Maryland,
