volume is carly made muiifest. The present result was
therciore no more than coulid have becen aniticipated.
.Indeed there is a feelinîg of relief tlat the excess of' Hie
ordiinary expenîditure over revenue was only S1.,210,332
and it is evident blhat the guvermu îelnt mui îst have pur-
sied an econoilical policy to keep tihis portionl of the
figures so low,considcring tl falling off in the receipts,
for ithe balance niOf the delicit is due to outlays on public

works wi ici were practically uînavoidable. These iii- -
clude $1,220,000 for railroad subsidies, expeidîture oi
governient raîlways, 81,610,000 for enlarging the St.
Ltawrince systemuî of caiials, and $I,316,000 on the con-
struetion of the Soo canal. To tiiese paymelts few
will take exception. They were iecessary to the pro-
gress of the country, and will repay theiiselvcs iii the
increased trailie faciliies aud conîsequeti greater oppor-
tuniîities for expansion in )utsilnetss which they represent.

The one disquieting featurc in the expenditure ac-
count is the iicrease over the figures of 1893. Yet
most of the separate itemîs are explicable. The inerease
of $400,000 iii the interest on the public debt is, of
course, niavoidable. hlie growth of $11.0,000 in mail
subsidies isdue to the paymnict of Sl21,600 ta bhe Ans-

tralian steainship line establislhed by Mr. luddart of

fast AtilantiC service faune. The inicrease of $100,000 iii
expenditure an penlitentiaries is ascribed to the inaugu-

ration of the iew systen--questionuable, we think-of
isolation for lardened criminals, and that of $00,000 in
the post office to the openling of new postal routes.

Edward [slanld, there has beenî a decrease in the Custoiis
revenue. Iere has beeii a marked falliig off iii the
revenue from public lands also. New settlers entering
the North Vestbdoubtless find it to itheir interest to
talke up free grants on Canadian Pacific hnds instead of
paying for Government lands, with the result that 'the
receipts froii land and tiiber sales fell off $75,000 dur-
ing the year. he depression which appears to have
beci felt earlier iii the West,has doubtless been a factor
also. The eonsequence js thaï the figures for 1891 are
considerably under those of 1.893, and those for 1.895 are
iot over assuring.

AI-
ready the receipts for the prescnt year are $2,408,091.
less than those of last, aid the expenditure is $413,000
larger. To the expeiiditures of the present fiscal year
must bc added the outlay on capital account-that is
the cost of railway subsidies, canais, public works, etc.
Last year this added $3,291,037 to the public debt. This
ycar it will include the mîoney spent on the Sault St.

It is not a Iittle sigulair that the depression in Eng-
land is iarkei it presnt and fuor some time past by a
rise in (2 % Cosols. 'lhe fact is thai the 1number of
safe investments is, in the min<us of invesoîrs, extremey
loiie andf th1ey cosqetyconible their. aavng .o
i îîemî piloyiîl funilswhere they are perfectly certain they
wilf be little, if any, iunder intr a any time, and where
a steuly hoigli siill reiun en ie crelied uponi.

Niuieroius Iredilicti)iis have beei induilged ii on both
sides of fhi A flaitie as Lo the possibl e eil of Uieexist-
ing depressioi, bil none of themi sem to be ver-y re-
liable. " A war, Ur a iew discovery, or evei a iew
ieavy faillire nuiy sel all preidictions at iogiiirhit, ail
comipel hose who malle Lliei o defeml themselves by
desiioitslinis Cit Lhey imiigift have been right but;

field. Tlhe comdition f agirs in tue United States,

ifunforiimely, is not as yet very assuring. Every
gleai of ligfl is tearl seruitn tized', every argument
hiled, by which silver may be shown to be appireciating
in value ; but in the lace Of this there is te general be-
lief lhai A ustria, I lulia aind aipa re bout to establisli
a gtfl coitmge. The supply of gild, oun te otherandl.
has advanced since 1800 lroi 125 millions a year Lu 185
millions in .180 l, and there is e e speet of the in-
crease contiiisg, espcially irougi the increased

producit in Southîî A frica mines, aind in those of Western
Aistralia. 'Tle follow-îig conîniiieits ifpn the situa-
tion, Fromi an Enýiglishi standploinit will not1 be wvithout
iiterest.

" We rather woider, ill the saie, if the fat years arc
more beneficiA foi- he natiois tn the leant yatrs.
''he astoundiniufig cieaptneIÙss Or ever-yfinig whîich has
marked fhe priesct dee, and ounted A meica and
the whole Euoencontinent with fabile schemes of
Protection, must have hein years of gieat case for con-
siiiiers and ave, if you conIt tie women in, most
enormously otii ioniiiibeiied tie producers. Th liccivilized
world has, dtring liaf bime, lmîd pleniy to eut and to

wear, and these are the two prime necessities after ail.
If they conld only lave knocked down the figures of
the tLhird neèessity, lodging, in an eqnal degree, the
people world have been well off, but that problen con-
tinues for the preseit insoluble. A rapid increase of

population. together with soie other Causes, one of
which is an immense improveient in geiieral decency,
raises rent se rapidly that for those who labor in cities,
much of tHe advantages of cheapness has been swept
away. Still, ail of it has not beon lost, and we nust re-
inember that if the farners have suffered in their sales
they arc consumers as to purchases, and that ail
through Mie Jean years the wages of artisans have re-
mained steadily in advance of former averages." This
is a stock argument with those who wish to foster
manufacturing industries, ani it cannot be gainsaid
that they have much reason on their side. "They have
refused to consent to let tein fal to the level marked
by prices, and on the wlole vith somie reserve for par-
ticular trades, and allowing for a tolerable ainount of
weeding out of! hialf-Icficient workers, they have fouglit
their battie successfllly. iNobody Can fairly say that
the brunt of a depression lias been borne by the work-
ing poor."

h'liere lias been consolation also for the producers in
the immense and steady demaind, ani even for tHe capi-
talists, foi- though inîterest has beei shrinkiiig they
have been relieved of thez competition of suall men,
who, when profits go down to zero, find it pays them
botter to beconie managers or foremenii. Economy, too,
lias becn pressed on ail classes in a way much more
efiective than lecturing. If, as is often alhged, men's
minds grow sharper in lean years, and therc is an in-
crease in, the tendency te industry, the world inay have
beintid by its short coinions. " The lean years have
certainly iot been iarked by any literary progress, and
as certai nily they have been marked by a popular rebell-
ing againstlong hours," whid, one with the other would
seem to militate against the favorite thcories as te in-
tellectial and ind(fustrial advance resulting froi more
leisure for the so-called working people.

TIHEI, CONFLAG RAT ION IN TORONTO.
There is a painf Ul sameness about the accounts of

tie great fires which have swept away thousands of
dollars worth of property in our cities during the past
fewy miionths. In every instance there is the old story
of lack of the nîccessary fire-fighting appliances, of in-
adequate water-pressure, of delay in discoverig 'the

alames, andi dilatorimîess in giving and responding te the
alari. The aceount of the conflagration which des-
troyed $260,000 worth of property ini Winniipeg last
Novemîber and added $t2,000 te the losses of the Ilire
inîsirance companies would alimost (10 for that of the
one whiclh swept away the G/elc building and adjoining
properties in Toroito on Suinday last and did damage
to the extîent of $600, of which nearly $40U,000 wil
fal on the compainies. li eaci instance tie reasons
why the devouring eleinent was practically allowed to
burn itsEf ont are identical, and it is apparent that the
severe object lesson of te Wiennipeg fre was totally
lost upon the municipal authorities of the Quieen City.
I; is to be hoped that the present une, being nearer
home, may awaken them to tIe fact that n city cai
consider its fire applliances Complete while it relies sole-
ly upon its water-pressure'for protection and is not pro-
vided with an adequate nuniber of stean fire-engines
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If it docs, last Suniday's fire mnay prove a saluntary im-
petIs in. the right direction. If iL does not, it behooves
te. compallies to takce fhe iatter into their own litnds
and iisist up ni the protective appliaices of the second

city in the Doioniiiii bei'g broughît np to a condition
of elliciency.

under ordiiary circumistances the water pressure of
Toronto miay doubtless be adeqnate. But, unfortiate-
ly no precatutions had been taken to have iii readiness
any alternative appliances in] evenît of its failurc. And
this is precisely what took place. Rlepairs were being
made to the w-ater-works whien the flaimes broke out,
the pressure was barely suflicient to send a weak stream
to the third story, and having n steam-engines to fall
back liion, the fireien were practically coipelled to
allow the ire to burn itself out. 'Tlie acrial tower proved
a hindrance rather thai a help. It was wrongly placed
at first, and in the attempt to remnove it ane brave f e1-
1ow «as killed, a nuinber of others more or less injured,
and the ladder itself smashed by the falling walls.

The suddenness withi which the lire seems to have
grasped the entire building aiso requires explanatio ni.
According to the watcImIan's account lie disco vered the
fire first in the boiler room anid gave the alarin t atOnce.
Yet, when the fireient arrived, the flaies iere ln full
contriol of the btiildiitg. Luckily it was on Suniday
mornig-the oe ioring of the week when the
btilding was not swarming with employes of the
Gobe-and thus the inexplicaly rapid spread of th
laines vas ntot abtetdICtI by loss of life. But it will bc
iterestiig to note bhe evidence brougit forth aft the
inq uest amL sec whether any fresh informationt upon
Liis point is elicited.

As to the insurance loss, a cantvass of the ollices place s
it at $303,460 oE whici $204,009 fails upon British
oalices, $53,500 on Anerncani and $75,000 on Caniadian
compaies.

Tii the liglt of these losses if may perliaps be inter-
esting to eiquire w'ha,; 'Toronto aldermen thiiik now of
tieir niuch talked-of plan of civie insu rance. Suppose in-
steaid of being divided aniong thirty-eight companies,and
largely reinsired both in Englaîni and the United States
wi1th "treaty" companlies, te whole ""300,000 hald to
coie suddenly ont of the municipal funds. How would
the taxpayers cf Toronto regard their scheme then ?
Certainly not inl bhC same light as its pronmoters affect
to do. If anything were required to drive one more
nail into the coffin of' civic intsurance it; would certainly
be the lesson Suidafs fire inculcates, ani if it d'oes
nothing else beyond placing munnieïpal faddists in their
true light before the people, its bitterness will be suame-
what softenel. But let ns hope it will <la imore than
this. and that it \Vill awaken the enîergetic mnerchants of
Toroito to the necessity of placing their fire depart-
ment at once on a footinig commensinate with the mi-
portance of' the risks at stake. if if bas this result, the
fire will soonî prove itself a blessing, however ieavily
disguised.

TIHE VA UiAUR RE iLECORDi).

It says a good deal for the strenghiî and solvency Of
Canadian business and manufacturing hoses tihat the
failure list of 180 is not larger thani it is ; for in all
periods of sinall profits and narrow credits, like the one
we are now passing throug, a number of hlie weaker
houses are incvitaby forced ou of' the arena by the iii-
creased severity of competition. Uinder these circui-
stances the year's record miîght naturally have beenl ex-
pected to show a mnuch larger 'proportion of finiancial
disasters than il does, and bence we may fairly draw the
conclusion Lhat tihe btsiness of 1891 was noL nearly so
unprofitale as poplar anticipation bail prepared us to
ftind it.

Te total of failures inl Cantaida, as coiIpiled by R. G.
Dtuin & Co., nunmbered 1800, vith liabilities of $18,470,-
082 and assets of $14,422,032. Tliese were divided
amonîg the varions provinces as under

Nox t t i iiportaLice ii the amount of liabilities comes
Britist h Coliiibia. But this is to be ascribed to the
failuruC of thme bankinig firmt of Greenî, Worlock & Co..
who.are responsible for $527,044 ont of the total of
$1,452,150. 'li returns fron this province show that
the assets iii eaci of the classes exceeded the liabilities,
and tius that, althmough ile average of liabilities in the
case of the industrial and conmnercial failures was $11,-
860, hie total percentageof assets to liabilities was 110
peur ceit. Maniioba miaks an almnost equally good
showi ig. i that proviice. the average of liabilities
w'as $7,377, and the peucentage of asses 105.

ll tle Maritimiie Provinces the failuires Vere mih
less satisfactory. .In New Brunswick the average of
liabilifies was $18,14, and the perceiitage of assets
oily 4.7 per cent. in Nova Scotia the average was
$5,121 anid the percentage of assets was 65 per cent.

hlie figures of Prince Edward Island are too insigii-
ficaut to iced comment.

Tlese figures show that the losses to creditors were
greatest in New J3rmunswick, where tiestateients show
a surplus of liabilities of 53 per cent. over the assets.
in Nova Scotia tliey were 35 per cent.; in Ontario 18

per ceit.; and iii this province 27 per ceit. larger. In
Manitoba the assets iominally excecded the liabilities
by 5 per ceit. anld ii British Columbia by 10 per cent.,
aid faking the average of the wIoIe h)omuîinionm they
were onily 22 per cent. less. Tlis is nîot at all a dis-
couragiig showi ng, coisiderinmg the condition of busi-
ness during iMe year jusi closed. It shows tlat lthe
majority of tlhe failires of 1894 arose fromiu legitiiate
biusiness causes aid thmat the percentage of fraudulelt
failiures must have beein iii uustally simili, and it en-
courages us Co hope thIat, nuow thalit hie cloud of depres-
sioi is slowly liftling anmd the commercial horizon
steadily clearitg, the record for 1895 mmay be au un-
usually favorable one.

THE OUTLOOK IN LONDON.
Advices fromn London, 1ngland, differ as to the out-

look for the preselt year, but we treat the subject at
soie length elsewhere. \,n authority usually reliable
says "there are good grounids for hoping that the coin-
ing year will be more prosperous than any since the
Baring collapse." Savinig lias been goinig on during
the last four years on a great scale, and the amiounît of
iiutem îployed mîoney in ail civilized countries is un usuall y
great. There is a " boom" iiin South Africani shares.

Conilideuce is reviving all over;" credit bas iiproved;
initerest and discount are so low that the thrifty classes
are looking for some profitable investients for their
money. The low prices o nearly all commnuodities pre-
vailing for somne tin e have enabled ail those who have
regular emîploymueit or enjoy steady dividends to lay by
more of! teir carnings or incomne tlan usual. Even
manufacturers benefit by the low prices for nearly all
raw materials. Cotton was iever so low, and manufac-
turers have been stocking up largely iii expectation of
a rise iii prices. The rush to buy South African securi-
ties lias doubtless much to do with the beter feeling
noted iii Great Britaini aI [reland. The Frencli have
also becn investing ini thiese shares thoug vith more
caution. The T'Iimes takes occasion to warni the public
againsf somue of the shares, averring that the profits
iade are nainly " market premiiuii"s-that " the new
" riches, wlich have lately made so many large fortunes
"for dealers anîd operators withi early information, are
"largely a 'discount' of vealth to be realized iii the
"future." "Investors in such enterprises," say the
writer, " are relying ipon the gambling ability of their
managing directors." Noney has been made, and that
largelybult iii case of a reverse it is not the well-in-
formned inner circle who will be loaded uip wifth shares
dearly bought.

CLEARING IOUSE RETURNS FOR 1894.

During the first quarter of 1894 the transactions at
the local Clearing [ouse fell 23 millions below the
total for the corresponding ieriod of the previous year,
and this deficiency contintued up to the close of Decemî-
ber withinî a million of dollars-

The figures for 1893 being .......... 568,732,000
for 1894 ....... 546,600,000

$ 22,132,000
The heaviest yearly total recorded at the Montreal

Clearing House is'that for 1892, viz. $590,043,000. The
figures furnished by the Aimerican Clearing Houses
point to a decline iii t.eir aggregate clearings siice the
year just namned (which was also their harvest year)
approxitnting 27 per cent. and tlhrowing the aggreate
back a wliole decade.

Montreal's decrease withiin the past ten years is less
t hîan 7 per cent.

Contiinuing the comparison between 1893 and 1894:
If the totals of the five Canadian Clearing Hlouses be
conipited at SI millions for the former years (Wrii.
nipeg's Clearing louse not haviig been formed until
Deceiber 1893) the total is fournd to bc 76 millions i
excess of 1894 vhen tie figures were 005 millions, or
11,½ less.

Lin examiniîng the totals of the clearings at Montreal,
Toronto, Hamiltonand Halifax for the last four monitlis
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of 1891, we discover that while Halifax is nearly sta-
tionary, as compared with ithe sane period of 1893,
Hamilton nearly a million less, and Toronto five mil-
lions less, our local Clearing louse shows an inerease
of 16 millions.

To what circumstance this latter increase is to be at-
tributed we are unable to express an opinion, t.hough
inclined to the belief that our local " Wall Street" oper-
ations will have been a large factor in augmenting the
figures of the daily clearings.

As helpiiig to deinonstrate the advantages coniferred
by the Clearing Houses and the lessening of risks in
handling settleients, we learn that sonie 80 millions
of dollars paid in by the debtor baniks at Montreal
lielped to extinguish the whole volume of 546 millions
of Clearings during the past year.

ACCOMMODATION PAPER.

Never, perhaps, in the history of the country, was
there need of greater circuispection. on the part of
bankers as to the character of paper offered for discount
tliiii at the present day. Somne of the siniller banks
have lad a lesson forcibly brought home to theni dur-
ing the last year or two, but it is to be hoped that in nio
instance lias it been learied too dearly. During the
eru of prosperity which in mnost countries caie to a
rather sudden period before the first half of 1893 had
expired, numubers of ambitions men went into business
on their ownm accounit, investing the small savings of
years ; and nany business men who had prospered dur-
ing the dlecade were not satisfied with doing well but
allowed heiselves to be temptcd into various enter-
prises outside of their own regular vocations. The
wiser-ones-had observed the signs of the times, beginn-
ing witlh the collapse ofc the Barings iii the early fall
of 1890, and prudently trimmîed their sails and clcared
their decks for the heralded storm.

Compared with the previous decade, a numuber of niew
departures were undertaken, and many old ideas availed
of to an extent thiat threatened .disaster sooner or later
to those chiefly concerned. Tlhe use of Accoiinodation
Paper, which has always been more or less emnployed
by firms struggling to put off a day of disaster, was re-
sorted to by iumbers of young business men to whon
weak banks were persuaded into grantinîg ines of dis-
count, and it was discovered that certain men who made
it a profession to " put tlrough" such paper were
eharging a rather liberal shaving for their services.
Dissolutions took place, and eaci partiier starting on
his own account in cheaply rented offices, whiich ,have
become so plentiful of late, was enabled to hîelp his old
friends, ierely agreeing that lic should have a quid pro
guo for bis services-tlat they simply should endorse
for himi and he for them. The amount of this Accoma-
modation Paper under the caption of " Notes Overdue,
not Specially Secured" is probably not as great as it
was a year ago, because banks have been gradually
weeding it ont, but it is well-known that a very large
proportion of the bad debts wiped off diiring the last
year as not fit for that category, lias been something
unusual in magnitude and quantity.

The difliculty lies chiefly in closing these accounts.
There is every endeavor made to show tlat certain en-
terprises depending upon their continuance cannot fail
eveutually te be successful ; that there is, consequently

more to bc gaiied by keepiMg ie account alive tlan by
closing it up. Whci tinies are iending-as many
people believe they arrp at thepresent tinie-agreeable to
certain appearances-such a policy on the part of the
banker would probably have some reason on its side,
but the year of 1894 was iot of this character, and the
cautionary policy outlined- by several leading bankers
at the ananual meetings of the last two years, applies
with little less force to-day. At all events, Acconunio-
dation Paper is not a class of security which a bank,
whatever its position and however anxious for custo-
mers, should encourage at any tinie, and while it is dif-
ficult always to escape being cajoled or wheedled into
lending good money in exchange for doubtful security,
no rate of interest will warrant it; and no mutual guar-
antec of circulation will excuse the acceptance of such

paper. t3ut bainks which have been bitten are not
likely to allow such custoimers to approach then so
nearly again, and we nay hope that ic losses sustained
by a few of them-in other parts of die Dominion
as well as in Montreal-will not take it amiss from us
if we again caution them that they eannot bc too care-
ful in ser-utiniziing the nanes on some of the paper pre-
sented themn for discount.

CANADIAN GOLD FIELDS.

While so incli attention is being paid by European capi-
talists to the gold mines of South Arica and West Aistralia,
it is well for Canadians ta remneinber that we have valuable
gold fields in abinost every province of the Dominion. One of
the iîost important is situated in the very centre of our coun-
try, close to the wîesterii banîîdary of OntUrio, but its develop-
ment was retarded for many years bv the famnous boandary
dispute betwena Ontario and the Doiniîion Governieiit.
The trritory at stake apparently possessed but little value
except for lumbering and fishing. Bat wlioi the laws and
regulations in regard te gold iilning were once clearly estab-
lished, prospecting began in carnest. Old clains were re-
located and crown patents obtaiined ; while new and promis-
ing discoveries of gold quartz wero reported froin day te day.
This gold field extends froi near Thunder Bay tothe western
boundary of Ontario. The Canadian portion of iL lies bc-
tween the 0. P.R. track and the United States boundary.

Until the present year most of the prospceting and mining
in this region was carried on alomg the shores of the Lake of
the Woods. But there was a great rush early last year froi
Duluth and other Amnerican points te Rainy Lake in searchi of
gold. In consequance, thera lias been far more work done on
Rainy Lake and Saine River in 1894 than on the Lake of the
Woods.
- The only two mines that were actually shipping bullion

last year were the " Little Aierican" on Rainy Lake and
the " Sultana" (about 8 miles fromi Rat Portage) on Lake of
the Woods. The latter mine sends regularly every Monîday
muorning a bar of gold to the Iiiperial Bank at Rat Portage

ranging in value froin $1,200 to $2,000; while the cost of pro-
duction does not exceed $600. The bullion froin the " Little
Aimerican" goes direct te Duluth. The yield of its quartz is
said te be higher tan LIthe " Sultana's" ; viz., $17 par ton as
against $15. But either of theni is far richer than the aver-
age of the famous South African mines, which is only $10
per ton.

'Thre are mîany other locations on Lake of the Woe,ds and
Rainy Lake wliere large vains of quartz have beau opened up
quite as rich as these. Our informant, Mir. Jolmiî Fraser Tor-
rance, M.E., whose integrity no one wili question, says-" 1
do not hesitate to put on record mny conviction that this dis-
trict W: il] soon come te the front as one of the great gold fields
of the world. But there is reason to ar that the greater
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part of the wealti to be derived frein the vigorous exploita-
tion of these mines will flow into tihe pockets of Aimerican,
F"rnoicih and Englisi capitalists. Our own capitalists seemu
strangely-roluctant te help in the developiient of our Cana- r
dian minerals ; althîough it is evident thtat tie prasence of
several thounsand well-paid mineirs in that region wouldereate
an inmportant local mîarket to bo supplied by the merchants
and imanufacturers of Montreal, Toronto and Winnipag.

[in thse days of keen competition and small profits, capi-
talists should regard with especial favor an industry where
thore is absolutely no comupetition te affect prices and where
the profits often range from 30 te 100 per cent. per annuim.
fin days gone by tliere w'ere ample groiunds for considering
iiinsing investmenots as extra hazardous. But tihe advance of
geological and technical science within the past 20 years lias
se diiiiinislid these risks that our most competant experts
now successfully imiaintain tliat there is no more risk in a care-
fully ceisidered and properly niunaged mining enterprise
thai in aniy otLher industrial i drtaking.

lu conclusion, let lire warn readers that a considerable
uimber of worthless wild-cat scheiies are always developed

in every new niuinmg camp. Lake of the Woods and Rainy
lake will bo ne oexceptions te this rulo. Nobody should in-
vost money in any of the mines of that region except under
cotpeltnt professional advico.

There is ample reason te believe that tie present year 1895
will see a very decided.mining hoom in that region, with large
amioniits of British and foreign capital llowinig in for invest-
mont. l'le Vise peoplo thiat oniploy their capital in develop-
ing properly solectod iining locations in advansce of tihis
boom are stire o ruap a very iandsone profit froin such> in-
vestmois ; whil they deserve the gratitudo of tieir fellow-
itizens for developing sucli a valuable home imarkof; for all

Canadian prodncts."

WANT.ED-A BANK MANAGiE R.

W¢e liar that La Banque Nationale is in quest of a getieral
mnaager. Tlhis lias bcin ai open secret during the last two
or thtroo mtîonfis. lew, perhaps, would undertake to say howv
far during imany years past the leading owiers in tiat in-
stitution laVe beoit alivo te tIteir interests as shareholders, as
well as te thair responsibilities beyond ; but fron ail we hear
lately, tirougli highily respectable sources, it is te be inferred
that there are aiong the diractors those who ara at length
determined oi boldly facing the necessity of working the
biank's capital and funds to botter advantage thian for somte
yarts past. 'lose wio have looled behiind tle scenes are not
surprised tiat La Banque Nationale passed its dividend for
tha ISt six oiths. Amtong its custoiers were parsons
who could not got trusted by any prudent business man
in thie city with avain a hnidred dollars. Some accounts open-
ed on il books during the last few years, as vell as the docu-
monts oifered, wero more littad for the ollice of soma private
îmoniy-londer who took risks at isurious rates antd feL him-
self obligad to siadow-to watci closly-every transaction
aid miiovemment of his borrowers ; and il is ntl believod that
uio tmagagmieit Once responsible in Montreal was reimiarkably

singular in this respect. The directors evidently ntow think
it Iigl tmime te inîfuse somte iewr blood into the institution, te
cloose their man i tioir bcause of ability and merit rather
tait for tLhe reason tliat thoy arc cheap or have "friends at
court" The proprietors of La Baique Nationale have somue
oxaiples heore tiemii, and thera be msaniy wio'baliove that if
thoy pay wiat a good mian can accept, and apply thie priuing-
knife vigorously, their property, with its large, solid, paid-up
capital, maiy yet take ransk wit the inmore prosperous char-
terod baiks of thte Dominioi. A itw i manager would have
lie easy task before hi for soitie time te couse, and the Direc-
tors iuîsîst consoquently be prepared to pay a salary in excess
of, rather thais below $6,000 a year. The right miai for the
place woulid be cheap at abînost anty salary paid te the genleral
siaiagens of any but a few of the largest banks. They are not

ikely, however, to forget there is a wise Italian proverb
vhich translated reads, "Make haste slowly.

It nay, perhaps, be remarlcd in passing that while the di-
rectors deoi a fluent knowledge of the French language es-
ential in theoir general manager, it vill scarcely b questioned
that this rather limits the field of their choice. There have
been managers in Quebec who couldspeak neither French nor
English ivith ease. A knowledge sucli as nost educated mon
possess of being able to read and understand the language
night prove ample, especially with a fluent assistant mana-
ger, who could easily be secured. It is well known that in
London, Eng., there is a disposition in favor of Scotch inana-
gers. At ail events we believe that it would be in tie inter-
est of the bank that some attention be given to strengthen its
position in Montreal. No management can be fully satisfac-
tory which is obliged to refer nany details of business te dis-
tant headquarters before deciding upon their terits. Tihe
smalt fees usually paid te directors would doubtless he Well
spent in this way. An advisory board, such as that ii vogue
here with certain British insurance companies, would go a
long way towards supplying any deficiency in this respect, but
tihe directors have doubtless had this matter already before
them for their consideration.

A FEATURE OF TE THOMIPSON CRLMINAJ CODE.

The necessity of soie knowledge of the provisions of the
Criminal Code of Canada on the part of their employes was
impressed in a forcible manner on the management of two
city dailies last week. On the 2nd :January the follow',ing ad-
vertiseient was handed in at the wickets of te two papers
and duly paid for :-

If the pocket book taken fron lady getting on cars at the
corner of St. Catherine and Main Streets is returned, with k.oys
and papers, te Mrs. Warner at the Theatre this afternoon,
no questions will be asked, and a reward vill be given."

As it was late, the "ad." was rushed up-stairs au d uly
appeared.

A few days later the nanagement of one ef the papers
received a writ taken out against it for $250 and costs by an
industrious young lawyer who makes it a regular practice te
scan the newspapers for other purposes than to learn ail about
the war in China. The writ was based on Section 157 ef the
Criminal Code of Canada which reads as follows :-

"Every one is fiable to a penalty of $250 for each oRence, re-
coverable with costs by any person who sncs for the saine il any
court of competent jurisdiction who

(a) publicly advertises a reward for the return of any property
which has been stolen or lest, and in such advertisemuent uses
any words purporting that ne questions will be asked.

(b) Makes use of any words in any public advertisement pur-
porting that a reward will be given or paid for auy propierty
which lias been stolen or lost without seizing or making any an-
qniry after the person producing such property : or

(c) promises or offers in any such advertisenent to roturn te
anîy paiwibroker, or other person who has advanced noney by w'ay
of loun on, or has bouglht, any property stolen or lost, the money
so advanced or paid, or any other smi of money for the retuirn of
suich property; or

(d) who prints or publishes any such advertiseient.
The time within which a prosec ution against a ewspaper linder

subsection (d) inay be commenced is Ilimited to six ionths.

The astonishmnent of the proprietors of both papers wiien
confronted with this unexpected extract fron the Code may
well be imagined. The one which vas sued will undoubt-
Odly have te pay $250 *and costs for its error. ''he other
(which lad inserted the advertisement four tines anid was
therefore liable to a fine of $1,000) lost no time in getting a
prominent lawyer, one of its shareoilders, te enter a friendly
action for the aiount against it before attention was directed
te It also. But the lesson is an important ene, and it is for
the bonfit of those of our exchanges who may possibly be
victimized by designing persons, one of whou imight insert an
artfully worded advertisemuent and tie other sile for the
penalty, that we give the particulars cited.

sent banking systeni is conducteT. Mr. Breclienridge is a
graduate of Cornell University amid Solignan Fellow in Eco-
nomies of Columbia College, New York.

At a tine when much is being read and digested both in
this country and the United States, in connection with cur-
rency questions, Mr. Breckenridge's mnonograph will prove
a pleasant relish to bankers, politicians, and financial theorists
renerally on bolh sides of the Une.

The liBaltinrore bankers have already seized the broad essen-
tial features of the Canadian 3ank Act and made them serve
as bases for remodelling, if happily Congress adopt their
views, the inelastic functionless currency of the liepublic.

We do not hesitate to say that the Canadian Bankers' Asso-
ciation have don great good service in placing Mr. Breck-
enridge's essay before their readers, and witli pleasure we ob-
serve that a further instahnent fron the same pen will appear
in their nîext publication.

TiÎE SALT PRODUCERS MEET [NG.

The meeting of Ontario salt producers aIt London, Ont.,
ended in a fiasco owing ta the refusal of the Canadian Pacific
Railway ta enter any combination having for its end the
raising of prices. The C.P. I. salit wells at Windsor produce
nearly suflicient ta supply the Canadian mnarket and without
their co-operation the other producers can do notiing. It is
threatened that au American syndicate will be formed le pur-
chase all the individual welils in Ontar:o and that then this

syndicate and tie C... will liglit it out bet;ween themi.

THE PULiP CASEU.

The Laurentide Pulp Company of Three Rivers, have won
their appeal to the U. S. Board of General Appraisers against
the decision of th Collector of Customss at -Detroit who seized
a carload of their pulp for ailleged under-valaition, the coin-
pany having entered it at $13.4-1 peir long ton of 2,210 lbs.,
while tie collector held it at $15.09 a short ton of $2,000 lIbs.
Not long after the Detroit collector seized another carload on
the saine grounds of undervaluation. Several bearings were
given the imatter, ani the Board hanided dowi a decision to
the Treasury Department, ruling against the decision of the
coleclor and in favor of the Lauronti de Comîpany and fixing
the valuation of wood pulp at sixty cents per 100 ibs.

THIE ALE ANI) EEi TitADE.

The depression whici so imany persons are talking about
-more friglstned than lhurt-is showing itseif in an unusual
shape in Toronto. One would suppose that wien times are
quiet men so inclined find more time for their glass or their
cigar. fin the Queen City, ou the contrary, ie brewers say
that the consuimption of ale and lager lias been curtailed to a
marked degree. This is shiow'n more especially in bottLIe
orders fron family grocers who say that teirsai demansd in this
direction has fallon oI very imaterially. One large brewing
firmn say their bottled trade declined fron 15,000 in 1892
ta 10,000 in 1893 and to 5,000 in 1894. Barrel ales and beer
iad not fallen of very inaterially, the domand for these being
c'tietily fron saloons and iotels, but the number and anount
of bad debts fromt this source bas increased largely, and they
say that they are getting loaded witli Lhis class of accounts.

THE NOliW[CRI UJNION.
Mr. Joint 13. Laidlaw of Toronto, referred la iast week as

sinceeeding lo the gancral management of the Norwich Union
in Canada, does not enter otn lis iew duties until early in
Febi'uary. Mr. Laidlawa is imseantime closing up his work
with the Lancashsire and is on a brief visit lo Moutreal for the
purpose. M1r'. Laidlaw, it is iieedless to sry, thougli a yong
mian, ias bad bis foot firiny planted on every step of the in
surance ladder, and it aiso gaes withoit saying that te over
conservative ciaracter of the staunch old Norwich Union in
Canada cannot fail ta be judiciously tempered uander his con-
trol.
