modern school education, by which youtls are drilled
far more thoroughly in the mere accomplishments of
life than in thase branches that are essential to the
equipment of a tliorough business man. An illustra.
tion of this was given us by a city storekeeper. He
required a yonth to assist partly behind the corner,
and partly in the.ofûice with the books and accounts.
Wishing to secure a clever boy, one whose work would
be _well donc, he selected one recommended to him by
the Master of a school which is famous for its prize
winners. He chose the one who had distinguished.
hinself in mathematics. The r esult we give in bis
own words:

He can work out algebraic problems of some difi -
culty with1 ease, but he cannot make out my accounts
correctly ; bis extensions are'not reliable, and bis addi-
tions are not correct!" As office work does not consist
in solving algebraical puzzles, but does require the
strictest accuracy in multiplication and addition, and
in transferring items from one book to another, or -to

invoice and account sheets,. the school prize-winner was
a failure in a business establishment'. The position is
analogous to a young mason who has been taught to
chisel out the ornamental capital of a pillar,' but who
has had no training in laying the stones of the base,
and the pillar itself, truc, plumb, and strictly according
to the architect's working dravings. Where one man
is wanted to do such work as can be'seen in progress on
the handsome facade of the new Canada Life ,building
in this city, a score are required for the less fanciful
and artistic work of building up the main walls of that
and other less ornate structures.

There are young men known to us who are "dabls"
at some of the more intrigate problems of Office work,
whose more humble calculations cannot be relied upon.
The sanie defect is very noticeable in another' educa-
tional department. Boys and misses of fourteen to
sixteen can give an elaborate analysis 'of sentences ac-
cording to the, philosophical principles of modern
gramniars, vho cannot write a letter free froni grave
grammatical errors. Nowi, the work of a bank accoun-
tant or cf any officer in a similar position ii an insu-
rance office or inercantile louse, presents no great diffi-
culty to- a person whose head is clear and who has a
thorough grasp of a leading, vital principle in account
keepiii'g, and vho above all things is severely accurate.
These. mental acquirements and powers are not alto-
gether given or developed by modern edncational
methods. Youths are rushed throughian arithmetical
and mathematical course with- a speed' which wholly
prevents their ethorougli grounding in any section.
Their schaoiv ork is learnt as if it were , conjuror's

trick, a sort of mental legerdemain, a thing having no
practical application or relation to other classes of
work. Often it-is brooded over at night, in a mass of
figures that confuse rather than énlighten. Thus a
boy who has "donc" vulgar fractions, for instance in
one terni, when asked to solve a question in them
has been heard to say, "O ! I did that rule last year 1"
as though having once been "done," it was of no fur
ther use, and could be forgotten and thrown aside like
an old glove. So all along the line, each set of rules is
a thing of only temporary use; the rules are ivorked
mechanically, and so leave nu permanent addition to
the boy's knowledge of arithmetical priinciples. Wé
venture to say that, a youth vho lias tlhoroughly mas-
tered arithmetic up to ." Rule of Tiree," or simple frac
tions; is likely to be a fUr superior arithmetician in
after life than the one who, has been pushed *through.
these into a much higher course in the modern style.
The present Bishbp of Manchester, who narrowly es
caped being a senior wrangler at Cambridge, once
said that his father, who had had only a common-
school education, had such a thorouîgh grasp of arith-
metical principles that lie could solve some probilens
by simple arithmetic which would not be easy for a
good mathematician to do by algebra. But the old,
man lad been " grounded" and not " veneered" by his
teacher.

When then a young man is confronted with returns.
from branches, and'other data in a bank which an Ac-
countant has to apialyze, and managè in proper order
and.from them to make the entries required, lie is
utterly at sea if bis arithmetical training has been don .
in modern style, for lie has not learned to et at some
root principle which is " a lamp to bis feet" in thiead-
ing the iazes of the figures b-fore him, and a guide
in.iimarsballing them correctly. One fact, which isthei
basal principle in all accounts,. is this : theie is no
third place for account entries ; an entry must be
either a debit or a credit. If young acoountants 3voùld
fix their minds upon that faet and study out whý eadli
entry made, o- to be made, is, orbhas to b, classedin
one category or the- other, they w'ould have a clear
course before themi'and. full daylight where-tieiy are
now often enveloped in a dense fog of doubt. Tliat
hàbit of mind is implanted and developed bya thor-'
ongh grofindirïn ýriý4th e vii e t of i

Why men are so scarce for bank accountants and

other like positions is because they have not been
trained to asi Why ? at every step in school workç.
They are like trick dogs that can do just wlhat tbey
have beeii taught to do, and no more, But to be an
expert accountant demands a thorougl knowledge of
certain fixed, universally applicable principles an.
brains enougli to apply then in the unravelling and
ordering of statements however complicated. If a'
youth's knîowledge is superficial ; if ho does his work
only as far as he has been coached, if he does not sec
clearly lie why and the wvherefore of all the entries
lie lias to deal with and to make, lie is likely to be a
failure as an Accountant. On the other hand, a young
clerk of very inferior parts, who has acquired the habit
of looking Ielow the surface, of getting at the reason-
ing on11vhich his work is based, may, by ordinary at-
tention and care imake a highly capable officer of this
class and finîd his duties rather a pleasure than a
burthen.

TIE VENEZUELAN QUESTION.
The second message of President Cleveland, in which

lie deals with the Venezuelai question, has been re-
ceived quite good-humouredly in England. While dis-
turbing the stock market for American and other
securities considerably, it lias not had any effect what-
ever upon loans and discount rates in London. Evi-
douce of, the spirit with wvhich it was received by the
Stock Exchange is shown by the cablegran to the
New York Exchange, in vhich the hope is expressed
tliat in the event of hostilities between the two nations
the British warships would not have tieir movements
interfered with by irresponsible excursion steamers
issuing, and carrying spectators, fron. New York and
other ports. The reply of the New Yorc Exchange

vas quite to the point also, being to.the effect that
'hey "hope British war-ships are botter than British
yachts."

The Economids looks upon flie situation as " grave."
The message to Congress in the despatch of the Secre-
tary of State to Lord Salisbury, indicates'that the Gov-
cimeint of the United.States lias, taken up a position
from which it will bo diflicult to recede but to which
Great Britain cannot agree. Venezuela, having dis-
covered the that terri tory bounded in 1840 by the sur-
vey of Sir R. Schomburgk is largely auriferous on the
British side, has revived a dou btful claim to its possess-
on. Referring to the attitude of the United States in
the muatter:it says, "It would b impossible for President
Cleveland to be more haughty if hls Government pos-
sessed an acknowledged Protectorate over.South An-
erica ; that the United States is the suprene tribunal,
and tlat if the decision is adverse, it bas no alterna-
tives except obedience-or compulsion. This it will be
at ohne perceived, is au extension of the Monroe doc-
trine of the most far-reachinglkind, and,'in|fact, makes
thé GoVernment of Washington sole judge, and practi-
caliy sole vitness as to the righ tfulness of the claim
fny European power to its American territories. It

w oudjuntify it in assigningall British Guiana to Vene-

Zuela, and all Prench Guiana to 3razil if those countries
claimied then, and iii enforcing that assignment by
force of armus. No independent State, not even Hol-
land, which holds its portion of auiana by the same
ton ure, can possibly submit to such treatmnent, and had
the United States been:au ordinary first-class power,
war would have been nearly inevitable. Fortunately,
the constitution of the United States does not leave
questions of peace and war absolutely to the decision
of the President, and it is possible that the people of
the Uniononce aroused to the gravity of the sabject,
may overrule their impulsive i xecutive, and insist tbat
such a matter is not and cannot be outside the sphere
of peaceful diplomacy. Tie people of Great Britain
will gladly welcone any signs of such a feeling, and
will expect . their Governuient to uieet them, ifpos-
sible, half way 1 but as matters at present'stàha, there
are but few public grounds for confident hope. The
toue of the Senate, whicl shares with the President the
control of foreign affairs, is as yet favorable to his con-
tention, and though the Eastern press is divided, the
sentiment of the Western~States, which are unaccus-
toined to diploinacy, mnay be more violent and inclined
for war. "The best ground for hope, indeed, consists
in the total absence of passion iii England wlhere
there is nuot the slightest inclination to"press either the

'United States or Venezuela, and.where the very idea of
war between the English-spealking people is bld to be
unworthy of civilization and of the ideas accepted in
both counîtries by ail their foremost minds.

The London Spectcalor, which speaks with the
highest authority, ably deals with the subject.

"The extraordinary expansion of thé Monroe doctrine
to which the Presidefit and his advisers have committed
themselves, involve just the kind of " wrong and in-
ustice" to which the message refers. Their position

is that if one Amnerican Power--namely, Great Britain
-quarrels with a second Amnerican Power-in this in-
stance Venezuela-about boundaries, a third American
Power-the United States-lias a right to send a coin-
mission of demarcation, and that when that commis-
sion, to whicl neither Great Britain nor Venezuela
lias assented, has reported, its decision must b e accepted
under pemjalty of war. To accept such a proposition is
siiply to accept the doctrine that, iwithin the two
Anmericas, the United States has a riglit to settie ail
frontier questions, and that any resistance to its decis-
ion, even when such decision is given proprio motu, and
without any sublimission on the part of the contending
Powers, is of itself just cause of war. The Union is, in
fact, the permanent, just, and irresistible arbiter on the
two continents. No sucli pretension'has ever beu put
forward in that uaked forni by any European Power,
tiough no doubt Napoleon, when master of the-conti-

.nent, did exorcise in parts of Germany some such
authority ; and to submit to it, is to confess that we
are, as regards our American possessions, no longer in-
dependent. It is impossible to yield to such a claim,
as every Americanawill perceive, if he will only reflect
for a moment on what his own conduet 'would be if
Britain insisted that, if the Union andI]Mexico disputed
as to the boundaries of California.Great Britain should
send out a commission to report on the facts, and back
the report of that commission with a menace of war.

In
our judgment these provisions involve -acontradic-
tion, a paradox, for, if the imports of wool aie kept up
so as to increase the customs receipts by $14,000,00 0,
there cannot be any increase in the consumption
of the home article, and consequently ne " bene-
fit" eau accrue to the wool growers or home "makers of
voollens, as is promised. If imports of woollen manu-

factures are more lieavily.taxed, the tendency will be to
decrease importations, and thus prevent such a large.
increase of receipts by the new duties as is estimated.
If too the new duty on foreign raw .vool ihcreases the
consumption of United States wool, it 'vill decrease
inports, and so far dimipislh customs receipts as to
couiteract the expected advantage from the new duties.
This year the duties on woollens will yield about 30
millions. Is it likely then that vhen duties are
raised, say 15 per cent. rand importations
checked, the revenue from woollens will be.increased as
estimated by 45 per cent.? Those in the trade regard
any increase of revenue from the new wool, and woollen
duties as most improbable.

In regard to lumber it is proposed to remove it froi
the frec list, and impose duties equivalent to about 15
per cent. Other "horizontal" increases so far increase
the duties as to make th.e Tarif when again reformed
approximate more closely to that of McKinley. The
pretence is kept up.of tiese changes still being " only
for revenue purposes," whih goes to sho w hov very
elastic that phrase is, as it'could be just as well as not
appliei to a tarie of a thoroughly protective character,
as, in the case of that proposed for the States "revenue
tarif" is a name and nothing more.

AN INTERESTING CASE.
Our correspondent at Re-l Deer, Alberta,. sends us the fol-

lowing, re. the casé of the absentee Bromish, in that vicinity:
This was a matter brought before Justice. Rouleau of the
Supreme Courts of the N.W.T., to set aside judgm'ents en-
tered by plaintifs by default of appearance ; also to set aside
the writ of execution, &o. It appeared that .one John
Bromish signed a series of notes to one Rateliffe as payment
for certain cattle Rateliffe had sold him. In the notes was a
clause-" Given for (then describing the cattle)" also " The
title, ownership and right to the possession of the property
for which this note is given shall remain in Ratelife &c.,&c."
iBefore maturity Rateliffe endorsed the notes to the Imperial
Bank at Calgary. In July last the naker, Bromish, being
demented wandered away from bis home and has not since
been heard of. Bromish's wife,lately determining to quit the
farn, attempted to sell her stuif off, which the Bank hearing
of, issued a writ against her as executrix of John Bromish
deceased whereby the plaintiffs got immediate judgment,
issued a writ of execution and had the Sheriff make seizure.
It was not till then that the defendant made any move, as
she claimed that the party who-served ber told lier through
an interpreter that the writ was merely the account of the
Bank on. the notes. No letters of administration had been
taken out, nor had any will been proved,' thera being no
proof of the death of the maker of the notes while it is very
likely he is dead. It was hald that in the absence of evi-
dence of death, as the law would not presume a man dead
uÏntÈ the end of seven years' unexplained absence, the plain-
tiffs, before sueing lier as executrix should bave had some one
before the court to represent the astate. and in any Ïvent
that the plaintifs took no interest in the notes by endorse-
ment from Rateliffe, as lien or recèipt notes were not nego-
tiable instruments and that therefore the plaintiffs had not
at the time of the issue of the writ herein any cause of action
against lie defendant of John Bromnish in respect of the said
notes, and set aside the proceedings and dismissed the action
with costs. Whether the case shall end here is doubtful.

SPREAD-EAGLE MUTUALS.
Major Merrill, the indefatigable insurance cominissioner: of

Massachusetts, purposes recommending the Legislature of that
atate, which meets some time this mnonth, that a law ba passed to
restrain Massachusetts mutnal fire companies from doing busi-
ness in any state la which they have not boo legally admitted.
l discussing the proposed law lie says :

"The necessity of such a law arises to protect the residents of
this state as well as to inaintain the reputation of this depart:
ment abroad. At present a mutual company incorporated in
thb state chooses to do business wherever it can sel its policies
irrespective of the laws of other states. In the. event of reverses
such a company. will mnake ao assessment and non-resident
policy-holders wili refuse te pay their proportion .o it because
there is no law to compel them to do se. The Massaciusetts
policyholders of such a company lreelo a different position,
howaver, and they will have to pay any assassment levied tothe
last dollar. Now, whlile tiis law -ekists, and it is a necessary
law, there should yet be somne protection to the policyholders .in
states whero assessments cannot b collected. A law compell-
ing ail companles to corfine their operations te states in which
they are lawfully entered would give the required protection.
Moreover the w !s ueces ary in justice tOh insurance depar
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ment of this state. We very properly arrest any one selling
policies of companies not licensed to do business here, except
under special conditions, and we must therefore not permit ou r
companies to break the law of other states."

Here is a hint which should have interest for Canadians in
view of the foreign mutual fire business carried on in our
midst.

VOLUNTARY LIQUIDATION.
We understand that the firm of Mills & Galt of this city,

wholesale woollen merchants, having found the past year's
business unprofitable, has decided to voluntarily liquidate while
there is still a surplus rather than take the risk of con'tinuin g
the business.

OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

The Session of Parliament which opened in Ottawa yesterday,
while not likely to be pr tracted, promises not to lack in interest
and activity. Further efforts to made expenditure square with
revenue will engage the earnest attention of the House. W e
may congratulate ourselves that we are not faced with the neces-
sity of a horizontal advance in the tariff, such as we refer to at
length elsewhere as engaging the legislative attention of our
neighbors at Washington.

He also refers to the electric road which Is
said to be one of the best equipped in Canada.

-GEORGE F. BURNs, clothing, etc of London, Ont., has as-
signed. He has been in business about 15 years and in trouble
once before,in the summer of '93 when he compromised at 50 cents
in the dollar on liabilities of $30,000 or more. Latterly he las
been controlled by Burns & Lewis in which firm hie father is a
partner. He now owes $25,000 of which $20,000 are due hie
father's firm. Assets nominally foot up $20,000.

-NEW YEAR's honors by the Government make senators of
Sir Wm. H. Hingston, M.D. and James O'Brien, retired clothing
manufacturer, this city Mr. Robt. S. White of the Gazette, late
member for Cardwell, has at length been appointed Collec-
tor of Customs for the port of Montreal. Mr. Wm. Owens of
Stonefield, Que., general merchant (member for Argenteuil), and
Mayor Villeneuve of Montreal are also worthily made Senators.

THE NEw IRON WORKS in Hamilton-referred to by the Min-
ister of Agriculture, in the course of hie recent addressI n
Windsor Hall, this city-began operations the last day of 1895 in

the presence of over 500 people. President Tilden (Gurney-Til-
den Co.), in addressing the visitors, said : This is practically the
first blast smelting furnace in Canada. It le inteMled to turn
out 100 tons of pig iron per day, the oùtput to be increased late r
on to 200 tons. Canadian ore is used, and It is anticipated that
first-class iron and steel will be made later on. rhe works con-
sist of an engine house, containing two engines, each of 1,200
horse power; adjoining it is the bolier house, containing twelve
boilers, four of which are auxiliary; four large steel blast stacke,
and the cast house, with a furnace 16 feet in diameter and 7&
feet high. There are extensive storehouses for coke and ore,
150 tons of the latter being already on the ground; and a series
of switches for facilitating the unloading of the raw material.
The total cost of the works le 8300,000, nearly ail the stock being
held in Hamilton.

TIN TEA CHESTS.

In England the introduction of tinplate
tea chests Is now one of the principal
topics of discussion among those who deal

ln the "cup that cheers," &c. A repre-
sentative of the Ironmonger has been mak-

ing inquiries, and has obtained from a firm
of bonded warehousemen the reasons why
they consider metal chests superior to
wooden ones. In the first place, they are
lighter, and they occupy less cubic space;
thus effecting au economy in freight.
They also pack more evenly into the hold
of a vessel, although sometimes they lose
their shape, and in consequence bind, ren-
dering it somewhat difficult to remove
them. Then they tare more evenly-that
Is to say, there is rarely any appreciable
difference between the tares on this side
and those taken in the gardens. With
wooden chests it is otherwise. Owing to
the drying of the wood on the voyage suoh
chests sometimes lose as much as 3 lbs. lu
weig ht. This is equivalent to 6 lbs. per
package where the tea is shipped in half-
chests. Finally, there is no'risk of tea ac-
quiring a "1 cheesy" flavour through con-
tamination with oxide of lead.

The merchants, on the other band, seem
disposed to look upon them with rather
less favour, and, in this particular, they
may be said to reflect the views of their
customers, the grocers. The latter, of
course, are the ultimate recipients of the
chests. Moreover, they pay for them, and
are therefore entitled to say, so long as
there ls any choice, whether they will
have them of metal or of wood. As a rule
they ask for wooden ones, though occasion-
ally-very rarely-there are enquiries for
tinplate ones, mostly from Swansea.
Whether the grocers are wise in their dis-
crimination is-as one of their number po
litely stated-" a matter of opinion." For-
merly, no doubt, other things being equal,
the wooden boxes were entitled to the pre.
ference, for when empty they were worth,
with their lead linings, about 8%d.,
whereas the tinplate boxes were practical-
ly good for nothing. But now that certain
Qf the manufacturers of the latter have

agreed to accept empties at prices ranging
from 8d. to ls. each, and, further, under-
take to pay the carriage on parcels of five
and upwards, the former disparity disap-
pears, and the contiuued discrimination
becomes inexplicable.

Thursday Ev'g., Jan. 2nd, 1896.-

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.

Thursday Evg., Jan. 2nd, 1896.
The closing week of the year in whole-

sale trade circles is always a quiet one in
the way of sending out goods, but between
stock-taking and clearing up generally,
principals as well as employees have been
kept pretty busy. The prolonged mild
weather has told badly against retailers in
certain Unes, and considerable stock will
have to be carried over unless cold wea-
ther and reduced prices can be brought in
to foice sales this month. The absence of
snow has also hampered trade in rural dis-
tricts, and all things combined have kept
remittances from being as good as they
otherwise might have been. Quite a few
failures have occurred, considering it was
the last week of the year, but none of any
great importance, and the aggregate losses
for 1895 will, it is estimated, foot up less
than the preceding year.

AsHEs-The market for pots closes firm
at $3-60 for flrst sort and $3.40 for second.
Pearls are now worth $5 for firet sort, but
demand is very light; the receipts of pearl
this year were altogether too large, and
prices fell from $7.50 to $4.60. Receipts

for 1895, 1904 brIs. pots, 415 bris. pearls ;
deliveries fer 1895,1818 brls. pots, 365 bris.
pearls; in store 31st Dec., 1895, 160 bris.
pots, 53 brls. pearls; in store 31st Dec.,
1894, 74 brls. pots, 3 brls. pearls.

BooTs AND SHOEs AND LEATHER-The
situation remains unchanged and with no
new developments to record. The closing
week of the year, as usual with manufac-
turers, has been a quiet one, and some
houses claim that a number of retailers
are holding off from placing spring orders,
anticipating lower prices. Indications do
not point that way, and with the spring
trade here in a few weeks, they will re-
quire to decide shortly in order to have the
goods on time. The month is therefore
likely to show more activity, and this In
turn should tell in favor of the leather
houses, who are still confident of their
position.

DRY GooDs-With the road men at
home and few orders coming in by mail
the week has proved a very quiet one.
The absence of snow is telling in many
sections, and more particularly in lumber
districts, where operations have been
greatly hampered, if not entirely sus-
pended. Remittances are reported as only
fair, and Saturday, the 4th, is looked for-
ward to with more or-less anxiety by many
houses. A number of orders are being
held back until it is seen how payments on
that day are met. The market for all seat
sonable lines keeps steady and with nothing
o indicate a decline in values.

F1sH-The continued mild weather has
told greatly against the fresh varleties, and
business for the week has been light.
Fresh cod in barrels or cases still quoted
3%c; haddock, put up the same way, 3%c;
fresh herrings, $1.25 to $1.50 per 100;
salmon, 12c per lb.; bloaters,' 90c to $1 per
box; tommy cods, $1.50 per brI. ; finnan
haddies, 6yz to 7c per lb. Salt fish remain
unchanged.

FURs AND SKINs-The approaching Lon-
don sale will no doubt infinence prices
here later, but in the meantime they re-
main the same as they have been for
weeks, and we still quote: Spring beaver,
$3.50 to $4.50 per pound; fall beaver,$1.50to $3.50; black bear-skins range from $10
to $30, according to size and quality!
brown bear, $8 to $25; red fox, $1 tg $1.50;
otter, $7 to $15, according to quality and
size; racoon, 70e to $1.25; skunk, 75c to
$1.25; muskrats, winter, 9 to 13c; fall, 5 to
10c; mink, $1 to $2.

GRocERIEs-The week has been a dull
one and without any features of In-
terest apart from sugars, lu which
one-eighth of a cent advance is noted
both in yellows and granulated. The
market here rules firm, in sympathy with
that of New York, which gives indication
of a further advance. Teas exhitit a littW
more animation, and with prospective busi-
ness in view, holders are not inclined to
recede prices. In ·coffees, spices and to-
baicos prices remain unchanged, and the
same applies to canned goode and dried
fruits.

GREEN FRuITs.-The market continues
to be well supplied and a good holiday
trade is reported. Apples are quoted $2.75
to $3.25; Valencia oranges, 420s, $4.75 to
$5; 714s $5 to $5.75; Jamaicas, $10 to
$1025 per brl.; lemons, $2.75 to $3 per
box; cranberries, Cape Cod, $9 to $11.
Malaga grapes, $5 to $6.50 per keg.

IDEs-The market rules firm, and with
very little stock in the hands of local
dealers. The Montreal Hide and Calfskin
Association commences operations to-day.
It is simply a syndicate of dealers who
agree that ail hides will be sent to one
central place for inspection and classifica-
tion. All purchases by tanners wili be

with the Individual dealer each week for
the quantity sent in, with a certain per-
centage of profit added, the balance to be

-retained and divided pro rata,*less running
expenses, at the end of the year. The
dealers claim that they have made no
money for years, and have adopted this
method to prevent cutting, and thus place
all tanners on the same footing. Prices
rule the same as last week, except sheep-
skins, which have advanced rc, and now
quoted 70c. Calfskins are dull, and slow
sale at 6c. The American market for
hides continues strong, and J. F. Mosser's
Chicago weekly circular, under date Dec.
28th, says the stocks of hides in the hands
of four packers January 1,1895, wére about
400,000. Atthe present time stocks unsold
would not foot up over 150,000. This
shows a strong posi n for hides, although
at present it looks as if there was enough
stock to supply the demand. The shutting
down of so many tanneries makes the sup-
ply look ample at present, but at some
future time a better demand for leather
will show up and a great shortage will be
felt In all kinds.

IRON AND HARDWARE-AS usual at the

closing of thé year, business In this line is

dull, and the presen. week is no exception.
Latest English and United States advices
denote a slight decline of values in some
lines, attributed in a great measure to
the recent trade disturbance arising out of
the war scare. Prices here have not so
far been affected, and in the main remain
unchanged. Several leading houses are
now in a position to know the result of the
year's business, the volume of which they
admit has not equalled that of 1894, but
this is made up, they claim, by having met
with fewer losses and steadier profits, so
that, as a whole, the year is one fully up
to the average.

PAINTS AND OrLs-DuIlness still prevail
In this line, and no business of consequence
doing. This month, however, will no
doubt show an improvement, as travellers
are now leaving to solicit orders for spring.
Prices remain unchanged.

POULTRY-The supply has been far in
excess of the demand, and the market is
still greatly glutted with old stock, sales of
which have been made from 3 to 5c for
turkeys and chickens, and 4c for geese.
Fresh killed turkeys bring 7 to 7Xc;
chickens, 6 to 6,1jc; geese, 5 to 5fr2c, and
