The city needs
more men of independent character to lead in punishing dis-
honest transactions. Here we would say that not, only the city
of Kingston but the whole country needs more of such men, and
such disastrous failures as have recently been wituessed, will
become less frequent. It is only where debtors endeavor te
pursue the right ihat the indulgence-seldom withheld by
right-minded men-should be granted.

of the directors. This showed on apparent shrinkage
in the value of the residiui of assets of $800,000 be-
tween 31st August and 3tst Dncember. Aftér heated
discussion and ni uch angry recrimination during vhich
the president, speaking for hiiself and co-directors,
denied all knowledge of certain books which had beenî
produced by the assistant cashier when called for by
the special committee, it was finally decided that it
would be in the interests of all concerned, instead of
availing thenselves of the provisions of the "winding-
up Act" to go into voluntary liquidation provided the
services of an outsider, a trained banker#ould be se-
cured for the position of cashier, and to this end the
following resolution was moved by Mr. MacMaster and
seconded by Rev. Mr. Adai and Mr. Lavery and
carried :-

That this meeting do now naine one shareholder of
at least 0110 year's standinîg ; that the creditors of the
bank b requested also to naine one of themselves
which two persons shall forn a committee to represent
the interests of the shareholders and creditors of the
bank for the following purposes : (1) The conmittee
acting joinitly with the directors, shall select a proper
person an outsider and trainied banker, to be appointed
by said directors as cashier of said bank ; (2) they
shall advise with the directors froi time to timue and
so often as necessary, as to the best mode of realizing
the assets of the baik until all the debts are paid ; (3)
and, they shall in the meantiie, obtain from the direc-
tors as large an aimouint of security as possible, the bet-
ter to secure the paynent of all the debts of the bank;
the. whîole, however ii no vay to prejudice existing
rights against those responsible for the management of
the baik."

The meeting then elected their representative to act
on the Advisory Committee for the selection of the
cash ier,

The neeting of the depositors was held in due course
on 1lth January and it was then claimed that as their
interest was so nuch larger than the shareholders' they
should have two representatives on the comimittee and
notwitlistaiiding that iL was shown Hiat the share-
liolders' iiiterest was greater thian that of the depositors
-in that while the latter stood a fair chance of receiv-
ing thîeir mnoney in full-it would only be by the most
careful management the former could have any hope
of recnvering anîythinig fron the wreck-the meeting
piocceded to elect two representatives. It is now a
miîonth since this was donc and no caslhier lias yet been
appointed and we learn thîat the Advisory Committee,
forgetful of the purpose for which they were appointed
have assuiiied the responsibility .of ignoring the only
condition upon which the shareholders and depositors
had consented to a voluntary liquidation of the baiks'
affairs and legal proceedings against the baik were
stayed, viz,-the appointiient of an outside trained
banker to take charge-but annouice to the publie
through one of the coinînittee that, as a measure of
economîîy, they decem it expedient to leave the afairs in
the bands of the directors.

We early expressed the opinion that with careful and
competent management the shareholders might con-
sider themselves fortuiate if, in two years' time they
realized 25 per cent of their stock, but under present

conditions even this hope recedes to the vanishing
point. Truly were we right in saying " the Canadian
publie is a long-suffering one, patient, complacent and
easily solaced." Of course we are bound to believe that
in assuming the control of the estate, the directors are
influenced purely by- motives of economy, however
people may differ as to the wisdoin of the undertaking.
Mr. Leclaire is a man of experience, and lie and his
fellow-direetors havehad dire 6xperience and knowledge
of how a bank May be mismanaged and thus brouglt
to ruin.

THE GRAND TRUNK PROBLEM.
It is to be assumed that the new general manager of

the Grand Trunk Railway fully weighed the task
which lie had before him in undertaking to re-organize
the economy of that gigantie corporation. Those who
stood looking on from a distance at the movements of
the scalpel arm nay have concluded that operations
were cruel ; but as the object was to save the life of the
patient, they could not be supposed to have sufficient
critical knowledge ; they should have waited a while
before pronouncing judgment. Some there be also
who have raised the racial or national cry in respect of
the recent resignations in the Montreal offices. Re-
specting the statements that old official employes have
been dismissed to make room for men of American ori-
gin, we are in a position to say that there is not a par-
ticle of foindation for thein. The new encunibents
are mainly tried officers of the road, men of long ex-
perience, and of Canadianî, Euglish, Scotch and Irish
origin. It is absurd to suppose that one who has under-
taken such a task could or would be swayed by such
favoritisin or that any sensible railway manager could
harbor such ideas.

We may add as a rider to the statements that have
already appeared concerning enlarged accommodation
for grain shipments, that they doubtless anticipate a
larger quantity of grain, or its equivalent, for shipmnent
along the line of the road. Flour millers have for
years watched the destruction of their business by the
policy pursued by the great mills of Minnesota who, to
capture the Englishi Markets, have been selling at
prices so profitless that there was nothing lef.t for our
own millers to do but bide their time and confine them-
selves, as most have done meantiie, to a mere gristing
business. Whether the new policy of the Grand
Trunk shall embody somethîing that may deal with
this subject is something which we cannot foresee, but
there certainly is not wanting an opportunity for a
master mind to grapple with and solve the difficulties
that have stood in the,way of a larger freight business
from mîtills and factories at various points along the
road whicl'have been hampered or handicapped by a
competition againsï which there seemed no prospect of
fairly contending. As we have already stated, the rail-
way world, the sharelolders- here and abroad, and
especially the Canadian public are watching witli no
little anxiety for the developnments anticipated from the
new departure.

come com paratively valueless on their handù, and
whieh they are iot able to dispose of at any price.
The numerous sheriff sales in the Province of Quebec
is an evidence of the application of this feature to this
province also.

The statement of the liabilities and assets of the
company show a reserve fund of .over 50 per cent, of
the capital, with a contingent account of $63,005.36.
The net profits for the year reached $144,472.08, out of
which a dividend amounting to $60,000 was paid and
$22,079.78 was carried to the contingent account. It
will be seen, in conclusion, .that the Western Canada
Loan & Savings Co. is progressing with well trimmed
sails, making satisfactory profits-for the proprietors
and taking good care of iLs custoners.

THE BRITISH AMERICA ASSURANCL' COM-
PANY.

The report ôf this old fire insurance company, Which
enjoys a high reputation all over this continent, has
been awaited with no little interest, and some anxiety,
owinîg to the disastrous conflagrations in Toronto last
winter, and the misfortunes so prevalent in marine
circles, owing in part to the extremely low vater in
our lakes and rivers and the exceptionally disastrous
storms of last season. The preuimn receipts are
stated to have been $1,506,863, with losses of $981,073,
which left a very bare imargin for exponses and profits.
The company however received $44,612 for interest
which, with $7,888 appropriated from the active busi-
ness, enabled'dividends to be paid amounting to $52,-
500. The total assets stood at close of the year $1-
450,537 against which were liabilities of,$930,425, leav-
îng $520,112 as reserve funds, whicl, with a cash capi-
tal of $750,000 makes up ?1,270,112 as secuirity to the
policy holders. The British Ainerica had a good year
with its business in the United States, which calls out
the timely remark in the report that " it affords a for-
cible illustration of the advantages wlich a Company
derives froina widely distributed business in providing
for exceptional losses, such as are liable to occur in any
of our large business centres." Had tiis, and other
comnpanies, been confined to Toronto they would have
been very seriously enibarrassed by the disastrous fires
in that city early in 1895, which inflicted losses aggre-
gating $1,600,000 on the insurance companies, a sum
equal to 25 per cent of the total preminims of all the
fire insurance companies during the entire year. In-
stead however of any emubarrassment being felt, the
cômpanies paid al claims witl promptitude, and thus
eiabled the owners of the burnt properties to rebuild,
a service whlsich merits far more appreciation than
somne critics Of the comnpanies seem ivilling to show,
though the public at large recognizes it gratefully.
As a native. compiny with a higi continental repit -
tion every Caiadian should take pride in the British
Arnerica as its record is an honor to the country.

JUBILEE OF THE NEWSPAPER, FOUNDED BY
CHARLES DICKENS.

We have to thank the publishers of the Daily News, of
London, England, for a copy of the Jubilee number of that
paper, whieh is a fac-simile of its first issue dated 22nd Jan-
uary, 1846. The event is not one of world-wide concern, but
the Jubilee issue contains rnaterials that are deeply interest-
ing, and some of ther valuable as having a bearing upon
matters under discussion in Canada.

The literary world was startled in 1845 by the announce-
ment that a new political pape' to rival the Tities was to be
published, having as editor Charles Dickens, thon - at the
beight of bis popularity. " The Cricket on the Heartb,"
publisbed for .Christmas reading in 1845, liad taken England
by storm. The extraordinary hold it had secured on the
publie mind is shown by the first issue of the Daily Veows
containing the advertisements of five theatres in London in
each of which the leading attraction was, " The Cricket on
the Iearfh," dramatized, a fact that bas no parallel in
theatrical aunais. At this time the great novelist's health
was precarious. lie had spent a long holiday in Italy with-
out much benefit, se that bis friend Forster wrote him
strongly urging him not to undertake " the labor and re-
sponsibility of a daily paper," the prospectus of which is
extant in his o-wn handwriting.

Dickens however, with more pluck than prudence, became
Editor, and the first issue of the paper contains the first of a
series of, "Letters of a Traveller," now known as, "Pictures
fron Italy." lis first editorial, two columns long, although
bright in spots, and intense as wvas bis nature, clearly re-
vealed bis genius being not adapted to editorial work.
Imagination, fancy humor, pathos, so rich in ')ickens, are
not the staple materials for a daily newspaper. He was
like a high mettled racehorse harnessed to a waggon.

Those who regard Dickens as a more novelist do- wrong to
bis memory. He was possessed with " the passion of human-
ity," as a great writer says, this it is which gives such fas-
cination to bis Christmas tales. He was ambitions of being
a great social reformer, the amelioration of the condition of
the poor, and the education of the people being objects to
further which e was prepared- to make great saòrifices.
He sat in the editorial chair four nonths when ho broke
down under the strain, but the Daily News, as bis child, was
stamnped with his reforming spiYit, and for fifty years has
been honorably associated with every movement of social ad-
vancement. It was the organ of the Free Trade party, and
was intended to contain Peel's great speech for the repeal of
the Corn Laws in its first number, an intention which had
to be abandoned. In a week after the first issue Dickens
wrote, "I am tired to death, and been revolving plans for
quitting the paper." On leaving the Daily ews lie con-
menced writing "Dombey & Son," with occasional letters'on
" Ragged Schools," "Publie Executions," &c. to his old
paper.

Labrador Bah ls of inferior quality to any other, being "soft-
cured," manufactured in a hurry, and of a lean andl emaclated
substance as compared with the "Shore" and "bank" codfish.
Bone of it is usually brouglit home and cured on shore at the
end of the voyage, when It is sold as "shore-aured Labrador"--a
sort of mongrel article. It is the sBhipment of this to foreign
markets, mixed with genuine "shore" fIsh, and passed off as
sucli, that se frequently injures the Newfoundland fish trade,and gives to Niewfoîundland codflsh, in certain cases, such a bad
name abroad.

The total quantity of codfish of ail kinds shIpped annually
ranges from a million to a million and a quarter quintals. The
quantity lias not greatly Increased since the population sup-
ported by it numbered only one-tenth or one-twentieth of what
it does now. The minimum quantity appears to be about as
much as the outside world has consumption for, and therefore
the over-production of the excess has for years vItiated the value
of a legitimate-sized crop, handicapped the legitimate aniount of
capital and labor that ought to be employed in the industry, and
causad widespread losses, not only to private but also to public
intereste of the Colony, as a consequonce of the oconomic distur-
bance. "A little more than enough is good for nothing," may.
b cited as an apt proverb to apply to such a case, for the extent
of excess-wlhatever it is-both injures itself and ail aroun d it.

BRITISII AMERICA ASSURANCB COMPANY.
The slxty-second annual meeting of the shareholders of the

Britili America Assurance Company was held at its head office, in
Toronto, on Thursday, the 13th instant. The president, Mr. Geo.
A. Cox, occupied the chair, and Mr. P. H. Sima, the secretary of
the company, was appointed secretary.

The directors' report showed that there bad been a moderate

Ment the necessarily brief renarks contained ln the report by a,
few words relative to what appear to me as the most note-
vorthy features of the business of the past year.

First, lut me say in regard to the largest and most important
departnent of the company, the lire branch, that it l seldom
that compailes in Canada have been called upon to face a more
unpropitious opening to a year's business tian that of the one
under review. The two large fires ln Toronto in January,
which were referred to at 'lte shareholders' meeting ln Febru-
ary last, vere followed by a third and equally serious one early
in March. The aggregate loss by these fires was close upon
two and a' quarter million dollars, and the amount paid by
insurance companies was in round figures, one million six
hundred thousand dollars, or\ nearly one-fourth the en-
tire year's Canadian preniluins ieceived by ail -the companies

î doing business ln the Dominion. lVhile our losses, considering
the magnitude of these disasters, were not excessive, their effect,
nevertheless, combined with rather heavy losses from other'
quarters during the saine period, vas ta create a very consider-
able adverse balance on the first ttres monthis' operations of
1805, and te present at the end of that term a very doubtful
prospect of any profit being reallzed froin the fire business for.
the year. The- experience of each succeeding month, hovevei,;
'was more favorable than miglt have beau anticipated, ad the
directors had the satisfaction of seeing, as the year progressed,
a steady gain of income over expenditure, and.an ultimate .profit
balance of soie seventy thôusand dollars upon the business of

this departmoent at the closing of the books. This result, as In-
timated in the report, is largely attributable te the favorable ex-
perience of the company in the United States; and It šffords a
forcible illustration of the advantages which a company derives
from a widely distributed.business ln providing for exceptional
lasses, iuch as are liable to occur in any of our large business
centres.

Passing to the.Imarine branch, the business of which ls con-
ßned chiefly to the insuring of hulls and cargoes on the great
lakes, it will be unnecessary to say ta anyone who has bea suf-
ficiently interested in the lake carrying trade to have noted the
casualties recorded during the past season that we have just
passed through a year which bas beaa uanprecedented, bath ln
the number and magnitude of its losses. Front the opening of
navigation till its close vessals had to contend wlth the dangers
arising from the lowest water ever experienced on our lakes, re-
sulting in almost daily strandings in the river channels; while
the fall months were more than usually prolifl ln storms, which
brought disaster upon many of what were regarded as throughly
sea-worthy craft. - When I add that witbin one single period of
ten days l the month of November underwriters lu Canada
were called upon to pay $95,000 for losses on Manitoba grain
cargoes (independently of the value ofthe vessels carrying them)
it will be readily appreciated that the premiums received in this
branch were not sufficient to meet the lasses, and.that as a con-
sequence we, in common with ail others engaged in this lins of
business, have transacted It at a loas, While this bas materially
affectet the outcome of the past year's business of the company,
its effect will, it l bèlieved, also be to place inland marine un-
derwriting upon a more satisfactory basis. as to rates for the
coming season.

It will b interesting to shareholders to know that the fire
business of the present year has opened favorably, but parhàps
the most gratifying feature regarding our present position le the
steady growth ln our Canadian income-partticolarly when con:
sidered in connection with our loss ratio . diuing the past- two
years as compared with the average results, of all companies do-
ing business in Canada-for the best recommandation a com-
pany can have abroad is evidence, sncb as this affords, of the
public confidence It enjoys ln its own home field. The security
which the" British America" ollers to policy-holders, namely,
the sum of its reserve fund ($520,112.05) and its paid-up capital
($750,000), making in ail $1,270,112.05 in assets of unquestionable
character, is, I feel assured, such as to continue to command for
It an increasing share of public patronage.

In conclusion 1 must eipress the directors' appreciation of the
work of our officers and field force during the, past year as well
as of the services of our local representatives throughout Canada
and the United States, who are so heartily seconding the efforts
of the management in building up the business-of the company.

The vice-president seconded the adoption of the report, which
was-carried unanimously, and a vote of thaniks was passed to the
president, vice-president and directors for.their services during
the past year.

metal, withdrawing from circulation not
only the product of her own mines, but
also the foreign coin and gold -bars im-
ported into the country. Hardly any gold
leaves Russia, while she receives annually
from outside $60,000,000 to $90,000,000
wortb of It. Thus she bas got together a
a gigantic heap of specie by draining the
channels of the monetary circulation of the
world. The treasury of the Czar now con-
tains about $080,000,000 in gold.

It is not known why Russia has adopt-
ed this policy of hoarding. Perhaps -it
may have been for the purpose of improv.
ing her credit aud financial standing
among the powers. If so, the plan has
been successful. It bas been contended
by other authorities that the gold la a war
fund.

lEver since the dawn of history India
has been gathering gold and hiding it
away. Pliny, who died in 79 A.D., coun-
plained that India drew from the great
Roman Empire not less than $2,700,000 in
gold and silver yearly. A Frenchman named
Bernier, in 1699, writing a report to hie
Government from Delhi, sald that "the
gold and silver of the world, after circulat-
Ing for some time, llnally flow ta India, as
into an abyss from which there [s no re-
turn." It was estimated by Dr. Soetbeer
that during the halt Century previous to
1885 India boarded $1,500,000,000 CI silver
and gold-nearly one-third of the total
amount of coinage in circulation In the
world.

Treasures of great value are possessed
by many Indian princes. Maharajah of
Burdwau died,'snd the stock of gold- and
silver left by him vas so large that no
member of the family could niakelan ac-
curate estimate of It. A report -made to
the British Government by a secret' agent
stated tlhat on the estate of the defunct po-

tentate were a number of treasure hoeuses,
one of them containing three rooms. The
largest of these roons was 48 feet long,
and was fllled witli ornaments of gold and
-silver, plates and cups, washing bowls,
juge, etc-ail of precious metals. The
other rooms were full of bags and boxes
of gold mohurs and silver rupees. The
doors of this and other treasure -houses
had been brlcked up for nobody knows
how long. According to a custom 'of the
Burdwan Raj family, all these valuables
were in the custody of the Maharajah's
wife, the vaults being attached to her
apartments, but none of them were allowed
to be opened save in the presence of the
master. One vault was filled with orna-
ments belonging to different gods of the
family.

The natives of India coinmonly bury
their hoards, anid among the poorer classes
a favorite hiding place is a hole dug bc-
noath the bed. isused wells are some-
times employed for the same purpose. It
is undoubtedly a fact that many hoards
thus deposited are lost forever. It ls esti-
mated thatin the Bombay presidency alone
$50,O0O,000 worth of British sovereigns are
treasured up, because they bear the de-
sigu of St. George and the dragon 'and
are valued on religious grounds. Inia is
a very religions country, and the gods
take up immense quantities of gold, silver
and preclous stones. The temples contain
vast amounts of the yellow and white
metals.

INDIA AS A BOTTOMLEsS WELL.

The habit of hoarding seems to have
-been induced by ages of misgovernment,
during which oppression and violence
have been rife. o feeling of safety ex-
isting, It was natural that the natives
should adopt the practice of reducing their
wealth to a concentratod shape and
hiding it. Thus, in case of emergency,
the family .savings In hard cash were
always within easy reach, and robbers or
other enemies were not likely to get hold
of them. Meanwhile,' century after cen-
tury, the exporta of India have greatly
exceeded the importa of that country, and,
consequently, an uninterruptéd stream of
gold and silver lias flowed thither. Dur-
ing the 88 years ended In 1892 India lim-
ported and kept about $625,00,000 ilu
gold. The country la, indeed a bâttomless
well, into which a stream'of treasure per.
petually flovs, draining al the reat of the
world.

THE 011INA HOAID,

It is said that there is a huge amount
of hoarded gold at Peking, Tte Chinese
officers commonly make large fortunes ont
of their places, corruption in that country
being the almost universal rule. They
.are afraid to put their money in banks,
because their superlors would discover its
existence and confiscate the wYhole of it.
So they buy gold bars and seoret tem,
Consequently, gold alwaa commands a
considerable premium at eking.

The property consists of 95 acres
and is a Point of . lAnd immediately
adjoining the Village of L'Original
and stretching out on the Ottawa
River, with a shore line fully one
mile in length on the East side and
half a mile on the West.
