It is known that the re-adjustment
of offices s heen accomplished by My, Hays considerably
within the lines recommonded to the Board by Mr. Barker.

CANADIAN TAILURES.

Wo referred o weels ago to the failures in Canada during
the fivst quarter of the present year. The information then
fo hand has been supplomented by a statistical table com- -
piled by R. G. Dun & Co.. which is somewhat novel in its &
idea. In addition fo the regular statisties, it includes parti-
culars of failures by branches of business, afeature not here-
tofore presented in this connection. Trom this we notice
that of the 553 trading failures, no less than 125 with lia-
bilitias of $890,552 wers general stores, and 111 with liabili-
ties of $450,617 were grocerics, meats and fish. It is perhaps
natural that these linos should show the heaviest percentage of
failures, considering that they are most numerous, and that a
good many farmers with little or no aptitude for business, or
experience, after saving a little money try the easier (?) Jife
of o general storekeopor. Doubtless if figures were avail-
able, it would be seen that the bulk of these failures were of
this class, farmer turned stovekeeper, laborer or mechanic
turned grocer, and so on. The next heaviest list of failures

* was in drygoods and carpots. These numbered 57 - with lia-
bilities of $608442. The olher prinecipal trading failures
wore :— :

Among manufaciurers the largest number of failures’
wero in clothing and mllinery, being 48 with habilities of
$158,308. Leather, shoes and harness were responsiblo for
19 with $129,611 liabilities, and printing and engraving 19
with $89,799 liabilities. Those, it is satisfying to noto were
noither so numerous or so sevious as the trading failures. By

CHAMBERS OF COMMEROCE,

A convention was held on Monday of delegates from.the
various Cliambers of Conmerve of the Province, to consider
some course of action with referenco to matters to be dis-
cussed ab tho fortheoming congress of Chambers of Com-
merce of tho mpire. The Montreal and Quebee Boards of
Trade wera represerted and the following ChamUers of Com-
mereo :—DMontreal, "Thres Rivers, St. Hyacinthe, Sorvel,
Jolislle, Valleyfield, Sherbrooke, St. Johns, .Q., and Perce,
(Gaspe County). Hesolutions were idopted confirming the
privciple of * Proforential Trade” and favoring uniformity
of bills of lading thronghout every country. It was also de-
cided that instructions be given the dolegates to the London
Congress to 6ppose any proposition which would tend to ob-

tain w proferontial {aviff by means of a commercial union or -

“ Zollverein,” which wounld be injurious to the interests: of
Canada ard to the already existing. rights of the country.

The meeting also favored .the construction of light railways
in Canada as feeders for the easy marketing of agricultural
products. The delegates were also instructed - to favor the
reduction of postage to one penny throughout the  Brilish
Impire. This, however, as we have alveady pointed out, is
as yet impracticable and cannot even be considered by the
British Government before next year at the earliest. How-
ever its agitation will do noharm. As a result of the meet-
ing, which was very harmonious, a federation is to be form-
od of the Chambers of Commerce of the Province of Quebec.

TEA.

Local tea merchants still complain of dullness, with only a
few small sales on country account to brighten up trade.
They are already in some instances talking about new crop
Japans, although .no samples are expected here for some
weelks yet.  Reports however, are to the-effect that the erop
will turn out an average one, and in anticipation of this,
orders have been booked, prices to be based on samples.” A
striking illustration of the growth in the consumption of
Indian and Ceylon teas, and the decline in the quantity of
China teas consumed in the United Kingdom, is found in a
comparative table recently issued by the London, Eng., cus-
toms department. It shows the consumption in pounds dur-
ing the last fifteen years, as follows:—

These figures show a difference in the fiffeen years in
favor of British grown teas of about 164,000,000 1bs. Ono of
the reasons for this enormous expansion is that the DBritish
gron teas arve prepaved in the best possible manner that
British brains and capital can devise, while the Chinese, to
say the least, are conservative in adopting new or improved
methods of preparation. DBritish grown teas have been in-
troduced into Canada with considerable success, and arve
mesting in favor in many families. During the fiscal year
ending June 30th, 1895, Canada's tea imports divect from the
conntry of growth and production amounted to 20,225,120
1bs. of which 10,079,898 1bs. were green and Japan and the
balance black. Of the black teas imported, Great Britain is
responsible fov 5,590,827 1bs., which of conrse is almost wholly
Indian tea, OCeylon, 1,000 Ibs; DBritish. East Indies,
443,723 1bs; Hong Kong, 12,209 lbs.; Japan 877,758
lbs.; and China, 8,696,600 lbs. The green -and Japan
teas, of conrse came chiefly from the land of the Mikado,
which was responsible for 8,704,157 1bs.; 728,832, lbs. came
from China, 599,497 1bs. from Great Britain, and 47,287 1bs.
from British Bast Indies, the two last named lots being al-
most whelly Indian tea.

REAL ESTATE. '

It is generally admitted that despite the talk of trade dull-
ness and depression generally, that in a quiet way, a good
doal of money is being made about the city.  The record of
transactions in real estate for March goes to prove this to be
the case, as notwithstanding the drawback of a:lingering
winlber the business done does not compare very unfavorably
with previous years. The advent of real spring weather foo,
with a somewhat improved feeling in general business will
doubtless stimulate the movement in real estate.. According
to Craduck Simpson & Co.'s Record, in-March, 1894, - the
sales amounted to $876,287; in March, 1895, to- $879,970 and
in Mareh 1896 to.$758461. - St.’Antoine, St,- Mary's;-and St.
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~Jean Baptiste wards contributed the largest-amounts, and
the sales in each ward were mostly of buil property, some
residences of the better class, varying in' price from  $12,500
to $28,000 helpmrr to make uy the large amount for St. An-
toine Ward, "Tn Westmount the ‘sales-of vacant proporties
largely predominated, there being only five sales of -houses
and fourteen transfors of building land. Rents geneérally
have wealkened. As regards warehouses the demand is poor.
During Mareh, the number - of transfers registered in" the
City wards and Westmount were 129, as against 181 for
March last year. Loans in Montreal West amounted to
$101,211.75; of this amount §27,100 was placed at 5 per
cent; $25,000 at 5% per cent; $32,875.75 ab 6 per cent; $2,100
at 64 per cent; $800 at 7 per cent; $4,775 at 8 per ‘cent; and
$8,558 at a nominal rate. The 5 per cent loans were in
seven amounts, of $2,000, $4,000, $1,500, $3,600, %5,000, $1,-
000 and $10,000. In Montreal East the loans were $185,014;

of this amount $10,000 was placed at 43 per cent; $37,000 at ~

5 per cent: $23,950 at 5§ per cent; $4b 508 at 6 per cent;
$2,700 at 6% per cent; $5,700 at 7 per cent; $1,200 at 7% per
cent; $1,696 at 8 per cent; and $6,260 . at & mnominal rate.
The 4% per cent loan was in one amount, and the 5 per cent
loans were in six amounts of $6,500, $4,000, $10,000, $2,000,
$7,000 and $7,500. Bargain hunters are still on the watch.

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THE LATE BE. H. KING.

A cablegram which reached the city on Tuesday last announced
the death of Mr. 12. H. King, formerly general manager, and for
some years president of the Bank of Montreal. Mr. King, who
had been living in England since his retirement from active
business in 1873, had gone to the priocipality of Monaco on the
Mediterranean recently for his health, and his death took place at
the fashionable watering place of Monte Carlo, The deceased,who
was a leading figure in banking affairs here many years, wag
born in Ireland in December, 1828. Shortly after coming to
Canada hie was appointed assistant in the local office of the Bank
of British North America, & bank which has been the cradle, as
it wore, of many of .our most successful .bank managers. He

left that bank in 1857 for the position of inspector in the Bank of -

Montreal. In June 1858, he was appointed manager of the loeal
office of that institution, and in March 1863, he was appointed
genoral manager, a position which he filled for over five years,
and only left it to assume the presidency of the bank, to which
he was elected injNovember, 1869, After filling this position with
- marked ability for some four years, he retired from active life,
but was lor some years afterwards chairman of the London board
of the bank. It was during Mr. King’s inoumbency
that the DBank of DMontreal obtained the Government
account, following the failure of the Bank of Upper
Canada. Upon his retivement the shareholders of the bank pre

sented him with a service of plate costing $10,000. Mr. King
married Miss Budden, (sister of H. A. Budden, vice-president of
the Intorcolonial Mining Company), who survives him, -

" PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

Before moving the adoption of the report of the directors, and
the statements presented to you to-day, [ take leave to make a
fow remarks as to tho Lusiness of the past year, and the position
of the company gencrally. The new business of the year in
Canada was a trifle over that of last year, but doubtless largely

- owing to the depression of trade and commerce, which appears

to have been even more felt In the United States than in the
Dominion, the new business of the United States did not reach
that of 1894 by about $478,000, which left the yoar’s general re.
sult, us will bo secen by the report, while still of a very satis-
factory character, somewhat under that of 1894, As the report
states, the existing business at the eénd of the year.amounted to
870,641,805, or more than twice that of 1885, when the sum was
$34,800,226. It would havo been easy to swell the amount of
business done during the year i a less conservative care and
diserimination had been exercised, and greator expense incurred,
but the board prefers a limited business on the best class of
lives, obtained at a modern expense, and that course will con-
tinuo to be pursued in the future. The death and endowment
claims, it will Lo obsorved, continue of very moderate amount,
being again largely under what was calculated npon and pro-
vided for, an indication of the care which is exercised in the
acceptance of the lives offered for assurance. The year’s in-
come continues to increaso, and was last year $2,784,470, which
is more than twice what it was ten years ago, and there was
added to the assets of the company the handsome sum of $716,-
768, making them amount to $16,324,476.

The direetors’ report alludes to the care with which the com-

" pany’s funds are invested, and while it is stated the board has

evory confidence in the general sufficiency of its securities it
will be likely at an carly date to consider the question of further
adding to the public confidence by providing some gradual and
moderate amount by way of an invgstment reserve. fund.

The subject, of the general reduction which has been going on
for a number of years in the rate of interest obtainable upon in-
vestmonts of the character looked for by this company, is one
which reccives the careful consideration of the board, and the
company’s adoption, since 1889, of a basis caleulated upon 4 per
cont. in placo of 434 as before, has proved a wise and prudént
one, adding to the safety and tho sccurity of the policy-holders,
Suoh a reduction must, it is only reasonable to anticipate, more

or loss aflect the company’s profit-making power, unless compen-

sated for by the gains from a wise and experienced selection of

. the lives offercd for assurance, and by such a gradual reduction

in tho percontage of expenses as ¢an be made without affectlng
tho progress of the company. lvery cffort will be made to at-

. tain these results, and while it is- hardly to be looked for that

the rate of interest in Canada, mmayso much further fall as to
make-even our basis of 4 per cent. a less safe and prudent one,
the possibility of that is one which a due regard ‘for the per-

" manent safety of the policy-holders will lead the board to keep

in view, tho motto of the company . being that, before: all things,
its permanont safety, stability and security must be malintained

WOOD PULP PICTURE FRAMES.

The use of wood fibre or pulp io the
shape of moulding is now made peculiarly
available for some of the artistic processes

in furniture decoration. For this purpose
the required patterns are designed, and
hollow moulds made after them—that is,
the wond fibre, while in a soft, gelatinous
condition, is forced into these moulds
and the moisture then slowly driven out
by compressed air, while the meshes of
a fine netting hold the pulp in place.
Thus the articles can be readily turned
out in single pieces, and are completed
without further manipulation except to
trim and finish off the surfaco. So pe-
culiarly adapted is this method to 'the
art in question that delicate scrolls, flow-
ers and all conventional ;patterns carved
out of ~wood for furniture and cabinets
are thus satisfactorily and rapidly pro-
duced. With a little glue these ornamen-
tal picces are fixed secur:ly in the de-
sired position, and almost perfectly re-
semble the finest specimens of carved
woodwork. - :

THIEF-PROOF AND FIRE-PROOF.
A fire-proof and warehouse company in
Boston have contracted for the equipment
olanéw blilding with an automatic fire
alarm system. It will be supplied with
every device in modérn science for pro-
tection against fire and burglars. In the
watchman’s office will be the recording
and testing apparatus, an annunciator for.
the various floors and a watchman’s 24-hour
register connected in an electric cirenit
which is completed only when all the doors-
in the building are clogsed. There are also
provided thermostats or instruments indi-

cating automatically an abnormal. tem-
perature due to any cause. These ther-
mostats are connected to the annunciator
so that the rcom in which such an exces-
sive temperature is present is indicated.
The doors are so arranged that only when
they are all closed can the watchman re-
gister his visits of inspection. This is
even found on the front door, 5o that after
6 o’clock at night the watchman cannot go’
out of the bnilding, nor any one enter it,
without recording such entrance or exit in
theoffice, This building will be entirely
