In the meantime their is much uneasiness among the
Eastern railways which form the Joint Traffic Associa-
tion. Mr. Chauncey Depew, the Chairman of the
Board of Control of that Association, says that the agree-
ment which is the basis of the combination is the sanie
as that just declared illegal. lie further says that the
judgmîîent is the law and it must be observed. A judg-
ment was given a few weeks ago by one of the New
York courts in a case against the Joint Traffic Associa-
tion almost identical with that vhich has been passed
upon by the Supreme Court adversely to the combina-
tion. The décision of the New York Court was entire-
ly in favour of the railways boti as regards the applica-
tion of the Interstate Connerce Law and the Anti-
Trust Act. This case is to be taken to the Supreme
Court at once and a decision is to be obtained on it at
as early a day as possible. It seens to be taken for
granted that the result wiIl be the saine as in the
Trans -Missouri case -,hb ich, for good or for evil, neans
the breaking up of the present arrangements of the
,Joint Traflic Association. What will follow that, no
onle can foretell just now ; but if the combination can-
not exist and enforce diferential rates to differ-
eut points it is easily seen tbat there wîill be a serious
disarrangenent of traffic and possible trouble ahead.
Before the adjournied enquiry regarding tie differen-
tial rates, which it is complained diverted the grain
trade fron New York, is conpleted the coibination
that made that diversion , possible mnay have beconea
thing of the past, and New York may regain part of its
tenporarily lost prestige as a grain export centre.

This decision of the Supreme Court is likely to have
a bearing beyoid that-affecting the railways. All the
industrial trusts and conbinations which seeni to be all
powerf uil when .heir doings are called in question by
the State Legislatures or the State Courts are included.
The legality of these organisations is to be tested in
the Supreme Court. It is clained that the sanie prin-
ciple of law that lias just been applied in the railway
conbination case, ust equally apply to ah] these îdn-

trial trusts, and also trades and labour combinations
which atteipt te regulate prices and wages as well.
However all that uay be it is evident that until tiey
are dealt with by the Supreine Court of the United
States the Industrial Trusts are conpletely mîasters of
the position so far as' ie State Legislatures and Courts
are concerned. The Lexow Comniittee which under-
took to enquire into the working of most of the
Tru sts and from which much was expected, lias ended
what is practically a complete /i seco.

The opponîents of these Trusts-and they are nuni-
erous-are loud in denouncing the State Legislatures
for allowing themselves to be manipulated. . It is pos-
sible howevei that a remedy for wvhat these people be-
lieve to be a crying evil vill he found by independent

opposition. The 1 arge dividends paid by the Trusts on
their excessive capitalisation has excited other monied
men to raise opposition. ,There is a limit to the possi-
bility of buyi ng up such interests. We notice one suci
now organisin g to establish an opposition sugar refi-
nîery with a capital of $3,000,000. The chief imover has
three sons in the eniploy and imanagement of the Trust

,and they are threatenedt with dismissal if the father
persists in going on, but he it is stated refuses to desist
orbe bought off.

Altogether the outlbjok is in faveur of the belief that
in the near future there will be very material changes
in the mnethods for doinîg business in the 'United States,
which nay re-act on Canadian trade interests.

re-rather a gatleriiñg for show than work. The
present one opens the camipaign in earinest. but
whether te work done, or the talk let loose, vill pre-
domîiate has yet tO be seen, for the loquacity of our
IP'arliamen ts reminiids us rather of the winffdy speeches
of flie modern pugilist than of a gatheriig of business
iien su îinioned to transact the business of the

couitry.
The Speech froin the Thlrone was a very elaborate

nu. Somne of the disies imiglt well be talein~ back
to the larder, for they will be very stale after the prin-
cipal joint, the new Tariff, has been discussed to
satieby. The proposal to have members of the House
Of Comnons elected under the fraichîises of the seve-
rai provinces we regard as ill-advised, as it wil only
serve to aecentuate the political divisiois of the coiin-
try, inistead of being, as a Dominion franchise shoufld be,
a ieanls Of educating our people into more familiarity
with the fact of our national uniiity. The vigorous
prosecution of the enlargement of the Canals, whiicl is
promised, vill mieet viti general approval. So also
will a complete systei of cold storage for goeds in
transit te home aid foreigan markets, although very
grave objections can be urged against a Qovernment
taking charge of aform of enterprise which brings it
into competition with private capital. " Conttracts for
cold storage" said the Speech fron the Throne, " ivill
)e laid before the louse." A IHouse of Commous
- might be iore bîecomningly occupied thanu examînining
and discussing coitracts of this class. But we imust
believe that the proioters know weil what they are
about.

Tlie new Tarif is promised to be one that " will pro-
vide the necessary reveiue, while having duie regard to
industrial inîterests."1 This phrase is a fine specimîei
of a "much iii little," senteine. It ofers in a few
words first a sop to the "tariß-for-revenue-only" advo-
entes, and thei gives a bone to the otIIer dogs, the pro-
tectionists. A geneirality so broad, elastic, anid iidelinl-
ite affords scanti material for judgingthe cw Tarig, as
it could be applied equally as well to one on te lines
of ' Free Trade as they have it iii England, or one of
the McKiinley variety. Yet this ambiguous phrase wias
inade the text for a slashing attack upon the Govern-
ment because of its alleged incoisisteincy. Sir Charles
Tupper charged the Goverimîent with having stolen
the clothes of the Opposition, a new versioi of
D'[sraeli's fanous phrase when attacking Sir loIert

Peel, who, he said, "found the Vlh igs bathing ani ran
off witl thcir clothes." If il; turns out that the Tariff is
oe incoisistenît with the deleared policy of Mr.
Laurier and his colleagues, when in opposition, we shall
be inclined rather to praise than censure tleîn for
sacrificintg consistenye to statesmanship. When wider
knowledge ceonvinîces a mal that his opinions are er-
roneous, sutrely it would be inexcusable folly to cling to
sut opinions, or the habit of expressing them? Ut as
the obl proverh bas il-

A mant cin never change hiîs miînnd,
When he las n1o miind to chige."

If their Tariff proves the Minîisters to be inconsist-
ent, it will also prove that they are wiser than they
once were, and are brave enough to discard notions
which they have learnt to be inconsistent with facts.

As a political weapon, a charge of inconîsisteney is
useless. If it is proved " up to the hilt," it will not
change a vote in the Hlouse, or in the country ; its nily
service is as condimuent-to a dish of rhetoric.

One project name&d in the Speech will excite a very
lively and acrimonious discussion in this Province. The
Goveriinent proposes to forn a connection between the
Intercolonial Raihway and this port, utiilising the line
of the Grand Trunk and its equipments in this city,
as part of the new systeim. It is announced
that subsidies -to the Grand Trunk will-be granted in
aid of such an enlargeient of Victoria lBridge as shall
give a double track, vith a roadway for electric cars
and other accommoidations for suburban traffie.
The Goveranment will doubtless now concentrate all its
attention upon the Tarif. Let this be annotinced and
passed with all possible speed as the delay is becoming
intolerable, now that our neighbours have declared their
policy. Then its revenue producing power ouglit to be
tested before the country is committed to any further
expendi turcs.

The Session will afford most tempting opportuinities
for dashing attacks upon the new Ministry, as they are
antried men to a large extent in the Federal arena and,
though united by office, are not homnogenous in princi-
ples. The Opposition will, we believe commend thein-
selves more to the couLntry by abstaining fron factions
displays, howevec clever, than by any parade of elo-
quince or critical talent.

PROSPECTUSES AND PITFALLS,

At a time wien business men all over Canada are
being solicited by various methods to risk their money
iii a legion of mining scheimes in the valleys and slopes
of our Pacific Province, it nay not be out of place to
sound a note of wariing to those whose means of in-
quiry are more or less limited in respect of these en-
terprises. While no one doulits the existence of large
deposits of the precious metals in British Coinlibia,
and while doubtless mîany of the properties are not
over-described as to their value, it shlould net be for-
gotten tliat there are others -whicih by persistent puf-
fery are likely to wheedle people ont of their nieey-
east and vest.

We cannot do better here than quote at length an
article on the subject recently printed in the Londonl
Ecaonmist, and which ini viev of the developmnents in
the South African fieilds'seems to savor of ec-post-faco
vislon. After referring to a previous review of the

situation, to the blind confidence with which investors
accept the judgiuent of the " venal financial press" on
the imerits and prospects of new companies that appeal
for subscriptions, our conteiporary goes on to say :

tt may perhaps be possible to remedy this state of
things to soie extent by supplying a few rough rule-
o'-thumb principles for the guidance of those who
would prefer to ise their own iudgment, but do not
know how to set about the analysis of a prospectus.
Jt is evident that applying for shares in new companies
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s a cheap and convenient inethod of investing, especi-
ally adapted to the needs of the small capitalist, and if
due care is exercised, there is no reason why it should
be attended with any more risk than is inseparable fron
all joint-stock ventures.- We do not now propose to
deal with the prospectuses of entirely new companies
forined to deal with some epoch-iaking patent or some
novc d strial departure. Such enterprises as these
are purely speculative, and,however teipting they may
look, should be left alone by prudent investors, unless
they happen to have special. knowledge, on whiclh they
can rely with perfect confidence, of the merits of the
invention or schenie. We shall confine our attention
to the sort of prospectus, very commnon nowadays, that
invite subscriptions for the capital of, say, sone brew-
ery or induastrial business as a going concern.

The first point on which the investor eau dlaim full
and satisfactory information is the past history of the
business. If a prospectus states, as nany of them do,
that the business to be acquired has been established,
say, 'for forty years, and Mien says not a word about
past profits, or gives an alluring statemtent of increas-
ing turnover or gross receipts, with no hint as to net
results,it should straightway be put into the waste-paper
basket, or diverted into harnless utilitv as pipe-lights.
The more usial device, however, is to lum p -the proits
of tlree or four years together, and strike an average,
and to argue that on the basis of this average there will
be suflicient to pay so much on the capital of the pro-
jected company. This method of stating profits shouid
at once arouse suspicion, and the investor is justified in
assuming that if there had been a steady increase, or
even a consistently satisfactory return, the profits of
eachyear would have been set ont separately, and that,
as this has not been done, the business is probably
(wiidlinâ, or beconing less renierative. It need hard-
ly be said that a statement which mnerely covers the
work of one year is worthless., the result of at least six
years' working must be shown clearly and in detail. Il
the case of amalgamations the prolits of each of the busi-
nesses acquired s'hould be given separately, and in every
case the investor should examine the statement to see
that it is furnished by a qualified auditor, and does niot
depend for its accuracy on the goDd faith of the vendor.
Special considerations affecting the recent prosperity of
any given trade should also be borne in mind-for in-
stance, the profits of bicycle companies should be taken
with a very large grain of salt, owing to the recent
boom in thîeir product, and the prospect tliat increasing
conipetition will very seriously alter the proportionli be-
tween turnover and'net profit. If a bicycle-making
busin.ss would returi a fair dividend on its proposed
capital if its last year's profits vere divided by two, it
nîight thien, from this point of view, and barring other
blots on the prospectus, be considered a fair, though
still rather speculative, investment.

It is not enough, however, to know that a business
lias been able to produce certain profits. We have also
to iîake sure that it has not, in doing so, exhausted its
plant and resources. With this object a careful ex-
ainiation of its assets as it stands is necessary.. In
most prospectuses the valuation of tue assets is given
in a very slovenly manner. They are all lumped to-
gether, with the good will included, and their aggre-
gate value is considered sufficient for the investor's in-

formation. Many, indeed, calmly leave this Iatteroit
altogether; and pechaps tiis frank impudence is better
thian a vague valuation of assets whicih muay iot be
assets at all. lere, again, we are justilied in assuming
that there nust he good reason for giving an inade-
quate.statement; in other words, that if what is evi-
dently concealed were disclosed, the prospect wvould inot
be tempting. Wlat is vanted is a clear valuation by a
qualified valuer, and not, as too often appears, Mie ven-
dor himself showing the separate iteis-freehold and
leaseh old property, plant and machinery,stock-in-trade,
good-will, and trade-narks, and so on. It is also very
important that the valuations should be up-to-date,
and not, as so many are, aucient history of a Vear or
two years ago, for a very short tine nay reduce machi-
nery to scrap-ironî, and render the stocks in hand prac-
tically worthiless. The item of bouk-debts or sundry
debtors should be scanned carefully ; somîetimnes they
are "guaranteed by the vendor" to realise so mnuch,
but, in any case, they should be regarded vith suspic-
ion, and curtailed by 25 per cent or so in the investorIs
private revaluation of the business, especially in the
case of enterprises trading in the colonies, where book
debts have a habit of developing into bad debts. Some
companies, especially bicyzle businesses, show an iteni
" shares in other comîpanies," in tlieir assets, and this
should alvays be regarded with suspicion unless thie
fullest information is given ns to the number, name,
and price of shares held ; in any case, industrial enter-
prises that neglect their legitimate business for that of
a trust company generally repent it in the end. The
itemi of stock-in-trade needs watching ; it should not
be valued above cost price, and a statement to that ef-
feet should be looked for. Further, if its total is in-
duly large it is safe to infer that the business is not
doing a brisk turnover, and finds itself landed with a
mass of goods that will require nursing. A colonial
drapery establishment came out a few'wceks ago, show-
ing total assets £292,433, of which more than half,
natmely, £158,499, was represented by stock-in-rade.
Tt ieed lardly be said that tlis is not an encouraging
statemîent. It must also be carefully noted that the
assets are valued as they stand, and not according to
vhat they will be worth wlien so munch freshi capital,

to be provided by the proposed issue, has been spent
upon thei. Tits is a common pitfall iii latter-day
prospectuses, whiclh thus invite the investor to buy .his
own naney and pay for il. A com pan v which recen tly
foried itself for the purpose of amialgamating and
practically rebuilding two provincial music-halls,
thought that the public had been sufliciently inforned
by the statemient that the profits, after the necessary
alteritions in seating capacity, &c., had been carried.
out, ought to be so mu&h, and that the value of the
properties, when all this had been doue, would be so
much, When we buy any article what ve want to
know is its present value, not its wyorth after it has
been reorganized at our expense, and valuers should
remember that they are not called upon to exercise the
gift of optimistic prophecy. As to the," good-will," it
is impossible to lay down a general rule, as it is obviouis
that it varies proportionately witLh the age and repu ta-
tion of the business that is to he joint-stocked. 'TVhie
goodwill, for instance, of snch a concern as Péler
Robinson's business would be judged by an altogether
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different standard as compared with that of a suber-
ban.boot-shop. But for the ordinary rank and file of
companies tha; cone out, it is, perhaps, safe to con-
sider thaL the goodwill siould seldom be greater than
three years' net profits. Tfhis is an item that must be
looced after carefully; if iL is nixed in with the other
assets and not valued separately, we mnay be quite sure
that Loo high a price is being put upon it. Lf it is not
miientioned at ail, iL will be found to turn on the dif-
ference between Lhe total assets and the purchase price.
As Lo the mucli vituperated "waiver-elause," the mere
appearanec of which is considered by somie critics tu be
suflicieni; evidence of fraud, it is reasonable enough to
suppose that il the case of large businesses il would be
at once imnpossible, anld, from a trade point of view,
suicidal to disclose all the contracts Lo which the con-
ce "r is a party. But il should bc nioted carefully that

the waiver-claese covers onily trade coutracts, and is
not used to conceail nderwriting arrangements, &c.,
which ough]t not to be of such a nature thai; their dis-
closure woulId be damaging.

Fiially, iivestors should mistrust prospectuses which
give a list of dividends paid by simiilar companies and
a, string of prices of tieir shares staniing at high
preitunms. then Lhis very irrelevant argumelt by
false anialogy is founîd to be necessary, il is genierally
safe tu assume Ltat there is little Lo lie said for the
merits of a compatiy which requires the assistance of
such very biad logic. Nor are the names of the diree-
tors a sure guide, for the iost. ionest and upright of
mcii are liable Lo be misled. As to the common confi-
dece-irick, wliich solicits subscriptions for preference
shares oi the grounîd that the vcnclor is so certain of
the success of tie compaiiy that lie retains the whole
of tlie ordiniary shares, it is geierailly to be employed in
the prospectitses of companiies which are over capital-
ised, even when the ordinary shares are left out.

"'TOO MUCIH MONEiY !"

For soue reason or othter life iisurance coulpalies
appear Lo be siigiled oui; as fair objects of attack by

persons to be found in every communiity who bave "an
axe to grintd," or wlo are willing to imtîmolate thlem-
selves on thealLer of philanthfiiropy-for a consideratioi.

eretofore Lte principal attacks levelled againsi; themu
have been because of the alleged inadequacy of their
ftînds to pay clLills ior losses whtenever tesc may fal
due. M1aniy menit are deterred fromti availing itemselves of
the beiefits ohfered by life inisuranice companies-which
have latterly becoie more thian "savings batiks for
posterity" mtder the various endowiment systems-be-
cause they doubted Lthe comnpany's being strong enough
Lo last. h'lie smiialler com pianies, ltowever-those, tha; is,
wiLit mtoderate cpitals-have shown sucit vitaliy-
have beei able to use suclh arguments in favor of tieir
plans, oit however lii îted a scale-because, as :they
claimt, a capital of hai !-a-milli dollars anld reserves of
onily a few millions, are more easily controlled and
îtnmanaged thain w'lere Lte imillious have swelled up to Lthe
lutndreds, ihat tilese self-styled experts abandoned their
mode.s of attack ; the axe ownters and griiders clanged

-their base.
hliey are niow laying siege from the other end

oi thie citedel, Lien alleged cause for ataclk beintg the

immense sums of money under the control of certain
companies, and a bill has accordingly been draftedaid a
hearing held before the Senate Insurance Conmittee at
Albany, with a vieirof restricting or controlling more
ihorougbly the operations of the large life companies
of the State of New York. These'companies-by good
management no doubt-have grown to be the stronîg-
est finance corporations in the United States ; and
one insurance mai, who evidently wants something to
Io, charges eachi of three largest ones with owning and
controlling a bank, a guarantee company and a, trust
company, in which the funds of widows and orphans
are deposited. These three companies, he says, receive
each about ten millions for premînis on policies alone,
yet are not subjected to the laws which safeguard sav-
iigs banks or finance corporations. This critic says
that for the iost part they are operatinig under a body
of laws passed about lialf a century ago, when tiese
corporations wvere in their infancy and were treated oti
a par with marine and fire insurance. companies. IL is
claimed that the people have no knowledge of what is
done with their. money-that n6 annual reports are
issued except a little pamphlet dealing with millions
massed into a few lines, and the statemients filed with

.Lhe Iinsurance Department, which are tardily publisied
and practicidIly inaccessible to the average individual.
The law imposes but two impoÈrtant restrictions upoi
thein, one "that no insurance company shall invest in
or loan imontey upon its own shares, or -the shares of
any other insurauce corporation." Thie other restric-
tion provides "that the company shall iot invest in
the stock of any insolvent corporation." IThis, accord-
inîg to a New York contemporary, gives "the virtually
unknowni .mten" who haidle these millions power to
invest themt in any stock they may choose, provided it
is issued by a company incorporated anywhere ii the
country and is not actually bankrupt and is not an in-
surance company. A Bill which was introduced before
the [isurance Comnittee above referred to a few days
ago, modifles considerably the restriction above noted.

The New York dailies are of the impression thiat this
new feature has for its purpose the object of pernititig
the larger companies to use the millions at their coin-
mtand in "gaining control of smaller corporations and
formtinîg an insurance trust." The public will watch
with interest the progress of these new moveinents in
Albany, ajd will not be mnisled by thei in the mean-
time.

That any company or comîpanies should be accused of
liavingr too much money sounds very anomalous. The
policyholders in couipanies. whose reserves have ac-
cumiîuulal:ed to such an extraordinary degree as shown by
the large Amnerican life companies, are not at all.
anxious in the matter and doubtless congratulate them-
selves on holidiig contracts with institutions that
have suct enormous control and strength. behind
Ltetm. The men wio conitrol such7 immense

sutmîs of motney are Lot likely to violate the
trust reposed iii tleii.. They are all, or nlearly
all of them, men of extraordinary ability, inen whose
services in almost any position in. life wvohl securè to
themi salaries aud emoluinents as great as those which
they receive in their respective positions; and wè think

e may add thait these sîlaries are sntlicieitly larget
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remove them beyond the reach of anxi'ty, an example
)vhich in a snall way our Governient should consider
ni respect of the salaries àf our Canadian judges.

We are in receipt regularly of the periodical reports of
the principalState Commissioners of Insuraince in which
mîîay-be found ¯detailed the various investmnents of all
the insurance corporations traisacting business iii the
respective States, but these are rarely if ever read by the
insuring public. In addition to these we are favored
by the New York Life Lis. Co. with a neatly bound
booklet of about 50 pages containing a full list of the
company's investmnents, giving in oie columnn the an-
ount loaned and in the next columni the value of the pro-
perty or security. Any one requiring one of these
handy little pamphlets can doubtless bc supplied on
application. It is however to be regretted that
the companies do not give their reports-their annual
stàtements-wider publicity, that is, in journals with a
circulation beyond the profession. The full statemuents
made by our Canadian coipanies-the free analysis and
discussions invited-the addresses-at their annual gath-
erings-afford an example which our Anericain cousins
would do. well to treat as a good example.

THE GREEN FRUIT TRADE.

The expansion of the green fruit trade during the
last decade bas been remarkable. This expansion is
naturally more noticeable in the sumnier season but
the winter business lias iucreased at an equal ratio. It
is true that dealers complain. that the trade of the past
winter has been disappointing, tiat the sales have not
equalled those of the last tlree seasons. But conparing
the trade of the winter just ended with that of 1886-87
the great expansion in business is clearly seen. The
consumption of bananas during the winter moûths has
greatly increased. Indeed the increase in.the importa-
tion of bananas is one of tie chief features of the fruit
trade. In 1802 the value of the bananas inported was
$298,009. [n 1896 the value was $490,000 It is a difli-
cuit fruit to imîport during the cold weather, and the
care whieh has to be exercised in its transportation
nakes the banana a rathér expensive article by the

time it is laid on the dining tables of Canadians. Cars
have to be specially heated, and the constant attend-
ance required en route necessitates the sending of a inan
from here to take charge of tie shipnent. Pineapples
tonatoes, and cocoanuts have to be shipped in the saine
nînuner. A yearly comlparison of the imports of fruit
since 1891 shows an increase in the fruits not grown
in Canada and a steady decline in those whicl are pro-
duced in Canada-a very satisfactory state of affairs.

Valencia oranges are comlîing in freely now, and the
demand is good. Their quality is improving and more
are sold now than formerly. They compare favourably
with California seedlings, but the California navels are
still the best oranges iii the market. As a rule, Cali-
fornia lenions are not seen here. Theirquality is excel-
lent and their price higher than the Messena fruit.
Lenion plantations are increasing in the State, and it is
likely that they NvilI soo i equal the orange plaiitations
in number and acreage. It is expected that the new
duty on oranges and lemnons will give an impetus to the
Californian fruit trade. The proposed duty is l of 1 per
cent per lb. and 30 per cent ad valorem on the cases,

ËN-,

etc. This barrier will probably keep out Messina
lemûons, especially at this time of the year. Our fruit
nierchants buy tleir-supplies of green fruits ii New
York at¯presenît., How far the new United States tariff
w'ill restrict that market remains to bé seen.

Florida is trying to imake up for the destruction of
its orange groves througls the great frost two or three
years ago by the extensive cultivation of the pineapple.
The Florida pineapple is more liglhly coloured thain the
Cuban variety, and also of better flavour. It has iever
bee produce'd in any quantity util the last year or
two ; but the industry is now of considerable propor-
tions and is making rapid progress-owing in large
part to Cuba's inability to supply the market. Cuba's
nisfortune is Florida's opportunity. Tiat unhappy

island is fast losing all its trade and will have no small
difficulty in regainiiig coitrol of the markets it once s0
freely enjoyed.

Strawberries are us nusually cheap for the season. The.
New York price for the Florida berry ruas from sb Iow
a figure as 14 cents per full quart to 28 cents. .They
are generally sold here in June at fromi 20 to 25 cents.
It costs froi 5ý to 6 cents per box to bring American
strawberries to Montreal. The duty is 3 per lb. and
the freight l cents to whiclh have to be added the ex-
press charges on outside packages. A fair business is
reported but it should. be better considering the rela-
tively low prices. Catawba and Malaga -grapes are in
demand, the former quoted at' 25 cents for the 5, lb
basket, and the latter $7.50 to $8 per keg.

Thie pears and appl.s placed in cold storage' during
the winter iave not kept so well as usuL. Especially
is this the case* vith apples. rThe Northern, Spy viich
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is regarded as one of the best keeping apples bas been'
the first to show decay. It is inferred that the apples
were over-ripened before picking. Carloads of apples
cone in every week fron the west, shipped by people
who were holding for a rise in prices. Considering the
cost of repacking and the expense and trouble of stor-
age it would have been better for then had thöy ship-
ped their supplies in the autumn. The English market
improved for three weeks onily during the winter. The
shipients ruslhed in at that timue brought the prices
down again, and they 'ave not recovered suice.

T.<AD 1)ANI) NAVIGATION RETURNS.

Il conclusion of the series of articles on the exports
of Canada as shown in the Trade and Navigations Iie-
turns for the last hiscal year we deal to-day principally
with Canadian manufactures.

Tie total valne of the manufactured articles export-
ed in 1895-90 was $1.0,222,877. Ontario leads the other
Provinces in this division of the Dominion's coinmerce,
iLs contribution exceeding $4,440,000. The Im perial
trade aiouited to $1,700,000. The best customers for
Ontario's manufactures are Great Britain, $1,340,570;
A ustralia, $204,000; the United States, $2,400,000; Ger-
lany, $90,000; Newfoîudland, $01,242; Cliuna, $49,000;

ßritish A frica, $39,200; France, $40,000; British West
Inîdies, $28,715; Russia, $24,050; the A rgentine Repub-
lie, $10,600; Austria, $9,238; Rolland, $8,535; Mexico,

Next iii importance coie the
United States, $1,000,000; China, $329,259, and New-
fou ndland,$235,897. The e:ports to Ch ina consisted large-
ly of cottons. Other custoniers are found in Ger-
many,$ 44,850; A ustralia, $41,500; Hritish A frica,$25,820;
France, $22,000; St. Pierre, $16,260; H1olland, ,17,525;
I3ritishl \Vest Indies, $12,550; and East India, $8,355:
'flic exports to India consisted chielly of cigars and
eigarettes. Nova Scetia ranks next to Quebec in the
valtue of its exports of manufactures, ibs total for the
yenr. 195-96 being nearly $1,300,000. More than half
of this sun represeunts rade witlin the Elmpire--Great
13ritaiu, $307,500 ; Newfound]and, $279,550 ; British
West luidîes, $53,550; and British Guiana, $3,800. The
best foreign markets are China, $171,300 ; the United
States, $305,650; St. Pierre, $61,000; Russia, $18,077 ;_
Norway and Sweden, $13,775; Hayti, $0,160; 'U. S. of
Colombia, $3,331; and the Danisl, .French, and Spani-
ish W'est Indies. New ßrunswiclks manufactures ex-
ported aniointed to $457,700. Great Britain is entered
iii the returns for $238,535 ; the United States, $190,-
990; Norway and Sweden, $15,000 ; British West lit-
dies, $12,000 ; A ustralia, $560 ; Newfoundland, $462,'
and ßritish Guiana $200. Manitoba exported mattu-
factures valued atL $92,700-chiefly to the United States.
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British Columbia aiso found in the neiglibouring Re-
public her besb customer, the slipments thither being
valued at $138,715. Other customers are Great Bri-
tain, $10,800; Australia, $1,500;. long Kong $1,270 ;
China, $3,000; and Hîawaiian Islands, $4,000. Prince
Edward Island's exports amounted to $36,000, New-
foundland being the best custoner, $24,000. Portugal
is entered for $7,665, and the United States for $3,800.
The value of the manufactures exported front the
North-west Territories was $11,262. The United States
was the niarket.

In comparing the value of the different classes of ar-
ticles exported il is seen that leather heads the list,
the total leather manufactures for the year being
$2,018,080. Of this sum $83,068 represents boots and
shoes, and $5,81G harness and saddlery. --Deducting

other manufactures" $11,054, the large balance-
$1,918,148-is for sole aud upper leather. The next
largest item is manufactures of wood, $1,592,000. Un-
der this head is entered wood pulp, $675,777 ; matches
and match splints, $195,836 ; and doors, sashes, and
blinds, $190,000. After the manufactures of wood
cotton is the item which attracts attention by the
value exported. The figures for last year are $706,812.
Agricultural implemients exported were "valued at
nearly $600,000. The total value of te exports of iron
and steel and manufactures of iron and steel (agricul-
tura limpleients excluded) was $607,038. The largest
items under this head are machinery, $256,416 ; cast-
ings, $100,162 ; steel, and manufactures of steel; $57,-
000; and pig, $46,905. Under the heading of exportei
liquors-the total value of which is $416,927-Lhe
largest entry is whiskey, $377,863. The value of musi-
cal instruments exported during the year is $354,260,
of which $285 ,172represents organs, and $61,247 pianos.
Of the $77,395 worth of tobaccoexported $19,987 repre-
sents cigars and cigarettes, and $19,941- stems and eut-
tiungs. 18,379 cwt. of tow was exported, the value be-
ing $93,195. Other articles are oil cake, $121,424; ships,
$100,000; lime, $70,451; explosives, $93,400; extract of
ieilock bark, $174,820; drugs, chemicals and medi-
cies, $109,400; cordage, ropes and twinîe, $150,000;
veliicles of all kinds, $11.3,350; books, .pamphlets, and
imaps, $88,000; clothing, $01,000; buttons, $20,788; cot-
toit waste, $16,750; dye stuiffs, $45,285; fertilizers ,-$30,-
190; ground gypsui and plaster, $23,332, and India
rubler, $33,702.

Of the sole and upper leather exported, Great Britain
took $1,704,075 worth, and New foundland, $189,727.
Quebec exported more tait lialf the total amount ship-
ped; but in boots and shoes Nova Scotia was by far the
largest exporter-$64,283.. Newfoundland was the
best inarket-$50,140. Ontario lends in agricultural
imipleneunts, its contribution being $537,255. The
largest enstomers are Great Britain, $257,233; Austra-
lia, $195,230, and Germany, $45,730. New Brunswick
and Quebec exported agricultural implenients to the
value of $32,015 and $23,900 respectively. lu the ex-
portation of cottons Quebec appears for $890,403;, Nova
Scotia, $267,462; Ontario, $114,139, and New Bruns-
wick, $4,578.

spectively.. Ontario reached its highest figure in 1882

310. In stoves Nova Scotia exports more than the
other Peovit ces, and Newfoundland is the best custo-
mer. Ontario leads in iron castings, Great Britain be-
ing the largest custonier. In pig iron Quebec heads the
list, and exports almost wholly to the United States.
Quebec also leads ini machinéry, but Ontario is not far
behind, the figures being $08,762 and $75.136. The
chief markets for machinery are Great Britain, $74,493;
United States, $100,000; Newfoundland, $17,800; Ger-
many, $16;820; -Australia, $10,205, and Chili, $6,720.
Ontario's export of whiskzey amounts to $370,620, which
is practically the whole export of the Dominion. The
United States takes a very large proportion-$341,000.
There are 21 other custoners, among thei being Great
Britain, Australia, Africa, B. W. Indies,' China, layti,
Mexico, Venezuela, Argentina, etc. In the manufa-
ture of organs and pianos 'Jntario aiso has the first
place. For organs Great Britain is by far the'best cus-
tomer-$234,684. Australia and Gennany are good
markets. For pianos the United States is entered for
$31,162, and Australia for $15,582. [n theexportation
of ships Nova Scotia is the foreniost Province, the ton-
nage being 10,260 and the value $65,377. New Bruns-
vick and Prince EdNward Island are enterèd for $15,000

anud $13,565. Of the wood pulp exported Great Britain
took $113,557 worth and the United States, $557,085.
Doors, sashes, and blinds to the value of $108,073 were
exported to Great Britain, and also matches, $178,648,
Ontario shipping the bulk of the former, and Nova
Scotia the latter.

The total value of the exports of Cauada to dreat Bri-
tain for the year 1895-96 was $66,690,288. . Other mar-
kets within the Eimpire are Auistralia, $517,258; British
India, $8,841; British West Indies, $1,660,80C; Britishi
Africa, 154,465 ; British Guiana, $274,536 ; British
Honduras, $1,021; Gibraltar, $4,310; -long Kong, $14,-
742; Fiji Islands, $502; Newfoundland, $1,782,309; and
New Zéaland, 8975. Apart from the United States
the best markets without the Empire are the Spanish
West Indies, $989,415 ; China, $609,975 ; Germnany,
$757,531; Brazil, $608,749; France, $581,540 ; and the
Argentine Republic $413,100.

when the value of the exports was$40,765,921, Butlast
year's figures, $32,866,947 have only been surpassed on
two other occasions, 1893 and 1895. Nova Scotia's ex-
ports have doubled since Confederation. The increase lias
been steady from year to year, the anount for 1896 be-
ing the largest recorded-$10,999,160-with one excep-
tion only, the previous year, when the'figures were
$11,723,534. New Brunswick's exports. have incrèased
fromt $4,626,727 in 1868 to $7,907,911 in 1896. The
increase has been very steady, the figures for last year
peing the largest recorded. British Colunbia's export
trade also shows a steady increase, the aniount for last
year, $10,576,551, being the greatest in its history. In
1872 the value was $1,912,107, in 1882, $3,154,194, and
in 1892 $6,574,989. Manito a's exports have increased
from $30,520 in 1871 to $2,005,867 in 1896. The year
1892 vas the largest in its history-$2,078,339. In
1879 the exports from the Nortl-West Territories were
valued at $60,139j In 1896 the value was $159,706.
We are sorry to note that Prince Edward Island's
trade shows a decrease rather than an increase in both
exports and imports. Ii 1877 its exports were nearly
$2,000,000. Last year the value was but $079,979. In
1875 the imiports were $1,961,000; last year the amont
was only $490,245. On the whole the trade and
commerce of the Dominion shows a gratifying expan-

THIE WINDSOR HALL MEETING.

If the meeting held at the Windsor. Hall in the inter-
ests of the present Government of this Province is any
criterion of the feeling prevailing generally in the elec-
torate, the prospects of its return to power are roseate..
By the timje the Premier, the Hôn. Mr. Flynn, rose to
speak, thé hall was filled fron platforn to rear, with
an audience that showed itself in sympathy with him-
self and colleagues. En passant we offer a compliment
to the Dscorationî Comnittee by whom the hall had
been made very briglht vith a profuse arrangement of
flags arranged vith artistie Liste. Messrs. Lane and
MacLennan, representinigthe two Clubs of the Govern-
ment rarty, officiated jointly as chairien, a double-
headed plan vlich may be expedient to avoid jealousy,
but one which, in other hands, might lead to coufusion
by a conflict of authority.

Premier.Flynn lias not the more popular gifts of a
platform orator, bu t he speaks with a quiet deliberation
and lucidity which, though notexciting, is very impres-
sive to an intelligent audience. In alniost his opening
senteice lie alluded to the ex-Treasurer, the lHon. Mr.
Hall, vhose naine elicited a warn cheer. His entire
speech was devoted to an'exposure of the financial mis-
management of the Mercier administration, and ade-
fence and.exposition of the financial. record' knd policy
of the present Government. Indeed this was the char-
aeteristie of all the speeches, and the patient attention
given py the large audience to a recital of figures and
calculations and comparisons of a sta'tistical nature
showed that the speakers were addressing aconpany t6
whom financial figures were of more interest than
those figures of speech, which .delight a less intelli-
gent gathering.

The increase of the debt of this Province by 1.3' mil-
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ions und1(er Mr. Mercier's rule, ansd its reductionu sinice
his retirenieiît by 2 millions constituted the uain .poit
in], Mr. .Flyn's defence. He claiind to iave reduced
Lhe expenditure oit Crownr lands by $100,000 and in-

creased tise revenue by over $200,000, giving an in-
creased income from that source of $301,303 compared
with 1892. The regulation to protect our spruee trees
froi wholesale destruction by enlarging the size of
those whiich mtight be cut down was very justly claimis-
ed as a credit to the Government, and we are disposed
to think tliat further steps to stop the stripping of thi
tituber for export would be commendable in view of the
certainty that the pulp industry is capable of greaL de-
velopient in this Province. Mr. Flynn claimed to have
arranged for the disposal of 1,500,000 acres of land for
the purpose of raising a fuiid to realize a revenue of
$00,000 yearly, the bulk of whicl, $50,000, would
be used to proiote elementary education. We
c n tiuot here discuss the terms of this ar-
rangement, but the devotion of the resources
iii wild lands expected to be realized in cash,
towards developing un educational systen, commends
itself as a very wise, as it is a very needful ineasure.
Qiuebec is scarucly abreast of the other Provinces in its
edicatioial system, so far as the lower grade of schools
is concernet, and the whole couniitry will be gratified aît
its improvement. Mr. ihynn intiiated an intention to
subsidize the scheumes now ou foot to bring Montreal
into easier contact with the soutlh s hore, and his allu-
sion to the iinportance of susc projects elicited a round
of applause. Any subsidy however is contingent upoil
like action by the Federal Government.

The Ron. Mr. A tw'ater, Provinciîal Treasurer, had a
good receptioi, and made an excellentimpression by his
defence of the financial policy heli had pursued, and by
lis caustie criticisi of tihe irregularities of the Mercier
reginme. [le vas on solid ground iii claiming that the
credit of! the P'rovince had risen imost satisfactorily in
the last few years, having enabled money to be bor-
rowed for converting the old debts oia basis of 3 per
cent, the whole operation being so arratnged as to effect

anial saving ofabout $230,000. A popular audience
could not, of course, follow the statisticai argamîenits
n1ecessary to prove tis, but it is known that, those of
expert judgnent based on practical experience, regard
te consolidation and conversion of the several debts of

this Province as designîed by the Governnent to justify
the clainm made by the Provincial Treasurer, and the
recent nuarked advance in the credit of the Province
outside Canada, shows that confidence is restored in
its finances. Tihere is a wide field still open for reforni
in the administration of this province, and we trust
whichever party succeeds iii the comiing elections will
cease to regard Montreal as able to bear taxation iii
order to save the rest of the Province fron bearing a
fair share of the burthei. We do not.recall an elec-
toral coitest so free froil Vhat are ordinarily knuown as
party polities. The question is, by which set of can-
didates voil.d the fiiansc'ial business of the Province be
iiost economically and efficiently managed. The cre-
denîtials and record of both claimants are nowy before

ie electors wihose decision we trust will. prove their
sagacity and discenmiiént.

TRE DEEPI? WATER WAY.

The Marchiniber of the leview of lReviews lia a cou-
cise article on the report of the American Government En-
giueer's Cominission on the deep water way from the west
to the seaboard. Unless the help of the great canal dig-
gers 'or our near planetary neighbour---Mars-is obtained
the-prospect for the· next two or three generations of busi-
ness muen using that large undertaking is not very brigit.
A througli water way fourteen [eet deep will satisf$y the re-
quireiments for a long time, Il the- meantime it would
doubtless, be a pleasant occupation for the Engineers to
spend six hundred thousand dollars during the next two or
three years--.if they can get it. 'Ilie article referred tu ls
as follows:

It le rather renîarkable that su important a document as
the report of the Internatlonal Deep-Water-W'ays Commis-
alun, appointed two years ago by President Cleveland, should
have received so little attention at the hands of the public
press. Af ter careful ilnquiry tie conmmission, comprised ot
President Janes B, Angell, Hon. John E. Russell of 3ilssi-
chusetts and Lyman C. Cooley, the great engineer of the
Chicago Drainage Canal, reports deuisively upn three long
disputed'points: First, that a ship canal deep enough and
wide enough to permit the passage of the largest vessels
now plying the Great Lakes, and opening Lake Erie and
Lake Ontario to the Hudson and the Lower St. Lawrence,
is perfectly practicable and presents no Insurmountable en-
gineering obstacles whatever; second, that there le suili-
cient traflic already in sight to warrant the construction of
the canal, and that 'the canal would pay; and third, that the
present and future importance and development of the
Great Lakes and their tributary territory demaud the con-
struction of this great work. This le the first authorita-
tive utterance of an ollicial character upon a long mooted
question. 'The value of such a canal is plain. The report of
the commission evidences wheat exportations ta Europe as an
instance. It now costs about a cent and a half to transport
a bushe.1 of wheat fron Duluth or Chicago to Buffalo,. and
about three cents more froi the Atlantic seaboard to the
ports of Europe. The total cost of shipment from Duluth
or Chicago tu Europe le nine or ten cents, so that mure
than half of the total cost is eaten up in trans-shipmlent
from Buffalo to the sea. The commission believes that with
an open ship canal it would be possible to accomuplish this
distance.at one cent per bushel, so that the total cost of
transportation frotn the Interior- to Europe would be prac-
tically cut in half, And his is but a single item, Very
few people understand the really colossal nature of the pres-
eut trafic on the Great Lakes, The annual tonnage of De-
troit River is estimated at more than three iues that of
the Suez Canal. The total, traille of the upper lakes le
equal in ton iileage to nearly one-third that of all the rail-
ways in the United States. Ihe latter cost ten billions of
dollars to construct and equip. The Great Lakes are now
a closed ses; they are bottled up at Buitalo. Eoüt one per.
cent. of their traflic finds its way through the Welland
Canal into Lake Ontario. * Were it possible for one of tiei
linge lake freighters to steani in uninterrupted course. from
Duluth to Montreal,, New York and the Atlantic ports it
îhay hardly be doubted that this great traili *ould under-
go still further expansion and effect the saving of vast sums
in freights, alike to the people of the West and the East.
The rputejudged by the commission to be the most feasible
is that via. Niagara River, Lake Ontario, the St. Lawrence,
Lake Champlain, and the Hudson, to the sea. This is pre-
cisely the- route selected by the Maritime Canal Company
of North Amerlea, which le now seeking a charter at - the
hands of Congrese for the construction of this. work as a
private enterprise. This route wouîld require only a little
more than ninety iniles of canais, and would-be down stream
all the way, so that conceivably a vessel could be iloated
from Latke Erie to the sea. ,The commission asks for the
appropriation of six hundred thousand dollars for. further
surveys, which it is estimated will reqilre two or three
years to complete. It is regrettable tliat an undertaki'ng of
such vast and present importance.should be so long delayed.

---On demand of W. W. Tiirner, 'St. .hn's Quel,

holdings of raw. They have made up
their minds not to exceed at once at least
the prices whicli secured their supplies
latterly. lowever, there are barely offer-
inga at those figures, and tie market rests
upon a wholly nominal basis until n1ew
business comes up. The importations di-
rect are larger, aud ar helping out the re-
tfiers considerably on the sudden spurt of
demande foi their productions.

COST1 OF HIEATING A ROOM BY GAS.

An Eiglislh scientific gentleman lias published the result
of a series of elaborate trials made continiously for a per-
iaoif¯i2nontli under exact conditions. It was f ound that
the lheat required liad not the sliglitest relation to the
cubic capicity of the room. This depended entirely on the
area of the wall surface and on the ventilation. Several
rooms were tested, and it was found that of the total heat
evolved, froni 75 to 87 1-2 per cent was ibsorbed by the walls
and ceiling; wliere the ventilation was limited, only 12 1-2
per cent 'of the total heat wias uised inwarming the air,
and the mule was discovered that for every 1600 square feet
of wall surface, excluding the ceiling, a gas coiinsumption of
1 cubic foot per hour maintained a rise 1 degree F., when
the air in the room was clanged every hour. If the air is
entirely renewed every. 20 minutes, 37 1-2 per cent, or a little
over one-third, was used in warmiing this air, and the gas
consumption for the same result rose to 11-4 cubic feet
per hour for every degree rise maintained. Of course, if
the temperature of a rooi lias to be raised quîiclly, the'
proportion of lient absorbed by the walls increases enor-
miouisly, as does the gas consumption; but the fact remains
that, wlatever the heat required to warm the walls, and
lost in this way, the ieating of the air required oily 1
cuibic foot per hour for every 1600 square feet of wall sur-
face, for.every 3 degrees F. rise of temperature, when the
whole of the air in tie room; was entirely renewed every 20
minutes, a fair average for ordinary living rooms. Wien a
room lias to be warmed quiokly, say 20 degrees F., the pro-
portion of gas used in warming the air becomes infinitesi-
mal, as whatever the heat absorbed by the walls, that taken
up by the air, and retained by it, never varies.

ADVANCE IN TUBE MAKING.

It seems that several tube manufacturers and bicycle
makers have been carrying on extensive factory experiments
during the past year witlh a view ta avoiding pickling of
the tubes as well as too froquent annealing and that they
have l one or two cases sncceeded in prddncinj a flux, by
whiclh scaling of the¯ tubling Is avoided. Results of these
experimenats remain as yet as factory secrets,' so for as
nietliods aidùnanipulations.are concerned, butrit is credi-

bly asserted that it is hencefortlh possible to preserve the
original strength of the tubing, after brazing without. re-
gard tu its gauge; also to shape steels of higli carbonage to
formis which could not formerly be accomplished without

torturing the mnetal and straining Its fibres. It is slmilarly
stated that the new stamping processes actually strengthen
and toughen the sheet nietal ta which tlhey are applied. On the
other land, a new competition to forged, stamped, and tu.
bular connections lias arisen lu castings nade fromin malle-
able iron, Mclailie steel, Belt's metal, aliminum bronze,
and a number of other alloys which gives promise of great
usefulness for bicycle joints, but Mhe properties of which
are not yet very well known to the general public, nor al-
ways ,to those who make use of thei.

NEW ZEALAND MEATS.

The growth of meat shipnents from New Zoaland le plie-
nonenal, Beginning in 1882 with 1,707,228 pouinds, the next>
year's shipments, were almnot 10,000,000, which swelled il
1884 ta about 28,500,000 pounds, In 1887 the shipments
were 45,000,000 pounds, in 1890 they lied risen ta over 100,-
000,000, in 1895 to 128,000,000, and last year's shipients
reached the amazing total of over 150,000,000 pounds of mut-
ton and 8,500,000 of beef.

EXTENSIBLE BROOM HAN.DLE.

A means for lengthening Irooin handles consiste of a
simple metal coupling with -two holes passing through the
entire lengtlh for the reception of'a broom handle, and!
means for coupling the sanie, thus enabling housewives tu
utilize old broom handles, and to brusli ceilings, walls and
places above the reach of the ordinary broom,

A gallery eight miles long le being tunneled. by hydro.
electric power ln the Marseilles lignite mines. The water,
whicli was found very troÙblesome, was utilized ta drive a
wheel furnishing power for a dynamo, and a triple-boring
power motor cutsi froni 10 to 14 feet dally through liard
lhimestone rock. - -
