A large
imumuber of fur-lined conts will be worn
this season, and fur collars and'euffs are
still in the beyday of their popularity, but
as our fashionablo youth have discovered
that the remomeable fur collar des rit fit
se nico and close round the neck as the
other, it is probable that they will not be
so much worn this season as last.

If the fashionable tailors are correct, this
season will-mark the revival of the long
since dilsused Inverness cape. In New
York it le coming rapidly te the front, and
many of thc best dressed men of that city
aire wearing It. It is comnfortable if not
very becoming, and bas fhe advantage of
being exclusively a customa made garment,
as owing te the quantity of cloth they re-
quire and their consequent expense, they
will nover be reproduced by theý wholesale
lieuses. Many gentlemen will regret that
fhe becoming double-breasted Newmarkets
and Box coats are no longer fashionably
worn, but the fiat bas gone forth, and
those who do net conform. te the ·single-
breasted Chesterfield will b open te the
charge of following last year's styles.

THE CATTLE TRADE;
Although the- weather in England lias

THE IRION TRADE.
Within a comparatively brief period a

marked improvemient lias taken place in
the iron and ictal markets, and there lias
been a pronoulmeed gain in prices. The
announconent of an advance in the British
iroi districts lias se far been conined to
cable reports, thougli the Economiist in its
las8t review received bore stated: "Tlherè
appears to be a growing conviction that
the worst lias been scen, and that time
w'ill bring with it some change for the
better."

A steady contraction li production has
been going on for seme tine, but tho at-
tempt te arrest over production waîs only
partially successful, and te muany it ap-
ponred that in the struggle to produce
more cheaply the, output of those Vlich
continued working was greatly increased.
Out of 869 furnaces built, 375 are now at
work, leaving 494 idle. A mlionth since 16
more furnaces were working, and the
preseit production is now mnerely a fourth
ls than two years ago. Under a restric-
tion arrangement recently inaugurated in
the Cleveland district, and which is te re-
main in force for eightdon menthe, ten
nocr furnçes ilî shortly bQ blwn out,

tirely under the heade. of pig iron, tin-
plates, unwrought steel, and old iron for
remanufacture, and la due to the improved
demand fron the United States.

The demand from the United States

shows no signs of falling off, fresh orders
for considerable quantities being under
treaty. It l reported that one contract
for 10,000 tons to be delivered before the
end of October has been concluded, and-
tonnage for the freight of 5,000 tons of
lieiatites to the United States is being
sought for on the Tyne. Shipnments of pigs
also continue to. be made froin the Clyde
to the United States in fair bulk. *Steel
rails, owing te the low prices now ruling in
England, can be delivered at some of the
outports il the United States in competi-
tion with American makers, even with the
duty of $17.92 against Engliah importe.
The American manufacturera, of course,
secure the great bulk of the orders, but the
present quotation of $34.35 is maintained
by a combination among the trade, under
which arrangement the output is adjusted
to the demand. No leas than 2,311 miles
were laid in the United States this year up
te August 1, against only 1,377 miles in
1885. It is significant that deducting
shipments te the United States, British
exporta te other cointries bave decreased
considerably in recent years. The effect
of the collapse of the 'international rail
syndicate la that steel rails are £1 per ton
below the rate which then ruled. A large
number of operatives have been benefited
since they have now almost full against
scarcely half-time employment. In con-
junction with the botter tonue of the metal
markets, it nay be stated that sbipbuild-
ing and engineering give signs of greater
activity, and the horizon is therefore far
from being se overcast as it bas been.

SEWING COTTON.
The universal introduction of the sowing

machine, which now forme an adjunet of
every household, bas caused the manufac-
ture of sewing cotton te advance with a

r

rapidity and steadiness far excelling the
improvement in any other branches of the
cotton trade, so that in those cities, such as
Paisley, where the largest manufacturing
bouses are jocated, and.wvhere the great
bulk of the trade may be said to be centred,
a considerable portion of the population are
entirely dependent on this industry for
their livelihood; and such bouses as y. & P.
Ccats&.Ço. and Clark & Co. have come ta
be looked upon as the source from wbich
the subsistence of hundreds of familles la
derived.

Uinder these circumstaùces the new de-
parture inaugurated by the Messrs. Conta
in building a new spinning mil, of a capa-
city of 80,000 spindles, with a viewý of
spinning a portion of the yarn used in the
manufacture of their thread, becomes of
great importance te tlie trade, inasmuch as
hitherto the yarn bas been spun, princi-
pally, in Lancashire, the manufacture in
Paisley having been limited to the processes
of doubling and finishing the thread only.
Should this experiment prove successful,
there is no doubt it will be followed by the
other great makers, and thus deprive Lan-
cashire spinners of a steady, if net parti-
cularly lucrative, branch of their business.
On the other band, this new departure may
be the means of inducing a revival of the
Scotch cotton spinning indutry which has
gradually dwindled away under the severe
competition of its English rivals. This step
has long been decided on by the Messre.
Coats, and l only a natural sequence te
their policy in the United States,where the
two great firms of the Clarks and Conta
have as great a monopoly of the sewing
cotton business as they have in England.
The establishments of both bouses on this
side of the Atlantic spin the bulk -of -the.
yarn they convert into thread themselves,
and consequently employ a larger number
of bande, though they produce a smaller
quantity of the finished article, than in the
parent factories.

From the trade supplement of the Lon-
don Econonist we extract the following
details of the growth of the foreign exports
of sewing cotton fron Great Britain, which
give a fairly accurate ides of the fluctua-
tions and growth of this branch of manu-

Cusros RivENUE.-The latest returns are
favorable and show a large increase, particu-
larly at this 'port. The revenue of the Do-
minion for the montlh of September last was
$2,281,399, as compared with only $1,744,460
in the corresponding montli lest year. From
excise the recipts were $420,019 as compared
with $353,742 in 1885, making the aggregate
inîcrease fromt these two sources $603,216.
The total revenue, from ail sources, for the
thrce months of the fiscal year, commencing
July 1st, was $8,487,671, against 6,882,039 for
corresponding quarter lest year, being an in-
crease in 1886 of $1,625,632. The expendi-
turcs for the quarter worc $7,336,739, showing
a surplus for the ilrst three inonthe of $I-
150,932.

TnE New Yorl police, says the New Engand
Grocer, have captured George W. Foster, wËlo
has personated a bankor, a commission mer-
chant, and various other characters. His place
of business sinco last May bas been 42 Brofàd-
way, New York, and hiâ nithod was to solicit
cousignments of flour, produce or other ner-
chandise. He tendered in payment bogus
drafts, sometimes on foreign baukers, pretecd-
ing that thc goods were for export,. His ic-
tims are numnrous and hail from ail over the
continent. One of ls swindles was perpe-
trated by menus of a circular offering louas
witliot interest at 2 par cent. commission.
The rural person would send on his note for
the required ameount and 2 per cent. n cih,
and wait in vain 'for a-remaittance in reply,
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while Foster would sell the note to some bona
fide banker in the vicinity of the borrower's
home. Foster gave a.number of references to
persons apparently doing. business in the city,
nearest to his victim's resider 99.

Tas imeeting hdlidn this itf7yesterday to
discuss the proposed scheme for an Union depot
was well attended by representative mon.
Mr. Joseph Hickson and Mr. Hannaford repre-
sonted: the Grand Trunk RaildaWMlarSi
George Stephén, Sir Dunald A. SmithÙ and
Mr.' Van Hoine the interests of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway. Mayor Beaugrand,
1r. 1Hollis Shorey and many iepresentative
citizens nd aldermen were also present.
From the tenor of the remarks made bythose
me- interested,.it is evident tlatthe opinions
of L two railways diverge too much for the
seheme of the Union depot to be brought to a
successful issue, besides which -there was a
strong oiposition manifested by the French
Canadian aldermen to the proposed depot
being removed to far from the east end.
Under these circumstances it is felt that this
promising scheme will never assume tang-
ible form.

RRANorEMENTs have been made for building-
forty or fifty miles of the Hudson Bay railroad
immediately, partially by local Government
aid, and partially by outside capital. The lat-
ter-bas furnished funds to rail this distance,
and the rails have already boing shipped. If
this work is done assurances have bon recei-
ved that capital will bc forthcoming for com-
pleting the balance of the lino. Winnipeg will
probably be asked to give a bonus,. and much
i said te depend upon the local aid received.
The contract bas been given out for 290
miles of the road, and the amount to hc buiIt
this scason will. form a porFnu of the work.
An effort will.be made te buy from the Canad-
ian Pacific cither the Selkirk or Stonewall
branches, and negotiations te this end are now
in progress, and it is expected will be settled
one way or the other this week.

The New York Commercial Bulletin states
that nany of the large Southwestern cattle
companiás are in a'fair way to pay smaller
dividends. The trouble with most of these
companies arises from ovcrcapitalization.
Formed from the consolidation of' smaller
lierds turned iinat high figures, the first cost
has, in most instances, greatly exceeded the
value. Expensive management, restricted and
overstocked ranges, and tbree hard winters
in succession, make heavy dividend returns
an impossibilitý.

Tm failures in the Dominion of Canada for
the quarter just losed and for the fine
months are almost precisoly similar .to those
reported last year. The failures for the quart.
or endiug September. 30, as reported by Dun,
Wiman &.Co;, number 258, as compared with
254 for the corresponding quarter of 1885.
The liabilites amount for the quarter in 1886
te $l,921,600, as compared with $1,911,000
for .the cor-esponding quarter of 1885. The
total failures for the first nine monthe of 1886
are 957, as against 944 for the same period in
1885. The total liabilitiesin 1886 are $7,432,
000, as compared with $7,077,000 for the first
nine months of 1885,' showing some .little
change.

BARLY. Monday morning the Dafoe Houso,
the principal hotel in Belleville, was dis-
covered te be on fire in or about the -kitchen
in the ceast wing; the -fire spread rapidly and
the whole place was destroyed. Many of the
guests barely escaped with their clothing as
that part of the hotel is frame, rough cast
only, and was at once filled with smoke
Most of the furniture, all the billiard tables,
and the bar wore lest. As far as can be learnt
the premises were insured for only. $4,000,
and the furniture for about $8,000. Mr. Dafoo
says ha will not build again. le never would
carry much insurance as ho owns a large
amount of building property and p- efers
carrying his own risk.

BENJmIN BAICEa, an eminent engincer, bas
left England for Amherst, N. S., to inspect the
lino of the proposed ship railway on bohalf of
the capitalists interested. A Mr. Ketchun, of
Sackville, N.B., is collecting evidenco te assist
Mr. Baker, and will be pleased toereceive from
ship captains or owners of any.vessels infor-
mation as te the time taken by any voyage
botween any port in the Gulf of St. Lawrenc.
and St. John, Portland and Boston by way of
tho Gut of Canso. Also statistice from owners
et coal, stone and plaster quarrices, and from
lumber merchants, as to the business which
may be fully expected te take the route.

SEVERAL meetings havo been held to bring
about'an amalgamation between the Corn
Exchange Association of this city and the
Montreal Board of Trade, and a fow days age
the former body agreed te the proposed basis
of union. The Board of Trade will admit the
Corn Exchange association to membership
without.any, increased fee, and will give it tho
use of its telegraph reports, exchange room,
journals, etc. A recent bill provided for a
scheme of life insurance so soon as numbers
permit. It is hoped that by amalgamation
the commercial community will be enabled te
securý a building which will be' an ornament
te the metropolis of Canada.

WIri the great'est concentration of values
in the 'woi-d, the fires ôf London, Eng., in
1885 were extinguisled with an average loss

is of secondarý' consideration to the qualifica-
tien of the fireman.

The liquidators of the Corriveau Silk'Mills
Company have declared a second dividend of
20 per cent., making a total of 60 per cent. so
far received by the ereditors. -The arrange-
ment made by the liquidators with tlie Ex-
change Bank some time ago is considered an
excellent one, as by it the whole of the mill
proporty vas disposed of to the bank for $30-
000, thus offsetting, te a' large extent, tie
dividend of 40 per cent. tte bank, nud
consequently leaving that sum to be divided
among the creditors at large.

TEr Governixient telegr&ph lines. in British
Columbia, amounting t some 600 or .700
miles of land lines 'and 50 miles of cables,
have been transferred to the Canadian Pacifie
Railway Company. This transfer givesto the
railway all the Britikh- Columbia business.
which bas horetofore been controlled by the
Western Union Telegraph Coipany, the route
of, Canadian business being throughî the
United States via Chicago, Ogden, San Fran-
cisco and Portland, Oregon. Under the now-
managemeit business will go direct- òever
Canádian Pàcil railway lines.

TuE U. S. Comptroller of the Currency's
statement shows that the amount of national
bank notes outstanding to-day (exclusive of
the ciiculation of gold bonds, $304,250) is
$304,360,745, a decrease during the last month
of $2,14G,593, and a decrease since Septenber
1, 1885, of $12,205,358. The amount of legal
tender notes on deposit te redeen notes of
insolvent and liquidating banks and -banks
retiring circulation Is $62,201,499, an increase
in deposit during the last month of'$260,172,
and an increase in deposit sinco September 1,
1885, of $22,997, 921.

Tus importation of Sumatra tobacco into
the United States which caused se much dis-
cussion among the advocates of hone grown
tobacco, bids fair te die off fromi..natural
causes. The imports this year vilI be barely
one-half of those last year, partly on.account
of the high price 6f the'tobacco in Anstierd*am,
which seems to bo too high, quality consider-
cd, to enable It to be importedafter paying
duty, into the United Stas with profit te the
shipper, and partly on accoüint 0f serious com-
plaints as te deterioration in quality.

A FiC in New York Stato recontly recoived
an order from Glasgow for 15 cheeses, weigh-
ing 3,500 toe 4,000 lbsY each. Several have
already been successfully mouided, mid -in
about a'week the whole numbe'will beon the
,uring sbélves. Before comjsencing, thimak-
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ers received by express a parcelof British coin,
sovereigns nud hali-sovereigns, which arc
belng put into the curd of each cheese, and
will becomne the property of those who are
fortiunate enough to buy the portions wherc
they are imbedded.

FInonTS to and from every part of the
world have beun go low that sBhip owners
could barely protect themselves from less in
working thecir vcssels. The only rift i tie
clouds just yet is the reported improvement
in trade in the United States of America,
which generally proves to bu the precursor of
botter business in this country. This, coin-
bined with tie recent advance in Baltic,
Black Sea and Indian freiglhts, enables us to
think that the worst is past and we arc on
the ove of botter times.

Tnui Collector of Cusitoins has signified his
approval of tite project for th establishment
of a Benevolent Association antong thte stait
of HIer njesty's Customs lu Monttreal. There
arc nearly 200 mon connected vith the Cits.
totms in * Montreai, antd it iN claimed that a very
substantial institition could bo establislhed.
Monthly dues will bo paid and the return wili
be il the shlajpe of inedical attendance andi
allowances whlilo sick, death grants and tite
payuent of funeral expenses.

Tlie European
exports of flour to date were 374,400 sacks and
barrels.

Tin: Ogilvy elevators at Gretna, Man., recei-
ved in one day 85,000 bus8ltels of wheat. The
reslits ofthe thrashing so far have beeu far
more satisfactory thatn was expected and the
farmners are grcatly pleased with Lite yield.
Silnce the whcat market opened the price ias
falletn three cents, from 65 to 02 cents. The
present price, and the latest adriss fromn
Duluth sectm to indiento thatt the market at
that point Is more steady than for somne tinte
past.

THlE iret stops towards improving the tiavi-
gation of the Vancouver -and Britisi Coluin-
bia coats ill be undertaket within a cou-
ple of weeks ' Tho Dominion Governnent
bs just antiorized the construction of bea-
cons or lighthouses on Sidney Island bar and
Para rock. The work will bu prefornted by
tha crew of the departumental steamer "Sir
James Douglas," and when completed will
render the navigation of tite straits botween
the island and tho main land an casy task.

PUot'atTS from tihl arithne Provitnces show
ftat tho schools of fall nackerel arc huigging
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the Nova Scotia coast and large catches have
been made aveu in Hllsifax harbour and in
the adja;cent coves. Amaerican fisiermen are
going bome empty, as the covoted fish are
keeping within thre three mile liait. In the
meoan tine mackerel are bringing very high
prices in Boston and New York. The fishery
question will settle itself before another sea-
son arrives.

IT is rarely that Canada bas produced as
fine a crop of barley as that of the present
season, and owing to its choice quality, a large
demand from thre United States is expected.
A considerable portion of the crop in Ontario,
it ls claimed, is equal to Nos. 1 and 2 Oswego,
being very plump and heavy. The total crop
of Canada has been estlmated ait between 16,-
000,000 aud 18,000,000 bushels, and already
sales have been made of ttew barley in Toronto
for American account.

Allono the new textiles coming !ito use is
bieso, a marine wool of golden tue, fibrous and
hairy in texture, extracted frotn tie covering
of a species of shell-fisi indigenous to the
cottets of Italy. According to the foreign
pres, whict refer to this article ait some
lengtt, after being washed twice, once in sait
water and thien lin frcsh water, it cau bu
combed and spun like othtr textiles. It is
said to be very abundant in parts of the
Mediterranean Ses.

Tust submarine tunnel under the River
Morsey at Liverpool ias beun a pienomenal
succes. It was opencd to the public about
five montihs ago, and during that period no
less than 2,492,957 passengers were carried
through the tunnel, exclusive of season ticket-
lihldera. The trahie is actually increasing ;
and instead of thte tunnel being the failuro its
opponuent predicted, it is such a gigautic suc-
cess that increased tunnel accommodation is
probable.

Tna St. John Globe states that tie big mft
will bu in a fit condition for latunching by the
eund of the present Inonth, and thaIt then,
despite the increased danger on account of
fall winds, au attempt will bu madeto tow it
te New York. Mr. Btrnltill, who has lately
been cugaged shipping the three-quarters of a
million feet of umber which wsere left over
after the raft lad been completed, will accom-
pany the raft ta New York to effect a final
sottlemtent with the New York parties.

Ma. LIctuT reports that with very favorable
weather during the remaindur of the season,
the bout sugar crop nay reaci 900,000 tons in
Gernany and 2,475,000 tons in all Europe,
against 2,095,021 tons lat year-say 399,000
tons incrcase-against which excess the vis-
ible supplies lu Europe are non- abouit 200,000
tons tees than last year at this tine, and the
invisible supplies bave been estimated at 150,-
000 tons less now than then.

TTE CcPToN bonds, in whichi the 'city of
Sherbrooke also bas an intercst, have for a
time been quoted a 85. A proniinent railway
nagnate became aware some time funce of
their value as2applied to certain needs, and
managed to seure ail or the greater part Of
the issue. The Canada Life Assurance com-
pany held a quantity, and although in no-wise
anxious to sell, were not disapointed ai realiz-
ing 113 for tIheir portion.

Tue nntsT of a series of cases against the
Inland Revenue department, involving in ail
some $300,000, has been instituted on bohalf
of a city tobacco manufacturer, based on over-
charges in levying excise duty, and on the
proportion of solid matter to water in the
tobacco, according to the law in force thrce or
four years ago. Tie present is a, test case;
other tobacco men will await the resuit.
Greenshields, Guerin & Greenshields have the
case in band.

AAIN tite officiai emigration returns of the
English Board of Trade show an increase. It
appears that the total emigration laut month
from the British Isles was 34,855, as against
26,053 in the corresponding month of 1885.
For the ciglit month ending on August 31,
the total was 220,291, as compared with an
aggregate of 187,288 in the sane portion of
the previous year.

ý'tut Manitoba provincial government, bas,
it is said, assisted the town of Neepawa, which
got bhltind $2,000 in taxes, by giving the cor-
poration the uccessary cash without taking
ither delbentures or receipt therefore.
