-CALLFOR'NîIA fruit is arriving ln prime condition at Covent
(lardon market, London, within nine hours of being laid down at
Southaimpton, and sells readily, it is te be hoped a similar site-
eess awaits the shipiments recently madle from Canada.

-TuF coal strike ln the United States lias diverted numnerous
orders for coal to the Springhill mines, and te meet the increased
business the Cuimborland Coal & Railway Co. miners are work.
Ing 13 hours daily. This long "lshift" was the cause of the last
strike, and dissatisfaction is again proninent.

-Tru cigarette license by-law instituted by the London, Ont.
City Council lias so far produiced i a revenue of only $100 (two
licenses), with this iigtîre as a maximum. The rest of the
tobacconists l the city lire selling only cigarette tobacco, and
stitte that their customers are fast acquiring the knack of niani-
lfacturing the article for theimselves.

-CANADIAN apples arrivlg l Liverpool according ti a cable
are averaging prices initier cost. Too miany poor apples are
being packed, and packed slack, and if this continues it will
spolil the market for the botter kinds. ihe shipmnents fron
MoItreal this week aggregated seme 10,000 barrels, divided b-
t.weon Liverpool and Glasgow.

-AmoNa the recent exports froi New York were 2,000 tons
of newspaper, consigned to Japan. "This is the first shipmnent of

paper that lias been madle fron this continent te any of the Paci.
lie nations," remiarks ai American excliange. It would be li-
teresting to know what proportion of the order consisted of paper
madle fron free Canadian Pul)p.

Titi outbreak of yellow fover ln the South lias loti te such
lstrict, boycotting of affected points tlat business lias been seri-
misly affected thore. New Orleans, particularly, lias suffered in
thils respect, having been eut off froin its country trade for
several wooks past at a very importaut stage of its fail business.

-ON t,he goods imported into Canada it August last year the
avorage rate of taxation was 19.3 per cent, wile this year it le
10.2, for which the reduction lin the preferential clause of the
tariTf ls rospîonsible. When the oe fourth preference is in op.
oratlion, the decroaso will bc greater still. It lias now been de.
cîded to extend the bonifits of the reciprocal tariff to British
India.

-Mu. W. B. WArER, chairmai of the Yokohama General
Chamber of Commerce, announces that it is expected the Japan.
ose Government will at the next meeting of the Diet, in Decem-
ber next, introduce a bill to abolish the bounty to Japanese direct
exporters of Raw Silk. Should this prove correct, he says it
will be in great measure due to the active interest taken by the
varions European and Eastern Chambers or Commerece and the
China Association.

-Coîrîrv figures on Mexican foreign trade show that the
United States now supplies 53 per cent of the imports instead of
45 per cent as in 1895. England furnished 17 per cent against 19
per cent. French imports have not cbanged in value, and their
percentage of the total trade has thus fallen about 2.9 per cent.
Germuany lias main tained its proportion of 10 per cent, while
Spain and ail other countries together continue te contribute 8
lier cent.

-A wmi. known Ontario pork packer le authority for the
stateinent that hogs te obtain the good name already obtained
for Canadian bacon in England, should have a thin neck, lighit
shoulder and back, fiat sides, and well shaped ham, Thick
shouldered heavy backed hogs are unsuitable ; and fiattering as
las been the success this summler of Canadian bacon and hans
in the Brltish market, Canada bas lest thousands of dollars in the
last three months in heavy shouldered bacon.

-'Tux keen competition of the different British insurance
companies has led to an increase in the number of titled secre-
taries in the West End oilices of London in order to botter reach
aristocratie circles, Lord William Neville, Sir J. R. Ileron-
Maxwell, Bart., Sir Francis Osborne, Bart., Sir Francis Astley-
Corbett and the Hons. A. 11. Grosvenor and F. W. Anson and
Sir Eyre Massey-Shaw are ail combining insurance with dancing
in the sacred precincts of Mayfair.

-A MoVEMENT le on foot among New York merchants to
check dishonest failures. A considerable number of fraudulent
faillures have recently been brouglit te light. These failures are
smail in amount, and it is believed a systematie plan lias been
unearthed under which retallers have, by buying smail amounts
from a largo number of manufacturers, been allowed te make
fraudulent assignments withont causing investigation. If the
bill Is a small cne the manufacturer bas been disposed te charge
the account te profit and loss and not think it worth while to
prese the case. The National Credit Men's Association is now
te take the subject up and will prosecute in every suspicions
instance.

shippers realizing this are a trifle disturbed at the moment over
suci contingency. It is to be desired hait regular weekly sait-
ings of cold storage steamers be imperative, and that such, pro-
vision will be made for next seasons trade as will ensture this.

GREA'' INVENTIONS OF THIITY YE&RS.

Inventions of the first order have been verv numerous during
the past thirty years. hie decade 1866-76 marks the beginning
of the most remnarkable period of activity and developmnent in
the history of the vorld. The Americn Woodworker enumer-
ates the followiug as tie iost important of these. 'lie perfec-
tion of the dynamo and its twin brother, the electrie motor, by
Wilde, Siemnens, Wheatstone, Varley, Farier, Gramme, Brush,
Weston, Edison, Thomson, and others, brouglit the great deve-
lopmnent of the electric light and electric railways. Then ap-
peared the Bessemer process of mnaking steel, dynamite, the St.
Louis bridge,.Westinghouse air brake, and the muiddlings puri-
fying and roller processes in milling. That great chemist, Louis
Pasteur, added his work to this period; the Gatling gun appear-
ùd; great developmedts were made in ice machines and cold
storage equipments; machines for making barbed wire fences;
compressed air rock drili and the Mont Cedis tunnel; pressed
glassware; Stearns' duplex telegraph and Edison's quadruplex;
the cable car system of Hlallidie and the Janney coupler; the
self-binding reaper and harvester; the tempering of steel wire
and springs by electrlcity; the Low process for making water
gas; cash carriers for stores, and machines for making tin cans.

With the next decade, 18680, there arose a star of the first
magnitude in the constellation of inventions.

setting its own type, a whole lino at a timne, and doing the work
of four compositors; the Welsbach gas burner; the Krag.Jorgen -
seni rifle; Prof. Langley's aerodrome; the manufacture of acety.
lene gas froni calcium carbide; the discovery of argon; the ap-
plication of the cathode rays in photography by Roentgen;
Edison's fluoroscope for seeing with the cathode rays ; Tesla's
discoveries in electricity and kinetoscope, are soine of the modern
inventions which still interest and engage the attention of the
world, while the devolopmsent in photography and of the webl
perfecting printing press, the typewriter, the modern bicycle
ani cash register Isso great as tu defy measurement.

THRE A(E 0F IMITATION.

If imitation is the sincerest forn of flattery, as flic
proverb declares, then flattery is the mother of an in-
numierable progeny of the neanest class of frauds. It
seens like a paradox, but it is true, that originality in
all classes of muechanical ingenuity is developing new
methods of imitation. Ilndeed we venttre to say that
there is greater originality and ingenuity shown to-
day in manufacturing processes of an imitative and
dishonest nature than in the mîaking of the goods
which are being copied. The highest art is said to be
the concealing of art; the concealing of the artfulness
of imitative mllethods is certainly exceedinugly artful.

Tlhere is an aspect of this feature in iodern imanu-
facturing which, thougli open te abuse for fraudtileit
purposes, has a legitimate place in commerce, and lias
been very fruitful iii developing new industi-ies of the
higlest value. Soine ofour reaiders, for instance, re-
meiber the, introduction of silver pla.ted goods by
which articles of beauty and'utility, the use of which
was once restricted to the rich, are. iow foulnd ir tho

humblest homes. This process of imitating the ap.

pearance of silver goods, while for a time decreasing
the production of those of solid metal, has eventually
increased it.- The inflnite varieties of design which
were created by the enormous demand for plated ar-
ticles, re-acted on those of sterling si] ver, causing those
charming objects of ornament and utility to be pro-
duced which now make a sideboard a display of art,
instead of, as years ago, a mere barbarous show of
costly goods. Yet the best plated goods are only an
imitation, and the poorest are, by dishonest traders,
often made a fraudulent imitation of an imitation.
The growing cheapness of silver during the last few
years is also doubtless having its effect.

lu a similar class of goods we now have offered sham
gold watches, chains, jewellery and countless articles of
"bigotry and virtue," such as jewel boxes of elegant
design sold for 10 cents, made in imitation of silver
ones. The reproduction of ornaments of the saine de-
sigus as the most costly in gold, with imitation jewels
that deceive the very elect, is now carried to such a

pitch in the way of deception, that the wearing of real
jewellery is becoming less a fashion and a medium for
display. Diamonds are iow so closely imitated as to
be mistaken for true gens by all but experienced ex-
perts. Hence we see servants wearing rings and ear
drops, on their night out" which are not distinguish-
able from those of their mistresses. Indeed diamond
wearing, so fat as appearances go, is becoming so gen-
eral as to confer no distinction. When however ve
sec a gem on a housemaid's finger, which indicates a
cost of $100 to $200, we naturally conclude it is an im-
itation, or obtained in some irregular way. False
jewellery may tickle a false taste, but they do not deceive
as mucli as their wearers imagine, for decorations

Those
wvho desire to wear only true jewels should make their
purchases only at the. stores of our mnost reputable
jewellers who are experts in stones and will not deceive
customers. The range of imitation is greatest in textile
goods, where 'shoddy" of all kinds is so dressed as to pass
for any material it is desired to imlitate. Thus we are
being constantly shown as woollen goods, or silk, what
are wholly or to a large extent cotton. If it is desired
to test goods it will be enough to put a liglt to one
thread, if vool or silk it will not Iight into flame, but
if Jotton it will blaze ; or, if cotton is intermixed its
presence will be made manifest by a piece being placed
in contact with a flame. The stiffening of cotton
cloths with flour or elay is an old trick still practised
as few buyers seem able to detect the fraud, which
some years ago, ailmost ruinied the Lancashire trade with
China. The practice of giving "bod'y"- to woollen
goods, or goods sold as woollen, by cheinicals is carried
on most iugeniously to produce anl imitation of a
strongly woven cloth, wbich could not be made for
double the cost of the sham article. The wearer of
such goods s.hould keep dry, as wet quickly spoils the
look and texture of these fraudulent manufactures.
- Imitation . stone work in buildings made by zine
painted, is getting much too comion for the credit of
our street architecture. This work is econlonical,
but it is not deceptive, save to casual observers, and de-
tracts from the solid appearance of a building, vhich
can only be given by stone work used throughout.

The rage for low priced goods, a distinct fhing from
really "cheap" goods, and the reprehensible cutting of
prices are responsible for the development of the- art
of imitating genuine articles. People iiow-a-davs love
change and variety;' the lasting quality of goods is nlot
so highly valuied as in past years, but we are satisfied
that along the whole line of imitation there runs more
or less deception, and that true ecouomy is not pro.
moted by the purchase of any shamt articles.

modern fortunes are made out of by-products-or
raier by those wlo forsake the beaten paths of a busi-
îiess anld strive migltily in soine direction wiere
competition is not so great. By this we do iot ieai
any "royal roadfl tu riches" as it is commionly cilted,
but soie way in whiclh patience and iiidustry nay
have a favorable opportunity. The imposing list
whicli Mr. Balfour mncîtioned in the address to whiclh
we referred above--patieiice, sobriety, courage, temper,
discipline, subordination-are, one night remark, all
very imucli of the saine type. They are very desirable
qualifientions, but we doult if they are exclusively the
results of excellence in physical pursuits. Their very
opposites are sonetimes IL resuilt also. They have thieir
corresponding faults, faults thlit are both hostile tu
alertiess of miiind iiii( personal initiative.

'lie worst drawback is hiat athletics consume the
whole leisure of tlcir votary, and prevent hui ftrom ever
"being by liiself", making tlhe acquaintance of his ownl
mind anid discovering that lie is perchance enmdowed
w'ith powers, or liaunted by aspirations vlîich are iot
exactly the saiie as those of aIl the other good fellows
with wlhom lie is living in thie daily whvirl of uirellect-
ing activity, aldl wî'ho it the close of each day go.to
bed ready for the vacuous wholesome sleep thaït will
not be brolien imntil it is time tu begini another round
of task work anid regulation play. IL is all cheerfully
goie tîhrouglh becauise iL is pleasant, because in it
hie is trained to all the virtues enunerated above, and
because it is just the samie as ail the other fellows are
doing. There is no disturbing or inspiring seise of a
soimethinîg winting. Thbe aii is rather to conform to
the recognised standard, to live up to the highest mark
of the establislied code, to wii as iiiiny prizes ii the
school, or iii the field, or on f;ie water, as possible: to
exCel one'scoII panionîs if one can11; but onily on their omi

lines. Liefore leisure has been found for them for dis-
coveringo s owi nlatiro. the leatriiiig years are lost
anid it is time to go ou t iii the world and iake a livinug,
only), to discover tLhat the qualities which won so mu ucli
iii fHe little socity of school and college life liave no0
value outside it, anîd thii the work of self-preparation
is Lo be begi again uiless, iîideed, a vigoruuis youth
accusomed to prlis. aid more or less facile of success,
is contemt to drop iito some sbordinate ost wi thonut
anty resouiable prospects of prumotion. The sensible

nes, ut çours, soou realize ie iiiStiitioli, plit away
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childish things, and emancipate themselves by degrees
froil the selt-indulgent traditions of an anîtiquated
systen. The others, the great majority, are iore or
less failures. They are too proutd, too loniorable, to
becoie mere pensioiers on their families; so they ac-
cept the first berth that promises a bare living, and en-
dure it in the hope that soiething better will turi up;
or they take their departure for some reinote field of
labor where their powers of endurance are put to the
severesttests, only to return te the fold after their best
years are spent in endeavors for whuichl their educationi
had badly fitted thei.

We do not wisli to disparage the sports wl icli absorb
so imucli of the tinie of Our yotung men at school or
college. They give a valuable physical training, and

they contribite largely not only to the health, but to
the higlh spirits and cheery, dashing ways" of our yonîg
men. But the inevitable consequence of the complete
absorptionî Of the inlterests of yom1ng imte ini these
amusements is, that they neither enlarge tleir minds
by study after leaving school, nor trouble tiemselves
te reflect upon or comprelend an ytling beyond Lheir
daily business routine. li business, as in everything
else, brains and pains will win iii the long-runî, and our
youîng men who take life easily and give all tlheir spare
hours, their thiouihts and their discussions to football,
cricket or- cycling, will find themselves distanced in
businless by the painstaking, hard-working, systeiatic,
thrifty young nien who-often iii places "far from the
madding crowd"!-beid tleir thoughits steadily upon
the main purpose of life.

TiHEH HAU3OUi PLANS.

The trite samying that, listory repeats itself, is well
exemplified by the agitation thLt las beein going on of
late in coeiction witl the harbour enlargeinent works
in Montreal. IL is natural tLhat sectionîal iiterests
shotild be broughut to bear on questions of this kind,
but iL is unfortunate that the race and nationality fea-
ture should be brouglt in as it·has been in the course
of discussion this suiiimer. No good cai arise froin
sich arguments as have been ised to influence the Min-
ister of Public Works iii favour of the proposed basiis
it the East end, nor from the flippant replies made
thereto by those who appear to have a holy liorror of
all land speculators in H [ochelaga.

As a matter of fact it mnay bu inîteresting to note
that the question of hiarbour enlargeient iii Montreal
has becnt a live one since the earlier years of the pre-
sent ceitury. The agitation begunu wleni the Govern-
ment of that day decided to coistriuct the old laline
Canal. The Hon. Mr. Richardson was theii at the lead
of the Departmeont of Public Works. Teroute dIe,-

cidedl upon wvas to miakze the canal pass along the liine

of the presenti- Craig street and strike the river downi at

I ochielagaî.
It was then the demon of sectionalism was raised

by political exigenicies, and the cry was thiat Mr.
lIichardson bhl large pieces of land t; Iloceagal that
woiuld be ehanced iii valme by taing flh inal tLhere.
M[r. ltichardisonl was onle of' thosej honorable but over..
snisifive men Who wouldic niof; bear aiy imputaion oni
bis persomlil motives, inl tlie resul t was, in orler to dis-

pel those charges, lie caused the ine of the caial to lie
changed and the outlet placed where it now is.

in those lays the race cry was not heard in connec-
tion with the location of the canal. Then Englisli
speaking residents largely doiniîîated the East Enid
nany of them leld large parcels of land tiere and in
Hochelaga, and the proposed line of the cañal w'as a
dirty little strean running througli openl fields.

ILt was not until the fact of ocean steamn navigation
up the St. Lawrence was fairly establislied that it be-
cane evident that more hiarbour accommodation was a
nîecessity. Various plans were proposed, but alil, one
after tlie other, have been set aside as objectionable to
sone initerest or other, and so the imatter reniains to
this day. Many will recolleet the agitation for a re-
vival in the sixties for the canal dowi Craig Street.
This feull through fron the fact that all along that
route the city had becone buit up on both sides since
the original idea was conceived, so the cost and incon-
venience:inade it impracticable. After that the seni-of-
ficial plan of Messrs. Trudeau and Sippell to extend the
Lachine Canal fron the level of tHe lower basin along
the river front to Hochelaga-with a lock eitrance for
ships below the line of the Boiisecours mnarket-was
proposec,-bunt it was found to iinterfere with se mainy
vested rights that it also came te nauglit.

It was about this time that the late Hon. Jobhi
Youung brouglt out his great schene for the higli
level docks at Point St. Charles, the whici lie trged on
the publie notice with his usual energy. That scheme
lad its w'aru advocates, but it met with the determiined
opiposition of a large part of the mercantile and ship-
ping interests of the city. The East End elenient
which, in the course of years had become less English
and more "French speaking, and in point of num1111bers
more important, led on by the influential central in-
terests opposed te the Point St: Charles docks, gave
that schemîe its quietus at the celebrated public meet-
ing at the Bonsecours market when its adherents were
booted and driven away.

After that there vas a lull but it soon became apý-
parent that soein comprehensive plan for harbour en-
largenizmit must be adopted. The well-known engi-
neer, Mr. Trantwine, was brouglit in and lie made a
plan, whicil lowever excellent did nîot neet the.
requirenents of every body, and it feull flat. Then an
imîposinîg conmnission of emlinîent elgineers, consistinîg
of Messrs. Bruce Bell of Glasgow, General Newton of
New York and Sandford Fleming, was appointed to
consider the iatter and report a plan that mnighit solve
the whole diflicultV, and it was expected that they
would settle it for all tiimîe. But it did not; and al-
thogh ithat commission -cost a great deal of
mon011ey, no oe would assum11e the responisibility of ad-
optinlg it, and it has reniainied a dead lutter since the
report w'as made iii 1871). So iatters renainied for
soml1e years and whatever was donc was inl a kind of
hapliazard way wiLtiotit any general progressive plan to
work from.

fin 1887, acting ider instructions, the harbour eni-
gineer prepared a plan of operations for the future,
whicl ii its main eatiuresrese Iled wlint is nov cal led
plain îNo. (1, excepl, Himt fIhie wharves wn lI be prae-
tically oi file presentf level insiem:Ifl i f ol 'flie ligh leviel
of (Joniinmissioiers s.rut, whici was inrodiucei Lfter.
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terwards by the city-as was stated, for flood protection
purposes. lhe plan was at.first objected to by the La-
chine Canal engineers because the piers as proposed
would interfere with the free entrance to the canal, and
the nunber and position of piers were reduced to meet
that objection. Tlhe City Council insisted on Com-
missioners street 'being widened by pushing the breast
wharves out into the river and, as before stated, rais-
ing the level of the wharves up to that of Commis-
sioners street to avoid the ntecessity of the city's build-
ing a new and expensive revetnent Wall.

After many meetings and long discussions and
changes, plan No. 6 was decided uîpon by the different
interests with the reservation on the part of some as to
the ieiglt of the wharves, the high level being ob-
jected to; the million dollar by-law was passed to
raise the noney to pay the city's proportion of the
general cost of the whole schene of harbour enlarge-
ment and Ilood protection; a plan of progress was
drawn Up by which the whole scieme, including the
four long piers, was to be comtpleted during the present
year of 1897 and work on the guard pier as the first
step>. was begiun in 1891, but fromn varions causes even
that is iot yet near finisied, and no other part of the
general plan lias been Loucied.

The ilarbour Coiimtissioners and the trade interests
connected with the harbour liad relied on obtaining the
payient of a well-foulnded claim on tc Dominion
Governiimient in connection with the channel debt
aiounting to over $,000,000 to enable the work to be
doue without additional charges on the trade ; but
instead of adhering to the policy of urging the settle-
imen t of liat claii, the larbour Counnissioners in 1894
asked the Governimtent to advance $4,000,000 at 3 per
cent on iarbour debentures, whici included one million
dollars for au inîland basii at Hochelaga. The appli-
cation stated that il would be in the iiterest of the
Domniinion to imiake Montreal a cheap port for business,
and furtheriore that the Goveriinment had so far never
contIribtibed aniiything to the cost of the harbour.
iefore acýepLing the responsibility of deciding, the
~overi tt înaturally sent a conuission of three of

blicir own engineers Lo report if the plans adopted were
hlie best for tie trade of the Dominion. Those enîgi-

neers reporteid in favour of somie changes in plan No. 63,
the principal of whici was to reduce the overcrowding

-or congestin--as Lbey called it, and to reconsider
bte ieiglitof bhe piers and wharves. They aiLso looked
forward to the nîear approach of the timie when it would
be a necessity to provide accoinniodation for the througi
ea rgo and coarse freiglt business that would cole Lo
Moitreal and which could not be done in the present
centre. To mîîeet this they reconimtended bliat worlks
should be conînenced at an earl*y day on the batk of

the river at Maisonnîteuve and made at the expense of
the Govement. That report was approved by the
goveriiett of the day, and authority was obtained
fron Parlianment Lo advance $2,000,000 at 3i per cent
for-specifieti purposes connected witi the upper and
central parts of the iarbour,.bte ntew works to be ap-
proved by the Minîister of Public Works.

Yhat followed is fresh in te iîinds of ail. Before
aîny definite arrangeient as to the changes in the plat
was reached, the change of governiticu took place; but
the policy in regard to the report of the three engineers
was adopted by the new governmltent.

So the matter stands to-day and the prospect for
anything being done is far front promising as no plan
has been agreed upon. In the meantime the business
of the port is going on and increasing, more especially
that class of business expected by the Oovernmient
engineers and for which they advised to provide at
Maisonneuve. More wharf space is required in. the
centre. That is now the established place for general
cargo sihips and no one can seriously think of disturb-
ing it.

Up to the present the trade lias not suffered but the
next new line that is established, or any material ad-
dition to the fleAts of the older lines could most cer-
tainly not be properly accoinnodated. The supply of
space should always be sûmewhat ahead of the demand,
it is true, but it need not be overdone. It is admitted
on all ltands that additional wharf-space is required at
once in the centre; the noney sufficient for that pur-

pose is already provided for and in the hands of the
Governmtîent, but it is useless to disguise the fact that
the City Council is not in- a position financially to go
on vith its part of the work. What remains of the
million dollar loa lias been used for other purposes,
and unless the Legislature increases the city's borrow-
ing powers, which nay be problemiatical, the work
could not go on. It is evident to everyone that once
conunîtienced on the iigh-level plan it cannot stop. It
is the duty of the Harbour Comnissioners to guard
against the danger of ltaving the whole systemi of traffic
on the wharves deranged indefinitely. Rather than
tliat, it would be better to fall back on the original plan
made by the larbour Eniginteer on the low level.

But all this gives no cause for the race and sectional
cry that has been raised in certain quarters, nor the
unnecessary retorts about land speculators. There is
also a large 'rencl speaking population in the West End
with large interests in the city, and there is also a con-
siderable English speaking population in the East End,
and a very large ainount of invested capital is there
owned by Etnglish speaking people. It is certain that
none of these classes Vill approve of either the race or
sectional cry attemptcd to be worked in this harbour
matter.

It is weil to look at the position as it is cahinly
and fairly. Financially it is this-the larbour Coi-
mtissioners have somet- six or seven hundred thousand
dollars in the hands of the Governnent, which canl
only be used for ntew wharves in the centre of the har-
bour on a plaît to be approved by the Minister of Publie
Works. This sum would be stfllicient to provide for
the next few years, if made independent of the city'
wvan ts.

The City Counteil ias no available tmeans to prosecute
its part of the arranîgemtienit at present, and therefore
the work canînot in contton prudence- be cotmenced.
It would be too serious a tîtatter to begin a work that,
if not carried on vigorously, would interfere vith, if
not stop, ail railway and general traffic in. the most
important part of te harbour for an indefinite period.
As regards the talked-of works at Maisonneuve, it is
clear that no tmoney has yet been appropriated for
their construction, and no estimtate for that purpose has
so far beet submitted to or even ientioned in Parlia-
ment.

Al who have faith in the future growth of the trade
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of the port will admit that' the extension: in tliedirec-
tion of Maisonneuve, as pointed-out by the three Gov-
ernment Engineers two years ago, will soon be re-
quired. New avenues for commerce will open up, and
existing ones will continually increase the- volume of
business now done in this, the Commercial metropolis
of the Dominion. !If the time hasarrived *wlhen tlië
construction of the works at Maisonneuve can be justi-
fied in the interests of the country, all citizens-
east or west-would rejoice to see then commenced.

lu the meatime a reasonable and workable plan for
im mediate needs in the centre of the harbour should
be decided upon, and this without reference to the pre-
conceived ideas of any individual-a plan that will not
involve additional charges on the trade and shipping
of the country.

TEA ADULTERATION.

The principal sophistication practised in teas-is facing or
oloring with deleterious compounds, in order to enhance

their appearance. Substituting with spent, partially used
or exlausted leaves to increase their bulk and reduce the
cost. Mixing or blending with spurious or foreign leaves, and
sanding or adulterating with a variety of mineral matter,
chiefly iron or steel filings to add to the weight. Each trade
has its own special form of adulteration, the besetting mal-
practices however being coloring and mixing with spent leaf.
The other forms have received some attention from chemists,
and others interested in the article, but not to the extent
which the importance of the subject merits. But it is against
the two former most common and dangerous forms of adul-
teration that the efforts of tea analysts and inspectors should
more particularly be directed. For consummate skill in the
"tricks of trade". the Chinese as a people have long been
proverbial. " They are a self ended people" says an old
writer, "having the same reputation in Asia that the Jews
have in Europe."

Of the various forms of adulteration practiced in China
and Japan "facing" is the most prevalent and glaring. The
material used for the purpose is usually composed of Prussian
blue, gypsum, indigo, tumerie, and more frequently China
clay, a whitish iridescent powder resembling mica, variously
conposed, but generally consisting of Kaolin (soapstone) and
sulphate of lime. While that in use in Japan is not known,
its compositibn being a secret, known only to the manufac-
turers, but is.evidently a preparation of gypsum and Kaolin,
the Japanese contending it is a vegetable compound pure
and simple. That Kaolin is used can hardly be denied, as
Kaolin contains sulphur, and many of the lower grades of
Japan teas are found on infusion to posés's a slightly sul-
phurous odour. It has been proved, whatever its nature
however to be less harnful and injurious than the Chinese
coinpound, and is used only in the manipulation of the lower
grades of Japan tea.

The process of coloring or facing is formed by first pul-
verizing P)rusiau blue -in- a. mortar, a small quantity of
gypsumu being neanwhile bürned over a charcoal fire te soften
it, af ter whicl it is ground, fine. The two substances are
then mixed together, in the proportions of one part blue te
four parts gypsum, producing a light blue preparation which
is applied to the leayes during the last process of "firing".
One ounce of coloring matter· will face fifteen poinds of
leaves, imparting to thein a dull leaden blue hue,'and glossy
or greasy appearance readily detected in the hand.

This almost transparent form of adulteration is readily de-
tected in the following manner :-When the tea is heavily
coated, it may lie easily recognized by . the characteristics we

have stätôd. hen only lihtly" colourèd-aid e- -latei thisý
is the prevalenit cu'stomn-inake an infusion of the.suspepted
leaf, stir. well for two or three miiutes, -then strainwthrough.
a muslin cloth.; The colouring iatter. if any, wili lie found-
adhering, or forming a..sediment at the bottom of, the culy
If these deposits be treated 'vith a preparation of chlorine or
a solution; of.chloride of:limie, an turn white,tle.crolougin
substance used is indigo, but if treated with a litle potash
and it becomes brown, it will prove to be Prussian blie.

What are known as Canton green teas are made froin tea
dust, and exhausted leaves groun-1 up fine and aglutinized
with a preparation of rice starcli to hold them togetier. This
fabrication is detectable by crushing the so-called leaves be-
tween the fingers, when they will leave a yellowish stain, òr
by mnaking an infusion, and precipitating upon the thick
gluey deposit at the bottom of the cup, a few drops of indine,
when the mass will dissolve into its original dust.

Angtier form of adulteration is the. admixture of leaves in
tea from other plants in the botanical kingdom, sncb as the
willow, ash and birch whiclh are somuewhat simsilar. in appear-
ance, and when " doctored" se-ve te increase bulk. This
forn of adulteration flourislhed in England some years ago,
but has fortunately disappeared in the cheapened production
of the true tea leaf in British India. It is still a pevalent
adultoration in very mueb of the tea offering atlow prices in
China, and there is no question but that our analysts havè
to deal with this variety of fraud :more frequently .than
nost people imagine. A botanical acquaintance with the
tea leaf is of course the first desideratum necessary te detect
the presence of foreign leaf, but this perception -calls for
somewhat more of knowledge than eau be possessed by the
ordinary individual, and a simple example will suffice. In-
fuse a few leaves of the suspected tea for a minute or two on
a watch glass, with a little distilled water, and add an equal
portion of burnt magnesia, treating the whole until it is re-
duced to a large sized drop. If no crystalline sublimate is
obtained therefrom by the operation the leaves cannot be
those of genuine tea. There is again the examination of the
ash, of the tea leaf, which because of the true article being
tolerably constant-genuine tea rarely yielding five and never
exceeding six per cent on ineinevation-must be regarded as
onie of the best experiments, whilst ash and willow invari-
ably give over nine per cent. The teas of commerce more-
over seldom exceed 8.55 soluble ash, and 2.47 insoluble, a
proportion whiclh is reversed in other leaves.

The presence of spent or exhausted leaves, which is the
comnonest sophistication, the Chinese being inveterate tea
drinkers having at all times large quantities of leaves for
he purpose, and also the treatment of teas with iron and
cel filings, nust be left for a future article.

FURS AND THEIR WEARERS.
The fur trade is opening out well, and these few days of_

cold weather have made the ladies think of warm wras-
warner than the caressing little minks some of themn would
insist on keeping around their necks in July and August.
The designs are more beautiful,than ever this season. Short
capes and jackets are the styles, for this fall. Thibet. fur .is
very much worn for ruffs and trinming.

orica have taken a growing fancy to bis fur these last ,few

years, this season more than ever. Mink is also going to be
popular this fall, and'its beautiful brown. fur vill now b
sedno th'ô ti:eetà aorningtlshemsiouiders ofthsldies 1o
can afford to pay luxurious prices. Muffs are comnin in tô
fashion again, after being ignored foi nearly 10 'years.Gen-
tlemen do not wear much fur now. The reason is not, bo-
ever, as some wise people say, because they are more tender-
hearted, and object to the slaughter-of the beautiful:ani-
mals who were the first to wear them. ,

'Thi industrial activities at Keewatin and Rat Portage, wich,
a generation ago, were in the iidst ai a vilderness of wood
and vater, were regarded as reiarkablo. The large water-

power is nowr used by tle extensive local lumiiber mills, and
by fi.h Lake iof thu Woods Millingcoimpany whiel is one of the
largst oiuterprises of its clas in Canada, Rat Portage and
Keevatinnuow thriving towns, consistedl of onîly a few log-huts
t',ven.ty years ago. Eveit morc striking tLan the lninber and
ffour-iiiills, lr. Hlagua regards th1 developiment in that dis-
trict of gold mines. Ono Im ine, ie was inforied, "an elic
authority of people that knew," was yielding a net return of
$10,000 to $12,000 per montli, and another was producing
about $1,000 tier day, tie latter subject to expeilses, which
hoiwever wold lvava a lai ge net profif. lr. H agce's phrase,

on the autlority of people tlat knew," is a notable one, as
il is as complote and torso a deliiiition of what constitutos a
good autiority for any statement-a good authority on any
subjet is ana who knows. We may add that Mr. Hague is
ait excellent utithorify in regard ta tiose wlio kniow, so his

jndgient an tie proporties referred ta mîay bi rclied upon.
Recacliing \Vinnipeg lie foind buoyancy, confidence, and

liopefiiuiess prevaleit in business circles. Altliougli lie ra-
gards tli ex tuit ai flte Milanitoba and Northwest erop to have
beun less than anticipated, still,ii is very large. As the quality
is also abova tho average and flie prices in excess of recenît
years, lha judges fle wheat erop wortlh double the inîîey of

hflat of 1896. le marled tLhat farmers are placing their
grain rapidly an fhue imarko, which, doubtless lie viewed
vith uc satisfaction, as lie lias ahrays disapproved of tie

policy of hieat beinig kept back fron mIarketinîg on the
spaculativo hop f ain advance in price. Westwrard on the
way t'O Brandon 'thtlihreshing-mîachins were fonnd very
busy, and heavily-lalen waggons mnoving towiards the towns
wher purehasers ani storago facilities are found. 'fhe banks
of Winnipeg and lirandon, at both ich points the Mer-
clianits laiik has a brancli, have been hecavily drawn upon to
siipply fiinds for urchasiig weat, which the Canadian
Pacific is doing its utmiîosf to move forward. On a rceent
day, this railway carried betw'ceen tort \Williai and Wiini-
pcg the largest a iouint in ifs h istory.

Tle authority we are quotiing states that Nortliwest far-
mors are nowr paying up thîeir long overdue nlotes, and mior-
cinls are railhziiig on delits w'riten off years ago. On the
day of Ir. ljagu.'tµrrival in Winnipeg one farimer sold lis

un tire crop foi - ,000. wh ici nabled Ihi to clear Off ail his
obligations, and Ilave a large sun to his credit in the bank.

h'Iis is no solitary case ; nany similar instances lie regards
as liliy to occur, tbe ffct of whicih lie considers vill give a
considerable stimulus to fhe iminporfing and industrial inter-
csts of lanitoba. Farmers in all directions will illiprove
lieir liouses and fences, and Iegin to erect barls. Barns arc
hardly known in the Nortlwest, the grain being hitherto
stacked ii fl fields, a custom, Vlicl thorigli loss injurious
than imight be thouglht, owing to the dryness of the climjate,
farmuers will be glad to abandon, barn storage being more
convenient and safe. THe increasing area of cultivation
tlie grovtIh of villages and towns; the improved honse ac-
coin iodation, and otlier signs of progress made a miosI
gratifying impression on Mr. lague, as tbey did also upon
lis coadjutor, and bis companion on this trip, Mr. Fyslie, wio
for the first tiio visited the Northwest, and learnt by direct
observation Iow great are the 1 ossibiities Of that part of
Canada. Mr. Hlague looks for Manitoba making a consider-
able stride in advance during tiis year, and lie considers that
its record deonstrates the desirableness of the country for
a mnuchi larger iunigraton thlan has ever yet flowed into Our
Northvest l Provinces.

LACI I NE RAPIDS POWER.

'The inauguration of the Lachine Rapids Hydraulic and
Land Company took place on Saturday last, and the City has
now available for the manifold uses to whieh it cmi be put,
electric power vhich gives proimise before niany years of
being a considerable factor in the developnent of its indus-
tries, and fnrthermore a clieapcned electrie service which can
he applied for doniestic purposes of both ligit and heat. The
installation of the hydraulic system which bas harnessed the
turbulent waters tunbling along our western river front,
and Che converting of this power into electricity is an
aciieveiient wortliv to be ranked aiong the notable en-
gineering accoiplisiments of the age, and is an augury of
stil l ivider application in the future vhen Cte immense vater
power of the country is similarly subjugated. Th1ie carrying
ont of the suleme, whicb lihas now reaehed its practical ùtart,
is calculated ta eventually give 21,000 horse-power (others
limîit it to 12,000; but of this more anon) to be generated
froin 82 wieels of 300 h.p. each, and lias cost, il is said, in
.the neigiborhood of $1,500,000. Soume eighty miles of un-
derground conduit have been laid, including cables crossing
tie can1al; a sub-station lias also been erected in the city to
which the electrie cirrent, will be conveyed in large units and
distributed thence as reqluired. Addresses appropriate ta the
occasion were miade by the Minister of Public Works, Hon.
.J. israel Tarte, lion. 'T. Il. Duffy, Ald. Prefontaine, M.P., Sir
James rant, and Mayor R. Wilson Snith upon whomu fell
the pleasing Ifnction of starting the power, and responded to
by Messrs. McLea Walbanîk, manager, G. 13. Burland, presi-
dedt, T. Pringle, entineeir. Luicleon wvas served, and nany
of fle tiwo ar tmree thousand citizens iwho responded ta the
invitation regaled theinselves at their leisure, with appetites
rondered keen by charming weather and surrondings.

THE JASTIDIOUS CIINESE.
The Chinese are very fastidious about their dress goods.

They will not receive a bale of goods Chat is not in perfect
condition. If the covering is soiled or out the bale is reject-
cd and lell subject ta the order of the shipper. Knowiiig
f lis peculiarity of the Celestials, the Norfolk (W. Va.) cotton
shippers take pains to see that it is beautifully paced. No
other imercliandise shipped froi the iJnited States equals it
in packing or in the care witi which if is bandied. The
bales are wrapped in paper, and then clean, elosely-wovein
burlap cloth is sewed over thiis covering and tied vith a nuini
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ber of clean cords. All of this is. doue in the neatest anld
iost secure style. Thora is no chance for tho drilling in-
side te receive the slightest injury front strain, abrasion, or
eut, because the wrapper is so clean and whole. While in
transit this cotton nuist be klept in a clean place and must
not cone in contact with any other kind of freight that
would soil or spoil the outside wrapper. The Chinese know
that if the bale is clean and whole outside it nust also be se
within. While the bales are at the wharf in Norfolk they
are stowed away froin other freight and the floor is covered
with sawdust.

PAP1ER-MAKING.

Common News is now sold by factories in the United
States as low as $1.55 per 100 lbs. for large contracts.
Should the price keep dropping, sone of our mills will bave
te issue bonds te fight or postpone the evil.

According to consular reports, $10,000,000 worth of paper
is made and used in the Amoy district of China. Paper
is largely used for ceilings, the walls not being papered
for artificial flowers, for clothing the effigies burned at
funerals, for pictures, and for covering boxes for jewels, toys,
etc. A great deal is used in scrolis, it being a common prac-
tice to write two linos of verse, each on a separate scroll, and
present the pair to friends or ollicials, or which are hang in
great nuinbers on the walls of temples and private houses, or
pasted on the doors of every residence. The paperis matde by
hand, as the use of foreign imachinery is discouraged.

At the conventions of the German Associations of paper
manufacturers, cellulose muanufacturers and wood pulp
inanufacturers recently held, seme interesting statisties were
furnished. Of 65 cellulose mills 64 were operated last year,

producing 187,440 tons of dry sulphite fibre and 1-,720 of
dry soda fibre, of which about one-third was worked up in
the mills of the manufacturers. Wood cellulose imports
were'15;815 tons, and exporLs 49,859 tons. The decreasing
supply of German wood was discnssed, the Governnent

petitioned for a reduction of freight rates on wood to be
worked into cellulose and on the finisbed product. The
total consuimption of white wood pulp was about 170,000
tons, and 80,000 tons were worked up into white and brown
board.

H1ATS AND THEIR 1?ECULIARITIES.

The bat trade this fall bas been, te say the least, peculiar.
Several novelties in the shape of the square crown crnsh bat,
and the corduroy and fancy plusi, have taken the place of
the regulation falt bat. These fancy styles only last for a
seasoni,-but they leave the batter with a rusidue of stock
held over-which he "adds to the profit" in the shape of bad
stock. The ancient (Creeks and Romans had their deities to
whoi they prayed for help in their special needs. The sol-
dier prayed te Mars and the sailor te Neptune, the foundry-
man to Pluto, the miner te Plutus and se on. What a coi-

fort it would be if thora were a being in these modern times
looking after the interests of the hatters, and to whom lie
inight pray to relieve hin of a portion of bis old bat stock.
Sone of the bats. worn during the summer were in style
neither new nor old.

"They were not like old S-'s-no-
For hats grow like the heads that wear 'om ;

And hats, on heads like his, would grow
Particularly harun-scarn."

But as already noted, the bicycling "craze," as many tern
it, is gradually diminishing the demuand for hard bats in
favor of the skull-rag thai may be crulîed like a pocket
handkerchief and thrown or stowed anywhere as may ho
conyenient.

THE STREET RlUALWAY TO CEDAR AVENUE.

The City Council laving given permission ta the Montreal
Strcot Railway Company for the preseit to stop at Cedar
Avenue instead of going te. the top of the bill, as contracted,
althougi it mnay seeni hard for the public, especially womnen
and childron ta be still compelled to trudge up the remainder
of the hill te the topi when going to the Park or Cenetery,
and this more than two years after the cars should have
been in oporation the whol3 way to the Park entrance at the
old toll-gate,-yet as the hill appears te be steeper here than
elsewhere it imiglt be as well to accept this portion of the
service for the present, andsee what niay be done in reducing
this grade later on, while in no manner exonierating the coin-
pany for the completion of the line, as this grade is the saine
as when the company contracted for iLs construction. Fur-
ther delays, howeve-, shouldinotbe permitted. The Company
is getting its full share of the advantages ; it is time the
people got theirs.

INDIA RUBBEI.

The Increasing use ef rubber cliefly for bicycle tyres, nakes
it Impossible to supply the demand by the fumier iethod of de-
pouding upon the product of the wild trees ; besides, the care-
less inethods often resorted to in tapping or uttiing are cauising
the wild tracs te rapidly disappear. îlitherto little bas been
doune in the systemnatic planting of ruibber tracs, but as attention
lias been drawn to the subject by the enormios profits realized
by those who have started-rubber plantations tracts of land have
been bought up by Englisli and American capitalists, and there
are now quilte a nber of rubber plantations under way.

Brazil has hitherto been the great rubber producer, and lier
exports of rubber have reached an annual output of $100,000,000
gold. There are lands in Mexico, Honduras and Nicaragua as
well adapted to rubber growing as those of Brazil, and they have
the great advantage of vastly superior climatic conditiona,

Rubber probably pays the largest profits of any tropical pro-
duction. It has the drawback that it takes froi six te savon
ycs te cole into profit, but those who dle not wish te watt tihat
leigthi of time before realizng upon their investnent have other
thligs whiclh can be made a source of profit li the ieanwilo ;
in fact, it is a great mistake in tropical farming to depend en-
tirely upon one or two products. Tha question of labor necessi.
tates diversity of production. Labor in these countries must be
engaged by the year, or for a tern of years, and diversity is
necessary to keep up regular employmient the year arund. This
is especially truc of colfee cultivation, as iL is not best te have
idle labor unmier pay waiting for harvest time to comle arond.
Rubber Is indigenous to Mexico, and grows wild in Vera Cruz,
Oaxaca, Clilapas, Tabasco and Campeche.

Rubber trees dIo nl flourisli above an elevation of 500 feat
above sea level, and require low, ratiher wet land ; in fact, land
lit for little else is generally best for rubber.

Senor Matias Roinero, Mexican Minister in Washington, owns a
large rubber farmn at Seconusco, in the State of Chiapas, and
flnds it a most profitable industry. Thore was a lime when land
suitable for rubber plantin3 coul!d bo bought in large tracts at
25 cents an acre, but $2 to $5 an acre ini MAxican mnueîey is nearer
the present figures. About 500 trees to hlie acre is hlie largot
practical limit, but no doubt more could be safely planted. Titis
would give 10,000 trees on 20 acres, quite enougi for a basis of
wholesome profit.

The greatest expense after the purchase of the land is the
clearing and preparing it. Taking $5 per acre ini Mexicai
money as the cost, $4 te $5 for cleaing, $5 for transplanting,
sowing, etc., and 50 cents per year for cuttinig out brush, we have
a total of $15.50 par acre at the end of the sixth year, or $10 at
the seventh year.

Taking 500 trees par acre, and two potnds par Lrc of crude
rubber as the product, we have 1,000 pounîds of cruide ruibber per
acre. The facts are that tracs hava been tapped the furtirli and
fifth year, and two and one-half and thrce poiunds of crudo rub.
ber hava been obtained In the, seventh year ; but 1,000 pouids
per acre is an entirely safe ostînate for lie seventh year.

The latest quotations on rubber are 3s Gd, or 80 cents per
pound, and a tendeoncy to a rising pries, whlek would Ulvo $800
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gold.per acre.a the.result, aai this result la fron an expendi-
t;e i $1j.kNexican money, not counting interest on the samie.
That is, for an investinent of $8 gold $800 gold ls. the resuit at
the end of six or seven years, and not only this, but, a grove or
plantation which wili continue to yield the same, or more per
year for front 25 ta' 40 years to come. This seemts more like
bonanza mining than like the staid, sober and reliable results of
agricuilture.

These facts seem incredible, but the fact is that generally
more than 500 trees par acre can he grown.

I forming a rubber plantation, of course, there will likely be
saime wild troes that can be left in the ground, and other young
wild trees ln the wouds can be transplanted. A nursary should
be started at once with the nuts or seeds, and cuttings front
larger trees can ha set out, and often do well.

The rubber tree often attains a ieight of 40 or 50 feet, and a
girth of 20 to 30 or more inches, and when natured will yield
six to eight pounds of sap or millk annually from 25 ta 40 years,
according to how they are used, soli, etc. This nilk shrinks 55
ta (0 par cent in coagulating, leaving two and a half to three
poutnds of crude rubber as the product of eacl tre per year.

There are several methods of coagulating or drying the milk,
but ail are simple and lnexpensive ; in fact, there is nothing
connected with a rubber plantation, from the nursery ta the mtar-
ketable product, that roquires more than ordinary skill and a
little practicai knowledge.

PIANO LEATHER.

The secret of making piano leather le known only te a family
of-tanners in Thuringia, Germnany. This leather bas but one
use-the covering of piano keys. A pectliar thing about It l
that the skins fron which It is tanned are prepared almost en-

tirely bn America. It la a particular kind of buckskin. The
ekii of the common red or Virginia deer will not make the
leather; a species of the animal known as the gray deer, and
found only in the vicinity of the great northern lakes, alone fur-
nishing the inaterial. The Gorman tanners have an agency in
the West, whIich collecte the skins of this deer front the Indians
and the half-breed iuntera, who supply the market. Wlten the
skins are returned ta this country as piano leather they cost the
piano manufacturers frot $15 to $18 a pound. The world's
supply of this invaluable and necessary material is supplied by
the Kutschmtant family of tanners, who have six establishments
lit Germiany, the largest li Thuringla.-1%/ila. Jecord.

ENGLISTI BEER ABROAD.

'According to the British Excise returns, the faste for English
beér ls steadily increasing li Egypt and South Africa, and the
ntumber of barrels sent out thera shows a graduai growth, says
the Whis.ey Trade Jeview. ln July, 1895, ouly 960 were ex-
portel ta the land of Pharaoh, while during August last the total
rose to 1,321. The ineroase of English beer in South Africa is
noarly'in the sane proportion. In other countries not so closely
associated with British Government the ales are becoming better
liled, althongi no doubt part of the augmented consunption is
due to the prosence of large tnuibers of Engllsh tourists abroad
li the suminer months. Lager beer is not "taking on" in Eng-
land, and muost of what le imported la consumed by foreigners in
Londoi. Th total quantity of the national beverage brewed
this year le 16,915,219 barrais, whilch gives an increase over the
correopuinding perlod of 1896 of 49,317 barrels. This Increased
brew ls, however, solely coiiined to Englaud, the production of
the article ln Scotland and Ireland having diminished. In
Canada the consumuption of English beer, imported in bulk,
has long ago ceased, owing ta the excellence of the home brew,
and ln recent years the business done with Great Britain in
bottled ales is apparently on the wane fron the sate ca us
asid.

-Truc Alberta creamueries operated by the governient have
shipped 88,000 pounds of butter to Great Britain and 40,000
pountds to British Coliutnbia to date. The demand lu British
Columbia is licreasing and the market improving.

GROCERY NOTES.
ln consequence of the good prospects for the new crop of

Japan rice, the market ,here la slightly weaker.
Yokohama advices Sept. 2nd, state purchases of tea during the

previous fortnight were large, amounting to 13,776 piculs ; teas
costing from $23 to $29 per plcul being in most demand. Prics
ruled firm aïùd dealers realized very full values,. especially for.
the lower grades, which are relatively dear. Supplies are ar-
riving freely, but dealers say that the picking of third crop teas
will be discontinued in nost of the districts after October 10th.

.The shipments of tes from Japan from May 1st to September
2nd totalled 19,067,406 lbs. as against 17,608,818 lastyear, and 23,-
920,287 dnring saine period, season 1895-96. Canadian. import-
ation figured 8,478,259 lbs. against 4,034,686 lbs. for current
season to date imentioned, and for the whole time since com-
pletion of 1895.906 shipments, 7,708,267 Ibs. an increase of 1,207,-
990 lbs over last year.

Prices for champignons on the other side show an average
advance of 2 ta 5 francs within the past month.

"Prunes are curing slowly owing to unfavorable weather at.
night, it being quite cool in sone localities," says the California
Fruit Grower. "The harvest le in full blast, and except .in the
north prunes are quite generally ou the drying trays. The de.
mand is less active, but holders are fIrm in thoir views of the
market and prices. The basts price for early shipment l 84c
for the four sizes as to quality and condition."

Saigon advices of the 21st August to hand say of rice. Sup-
plies of grain during the period under review have been of some-
what inferior mixed quality. 'The prospect for the new crop ls
favorable, and at the close values are decidedly firmer with a
rising tendency.

Messrs. Willett & Gray. the New York sugar experts say of
raw sugars : " There are certain features of the situation which
may indicate thât it will be 1898 before our markets can arrive at
the full parity of the beet sugar markets of Europe. Our re-
finers have succeeded in securing a very large amount of sugar
fron the Java crop. We estimate about 140,000 tons as bonght,
and-thase sugars will soon commence te arrive here, several
cargoes being nearly due. The cost o! ail these sugars to re-
fluers bas been less than the current quotations for centrifugals,
and hence fully Mc per lb below the present parity of beet
sugars. With such a supply as this secured on a low basis, the
refiners, with their present large stocks, are quite independent
of beet sugars for the remainder of the year. We have advices
fron Europe that reports are in circulation there that refiners,
stocks here are over-estimated 100,000 tons, but there is no truth
whatever in any such stàtement."

The increase in broom corn across the line, whilst not as yet
having hai the effect of changlng Canadian manufacturers
prices for the Peveral lines, le expected to do so before very long.

Owing to the increased cost of the cocoa bean, the price of
cocoa preparations has been advanced 2e per lb by manufacturers
ln the United States and abroad, and whllst no change bas yet
been made in Canada, future importations will be obliged to pay
the increase.

Thirty-five thousand boxes of new crop Sultana raisins are in
a cargo which left Smyrna last week for New York. The
Smyrna market at last advices was steady.

According to late mail advlces paper shelled almonds are not
now procurable below 10o f. o. b. for shipment from the Pacific
Coast.

The amountdof tIe new cropofi Brazil coffee that hascome into
sight thus far this season bas been far in excess of all previout
records, belng 1,001,000 bags larger than last year and 2,083,00(
bags more than ln 1895.
