To Canada
the exporte for current season has been 5,417,017, as compared
w1th 7,681,642 il 1809-7. The exporta of tea to Canada have
fallen very considerably this season below the average for past
six yoars.

-Woomm goods " Made in Germnany." do not seei ta be
thîreateninîg to supplant those of oltier counitries. The total ex -
port of wool and woolleu goods of all kinds was, tn 1807, 327,559.-
000 marks; in 1809, 330,055,000, and li 1895, 386,203,000, while
thei Imports amounted ta 402,158,000 in 1897, 413,768,000 in 1896
and42,0,0000 in 1895. These figures show a decrease of ex-
ports, and increase of imports of woollens fron and into Ger-
mîany.

-FnE insurance companties in the States report greater pre-

-OwINGL ta the rush of prospectors to the Canadian Ynkon
and the amont of outlttting being done in the cities of British
Cqluiubia, the sale of the cheaper furs of all kinde is excellent

and the prices generally gond. Sheep skins are even beingem-
ployed on the coast and find a ready sale, their weight and price
appealing ta the tastes and pockets of the would-be prospector.
The production of furs in British Columbia is rather lighter than
miglit be expected fron the amàunt 'f business being done, the
more costly furs-atter, mink, marten and racoon, for instance-
being rarely brought; in, while wild cat. whicb ta in good demand
owing ta ils suitability for Klondike clothing, la exceedingly
scarce. The principal furs being received by Victoria and Van-
couver dealers fromn trappers and huntmen are panther, bear and
deer. The demand for deer skias, which te confined ta the
Pacific province owing ta the game regulations, whici forbid
the exportation of deer pelts ln any form, la innreasing, and the
demand for cheap furs for the Klondike has mide quite a market
for it.

Collections are coming lu promptly, says a representative job-
ber, and few requests for extensions are asked. The najority of
buyers are taking advantage of the discounts offered for short
time payments, aIl which attests to the sound condition of thn
dry goods trade generally.

Clasps instead of buttons as fasteners for kid gloves met with
universal favor dnring the past year, and from the large quan-
tity of goods with this style of fastening that is now being
brought out they bid'fair ta retain popularity throughont another
season. These vary in sizes from the small clasps in plain metal
goods to the large sizes l enameled styles, while many have the
maker's mark stamped upon them. liooks also are in favor,
wille mny patent clasps of varions sorts are also enployed.

It is a long time since silks were in such active denand at this
season as they are now. Buyers realize that the market is
rapidly tending against then and higher prices nust be paid to
secure a choice of noveities. Stocks here are not burdensone
and prices are very firmly hold. A Canton, China, firm writes
that more settlements have taken place. and contracts to date
for the coning season muay bs put at 90,000 to 100,000 roils.
Prices are lirm, with an upward tendeney. Thers are several
orders on the market unplaced and dealers were, at the date of
writing,waiting tii after the China new year hiolidays before ac.
cepting more. If orders cone in freely and early It is thought
present higi rates will be maintained.

Fronm Belfast conmes the report that the narket in inens is
firmi, with a larger turnover ln many departments. In the spin-
ning departmtent business is quiet. Mauufacturers are buying
to meet current needs at lato full rates, which are firmly adhered
to. lu weft lines, say 90is to 140s, spinners, hea'lvly oversold, and
insist on an advance, which, up to the present, has not been paid.
Brown power and handloo linens are selling in larger volume,
and the tendency is towards a further improvement. Buying is
totally devoid of speculative features. Bleaced goods for ex
port trade inaintain fair activity.

Reports from Barnsley regarding the denand for linons say
that a disappointing tone prevails, and manufacturers expecting
crulers for the spring trade have nothing more on hand than a
quietly steady business of a general character. Light iousehold-
linens of ail descriptions macet a slow demand, and coarse fabrics
muaintain their position, but there is au absence of forward busi-
ness, and the short tine which ls being wrought is ample for the
requirements of the trade.

A NEW PRASE OF THE YUKON RAILWAY
QUESTION.

After several weeks of dliscussion in the House of
Commons, the question relating to the proposed rail-
way to the Yukon gold-fields has assumed a now aspect.
The change has not been effected by the pounding of
the Opposition's artillery upon. the Governmnent fort,
liie a "feu d'enfer" thought it lias been. The kaleides-
cope has been shaken by the Anerican Senate, which
bas taken such action as warrants the doubts of thtose
who have condemned the.proposed railway ad not being
an "ail Canadian route," .which was asserted to be one
of its strongest recom meijdations.

The position of affairs is not easy to grasp without a
knowledge of the conditions created by the Treaty of
Washington, and of the direction of the boundary line,
betweeu Aierican territory in Alaska and of Cadial
terriiory in that region. Afier this. lin. has. bisecte
Alaska it is deflected eastward a few muiles from Le sea
so as to give th e United States a long, narrow strip of

an exceedingly irregular coast. By this line the most
convenient entrancesinto Alaska are held by the States,
as the mouths of navigable rivers that run up north,
towards Canadian Alaska, are in American Alaska. It
is a situation comparable to a man owning a bouse on
a-street and-another-person owning all the land between
bis doorway and the publie road, but under an agree-
ment to allow the house-owner's vehicles free access to
the house by a fixed roadway, which may also be used
by the land-owner through which this coinmon road
passes. This comnimon road in Alaska is the river
Stiekeen which, by Treaty, Canadian vessels may navi-
gate. At the mouth of this stream is Fort Wrangel,
an American possession, and. freight-laden ocean vessels
have there to trans-ship goods in order to get theni car-
ried forward to Canadian territory.

It is confidently'held that Canada has the right to
handle goods at Fort Wrangel, while they are in and on
Aierican ground, without paying duty, such goods
being allowed to go forward in bond. Upon this very
reasonable assumption, and, we believe correct inter-
pretation of our treaty rights, the Ottawa Government
bied its contract for a railway from the. point at
which -vessels with bonded goods would discharge
cargoes brought up the Stiekeen for Canada, onwards
150 miles towards Dawson City. The Aierican Senate
declares the right to pass Fort Wrangel after such
trans-shipment of goods without paying duties is

· held by Canada, not by Treaty, but only at the pleasure
of the Anerican Government. To revert to our com-
parison, the owner of the land in front of another per-
son's·house says, " I will not allow you to cross my
land unless you pay nie toil on every article which goes
forward for your consuniption."
f&The American Senate heard of the railway proposed
to he b ilt fron thé Stickeen river duwardg into Ca-n
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ada, by which that route would becone the only mode
of access to the gol.d-fields. Fron this they conceived
the idea of making Canada pay heavily for the right to
trans-ship in bond at Fort Wrangel. The U.S. Senate
bas decided to denand from Canada in exciange for
this right, an abrogation of the right of Canada to ex-
clude American fishing vessels fron lier ports on the
east coast, when they wish to enter to procure bait and
supplies and ship tleir fish in bond to the United
States. Respecting our absolute present right to so
exclude.American fishermen and their boats there is no
questiou. Our right bas been protested against, but
not denied. It has several tinies been discusstd as a
boon which Canada ought to grant for reciprocal privi-
legesbut it-has never been conceded, or even offered to
be conceded as one condition of a reciprocity "swap."
The stand taken in reference to the Stickeen river
question by the American Senate could not be main-
tained before any independent tribunal.

Years hlowever might elapse before such a dispute
would be settled, as the Americans would resort to
every act known to diplomacy to cause delay. Free-
entrance into the Yukon district for all Canadian
bought goods is urgently necessary to develop the
gold-fields, and inperatively required in order to séeure
the trade thereof for Canadian ierchants. We must
have free access frot the sea tb the Klonîdyke, with
fôll power to establish Custons regulations in our own
territory, or, we shall reap little benefit from the gold-
fields' trade, and have to bear all the enornnous ost of
keeping order in that region, mainly for the benefit of
foreign merchants.

This being the position tþe Ottawa Cabinet :as de-
cided to take the bull by the horns, by extending the
proposed railway east and south through -Canadian
territory so as to eventually reach a Caniadian port.
SWhen the line is so built, then- the route from -the sea
to the Klondyke will really be "an all Canadian
route," as it will be wvholly free *from contact at any
point with the United States authorities. The cost of
this extension will be large, it will excite serious dis-
cussion in Parlianient, as it will still further donplicate
the existing situation created by the provincial con-
tract with Messrs. Mann and Mackenzie. Consider.
able delay will also arise from this lengthening of the
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railway, and grave intQrnatinal difficulties are prob-
able while the line is beiùg built. On discbvering that
their seheme to coerce Canada into breaking the treaty
relating to our fislery rights, has been foiled, the Am-
erican Senators will be as furious as an animal deprived
of its anticipated prey.

Canada, however, stands in a position to defy any just
accusatiois of having takein an unifair or illegal course.
Sic siniply will decide to reach lier own territory by a
road througlh lier own possessions, without the slight-
est interference with her neighbour's property or
riglhts. It is lamentable that such a costly course
should have become necessary. But, in taking steps
to avoid a very prolonged dispute witli the States by
muaniifesting also the determination of Canada to reach
lier property witio'ut any interference by a foreign
power, and, further, by resisting an effort to compel
lier to abandon ber fishery rights, this Dominion will
coinnnand the respect of the whole Empire.

Rt»ANK No SRiELD FROM .JUSTICE IN
ENGLAND.

Two cases recently before the courts in England
have scandalized the upper ranks of society, but added
iew lustre to the administration of justice in the old
land. Of the case iii which Lady Tatton Sykes figured
as a probable forger,-or is it forgeress ?-little can be
said, as it awaits developiîents. But the evidence dis-
closed so far shows liow deimoralizing are the influences
of the gamiig table, wien they are corrupting enough
to bring a high borni lady, married to a vey wealthy
baronet, nearly withiun the grasp of the ctimiinal law.
Tatton Sykes is one of the iost familiar names on the
Englisli turf, a passion for lorse races seeis to run in
the blood of that fanmily. Thte residence and estate of
Sir Tattonî are iear to Doncaster, where his presence on
the race course is imiost fainiliar to those who go to see
the St. Leger, and other local races. Lady Sykes li ved
in a betting circle, wliere she fouînd at incone of soie
$300,000 a year too sialliI to keep lier froi very shady,
and wlat are, alleged to have been criminal practices to
raise imoney for gamnbling. Poor Sir Tatton is yet
thouglht to be in a p.iuiful dileuma. lis wife is
alleged to have forged his naie to clecues, the proof
of this is stroig, but quite naturally, lie seens to have
been struggling betweehii his oionour as a gentleman,
which seemus to call for lhis giving iiicriminating evi-
deuce to that affect, and his duty as a liusband, as sone
affirim, to shield his wife even by per.jury.

The other case îwas tried at lhe Central Crimiinal
Court, London, England, on the 15th February. Lord
Willian Neville, aged 37 years, was there found guilty
of forging promuissory notes, for $555,505, also for in-
ducing a friend by fraudlIent pretences to sigt. docu-
ments to be used as valuable securities. 'fle latter of-
fence was conunitted by a trick worthy of the most
hardened aud cuninig penitentiary bird. 1e placed
documents before a younîg muau, who ivitas only just of

..age, to .which his victim's. signature wV'as asked
as a more natter of formii, but by which he. was
made liable to pay $55.55. These documents were
covered over by Lord Neville so as to concea)l their'
naturr, aid bis frieild appenled h is signature to thor

on being told that lie simply didso as a witnesis to
their execution by this titled schemer. It is significant
that this cruel fraud was perpetrated at Ascot dur-
ing the races. The documents so signed were pro-
missory notes and a letter authorizing their negotiation.
These were used by Lord Neville to raise money, and to
stave off the demands of a. money-lender to whoni lie
was heavily indebted. This money-lender was the
notorious " Sam Lewis," into whse parlor auy fly that
walked in was dealt with after the custoi of spiders
with such guests. When the notes were dishonoured,
the signer repudiated his liability, as he' was wholly
unaware of having attacled his nane to any such
documents. Suit was brouglt for payment whien the
fraud was exposed.

The Public Prosecutor at once applied for a warrant
againist Lord Neville, who ackowliedged laving de-
ceived his friend, but pleaded " not guilty" to the charge
of forgery, a plea whieh showed iim to be as ignorant
of the law, as lie had been neglectful of the motto, no-
blesse oblige. He was found guilty on several counts.

In order to secure a light sentence, Council dwelt
eloquently upon the terrible punishinent already suf-
fered by the prisoner owing to his high social rank.
Mr. Justice Lawrence took a different view. He said :
" The higher the position persons hold the greater are
their responsibilities. I see no extenuating circuin-
stances, it is as bad a case of fraud as can be conceived."
The Judge made othter-remairks of the saune nature, to
the effect that rank, liowever higlh, is no shield fronm the
sword of justice 'in England. Lord Neville ivas sen-
tenced to five years penîal servitude-a terrible punish-
ment, but richly deserved. The sentence will have a
wholesomie effect on ganbling aristocrats and their
associates and imitators. Lord Neville may thank
betting on horse races for his penitentiary experience.
Trials of speed between horses is not ouly legitimate,
but lias been found useful in- improviing the breed of
these noble animals. But there has-sprung up a gamb-
îing elemuent in affairs of the turf which 'breeds one of
the basest species of animals-the professional gambler.

Sonie American journals have taken the lesson.of the
above case to heart, and pointed out how incompara bly
more impartial, and therefore honourable, is the ad-
muiiiistration of justice in England than it is in the
United States where a iuan of social rauk, analogous to
that of Lord Neville, would have been able alnost to
set the Courts at defiance, or to bribe them into infliet-
ing a nominal punishmtuent. The case too-shoiuld be a
warniig against having aiy dealings whatever with
note shavers, over wlhose entrance-doors should be in-
scribed, " A.1 hope abandon ye who enter htere,' and
vlose exit doors Iifford an easy passage to the peniten-
tiary. As a lesson too of the dangers of extravagant
living; of borrowing monîey to provide for living ex-
penses; the Neville case isumost inpressive.

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CANA DIAN RECIP'ROCITY FROM AN AMER-
CAN STANIIPOINT.

Our Ny York namesake represeits with exceptiònal
ability, and presents with efreshing candòur, the views
of the umost intelligent. menbers. of .the mercantile
classes of the United St es. In reviewing a recéntly
dglivered addr.ess by a Bostoniu1n before that city's
Chanber of Commerce our conteiporary explains, al-
most bluntly, vhy reciproeity witlh Canada is so ob-
structed. The Boston address to.ok for granted there
being a general if not universal desire on the part of
the American people for reciprocal relations with this
country, which .as hindered by sonie Iysterions lu-
fltueie. . It would be indeed a mystery were the desire
of a whole peuple, or even a majority of them, to be
thwarted in a country vhich boasts of its deuocratie
government. The New York journal poolipoolis there
being any nystery. It says

"Nothing in the world is plainer than the nature of
thîe opposition, and it is.a .pretty extensive opposition,
too. No purpose is served by concealing it; it is the
antagonism ta the admission of Canadian products or
goods into this country. Any reciprocity plaij would
make it easier than now for Canadian exports ta get
into the ;United States as well as for our exports to get

p inito Canada. Sa strong is this opposition that polizi-
clans have found it ta be a very popular thing to shut
out a sinall quantity of barley and more moderate
quantities of hay and eggs that caine into this country
fron the Dominion. it is idle to hope for reciprocity
till there is an abatement of this opposition ta the ad-
mittance of Canadian articles."

Although Canada.is by far the best cstomer of the
United States on this side of tle Atlantic, yet the
favours of those southern cou ntries Nvhich exportnoth-
inglike U.S. products, are being courted.assiduously by

reciprocal-arrangements. Uncle Sauî .wants to sell his
goods to foreigners, but does not vish to buy any .for-
eign goods that compete Vith his own. In plain words,
lie does not want reciprocity at ail, if reciprocity means
a freer interchange of any such natural, or manufac-
tured products as are conion to both countries.

During the poriod wien reciprocity was established
bet.ween. Canada and the States,. the average annual mi-
ports of the Doiinion of American goods rose
fron $9,000,000 ta $25,000,000. In the same period,
extending eight yeurs, our exports ta the States rose
from about $4,000,000 ta $23,000,000. The A mericans
fix their eyes exclusively upon the latter fact, they re-
fuse to see how enormnous was the advantage of having
had their exports ta Canada so largely increased by the
reciproeity. treaty under which a corresponding increase
occurred in ourexports ta the States.. The Americans
are so adverse ta doing anything which would be of
benefit ta Canada, that they.refuse to benefit themiselves
by.a policy w.hich wouldbe of service also to this coun-
try. Jealousy of Canada is the obstacle ta reciprocity
in the United States. The conclusion of thé whole
iatter is that the States, as our contemporary puts it,

".will continue to .put obstacles in the .way of trade with
the Dominion and resort to..all sorts of nostrunis to
stimulate trade with the tropical part of the continent,
whose populations will not be nearly' so valuable cus-
tôniers asthe highly civilized.people speaking our own
language .who live in the' rigorous éclimate.to the north
of us." While.our neighbours remain in their pselt

frame of mine it ouly tends to deepen their prejudices
for Canadianiî to exhibit any marked anxiety to secure
rciprocity with the United States.

PI .I-E4EDERAL LIFE ASSURANCE COMPANY.

The 16th annual ueetingof the Federal Lif Assur-
ance Company was held at Hamilton on the lst inst.
The company's business in the past year was very
encouragig, giving promise, now that a general ii-
provement has taken place, iînd is stil in progress, of
the current year being a considerable advance upon any
previous ones. Last year there were 1,650 applications
received for $2,212,000, those acceptedIbeing 1,571 for
$2,104,000, which is an increase over those accepted last
year. It would be interesting to have a schedule, show-
ing the reasons for rejecting ail applicatibns for life
assurance, as it would throw considerable Iight upon
the health conditions of the several districts. frorm
which applications were received.

'The leport alludes to the change in the last five
years of $7,000,000 of renewable terni assurances by
beiiîg replaced by policies at a higher preminm, princi-
pally on limited payment life plans. Owing to this
the premium income and reserve funds of the Company
have been largely increased, though the ainount at risk,
and tie consequent liabilities, have not been materially
increased. This we must regard both as evidence of
cautious management, and of the confidence of.policy-
holders in the value of the assurance afforded by the
Company. The number of lives assured at close of
1896 was 5,784, which at end of last year had been in-
creased to 6,255, an addition of 471, which vas a sub-
stantial increase. Tle conservative policy adopted by
the Federal Life in the selection of lives, and the steps'
taken ta thoroughly safeguard the interests of its
policyholders, is certain ta result favourably in keep-
ing its business together, and guarding against that ex-
cessive loss by lapses, &c., which is so regrettable an
experience in si many companies. The security for
policyholders, including guarantee capital, at close of
1897 was $1,331,448, as coipared vith $1,226,416 a
year ago. A s the liabilities for reserves and ail out-
standing claims was $818,481, there ias a surplus left
of $712,06. The company's income fron premiums
was $860,713, and from investiients and properties
$32,209, making a total of $392,922. The.disbursements
for death claims was $[12,485, for commissions -and
other working expenses $114,678, for endowients and
surrendered policies, $5,934, and for re-insurance
premiums $11,125. These disbursements anounted ta
$244,224, which lef t a balance of receipts for premiums
and interest and rent, of .$148,698. Out of this the
company paid:$39,246 to policyholders in dividends, and
$4,773 as dividends ta shareliolders, a distribution which
shows how largely the nutual elenient enters into the
management of the Federal. Life. .hie assets, distinct
from the guarantee capital, amolint to $722,448, which
exceeds the a.nount set'aside as reserve by. $112ý467.
The company bas taken a wise step in applying -for a
special Act of Incorporation, instead of, continuing ta
operate under a Provincial charter. and a Dominion
license. This will give 'greater facilities in- handling
investments, and in conducting business in ail parts of
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the.Doninion, The steady advancement of the Federal
Life in public confidence is a tribute to the excellent.
judgiment, and the energy of Mr. :David Dexter, the
Managing Director, and redounds as well to the credit

<of Mr. James Beatty, the President, and their colleagues
to the Board.

SPECIAL AUDIT OF THE WESTERN CANADA
LOAN ANID SAVINGS COMPANY.

lu our comments on the annual report of the Western.
Canada Loani & Savings Company we referred to the
Board having arrauged for a special Audit of the coin-
pany's affairs to be .made by an eminent Edinburgh
firm of chartered accountants. This firm, Messrs.
Linidsay, Jamieson and laldane, lias completed its
work, and its stateient is before us.

Tbey visited Toronto and Winnipeg, vhere a thor-
ougli inspection was made of the books and securities.
They report that " the systeni of book-keeping is as
conplete as could be dcsired." The Revenue accouat
is stated ta be " made up ini proper principles, and mnay
bie relied on as correct." The balance sheet they say,

gives a true representation of the company's affairs,
and the assets agford good and sufficient security to the
debenture holders and depositors, apart from the un-
called up capital." The Scotch auditors express the
utmnost satisfaction vitlh the management, and with
the full explaiations they received on all points. As
this audit was iade by a firmi of the highest reputation
in Scotland, Vho have had ino previons association
with the conpany, it will have a nost valuable effect
upon the investors and financiers of the old country in
assuring theim of the ability and honour whicli char-
acterises the mnagement of one of the most promin-
oit of our loau comlpanies, which, were their investiga-
tion extended, would be founuîd satisfactorily prevalent
in1 oterntiuin f this class

d eruase 'in deposits, aid âailïost _ ine reasei.n
debentures held in Cauadà, whici is a desirable changè.
We note also a similar movement' in the reduction f
sterling debentures, and a corresponding increase in
debenture stock: The closer the correspondence be-
tween the teris upon which 'money is borrowed ànd
moriey is lent by the mortgage loan 'coinpanies -th
better, though it nay invoive soine decrease in profits,
which, with proper care, need not'however be sufficient
to be worth ionsidering.

It is significant of the improved condition of the
farming classes that the company received $741,133 in
repayments of loans last year, but were only able to
place $461,316 on new loans. The arrears due to the
company are now less- than for many years. " Many
farmers are now competitors with loan companies- forc
farm loans, lending as they do to their neighbours at
the lowest rate and willing to advance larger sums
than a Board of Directors would consider prudent."
We have quoted the above from a private letter ad-
dresseil to us by a loan company manager of wide ex-
perience, and conimend a consideration of it to those
wlo speak in sueh gloomy terms of the financial con-
dition of Ontario farmers. The JouRXAL OF COMMERCE
made a similar statement some time ago, which we are
glad to have confirnied.

The -Bamilton Provident and Loan Society is to be
commended for the selection of its auditors, whose high
character and skill are known-to us. It is also worthy
of praise for having written off losses on properties
sold during the year and making provision for possible
shrinkages, so that the amount above stated as con-
tingent fund, is not so liable to be dr'awn upon as in
those companies which adopt a less conservative policy.
Mr.-Ferrie, Treasurer, with President Gillespie, ·and
their colleagues are to be coiigratulated in the results
of their labours in 1897.

There is th us set out in the complaint a contract, and
a violation alleged, in two particulars. First the
transfer of 1 / per èent commission in premiums from
the mutual to the stock departinent ; second, the with-
holding from tie mutual departaent of the profits on
the paid-up policies

The Conînuissioner has gone further and partica-
larized the nianner in which the contract is violated,
and lias detailed at length the acts of the defendant in
relation to the sumns that are alleged to have been taken
from the mutual policyholders. The complaint does
not allege that the defendant lias transferred any
accrued profits or paid-up policies from the mutual to,
the stock departmuent. But it is clearly averred that.
the reserve, or the sum equal to the reserve fromn %%hich
the premiums on the paid-up policies were taken, be-
longs to the mutual departiment and the mutual policy-
holders ; that the gains and profits on said policies
belonging to the inutual departaient are withheld from
that department in violation of the contract and to the
luss of the mutual policy holders. It eau make no dif-
ference to the questiou now before the court whether
the profits accumuilated in the stock or mutual depart-
ment, su long as they belong to the mutual department
and are withheld froin it.

'Tie Coipanty's officers seem to have regarded the
Commissiuner's powers as insufficient to justify his en-
deavour to restrain them fron such a course, if it liad
been pursued. They also plead that he was debarred
from-such-action by having virtually approved of il in
1878, as in that year he lad sanctioned a stock divi-
dend made in that year by the defendant company in
pursuance of the authority of the act of 1878, amend-
ing its charter; that this stock dividend was capitaliza-
tion of the -urplus of the company. derived from the
proceeds of the business done upon the non-participa-
ting plan.

The Superior Court of Massachusetts set the plea of
the Commissioner's incompetency aside, as he is autho-
rized to see that insurance coinpanies live up to their
contracts, and lias power to enfurce bis authority by
legal process. A difference was drawn by the Court
between the status of:a private policyholder, and that
of a State official. The claim of the former if delayed
for 28 years would probably be ruled out as stale, but
the latter, being a continuing.trustee, is not debarred
by lapse of time. There is a vast difference between an
action brought by a policyholder to redress a wrong
committed twenty-eight years ago, of which lie had
full knowledge, and during all that time lad slept
upon his rights, and an action authorized by express
statute brought by the insurance commissioner, to
compel an insurance company to keep and performin its
contracts. In the one case, it would be seeking to

-establish a.rightdestroyed by aeglect; i the 'other, it
is the maintenance of the power of the State over a
kind of business the.State specially supervises, and con-
ýtrols. It is alleged that-the defendant company con-
:traétéd to maintaiu the fundhbelongiàg to its mutual
,departnent for the secuiity and benefit of 'the policy-
holders, and the present policyholders have an interest
in this f und. The plaintif, following his duty as in-
surance commissioner, made an order that, the defend-

ant perforin its contract and restore to its mutual de.
partment that whieh it is charged lias been illegally
taken therefrom.

The Court set aside the plea that a previous commis.,
sioner had approved of the company's course, on the,
ground that the riglits of the mutual policyliolder
could not be abrogated by- any act of the insurance
commissioner which was not a judicial act, as the
parties have had no opportunity to h heard. The
point really at issue is, whether the company was jüiti-
fied in alienating the gains and profits of the niu tual
department for the benefit .of the stock departient 2-
The determination of this will have to h considered by-
a legal judgment on the contract of the Company witli
the mutual polieyholders. In closing bis decision the
Judge said: "If the defendant, the Alt.na Life. Insur-
ance Company, by a wrong construction of the con-
tract lias deprived its polieyholders of any riglits, it
should and probably would ha willing to make reparal-
tion, as far as possible, and the court vill interfere.
only as it shall ultimately appear that the defendant:
bas violated its contracts." In that judgoient we,
thoroughly coincide, the Æ4tna will do full justice to
all its policyholders, and to all interested in its business
affairs.

The equitable adjustient of the profits of a life in-
surance company which las various classes of policy-
holders, is not so easy as sone imagine. Tlhere is an
interlacement of interests which renders it very difli-
cult, and policyholders, as a rule, have to rely upon the
actuarial skill, and the honour of the oflicials of the?
company in which they are insured for equitable treat-
ment, and, as a rule, this reliance is justified by ex-
perience.

BANQUE DU PEUPLE.

The slow progress of liquidation work is naturally
reating dissatisfaction amongst the creditors of La

Banque du Peuple. The dilemma in which the directors
are placed is so embarrassiug, they have a fair title to
consideration. The progress made last year can ho
judged by comparing the main items as they stood at
close of 1806 and 1b97 :-

Liquidation work consists chiefly in collectingassets,
their distribution is a very easy business. The directors
reduced the current loans in 1.87 by $546,807,-andthe
overdue debts by $358,964, a total of $95,771. By the
proceeds of these reduced assets they paid off $2ts4,412
to depositors, and $165,668 te other creditors, a total
liquidation of debts amounting to, $430,080. The
Government bank returns do not show in what way
the balance of the reduced assets were disposed of.

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At Lthe close of 1896 the assets exceeded the liabilities
by $1,50,513, at the close of 1897, the, assets only ex-
-eeded the liabilities by $885,893. 'This shrinîkage
gives ail idea1 as to Lthe value of Lhe assets, whiei, to se.
eure a distribution of $430,080 to depositors and other
creditors, the loiui assets had to be reducol by $905,771.
The roal estate was reduced iii value by $90,171, the
bank promises by $28,869, and sundries by $55,251,
and mîortgages increased by $26,352.

h'lie niieeting on hie 7h inst. was restricted to it
ha-holIders, epIiositlors, we are informed, not beiig

aditifted. Tie exclusion of depusitors from the meet-
ing was of doubtful expedieney. They are now, prae-
tically, the oily creditors of the banl, as the financial
iiterests of tie shareholders have bcei destroyed. I
would too have been inore satisf.actory had the state-
ment presented at 'the meeting given more details a
to the liquidation inovemiien, the one presented gives
the depositors little information, if any, which they
cannoL procure outside the batik. Now that busi-
ness has iniproved, and the prospects of continuous ilt-
proveient are so brighît, we trust a very vigorouiseffort
will be made to dispose of the real eshtte held, and of
the banik premnises, so that regardless of the power
given by the Act of last Session of Parliamuent to post-
polie further distribution of the assets, the depositors
iay receive a further divideind at an early date.

THE RAIL.WAY RATE WAR.
The war of rates continues betweet the Canadian Pacifie,

Grand Trînuk and American trans-continental lines. From this
city to the Pacillo Coast the fare lias been roduced to $35 for
first.ehitss ana $25 for second class. The companies are liaving
large accession ta passenger trallie which will, to sane extent,
coImîpensate themî for reduced fares. This however can only be
tenporary. Serious inconveniences are being inflicted tpon pas-
sengers, as trains are being run Sa as ta drive them ta take
certain routes in the interest of one of the lines, not as public
convenience requires. Por instance, a persan wishing to go ta
Manituba froi Toronto, and travelling by the Canadian Pacifie
Bailway, would caine east ta Carleton Place, 228 miles frain To.
ronto, and then go back 216 miles ta North Bay, a total of 444
miles, whereas if lie could go direct fron Toronto ta North Bay,
the distance would be 213 miles, so that the passenger now had
ta ride 211 miles more than was necessary. The premier stated
in the Hanse of Commons on Wednesday that the rate-war had
received the attention of the Government, and logislation would
bo introduced ta protect the public interests which were now
being sacrificed.

-TAssE, Woon & CO., cigar mirs., Montreal, haee made a
voluntary assignment ta A. W. Stevenson, who has the astate in
charge. An advisury committee lias been appointed, consisting
of E. L. Pease, manager Merchants Bank of Ialifax, B. A. Boas,
M. Lesser and C. lebert; ordinary liabilities are $40,800; privi.
leged $2,800; and indirect about $30,000. Stock lias not yet
been taken, but it is feared that there will be quite
a deticieney, It being thought that a large propor-
tion of their ontstanding accounts will not provo very
good.

Wood, but they wore thinking of dlssolving shortly before the
fallure occurred. The tirui dates fron March, 1885, it started
with a moderato capital, and gradually worked up a pretty good
surplus. le seens to have lost however, by bad debts and in
other ways.

pally on lituited payment life plaus-througl. which menus the.
premium income aud reserve funds of the company have been
largely increased, thougli but little addition lias been nade to
the amonut of assurances at risk. Theso assurances; are dis-
tributed over.a greater number of lives in smaller amonuts than
heretofore.
