-Tua Londonderry Iron Co. shipped 700 tons of cast iron
water pipes during August, the largest amount ever shipped by
this coipany lu one month. Business is so active that it is
necessary to work'day and night.

-A NEw industry ln the fish curing way, recently established
at Centreville, Digby, N.S., is the cauning of herrings and indi-
cations are that the venture will prove successful, The canners
are 1). D. Morton & Sons, and Bontlier & Morehouse.

-CONTRABAND cigars have been detected in several stores in
Ontario. The saine, it is belleved, are part of a large lot which
was smuggled into Canada from Porto Rico at a point near Hall-
fax.

-Tnu Canadian banks, in order to meet the competition of
the express companles and the Post Office money orders, as well
as postal notes, have decided to adopt a system of cheques pay-
able atany of the banks or branches of the Dominion, except in
the Yukon. The cost of these choques will be very moderate.

-TiE average condition of the Southern cotton crop on Sept.
lst, was 79.8 as compared with 91.2 dn August 1, a decline of 11.4
points during the month. The average condition on Sept. 1,
1897, was 78.3; on Sept. 1, 1890, 64.2, and the inean of the Sep-
tomber averages for the last ten years is 79.4.

-THE June bulletin of the Manitoba department of agricul-
ture shows that there are 74,773 milch covs in the province, and
only 7,901 beef cattle-nearly ten milkers for one beefer. By
comparison Manitoba has five Limes as many milch cows ln pro-
portion to beefers as Ontario. This reverses the popular im-
pression that the North-West is first and only a beef-producing
country. Apparently its agriculturalists are paying more at-
tention to dairying.

-TinE Victoria, B.C., Board of Trade is in favor of the Pro-
vincial Government purchasing the gold after it has been as-
sayed at the Goverument office. At the prosent time the assay
ollice is only of value for the purpose of testing ores. Seattle
has for some time possessed gold purchasing powers, to the dis-
aster of Victoria and Vancouver in a commercial way.

-TrE death is announced of Mr. F. H. Andrews, seulor mem-
ber of the firm F. H. Andrews & Son, Quebec. Mr. Andrews
was for many years Secretary of the Quebee Board of Trade.

-METcALFE, Ont,, recently incorporated as a police village, is
wanting improvements fast, as becomes its fiedgling Importance,
Among these are street lamps, and a lock up. It is not repre-
sented that these adjuncts are for the accommodation of belated
villagers due te appear on the scene at the heels of the plebis-
cite, the time is only ill chosen to call attention to these special
noeds.

-WHILE the imports from the United Kingdom to the United
States have fallen off 25 per cent during the past year, the
exports from the U. S. to Great Britain increased 12 per cent, as
follows :-Exports $540,860,152, imports $109,188,305. This un-
favorable balance of trade bas been realized for soins time, and
noder the circumstances at work which make for a large de.
croase in the volume of British Imports into the States, it is
satisfying to find the loss of trade is not greater.

-In Essex and Kent counties there are 6,000 acres planted ln
tobacco, and yielding not less than 1,500 lbs. to the acre. This
meaus a total of 4,500 tons, or 9,000,000 lbs. It is estimated that
the crop alone would be worth from $1,000,000 to $1,250,000.
The Canadian leat ls being very largely used for plug tobacco
and cheap cigars by Canadian manufacturers. George Tuckett
& Sons, of Hamilton, are building a $15,000 warehouse to handle
the Canadian product.

-Tu Spanish-American war had a marked affect upon the
New Zealand fiax trade. The war cut off the supplies of Manila
and sisal fibres, and as a consequence there sprang up such a de-
mand for flax that recently the price in New Zealand was £19 a
ton and rising, sud ln London £26. The New Zealand price'left
a profit of £11 per ton to the miller, so that it is not surprising to
hear that the position led to the starting of mils in ail directions.
But these will soon close down. now that the necessity for their
operation has passed. Incidentally the New Zealand Govt.
offers a bonus of $10,000 for an invention that will prepare the
fiax as well as the Maori formerly prepared it by hand.

.Cotton Mill Co.'s property there on the valuation of $100,000.
Also to increase the Bell Telephone Co.'s assessment by $75.
The tax rate for the town bas been reduced 1 mill, ahd stands at
93. mills for the current year. The decision of the Council -In
ýregard to the Cotton Co. arises from breach of contract the com-
pany having failed within the past year to employ the stipulated
amount of labor.

-TE recent scarcity of Havana tobacco has given a great
impetus to the cultivdtion of the crop in Florida, and very exten.
sive arrangements havè been made to Introduce it to a large
extent in the central part of the peninsula. Both the Cuban and
S3umatra types of tobacco are grown there, and both are used for
wrappers as well as fillers. Unlike the imported Sumatra
tobacco, the tobacco grown in Florida from Sumatra seed loses
much of its bitter taste. The season is so long that two crops of
tobacco can be produced in the same year.

-THOsE people who assert that civilization is unkind to the
"noble redman," are invited to give attention to the case of
Oronhyatekha, grand chief of the Iñdependent Order of Forest-
ors. The Foresters last week gave him a bonus of $5,000, ln
.addition to his salary of $10,000. Premier Laurier's salary la
$S,000; but then thn latter is only the grand chief of the Dominion
of Cnada. Were the Chief of Forestery in need of a motto
" Woodman Spare that Tree" would seem peculiarly sultable.

-ONTAR1o undertakers propose to change the name of their

-TuE motive power on the Broadway cable line, N.Y., la
being changed ta electricity. A trench will be dug by the side
of the tracks in which the electric conducting tubes, or electria
cables will ha laid. They are to be below and a little inside of
one of the rails. The substitution of the conducting bars, which
carry the electricity to the car motors, will be made in about the
sane way as a new cable is substituted now for-au old one, An
interesting feature of the change will be a new power bouse,
which it la sald will b the largest in the world having a capacity
of about 25,000 horse-power.-_ ,

-TrE Liverpool, Eng., Chamber of Commerce bas revived au
old scheme to construct 'a goods railway between that port and
Manchester. Some such project was suggestad in the early
eighties, whereby the ordinary wide tyred lurry load could be
hauled on its own wheels in a sort of steel groove. Liverpool la
a trille belated lu renewing the schine, considering the accom'-
plishment of the Manchester ship canal, and it is unlikely the
plan will reach fulfillment. Says a Manchester exchiange
on this head, "The best thing for Liverpool to do is to gracefully
accept the Ship Canal and co-operate ta make it a success, whicb
will ha far more economical than bringing any rival scheme into
existence and competition."

-TE eilciency of the various antiseptics avallable in com-
merce, anent which scientific journals have recontly been
discussing shows by latest experinents the following. Bichloride
of mercury, 14,800 ; free chlorine, 4,000 ; salicylic acid, 1,000
aluminum chioride, 714; aluminum sulphate, 640; zinc chlorlde,
526; carbolic acid, 388 ; boracic acid, 148 ; ferrus sulphate, or
copperas, 00; magnesinm chloride, or bittern, 104; calcium chlor-
ide, 25; sodium chlorlde, or common sait, 5. These figures are
simply relative-ndt the sane ratios for ail kinds of bacteria-
and the experiments were largely made with respect to the con-
mon atmospheric germa, sucb as are so much ln evidence in
seivage. The efficiency of common sait, which is the great
domestic preservative, l quite slight by comparison.

-Tir circumstance of Generai Gordon's avengeance occurring
in the sane month-fourteen years after-he was assassinated at
Karthoum is freely going the round of the press. A more striking
coincidence is however furnished ln an extract fron Gordon's
diary under date Nov. 26th, 1884, which reads " Major Kitchener
la one of the few superior British officers," The hero of the
Soudan could never have known when ha penned such praise,
that this would one day become the universal opinion of the British
people,still less could ha have dreamed that the eulogy would find
its highest expression inkaed with the memory of his own name.
Opinion wilidiffer however as to how far the humane Gordon
would have sympathised with a " revengeful" slaughter whicih
required fifteen thousand lives ta be given up for one.

-TitiR is a lively plate glass insurance war going on in New
York. The Lloyds Plate Glass Insurance Company, Metropoli-
tan Plate Glass Insurance Company, New York Plate Glass In-
surance Company, and Aetna Indemnnity Company of Hartford
are engaged ln a fierce competition for business. The combat-
ants are now freely accepting risks at flity per cent of the old
schedule rates and are paying fifty per .cent commission. That
is, the rate is eut in two and the commission ta brokers doubled.
The insurance companies settle very few losses by cash pay-
iments. Their method la ta replace the broken property, and as
the price ut plate glass is 56 per cent hligher now than a year ago
experlenced underwriters say that their loss ratio cannot be less
than 55 per cent on the full schedule premiums. Taking into
consideration a 50 per cent commission and other expenses, say
20 per cent, the result is 125 per cent on the old full schedule
rates.

-THE Canadian Steamship Co. in conjunction wlth the At.
lantie and Lake Superior Rly. Co., announce that, pending the
completion of a lino of 21-knot steamers of the first.class,steam-
ships of a sonewhat less power have been chattered with which
ta make the journey between Milford-H aven, Wales, and Paspe-
blac, Que., in a little over four days. The railway company is
completing the docks at Paspeblac and the Great Western Rail-
way of England la arranging for special express services to Lon-
don from theWelsh port. Between the aspirations of Milford
laven when ilt first set up its claim te rival Liverpool and noth.

lng but a New York service would suit it, and the reality in at

last finding a new world connectlon in little Paspxebiac, there la
a wide gulf. This modest commencement may however prove
capable of magnificent expansion in the years to come, but ilt
would be too sanguine to expect Milford ta progress by leaps-
and bonds until It has other bows to its string than the Bay of
Chaleur port.

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GROCERY NOTES.
A report on cassis from Kong Kong says:-" From reports re.

ceived It would appear that the Provincial Government has been
able ta effectively deal.with the rebellion ln Kwangsi, and, as
far as its influence on cassis is concerned, it may be considered
over. As the news of the rebellion has had snob a stirring effect
on the cassia market, it would not unnaturally be concluded that
a reaction would set in with the remroval of the cause. That has
nt been the case in this Instance; in fact, the market lias rather
strengthened. It la evident that the recent rise in prices l il--
most entirely due ta the sound statistical position of the article,
which, no doubt, the rebellion lias helped to bring to the fore.
Itis now known that of the estimated total output of 55,000
piculs, 88,000 piculs have already been disposed of. This in-
cludes only a few thousand picutls ln speculators' hande. Con-
sidering that in the fall India is usually in the market for 8s
10,000 piculs, only 10à 12,000 piculs are left ta be disposed of.
This shows that a further rise of the market ls within range of
possibility." Cable advices report a stronger market for China'
cassia and reported an advance in price equal to about Xc. per
pound.

Some grocery jobbers in Baltimore are handling Russian
granulated. This sugar la very coarse in grai and dark in
color. and is apparently more adapted for manufacturing pur-
poses thau domestic use. It is selling at 4gc pur pound. Ain-
erican granuilated brings 5c, so that the difference can be
seen.

At the mîomnent Cuban raw sugars rire above the pijrity aof allier
raws. Ths le attribanui t tle Iower rate of exchange now pre-
vailing, also the higher freights ruling, and lastly the loss or
polarization in Cuban sugars from being icept long ln store.
Higlhest price asked recently was 434o for 96 degrees centri-
fugal.

Owlng ta the sharp rivalry between competing steamship lines
plying between New York and Brazil, there has bean a further
reduction in the freight rates on coffeé of 5 cents per 100 pounds,
the rate now standing at 10 cents and 5 pur cent primage.

The visible supplies of raw sugars on October 1st, next, it l
expectud will be larger than generally expected.

Mail ridvices from Liverpool report a stronger market on
Brazil nuts.

Opening prices have been made by the California raisin com-
bine as follow:-Loose Muscatels, 2 crown 2,c; 3 crown, 4 cents.
4 crowns 4Jc f.o.b. coast. These prices are somewhat higher
than expected. Last year the opening prices on California
raisins were made in late July and were about !c lower than
the figures just put ont by the association, but only a few con-

the demoralization of the markets which came soon after the
opening vas said to be due chiefly to the pressure ta sel1 pour
goods whilch constituted a large part of the supply. While the
total crop may be much larger thau the average, It ls asserted
that as only the best will be marketed by the assiqlation thA
supply will not be excessive. The second crop which lias lere-
tofore beau an important factor lu determining; prices for the
first crop after the middle of the season will we hear be without
influence this year, as arrangements have already been made to
market the bulk If not all of it with the California winerles,

Ionolulu has a soap works which produces 2,000 boxes pur
month.

Not more than 100 crates of the suinner crop of Florida pines
remains to be shipped north. No more fancy pines are ex-
pected from that quarter until neéar the end of November.

French sardines are tending upward in Bordeaux, packers
having beuen able ta pack only 8 to 10 fish ta the box, so far this
season. -

There are on the way ta New York by steamers direct and via
England 16,000 boxes of 1898 crop Valencias. Fromn the saine
source we learu ehat the stock of ofold raisis e cleaned up
there. By direct steamers and via England there are ou the wîy.
to saine part 3,800 boxes of 1898 crop SuItanas.

In reply to a communication pertaining to a newspaper report
respecting the withdrawal of the duty upon tea, the U.S. Inland
Revenue Commissioner lias answered to the effect that one
opinion is as good as another. He says " You know just as
much about it. in New York as we do in Washington. Wiat
Congress will do in any case cannot be foretold." Nevertheless
American tes importers are inclined to believe it possible, and
are refraining from heavy buying.

Cable advices received fromt, th-e principal tea markets report
small settlements and state that holders iad weakened sligitly
in their ideas of values, but they still hold far too higli prices to
admit of free trading.

The U. 8. authorities have moditled a recent-custorms ruling
pertaining to im ported -tea samples, which were hield tu be
dutiable. The very sensible view ias been taken ta place re-
strictions only upon the weigl o she sampie, which nut nult
exceed one ounce. Tes lmported as samplus nud uot tic senl lu
warehouse for examination, but nay be delivered at once to the
importer.

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HARBOUR MATTERS.
The City Council having decided to ask for legisla-

tive authority to borrow vhat is required to make up
the full million dollars for the flood protection and
harbour works, withi, however, restrictive conditions
the result of which will be to throw the responsibility
of constructing the whole of the, city's portion of the
work upon the Harbour Conmissioners, if that respon-
sibility is accepted. That is a new departure, and it
may be that the city is making a prudent move,'as ne
matter-what the cost may be the city will not be called
on to pay anything beyond the million dollars, even
when that aniount may be forthcom ing.

At the monthly meeting of the 1arbour Board on
Tuesday it was announced that the new works would
be coumenced at once, and that preparations for con-
structing the first pier were now on the way. Tlis
vill be gratifying news to all interested in ocean trade

via the St. Lawrence route. The plan adopted may not
be such as to suit all interests and ideas, but something
had to be done. The location of the three large new
piers appears to neet with general approval, but as
it will necessarily take soie tinie before the first pier
is brought up to the present level of the wharves, it'is
quite witliin the range of possibilities that before any-
thiig beyond that is reached, there may be a change in
the plans that vill materially lessen the interruption
of traffic and railway accommodation in the harbour.
TVhat, however, is, for the time, not of pressing'impor-
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tance, but the time will comle when the advocates of the
high level will have ta demonstrate how the change of
level can be made without a complete demoralisation of
railway traffle on the wbarves extending over years.

The statistics given out at the last meeting of the
larbour Board are very satisfactory. The nmiiber of ves-

sels and the tonnage show a marked increase over pre-
vious years, whilst the revenue, which is the real index
as to the volume of business donc througlh our national
port, shows a steady and almost uniforni progress, in
keeping with the facilities afforded and the constant
tendency to reduced charges that bas been going on, iii
nost directions, for soine years back. The reductions
that bave been in the last fifteen or twenty years iii
connection with the forwarding, elevating, terminal
and port charges have Undoubtedly helped to notably
increase the volume of ocean trade via the St. Law-
rence route.

Thethree important reductions made by the Harbour
Board under the old regime have -been an important
factor in giving an imnpetus to the present gratifying
showing. The last reduction of the harbour tariff of
charges was equal to 20 per cent. We are aware that
soie parties were under the impression that that re-
duction was a mistake, but the present condition clearly
proves that the reduction of charges lias, in all cases,
invariably increased the volume of bu siuess and couse-
quently increased the revenue. If this is so, as the
tariff is yet high, the question naturally crops up, why
not iake a further reduction which will belp a further
expansion in the future such as the reductions of the
past have already brought about. There are also other
charges connected witl the port that night well bear a
reduction for the benefit of the trade, and yet from an
increased volume of business prove to be profitable to
ail concerned.

The Parry Sound Railway with its elevator at the
Coteau, has proved to be a successful competitor for a
share of the grain trade, and it has been the means of
reducing the forwarding charges down to a reasonable
rate but which is yet on a good paying basis. The other
terminal chargs-sucli as the railway connections
with the wharves and the elevating charges miglit well
be reduced. These latter are excessively high and the
porfits, if reports are to be credited, are out of. ail pro-
protion to anything else connected. with the business
of the river and harbour.

It should be the eideavour of ail to make the St.
Lawrence route as inexpensive as possible. In there
days of keen competition between rival seapoits to
capture the trade of. the great West, it requires but
littie to divert that trade from one port to another.

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'e Association coses te year wit a lrger prniun incone than ever
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In connection witl this we notice a peculiarity of
many of our people when a vessel liappens to touch
bottom in the channel. In alnost every case these ac-
cidents are attributable to carelessness or preventable
causes, but if the result is at ail serious it is customary
for those interested, in order to relieve themselves from
blame, to raise a cry against the imperfections of the
channel and the lack of governmnent supervision. A
favorite complaint is that there are mysterious boulders
that bave caused the trouble but they Can never be
found. Only the other day this plea in mitigation of
a recent accident was urged so persistently that the
Minister of Public Works ordered a thorougli search
for the boulder, and supervised the operation himself
the result proved that the boulder was a myth,
and the report totally without foumndation, as the chant-
nel was perfectly clear.' It follows therefore that the
vessel that touched bottom was out of the channel.

Marine accidents of the kind are common all over
the world, but probably in nu oLlier port do the parties
interested in its prosperity .decry the approaches to it
to screen their own shortcomings as do some people in
Montreal and on the river. Most of these accidents in
the past might have been avoided if proper prudence
and care had been exercised. There bave been so many..
buoys placed to indicate the channel, that pilots fre-
quently place entire confidence in then instead öf
relying upon the marks they bave-or, are supposed to
have-on shore. These latter are not iii ail cases
very permanent in their claracter ; perbaps the corner
of a bouse and a tree in line will indicate when to de-
flect the course of the vessel so as to keep in the
channel. Buoys are undoubtedly of service to a certain
extent, but they are liable to be and very often.are
displaced in a variety of ways, but if a pilot knows his
business and is careful, he willI know-or should know
-by.his shore-marks, if it is out of place before lie
reaclies it. When the pilots are passing their examina-
tion they are expected to show that they can take- a
vessel p or down without the aid of any buoys. In
the practicâl .working, if any pilot makes a blunder
whidh causes damage or detention, bis brother pilots
almost always exonerate -him, and ingeniously throw
the blame on the channel or sometbing else.

In many instances ship agents are so keen to take
on every ton of cargo possible, that vessels are loaded
down with a sinall margin between the ship's keel and
the ground. l sonie such cases pilots have coiplained,
after they have touched bottom, that impatient captains
have urged tbem to push on at full speed in the
dredged chaniel regardless of want of liglht, tides, or
anything else, and they have to'do so or be reported
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for tiimidity. W. cainnot, of course, vouch for the
lruth of such statements; thcy may be correct; at the
samne tine they are no justification for pilots so acting.

Tliese accidents are injurious in another way.
Zealous agents of the foreign marine insurance coin-

panies report tien and talk about them,and the natural
instinct of the companies lead tiemu to apply the remedy
of increasing the prenium on risks. These things are
all wrong ; we read daily of vessels touching in other
rivers, but we seldon hear of people docrying the ad-
vaitages of their own port. The size of vessels fre-

qiienting this port lias been constantly increasing, and
imucli lias yet to be donc to neet what is required in
the chainnel for the iimediate future. It is but fair to
state that the present Government is carrying out the

policy of tlicir predecessors in this respect, and the
Public Works Departnent is energetically and success-
fuilly doing ail tlat ca.n reasonably be expected to

inake Uie channel safe, and equal to the requirenents
of Uie trade.

Tlle ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

''lio Quebec Conference appears to have tackled the
Al-askain. Boundary question as its first subject for con-
sideration. This was a most unfortunate selection as
it is a dispute inappropriate for a Conference composed
of politicians. The point in dispute is one amongst
nany illustrations of the incapacity of more politicians
to deal with a question of thtis nature. Treaty after

treaty lias been nullified, and finally abrogated, owing
to the loose way in which boundary lines have been
described in such documents. One illustration of this
is the irritating case of the "l'roneh shore," Newfound-
land, as defined in the Treaty of Utrecht. No
private purcliaser of real estate would accept a deed of
convcyance drawn in such vague and geieral terms as
those used in treaties defining territorial boundaries of
international importance, upon the interpretation of
which peace or war with their tremiendous issues nay
depend.

Onie main point in dispute arises fron one of the
nost stupid of boundary linos having been drawn be-
tween Canada and the United States defining their
liumîits in Alaska. By reference to a imîap it will be seen
tiat the lino of division instend of runninig in a straight
line the whole distance from sea to sea across Alaska, is
deflected at a certain point before it reaches the soutl-
eru coast. It is then continved inland on a lino parallel
to the geiieral coast line for a considerable distance,
until it turnîs down to the Pacifie ocean. The main

question in dispute relates to this line, as to whether it
shouild be fixed at 10 marine leagues, that is 34½
'leglislh uiles, fromt the higlest inland recesses of the
inulets and other indentations of the coast line, or
otherwise.

A line run ton marine leiagues froum such an indented
coast as that of south Alaska, is as vague a defination
as could have been devised. Practically, tliere is no
geograpliîcal shore-line in that region, so far as any de-
fiiite line is concernîed, for there are innumîîerable inilets,
imouths of rivers, which run considerable distances
north of the general contour of the Pacifie coast. Tf
the ead of an inlet is selected which runs the furthest
inland as the point froni which the teu marine league
line nust lie. neasured, the bounîîdary so fixed would
giv e a very arge terril:ory to tle Unitevd S tates and iii-

clude a monopoly of ail the available entrances into
Alaska from the south. By this arrangement' tl
States would be in possession of Skagway, Dyea, with
the White and Chilcoot passes. Canada would own the
Yukon but be shut in and shut out from its own terri-
tory as there would be no possible route into th e
Yukon district except by land from the east of British
Columbia. We, in fact, should be "bottled up" ahl
the year round and be compelled to traverse Anerican
territory in order to reach ôur own. So iuch for ice
wisdon of those.who drew the Treaty of St. Petersburg,
1825, which leaves so vital a question open to dispute.

At the Quebee Conference the Canadian representa-
tives contended that the lino to be fixed at ton marine
leagues from the shore, should be ineasured fron the
general contour of the shore, or froin a lino drawn be-
tween two projecting points on the shore. If we un-
derstand the situation correctly, Canada claims that
the base of the ton league line shall be the saine as
that Wlich is recognized in defining the line for meas-
uring the three mile limit to be observed by foreigin
fishernen. If what the Aiericans contend for were
the rule for measuring the three mile limit for fislinîg,
Canada would practically have no exclusive national
fishing grounds at all. This is nanifest, for if the
fishing lino outtward to the sea were drawn as the Am-
ericans desire it in Alaska to be drawn inward, it would
bring such a lino riglt up to our shores wherever
thiere was an inhet, or bay running tlree miles inland
Such a rule would clearly throw our entire fishing
grounds open to the world.

The principle thon on which thtis fislery line is
drawn, that is from headland to headland, not froni the(
uppermost inland point in an inlet, or bay, seenis a
natural and very reasonable one to be applied for
neasuring a boundary in the reverse direction. The

ton marine leagues f rom the coast, which is fixed by the
Treaty of 1825, ought to be measured fron a lino drawn
between the extreme point of two headlands, .so thiat
the extreme distance of the American boundary wouhld
at no point be over ton marine leagues fron the near-
est coast, and, where inlets ran over thiat distance in-
land the waters would be open to Canada by whici
shte would have access to lier own territory and be pro-
vided with lier own ports.

But, as We have said, the settlement of so vital a
question is, on both sides, in the wronlg - hîands at 1l1e
Quebec Conference. To have suci a boundary fixed as
would shut out Canada f rom an all Canadian route via
the Pacifie ocean to her Alaskan territory would be a.
gross outrage. The reported determination of the
United States conmissioners to inflict so grievous a
wrong upon Canada is calculated to destroy ail conr-
dence in the work of the Quebec Conference issuing in
settlemnents based upon equity, and a neighbourly
spirit of give and take.

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MR. CTAMBERLAIN ON COLONIES.

The Hon. Joseph Chanberlain lias been giving the

people of the States a lesson in national management,
with especial reference to colonies. If practical ex-
perience adds vaie to a teacher's lessons, the Colonial
Secretary of Great Britain, Mr. Chamberlain, bas the
higlest qualifications as a political preceptor in this
branch of learning, for bis experience lias not only
been very wide but lie lias evidenced a statesmanlike
grasp of and talent for solving colonial problenis.
H1ad Spain had a Colonial Minister of equal capacity
and wisdom lier colonies vould not have slipped from
lier control.

The American people are divided into two camps re-
specting the future policy of their country in regard
to holding the colonies vrested from Spain. The
situation is a very peculiar one, indeed unprecedented.
The ivar with Spain was ostensibly entered upon solely
to put an endto what the declaration of war called,
" the abhorrent conditions existing in Cuba." To am-
eliorate these conditions it -was declared necessary to

place that island under the government of its own

people, who were presumed to be represented by the
leaders of the insurrection against the rule of Spain.
Collateral to this, but not openly avowed, there was
a novement suddenly developed to adopt the same
course with the Philippines where "abhorrent condi-
tions" alsô existed, evidenced also by a revolt against
Spanisli rule, as was the case in Cuba. It was antici-
pated by the people of America that when the. var was
over the colonies of Spain would be given self-govern-
ment by the insurgent leaders being placed in supreme
uuthiority, justas Washington and his associates were
when the war of Independence closed.

f)uring the wvhole period of the war not one word was
ever uttered by the United States authorities, or in
Coigress, or in Senate, or in the press. which indicated-
there being any intention on the part of the States to
assume governmental control over Cuba and the Phil-
ippines even for a tiie, much less in perpetuity. by
holding thiem as colonies. When the war came sudden-
ly to an end the United Statei found thiemselves prac-
tically in possession of these islands, without there be-
ing any local organization in existence equal. to the
task of replacing the pîower of Spain, nor any local
inaterial for constituting a local government. These
c6nditions involved either abandoning Cuba and the
Philippines to anarchy, or placing them under the
Stars and Stripes. As the former course was nîot to be
thouight of, the alternative was a necessity. So the
United States has incurred the responsibility of an im-
perial power without intending to take so .mômentous
a step, and consequently without preparing for what it
involves. The States were put in the position of a-

quiet old maid who is suddenly compelled to assume
charge of self-willed, turbulent boys who ieed a strong
hand over theni, and a birch rod in reserve to be ap-
plied when required for the -maintenance of discipline
and pence.

A large section of the Ainerican press strongly con-
demn the proposal that Cuba and the Philippines be
anniexed to the States. But they suggest no other
course by which the States can honourably retreat
from the position of affairs created by the war., They
assert: the incoipetency of Anerican statesien. to

govern distant -colonies, which shows a -surprising dis-

trust of the ability of -tleir public men, as self deprecia-
Lion is uliterly contrary to the American spirit. If the
statesmen of America are incapable of governing
colonies it was surely an amazingly presunptious thing
for thei to make var upon Spain because Spanish
statesmen iad showni the sanie defect.

To help the people in forming a sound judgment on
the colonies question, the prospective difliculties of
which have "rattled" so large a body of the American
people, Mr. Chamberlain was asked to give thei the
benefit of bis experience in colonia-l affairs. le said:

"Colonization is always a good thing for any con-
try. England's experience bears out that statement
thoroughly. In the first place, it tends to uplift the
whole character of a nation. The Government of
colonies compels a country to wider and broader policies
and national tho.ught because of the further respon-
sibilities which are incurred. PIstead of spending
every moment of its tinie in the consideration of
parochial or local matters, t1ii holding of colonies im-
poses an enormous trust upon a home government, the
carrying out of whiclh undoubtedly helps any adminis-
tration, hecause of its broadening influences, aud these
influences vill always permeate with advantage
througli the country vhich gives them rise. Coloniza-
tion is beneficial to any nation. IL elevates that nation
and makes its people more interested in public affairs;"
. lie repudiated the idea that the care of colonies pre-

vented due attention being given to home affairs. Mr.
Chamberlain gave a quiet -hint to the States against
imposing bigh duties on colonial imports. This was
timely and wise, for, as we recently pointed ont, there
cannot fail to be considerable friction caused between
the States and Enropean powers if their trade with
Cuba, Porto Rico, and the Philippines is hanpered by
high¯duties on all but American products. A very sig-
nificant point was made by Mr. Chamberlain in regard
to the attitude of the States in. regard to China. Ie
said

" Another factor worthy of the deepest consideration,
that it, if you took the Philippines, it would make it
manifest to the world that you do not intend t eo left
ont of tlie Pacifie and China trade. .The tendency of
recent events, as you well know, lias been to close
China, wiich has bitherto been open-to close its ports,
in fact, to the United States and England. The efforts
of the British Government have been to keep the ports
of China open, and most assuredly it is to the interest
of the United States that those ports should be kept
open. Just how far the United States is willing to go
to further her interests in that direction; either by act-
ing herself or leaving lier interests ta be taken care of
by us in connection with our own, is a matter which
bas to be determined."

This points clearly to the expectancy of Great Britaii
being the active co-operatioi with lier of the States in
keeping open the ports of China, upon which question
hinges the disagreement with Russia. Mr. Chamber
lain's weighty words will, we believe, have a marked
effect on publie opinion in the United States. They
will brace up the American people to undertake boldly
the new and arduous task of colonization. They will.
also assure the United States of the sympatby anil sup-
port of Great Britain, in the governient of its new

possessions, and they will show the States that Eng-
land relies upon having their sympathy and support in
the policy of keeping open the ports of China.

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A PREFERETIAL TAtL BLUNDER.
A n extraordinary biuinder appears to have been made

by soie Britisr exporters to Canada as ta the effect of
the preferential tarift. They have interpreted the
clause under wlichi British gouds are allowed a prefer-
ence of 25 per cent on our imîport duties, as intended to
so operate as to reduce a duty of 35 per cent ta 10 per
cent, one of 30 per cent to 5 per cent;, and so propor-
tionately on all rates of duty. For business men to
have made sucli a blunder is inexplicable. They know
well that "25 per cent off" does not vork that way.
If goods are invoiced in gross at $100 witih 25 per cent
off the iot is $75. But if tley are charged $50 the
allowance of 25 per cent of reduces thiei down to only
$37.50, not ta $25. If tle mode of calculating a re-
duction of 25 per cent were observed with goods as it
has beeii expected ta be in regard to duties, such goods
as were invoiced at $25 with 25 per cent off woiuld be
given free to tlie buyer. The absurdity of such a
iethod of calculatin.g a per centage reduction is thus

miianjifest -, the rawest of ollice boys could not malke
such a blunder. The very phrase, a preference of 25
ier cent, obvîouîsly means 25 iii eaci liiundred. If the
duty on which the reduction were iade were 100 per
cent, then tLhe allowance in question would reduce such
duty down to 75 per cent, as it dues in the invoice price
of goods subject to 25 oit. But a preference of 25 j'-
ceut clearly imeans that the allowanice shall be in the
saime proportion as 25 bears to a liundred. Tlhus a 30
per cent duty so reduced becomnes one which is 7j less,
or, 22- pier cent, and so on for any aimouit of duty. In
plain words British goods are given such a preference
as reduces thme ordinary duty to the extent of one quar-
ter of whatever it is. It miglt lie better expressed by
declaring thiat British goods shall be subject to only
thrc-fourth s of tlie duty on goods fron other coun-
tries. Indeed on referring to tie actual words of the
pîrefereitial clause in Scledule D. of the revised tariff
we find this fori to have been adopted by its framers
for it reads :

On anid afLer LIe 1si July, 1808, the reduction-thiat
is on British goods--"sliall in every case be oie-fourth
of the duty ientioned in Schedule A, and the duty ta
be levied, collected, and paid shall bo three-fouirtlhs of
lie duty mîentioned in Schedule A."

The blander therefore whic.h il is alleged lias beei
inade by British exporters is inexcusable, as the tariff
furnishies no ground whatever for such a mistaken read-

g af its ternis.
Fron ciquiries we have made of leading importers of

goods froi the United States, we find thei unani-
muoisly of opinion that the preference of 25 per cent
given to British goods whicl are of tle sane class as
those they buy in the States, is Lot sufficient ta induce
tlheim to inport such goods fron Great Britain. The
Aiierican exporter has advantages over the British in
several particulars which are not offset or couniterbal-
anîiceîd by his having ta pay 25 per cent higher duty
tlan his rival in Great Britain. Lower transportation
charges are one advantage. Aniother is, the nearness of
lie market, which is a great convenience when qniek-

ness of delivery is wanted, or buyer or seller desire ta
have a persoial interview, or the .buyer wisles to in-
spect goods offered hîim. This nîearniess also facilitates
Lie aîdjustmîieut of errors and replacements in case of
breakages. The ideas, tastes and habits also of the

people in the States as reflected iii and eatered for by
American made goods are nearer to those prevalent in
Canada than are those which obtain in Great Britain.
It is found too that the Aierican manufacturer is
quicker to " catch on" to the requirements of a local
market and is more willing to make changes to please
Canadian buyers, than are the manufacturers of Great
Britain.
. One of the largest imuporters of hardware in this city

has just informed us that except in the article of seis-
sors, in making which Sheffield has no rival, lie finds it
necessary to confine his iniportations almost wholly to
goods made in the United States. When asked whether
the preference in favour of fhe class of British goods
such as lie has been buying in the States would be any
inducemnent to him to purchase more fromn Great Brit-
ain in Hie future lie declared that the preference would
not make the slightest difference in that respect. The
only difference would be that lie could iiport and self
a few 'Britisli made goods a trifle cheaper, but he
doubted whether the reduction of duty would be any
advantage to the retail buyers, and consequîeiitly lie
could nothbelieve the demand for British goods would be
at all enlarged by the preferential tariff. As to its ef-
feet on the consuin ption of otlier classes of British
goods we shall have sonething to say next week.

THE SLAYING OF THE AUSTRIAN EMPRESS.
It is lionourable to man that althougli lie lias pro-

vided language by which to express sublime concep-
tions, thouglts of extreme beauty, sentiments noble,
and sensibilities of the utmnost purity and tenderness,
he is wholly without termis whicli even approximately
express the horrible enormity of such a crime as that
which has just thrilled the world with indignation.

The assassination of the Empress of Austria is the
culmination of crime, its unprovoked brutality has no
parallel in history. She was a woman of exemplary
virtue ; active in philantlropy ; unostentatious ; fonder
of the joys of the learth than the splendours of a
throue. The very weakness she has been accused of, a
passionate love of country life, and of an especial
fondness of horses and dogs, indicates a gentle, lovable
nature. Wlen for lealth anîd ta escape for a time
fron the weariness of court ceremonial life she spent
smie time in Ireland mixing freely on the hunting
field with "all sorts and conditions of men," she was
idolized by the people for the simplicity and sweetness
of lier manners, as well as for lier bravery and skill in
the saddle. To no living creature had she given offence
in person or by lier oliee. The people of Austria and
Hungary regarded their Eipress and Queen with af-
fection. Probably to this she owed lier tragie death,
for she had acquired such confidence in the good-will
and respect of the people that she was accustomed to
move about without the guardianship of soldiers or
police, as so confident was her trust in lier own inno-
cence that she looked upon every manl as lier protector.
The niscreant who stabbed lier lias beei called by a
New York journal, a rattle-sniake in human forn. His
crime certainly lends plausibility to the theory tLhat a
iuman body nay hold the spirit of a fiend.

Such meni have a maniacal love of notoriety; the
faine of crime is muore attractive thain the obscurity of
innocence. The morbid attentions paid to criminals
by women develops this mania. When so-called ladies
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carry flowers to a murderer's cell they are fostering
that passion for notoriety which is often the inspira-
tion of the vilest crimes. Any man of anarchistie
ideas who reads of such synpathetic displays by edu-
cated and presumably refined women naturally con-
cludes that his sentiments pervade society, and that
his murderous schemes are, after all, not so heinous as
the law declares.

The treatment too of the criminal classes by the
police is utterly wrong. The police of London and
Paris boast of their knowing the anarchists in those
cities, and of being aware of their movements. The
assassin of the Empress is declared to have been known
to be what lie lias shown himself, a man at war with
his fellow-creatures. Yet he and bis associates
althoughli known to the police were left free to ply
their stilletos or pistols. It would be as reasonable for
the police to say they know of a tigei or mnad dog being
loose and taking no steps for their destruction, as to
say they know all about anarclists and yet leave them
at liberty. Any man known to live by crime, or any
one whose habits afford good ground for suspicion of
his being a danger to innocent persons, bas no right-
fui claim to freedom , ýhe should be effectively prevented
from pursuing lis dangerous career. There is. ample
provision in the laws of every civilized country for
keeping its huinan tigers and rattle-snakes 'where they
will be harnless. If the assassin in this case is offered
flowers by women they should be confined in the sane
jail as suspicious characters. Upon anarchists, their
ways and their sympathizers there need to be placed
the stern repressive hand of the law before being de-
veloped into so horrible a crime as the whole world is
now lanenting.

CANADIAN PAPER AND PULP MAKERS.

A meeting of the paper and pulp manufacturers was
held on the 13th inst in this city. The following firms
were eitber represented in person or by proxy : E. B.
Eddy, of the E. B. Eddy Co., Huli ; John MeFarlane,
of the Canada Paper Co.; J. F. Patton of the Dominion
Fibre Co.; J. Davy, of Merritton; H. F. Cleryhue, of
Sault Ste. Marie Pulp & Paper Co.; W. G. Jones of the
Acadia Pulp and Paper Mills, Halifax, N.S.; Hamilton
and Ayers, Lachute; F. G. Soucy, of Old Lake Road,
Temiscouata ; John R. Barber, of Georgetown, Ont.; the
St. Raymond Co. and the Fraserville Co. After a full
discussion of the pulp question the following resolution
was adopted :

"IL is the sense of this meeting that an export duty
be imuiediately placed on all pulp wood exported fron
Canada (no matter in what shape or size), which would
be equivalent to the present import duty on Canadian
pulp entering the United States, unless the United
States admit all Canadian pulp, both chemical and
meclianical, free of all import duty."

IL is evident from the above list of the firms engaged
in this fon of enterprise who were represented at the
meeting, that the resolution adopted voices the unani-
mous opinion of the Canadian paper and pulp mnanufac-
turers. The gathering was -doubtless organized in
order to present the views of the trade for the con-
sideration of the Quebec Conference. The question at
issue is practically the saine in principle as the one
relating to the exportation fronm Canada of saw logs to
the Michigan mills, and the imposition of an export

duty on lumber by the United States. The principle
is that it is not advisable for a country to freely export
its native raw materials to be maiufactured in a foreign
country which imposes a heavy duty on those materials
if mnanufactured in the land of which they are a native
product.
- This is not properly a question of Free Trade or

Protection, it is one of international equity, and of
national prudence: The country to which our saw
logs and pulp wood are being sent free of export duty
is our chief competitor in the world's market for lumber
and pulp for making paper. Those saw logs and
that pulp wood are a necessity to our coipetitors..
Without them they could not so actively or so success-
fully compete with the products of Canadian mills
which are made ont of the same class of logs and wood
as we export. Is it a rational, business-like policy for
Canada to be providing its competitor freely with the
materials for carrying on such a competition P If the
respective conditions of the two countries were reversed
would the United States freely give Canada such as-
sistance in lier competition with that country, as Canada
now gives to the States? Is it reasonable for us to be
giving such material help to our competitor in bis
efforts to damage our trade ?

Do not the conditions as they now exist call for
such reciprooity as would give to Canada some equiva-
lent for the great advantages she is freely conferring on
a mannufacturing rival P We submit these questions
for the.consideration of our neighbours, more especially
to be thought over by the Commissioners at Quebec.
There is a fable which represents a wounded eagle feel-
ing more acutely its sufferings by noticing that the
arrow by vhich they were inflicted ws taken fron its
own wing. This fable is an analogue of the position of
Canada in relation to its exports-of saw logs and pulp
wood, we, by them, are providing a weapon for our own
injury.

THE DESTRUCTION OF NEW WESTMINSTER.
On Sunday norning the 11th inst., a large partof the

city of New Westminster, B.C., was destroyed by fire.
The total value of the property burnt is estimated at
$3,500,000. The fire insurance will be about $1,500,-
000. Fortunately the bulk of this was in substan-
tial companies who will pay their policyholders prompt-
ly. By these paynments the severity of the financial
losses will be mitigated, but, even if th insurance
claims covered the total loss the people of New West-
minster would have suffered an appalling calamity.
The physical suffering caused by sweeping away tlheir
,residences is extremely painful, the shock of such a
catastrophe and exposure to the elements will leave a
sad record for many years. All business is of course
suspended and wiill be for a length of time. The books
and vouchers of trading firms being burnt, they will be
paralyzed in their efforts to re-establish their business.
The city is situated on the right bank of the Fraser
River, 16 miles from the gulf of Georgia. IL stands in
the midst of the finest agricultural district in British
Columbia, and bas excellent railway and water facili-
ties. Steamers run daily to Victoria, and fre-quently to
Nanaimo. It is in the centre also of the enormnous
salmon canning industry of the Fraser river. With
-such natural advantages the city éannot fail, notwith-
standing its setback the last few years, to have a
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future whiclh will in Lime, like as was the case in
Chicago, obliterate ail traces of the fire both imaterial
and finalncial. Thile atftlicted Citizens have our most
earnest s*ymp athiy. Inusurance losses :--U nion, $58,000;
Guardian, -20,000; Alliance, $38,000, reinsuring $18,-
000; North British & Mercantile, $77,000; Phoenix of

BOUNI)ARY MAKERS,
We recently iad sone cominents on the free and

easy way in which proposals vere being made for the
reetilication or alteration of national boundaries. These
proposals are so varied and tliey cone fron so many
quarters as to indicate the breaking out of a new fad or
craze or mania. The idea seems prevalent that this old
world of ours is lilce unto a garmaent out of fashion,
Lite materials of which are still good, but which need
atdjustlig to their surroundings, as a disciple of Herbert
Spencer miglit say, or, in aore modiste like phraseology,
requiring " making over" so as to be up to date in
shape and fixings. We have seen statues cast from
thei metl of old cannons by an analogous readjustment
of imaterials. We have seen nations made ont of scraps
of brokei up, disintegrated States, just as that tooth-
some dish, gamekeeper's pie is made ont of a conglom-
<rate of game-bird pickings.

Iu our tinie the nmap of Europe has been so changed
as 1o render an old school geography a delusion and a
smare. Poland lias been three tines sliced up like a
cake, and finally distributed to add patches of territory
*to its neighbours. Austria lias been treated liktewise, so
also ltaly, Prussia, Turkey, the Danubian Provinces,
Greece, rance, Spain and the United States, whose
respective boundaries and possessions have in recent
years been contracted, expanded and generally re-ad-
justed. But ail these changes bave been bronglt to
pass by wars, there is no instance on record of nations
having voluntarily changed their boundaries, to any
serions extent, so as to aba.ndon territory held for a
length of time or to emnbrace new territory by inutual
arrangemleinis unpireceded by quarrels and conflicts. Ail
the boundary alterations mnade in Europe this century
resuilted from violence, or threats or fears of violence.
)iplomacy unsupported by a sword is helpless. Na-

tions have swapped foreign colonial possessions, but
that is a vitally different operation to relinguishing
territory whicl forms part of vhat may be termed the
houme estate. Yet, with such' historie records as pre-
cedents, there lias broken out a inania for

changing national boundaries. as thouigh such
revolutions could be brought about by edi-
torials or pamphlets. One -pamphlet before us
"beats the baud" in its fantastic impracticability. The
writer suggests that a "New Dominion" be formed by
the amalganiation of the States of Massachusetts, New
Hamnpsire, Maine and Vernont, with the West Indies,
Newfoundlanîd and the Dominion of Canada. The
aulhior is known to ns as oue of the nost serious-minded
of men. Were lie unlcnown we should regard himt as a
humîorist of the school of Dean Swift. That prince of
satirists made the most outrageous proposais in lau-
guage, and supported them by arguments of the utnost

gravity, such as feeding the starving Irish by providing
thnem with meat from siaughtered children. Dean
Swift in 1720 issued, " A mnoest proposai for prevent-
ing the cbildren of poor people in I reland fron being a
burden to their parents or country." His plan was to
use themn as food. With ble utnost coolness he stated
that 80,000 carcases of infant's flesh could be thusadded
to the ineat supply. In 1702 a proposal in the same
vein wasmake by Defoe in his essay, " The shortest
way with Dissenters.'' His plan was to lang all such
recusants. These crazy suggestions when first pub-
lished were tatken by many as serions. They were cer-
tainly not one whit less worthy of being so regarded
than a proposal to sever four of the wealthiest of the
United States from the Anerican Republic, and incor-
porate them with Canada iii order to form a I New
) ominion."

We would advise the ingenions persons wlo are just
now so busy with boun dary proposals to acquire a
knowledge of the history ofsuch changes, and familiar-
ize theiselves vith the sentiments and convictions and

passions of the peoples wlose national attachmnents
and associations they treat with a levity whichî proves
that they think whole communities of their fellow
creatures can be transferred fron one allegiauce to an-
other as easily as a bard of cattle can be from one
owner to another. The people of Cuba and the Plhilip-
pines who have been delivered from the tyrannîy of
Spain by the United States,will teach tleir deliverers a
lesson on the boundary questiou, which is very greatly
needed by tliose who talk so glibly about the ainexation
of Canada.

THE TORONTO EXHIBITION.
The Toronto and other Ontario newspapers keep up bhe

old fashioned word " Pair" in speaking of the annual Ex-
hibition held in that city. There is no statute law againsi
the use of this word. Its old-Lime associations entitle il to
great respect, for the old Fairs of England were held long
before commerce was organized in its present lines which
have establisbed a systemu of wholesale merchants and re-
tailers as the sole agents for the distribution of goods.

The word Fair implies a periodic meeting of sellers and
buyers. This was its primary object, it was only an
Exhibition in the saine sense as the display of goods in warc-
houses and stores is ai Exhibition. At several lodalities in
England and on the continent of Europe many centuries ago,
notably at Stourbridge, the vendors of ail manner of goods
fren ail parts of the known world, assem bled once a year to
meet buyers drawn fron ail parts of the Kingdom. The
business was conducted to a large extent ly an exchange of
goods. The articles for îale were iot placed in one building,
but distributed on stalls and in booths each occupied by one
merchant. The goods on sale were thi'e in bulk, as the
syRtom of selling by sample or description was not developed.
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Part of the area of the local church was utilized to some ex-
tent for storage, as it was aiso for other purposes not strictly
ecclesiastical, according to modern ideas. -The Fair besides
being an assemblage of a numerous body of merchants of
varions nationalities, brought witlh then a large rètinue of
men whose services had heen used in the transportation of
goods, or who were waiting with their pack-horses to convey
the articles purchased for distribution throughout the coun-
try. It vas natural for snch gatherings also to be made an
opportunity for men and women seeking situations as louse
and fari servants to ineet those requiring their services;
The Pair consequently was the hiring ground where yearly
contracts were made between masters and servants. The
mîoney-changer was also a prominent figure, though bis
methods would puzzle any modern banker. But there is no
doubt the nacessities developed by the business done at these
Fairs were the origin of the banking system where they
were held, and especially of the issuance of foreign bills of
exchange and other instruments of a like character. ¯

As towns began to be spread over the country they each
organized a local Fair simîilar to the great ones of earlier
days. These detracted from the importance of the central
one, until gradually there were established permanent local
wholesale merchants, and a group of retailers whose miscel-
laneous stocks were a Fair on a small scale. As population
grew the general store gave way to the particular, each
tradesnan confining himself to one class of goods. The
modern departmnental store is a recrudescence of the primi-
tive systemu of Fairs, and of general stores. To these
gatherings were drawn the vagabond tribes of conjurers,
acrobats, actors and other caterers of amusement whose voca-
tion is plied yet at Exhibitions, and whose performances are
made a leading attraction to draw visitors.

The main object of the ancient Fair is still one main ob-
jeot of an Exhibition, that is, the promotion of trade, but
with this there bas come to be associated with such enter-
prises a competitive display of the goods of rival manufac-
tíûers, and a show of horses, cattle, and agricultural
products, which are held to be stimulative of improvements
in nanufacturing processes and in farm management.

To modern displays of this character the old word " Fair'
is not so appropriate as that of "Exhibition," for at the Fair
the goods .were all merely shown to be sold on the spot,
whereas those grouped at an Exhibition are chiefly exhibits,
or samples, and in the case of prize horses and cattle they are
usually shown not for sale but, to gratify the very commend-
able pride of their breeder 'or owner.

We are glad to find that the Toronto Exhibition this year
drew more visitors than any on record. The number who
paid for entrance during the ten days it was open were 379,-
129. The receipts were $97,640. The city hotels and board-
ing houses were wholly inadequate to the demand for
accomnmodation ; cots having had to be placed even in corri-
dors. Toronto bas great reason to be proud of its annual
Exhibition, the managers of it have displayed a remarkable
ahlit for organizing and conducting such an enterprise.

RIVAL CITY LIGITS.
Owing to recent keen competition between the rival elee-

tric lighting companies in Montreal, the prospects for the
shareholders are not so very brilliant. But there is much
gratification to many persons in the knowledge that thougli
they are not making little profit themselves, their competi-
tors are no better off. After all is said and done, it is not
so mucli the amount of their gains that nost men look to, as
to the winning of the race, though it be but barely by a
neck. Watch a new subscriber to the Mercantile Agency;
wlat chiefly attracts bis attention-concerns him most-is
not bis own "rating" but the ratings of bis neighbours. The
Royal Electrie company finds the rapids to the south of the
St. Lawrence much more difficult to control-far more costly
-than they, believed when they began the work, and are-as

a consequence they say-obliged to raise more money. The
latest statement shows several .hundred thousand dollars of
outstandings due the company probably for lighting and
power, whiclh aggregates as mauch as the new preference
shares of $250,000 and the $100,000 additional Ohanibly
stock. Why not collect that money ? But perhaps it is
easier to manage il the other way.

That the Lachine Rapids company are also sailing soie-
what close is shown by the 'balance sheet of thý last six
nonths. The nominal balance to the good was stated to be
about $4,000 out of a total revenue of $32,500, but the di li-
culty which others have f.elt are not wholly unknown to thec
Lachine company also, the amount due and to be collected
in their case being about one-half. This company is furnish-
ing light mnucho cheaper-about one-third less-and has con-
sequently secured a large increase of custoners. The new
hotel at thef eastern depot is furnished by them with 1,400
lights, and they have had other ]arge accessions of orders in
number and quantity during the season.

THE WORLD'S EXPORT TRADE.
An article published by the Antwerp Journal of Maritime

Interests gives the official figures of the export trade of ic
leading nations of the world for 1896 as compared witl 1872.
Tabulating the statements therein contained, we obtain the

'The most remarkable feature of this statement is the de-
creasa in the trade of France, which bas fallen froi second
to fourth place. The trade of the United States, on the cion-
trary, increased more rapidly than that of other any country,
or nearly 150 per centin the 25 years. Besides the countries
mentioned, Japan, Australia and the East Indies have, in
greater or less degree, increased their exports. Prance alone
sees its trade gradually declining in the volume of the world's
commerce.

THE SEAWANAKA AFFAIR.
The sharp rebukes administered by the press of Now York

to those persons who directed the representatives of elie
Seavanaka to refuse Canadian hospitalities, bas elicited a
reply to the effect that the message " was not intended for
publication." Not being intended for publication is re-
garded as a condonation of what nuijierous Aiierican papors
have cehsured as-an inexcusable rudeness. We fail to so
the validity of this claim. The Seawanaka representatives'
were at Dorval, they examined the boat selected to carry the
Canadian fiag, they engaged in a race with her. Before th
race they were invited to dine by Mrs, Duggan, who, we
happen to know, had a recherche dinner ali prepared to en-
tertain ber American guests. HIad the Ainerican boat won,
the Seawanaka representatives vould have enjoyed thati
dinner, and the Canadians would-have had much pleasire in
doing honour to the victors. But when the Canadian vessel
won the race, the beaten party had no stonach for a good
dinner, and were not sufficiently sportsmanlike to take a de-
feat with good humour. As their extreme discourtesy has
been so sharply censured by many of the, leading papers in
the States,we have no desire to rab salt into the wounds they
have infiicted, but would rather play Good Sainaritan by ap-
plying oil and wine to the sores, though ftle wine would bu
better- applied elsîîwhnre. The New York Sin alone con-
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damns tlie Canadiain yachtsmen, but the Sun is notoriously
the organ of a clique in the States which is bitterly anti-
Canadian, our country it says is l a nuisance," so the opinion
of the Ncw Yor-k Simun on an international question does not
count. We trust thiis aîair wiU be anicably adjusteù, sa
that w nay have many futnre opportunities of seeing Am-
erican yachtsmnen enjoying Canadian hospitalities as keenly
as tliir hosts.

DRY GOODS NOTES.
Black cropons in fall dress goods are gaining in popularity ln

New York as the season advances. These run te small neat ef-
fecte, with the design so arranged as te form either a stripe or
barre effect. One large retaller who .refused to aven look at
crepons earliér in the season acknowledges that they have sines
shown sncb strong tendencies that ho was forced te include a
lino of those goods lu his fall stock. Goods to retail around a
dollar show excellent results, but even the better grades are not
neglected.

The agreement entered into by .manufacturers of table oil-
cloths in the U.S. and which maintained prices for some Lime,
bas been broken, as the market for these goods le badly demora.
lized. Some of the factorise rather than make goods at a loss
have ceased production, witli others threatening te pursue a like
policy unless the market shows signe of improvement within a
short time.

The condition of the markt for cotton liosiery and underwear
in the U.S. le a dull one, and agents of foreign houses regard it
as less satisfactory to-day than at any time since the new spring
lnes wore shown. The low market for raw cotton and the heavy
decline in the price of hosiery yarns have bath contributed te-
wards this, but probably aven more:effective lias beae the exces-
sive desire of knitters te securs early.orders, and the latter are
with few exceptions now willing te book orders anywhere from
5 to 124 per cent lower than last season.

The projected formation of a syndicate l the mohair Spinning
industry, le reported from Bradford, Eng. A London company-
promoting concern has guaranteed te provide several millions

The Belfast linen market reports improvement. Amierican
trade is expanding steadily, orders being larger and more fre-
quent. Prices both for yarns aud the manufactured article have
advanced atBallymena.

Leeds, Eng., advices say owing to the good denand from
Canada, prices of winter woollens are well maintained. New
spring patterns as yet do not receive much attention. For the
time of year there are unusually large quantities of specialtles
being made In worsteds, serges and strong 'abrices.

Fromi Saxony cone loud complainte regarding the loss .of
foreign inarkets for hoslery, etc., especially those of the. Unlited
States, ItaJy, etc., which are now largely supplanting imported
goods, even of fine quality, by goods manufactured at home.

In dyed cottons the shades mont ln favor are
the neutral tinte. Very flue new cord weaves are te ho seen,
they being offered at comparatively low pricea considering their
general appearance.

-REPORTS from Jamalca aro to the offect that the conference
of West Indien representatives at Barbadoes passed a resolution
demanding aid from the home,Qoveroment, as a right, as being
the only available remedy for the industrial crisis. Also de-
manding the adoption of measures either for the exclusion of
bounty fed sugar from the Englis market or enforcement of
countervailing duties. No ultimatum looking to American an-
nexation was adopted, althougi the question was incidentally
discussed as a possible future contingency to offset Cuban aud
Porto Rican competition in the Anierican market, should Great
Britain refuse the relief demanded.
