OFFICIAL CHANGES IN C.P.11.

Sir William Van Horne has i.ctired fron the presiden-
cy of the Canadian Pacific Railway Comîpany. Ini future
he will be Chairman of the Board of Directors. Sir
William explains this change to have becn necessitated
by the need of cnlarging ithe executive of the Company,
as the growth of its operations involves work beyond the
capacity of any two men. If Sir William finds his du-
ties too hcavy under the present organization, no other
man could bc found equal to the burthen, for, Sice he
took hold of the C.P.R., eiglteen yearsago, his capacity
for vork lias been a continuai. inarvel to his colleagues
and the staff generally.

Iav-
ing brought the railway into a more prosperous position
than it ever before occupied, he considers the present a
favourable time for handing over the reins to a younger
inan, who will enjoy the benefit of Sir William's co-oper-
ution and counsel as Chairinan of the Board. The new
P1resident is Mr. T. G. Shaughnessy, who for sone time
lias been Vice-President, in which position lie lias cvi-
denced the saine indonmitable energy, nastery of detail,
foresight, enterprise and sagacity, which distinguisled
his chief, to whom indeed he was riglit hand man. Mr.
Shaughnlessy is one of the nost popular men in railway
service as well as one of thei most able. The announce-
ment of his elevation to the presidency of the Canadian
Pacific has been received by business men througliout
the country with much gratification. It is expected that

TiE TRADE IN "CHIPS."

This is not an article on a lunber subject. Nor lias it
any reference te the ivory trade, thoughli the articles
naned in the title arc-soinctinies made of that material.
There is a fori of synbolic currency in use by those
who play one of the various kinds of gante which lias the
clegant lane of "Poker." This currency is titled
"chips' that have a conventional value, familiar enough
to gainestors, but of which our studies of currency prob-
leins, have, se far, left us in comiplete ignorance, with ne
ambition to bc enlightened.

We, howeved, take the title "Chips" as being highly
appropriate as a designation of a certain class of mininig
stocks. They have ne actual value, prescit or prospec-
hve, but arc more instrunents for coiducting gamnbling
tranlsactions, just as arc Poker Chips. These stocks
have as mnuch to do with mining business as the card-
gaime of Poker bas to do with the impleient for stirring
a ire. They, however, have, at timnes, a redhot end
whîich, burns the fiigers'of whoeve handles thom. The
strange thing is, that when one holder drops them after
being burntt, others are ready to risk scorching or sear-
ing, which ges past the ilngers until the contents or
the pocket are destroyed, Even fuither still the daimage
extends, as character and position becone, as fire insur-
ance mon say, "a total loss-no insurance," or any forin
of compensation for the injury done. A victin of
''Ghips"-has, quite recently, fled to parts un known.
Others have their fingers in their mouths endeavouring
to mollify the burn. Others havd their hands in their
pockets groping in vaèaney, while they lainent the de-
parture of funds, "that are ne more," like the "days"
Tennyson Vept over with tears which he calledi "idle"1
as'ho did net kinow "whit thcy men." The "Chips"
victiin does know what his teas. mieai, as they indicate
inavailing grief over what lie lost by gaibihilg of the
ranîkest character.

Were the operators in "Chips"- te put tlcir own mîoney
at risk they would onîly be open to a charge of folly. But
a large number of those who operate, use money whieh is
not their. own. It is often their creditors' who are de-

privedi of its use by solne ulsorupulous debtor who, in-
stoad of paying his debts, puts the money for them at
risk in stock speculations. Any man who does this, or
whio uses moniey which lie holds in trust, as many are
now doing, has cut loose from the restraints of honour-
able principles, lie is adrift on waters whichi are so dan-
gerous that no marine underwriter would take a risk
thercon. The curront indoet lias a strong set towards
woise shoals than the bed of the Gallia, and worse rocks
thian now inipale the Paris. If sone Asnodeus of Teu-
folsdrock could sddcenly imîveil the sources froin whence
margins are drawn for trading in "Chips," there would
he such a revelation as would convulse the business
world.

BUILDING OPERATIONS IN MONTRIEALI.

This is pronising te be a remarkably prosperous year
for the building trade in this City. Work lias con-
imuendci on the site upon which the new offices of. the-
Grand Trunk Railway are te be erected. Bow extensive
the buildings will. be nay be judged by 200 carts being

eing required to clear the ground for foundation work.
Red granite will be used for thie lower part, the height of
wyliehi will be nine feet. On this, courses of grey gran-
ite will be placed up to the top of the first floor, after
which Nova Scotia blue stone wivll he used. The build-
ing will cost $500,000. The Canadian Pacifie has com-
menced operations on the extension of its Windsor st. sta-
tion, which will give work te a large numinber of men.
On lachel street a large new church has just been coin-
mnciecd construction, to replace the oee destroyed by lire
over a year ago. The preparatory work for the addi-
tions to te be macle te the heiad office of the Merchants
l3iank of Canada, St. James street, have comnîenced, they

,will probably take a year to complete. At the heaid of
St. Famille street, and on St. Catherine street, between
Main and Bleury, there will be dwellings and stores
erected of a substantial character. At tie corner of St.
Jaines street and St. Linmbert's Hill, very extensive work
is in progress prepäratory te a large structure being built,
part of which will b occupied by La Presse newspaper.
The proprietor of thle Star is clearing away thq building
occupied by its offices on St. James street, and the ad-
joining one, on the sites of which a .large structure will
be built capacious enough to accommodate its printing
establishment.andi offices. The restoration of the MeIn-
tyre block on Victoria Square and Craig street, will b
an important work, and a very welcome oce to îthe citi-
zens at large, who will rejoice te sec the einlent flî'is,
who were so ratthlessly driven out by lire, re-establishied
in a building befitting their prominencu amt hgli rank
in tle mercantile world.

\Work las commenced ou the harbour improveimlents,
but how far tiey will le puisled, is uncertain. Never
before, in tlis city, was building work so far belind as
il is now. owing to the late opening of the season.

Olher ibuilîiig opIehtiolis are projectcd, bult thome
above milentioned, wlicli hiave bet eonimenced, or for
which contracts have been called, or let, are suflciet
to show that tihis city lis eitered apon an Ora of struc-

iural developIlenit wich inidicates the prevalence of
parity, lie existence liere of large resources, and of
uibounîided confidence being felt iii the future progress
<f tis, dle natioinal port and the commercial iietropolis
of Caiada.

M NERAL WATERS..

2dineral waters have beehl drank aid batled il siice
reinot antiqity. Ti-cre is a City in Germnany, one in
,\ustria, one iii Switzerland, and one in England, ahof
wlich taîkes ils naine froin the use made of its mineral
wvalers for batliiing is a curative process. The use of
tise waters for drinking doubtless originated i c the bo-
lief, wlich obtains to this day, thiat any water which has
hi 2epuilsive laste must he medicinal. Inl tlis respect
ilarrogate water takes tie pamn, or the "cake" iii modem
phraseology. It fastes like coal gas iii a liquid formn, or
i decoctioi of rotten eggs. An old Harrogatc doctor
once said to us, "If peopile would drink more good wiater

iid aliithie in i t dail. tley wouldl not ieed to drink tle
lorrile stugi tla;t comes froim our springs." The Ger-
iiîaii iiiniieral waters are less vile in odour and taste. Some
of tHe seventy springs at Balen pour out water whicli is
ratlier agreable, bing little moue than ordinary water

impregnated with earonic acid gas, like ic soda waters
iiiade b)'y iacah îinery. Sepp led the iay i n de velop-
inig tie triade in iienil waers, biti lis supremilacy lis
gne. 'Thie imiost piopîular water of lie elfervescenît elaiss

This sounds incredible, as any
drinkable champagne needs no help in its exuberance of
fez, and its characteristic bouquet---whieh is the glory
of tlhäiipago-is dissipated when drowned out by any
wati lioWuÉie. frisky dr palatable per se. Thero are
Prlies aiid ]follims; as eoeii the niore îepittable imitations
arc imitated; jiist as copies df old nasters are re-copied,
and d tiaitofi to Énglaiid wiho done back hee with tng-
lish liays tiey iave copièd foni Ifitishi niodels, are ili-
tated by those who hivie devehi drossed the gùeat herring
pond. Apollinaris bottles are re-fillcd with ali inferior
,rater, and even the labels of celebrated vendors are
copied, just as arc those of Lee & Perrins, and of Scotch
and Canadian whisky firms. Drinkoer to-day .walk, or
rather drink, by faith, but it is faith based on sight, they
note the label on a bottle and are satisfied. Thougli the
allusion is to Appolinaris we do nîot propose to "split."
Some Canadians hold liat this country produces a natur-
al iiitieral water superior to Apollinaris. We:do not
dispute their taste, as we cannot disparage patriotism.
Probably both flie rivals are made in the saine factory.
Certainly the only difference in seme we have sanpled
%Vas in the labels. The habit of drinking any forn of
ineral waters frequently is not advisable, not because

of thieir iniaeral qualities so muich as that the inbibing
liquids, however pure, in excess of Nattre's requirements,
W injurious to health. . It is very significant that in Eng-
land the habit of drinking minerai waters has sprng up
in the last half century, having been ercated and de-
veloped by theL temperance moveient, yet, in the saine
periocl, the consumption of beer and spirits per head has
iiicreased. Whether the increase in the consamption of
'-soft" drinks has developed an increased consumption of
stronger ones, is, of course, unknownv. But there is the
fact, liat as the demand for mineral waters grew, so also
ik veloped a larger consuîmption per lead of the old-fash-
ioued bev.ages.

HE COLLAPSE OF BIG COMBINES.

A nuber of the reciitly organized trusts, or coml-
binles, ini the United States are ii diificulties. .Aiongst
tliese are the great biscuit mianufacturing company
formed te control the trade in these goods. Another
is, tIe national woollen company, which il wias hoped by
the promoters would bring thie trade in wool into the
bands of one trust. The floating of so many vaîst en-
prises las proved too nmuch for the resotirees of the
States. Vast as have bocn the aceuimulations of capital
iii Aiierica, and largoe as are tbe profits being made by
manufacturing enterprises, there is not enough monecy
sceking investmncut to furnish the capital ealled for by
he new trusts. 3esides this inadequaîcy there bas coee

over the people a suspicion that these concerns do not
(fi'er such a solid security to ilvestors, as their promoters
represent. One feature in the new trusts scenis to us te
have beei vholly overlooked. They are forned not te
establish new industries, or enterprises, but*imnerely to
combine those lready existing, as oe corporation. The
objects are avowed to be, to effect economies in produc,

HALIFAX ON THE PROPOSED NEW SERVICE
FOR WEST INDIES.

The reported establishment of a steanship service b-
iwen this port and the West Indies has rousec donsider-

able feeling in IHalifax whih is heladquarters of tlhe exist-
ing service. Whether whl:fly justified or not we do not
say, but there bas been an impression for a length of timîîe
that the Hlalifax service to and froin the West Indies wnas
not satisfactory. It las been coiplained f as heing too
irregular, too slow, too unicertain for the requiremiients
if shippers and travellers at both ends of the lie. The
effet of those conditions, it is allegcd, has bcen to divert
fiaffie between Canada and the West Indies towards Now
York. We liave had communications stating tlhat the

Necw Yorik vessels are more te be relied uplion in their sail-
ings, and thf thley make tlue trip both ways, more swi't-
lV.

The Halifax service is per'foiîrmed
by two steamers, le Betaîand tle rna. Tlie former is
a 12-knots boatwith excellent accommodation for pas-
oIIgeris and freiglit being fitt-ed w'itlu flie-]atest improve-

'lcar net profit over and above the profit now made by
fle preseut dealers. Thc syndicate would bo able te
distribute milk at a neh less cost. than thel deilors,
wlose routes arc not organized, half a dozen milk wag-

gons being often seen in one short street. The syndi-
cete would probably require less tlian lialf tlhe mon,
borses, and carts now required. so the cost of distribution
wvould be largely reduced. A very moderate estimate
gives the syndicate a net profit of, ai; leas;, 21-2 cents por
quart, which woluld yield from 25 to 30 por cent. net pro-
fit on the capital engaged, as tlie price woulcd certainly
be raised in Toronto, as il; was in New York, by a mono-
poly of the milk snîpply being secured. It is rnuoured
tliat the syidicate is feeling its way for a smilar opera-
tion in fhis city. Tlie plan at Ncw York enbraces aii
agreement with aIl the farncrs witLhin a radius of 20

iiles, Who sign an uindertaking not to furnish any iilk
to others than the syndicate agents. The prospect of

a imloioploy of tlie mil k sup)iily of Caiadian cities being
in the hands of an Anerican syndicite is not an agrec-
iîble oee for Canadiens to coliteniplate.

TEE GALLTA VEDIOT.

The Harbour Commissloiers have .rendered a unaniitous
verdict in regard ta the grounding of.tie Gallia. The judg-
ment sets forth ,that the channel at the point wvhere the
vessel went ashore is 600 feet -wvide, and 35 feet deep, and
that ail the liuoys, beacons and landimarks were clearly visi-
ble. The pilot is blaned for -running the ship-at -full speed
around the bend in thc river, when he lknewv the steering
gear ta be iraperfect. The captain i% .also blamed for not
cautioning the pilot against toa great åpeed. The ship
channel, whinh same interested persans tried ta show was
responsible for -the accident, was proved ta be as wliolly
blaineless as the English Channel is for the stranding of ·the
Paris. The Gallia remains fast ashore, but hopes arp en-
tertained that she will be fioated ere long. Meantime she
is a beacon of warning, which, though nat needed, is still
impressive.

PIANO AND 01GAN MAKERS' ASSOCIATION.

The principal manufacturers of pianos and organs in On-
Iario bave formed an association for promoting the inter-
ests of tiheir trade. One of the grievances they will seek ta
have renedied is, the method) of showing musical instru-

ments at the provincial and- other exhibitions. One of the
ieading firis declined ta send any more of their pianos to

this show saie years aga, owing ta the bad arrangements.
The managers af these exhibitions seem ta bave no other
idea about a piano, or organ, tian,. that it is a piece of fur-

niture, like a table or bureau. lence they crowd them to-
getier in one section where the visitors eau studiously col-
pare the polish used by the several makers, and pass very
critical and highly intelligent remars upon the mnerits of
the pianos on show, based upon the different patterns of
teir legs, or fret work. Should saine prejudiced) persan,

who is perniickity enaugi ta wish ta iear the toues of a
piano before judging its mnerits, lie, or she, has ta play it
or listen ta its being played, ainid. a babel of sounds whici
reminds us of Hlogarth's "Enraged fusician." To judge
the banes of any one piano or organ, when the air is vibrat-
ing wiih the noise of cows -belloiving, bands per-
foriing, ehildrea yelling, thousands of people stanpiig
round, and other pianos and orgaus are being played dot-
ble fortissimo in order ta gôt lcard at all, is a farce. Yet
our instrument mxalcers have ta display their goods under
sucli conditions and there are people who seem ta find c-
static delight in having their cars bombarded witi such cont-
fused noises, if only one ingredient in the gin is, a piano te-
ing pounded by a musical athlete. To secure more ratioial
arrangements at Exhibitions xvill be ane aima of the néw as-
sociation.

Another effort vill be directed toavards securing changes
in the tarif on the ra-w materials used in pianos and organs.
The present duty on such materiais gives an unfair advan-

responding diuties ta pay on the raw mraterials use) in Alu-
crican made instruments, consequently they ean produce a
respouding duties ta pay on tie raw naterials used on Amn-
piano at a less cost'than a Canadian malter, by the amount
of duty on raw materials they are saved. The Americans,
besides this great advantage, use. Canada as a surplus, or
siughter market, ta the serious disturbance of the trade,
Were the conditions equal, Canada would do a large trade
in pianos and organs wit the States. But our goods are
practically prolibited fromt euntering that country, while
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Our tariftfavours the importatiòn ai American goods.- Sueh
n fiscal condition is utterly irrational, it is neither Protec-
tion; nor Free. Trade, nor Reciprocity; or: Tariff for Revenue
oniy, but a nuddle based on no definite prin-
eiple, and having no definite object.
