THE JULY BANK STATEMENT.

The bank statement for July has heen examined with
mueh curiosily for evidences of ehanges made by the late
collu_pse of the Ville Marie Bank, the temporary sus
pension of the Bank Jacques Carticr, and the sharp run
on the Bank of Iochelaga. — The official return gives no
figures at all for the Ville Maric Bank.  This is quite
reasonable, for the bank, as sucl, is as dead as its door
plate.  But why the Ville Marie figures should not be
given, while those of the Banque du Peuple, which is a-
(_)thur {inancial corpse, are repeated month alter month,
is & mystery.  No ligures ought to appear on the Gov-
ernment return except those of banks doing business.
The ofticial sheet is headed, “Statement of Banks wnder
Charter.”  Now a bank under liquidation is not “acting
under charter,” it is a cadavere which is heing acted wp-
on, like the carcase of a sheep by a butcher.  The reted-
tion of the figures of defunct banks in the bank state-
ment is most misleading, it causes every total, wnder

_every heading, to be false.  The Bank Act elearly does
“not require a monthly return from banks which are

closed up.

e Jacques Cartier is shown to have reduced its eredit
balances from. $774,327 to $375,247, in July, and its de-
posits from $3,151,319 1o ("2,00'3,'2-39, a total with-
drawal of $1,547,160, which must have heen paid out at
the close of the last week in July, - The stock of gold
and Dominion notes was ran down from $309,352, 'to
$30,250. A drain of such proportioxs, 90 per cent. of its
cash, would be fatal to any bank, if it were not stopped,
unless there were some financial Blucher known 1o be
approaching to relieve the situation. Help appears to have

But Tanks liave stood a run and recovered with very
niuch less cagh on hand, but it was because the panic had
subsided, as in Walker’s private bank, Rotherham, where
arun was suddenly stopped by the manager serving out
sovereigns oo hot to be fingered, which he declared were
heing nade as fast as possible!

As the Bank of Hochelaga shows an inerease of current
Inlances from  $967,016 to $1,078,264 in July and of
deposits Lrom $3,850.885 to $3,969,675, a total increase
of $230,088, it is cvident that the run did not comence
in that bank in July as carly as in that of its opposite
neighbonr.  The management therefore had time to
make specal preparations for the siege, which were effect-
¢d s0 thoroughly that the bank came out of the struggle
vicloriously with llying colours.

The issnance of warvants for arvest of the President,
Vice-President and Accountant of the Ville Marie Bank
on a cliarge ol rendering false reburns to the Govern-
ment, was not very startling to bankers, who had enter-
fﬂmod suspicions on {his score, for a length of time. It
s 2 great pity these suspicions were not stated to the
Finanee Minister, who, under Section 67, has power to
eall for special statements, which, in this case, would have
have alnost certainly either stopped tho mischief ab
work, or hrought the hank to a stoppage years ago.

We have received a copy of the Bank Act in a cover
marked O.HLALS,, which means, On Her Majesty’s Ser-
Tiee.  This, and the cover heing franked indieate its
sender to have been a Government officer. Though how
the sending of the Bank Act to us, who have known it
oft by heart for many years, is a service to Her Majesty
%¢ do mot comprehend,  The copy is elaborately under-

authority to reduce the capital of the Bank by the
amount of the forfeited shares. Permission was refused.
Since then each monthly statement giving the amount of
this hank’s paid-up eapital has been inecorrect to the ex-
tent of nearly one-half.  That is, the actual paid-up
capital of the Ville Marie was only onc-hall what the
Government refurn stated.  Of this fact, the Finance
Department were fully cognizant, without taking any
steps to correct so misleading a return.  Under such cir-
cumstances, the Finanee Department must be justly held
blameable for helping to mislead the public as to the
amount of the paid-up capital of the Ville Marie.

What does Section 33 say?  DBriefly this, when shares
are not taken up by subseribers the directors shall sell
them, or sucl portion as shall “yield a sum of money
sufficient o pay the unpaid instalmentis due on the re-
mainder of said shares” It also provides that, “the
hank may enforee the payment of any eall or ealls by suit,
instead of declaring the shaves forfeited.” Al this is no-
torious.  But it has no reference at-all to the Ville
Maric case, as the shaves of that bank which were for-
feited, were unsaleable, and the subscribers they were al-
loted to were not worth powder and shot. The Finanee
Minister, when asked years ago, should have taken such
action as would have prevented his Department issuing
a monthly statement which contained a vital, a mislead-
ing, a dangerous mis-statement, of which error he had
full cognizance.

Tt is notable that the circulation of the Jacques Car-
tier bank was higher in July, than in June, in spite of
the run.  Probably, as we have known done, some de-
positors took their money in the notes of the bank. The
inerease in July of all the hanks was from $39,087,708 to
$40,270,100, an advance of $1,182,392.  T.ast year there
“was no increase in circulation in that month.

The inerease in credit halanees during the month was
from $91,852,400 to $93,549,940, and in deposits from
$166,54.9,940 to $168,049,280.  The stock of specie and
Dominion notes was enlarged $300,000.  Current loans
were reduced from $250,,974,389 to $R47,747,500, a de-
cline of $3,226,889, last vear, in July, the falling off was
one-third less than this-year. The Ontario banks in-
creased their current loans Jast month. The banks which
show the largest fallings off were, Bank of Montreal, $1,-
784,244; Bank Jacques Cartier, $755,908; Merchants
Bank of Canada, $460,710; Quebee Bank, $521,948. The
Nova Scotia banks show an increase of $637,940. The item
“Other assets not included under foregoing heads,” is he-
coming unusually large.  The decline in Current Loans:
is exactly balanced by an increase in securities of, $3,-
225,367 _

“The details of the robbéry of Molson’s branch at Win-

That the so-called increasing exports of manufacbured
iron from the Umited States to Jurope i more or less
due to eutting of price, may be seen from the conditions
under which orders aggregating twenty-five thousand
tons of wire goods—ehiclly  nails—were hooked [rom
Turkey within the current year.  Ascertaining thal the
supplies of mails to that country heretofore were ob-
tained mostly from Austria and Germany, manufacturers
in the neighboriug Republic—foremost among them
the huge combination best known as the Barh Wire
Trust—lost 1o time in securing a list of distributors and
olhers largely handling these goods.  Information as to
quantilies, prices and terms were obtained, and then be-
gan offers for Jarge supplies which could not fail to im-
press the mercantile subjeets of His Sultanic Majesty,
ever ready Lor bargains now as of yore. The iron manu-
facturers in he two great enterprising nations to the
north awoke suddenly from their scewrily to find that
Brother Jonathan had stolen a mareh upon them while
they slept—had, in fact, captured and run away with
their market in Turkey.

The information and assistance obtainable through
(heir consular agencies the world over are readily availed
of by American manufacturers.  As we have hefore re-
marked in these columns, Jonathan is ever on the alert
in ageerlaining what others are doing, studying. how it is
done, what it cosls to make a similar article at a cul
price.  In this, however, he is doing nothing new. The
example set by the Foleys, of Stourbridge, in driving
Sywadigh nails out of the English market by the introduc-
fion of machine nail manufacturing about the middle of
{he sevenleenth eentiry, by machines made from models
obtained in Sweden, hy one of the family, is one which no
warker in steel or iron is forgetful of on cither side of the
Allantie,

It is becoming a debated question in England and
Amerien, whether the wire nail is maintaining as rapid

progress in popularvity as was till recently belieyeq, but
there can he no doubt that for much of the work of con.
struetion, expeciafly of the lighter kind and portions, j;
has come Lo stay.  1is lightness tends to L‘cono;m-’ i
material, and this alone is no unimportant factor, "1"0,.
certain kinds of work, however, the cut nail mugt con-
tinue to be preferred. .

THE ALASKAN B()UNDARY QULESTION.

There has been o noticeable change during the lagg
few weeks in the tone of the more respectable Amerieqy
papers when dealing with the Alaskan boundary dispute.
Lntil a few weeks ago the position assumed by the jour.
nals in the United States, speaking in a general way, had
become offensively objectionable to all fair-minded men
who have carefully studied the matter, but more espe-
cially to Canadians—of all political parties.

It may be truly said, that never before had there been
in Canada such a unified determination not to submit
to the pretensions of the organized hypoerisy which was
siriving to obtain territory asserted, but not proved, nor
provable, to belong to a {riendly power.  Canadians as
one man refused to aceept a decision without the matier
in dispute being submitted to & Cowrt of arbitration,
They resented in sclf-respect the contemptuous refusal
lo submit the question in dispute to arbitration, wnless
the umpire selected was likely to be in favour ol the
United States, and in any event, whatever the deeision,
the towns on the Liynn Canl, as it Ts called, should re-
main, as in a sense they arve at present, territory of the
United States.

For ordinary people it is difienlt to nnderstand how
such an absurd and illogical proposition could emanaie
{rom a civilized and intelligent people, such as the Ameri-
can people claim.  Either they have a right to the ter-
sitory or they have not. It is a disputed claim.  But
the natural inference to he drawn from the refusal of the
the Americans to arbitrate ou the merits, is that disin-
terested powers would decide that the Ameriean preien-
sions are unfounded, and the territory betongs to Can-
ada.  What then?  I'he American position implies that
they distrust their own claims.  The fear shown by the
Americans over submitting the Alaskan houndary to ar-
hitration is a striking illustration of the truth of the well
known lines in a song written by Marquis of Montrose, it
the days of the first of the Stuarts:

“Te cither fears his fate too much,
Or his deserts are small,

Who dares not put it to the touch,
To gain or lose it all.”

1t was the fear of the alter results of that question
{hat caused the long-continued series of telegrams from
Washington, which, for so long a period, appeared a
cither special or asociated press dispatches and deluged
the country with migleading information and false stafe-
ments, regarding the past and actual position of the
auestion,

By a curious coincidence those peculiav statements

were all made to appear as emanating from or to he given

on the authovity of some high official either close to the
Washington Cahinet or some of the members of the In-
ternational Commission, who have heen dealing with the
question.  When that Commission last adjourned 2
statement of the position was agreed to which was made
public, and nothing further could have heen honorably
said by the individual members,  Notwithstanding this
distorted statements were for months, as we have stafgtl,
sent out almost daily from Washington and no conh'a.ﬂlc'
tion of them appeared from the parties who were given
as the authority for such misstatements, who were well

“aware of their nntruthfulness. .

It is painful to realize that such an exhibit of the xe-

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coreal of the first principles of right and justice could
cnmate (rom Washington. T'he Amm"man people are
samed for culeness n making a l)'urgmn, and 'thcy are
cenerally suceesshul, but uct_ual mistepresentation with
fraudulent intention i cntn‘ul_y different and eanuot
aurely e cause for nu‘twnal pride when protruded into
an international guestion. .

so inwolerable had these semi-ollicial misrepresenta-
iious become that they were fully diseussed in the Cana-
Jdian Parfiament before the 1'Icccnt prorogation.  In that
Jiscussion the hollowness and the untcna_blc nature of the
American pretensions were elearly established and the re-
adlt showed a united front and determination by all the
political parties to maintain the rights ol Canada as con-
wnded Lor until such time as an impartial arbitration
Jwald have deeided the questions in dispute.

Sir Charles Tupper showed clearly how, under present
conditions, American eiizens were reaping the largest
dre in the golden harvests of the Yukon, and Ameri-
wan traders on the Pacific Coast were getting the benelits
Jexitimaicly helonging to the Canadian people.  Sir
Charles also showed how means were available to reverse
all this if the American Government refused to listen lo
peasonable argument.

siv Wilfrid Laurier admitted the full force of all that
Sie Charles Tapper had advaneed, but whilst he was in a
manner restrained Dy the official etiquette of his dual
position as Premier and ns a member of the International
Commission, hie, in courteous terms, indignantly ex-
pressed surprize that all those apparently authorized mis-
leading siatements emanating from Washington should

wve heen allowed o go broadeast and he so assidiously
cirenlated on this Continent and in England without any
confradiction.  These speeches were more or less fairly
reported by the hetter class of Ameriean papers and also
in England and they made a favourable impression in the
mterests of Canada.

Afer that there followed a well considered and able
Jeeal opinion given by the Hon. David Mills, the Minis-
ter of Justice at Ottawa, in an interview with an Ameri-
ain newspaper representative, which has received a large
circulation in the United States

The erucial point of importance and value in all this
confroversy is as {o who owns the inlet from the sea called
the Lymn Canal, which is only about six miles wide at
its mouth and extends inland some cighty miles or se,
then gradually narrows to the dimensions of a river at
the upper end on the banks of which the towns of Dyea
and Skagway have heen built by American people sinee
the discoveries of gold in the Klondike.

In the present, and for the present only, those fowns
are the key to the position for entrance to the Yukon fer-
ritory and the Americans’ desire to hold them—whe-
ther they have u right to them or not. The Canadian
Minister of Justice says emphalically that they have no
nght to them and proves it by the very treaties which
gives them a Litfe to any portion of Alaska. The Ameri-
e prefension is, that the coast line should follow all the
sinuositics of the inlets of the Alaskan shore. But the
Minister of Justice quotes from the Treaty and proves
that the coast line should he construed to run from head-
lnd to headland. We have previously shown that the
!me to be drawn under the treaty cannot be one follow-
g the sinvosities of the coast at a given distance. To
draw snel a line as the Americans contend for is a physi-
al impossibility. 1t is incredible that any such impos-
sille line was ever in the minds, or rather imaginations,
of those who drew the treaty. Whereas a line dvawn
from headland to headland, as a coast line, was a familiar
Leographical expression. It is not conecivable that any
pihor coast line was intended. The common sense mean
ing of that would to he make the greater part of the

waters of the so-called Lynn Canal and the land on each
side of it Canadian territory.

In the interview to which we have alluded the Minis-

ter of Justice does not hesitate to say plainly that it is
with the full knowledge and conviction that sueh a deci-
sion. would be the result, that the American Govern-
tent refuses fo have an arbifration unless the retention
of these two townsand ihe surrounding country is guar-
anfeed to them no matter what might be the decision of
the Court of Avbitration on the general issuc.

Ihat is not a creditable position for a great nation to
assume, and it is not one likely to be maintained in the
face of the civilized world.

Since these utterances of the leading Canadian states-
men hiave gone forth, supported as they ave by the publie
opinion of the country the position of Canada is better
undersioed both in the Unifed States and in Bngland.
It may be a mere coincidence but it is nevertheless sin-
gular that since our public men were compelled in the
interests of the country and their own self-respect fo
lift, in a measure, the diplomatic veil and give a glimpse
of what was behind the screen, those mysterious dis-
patches from Washingion purporting {o he hased on high
authority have ceased to be heralded abroad.  This, we
presume, will ease someone’s conscience, or, perhaps, he
a relief in this sense to several who occupy a place in the
front vanks of American diplomats.

THE DREYEUS TRIAT FARCL,

The remark is not original, hut it is true, that our
greatest blessings are those of which we are only con-
scious when they are withdrawn.  Use lowers appre-
ciation.  'T'he judicial system under which we live in
Canada is so familiar we have lost all sense of its infinite
value as the greatest of seeular blessings; as the hulwark
oi personal liberly ; and as the safeguard of life and pro-
perty.  Reading the reports of ihe Dreylus trial is
enough to inspire a movement for an act of nalional
thanksgiving to cxpress gratitude for this country being
free from the judieial system which sullies the honowr of
France.  The trial of Dreyius was said by one our har-
risters, to be like a ehapter from Alice in Wonderland, it
is so entirely devoid of any single feature whicl ought
to characterize a legal tribunal.

The Court room at Rennes is witnessing o perform-
ance of a farce which burlesques a Court of Justice.  The
travesty is unworthy the high reputation ol the French
dramatists, as the padding is as far out of proporiion to
the points, as was the item for “sack™ in Falstali’s tavern
bill compared with that Lov “hread.”

What is most amazing in this trial is the {ofal ahsence
of witnesses. A number of Gienerals, Coloncls,, and Cap-
tains have heen heard hy the Court, hut they have given
no cvidence, no legal testimony as is understood in a ra-
tionally condueted Court of Justice.  Mr. Sam Weller,
Junior’s snuey remarks in {he Pickwick trial were quile
sober and relevant to the issue eompared to those of the
Generalg and Colonels who have engaged the attention
of the Court at Rennes.  Those officers in all their uni-
form bravery, with flowers in their frock coats, as we are
gravely informed, were allowed to address the Court
much after the style of a shyster lawyer acting as prose-
cuting councel, who has a hitter personal grudge against
the prisoner.

These men, who are supposed to have been “wit-
nesses,” made speeches extending from {wo to five howrs.
They proved no rvelevant fact, they disproved no plea,
they repeated mess room and barrack gossip, they told
what they had heard others say, what they knew others
thought, they gabbled about rumours, they retailed sto-
ries about their own doings, they told of the doings of
others from hearsay, they quoted documents which they
knew to he forgeries, they related the opinions of some
men who had committed suicide from shame, or dread,
or who had fled their counfry to escipe a penal senfence
as forgers or perjurers. Amid this veritable carnival of
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riotous, irrelevant, malicious, mendacious Joquacity, these
so-called “witnesses” addressed the prisoner in language
Ior using which they deserve to be sent to the Devil’s
Island.

Specch after speech has been made, one military
speaker aller another, rehiearsing the proceedings of a
previous trial, and giving, in most insolent language, his
views as to eminent officials, the lic direet having been
given even an ex-President of the French Republie, who
reforted in kind (o a distinguished General, an ex-Minis-
ter of War, who had insulted him in open Court without
rehuke., In fact, every day the Judges have sat quietly
listening to military men haranguing them as thongh the
Court were an anarchist club room, or a revival of the
Court over which Robespierre and his tiger-hearted as-
sociates presided.

As to whether there is cevidence even enough against
Dreyfus to secure a “frue bill” from a British Grand
Jury, it is impossible to say.  So far as the trial has
procecded at Rennes, there has not been one fact against
1he prisoner even stated in Court with the clearness, and
the direetness required in an indictment drawn up in
Canada, or any part of the British Bmpire. A case so
foosely drawn, so dependent upon secondhand, hearsay
gossip, so based upon proved forgerics, so hacked up by
admitted perjurics, so wholly destitute of direct evi-
denee, could not be even introduced into a British Court
of Justice.

The idea of the Lunctions of a court of judicature
which has obtained in Great Britain and in all her de-
pendencies since the Revolution is, that a trial is to be
made of a delinite charge alleged against a prisoner,which
is get forth in an indictment, of which he has « copy. The
prisoner caunot be put on trial ab an assize anless a-large
and intelligent body of men, having heard the evidence
in private, pronounce that there is suflicient grounds to
justify the prisoner being publicly arraigned.  When
calied to his trial, the prosccutor must do his utmost to
prove guilk by specifie, direet evidence, not by hearsay,
rumounr, opinions, suspicions, malicious gossip, as in
I'rance.  Iiach witness must say only what he knows,
not what he thinks, as in France.  Witnesses must not
make speeches, as in France.  No witness must address
other wilnesses or the prisoner, as in Frauce, where the
withesses snag and berate cach other like so many fish
hawkers, and insult the prisoner, if so inelined, who is
allowed to jaw back as Dreyfus has done.  The whole
intelligence of British judges, aided by the law of evi-
dence, is direcled to the ascertainment of the facts rela-
tive to the charge under trial. All irrelevant matter, even
if offered, is stexnly rejected.

In France the judges scem to have no legal rules for
their guidance and control, or the guidance and discip-
line of counsel, or wilnesses, or cven the prisoner. Every-
hody says what he likes in a Trench Cowrt, if the one at
Rennes is a smmple.  The proceedings seem rather in-
tended to ercate material for a criminal romance, or a
melodrama, or a hurlesque, of judicial proceedings, than
io find out whether the prisoncr is guilty or innoeent.
On that point every French witness pronounces judg-
ment, and proceeds to argne the point as a matter of per-
sonal interest, while the judges sit like so many mum-
mies, listening to an everlasting flow of weak, washy,
spiteful, grossly impertinent, and wholly irrelevant talk,
talk, talk.  The judicial system of France needs revo-
lutionizing, it is a scandal to the age. It is amazing
how so intelligent, so liberty-loving a people suffer their
Courts to be disgraced by snch seenes of mixed faree, com-
edy, burlesque and tragedy, as the proceedings of the
Dreyfus trial at Rennes. Tt reads like the reeital of a
horrid night-mare.

BANK SATE COMBINATIOhNS.

Who is to take charge of the custodians, is an )3 ey,
which is applicable to the combinations of hank safe;
The weak point of a combination lock is, that any pe;:
son can open it who is in possession of the short formuly
which states what movements are to be made by the '
able knob in order to release the holts,

Ordinary safes cannot be opened without the key, and
he whose duty it is to take care of that key knows whe.
ther he has it on hand, or has lost sight of it. It he
misses the key it ean be searched for and recovered, or
precautious taken to prevent it beng wsed for improper
purposes. A key too cannot be held by two officials. In
the case of a combination, however, the secret of it may
leak out to a dozen persons without the proper cuslodian
of the secret knowing that his lmnowledge is shared by
others.  This is the special weak spot in the comhina-
tion lock system, and how weak it is has been shown in
two serious banlk robberies.

1t is understood that the combination formula of g
bank safe is known only to the manager and to some one
or two other officials. But they have no means of know-
ing whether the sceret has been faithfully kept, nor, if
it has leaked out, by whom, or by what means it has been
made, or beecome known.  Thus if the eombination i
known to three oflicers, any one of them needing a con-
federate in a robbery could reveal it to a fourth official
without leaving any clue whatever as to the souree from
whenee the betrayal came.  This is another weak spot
about combinations.

Then, the formula for opening a sale is usually not
casy to remember. Indeed we have known several
which were memory puzzles. A formwla is only used
onee or bwice a day, so that really little practice i had
for memorizing it.  Owing to this dilliculty it is quile
common to write a combination somewhere which is
supposed fo be a seeret place.  Thus, one was written on
the back of o calendar, a place which is never looked al,
save aceidentally,  Another was marked on the side of 2
drawer which might pass-unobserved for ever. A
other was written on an envelope which was kept in the
pocket of an old coat where it was most unlikely to be
seert.  Another we knew was kept written in scetions in
one of the hooks of the bank.  Strange to say, cach of
those sceret places yielded up its charge, whether acc-
dentally or by collusion is not known. ~ One robbery is,
however. known to have been rendered posible by a sale
combination being quite accidentally read in a place
which was most unlikely to be observed.

There is, however, a class of persons of hoth sexes
whose curiosity is so insatiable they do not hesitate even
o commit one of the most dastardly forms of crime by

letters in scarch of something to gratify their almost Si-
tanic lust for power over the secrets ov the property ?f
others.  When a bank official is cursed by fhis morbid
curiosity the fact of there heing a combination unknows
fo him suggests scavch for it. He watches the clerk
who has the sceret, and, if he refers to the private spot
where it is recorded, the wateher notes the place m}d
learns the fatal sceret.

{he safe’s combination is practically the key of the safe,
which cannot be too strictly guarded from passing into
improper hands, they would for their own comfort’s sajre,
as well as regard for their duty as guardians of the bank’s
property and interests, prevent the possibility of a com-
bination leaking out except by treachery, and that would
he stopped were only one of the staff to be confided in
hesides the manager.

ECCENTRIC CURRENCY SUGGESTIONS.

The lack of elasticity in the curreney of the United
Sfates, has heen universally admitted, it is too manifest
fo be denied. A financial writer of some repute makes
{he following snggestion:

“Pepeal the provision for issuing gold certifieates, and
It the owners of @old who are distrustful of government
noles take care of it themselves.  Then “direct”—mot
merely “authorize”——the Sceretary of the Treasury .o
issua in exchange for all gold that may be offered him
cither eoined or  uncoined  without limit, an cqual
amount of govermment notes, of any denomination that

may he vequived, all payable on demand in gold coin. -

Tet Iim alzo e “dirceted” to give small notes for large
or large notes for small on  demand. Then
peaple would always he able, hy twrning gold into the
freasury. to wot all the paper enrrency they desired, in
any denominations {hey desired, and by turning in the
mofes Tor vedemption in gold to get the gold.  Tn this
manner a true scientific and healthy clasticity of the
volume of curreney would he seenred, and end the agi-
fation for hank currency.”

This curions plan makes the increase of paper curren-
ev wholly dependent upon there heing already gold eur-
rence enongh for all needs.  The ahove plan reminds us
of the fine lady’s suggestion, she was told of a family
baving no hread to cat. wherenpon she exclaimed, “Why
don’t they el {oaxt? So this curreney doctor when the
peaple are crving oul for financial assistance to move the
erops, makes the supply of their needs to he contingent
upon their already having plenty of money in the shape
of wld curency ! Tf they have gold then they can have
aupply of notes. hut without gold no notes, like the
Chimnan’s “no cashee, no shirtee.”” This is another
phaze of fhe svstem of making a hank's circulation regn-
lated by its stock of government honds,  That system
pracieally adds nothing to the monetary vesources of the
cnntry, ag, when the cireulation is needed to be en-

brged in order {o enlarge the accommodation required

by husiness comlitions, a bank, in order to get more eir-
fal.”"“n"’ has {0 proportionately lessen its cash resources.
Phe new sclieme would add not one cent to the money
available for husiness, indeed it would rather eripple than
heilitate the finaneial operations ealled for when cur-
feney was seavce,  The hanks needing small noles would
lave fo deprive themsclves of gold for the time re-
fuired to effcet the exchiange and, to that extent, their
Power fo grant accommodation would be reduced.

one form of currency for another. No practical effect,
so far as extra accommodation to business is concerned,
would be precisely the same as what an individual enjoys
who changes a gold piece for smaller notes and silver.

Another scheme is, to issue small bonds bearing in-
terest, which, when curreney is wanted, counld be ex-
changed at the Treasury for small notes, and this opera-
tion reversed when the motes were no longer required.
This system is, practically the conversion of the Trea-
sury into a hank of deposif, the bonds issued being de-
posit receipts redeemable on demand.  This seems a
very roundabout and ineffective way of wetting the issue
of notes enlarged as such increased issue would only be
made to the extent of the personal requirements of those
who held Treasury bonds, or deposit receipts. The
scheme does not in any way provide for an enlarged issue
of notes in times of emergency, as when the crops have
to be moved. There.is nothing in the plan to ensure
the bonds heing converted into notes at any time. as those
who own them may, at their option, continue to hold
them, or convert them into notes. Compared with the
Canadian currency system the ahove new suggestions are
hoth clumsy, and unserviceable. A lot of machinery
would he constructed and its working would do nothing
to provide for the needs of the country when more eur-
reney was ealled for.

MONTREAL STREETS COMPARED WITH THOSE
OTF CHICAGO.

A correspondent who is quite as familiar with the
streets of Chicago as with those of Montreal, thinks a
sight of the roadways of the Windy City would make us
quite thankful at the state of those in this city.  Prolba-
hly we should he thankful at our streets being in belter
condition than those of Chicago.  But Chicago is not a
standard recognized here. Il comparisons arve to be
made we should prefer the streets of any old country
city fo be used as a standavd. Tt is not well for a man
{o he made self-satisfied at Nis dirvty, unkempt condition,
hecause he is nob as filthy and untidy as a tramp. Owr
streels may not be as bad as those of Chicago, yet they
may-be most disgraceful.  Chicago in the last 28 years
has spenl $35,000,000 in street paving, or rather that
sum of money was vaised for this purpose, and disap-
peared in ways hest known fo the aldermen and contrac-
fors.  T'his enormous sum was raised by special assess-
ments on real cstate, in excess of ordinary taxation, in
order lo provide the city with roadways worthy of so
wealthy a community.  The money was estimated to be
amply suflicient for pulting 2,574 miles of streets in
good condition.  Yet the whole 55 millions has been
spent on 1,13:+ miles, the balanee of 1,440 have never
been improved.  The “Inter-Ocean,” in reviewing the
situation, declares that only 4 per eent. of the streets of
Chicago are in good condition, and it draws this sad
conelusion, “No wonder, with this showing of money ex-
pended and work undone, that city officials and con-
tractors are growing enormously rich.” Chicago then
is rather a frightful example to he regarded as a warn-
g than a standard to be followed, or a basis for com-
parisons of any kind.  The streets of Montreal have
heen allowed to become worse by far than an ordinary
turnpike road.  The ruts, holes, and hollows, on our
leading thoronghfares even yet ave dangerous to vehi-
eles, but work on them is in progress, which will remove
the worst defeets.  Our civie ulers seem fo have very
rural ideas about the needs of a greab city.  They seem
not to be aware of the enormous pecuniary loss cansed
to our citizens by this city acquiring a bad reputation
for its defeetive sanitary condition and the discomforts
of driving in the streets.  The tide of summer and
autumn visitors brings with it when in full flow a stream
laden with gold which is deposited in our hotels and
stores. When that tide is checked, as it has been checked
by the wretched state of our streets, the. auriferous de-
posit goes clsewhere..

TRON AND COPPER.

Heavy metals continue to advance. At Glasgow pig iron
has advanced 2s on the week, and imports are not negotia-
ble here at under $24 to $25.  Piftsburg furnacemen have
again advanced forge iron,whilst Canadian makers as n whole
are not quoting. That the immediate future has in store yeb
higher prices is positive, as U. 8. manufacturers are bookeq
to their full capacity in many instances up to Mareh of next
year, and with Lake Superior ore freights likely to reach
mueh higher figures, those American firms who are in a posi-

_ tion to accept prompt business will find the cost of pro-

duetion so much increased from this cause as to leave then
no alternative but to ask buyers to pay more. Tn this ease
Canadian buyers will naturally turn to Scoteh iron, but there
is little doubt this neces;hv is already appreeiaied over the
water, as is cvidenced by the Glasgow advance set forth
ahove, and li‘ttle advantage in cheapness will be discernible
when the accepted time comes to put in force higher rates,
A sign of the times, which leads to the presumption that
iron men have undoubted faith in the stability of the iron
market, is the closing of a new deal by the Dominion Steel
Syndicate, in Newfoundland, where it is proposed to erect
furnaces for the conversion of local ores, only second in
size to those reeently decided upon for Sydney, C.B., for
the same corporation; and yet again, news comes from the
latter scction of the Dominion, that the representative of
1he Montreal Rolling Mills is there also looking up a site.
Apace with the rapidly expanding demand for iron and
steel, the demand for copper, and its probable seareity ow-
ing to the many uses to which this metal is put, is receiv-
ing such attention that the news of the discovery of de-
posits in the Klondike excites at the moment nearly as
much enthusiasm as gold. The insistent demand for cop-
per has stimulated mining operations on a large seale in
Canada this year, but the supply at the best is an inclas-
tic one, and it is positive will greatly fall mueh below con-
sumptive wants this year. This outlook is well under-
stood in all countries where the metal exists. and has ae-
eelerated the quest for copper to an astonshing extent.
Not so many years ago, was the chiet produc-
ing counfry. Nowadays, however, increased outputs are
being made by Spain, Portugal. Germany, Australia, Afriea,
and Soutlh Ameriea. The world’s cutput of copper in 1598
was 426.126 tons as against 397790 tons in the preeeding
vear. Statisties show that there has been a gradual in-
erease in produetion year after year for a long time past,
hut with this inerease the demand has more than kept
abreast.

—Mr., Henry Bulmer, Jr., died at Fort Selkirk, Yukon,
after a brief illness. Deceased, who is a son of Mr. Heury
Dulmer, ex-Chairman of the Harbour Commissioners, left
Montreal in the summier of 1898 to enter upon his duties
ns manager of the Canadinn Yukon Company, at Fort Sel-
kirk.  Although members of his family were aware of his
sickness they had no reason to dread its fatal termination,
His death, consequently, was a very serious shock to the
family, as it was also to a large circle of friends. To the
bereaved relatives we beg to extend our most sincere con-
dolences in this sad affliction.

prodluction of milk; consequently, the make of butter and
cheese has been smaller than for the previous month., The
only parts of the United Kingdom where an average make
has taken place is in Cheshire, the north-western counties
of England and in the west of Seotland. In Colonial but-
ter, Canadu has taken a very prominent and profitable part.

The import of Canadian during July reached 34,424 cwis,,
against 11,974 for June, and 13,383 cwis. for July last year,
This important inerease in Canadian butier shows that in
the future Canada will he a very important factor to reckon
with, The price for “choicest” Canadian has risen from
88s to 90s per ewt. a month ago to 100s 1o 1025 to-day, whilst
“finest” is making 96s to 98s. In Australasian butter not
more than 200 boxes have arrived during the month, and
there has virtually been no business in this variety except
for export o the Mediterrancan and South Africa. Re-
ports from Australin state that the winter there continues
very cold in Tasmania and Viceloria, with frosts nearly all
over New South Wales, and snow in many places.  Unless
the weather should rapidly change the prospeets of early
shipments are not very encouraging.

within the past few days a much easier
tendeney.  Sellers and buyers arve not-
ably apart in their views as to values
and this will exist to some extent while
present conditions prevail.  There is,
consequently, but little business pass-
ing and holders would require to shade
prices to force trade. Choicest oream-
ery:brings 20% to 21% cents in boxes,
with tubs 20 to 204 cents.  In dairy
butter best grades bring 15 to 16 cents,
in round lots. More inquiry has been
shown for dairy within the past two
days, and several lots that had begun
to accumulate, were picked up at full
figures, 1t appears that better figures
have been paid for creamery here late-
Iy than the price in Eogland would
warrant, and it is not improbable that
lower figures may prevail for some
time.

Canned Goods.—Canned goods for fu-
ture, delivery are quict, the bulk of the
pack having been absorbed, It is es-
mated that the various packers in Pic-
ton, Believille, Lrenton, will this year
turn out over six million eans.  The

extent of the total output, of Ontario
can only be conjectured from this, but,
the total should be nearly ten million
cans, or about 330,000 cases. The ex-
tent of the output is all the more re-
markable when it is remembered that
the great bulk of it is marketed in Can-
ada.

Cement—0Orders for large quantities
are absent, but in the aggregate con-
siderable cement is going out of ware-
house, and ex wharf., The Assyrian is
in port with about 7,000 brls. Belgian.
Stocks are stated to be getting some-
what bare, but with fairly large lots to
com¢ forward in the next three weeks,
these are enough to meet requirements
until business gets brisker next month,
which is confidently anticipated.

Cheese.—While the market here ap-

pears to have lost a little of its vigor, |

cheese¥is being purchased in factory
distriets;in Ontario at prices that have
but one*meanig, determination to hold

“I'he sume yesterday, to-day, and for
ever” is appropriate to ve said of cof-
fee in the Canadian market—ihe coffee
trade, peradventure, is not dependent
on coitec alone. Substitutes count for
something.

Dry Goods and Millinery—\Vholesale
liouses express satisfaction in the ae-
tivity lately mnoticeable in a general
way by the better elass of retailers.
The only undesirable feature attached
to liberal purchases is shown in the
persisteney with which prices arve as-
saited.  The impression seems to have
spread about that all goods have been
marked up, and this leads in many in-
stances to  the above endeavors, Al
wool and silk goods are firm at ad-
vancing figures, while the recent gain
in cottons has been firmly sustained.
The millinery openings will take place
in this ecity next week and prepara-
tions are being made for o greater
number of visitors than have yvet fa-
vored Montreal on such an oceasion.
The retail millinery windows are deek-
ed with ihe rough rider felt hat in
many shades. The season will produce
some unique shapes which will be
freated at length in next week’s issue.

Eggs.~Arrivals have once more ex-
ceeded the demand, and prices are like-
ly to react. There 15 ome sustainig
feature noticeable within the past few
days, which may hold prices against
heavy supplies. TFresh stock is being
sought and the market tested with a
view to shipping. Present quotations
are: — Dest fresh stock, 14 to 14
held, 13 to 13%ec; and inferior, 11 to
123, cents. :

Flour, Fecd and Meal. — The past
week has Leen productive of more ac-
tivity in flour, larger quantities being
picked up for sliipment abroad, prinei-
pally Manitoba grades.
