A]liese matters are of interest to residents of cities
and townes other than those of the United States. 11.-
niau1 nature is pretty 1mch te same ail the world over,
that is the civilized world. If that is so ail other muni-
cipalities, large or sima1ll, are exposed to the deleterious
influences that, Wa are told, are ai. wOrk Igainst the gen-

eoral weal of the people.
The question comltes home, are the Canadian cities and

tow'ns froc froin , or, are they in danger front the sinister
influences alluded to? It must be admnitted that in too
nany cases publie franchises and privileges have been

granted without sufi!cient, safeguards for the public .in-
terest ndv ithoult reasonable compensation tierdor.

In Montreal some of these valiable privileges-and col-
tracts will soon expire. As a matter of course, efforts
will bu itnade to have thenm renewed, and, as the city
expands others will doubtless be applied for. Ib will,
therefore, býe for the citiiens to apply the word of warn-
ing to others and in Lthe coming clections, as well as al
future oes, support only those candidates who can be
relied upoi to-alct ittdependently in all matters and not
as the advocatcs of coipanies whose interestl are diame-
trieailly opposil;e to those of the general public.

The municipal elections in Montreal nexi. winter will
be of' inore than usual interest from the fact thait there
will be four additional wards, each with its two alder-
MIn. This arises front tle division by the newi charter
of the tlirec largest wards. Already soue parties are

quietly takting time by the forelock, and feeling the way
in advance. It seeins to be too soon t begin the cam-
paign nowt, but the citizeits should be on the guard and
not pledge tieir votes until it is known who are to be cau-
dlidates, whother new or old.

The main object of all shouild be to mnake sure of a
suflicient nutmber of reliable mcn being elected to the
Council te ensure thait the good element now in efli

Council w-ill be periantently in an overwlelming majority.

DEPAITMENTAL STORE TRUST.

One of the phases of the trust movenment is lilKev to
ani organization to do unto the departmentl stores

what those conerns have (lone and are doing to tlhe
smaill retailer. A prOject is ainoned to establisli a
colossal organization with $50,000,000 capitai, which will
operate a number of emporiums of the depamental
store eliaracter but on a much larger sale. One concer
wvouId be sullicient to do the .eutire retail trade of a
snall town in every branch; so that all the present stores
in such a place woild be closed, ifI thtis trade imonster de-
cided to settle there. 'In a City like this, One of these
establishments oi the scale whihe is projectecl would
absorb every one of the present departimental stores,
and5 witlh then. would be closed up a munber of the
smaller stores. The idea is to do away with wholesale
houses by making one of these new stores a distribultor
of al classes of goods alike te what few retailers would
b left and to inidividual custoners all over the country.
This vast scheme is said to be not famoured by a.iiiniiber
of departmental store proprietors who lave. been ap-
proached, w'ho do net like the'prospect of their estab-
lishment being made into mere branches of -a ent.ral
0111. But, if the organizers of this prodigions schemle
lor centralizing trade mcet with encouragement from
investors and froin proprietors who are willing to s-ll
ont, we shall sec a more startling change made in store
business than was made by the departmeintal systeli.

The woollen indtistiy owes its continuanîce aiidwel-
lare tothe liscal policy this journal lias always favohred,
and whicli is now ithe policy equally approved and uipheld
by both political parties. The claiin is made that the
woollen trade las been helped 'by tlie arrangements of

the present Govermunent, whicl, howevei, are, ciîstmîetly
fi c the line ef protection to and encom:agement ef native

industries.

The banks are .left withî-
out the interference of governient in-
spectors, because their mnonthly returas
ire lieldto. be a sullicient protection to
thie public. But, if those returas are
diseredited, there vill be such an out-
cry for publie inspectors as will cause
the Government to adopt that system.

'The .circulation books of the Ville Marie
which are reported to have been mis-
laid and found in a disused cupboard,
might, or might not, throw light on the
extent of the circulation, just accord-
ing to whether the issues were kept
aceurately, or carelessly, or deliberately
oiitted entering. Every note issued

by a bank is niambered and should be
recorded just as specifically as a deben-
ture. When cancelled the note record
book shows this, when it bais been pro-
perly.kept, and the balance should show
the total namount of notes actually in
circulation, an amnount Vhich should
tally with the circulation account In the
bank's ledger. The concealient of the
circulation register would create a niost
unfavourable impression. Estimates
malde of thue value of this year's wheat
erop work out a total ahead of last
year by several millions of dollars. But
although the 'aggregate yield is doubt-
less iliecess of last year's, the defi-

ciency in Ontario being more thau made
up by the excess in -Manitoba, it is too
early to do any more than speculate on
the result.

Montreal, Sept. 7th, 1899.
A review of the past week in whole-'

Thera
are so many small concerns. who, oc-
casionally, to meet prices given them
andi supposed to be correct, reduce fig-
lires below whiat.in'sures a fair margin
of profit, that diflicutly vill crop uphere and there even though. an: under-

standing is reached. Paints are very
lirm and likely to advance. Thenly
drop in the list is in turpentine, which:
is 2 cents lower. The banner Wheat
yield in Manitoba has been almost en-
tirely harvested and saved in first-class,
condition. This will prove a wide ad-
vertisement for the new West, which ls
sure to bring good results. Settlers
in Southern lands will have their for:
mer knowledge of Manitoba as à land of
snow, rather rudely shaken on read-
ing the returns from that province for.
the present season. Woollen goods are
selling at top prices and greater'assur-
ance is given each week of a shortage
lu the world's supply of fine wool which
will cause vastly higlier prices for fine
wool goods by next summner. Failures
throughout the Dominion are few and,
for the most part unimportant. Pt-
troleum bas advanced 1 cent par gal-
lon for American and 1/2 cent -for Can.

Butter.-Quite a change has come
over the market wnithin the "past few
days, offerings being much larger.
