It.will
also manifacture automobiles, ind ivili turn ont in Canada
all the different styles of these carriages controlled by
the Anerican Bicycle Co., in the United States." The coa-
panies eomposing -the above are 45 in number. Should this

nterprise be carried through it would give to Canada tie
manfacture of wheels now sent in from the United States.

LAKE FREIGHTS.

-Fron present indications the comuing season is likely to
develop increased interest if not incrensed ciarges-in
American lake freiglits. The scareity of vessels during
teia present season antd the inîability to prevent a recur-
rence for next summer's growing trade will doubtless be
turned te good acconnt by those who noiw largely control
the bilk of the vessels. A Cleveland-letter states that lake
veseis capable of mlloving 17,7q8,000 gross tons of iron ore
in 1900 are already in the bands of the ore companies. These

are large figures and it nay be that no such anount of ore
ean be produced from the lake Superlor region, but it is a
ince. nevertieless, that theore companies have tiis carry-
ing capacity ivithin their control, cither through charter, or
ownership of-he vessels;,Tohn D.:Rockefeller's representa-
tives bave 6.300,000 tons of it. Miether:aill of this capaity
will be used in the ore trade or not is à question that can-
net be answered at this early date, but the situation is cer-
tainly one tiat sholid cause consilerable anxiety amnong
th shippers of grain and other comindities, coai included,
as the ore companies have it wihin their power te cause
hie great builk of this tonnage ta go up the lakes light if il
is possible to nine antd mnove on tie railroads thei unprece-
dientied record in ore oultput that is looked for next year.
At ne time in the past have the vessels been ticd .up te sea-
son contracts as they are for 1900. This ins due nainly to
the struggle between the Rockefeller and Carnegie inter-
ests for control of the great bulk of the capacity.

Some goods are guaranteed, the
owners or jobliers replacing unsold stock vith resh pack-
ages hefollowing season, but others are sold umeondition-
ally and such goods give the dealer mùost trouble.

The season of navigation is niw near a close, yet for
V1riQus reasons, no p oÿsý lias really been made in pre-
pariig for tlie great increase in the grain trade via the
St. Lawrence route, which was expected and promised
on the coimpletion of our fourteeu feet waterway-now
an existing reality: Why this is the case will shortly
becoine a live question, and responsibility for the failure
will have to be placed on the parties upon whomi it just-
ly falls.

If Montreal is to be the great entrepot for that trade
as we expect it to be, it must be provided with more ele-
vaLors and storage capacity than it now possesses. There

promises to be a revival of interest in this respect short-
ly. We .iay expect to see developmnents ýsoon that will
lead to somnething tangible for the-public to take holdf of.
.Iar too much valuable time lias been lost in this matter
owing to conllicting personal interests and, in the general
interest, these conuiiets should now ceuse.

Owing to the withdrawal of so many of7 the regular
vessels, fron their being chartered for the Imperial
service to. Souti Africa, and the discouragement of cca-
sional tramp ships by the unfair insurance discriminai-
ing rates to the St. Lawrence, there is- such a scarcity of
ocean vessels ai this port as cannot fail to reduce the
volume of exports fromt Montrealfor the reinainder of the
scason. This, however, isa only a tenpoarày matber.
It is all very well to say that it is now established by au-
thority that Montreal is the national portof the Domin-
ion. This being granted, it is incumbent on those in
the trade here to show that they eau rise equal to the oc-
casion and by uniting their efforts make it a manifest
reality by providing the accommodation necessary for
maintaining the cninent position clahmed for this port.

BRANCI BAiTKS ATTACKED.

In his address ati the Illinois Bankers' Association held
al Chicago, on 5th ult., the president, Mr. J. L. Hamil-
toit, Jr., inade a sharp attack upon tlie branch bank sys-
tei of Canada. This is a new departure, as it lias hith-
crto bean ustal for Anericau bank-er to speak of our
brancli banks with envy. Indeed the reason Mr. Ham-
iliton fell foui of our branci banks, at the recent Cou-
venitioti was, that, ''We have to-day, especially in the
Ensirn States, quite a nunber of bankers advocating
the system or brttaict banking, and the State of New
York lias goiti so far as to authorize State banks to es-
tablish branches." le went on to sho.w the probability
of a bill being passed to permit National bankers to es-'
tablish branches at pleasure. "Tiisý branci banking
systetm," saiid Mr. Ifailton, "is being advocated by al-
inost every banking journal in the country, and they calt
attention to systetms in operation in other countries, es-

pecially to that of Canada, atnd recommend for this coun-
try the saime systei." Canada is tius put in the fore-
froit as the chief culprit responsible for setting the al
leged bad extaple ta the States. A vicious example our
svstemtî vould inîdeed bc if it werd true what our critic
says that, "No greater caiamity could come to the Unit-
ed States thian the 'adoption of such a systemî."

Mt. 1amimilton charges tliat the branci system is meant
"to squeeze out all baiiks with a capital of less thma
$500,000.?, le asks, "How niany baiks are there in
this State, Illinois, thati euld compete, or would be in

existence ten years fron ow, if the branch banking plan
wras adopted?" Itaswr to te plea respectug the naa-

vantages of' branches enabling funds to be transferred

froi places whiere there is a sûrpius to those wiere there

is a shortage, thie economy of manageient, &c., it was
replied that, "the satme thi'g "dois'td-day with, far

less chances of loss to the parent banker," as no trouble
is experienced by banks in small places in raising money
from large cities if the loans in the locality are good.
Our critia says, "I notice that some of the parent banks
in Canada fail, and their branches go with them." From
the way this is expressed one would suppose the failing
of banks in Canada was as frequent an occurrence as it
is in the States. What are the.facts?

Every year more banks go into liquidation in'
the States than the otal number thiat have
failied in Canada ln the. last fifty. years.
In 1896, for instance, there were 37. Ameican
bianks went into volimtary liquidation, and 27 for which
the Comptroller of the Cirrency found it necessary to
appoint receivers.' That is, in one year as many Amer-
can banks faileid as there are in Canada. Those 64
banks which failed in the States in 1896 had an aggre-

gate capital of only $6,094,000, or an average of only
$95,220. lu 1896 there were 1,372 National banks in
the United States in liquidation. The banks, olier
than National, whieh failed from 1864 to 1896 num-
bered 1,234, their average capital being $43,463. Here
we have a record of 2,606 Annerican baiks which failed
in a period 'when the total nunber of liquidations of Ca-
nadian banks was only 171 Yet we are asked to believe
that the Canadian systein of branch banks under which
only 17 banks were liquidated in thirty years ls a weaker
one than the American systcm, under which 2,606 banks
failed in thirty-two years. The number of Canadian
chartered banks whieh have gone into liquidation since
Confederation in 1868 is, however, liable to give an er-
roneous impression as to bank failures in this country.
Out of the 17 whicl have gone into liquidation 12 paid
their creditors in full, so the number of actual bank in-
solvencies in Canada in the sanie period as there were
2,606 bank failures in the States, viz., 32 years, was only
five.

Our critic sneersat the Cantadini systeti of provid-
ing for the paymentin ful of note holders, which ie
says, "have to take what is left, after the notes are re-
deemed." This is involvel necessarily in any systei of
eurrency which provides special protection for the re-
detmption of note issues. Eithler the President of the
Illinois Bankers' Association an>roves of bank issues be-
ing specially protected, or, lie wishes bank notes to be
treated like other liabilities. If le takes the former po-
sition lie oughit not to have sneered at the Canadian car-
riency system: and if lie considers notes siouild be issued
without special protection he is utterly ait variance with
every sane banker in the world. The depositors iii those
few Canadian banks which have become insolvent have
lost so trifling a sui that, iad the noteholders been paid
only the saine dividend, the differeuce to the depositors
would iave been an inappreciable fraction. Had the
Únited States been provided with a system f brani
banks- similarly orjanized to those in Canada and Great
Britain it is reasonable to 'conclude tha it's nutmber ai
bank failires would have. been less by probably two
thousand, and the credit'of the whole banking systei
ofthe St'tes 'wotlbd have been as sound as is that of Can-
ada, inistead of being "blowi upon" by incessant1f fail-

The crific of our ban, h systîtm nay well ' ask

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ed?" Doubtless were branches of strong banks estab-

lished there wouldbe a ge clearance of those.munier-
os institutions which are conducting business on a capi-
tol utterly inadequate for the safe conduct of banking
business, of banks wholly incapable of providing for the.
financial needs of the local traders. There would have
been no sich worry and alarna in New York over sup-
plies of money for iiterior or harvesting purposes as

existed recently. The solid fact is that'United States
finances are constantly being disturbed because of the
wretchled currency systemn of the country, and the in-

capacity oi*Iie petty local banks to expand or contract
their business operations as promptly and econoiniÊã1ly
as is donc in Canada by the branch bank system.

We advise the objector -t our branc'lsystei toelòok
at the bank returns for the last few nionths* le will
find that, between July and September the banks issued
$6,410,00 additional notes, an increase of-16 per cent.,
and moade an enlargement of their loans by over this

large amount. Thus provided they mot a suiden demand
for currency and acconnnodation without effort or depar-
tiurefrom ordinary routine methods; the currency ma-
ehine ind2ed worked as quietly and accurately as a good
vatch. This niovement being so sure and so safe, and

so efficient, and so easy was owing to the branch systei.
T he sane moveinent in the Uniteit States ke'pt the

money market ii a- turioil of worry and exciteinent, as
hie Amnerican currency machine puls and blows and

groans like a worn out steam engine oo weak for its worAk,
which threatens un der imusual pressure to explode.

ENlQlUlRY INTO ONTARIO PUBLIC ACC0UNTS.

The new Premier of Ontario, the Honble. G. W. Ross,
and his colleagues, have taken a step which entitles then
to comuendation. l speaking of the Public Accounts of
Ontario we have on several occasions suggested their be-
ing examined and. reporiedi»pon by a coumittee of ex-

pert accountants faniliar'mîth the financial opeiations of
governunents and other public bodies, or large mercantile
irins. . We have advisedthlis course, as.it seenied to us
bordering on absurdity fo' a discussion to bc prolonged
year after year as to whether the Province of Ontario
but the surplus or no surplus question was the one over
eneh successive Provincial Treasurer, or, that such sur.-

plmus was a myth, as the Opposition asserted.
Manifestly such a problem was wholly beyond the

eapacity of ordinary mnembers of a Legislative'Asseinbly
to solve. There -ere other points chronically in dispute,
but the surplus or nor surplus question was the one over
ihich, for many years, the battle raged with more fury
than knowledge or wisdom. Into the fray there plunged,
every Session, nuinbers of menmbers on both sides of the
Legislàtive Assembly whose knowleclgc o. nocounts would

ot enable them to earn a living i a busincss establish-

One of thé most honest, as he was was also onc otthe
ablest òrities of the Ontario Accouts, who is now no
ire troubled with mundane affairs, confessed to us, that
his endeavours to get at the real position of affars, as re-
garded the great Surplus problem, inade him sick. Yet
liere is nothing. in the accounts of a governmnent to puz
la any clear-headed accountant, though, we must ad-

mit, that such accounts are not infrequently sO statei as
to sieken any one wlîo delights ta find ordierliness, clear-
mess, frankness, and intelligeqée, displ àe ia siatistical
statements. Th nostfruitful source of iddle in c
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counts is, an absence o a distinct grasp of this fact, that
aceounts have only two sides,,dpbitand credit. There
is. no middle termi in acouts Ter my be iteis
i suspense, items not classified, items nu nature, but,

whatever may be, their nature as contingenciesi they
stobe enrolled as either of a. debit or credit character,

either assets, or liabilities. Unless thon the mind of a
critic of: public accounts is quite clear on this vital point
he may go on quoting figures till Doonsday, and ail the
time be floundering about like a man in a dense fog, un-
able to take a straight course to the haven of a demon-
strated result. The very fact that every iember of the
Ontario Assembly dcided whether the Province had a
surpiusof .:severalmillions, or that no surplus at all cx-
"ited; according to his political views.on. other -iatters,
was enough to:show how near the discussion on the ques-
tion-borde.ed on the farcical. The Ross Governîment
has appointed a commission of bankers and financiers to
examine the books and accuits of the Treasury depart-
ment, who vill be asked to report on the bookkeeping
methods, the statements, the investments, and the assets
and liabilities of the. Province of Ontario. The report
of this commissioni-will be rawaited with great interest,
and, no doubt it will pass a final judgmenit on the great
Surplus queston, which lia's elicited more irrelevant and
inuddled speeches thai any subject ever discussed by a
Legislative Assembly

COURTEY 'IN IINORL WANTS.

If strict and cheerfui attention were always given-or
ekpected to.be given-to the minor details of the retail
trade, it would not be a point considered'worthy of ad-
vertising in the local paper that "Your little wants are at-
tended to with as nuch pleasure and care as we devote to
the lurger orders that cone before us." Yet such is the
wording, of an advertisement in a prominent Ontario
paper by a representative retail house. The little child
wlo goes for a penny purchase is attended to as promptly
and politely at the properly-governed store as the lady
who rides there ini.her private carriage. Anything less the
littl e child of the present day would not, or should nioti
expect. Yet in many retail shops theavants of the little
lady or gentleman of tender years are too of ten ne-
glected through elic need of strict attention to the well
known shop rules of waiting on each caller in turn.

Still, it is not always the little child who requires the
little purchases. In the gencral store it occasionally
takes as long to serve the customer who wants only a
certain size and make in a sewing-nachine needle;, 5
cânts worth of wire, or a spool of some particular shade
of sewing sillk, costing three cents, as the caller for a
bat or pair of kid gloves, on either of whieh igood profit
is likely to be realized. This want of attention to minor
sale is more likely to becomne apparent in the e ,ergt
-anxious assistant than in one whose înosb interesting

thoughts turn to the hour of closing. A caller for a
paii of shoe laces, :who is given pleasing attention while
ho hesitates, perhaps, before deciding between a three-
parterand a foÑquaerength, and thon bet een a
two-en pair amd a pair' of vh w+
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lie dues uoL spealouf. .hi time he is usiíg, thinks -of it
ne.verteless, and on leaving Lthe store carries, besides the
laCes, ail opinion of the store and its assistants that eau-
lot easily be elanged.

A case .in point-a case. of pens-may be mentioned.
A gentionan purchased a box of writing pons in a large
store receutly, a store-ot general[y known as handlinîg
stationier' sundries. On opening the box he discovered
he hadI but two-thirds 'the required quantity. le rû-
Lurned antd, nentioning the shortage, wns handei_au-
otier box in oxeliange. Again at lis desk, le inoticed
he had been -giv.en another style of peu to wl t he orig-
inaiilly IougltL. iletrning a second time lie was referreI
o hlie manage who,-assiiiig an-air or iuIîîredi inno-

cieensmidt: tWv arc not acoustoend te making inistaikes
in Ibis. estbisinent The purchiser, whenl referring
t o te.ni]er, siated he'd-go to Quebee or Toronto for
his n'xt box of ies, ratther talnil again paironize that
store.

The successful ice-deliverer will always be a
sueeessfL e ourler, as ie samne rale in the appucation of a
propelliig force w'ill apply to both In the case of.t ie
cirier, loer, i, there is always a friendly hand with a
besmaîî in it te sweep awray any obstacles, dirty or other-
wise,'te prevent the stalie reaching the tee, but the block
ori bliocks of ice is sent along te its destination, and
pa;ses over anything thmat may be in its way, no matter
i1w dirty it mutay be. Ii many, i£ net most cases, these
btocksi-emain for iours for passing dogs to saift at and
as stttubling blocks for pedestrians whose thoughts or
looks inay be for the itoient in other directions.

There is no reasonable excuse or justification for this
iisceemly mnanner of ice-delivery in Montreai. In the

great city of New York,, for exaiple, perlhaps mlore faimi-
lies are supplied witi ice in proportion to me Population
than ii any city ii tlhe world. There, .throwing the
blocks, on the sidewalks, te be left for an indefinite
period would not be tolerated. lu that City the ice is
carried direct froi the wagons and placed i. a decent
imannerteithor ou the stops or inside of the residences.
Why shoull that not be doue in Montreal? The prices
ciarged ini New York are ne higlier thanli they are liere,
but the question of charge isnot the main questioi, ra-
tlier it is ee of deceney and domestie, as well as public,
convenience.

The general delivery of ice for tlie season is now
p'etty ell over, alt ghrfamilies areinore andi, more
geiiing it he way of usi-ng it ail ticycar rouid. There
are imany companies nor. engagel iii tlie ice busiiîess
and beftore aotlier season for the general delivery conmes
rountid, it maight b found to pay thie imost enterprisinig
ontes te inaugurate a change in their imethods ef de-
livery and cause thé blocks to be deliveied on the top
steps of their customers' residences,a nd the door bell rung,
so that it iugit le taken ini wifltout any contaiiiationi
froi the street.

.1l is attention te nmalters like Ihis thal adld to lie
coinfoit and attractions of urban life, ald once Ie
ciange in tiis respecl is hroughiL ibout-aîs it suirely will
be before long-citizens wiil woudeur htow thlcy ever suib
tmîitted te tlie present systom of ice dclivery in Moittreal.

Numerous firns
all over Canada not only presented those of tleir em-
ployees who were ieaving for the seat of war with hand-
some giftsbut assured them of their situations being
kept open for then until their return, anu, assured them
also of their dependent relatives being prioided for in
their absence. Besides all this enthusiastic liberality
many firins effected at their own cost, insu-ane' on the
lives of their employees. To crown this outburst of
munificence one Canadian provided Sir Chailes Tupper
witli the means to furnish aci volunteer of the entire
continigent with life insurance for $1,000, and accident
insurance, in case of his being wounded, te ainunt of
$500. This operation was duplicated $y flie Federal
Government, se the mon are well provided for in lhis
respect, which fund, ie trust, will not betoucled.

Montreial has raised some $8,000 towards a fund for
providing for the dependent relatives of the local re-
cruits who have gone te the w-ar, so this is quite enîough
to show that the hearts and the brains of this city are
somd. But, it was a most unfortuniate thi-ng for the
authorities of the city to have shown by their apathetic
neglect of tis great occasion that they do net represent
cither the sentiments or the intelligence, neither the
liearts nor' the brains, of the people of this coîminrecial
inetropolis. This only cau be said inexcuse. The Ot-
taira militia authorities, mth scorn for tle proprieties of
sucb an occasion, fixed te time for tlie departure of lie
troops from this city at so early an heur. 7.30 a.m. as te
prevent a popular demonstration. But flic sanie irra-

TAXATION AND, REPRESENTATION..

Swann piiblic centroversy ha s prmg up over vhat
1e subnit is a faise issue an issue which iii faet hias no
existence here. A strong protest has been miade against
Canada bearing the cost of the South African contingent
on the ground that, as Canada has no representatioi iii
the British Heuse of 'Comnons, se ought not t bc
taxed to bear any part of the dost of a British war.

The principle is sound enough, but there is no exist-
ing condition to 'whicl it can be applied. Canada has
not been called ipon by theli home Governient to supply
troops for South Africa. The oiler malde by Canada to
send a coitingent to the seat of war was a purely voelu-
farv act by Canadà. The'Bri.iish Goveriimcnt gave ne
intimation that it. ivould expect such a contingent, ïmich
less demand it, ner, when it was offered, did the home au-
thorities demand that its cost be defrayed by Canada.
The wliole of the fuss then being made over Canada be-
ing taxed for an Imperial objeet wvithout her having a
Voice ini Imperial councils is a verv bad case of, «Vox et
praeteria nihil," or, ."i4uch ado about nothing."

When Great Britain demands our assistance by a mili-
tary contingent in a foreign wrar, and demands that we
hear the cost of such assistance then will be the time te Z
talk about taxation and representation going together.
Tinder existing circunmstances the eontroveisy nd the
ecitement it has raised are highly irrationl. As tlie

THon. Edward Blake said in a meinornble debate, "It is
finie to bid the Tevil good ioming-whîen von imoet
him." The'wh~ole grae and significnce ofi the Cana-
dian contingent for Soulith Africa arise froin its being a
spontaneous movement on the part of the people Of Can-
ada, apart from the Gover nt.

These officers
nie appointed'by the Governmient of the day, so that, by
stcli espionage, the authorities are able to hold a whip
over the he]ads of any class ofvoters they choose to hold
in subjectiohn.

-It pre-
fends tobo t thin it is nt f6r, prétendiig to-bé a se-
cet ballot system if is so airabged'as to e pissel1 bal-
lots to the observation of officials who, by it, are able to
recôrd how very elector lias voted, just as well as if
open voting were pracLised. Beyond the absolute theft
of tlie voter's ball>t; tle vrong donc to flie other elec-
tors; the fraud practised on the Logislature; and the de-
filemenit of a constituency by tainpering with ballots,
flicre is declaied to bie gross fraud pràctised upon the

party charged witli concocting thèse crimes. "An enemy
hat done thlis' is lou.dly proclaimed by the accu sed. Cor-
tainly no encny of a politiéal party could do it a fouler
w.i.oig thani u-njustly-to'iix upîn such· party the disgrace
ofampering with ballot boxes and ballots. Election
scandals, which disgrace Canada before the world, wilI
contiue.while the piesent hypocritical ballot system of
Ontario is niaintaiied 'as it suggests and facilitates fraud.
