While the fact that cas-
tor oil is nearly always adulterated has been known for-
some time, it has heretoforc been impossible to tell whajt
the spurious substance really was. © That it was a vege-
table oil, with searcely any impurity, was apparent, but
its"identity was ‘only ostablished after ‘many tests. It
has been discovered that mearly all the article which
passes for castor-oil in Indianapolis is really cofton-seed
oil, which is also used in imitating olive oil, but with poorer
results, it being easily detected. = When sold as castor oil
it is almost sure to pass without detection, as in smell ap-
pearance, taste and consistency it is almost exactly like
the genuine castor oil. The method adopted for working
the cotton-seed oil into the more expensive castor oil: is
simplicity itself when once explained. “The process con- -
sists simply of running the oil from one tank to another
and blowing hot air through it while it is being trans-
ferred. While the sale of this oil is contrary to the State
drug law, it is not regarded as injurious, and aside from
the fraud perpetrated on people who buy it for c'lstor oil,
no one is harmed

Cz\USES OF FIRE WASTE.

Although the fire underwriters have tried carnestly to
lessen the fire wasie, by insisting on protective cqmpmcnts
in large risks; have offered lower rafes al inducements for
the insl:{llutioxfuo‘f ithe equipments; have maintained, at
considerable cost, burenus and boards to promote the sci-
ence and improve the methods of fire protection and have
circulated informution on the subjeet, the negligence and
carelessness of individuals, the aceidents to mechanisms,
and the unforeseen aels of ineendinries, arc matters that
ire beyond the ken and supervision of the most cautious
and the striclest managers in the business.

‘Underwriters have no sure thing in anything.  What-
ever may be done fo fmprove a risk, a weak spot may be
left somewlere.  The possible weak spols m risks that
have proteetive equipments are indieated in the reports of
the success or Tailure of sprinkler systems that have been
colleeted by 1he Nutional Tire Protection Association and
analyzed for the ‘purpose of showing what may happen
and sngesling bebter eare and management of the systems
and water supplies and firmer grvasp of the engineering
problems involved. The faults vesulted in serions fire
losses, but the faiture of the sprinklers can be attributed
10 the peenliar conditions. The inclination of some wateh-
men to be slack over their duties, the carclessness of work-
nien, the thonghtlessness of individuals who onght to have
common sense, and the tendeney of inanimate things to
cause tronble sometimes are evident in many instances of
faulfs reported.

‘'he analysis of {he causes of failure in 32 cases, with at-
tendant fire waste, given in the “Insurance Press” shows 11
cases of water shut off from freezing, and other enuses,
and 21 cases of defective water servies of different kinds,
and negleet of walchmen 1o keep the service in ovder. If,
out of that number, walchmen twere negligeut in the num-
ber of cases indieated, the question for the sevious com-
sideration of every employer is: Can I depend on my watch-
man? One may have a very good preventive equipment,
but if dependence be placed on a watehman the system
may be thrown out of joint.

All ol these Tanlts should be considered by loeal agents
in their inspection of risks, - Very often the .wcnts in

towns and villages manifest little interest in the subjeets of
fire waste and fire prevention. The national association
for the advancement of the methods of the fire protection
is doing its share of work toward lessening the firc waste
—more than any stale or city government. “The cost of
maintaining the bureaus and bourds is borne by the stock
fire insurance companics. Under the system that they have
established, they have brought about more uniform regu-
lations governing the installation of automatic sprinklers
throughout the United States and Canada, and it has been
declared that that work alone is worth all that the associa-
tion has cost. ‘I'hey are developing fire insurance to a
more scientitiec and reliable basis.  The greater the inter-
est of local agents in getting at the causes of fire waste,
and suggesting to the insured better methods of preven-
tion, the quicker can the basis be established.

LARBOUR STATISTICS, 1899.

The last oflicial statement emanaling from the Har--

bour Board gives ll;.hé number of arrivals and tonnage of
vessels and the revenne of the harbour for this year as
compared with the previous ome.  Taking all things
into nccount, the vesult must be considered satisfactory;
that is, so Iar as {he volunic of business is concerned.
Lt must b(, borne in mind that the number of ocean ves-
scls arriving, and the tonmage was greater in 1898, than
in any previous year in the history of the port of Mont-
real, the arrivals being 8G8 with a tonnage of 1,584,072
tons.  T'his year the arvivals were 801, with 1,517,611
tons. hese ligures clearly denote the increased size of
the occan vessels that come here.  There is a shortage
of 67 vessels, while theve is on]y a slight falling oft m
the tonnage.

The revenue, of course, is the test by which-to prove
the volume of business passing through the port, as
everything, large or small, has to pay harbour dues. In
1898 the total receipls, up to the end of November, were
$263,364; for this year up to the same date the 1ecelpts

were $R64,565, showing a smnll mcleﬁu over the large’

creased $15,500 this year, over those of last year, whilst
the dues on’exports were $15, 000 less this yéar; than in
1898.

'I'his apparent falling off in the exports can readily be
accounted for. A number of the larger regular liners
had been. chartered by the Imperial Government for ser-
vice to South Africa, consequently they were withdrawn
from the St. Lawrence trade during the months of Oc-
tober and November,  As is well known, vesscls coming
West ave scldom if ever fully laden, consequently all the
importations were easily provided with space. With the
exports, however, the conditions are entively diilerent,
these are limited by the amount of tonnage available.
CGoing outwards the vessels are hlways loaded to their
Tull capacity, with cargo of one kind or other.

1t is to be presumed that the owners of the regular
lines made profitable arrangements for the vessels with-
drawn, bhut they did not replace them with temporarily
chartered vessels to keep up the full trade of the port,
as some think they might have done. Had this action
leen taken, it would have made the season of 1899 show
the usual progression as far as the shipping business of
Montreal goes, over that of the previous year. As things
drifted, much outward freight, that would have come
this way has gone, or will go, by rail to Atlantw ports
to Lhe Joss of Montreal.

The season was too far advanced when the regular
hn_els were withdrawn for, what are called tramp ships,
to come of their own accord. As a matter of fact these
tramp ships have not been sufficiently encouraged to
come to the St. Lawrence of late years, yet they are of
great importance as regulators if the trade is to expand
as it st Of Jate the tramps have been handicapped
in various ways. The dangers of the St. Lawrence have
heen magnified unfairly and unjust discriminating ma-
rine insurance has heen imposed.  Further, when these
vessls reach here, they have mot, of late years, had ade-
quale nceonnmodation set aside for them. TIn the geu-
eral interesh of the port these matters almuld he pul
right as soon as possible.

There lave heen comparatively few serious accidents
on the St. Tawrence river ronte dmlng the past season.
With all the improvements and aids to mavigation now
progressing from Montreal to the Gulf, it is only rea-
sonable to expect that the irade wﬂl continue to grow
more pidly in the future than it has even in the past.

Montreal can only obtain the- full benehi from this
likely to be increased trade by the ste’tdy and united
efforts of its citizens to plomote it.

e THE TRON AND S’l‘EEL TRADES.

One afternoon, at Dudley, England, in 1865, a nun-
ber of Black Country ironmasters, with a few friends,
gathered in a circle around an immense jvon tub which
was filled with molten iron which was run from a blast!
furnace near at hand. Into this a pipe was fixed through
which atmospheric air was forced at a high pressure, the
result being a splendid fountain cascade of fire-works
like sparks, which indicated there being a purification of
the metal by its grosser particles being eliminated, which,
broadly speaking, is - what is done when iron is con-
verted into steel.  Mhat experiment, conducted by M.
Pessemer, was the initial step in the revolution of the
iron and steel trade which has had sueh enormous results
by cheapening steel and so bungmg it into more general
use for all manner of structural purposes. Yet, of those
who witnessed that vemarkable experiment, there was
not one, save Mr. Bessener, who regarded it as being
of any practical importance to the iron and steel trades,
of which it was the initial turn in a complete metallur-
gical revolution. o' the cheapening of steel and high-
“I.ld(} ivon which followed, is attributable the present
enormous consumption and the adaptation of steel {0 uses
and on such a scale then not dreamt of.

The existing conditions of the iron and  steel

trades are stimulating projects for ~mining cast

1t is interesting
to hear, that from 175,000 to 200,000 tons of Newfound-
land iron ore have been sold for delivery carly next yeav
to Pennsylvania simelters.

- The Coats Company is declared to e,
“cquipped at every point, and prepared for everything,”
and has threatened the lEnglish Company that steps will
be taken to punish it severely unless its business is
brought into subjection to the rules laid .down by the
Coats Company.  This monopolising seheme is causing
{riction. hetween these organisations, and .a suspension
ol their working arrangements.  But, it is believed that
a truce will be declared shortly, and peace . cstablished
hy new working arrangements heing cstablished.  T'he
jperfecting of the combine organisation is not likely to
bring any veduetion in the prices of threads, the proba-
bilities point the other way, as is always the ease when'
eompetitors arrive at a mulual understanding.

‘I'he Couls Company has made a sccond large invest-
menb in the Fine Spinners’ Company, upon which it is
dependent for a considerable supply of the yarn it con-
sumes.”  ‘I'his new investment is another phase of the
combine movement, it will go far to give the Coats Com-
pany the control of the yarn production.

It is pointed out by our London contemporary that
1 new husiness has of late sprung up in the manufacture

of a cotton yarn which has the appearance of silk. The’

process is styled “mercerising.” The yarn is treated to

a bath in which caustic soda is an ingredient. The
finer the yarn the more silk-like the thread, and this
new product is in great demand.  Cotton dvess goods
arc on sale here made by this process, and in appear-
ance are so like silk as to he very deceptive to the eye.
It seems likely that the Coats Company has acquired par-
tial control of the Fine Spinners’ Company as a step to-
wards bringing the manufacture of this new product
under the power of the combine. . The phases of the
situation as they gradually develop are exciting great in-

terest in the cotton trade and among dry goods mer- -

chants generally, as prices can hardly fail to be affected
by the combine of thread manufacturers becoming a
more complete menopoly.

T CAUSE AND PROGRESS OF THE WAR.

Mr. T Schreiner, brother of the Premier of Cape Col-
ony, has published ‘a letter in which he states that 17
years ago he was invited to join an organisation, called

the “Alrikander Bund, the purpose of which was to se-

cure the expulsion of the British from South Afriea. He
proves that “lust for gold,” cannot have had anything
to do with the war, nor any desire on the part of Hing+
land to deprive the Transvaal of its independence, as the
gold ficlds were not known when this conspiracy was be-
ing organized, and “England had only vecently granted
the same.” Mz, Schreiner thus concludes his letter:—
“Uy object is to show that, not the British Government,
but the republics, led by Kruger, Reitz, Steyn, and their
co-workers, have been steadily marching on towards this
war, und consciously plotting for it, ever since the “mag-
nanimous retrocession of the Transvaal by England,
and cven before the goldfields were discovered.”

The Dean 'of Maritzburg has also published a letter in
which he declares that the Boers have been preparing
for war for 20 years. He writes: “They have apparently
brought their whole force into the field, having them-
selves no reserves to fall back upon. Their efforts must
consequently cxpend themselves in a short time, and
then let s pray that peace may be restored. ?  To-mor-

row is the 19th anniversary of the first shot bemﬂ' fired

Dby the Boers as rebels against Great Britain. So much

for the real cause of- the -war, which, so far as England ig
concerned, is strictly 4 defensive one.. Not-a shot has
been fired outside British territory invaded by Boers.

Considering the alleged population of the Transvaal
the number of Boer combatants is a puzzle. 1t has been
stated in a city contemporary, that Ingland is making
war upon a State with only 200,000 people. The ofti-
eial ropresentative of the Boers, Dr. Leyds, declares that
they have over 70,000 men in the field. - Now, in the
population of any country there cannot be more than 20
per cent. of males capable of bearing arms in a cam-
paign.  So that the number of the Boers must he gross-
Jy under-estimated, and, it the Duteh population of the
"Pransvaal, the whites, amounts to even 300,000, every
adult male must be in the fighting force.  'Ihis, how-
ever, cannot be so, as Mr. Jruger issued an order re-
yuiring those Boers who were on their farms to plough
and seed the lands of their neighbours who were invad-
ing a British Colony. The very large number ol Boers
at the front, and their cnormous stores of weapons and
other munitions of war, which must have cost many mil-
lions of dollars, and taken years to accumulate, and a
long period for the men to be drilled in their use, all
prove that the war was being deliberately prepared for
while England was wholly unsuspicious of such an in-
tention, or even possibility.  The revenue out of which
the war equipments were provided was not drawn from
those who are now using them against British troops,
but wholly from taxes levied on British subjects and
wmoney borrowed which they were intended to pay. Brit-
ish colonists are now paying the cuxrent expenses of the
Boers whose commissariat supplies are furnished by
those whese homes and farms are bemg raided to feed
the Boer invaders. .

How the struggle stands at this moment it is difficult
to say. "There have been a large number of brushes
with the enemy which have been very fatal and very in-
decisive. It is difficult to comprehend what is the Brit-
ish plan of campaign. Lord Methuen seems to be try-
ing to force his way to Kimberley against very serious
odds, being outnumbered, and engaged against an enenvy
entrenched in strong positions, who have the advantage
of being familiar with the local topoglaphy To ignor-
ance on this vital point was due the reverse under Gen-
eral Gatacre, and the better success of Methuen is partly
due to his having, in 1884, ridden all over the district
South of Kimberley. We do not understand, however,

how a commander could be so imprudent as to entrust

the lives of our brave soldiers to a native guide, who, if
faithful, might not have the skill to do what he under-
todk, and of whose fidelity and skill as a guide G‘-eneml
uatacre could have mo positive knowledge.

Looking at the campaign in the light of the Napo
leonic wars, it seems a mystery why so many scattered
detachments were ordered to engage an enemy not only .
stronger in numbers, but, who held almost impregnable
positions.  Divide and be conquered,. seems to have
been the policy of our Generals. The British Intell-
gence -Department also seems to have been mlserablyb
managed.  When the Germans invaded France in the
last, war, they Nad a more intimate knowledge of the
lugh\\_d)a and by-ways of France than the native officers.
It is now being, shown that the Boers ave better ac-
quainted with, the topoglaphy of Natal, a British colony,
than ‘the, natives; or the British military’ authorities.

A DRY GOODS VIEW OF THE
PREFERENCE.

BRITTSH

The "view we have expressed as to the effect upon
British hwports of the concession in their favour of a re-
hate of 25 per cent. on ordinary duties, is confirmed by
the experience of Mr, Caldecott, dry goods importer, To-
ronto. e veeently wrote to the “Globe,” stating that
the preferential tarift induces the importation of British
woollens #and dress fabrics to a remarkable extent. To
Yorkshire goods in particular it is giving a great lever-
age over those of foreign manufacture. In cotton goods
the same remark applies. It has quite changed the
‘proportion of the importation of cotton shoe laces from
Germany and England.  English goods, which had al-
most disappeared from Canada, are now competing with
aoods made in Germany.  In silks, it has enlarged Brit-
ish imports to a remarkable extent.  This testimony is
especially valuable, as heing hased wpon the experience
of a merchant in his own business.  We hope fo have
the opportunity shortly of dealing with this question
more. fully.. Meanwhile we may remark that English
manufacturers, as our advertising columns testily, are
hecoming n]l\e to the ﬂ(l\'nntfmes oftered them b\ the
prefer entml tariff for selling goods in the Canadian mar-
ket, amd Canadian buyers are learning where goods may
be profitably hought in the Old Country.

DR. PARKIN ON TEACHFERS SATARIES.

Dr. Parkin, the eminent Principal of Upper Canada
College, which is one of the largest boys’ sehools in Can-
_ada, hag heen “lalking right out in meeting”  Thid
eminent ednealionalist stands at the head of the teach-
ing profession in Canada. so thal his jndgment on mal-
ters relating to the school system carry great weight. On
the 6th inst., he addressed a large gathering of tenchers.
TTe expressed dissalisfaction at the publie sehool ‘systom
on the grounds upon which we have hased similar-eriti4
cisms in this journal. One of his vemarks was, “T'he free
school systam has pnnperiw'd the public mind in vegard
to edueation,” which is 'a paraphrase of our cnmmcnh
made in n vecent issue.

this judgment. The salaries of teachers are "overned
mainly by the supply of teachers, and the crowd of
young people who are anxious to sceure a school appoint-
ment is clear proof that the applicants ave satisfied to ae-
cept the salavy offered.  Dr. Parkin said, he was far
from satisfied with his own-salary, he intimated his in-
tention to give up his appointment unless it were raised.
Now, the proper course for him to take is, to enter upon’
gome’ other occupation if the scholastic sphere pays him
foo Jittle,  So with al) other teachers, if they can carni
more outside a school why should they Temain in one?
We should be glad to have every teacher’s salary doubled,
jusk as we should every other man’s income increaszd.
Poverly is no Dlessing fo the conmmunity, and a general
elevation of the income standard resuls in raising the
resources of thosz who are most favourably placed, as
well as of those who are on a lower plane.  When a
pillar is raised the senlptured capital goes up, as well as
the plainer hase ' '

What is nceded to raise the standard of teachers’ saly-
ries is, a eheck put upon the rush into the teacher’s call-
ing.  When candidates are in excess of positions, the
remuneration must go down.  What is called the higher
edueational system in Canada is chiefly a system for pre-
paring youths for a scholastic cavcer.  They ﬂcl their
preparatory edueation free, so they can hardly expeet -
to be handsomely paid in the ealling they have heen
graluitously prepared for.  The oceupation of a publie
school teagher cannot he very labovions, for there ave
thousands of this class who, while teachers, prepare
themselves for a professional curecr as lawvers, doclors,
or clergymen. A young man in a business office has
very ravely anything like the leisuve time of publie school
teachers, and never their lengthy vacations, or other holi-
dayz. If the average age of teachers were ascertained
it wonld be found that it was about 20 or 25 years. Very
few men are teachers after their 80th year, so that, either
the calling is fearfully fatal, or, it is recognised as only
u stepping stone to some other which is more congenial
or remunerative.  From this notorious fact we get an-
other one which is, that public funds, or private hene-
factions are being spent in training hundreds of young

“cholagtie ealling whieh the vast bulk of them
abandon in early manhood.

Considering, then, the cost of a public schoo] teach-
ev’s fraining and fhe howrs he i is oceupied, his salavy is
not so mean as Dr, Parkin affirms. Tt is certainly fully
up to iho standard of bank elerks, ov of those in husiness
offices.  The erowd of applicants for scholastie positions
and the positive craze there now s for entering .the
teacher’s ealling, are a demonstration that the salaries
obitainable are regarded as attractive.  As to lady teach-
ers. it = well known, that they pass throngh our sehools
in a steady strenm into matrimony, which, naturally and
hesaypable, they vegard as the, goal of their smhition:

Dr. Parkin and his sympathizers cannot raise’ teachers’
salavies one dollar a year hy publie  complaint .as. to
their inadeqnacy. . They minst do something to change
the nresent excess of supply to demand into a rdversal
order of disproportion.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

The President snid: Gentlemen, before moving the adop-
tion of the report T propose, as is the custom, to offer a few
remarks.

This Bank commeneed business in December, 1874; we
are to-day celebrating our twenty-fifth birthday, and T

- think the report snbmitted hy the Dircctors is one that

shonld bhe satisfactory to the Shareholders. Tt exhibits the
result of a quarter of a century’s almost continuous pro-
in material wealth and
strength, hut in growth of public confidence.

On the 30th November, 1898, the total deposits in all the
banks amounted to $246,002,000, and on the 31st October,
1899, aceording to the latest Government return,.they were
$272,837,000, showing an increase of $26,835,000 for the 11
months. Our proportion of this increase would bhe $704,-
000, whereas {he actual increase in ouwr deposits for the
year ending 30th November is $1,815,000.

The increase, in loans and discounts is still more marked
being $2,872,844, Our holding of munieipal and- railway
seeurities is increased by $216,941.

The cireulation only increased by about the same amount
ns the increase of paid-up capital. as we have been for some
time close up to our limit, and have circulated within the
last three months, over $1,500,000 of other banks’ bills.

Rates for eall money have advanced during the last half
of the year, hut the competition for the better class of
commereial business i so keen that discount rates have
not advanced in proportion. _

Your are informed by the report that five branches of
the Bank have been opened during the year. The opening
of so many branches in one year is a serious strain omn
the staff, as well as-on the nrofits of the year, as the pre-
liminary expenses of a new branch usually swallow up the
profits of the first half-year.

A very considerable reduction has been made in the
Tank Tremises’ Accouns by the present appropriation. The
Bank owns the offices in Winnipeg and Carleton Place, as
well as this building. These properties, as well as.the
safes and fittings, in nll the offices, are included in the
amount of $120.000 at the debit of Banlk Premises.

The coming session of Parlinment will probably be one
nf considerable interest to the banking cbmmunity of Can-
ada generally, as the wsual decennial revision of the Bank
Act is likely to come hefore the House then.  Ten years

ago veiy materinl 1mp1 ovemonfs were introduced into the
Act, miore espccmllv in the seehom relating to cirenlation,
bult .recent occurronces seem. to indicate  a neceqﬁlfv for
eloser control. aver the. iqsneq of .each Jbank, particularly
in view of the fncf ﬂm(’. each hnnk iz in a menstre vespon- '
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sible for the circulation of all the others. ~However, this
control may be secured, whether by means of the Canadian
Dankers’ Association, or through the Finance Department,
it,_is to be hoped that a measure will be devised, by which
the issuing of notes for eirculation beyond the lmits pre-
seribed by law will be decisively checked.

‘I'he huomber trade has been very active during the past
season. Almost everything fit for shipment has been sold
and moved out, and prices have advanced very consider-
ably, especially red pine and spruce lumber. Tt is just
possible, however, that prices may have advanced too rap-
idly and there may be danger of a reaction, The gquantity
of logs to Le taken out this winter may be somcwhat
restricted, owing to the scarcity of and advance in the cost.
of labor. -

Business of all kinds throughout the Dominion is active
and profituble, the people generally are prosperous und
contented, loyal to Queen and country and proud of form-
ing part of the" gxeat Imperial power of Greater Britain.
IL occurs to me, however, that the advantages rveceived
from the connection with the Mother Country are not suffi-
ciently appreciated. The very prosperity of the Bank, as ex-
emplified in the report we are considering, and the secu-
vity for life and property enjoyed by the people of this
country, is largely due to the protection afforded by the
army and navy of Great Britain, and towards the main-
tenance of which Canada contributes nothing. The feeling
is growing throughout the Dominion that the time has
come for some amendment to the articles of co-partnership,
and that we should cease to occupy the undesirable posi-
tion of talking all and giving ndthmg It is true, we have,

I'he lamentable news ifrom the seat
of war a few days ago, bad a very de-
pressing effeet on the London money
market, As we are preparing to go to
press reports ‘are coming in of a large
capture of Boers by Generals Buller
and Clery, which we fervently hope are
irue. Consols, on receipt of the Gat-
acre disaster, went down to 101, a
lower figure than has been touched
sinee 1893, when they were two points
lower. We are nobt of those who be-
lieve there is any rational ground for
parting with Consols solely because a
seetion of the British. troops in South
Africa have suffered heavily. The con-
nection to ms is not apparent, as their
seeurity is not in the remotest degrec
affected, nor their revenue,. while it is
certain as anything mundane can be,
that Consols will advance ere long
when the inevitable result of the war
comes into sight. The obstruetion of
gold exports from the Transvaal is
doubtluas a grave item, but it has been
largely discounted. 'Lhe situation is
suel as  always breeds rumours, which
need to be taken with a grain of salt
until authenticated. One of these was
that  Canadian banks were sending
gold to London, and another thaf, the
l..mk of France was lending aid to the
Lank of England, and  third that the
Bank was to secure  gold from the
United States. The two fivst were soon
shown to- be basecless, and. the third
has not materinlized, though it may do
s0.in the ordinary course, for gold ship-
ments, both ways, are. a common oc-
currence. The elevator question secms
approaching a solution.
