provided, that it iay be optional with the assured .to ac-
cept a policy or conitract of insurance containing a co-
insurance clause or provision when a rduction in the
rate for insurance on flie property described in such policy
is the consideration named in such clause, and wlien so ac-
cepted the co-insurance clause or provision shlnl be bind-
ing on the issured.

The practical rejection of Canada's effer to Trinidad
of reciprocity is to be regretted not so 'inueh because o
the iimimediatc results as for the evidceice it aîflords of the
extension of Uiied Stiates infhiîené in t 1W e uIdies.
There eau be little doubt tat this iinlhiciiie tlireatens to
so inîcrease in power as to beconc a imeince to the coi-
iîercial supreiicy cf Grcat Britain ini tlat region.
When introdlcing tlie proposal to cstabmh reciproci y
with that island, th Fiiiaînce Minister f:nkiy-admitted
tiat, "vCry litIle good had been accomîplishied" lby the
cflorts îmade by Canada to ilmprove trade wifthî the West
Inidies. He icknowlew1cdged that .the preferential tariff
of 1898 had not brought the hoped-for increase of trado.
H1e said jnhis ;Bildget speech: "Whlile we gave a perfer-
eice en lational groundsto the products of the West Tu,
dies, out neiglhbours to the South gave a pre ncice to
the cane slgar of tlie West Inîdics ini the form of counî-
tervailing duties and the record of trade witi these is-
lands had tlicrefore not been satisfactory."

WITH1- TH-ILE RETAILEIRS,

A general merchant who liad been away from his
store for a week on a purchasing expedliton, noticed on
reLurniing home the gencrally briglt and attractive ap-

pearaice of lis place of business and, as lie looked
arouînd, inquired what changes had lte store been. un-
dcrgoiig in lte iiterval. His head assistant honor-
ably adiiiitted ito effort in that ycgard, but knowing
Llroughî personal experience LhatL a week's absence
causes an invitingly arranged store to look more attrac-
tive to Lte person returning, Lold his employer it was
one of the secrets of business success. l'hat to become
Ltorouîglly famrtiliar with a store it wvas necessary to get
away fromi it. The eye and mind constanily 'reviewing
the slowly cianging array of goods become too familiar
witLh their appearance. Their real inerits, fron a su-
perficial point, grow less, until, as an attractive source,
tlhcy lire no longer visible to the person continually in
their muidst. To have onc's appreciation restored he
iiiust iningle for a tiine amfid other scenes.

A man who appreciates bis store and takes pride in
its appearance, bas a lcarl for more business and car-
ries his feelings into execution. A new natager, if a
capable one, prOves Ibis by ah once adoliting rules not
hitherto ini use. Many little minor ideas which could
easily have been conceived before are by him carried

out and improveiients planned sinply because, as a
nîew iman, lie lias ail his energy at lhis lingers' ends and
is nerred to a struggle with somtething ii which ho coes

lot count tle pains but only secs tie accomplislunent
ahîead. Wlat a new miian eau do, the criginal owner
ean do, if lie but iuakes up lis mind t go about iL with
etermin1tio0. The custotmters of a stare who notice

its proprietor making changes and improvements are at
onc endowed with miore confidence in the businuess and
in tlic real worth of what tliey buy. • Oi the contrary,
1 lie people who, tapproaching a store, sec the owner or
his assistait scannilig the paier or talking polities are
give[] a like chance of formtîing at once a poor opiiioi
both of te ian and his goods.

Th'ie aictioneci sells goods to people who could never
he pursuaded to walk -up to a coutnter aid purchlase
tlcmti loir the sane mîîoney. Why is thisi Because lie
ainnuniees a ;ilc anud, once lie ias the crowd before iiiii,
proceeds to tell of the good qualitics of whatever lie
olleis. It doesnit matter to lte auctioil,; vhetler [le
article is meritorious or nlot, lie tells ivhat lie thinks--or
is supposed ta think-it is w'orth and praises the good
qualities wlich it should have, if iL lias not. Many
who arc suiperior judges takc the auctioner's words for
grted, ith a little discount, and ti-us he succeeds. If
le did iot mnake an auiouitcemnut lie vould nLot attracit
a. cruud, ad tlie btter lie entertains and plcases theun
lte fartier lie can bring thtemii on future occasions. The
mlerclant looks nuot to tlie auctioneor's way of doing
buîsinîess, but as botht live by selling goods somte of the
arts prictised by the man who must sell within a given
time, iiiight well be considcered by hia to whon time is
correspoitdiigly abunidant.

The mnerchalit whose duties leep him continuiilly at
the counter, can keep his estinmation of his store lt a
miiiel ligher level by steady endeavor at display. Onue

io.ur's vork in draping the dry goods department of a
store lot usually given to sucih, will cause constant com-
ment and appreciation for weeks, besides assisting large-
ly in selling the goods and helping the geuneral business
by naking the store look more attractive. The only
il iference betwcen the labor attached to keeping the
large eity stores constantly attractive, aid uenticing trade
to the country general stores, is that ia tbe former the
order is given by a manager who eau then turn to
soinue other duty, knomving il will be carried out. The
country muerchant is under nuo sucht stiici discipline and
gencrally requires to lake a. ianid and assist if not en-
tirely aecomplish thtese tasks. Often het doubt v b e-
ther tle tiie and trouble are repaid causes hesitation in
the latter but in the case of lhe city store this is not con-
sidered. Consequently the one is always .found attrac-
tively .neat and invitinig while some af the other are
sometines found wanting in tiis respect. A man ill-
dressed on soie occasions is coisidered in thiat liglit,
and the store that sonietites shows need of imuprove-
mont is regarded in a like maier.

AN EPIDEMIC OF DEFALCATION AND FRAUD

Witliin the last year or two there have been an extra-
ordinary nutber of defaleations by officials in conficenl-
t ial positions, and tatds coitted du banks and other
publie institutiois. Altlhough this city, ias had no
monopoly of such ciimîes, it lias' certainly had nore
than its share of such dishonom' An assistant cashier

------ -................
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at the City Hall was sentenced this week ta six months'
imprisonentfor embezzlemîent. 'Tlie ci j'snbuildinig
ins p ector has been charged with the same oli-etce. The
superin.tendeut of the city water works has been dis-
mnissed for misappropriations of civic property. ie
market inspector has publicly charged a number of ai-
deraien wili fraudulently blacknailing applicants [or
the tenancies of stalls in the city markets. In sen-
oneing Lamiarche, the City ilall emiibouiIer, the Judge

said, il was known to him that sucli frauds had been
practised for years, but the prisoner was the lirst to be
prosecuted. Whether intended or not, the remark re-
flects most seriously upon the civic administration.
t1ere then we have no less than eight peroins, who held
oflicial civie positions, eharged with crime.

Il the banking sphere thore lias been on3 ex-manager
coinitted to the penitentiary for rubbing a baik in this
city, and a young teller has pleaded guilty of the saie
offence. Another bail was defrauded last year of a
larg siun by a conlidential clerk, and o-n of ils tellers
in the Toronto office, Who lias confessed to an -embezzle-
ment, is believed to have also stolon a package of notes
to value of $10,000. Another of our city banks has been
defrauded by a visitor who is lield in Chicago as a pro-
fessional swindler. The latter case is one of many in
which our citizens have been robbed by visitors who, by
aristocratic pretensions and "putting on style," as Lthe
phrase is, accomîpauied with a plausible address, man-
aged bo secure the confidence and the cash, or the goods,
or hospitality of the unwary. The readiness with which
sonie of the jeunesse doree in this city mhake friends,
wvithout any introductionu, with pretentious visitors who
claim to be titled, or to have distinguished social con-
ueetions, is not credilable to thei. coniuon sense. The

- eadiness, toO, viti'which they invite sucih strangers te
Lheir parents' louses, and. practically guarant-ee their re-
liability to hotelkeepers, storekeepers, and others, by
openly associating with ithem in publie places, is dis-
ereditable, it lias helped professional thieves to obtain
goods and cash, and to run up hotel bills, which have
nover been paid. Some of our young men, if half as
sinar as they fancy theiselves to be, would know that
men of tille and social distinction never travel without
letters of introduction and cash, or some better proof of
their respectability than what is called "style," which is
a more compound of sublime impudence, audacity, swag-
ger, a fashionable suit, and an oily tongue.

lu another spiere a defalcation lias been discovered by
which a financial company in this city may probably lose
sone $40,000 to $50,000. A clerk in a departnental
store here was recently convicted of this crime, nd
there have been several officials, all young men, who
bave been redcntly disnissed for irregularities with the
cash in their care.

Qan the cause of this painful epideiie cf crime be
traced? At this time scarlet lever is very prevalent ini
this city. This disease is known to have its origin in
the miasma arising flrom filthy streets and laines. Whence
lias come' the financial, moral miasma iyhici has created
the emb1lezzlemcnt epicleilic? Several of the guilty vie-
tiis have confessed that they stole money to carry on
or cover theiroperations as gamblers in stceks.' Others
who have not revealed the secret of their tenptation, are
known to have speculated in mini:ng stocks. Du'ring
the last year or two there has been a rage in tiis City for
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tiis forni of ganbling. Facilities for carrying on this
langerous ganie have mtultiplied. Represu tations have
been sîead broideast that money coulid be coined by
speculation in miining shares. The bait was so tenipt-
ing anti the hook so skilfully hiddeinthlat scores of
gidgeons bave been cauglit. The gtn o.ur of large
gains bas blinded nuinerous miniig stock operators to
the,terrible risk rin by using the inoney of an employer
to pat up inargins, or to cover losses. These stocks havé
been liké an ignis fatus, in pursuit of which foois have
rushed into tie bog of crime.

UNCLE SA)l AND THE SULTAN.

There is trouble between the United States antd Tur-
key, which is causing considerable exeitement in Eu -
rope, as it will on this side, uniess One or ilier pow-er
backs dovn. Somue five years ago the \mtîerican is
sions in Armenia, at Marash and Harpoot, w\ere attack-
cd by the Turks, the property of the tssionaries being
destroyed, thenselves assaulted anîd a nuiber of their
Armenian adherents assassinated. A storma of anger
arousedi by these outrages swept over tie States, which
blew also with soine violence in Canada. An indigna-
tion meeting was held in this City, the speakers at which
denouneed the European powers for not. avenging the
wrongs of the Christians in Asia Miner. President
Cleveland was called upon by nlumierous meetings held
in the States and by a large section of, 'the Aiericanl

press to send wvar ships to the Bosphorts to demand
redress froin Turkey. 'Tlie Europeai powers intiliat-
ed displeasure at such a proposal, so the stori subsided
by the States backing down.

The American Minister, however, at Consiutianople
asked the Sultan to pay $100,000 for aiýL danages done
by lis subjects and troops to Aniericans and tiheir pro-

perty in bis dominions. Tle Sultan got this claim re-
dutced to $100,000. He then forinally agreed to pay
tItis triling sum as an inideiunity. Unâcle Saim accept-
cd his promise to settle the affair.on this basis, instead
of spending a few millions in upiolding the dignity of
of tie Republic as was threatened, and, as would liave
bleu done, but for the powers of Europe intervening to
protect Turkey froIm rigitcous pinislinent.

This created a situation1 which is ai exceecdingiy grive
oee for the States, One, too, wiiich lias a timaely biearing
on the Transvaal question. The dnty cl' protecting
the property and lives of its citizens whiie residing in a
foreign co1ntry-is one whiel bas always bce recognised
by nations. "Civis Roliiantus snI (i tai aRoian
citizen) expresses a prineiple whichi no power cati ignore
witbout huniliation. The Sultan, in 189, having
learnt that tie Uinited States aclre noL enfore tleir
claim lias ever since ignoreïd all1 demaunds for a settle-
ment. The Amenrican Anbassador.lias withdrawafro
Constantinople, but the Turkish one tit Washingtonî
still remtains, so, tioiigh ie quarrel is ie, tiere is n0

rupture threatening bostilities. Were Amierica to seize
a Turkish port tie maissionaries in Arnenia vould pro-
bably be massacrcd. As too there are millions of iso
lnaimedans in lite Pilipines, ho would revo]t.wcre
the Sultan attacked, the dilic lity in that region would
bc extcmely aggravated. Englai woilcl not inter-
fere were the States to enforce the claim against Tin-
key by seizing a Turkish port, but cernmaiy and Rus-
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sia would, so the States are in a miiost embarrassing di-
Jemmiiiia. tussia, uider a treaty ovur a century old, stilli
clains a prottorate over all Ulristians ni tLie Turkisl
Enpire. Whnl this 'TJreaty was pleaded in a Mnemor-
able dispute Lord 1Pabînerston politely told Russia to
mind ils owna business, which iL did by preparing for the
Criiieanu war. Whether Mr. McJinley would take as
lbold a staud if Russia iiiterferes in the present quarrel
remails to be seei. If ic Sultan refuses to paiy what
is deianded and what lie agreed to pay, the States iust

icther conpel paymoent, or suirer grave humiliation. By
backing (lown the Republie would proclaii to the world
that it is unable to protet ie lives and property of
Amuerican citizens iii Europe.

'Jle bearig of this alrair on the iTrasvaal aifair is
close. England is at war to iliuitain the principle,
tiaLt every nation must slield its subjects fron outrage

herever tley are. I the liUnited States acknowledgas
its i.ability to discharge tLhis duty they will have to en-
dure the taunts and lthe derision of all other powers.
'They would be told that the Monroe doctrine lias tvo
sides, If no European powcr is allowed to interfere
with territorial questions witlhin the sphere of Amcrican
iniluence, then the Amcerican nation mnust confine itself
within fiat sphere and not interefere by force with Eu-
ropean territory, or the possessions of an Europeani

potenî tate. It is iiost lantable that Ili the civilized
powers did not unite to restran 'Turkey froin suich sav-

es as gave rise to the present trouble.

political oppoieiits of the goveriniiiet had their eyes
gouged oUt im werc turned alrift to live on clarity.
ILI otlier Illepiblics hie towis of Lodi aid Crciia were
razed to the grouid, the City of .Milan rcducéd te a heap
of rins, and ihe maany thousands of the citizens of Be-
logina driven fron their hoines. ''hose horrible bar-
barities were puiisliiuieIts ifilicted on political oppon-

tls by republicai rilers. The 1amp of libcrty in E-
rope was quenchled in a str'eamli of blod in the namne li
republican freedom." Later on a republlican chief Cis-
solved the Parliament of Englnd by force of amis

'le "!ŽortI American eview" contains an article ii
whicli the writcr shows that the pro-Boer sympathy
shîown in the Ulnited States is partly based upol "la-
trld of Great Britain," but chiefly lias no other reason
thanl that the Transvaal calls itself a "Republic," while
Great Britain calls itself a "Monarely." ie regards
the mass of the people in tlie United States, and evei a
large proportion of those who consider theiselves to be
edueated, as so entirely ignorant of ancient, mnediaevai,
and modern history as to regard a Repubic as eces-
sarily a "government of the people by the peopl.e." Out
of 20 existing Republics there arc only two to which
thiat title ean be fitly applied, "the others are either ab-
soluite miilitary despotisims or mere oligarchies, in which
a simall inicority of the people imonopolize all fle pow-
ers of government, while the great mass aie little. if
any, better than slaves."

Aierican symnpathy with republies is eviclently lased
on fhe illusion that lie luere naine of republic gives Che
people a real voice in the governient of tleir cointrv.
'iis sympathy is -eiliatieally nlot justificd by tlie kini
of treatmnent wh'iichî the people o' the inited States re-
ceive at the hands of the so-called republicin governl-
Ients. 'ihe "Revie" article says, there is not a re-
public in the whole world, not even incilding France
and Switzerland, in wbich an Amnerieian citizen is as
justly and lierally treated as lie is under the monarcli-
ies of Demnark, ].iolland, Belgiin, and Great Britain;

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TE PROPOSED TORONTO EXKTBITION.

A depiitation reprepsenting the ëity f Tordioto and a
variety of Ontario interests reéently waited on the Gov-
ernment t Ottaws to solicit a grant ef $1 00,000 tbwaàds
an exhibition at Toronto. The Premier gave no defin-
ite promise, but, froin the teneur of 'his rply, re regard'
the application as likely to be granted. Assiàtance
would be given by the Provineial Government as 'Well
as by th.e Corporation of Toronto, if the Federal a .-
thorities encourage the enterprise by a griint. It was
1mfortunate for the rôphial to bold a Doniinion Exhi-
bition in tis city to have endeci. in a fiasco, mainly W-
ing to the jealousy of other cities and the indifference of
the Ottawa Government. At the time, however,'when
the schene )vas proposed, the new goverument was fresh
in the saddle. It was under a mandate from tIe people
to retrencli and economise. Depression was still weigh-
ing upon' the spirits. of the country. Since then trade
has revived, the public revenue bas enlarged by leaps
and bounds, an enormous surplus has been piled up, so
the chances arc favourable for a slice of it being dc-
voted to assisting:the Toronto Exhibition. The remark-
able success achieved yearly by the annual displa'y at
Toronto proves that city to have net onlir special attrac-
tions and facilities, but also a highly enterprising and
skilful body of citizens who understand how to manage
such an affair. It is useless crying over spilled mrilk,
but it is inuch to be regretted that, from a variety of
causes, the holding of an annual exhibition in Montreal
bas had to be abandoned. All the buildings, but one,
have been cleared away and net a whisper is heurd of
any niovenent to replace them. While rcgretting that
this city lias lost a golden opportunity for holding an ex-
hibition that would have been of great local advantage.,
we bave nothing but praise for the enterprise of its pro-
moters and managers, and good wishes for-the success
of the one being organized in the Queen City.

A CUSTOMS RIPPLE.

Importers of vestings from manufacturers in Spital-
fields have had some little discussion latterly with the
Custons appraisers in respect of tlese geods which so
closely rescmble the French'article that it is next to im-
possible to distinguish between them. Fancy vestings,
which went out a few seasons ago, have again come inte
vogue, and having formnerly been cliefly imported froin
France, the Customs people wre "'nonplish edc" over the
matter. The efforts made te introduce German and
Swiss goods here lave not been successful. owing te the
wide difference in quality. The agent of the English
firns, nho iras recently in Montreail, was ible te give
satisfactory explanations to the auîthorities, and all is
quiet again. This is one of th e cases oftreuible arising
from the pretferentiail tariff.. There is good grouni te
suspect tiat goods made in both France and Germ ny
have dqeon admitted under that tfriff, they having been
shipped through England. But our importers have been
ne party te such n evasion of the Custom, law. If this
has been done tie certificate decla ring such goods to be
et British origin lias been sent with the goods by the
English exporter, who mnay have signiei it under a mis-
appreiension. We should be glad te hear of there leing
a large demand for Spitalfielis goods a Free Tradec
brought the direst distress te the weavèrs of that district.

DID MR. TARTE MEET DR. LEYDS?

Thetfamous problem, "Who struck 'Billy Patterson?"
rMains, as it is likely ever to remain, unsolved. An-
other iuëstion bas aris2n equally puzzling. The "Ca-
ialien GCzette," piblished in London, England, gives
the following incident as having occurred t a reception
given by M. Delcasse, in Paris, on the 3lst March: "The
Caiadien inister was a guest; so aiso was the notorious
Dr. Leyds. Mr. Tarte and Dr. Leyds had a long talk
together, ,nd w'e believe the Transvaal representative
learnt imucih to astonish im as to th e- freedoma enijoyed
by French-Canadians rinder Britisi rile. 'My dear
Dr. Leyds.','said Mr. Tarte, in ecfet, 'I am myself the
son ofa reble]; mry father rosé with Papineau against
British rule in 1837. See what we FrenciCanadians
are under British nifle. You will, of course, be beaten;
you will be crusbed. *Why don't you accept the inevitable
likce sensible mon, and enjoy. it-enjey th- the freedomn
of your owni institutions under the British flag?' Dr.
Leyds' reply is not known,. but ie seemed not a little
impressed." The "Ciiclian Gazette' also was deeply
impressed by the incident, as is shown by its devoting a
leading article to the affair. IHere we have all the
details isivilly regarded ls evidcnce of truitfulness in c
report. The words alleged to have bee-n used by Mr.
Tarte- are piecisely those we should expect from hima
under the circuimstances, and they arc higlly creditable
to bis conmion sense. Yet., on the 18th instthe Hlonble.
Mr. Laurier, speaking in the House of Comnins, spoke
of this incident as unworthy of credence! It ivas only
an "alleged interview," it was oe of the tales got rip te
injure Mr. Tarte, the interview was entirely -unknown to
the Government. We must leave it to the "Canadian
Gazette" to explain iow such an "alleged interview" got
reported in its columns. Whoever wrote it ias eminent
dramatic talent, for the words ascribed to Mr. Tarte are
Tarteian to the lest degree. Did Mr. Tarte ineet Dr.
Leyds? That is a. great mystery. Sir Wilfrid practi-
cally says, "No!" and ie is "an hon rabe inan"

THE LATE:PHILADELPHIA CON GRESS.

The anti-Canadien spirit of the promioters of the
Philadelphia Commercial Congress, just closed, was ex-
posed ni protested against in this journal when the
scheme was lainched. Those who doulited the ac-
racy of our diagnosis have now reason to change.their
mintds, as the managers have voted to expunge from the
record of the proceedings all resolutions ioved by Cana-
dians and to suppress aill, the papers r'ead by Canadians.
Wc arc not surprised at this pettiness of jes iousy, nor do
we envy the chagrin of those Canadians who, by faise
pretences, were inducedto visit the Philadelphia show
and prepare papers for the Congress. Such gross dis-
courtesy has no parallel in the history of exhibitions, nor
is it likely to have iin the record of future ones. 'Phila-
delphia has set a precedent which no other city in the
world vould be shaneless enough te follow.

MONTREAL WIOLESALE
MARKETS.

Montreal, April 26th, 1900.
The life usually apparent with the ad-

vent of navigation on the St. Lawrence
is seen this week in the erection of
freight sheds, etc. Ocean vessels are
expected to-day. Values have under-

gone but few changes during the past
wcek. HLardware has been subject to
heavy attacks in the Unitcd States,
w'here wire nails have been reduced $1
per keg. Latest dispatches, however,
madicate a sustaining of prices in steel
and iron. Efforts on the part of infu-
ential parties to gain control of large
plants is thougt to be mainly respon-
sible for the drop in wire goods and the
market here has not been so far affect-
ed. A decline of 5e in turpeutine and
an advance al Se in linseed oils have
been the chief features of the week.
Dairy products are lower, butter espe-
cially. Other goods are steady.

-BUTTER.--The market has been very
unsettled all this week, and prices have
fluctuated more quickly. Buyers are
inclined ta hold off and the business
passing is much lighter. Values have
dceclined fully 2e to Se per lb. Choicest
creamery bas been offering freely dur-
ing the past 24 hours at 16,4c to 17%c,
wheCreas,-in the early part of the week
19c to 20c, was asked for the same quai-
ity of goods. The.tendency is decid-
edly down-ward and 'the expectations
are to see still lower prices before the
weck closes. Dairies are also in much
larger supply and are to-day bein'g of-
fered at 15e to 16e lb. The marekt is
overstocked with roll butter which is
dilicult to sell, being oalered at 12e to
131½c per lb. Old creamery is still in
liberal supply.and is quoted at 13e ta
15c, but buyers look for a 12e price as
