CHANG1e IN PACIFIC FREIGUT RATES.

Tea importers are considerably interested in the result
of the recent conference of representatives of transconti-
nental railways and Pacifie steamship companies at San
Francisco. Pacifie Ocean freight rates ha.ve been re-
duced within recent years to a non-paying basis, and very
unsatisfactory results have transpired. Montreal impor-
ters have often protested again delays li goods, but their
letters'havA ouly brought replies solieiting patience on
their part, as the brokers were unable to ship on expected
date, owing to non-arrival of vessel whieh had souglit
other ports for better paying mnerchandise. This only
brought deioralization further by extending it to the
retail trade, wliere it is not possible to vait a month for
goods iurchased for iemmediate delivery. Eaeh company
or stensship line seeied to do pretty nuch as it pleased,
and the war continued, making the situation liopeless.
Shippers and the publie generally desired an end put to
thé situation, so the ide wvas formed to hold a confer-
ence. 'The neelting lasted a week, with 1. J1. C. Stubbs,
Vice-President of the Northern. Pacifie Railway, in the
chair. Mr. G. M. ]osworth, General Traflie Manager of the
C.P.R., who reeontly returned states that the conference
Nas a success. An agreoment wvas reched to remain in
force until Jaiuary .next, and signed by representatives
of ail the companies pr.esent. On tea the rate will b .1%
cents per pound for the future. instead of 6-10ths of a
cent, as heretofore. It wras originally (i cents a pound;
in recent years it was 3 cents; then it fell,m througlh rate
cutting, to the figure mentioned. Matting vill be t¼
cents, instead of % cent, as hitherto. The rate on silk
remains uiichanged.

A pleasing feature of this arrangement to te imnpor-
lers will b that better service -will be inauguratei and i
orderinîg goods thîey wvill at least ]cnow where they stand
tihough tlicy Iave to pay for it.

questions at the annual mîeetings that would have so
probed its affairs to the bottomn periodically as to have
kept the nianagemient within safe bounds. To prevent
stoekiolders attending annual neetings by holding
them on days when.i is inpossible for mîany of then
to be prcsnt is a imost objectionible arrangempent. It
practically deprives soie stockholders of their vote in
-appointing directors to represent thein It shuts off
t[heir annual opportunity for criticising and enquiriag
into the mlanner in- which the directors, as their repre-
sentatives, and the staff as theirservants, have severàlly
disciarged .their duties i: th pastL year. There arc
ex-bank presidents in lnited States peiteintiaries who
w oulcl have beon saved their terrihle downfall from
wealtli and honour to poverty and .slame had share-
holders exercised tlei.r rights to attend annual ncet-
ings and enquire ito thcir own business.

We have lcard of late iuch of what an "oligarcly"
is, for war is a great schoolnaster Its evils as a foilm
of goverinent led up to the war. IL would he ï vell for
shareholders in joint stock conipanies generallyto on-
sider how far ut is desirable for theni to so far abandon
their privileges by i on-atten dan ce ait ann ual ni eeitigs
as to put an "oligarchy' in absolute contrl of thdir
institution, in vhich they hold a franchise. IL' W:oild
.be well ailso for all bankers, especially those who are
interviewing the Finance Miuister ùi regard to the naw
Bank Act by which their chrters will be enowed, n
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for bank stockholders generally to suggest some amend-
ment by whjich the sinmultaneous holding of a number of
bank meetings would be avoided in the future.

T1E LAST SCENE OF THIE LAST ACT OF

TRE WAR.

Presiing that the news is authentie the British
troops are now in possession of Johannesburg and Pre-

toria. iere are yet enough arrned Boers ou the fron-

tier of the Transvaal to give trouble for some time if

they are so disposed. But, practically, the War has

endled without the sanguinary struggle so generally an-
ticipated in hie last diteli. Soine of the greatest achieve-
monts of a comiander are at times won by the moral

power of his prestige. The Boers have evidently learnt
to fear Lord Roberts. If they had hall one atom of
wisdomn they would bave renlized bow insane would he
any attempt to drive the British out of South Africa, as
they have been preparing to do for many years. This

.Unbitioii is now as authentie history as the story of its

collap)se.
The vhol affair of hie Boer movement sinîce, for

iheir self-preservation, tbey invited the protection cf
Great Britain, and nceepted her suzerainty, up to fLhe
time when, with unparalleled baseness of ingratitude,
tihey turned upon their carly proteetor, and commenced
organizing for the purpose of seizing her possessions.
Natal ind Cape Colony, then, in their madness, ordered
British troops to be withdrawn, last Fall, froin a. Brit-
ish Colony, every stage of thie moveient evidenced the
stupidity cf ignorance, os te its inevitable outcome.
With Mr. Krager and bis clique's religions fanitieism
we have no quarrel, bmt, if tbey hid devoted themselves
to the study of modern bistory hali as assiduously as
they did to ancient records they would bave raised their
country far bigher in moral, financial and inaterial

power and influence (ban idioticlly conspiri:ng to seize
two British colonies by force of armis.

W canneot but suspect fbat fhe conspirators were en-
couraged to pursue their enterprise against the British
Empire by some one or otier of the powers of Europe.
Ulnd flic Bocrs ben ible to time tieir insolent ultima-
tum, by whbîcbi Chreat Britain was ordered Io clear out cf
Natal,w n tlie old land was ecgaged in a serious war. or
vas on the eve of a great con flict, their enterprise

would have succeeded, ani the flag of England to-day
woi(ld not bave been flying in any part of South Africa.
Tiiat was flic Boer gamne.

Happily for tieiselves, happily for flic Empire, hap-
pily, (ee, for fhe world's pence a·nd progress tbe states-
men cf or rent Bitilain were no novices at such play. Lred
by Mr. Chamberlain, (bey "forced flie handl" of the Boer

gamuestors in timeto so "confoud tilichir politics," ,nd
"frustrate tliir lnavish tricks." (bat "Godi Save 'lue
Queen" is now exultingl riging out from the enemy's
strougholds in alil fh pride aind all the thankfu:noss of
triumîph.

To Canada peàce will be intensely welcome. While
our brave troops w'ere winuing Laurels which will b
ever the pride of tlcir country, little thought w'as given
to the hones sacdenedi by their absence, and the hearts
eruîshed by their ca.lami(;ies. We connonw turn from
tle ficld of foreign battle to tlie field of bomoe suflcr-
ing. Those who bave given their lives t their coun-
try, as an integrail part of le British Empire mst be

honouored by all that can -honour dead heroes. The
families bereaved, or afflicted, must be cared for gener-
ously. When the contingents come marching hoine
their welcome will be worthy of this Dominion, worthy
of men who have raised their country's prestige through-
out the world, worthy of those who have helped to save
the Empire from humiliation, and who have done inval-
uable service in effecting Imperial solidarity, and en-
hancing Imperial influence.

ENDEAVOURS TO EVMADE CUSTOMS DUTIES.

The elforts now made te evade Custonsduties have
become a feature of ic tines. Sone of the tricks are as
ingenious as he oneu by which a perforner who bas been;
bound with ropes manages to slip out of his bonds. Ous-
toins appraisers are kept on the strain watching out for
the manoeuvres of foreign exporters, who are ever on the
alert to get goods into Canada at less than fle proper
duty. Brands, marks, and otier special features, indi-
cative of a particular iake or quality of goods, are gradi-
ally losing their utility as guides. No soolier have ap-
praisers become faiiliar with ai new elinss of textiles, so
they can be told at sight, tilin exporters comnenoe for.
varding goods thlat are a close imitation of them, even

te their distinguisling marks, style of packing, etc. Those
marks are most ingeniiously copied. se as to deccive any
ordinary observer. 'Thle goods themsel ves resemiible se
elosely those th'ey imiiitate as to prevent detection by any
process but actual use. 'The co(ours, texture, finish,
are so exnetly, alike tiose of flic gemuine goods as to
evade detection. Yet the dyeing, spinning, wcaviing,
nund mnaterials are really inferior, thouîgh so skilfuIl is tle
manufacture that detection is ahinost impossible.

To get.goods into Canada of this deceptive class ere
bas occurred a manipulation of invoices to defraucf the
Customs. It is known that foreign exporters have asked
Canadian buyers in what way they wvould prefer goods
te be ,invoiced so as to escape cluties. Germain liuses
will make out invoices «to order," just as they will make
goods to suit buyers. Such invoices atord no clue to
flic real data of the transaction tliey arc supposedl to re-
present. Invoices are "Mode iii ermny" for the pinr-
poses of passing goods tlrough the Cistomîs ai the low-
est possible figures likely to be accepted by (ho c ials

Another mode of evading duties is'tlis, foreign ho1usýs
slip goods to Canada te agents, such goods being in-
voiced even below cost, with an understanding that set-
tleiments are to be made with the exporter at an advance
on invoice prices. British exporters' invoices are found
te he far more genuine, se the British manufacturers wh'o
send goods to Canada find thomselves landicapped in
competing with forcigners. Absolutely bogus invoices
have been shown te British exporters to induce themîî to
lower their prices. In order fo puzzle and con fuse i-he
Custons oeficors ie Americans are constantly changing
their trade discounts, by which it is difficult to keeli track
of what are tie actual market prices of goods shipped
fromi the States to. Canada.

All tlese fraudulent devices are a serions injury.to
every ons; exporter andi impiorter, wlio is met .with a
'orm cf ocompetifion which is based upon fraiud. The

whbole processof passing goods is also mode annoying 'nd
uilatori' as all ilvoices and all paclkages of goods'are r-
gm'ded -with, suspicion. The expenses niso of lie Cus-
tonis servicç ire considerably iacreased byf the necessity
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of such a close investigation of invoices ud imports as
is costly, as well as irritating.

The duty of the Governiment is two-fold. IL must
protect the revenue fron fraud, and protect tie houest
imerclant fron fraudulent competitors. Smlîuggling las
developed in recent Limes into a fine art. The Govern-
ment must develop equally iLs protective service at *îny
cost for its own sake, and in the business interests of
the country.

THE DOMINION BANKI.

The annual meeting of the Dominion Bank was held
too late this week for a report to appear in this issue.
The statement for year ending 30th April shows the net
profits to have been $214,342, which is 14.29 per cent.
on the paid-up capital. T he four quarterly dividends
of 3 per cent. each absorbed $180,000, so that $34,2
of profits was left to bbe otherwise disposed of. L'lie
proposai to increase the capital was no doubt favorably
received by the shareholders.

TUE EDDY COMPANY'S INSURANCE AT HIULL.

The story of the insurance on the properties owned
by Mr. Eddy at Ottawa and luI, if Lold in ail fullness
with such garnishments as inight be served witil it,
would be indeed a very dainty dish to sot before the
public. It would also furnish most wholesoine lare.
It would illustrate the proverb, "What is one man's
incat is another mnan's poison," for, though a dish of bit-
ter lierbs, with an appropriate and suggestive thistle
Lirown in, to Mr. Eddy and his manager, the repast

would be highly toothsoine to aihers, especially to un-
de rwriters.

Some few years ago the HuIl and Ottawa properties
of the E. B. Eddy Company, Limited, were insured ni-
der ordinary policy conditions, for $510,200. t'he
extent of this, iisurauce was moderate in proportion to
the value at risk. Suggestions to inerease the insar-
ance, or, at least to keep it alive in its existing forai
were made by more than one underwriter when the
Iiri's manager talked of lowering the amount of he
policy, or changing the conditions to effect a slight re-
duction in the premimn. Ail the advice of the insur-
ance experts, Mr. Rowley, the manager, treated withi
scorn. He declared it was "impossible" for any fire to
injure the Eddy property at Hull to a greater extent
than $100,000. When his attention was invited to the
conflagration hazard this gentleman emphatically, if iot
politely, denied there being any such risk. Conflagra-
tion hazard indeed! Psha! "Tell that to the ma-
rines," or school girls, was the style of response made
wlien this danger was pointed out. So strongly was
the chance of this risk repudiated, that underwriters
began to think the E ddy properties were a sort of tire-
break; or that they bore a charmed life; or that they
were salamandrie in safety from fixe; or, that Mr. Row-
-ley and.the fire-fiend were such chunis that this terrible
personage would never get on the rampage near the
Eddy properties, or, if he did break out, a signal froin
Mr. Rowley would stop his blazing career. When the
advice of insurance experts was offered, Mr. Rowley is
said to have responded. «Oh! you insurance companies
are a - -lot of suckers.' The blank cao be filled
up with sulphur from an Eddy match.

The whole insurance arrangements of the properties
were consequently changed. It is re t0ed that
there ' were tventy-one policies taken out aggre-
gating $254,000, distributed as follows - 5 Ca-
nadian coippnies, $65,00; 8: Anierican, $60,000;
- Germa' and Austrian, $47,500; and $82,000 ii
Lloyds, London. It will be ioted that nearly ail Lhe
insurance was of the underground character, effected
in deliance of the laws of Canada by foreign compan-
ies laving no legal status in the country. It would
be a just punlshment of their patrons were the foreign
companies and underwriters to ignore the claims aris-
ing from the Hlull conilagration. They might tell 4r.
Rowley such an event was "impossible," therefore could
not havé 'appened. It would be aiso an act of justice
to punish the agents Who eifected the insur-
ance of the Eddy Company's properties in companies
which cannot write risks in this country withouL break-
ing the law.

The new policy covered in blanket ilorm ail the
Eddy properties in Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg, mid
other cities. lt, however, covered only personal proper-
ties outside Hiull and Ottawa. By express stipulati>a
of the new policy, whichi was tlie only one in force when
the lire occurred, the entire risk covered at lull is lii-
ited to $100,000, and at Ottawa $10,500. The scliedule
of properties contained in the policy Jixes the mîaxinuinn
sum insured at each place.

Thus, by a positive stroke of financial genius, lha
Eddy Company eut off $140,000 of insurance out of
$254,000 from al participation in the risk at Hull and
Ottawa. By its re-arrangement it released ihe fire in-
surance compamies fornerly carrying the insuranca from
risks on those properties to extent of half a million dol-
lars, wlhich they would have hiad to pay the Eddy Coni-
pany, as indemnity for the recent conflagrati.on, which
was regarded as "impossible."

As an illustration of economy, so-called, lcading to
an enormous waste of money, and of the utter folly of
setting the opinion of expert underwriters at nouglit,
the story of the Eddy Company's insurance stands in
the front rank; it will be an insurance object lesson for
ever. No wonder some of ie undewriters are gleerilly
chuckling over recklessness which saved their comîp .]l-
ies from a loss of hall a million dollars.

TIE WAR, TtE 'MONEY MARKE T AND PlACE,
PROSPECTS.

However mnuch the manifestations of symmpathy witlh
the Boer cause are regarded as indications of ignorance
as to the origin and motive of tlie war, those by whloIm
such displays have licou and are being exhibited canniot
be charged with being inspired by self-interest. Jhbey,
however, -are not entitled to the credit of being conscions-
ly animated by a spirit of self-abnegation. Althougl
their business interests would e injured by the success
of the Boers, those who desire to sec the cnemies of G rat
Britain victorious, are those whose knowledge of trade
and financial affairs is very limited, whose inftuence ao1
the mnoney market is;absolutely negative.

There have been frequent illustrations of these condi-
tions in the course of the war. During the carlier diays
of the campaign, when Britisi reverses, or checks, wero
ao serious as to raise the hopes of th1e Boers, tlie money
market in the States, where Boer sympa.ny lias been so
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pronounced, was scriouisly disturbed. At one timne, il-
deed, after a British reverse, Ltere were sy'miipto.mls of a
panie in New York, whieh, had they developed, wocild
have disorganized lhe wholce tride of the United States.
As if was, there were millions of dollars lost by flic i-
fiis of apprelension. W \hiiie the friends of the Boers
werc exiulting over flieir successes, the bankers, imiai-
facturers, nierchants, mid busiiess iien geieralIy wrc

trembling wiit anxiety. They mitgIt have said to thiose
who w«erc cheer'ing the Blfoers, as the frogs did to the boys

Tf1E SHiPlPfTING INTERESTS 0F 1T.BE ST.
LAWRENCE ROUTE.

Tha first mtoith's îltsiniess inic the harbouir of this
aity iill this year, le a disappoitmt to many. To
Ile iniitiated, however, if. will n e a surprise. Many
tliings have ocui'rcd to Cause te greal' falliig ofi' ii
the uintiber of occan vessels and stiflf more iii Ile toti-
riage s coiiparod ith prvios ytears.

Thle Iiimiperil Gverri t lis chart'ae so ttany of
tlie harge firsft-class vosscls oloiging to tlie trado of. isii
port for tlie Southît African service that Ilie regtimitr
lines have lion temporarily crippl·e. IL isuderstood

Hiat lt charters for the service have been id are vet
very profitable. Tlhovners oie the. vessels so witli-

dawn ar ntot bbmi table foi accoptiIg tis rtienntoena-
tive ciieploynient. Th'le result, lhwever, as it affects
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the trade of tle St. Ltwrence route is not satisfactory
to those engaged in it oitside of ocen sihip-owvners.
For soine years back tie ocean trahie to this port has
been gradually falling moure and more into the hands
of the regulir lines. IL miglt therefore have been ex-
pected. that other vessels would have been chartered to
take the place of tliose withdrawnir, il is to be ,hopcd
only for a short Lime. This bas not been done to any
extelt, conseguintly the volume of tracie by ibis route
is likcely, for ibis season, to lie restricted for that as wel
as other reasons.

0f course the priuary object of the enterprisinig main
owning these ines is to make money; for this nio mre
can blame tlem, at the same time tO important point
Io be kept in view is the kceping up the trace wc aow
liavo ond ,biilding up a still larger ane ii the future.
The shortage of tonnage and suflicient competition lias
raised oceai freight rates out of proportion to those
of previous years. If these conditions are continued
the St. Lawrence route will haive to surreuder its claim
to be cieaper than any other for the transatiaitic trade.

From this point of vicw iL is unfortunato tunt the
so-callec tranip ships have not of late years rcceived
the encouragement to come to this port that miight
have been idvisable. In oLlier porLs frequrented by
class of vesscls they act as reguîlators imi preven)ting cx-
cessive charges for freight. Somo years ago thme imiein
then activoly engaged in the lisiness of Uie port stren-
*uousPy urged the importance or bringing suich vessels
here and in a measure tliy weic stccessful. The pre-
sen] t gencration of business imn iwill evideiitly have to
exert themnselves ii the saime direction if suflicient ships
are to be brouglt here ta take away the great volume
a f ie products of the country that should naturally
coine this way.

Those products are boind to be carried across the
ocean in soine way. If the vessels arc not bore to ren-
der tbat service lie trade will go alsewherc by sonie
othier route. The routo wil always be a, matter of
chea:pness and availaiiity. The experiance of the lat-
ter part af the iast season proved that the railroad.
can-wlhen high ocean rates prevail on fle St. Law-
renlce-succssfully carry grain and other products ta
thie Atllntic seaports past Mî.ontreaîl. There arc pow-
erful interests desirous of divcrting trade in tliit direc-
tion/ wlicli may 'be, i, a large uncasure, suctçsfuî1.
Ouce trade is fairly set in in aniy direction it is a difli-
cuit maLter ta LOn iis course. Wit Uic loss of a portion
of the export trade a proportinaite share of tho'import
traîde ivill sirely follow. It is all important for tbc
developilment of the St. Lawree route that therce should
be a sufficiency ai occan vessels, capable of doing aIl
tlat is requeird, ant earning a fair livinr rate for
freight.

There is no tenying the fal tiit the slhippiig ini-
terests of Uthis roulte-more esIeciallv the trainsient, ts-
sels-ar heavily liîmdlicupped by the un fair (lisriniia-
Lion i i n isurancrtes agaiist ic St Law-
ience route. Th.1is luas lairely been broiglt aoumoit by
solie of our aw';n' people, who have bcon in ic habit.of
magnifying every litlle imishîop on the route to serve
their own cunds. i.ships id disasters ut: son or min

ivers aie oh constant occurrence, but in no oher carmn-
try are they distorte i as bave bcenî ibose to nid fNom
Monrl durigthe lest four yeas The roslt orh fis
has boei the ilcrense of rtds and i a.i ieih
arc inýtrious to this.poirt.

The Dominion Government for nany ycars back lhas
steadily inproved both the lighting and buoyinghour
great waterway tiroughoiut its whole lengtli. 1t is
now in these respects probably equal to anîy other ser-
vice -in the wvorld. IL may, pcrhaps, be dillicult to suy
low it can be done, but surely soine way will be levised
by the Govermuent that will cause the diserimition
to be renioved, so that the shipping interests and lie
country at large will have hie fuil benenIt 'of the outlay
for those works that have cost so iich m ioncy.

Another matter that tends ta discourge Oceanl Vos-
sels seeking trade on the St. Lawrcnce route is the un-
satisfactory pilotage laws aind regulations, witli the ex-
cessive charges that are compelled to be paid for that
service. That matter could easily be disposed ot by
the governmrent if the recommendations of the traile,
the shipowvners and the underwritcrs were adopted. In-
stead of adopting that course the goverment lias nîow
a Bill in the House of Coniiiions tiat i iino way gives
any relief to the trade, but will in realiity add to flte
dilliculty of controlling the pilots. The present gov-
ernment, like all its predecessors, is evidenfly livinîg tp
to the tradition which attributes to such a small body
of men an influence in elections that politiciens caunot
affordto ignore. That is but a poor reasoa for ailow-
ing the best interests of the couniîtry to bc throttled by
a few mnuci, however aibitiois they may le, to exploit
the pilotage service for their ownr benoit. After alli
that tradition wlich appairs to have suich a ba;neini iii-
iluence oni our public milenu, docs nîot aippear to be based
on any actual experieice, anud if it is fairly grappled
with will iost likely pr-ove ta be only a myth invented
to friglten tic innocents.

The serious position regardling the ocan trade, viai
the St. Lawreice, is, thmat there mist bc a certainty fint
vessels vill bho ré to carry away tlie produots of the
country. To enîsure this steps shioul lie fake y tie
autliorities to remove all obstrictions to tleir comîîiîg.
'The first monthrly financialî stataement of the larmboir
Coiimrissioiers will be looked foir withl intcrost ais, t a
certaii extent, it will lie îînî indtiicatioin of wiat îmiay o
expîectel for tlie remîaiider of the season.

SOME 'TRUSTS AND COMBINATIONS.

There are twro comîbimiftion in, trade iii the city ai Now
York tha r x great interest tLere. One is thait
of the gais colmpaiis ad the atlier is thait of lie nlewly-
formed Ice Trust, whici ias absorbed all the ice conpalu-
jes that forinrly afforded coipetition lin the suPply of
that necessary article of doilestic life in that city.

In coisequenrce of rival interests aid disputes, le-
twecn the differeit conmpanies the price of gas to con-
sirurers lias, for the last year and a lalf, or so, ai.ged
fron 50 to G5 cen'ts per 1,000 feet. IL is now 0löcially
stated Uha1 war betwcn Ite comipanies las ceasad anîd
flie people are thrcateîned with dear gais aga ii. As tlie
State law' now staîns the compmiis ai hegally cliie
$.05 pcr 1,000 fet for die rmeiîaiider of f as year, afîr
vhich tinme tl price that Cln he helairgd is isnlou )o
$1.00 Per 1,000 foet. Tlimt gas*can ibe i ad I lis-
tribited profitlaibly ait flic prices that haiive provlilel iii
New York of late lias ben demoitrated ad weil e>-
derstood, a flit dividends an the stock liave beei lial
ais usual. The.consminers arc ioL likely to be conten mcd

twl y ain ease in 'fth dOice. The em iî''ies pper
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hesitauney for doing so appears to arise froti an app r-
hension that if the attemapt is made iL will resuit in ait-
other compulsory reduction by legislative action in Al-
bany next session, or else'the mnicipal ownershîp ofL
city gas plant.

lhe ic question is a surious une alTeàting nearly the
wliole Population of the city. T.ihe price prevailing Lhere
for years lias been froi 25 to 30 cents pur 100 Ibs.,, ild
front all accounts il lias tilways been a profitable business
-lthe price being about the same as is charged in Moni-
real. This year, as soon as lte ice seaso was fa.irly on,
without any previous warning of what w'as comling, the
new Trust, or comîbination o ice ompauies raised the
price to 60 cents per 100 bs.

It Cau l>e readily understood lthat this stop eaused a
vigorous kick on the part of the public. The mnany re-
mîoniýLranîces have resulted in ite directors of the new
fee Trust ieinîg sunïmînoned liefore the Courts for an in--
fraction of Lte State la.w prohibiting combinations to 1x
and raise prices or any conunodities. hlie action or lite
colmipalies aptpeurs to be a llagramt and unwarranted iiii-

position on a wltole city and the outcome of the action
before Lte Courts wvill lie w'atched witîh imucli interest
hy others Ltan Lte citizens of New York,

These trusts, while thiey mnay lie vailable in soie ci r-
emstances, miiy so easily lie ttrnted into a menace to thIeî
g'ood of ite body poltic, tLhey should bc webILooked after
A soulless corporation inbued wî'ith a spirit of greed is

till of danger to the public if let alone.
li thtis connîection we again ca attention o Lte filthy

habit of tlie Monutreal ice dealers in delivering jeu to thair
customers. Ilt is an inscemliy sigit to sec blocks of ice
tirown i on the dirty sidewalks and left there often for
lours exposed to all kids of contaminations, and he-
coitning ain annoyance te 1 cdestrians. Thcre is no ie-
eessity loi tlis prItince. It New York, for.extîmple, as
well tas othter' places, ice is always placed cither iiside of
lte iouîses or at least on the ipper steps lcadintg Io the
doors. elie present systeimi Or lmidling the ice ii Mont-
rol ls not in keeping with ordinary. decency.

As regards gas, Montreal secms to lie behind te -igo
also. hlie quality is not suei as to justify tlie price.
The price is higher than in any oLlier city of importance.
'in New York, it has becn provea thiat gas cai be suîp-
plied profitably at near liaIf the price charged ii Mut-
real. In New York there is no charge for meters, anld
gas pipes are put in houses frce. hlie people in Toroto
arc taking action to force a reduction of the price below
90 cents per 1,000 feet now chrged because the com-
pany is earning more thin the 10 per ceiit. to whielt it is
restricted by the charter. lere also no charge is imade
for mîeters. With thiose examples, aimong others, before
us the people of titis city are entitled to have gas at a
very uitch lower rale tian $120 per 1.000 feet whiei
licy ire now payintg with tie additioni of the charge f'r
imoters.

Perhaps our reforn Council may soon htave Lime to
look into this matter and sec thîat, by sone icans or
other. even ifii ust bc by municipal owncrsltip of a
new up-to-date gas Vorks, Ihat gas is supplied to the citi
zons at a more rcasoniable rate, The priesent arrang-
ment lias yet soie time to in but in11 the general iltrest
il will be the part 'of wisdotmu for tlue aldermen to look
-ahead.

UNI\'n DY WORKMEN.

In recent ycars there lias beenl a decided lowering of
the standard of tidiness in certain classes of uechanics,

with a consequent injury done to property aifected by
thteir habits, as well as innoyance to persons who have a
love for eleauliness and order. Aitisa's en iployed iii
the erection of ne0w buildings, or i structural alterations,
are the clief sitntet·s in titis respect. Pliastrers arc us-
pecially open to reproaci, but painters rim Lte god
secoud. Carpenters and plumbers arte very untidly, but
tieir opportuiîttties are liimtited for doinîg 'iischiet by
sloveiliniess wili their debris.

At oie tinme illi plastering work wias donc before per-
imtnent oors were laid, as wel ias îmost or lte paiitting.
Wien this wias Lte customt aIli the dirt Imade on Iloors iy
mortar aud paint pots disappeared wien Lte temîtporary
Jloor boards were removed, so the plasterer atnd painier
could then revel in dit to teir ieatrt's contetwithout
doing Lte building any harin. The custitom ias arisen of
Ji itg down pemiiîanunt Iloors before the walls are plas
tered, or oany paintitng done. The resilt is, tIat new
liloors arte smeared witli mortar, sloppings fron paint
canis, Indà sttincd i by ttrks fi-om1 dirty tools. 'hc su r-
face of lte tnew Iloor is roughened by sad, or limte, the
dagging taiot of Lt-estles, a tilie tutreiding over il t
workmîien whtose ieavy, dirty boots spoil the sooltJms
of newly-pilnied fling.

We nitow oi, htouîses in tiis city wiose lloors nlever wi il
lie sntooth, cleain anld sigity, tts ithey wete ruined lolre
th bluidig ias inîihd by tn agglomeration of paintts,
lime, imtortar,, tobaccon jiice, etc. ,etc., liig rublibed iii-
elitaeeably linto the boards by workmiiiei. Ont1e lioise kimn
lo lis witis tenantiless for a yr soioy because all who salw
Lte floors revoltLed al, lte idea of occutpy.iig dirty, anud ti-

cleanable ptreises. We emitpbtasizu "unleantl" be-
cause Iloors soiled by dirty mltortar, paints, tobacco jiuice
sguuirted by workmionitu cainnot he cleîaned. in te case r-
.orrcd to tLie ownîter lost $450, iii renit antd taxes, solely
owing to the recklsess tiitîess of workmiiei. On learm-
ing wIat wis keepintg the louse empty ie spent a cai-
siderable sIin il! inyintg dewn new iloors over the soilei
cnes. This is a point whicli architects ouight to 'oit
sider, as there is not the slightest nieed for periantent
Iloors being laid before all the work is done that is liable
to injure their appearance.

As a rule the imechanical skill of an artisan is the ta-
sure of his tidiness, for skill mteanis brains, and m jains-
mean seuse enough to respect decency and property. We
knew a tidy workmen-rara avis in terris-uihappily,
who took our advice in this respect in good part wheti
starting on his own account. He acquired a good busi-
ness, as lhe wras popular with investors in building, owvi Ig
to his cleanly habits. lt tine, however, ho lost conîtrol
of his men, and fell into the usual'rut, to' his injury.
If contractors and. Lteir workmen would avoid treating a
new building as if it were a. stable, or cach rooi a spit-
toon, there would be more employnent. The better a
building pays, the less vorry it gives the owner, uund a
favourable experience leads to more structmres icing
crected. When contractors ]cave a dwelling it oughît to
be attractive by its thorough eleaiiîîess, if it is not se
ils renting value is depreciated.

Contractors or workien pleid "trade cuistois" as iti
excuse for defiling floors, that is, they excutse viciotus prtia-
tices becaise vicious practices are prevaliit! Conîtrtc-
tors and worlnen would show miore self-respect, as wel
as regard for decncy and lionour, were tlhcy to take
pride in leaving a new building as clean as now buildiings
used to bc left before th 0 modern ways of dirt and un-
tidiiess camie into vogue.
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STREET RAILWAY DEFECTS.
The city street ra:lway service, though admirable on

the whole, has yet soie> weak points calling for reform.
The management has shown a business-like readincss tu
adopt suggesions-ealeulated-ta so improve the service as
ta add to its popularity. The entire income of the com-

pany is derived fromn passenge'rs, conscquently waatever
attracts passeigers onhances its fii;incial resources. We
have little sympathy with the liiarrying tacties reccntlv
adopted by the Police Departmîent. A peipetual chcelk
upon the tine of the cars cannot be minntained, nor is
it desirable for a munber of policemen to be set aside for
suich a task as taking the time of street cars. There are
by-laws of this city constantly brokcn of far greoter im-
portince than the regulaiioi recuiring cis to be mnm
strictly on schedule timîîe. Life, liimbs, and lcaltli are
niot endanigered by cars being o. feor minutes behiniîd time.
but life, limbs, and healt arc put Cvery dlay in immi-
nlent peril by bicycle scorebrs, of wloimi the police take
no notice. In winter ic by-lau relating to siow nd
ice on sidewalks is systematically ignored Io the serio's
injury of many citizens, and heiavy cost to tie city for
damages. To draw ic police away from the duty of
enforcing such importanit by-lawvs in order ta watch tlhe
timîue of street cars. is like straining at a. gnat and swallow-
ing a camel.

The cIr conduatfors hore niake no effort to render tie
transfer system as convenient as it is in Toante. Cars
going nortli or south meîaet those îm'ng west or enst it
a erossing, on botb lines there are transfer passenigers
wilthin a few feet of Ile Car tley wish to take, but ie
conductor quictly ignores tbhem1, as lie pushes on lnvinug
sucli assengers to wait fori the next car. The system is
juist wllai, it wu'ouîld lie werc tlci two str'cet railway col-
panlies figlting Io ninoy chib otliers' passcingi'es 'by re-
fusing to ave prompt connections m-'iaraged. In 'o
ronto tlie conluetors watch out for trnster pisse ars
so as to give tinm every opportuniity to pass pr'omuntlv
from one car ta another. Thé Toronto system works

admirably, the cars mwake regular trips, and the passn-
gers a- 0 not irritated by a car rush'ing oft when they are
almost on the steps, as is consIntly the case ii this city.

The conductors liere lose many a fare by neglecting to
look out for appronching or vaiting-passengers. 'PO-
sons stand on the sidcewalk in this city waiting foi' a car
which passes on unhcelingly, as the conductor' is gossip-
ing instead of watching out for fires.

Another matter necls attention. Soine cars stop at
the near side of a, crossing, whilc others cross before
stopping. There is io rule observed, so it is a toss-up
where a car will stop. In iity weatler this frequently
necessitates wndling sixty or more feet across a mnuddly
street after waiting an tic opposite sidwnil k. A rile
neceds establishing and enforcing as to ie location of eor
stoppages. Concluctors also neei to be warnedl gninst
jerkiig their car forward before a passenger is on UiC
platform. This is frequently donec to te serious aninoy-
ance or passeng'rs, andb-t risk of their breaking a limIl,
or suffeiing from the concussion of a fall on to the plat-
forni or backward into ti roadway. The above points
call for improved regulations in this city's car service.

SELING UNPROFITABLE GOODS.
There are too mny unprofitable lines sold by tle

average retailer. T[,hgencral imerchliant and the üto-
cer bear the greatest proportion of this detriinen.t to
progressive business and the worst fcature of the situa-
tion lies ii Ibe fact tlat the list is increasing instead
of growing less.

We have written at lncigtlh on tle sugar questobu
all reasoning, all argnment, all suggestions explana
tions of remedy agninst a continmmnce of loss l rî'etaiil-
ing llgiiar scems b e of no avail. 'lîle season is atinu
at ind when be glroce fiunds his sugal stock doro-
ing iore rapidfly, and Oflten las little cause for 'rejoic-
ment on counting lis daily salés to fiiid such a larg
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percentage made up of this article. Many merchants
may Ielieve that with granulated sugar et $4.50 per 1)0
pounds, selling 22 pouînds 'or a dollar is getting back
et least eost. This is not a faet inl business> because'
thor are certain fixed expenses attache] te running a
store, no matter how ceonomibhlly conducted, which
iiust be reckoned just the saime as the freigbt or haul-

ing charges iust be added in aîrriving at a correct Cost
of the goods.

Shonld a nimerbant he doing a-businiess of $500 a
wcek, and bis total expenses, including help, renit, in-
su;ance, delivering, average wcar and expense of de-
livery igs, average depceciation il value of fixtures,
cost of light, fuel, taxes, hooks, loss on per:islihle or
unsalcable goods, etc., niount to $45 a week, it costs
him nine por cent. to conducit his store, and he must
nuecessarily mlake aine per cLt. on bis sales before he
lias a. single cent made as actual profit. Consequtly,
on the sugar sales, as above mentioned. lie is losing nine
per cent. on every sale ho maàkes. In order te get even
lie muust make an additional nine per cent. on enough
of lis other daily sales te equalize this loss. Tee is
considered a desirable article of sale, and yet il does cot
n1l!ord înotigh profit to [ho cyerage grocer te make up
for lis losses on sugr du'ing the suminer season. .
customer may 'call ai saiy, "I wish to order som esugar
aind smie ten. Hoew do you sel sugar?" "22 lbs. for a
deller." "And youîr good Japanl tea is worth?" "Fi ft'y
cents a, pound." "Well, send ne a. dollar's worth of
sugar md . pound of te." llie ev-erage grocer mighît
appreciate such customuers, yet on hlie .foregoing w'hole-
sale price of sugar, liow nuicl is lhe muakinug un this tran-
siction? The sale amnouts to $1.50, the sugar -ost
net, $1, and flic toa net, 33 cents. It may look as
tlouîglh 17 cents lias been made, but as the fixed ox-
penses of runnning the business are nine per cent., ho
lias actually made a net profit of 31 cents or 2 1-3 per
cent. Te the majority of retail dealcrs this is alrendy
known, bu t. t liere are many to whon il, miiav sOeei il

little cliliorent te their' calculatiois. Wrc tlis source
ai' loss confined te sugar ;lono, it mighLt b overlookerl,
as the proportion is nobt ahvlays large; but tlere aem
gradually r'eeping in on thle grocery Irade iianiy otlrs
which do not permit of more thaln twelve, to tifteeui per
cent. aid, accordingly, may be classed asniproflitable
goods.

No grocer slioulcd handle an article tliit does nuot ý,:uv
liimu a living profit Sugars alone mny be exempt hut the
majority o groccrs in, past decades did not grow' ich
and their chances are less to-day. There are many

conditions -existing at present which serve to assist trade
in comparison with older rnethods but against these
are arriving packaged goods to an extent whicli largely
reduces profits. Flour is put up in ail sizes and the
price is Cut to a mninimum. On this staple also the
average grocer makes little, if any, net profit. Package
tees are giving a îmuch larger percentage to the jobber
and reducing the relailer's profits. Ail staple goods
are, being eut dowan' to an extent which leaves very
little chance to the man who works longest ani hardast.
If no remedy cean e found for loss on sugars there
ýshoulc bc concertec action against handling whatever
package goods do not permit of a fair margin of profit.
But local opposition stops in. here and raises a barrier
difficult te surniont.

In the UnitedL States this feature of opposition tut-
ing is largely avoided by representative stores having

ahnost 1ll their own package goods brandec with their
own private label, wbich is copyrighted te prevent be-
ing duplicated. Certain well known brands of pack-
age or canned] goods are kept in stock and occasionally
advertised very low but the private brands are, at the
snie time,advertised et a good iargin of profit and their
sale is pusheid' while the popular but unprofitable goods
are held back in se far as nild persuasion will permit.
A leading Chicago grocery has its own private labels
on practically overy article pertaining te theî stock.
Phîese are carefully selected as te quality and are ad-

vertised as widely as possible. There can be ne mal
.opposition shown nor yet a inecessity for cutting prices,
for the goocs are all supposed te have undergone tpe-
cial selection. A good article will stand ail the praise
bestowed on it, more particularly when no one else -an
cdaim te be handling that special brand or quality.
