Tyneh Staunton, of Ham-
ilton, for the Bell Telephone Company, and I. I Tell-
muih, for the London Electric Company, followed along
the line laid down by Mr. Robinson, and supported his
views.

—It is a pleasing condition of trade when a man finds
more profitbale business coming his way than he can ne-
commodate with his ordinary staff of assistants. The same
is {rue of Iarge corporations. At the head offices of the
Grand Trunk Railway Company it was given out last week
*hat reports from along the system showed a shortage of
ar. average of over 1,000 cars a day, which meant that
much more business conld be secured without effort had
the company sufficient equipment.  “While the shippers
are still clamoring for cars, and probably will until the
end of March,” said a railway official, “the situation now is
less compliented than it was ten days ago. The rush of
husiness at this time of the year is nothing out of the or-
dinary, except that this year it is larger in volume. Be-
tween now and the holiday week it should case off a little.
The ear shortage was bronght ahout by the heavy move-
ment of grains from the elevators in the Inke distriet to the
Atlantic seaboard. The Grand Trunk’s elevators at Mid-
land, Goderich, Collingwood, Port Huvon, and Sarnia are
full, and this grain will have to he moved to Portland
for shipment as required by the export trade.”

THE DUTY OF PROSECUTING OFFENDERS.

~To what extent and under what circumstances is it the
duty of individuals or corporations bo prosceute any per-
son by whom they have been defrauded? - ‘I'hat this duty
has limitations and exceptions is’ generlly recognized.
Even when the evidence against an oftender is conclusive
it is not always regarded as an imperative duty on’ the
part of the injured to prosecute the culprit.

There is & distinction drawn between what is due by a
Pprivate individual, and by a corporation in this respect.
The right of & man to abstain from Lringing to justice onc
who las broken the law to his injury cannot be denicd
without denying the right to forgive a trespasser, or to act
towards him with leniency.- Such a position is eer-
tainly not approved Dby public sentiment.  There ever

criminal offence.  When not inspired by indifference to
consequences, or the desire to avoid trouble and expense,
ihe decision to abslain from puiting the law in-foree is
usually based upon the chavitable opinion ihat the of-
fender will, in future, prove worthy of the leniency
shown towards his fist offence. As to the wisdow of such
leniency there may be doubts, hut the right of an in-
dividual to show it foward one who deserves to he pro-
secuted, will not he questioned. ~ Doubtless some escape
the ]aw who are fully. enfitled to its rigour, hecause the
aggrieved person’ shrinks from the intolerable annoy-
ances, delays, expenses, and risks of a criminal proseen-
tion, Many cases could he cited in whieh the person
most heavily punished as the result of a pm:coutmu has

all its money i trust for stockholders and depositors;
which conduets all its business on a basis of eredit, of mu
tual trust Lebwoen itsell as a corporation and ils cus-
tomers; is hound in ‘the interest of all concer ned in its
‘affairs, by every possible nieans, to Qnf'errn.ud Ahe, trusts
and the interests of all with whom it has Tnsiness asso-
éations.  The over]uol\mg by a bank of fraud committed

bya customer or official is likely to be so ‘misinterprefed

as'to suggest the’ commxcsmn of other frauds in the hope
‘that prosecutmn will ‘not follow.” In’ . case of ])l']\"lf(,

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vale, if no proceedings are taken. There is consequently
no danger of leniency leading to others being tempted
by hope of immunity from punishment. In the case,
however, of a bank there is no such privacy.  The fact of
a fraud lmvmg Deen commitied cannot he concealed from
the staft, nor can the sharcholders or customers be kepl
ignorant of the offence. Such circumstances afford strong
argument in support of there being o prosecution institut-
ed in every case of fraud by an official or customer of a
bank.  Such an offence is not a private wrong to an in-
dividual but is an offence against public interests whieh
ghould he safeguarded by a bank with the utmost rigour
and strictness.

Were a bank so conducted «s (o render it utterly impos-
sible {er any frand against it to he perpetrated, the re-
striction and precautions necessary for absolute safety
would render it almost impossible for its business to he
carried on. There must he confidence placed somewhere
and Lo some extent in all oflicers and customers. Whoever
abuses that conlidence wrongs everyone in whom any con-
lidence is placed, as it necessitates such distrust and such
regulations as are a practical affront to honourable tra-
ders, and a hindrance to the rapid dispatch of business.
The Scoteh legend, “Newmo e dmpune lacessit,”
which may be read, “Who hurts me will suffer,” is an ex-
cellent one for a hank.,  1is funds should be so guarder
that any unlawful hand laid on them should le as cer-
tain of! punishment as a hand thrust into a fire is of be-
ing hurnt.  Such inevitability would do not the faintest
shadow of injustice, or harin to those who are honest, an
it would help to keep honest in act those who are so dis-
honest, so weak in principie as Lo be open to be influ-
enced by ftemptation.

A more serious question than those diseussed above is
the one whieh arises out of the posilion in which a private
person or a corporation is placed when by prosecuting an
olfender the money he has stolen may be lost, or, by ab-
slaining from a prosccution, it may be reversed. This
dilemma is  constantly arising.  Pickpockets, for in-
stanee, are daily eseaping {heir due by relinquishing their
booty. 1t would be utterly vain to preach against this
being done hecause of its tendency to inerease crime, and
te give marauders prolonged chances of law-breaking, for
individuals generally would continue to act quite inde-
pendently of such considerations. LI, however, any of-
fender makes it a condilion of surrendering what he
has stolen that he be given his liberly, the situation he-
comes one of scrious gravity. Ihe making of such a
proposal by the thief indicates such a disposition as ex-
cludes him from all claim to merciful treatment. To

" {reat with an offender on such terms is an offence against
soeiely,for no eriminal would make such a proposal unless
he were utterly impenitent, shameless, and resolved on
continuing his fraudulent carecr.  But, no person nor
company is in the slightest degree eomluonnccd in this
respeet by demanding restitution of stolen goods, or their
equivalent prior o taking criminal proceedings. 1o se-
cure such restitution it may be necessary to abslain even
from threats of prosecution.  Such silence does not ne-
cessarily commitb the vietim of {raud to a course of len-
iency which he has no intention to follow out.  If the
offender infers from the absence of threats thal he will
not be prosceuted on giving up what he has stolen, and
finds e was deceived, he has simply deluded hnnce]t’ he,
in such case, is a victim of the same bad judgment wlnch
led him to commit crime. At what time a prosecution
shall be commenced, and what. efforts to secme restltu tion

shall prccede .the arrest. of an offender, are matters
within the discretion :6f those who finally institute crim-
inal proceedings, so long as they give no promise of im-
munity to an offender in return for his giving back stolen
property, or its value. To argue that a thief, of any
class, ought not to be prosecuted, and.if:found guilty,
ought not to be given full punishment, because he made
vestitution, is not 1easonnble Such restitution cannot
have been wholly voluntary, for,.on his offence being
discovered, he must necessarily he under fear of prosecu-
tion. Te reward a thief for giving up what he has stolen
is somewhat irrational; for a thief to expect leniency on
nceount of his relinquishing what he got by fraud, is, for
him to display that brazen effrontery which is a Chﬂ.l"lc-
teristic of criminals.

Wholly apart from its relation to commercial morality,
and of moral duty, the lax administration of the criminal
law is the greatest unkindness to all whose moral prinei-
ples and power of moral self control are defective. For all
embraced in that class‘the law cannot have too great
terrors, for, they need such a deterrent influence as feav
to keep them honest in act, however dishonest may be
their impulses.

THE COLD STORAGE CONSPIRACY CASE.

As so often happens, the Crown in the Cold Storage
conspiracy case, were evidently only seeking a conviction
and did not have that regard for the bank’s position
\\'hich tht.ir own solicitor would have had This was cvi-
l;.‘iiﬂ\ 5 oihce1s and objected by the counsel 101' the Crown
as being irrelevant, or dealing with transactions subse-
«(uent to the period mentioned in the indietment. One
of these questions which we think was a perfectly natural
one and one which should have heen answered, reads as
Tollows: “Did you advanee any money to Chisholm after
the frauds beecame known?” The usual objection was
put in and maintained by the Court, so that the Bank’s
Inspeetor, who was under cross-examination, was not al
lowed to answer it.  Upon looking up the.evidence in
the “Enquete” procecdings, however, as reported in one
of the daily papers we find the following questions and
answers on the same subject: “Now, Mr.: Pease, a point
on which I would like to have you e\plaln the action of
the Bank,as some misapprehension seems to exist, is, from
the date of the discovery of these frauds did: the Bank do
any new business with either Croil & McCullough, Chis-
holm or McGillis?” The, answer was, “We did no new
business with Croil & McCullough. . We, of course, did
some business with them in the nature of the reduction
of their liabilities. In the case of Chisholm -some fresh
advances were made to him to enable him to retire or
liquidate his indebtedness to the Montreal Cold Storage
Jompany existing outside vur Bank, and moreover his lia-
hilities to the Bank.,” “So that your transactions sub-
sequent to the discovery of the frauds were in the nature
of extinguishing liabilities to the Bank or the Montreal
Cold Storage & Freezing Company, which was a large
debtor to the Bank at.that time?” “Yes” . Upon ful-
ther search we learn that the sum advanced was $22,500
and used to retire bogus warehouse receipts. held by an-
other bank who were about to take legal, proceedings
ﬂga,mst the Montreal Cold Stomge & Freezing Co. The
application for this advance was made by.the Compamy’s
Directors, two: of whom ,were the Bank’s own representa—
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tives, and by retiring these receipts they were enabled.to
This was of vital importance lo
the Company, as the storage season was approaching and
the shutting down of the plant would have eaused enor-
mous damage to the cheese and butter in the warehouse.
The Company had numevous tenants whose cold storage
was supplied by the main company’s system and the stop-
page of their plant even for a few hours would, doubtless,
have entailed heavy aclions for damages on the part of ¥’ e
“old Storage Co., for the loss on the goods.

The Merchants Bank of Halifax apparently also realiz-
ed this, and advanced the necessary money {o provide
for the running expenses as well as paying off sundry
creditors.  The wisdom of. the Company’s Directors
in providing against such a contingeney as that referred
to is plain, whilst the action of the Bank, already the
largest creditor, tended to improve its posjtion: by . re-
dueing the number of outside debtors and thus, as it were,
consolidating the Company’s liabilities, and they do not
therefore appear to have left themselves open to erilicisin
either from a patriotic or business point of view.

Anocther question which was objected to reads as fol-
Jows: “Did you not make an agreement compounding the
crime?”  This was undoubtedly an important question
and,while perhaps not quite proper, might have been an-
swered. Counsel for one of the accused had no doubt
seme grounds for probing into this matter as the cvi-
dence in the “Enquete” proceedings showed that the
Bank had entered into some kind of agreement with the
Montreal Cold Storage & Ireezing Co., the Croil & Me-
Cullough Dairy Company and T. J. Chisholin.. We have
nol been able to ascertain the exact purport of this agree-
ment; but as it was filed in Court it is altogether ju-
probable that it in any way approached the.compound-
ing of a felony as neither of the judges under whose no-
tice it came would have been likely to allow it to pass
unnoticed had this been. the case. .

The great mass of hair-splitting detmls in the pul:lu
reports of this case have no interest for us, bub in order
to get at the truth we have been obliged at the 115_]_\‘ of our
menfa] equilibrium to wade {hrough it for fear of miss-
ing any vital point. The compoundmg of a felony is
an offence which cannot be condoned in any bank or
other 1nst1tut10n and we have been at considerable pairs
to ﬁnd from the evidence anythmfr locking to such ac-
tion on the part of the Merchants Bank of Halifax. The
direct questlon on the sub;ect put to the Inspector as
quoted above remained unanswered, but in the “Iin-
quete proceedmgs we find the following. questlon put lo
the General Manager, Mr. B. L, Pease: “Did you ever in
your interviews with Clnsho]m or McGllhs, or MeCul-
lough. hold out any promise to them that they, would
not be prosecuted, or suggest to them their offence woul<l
be condoned?”  To this Mr. Pease answered, “Never!”
This seems to o us to cover the ground and being a
sworii statement is entitled to 1ecpect and we are bound
to believe it.

The best way
to judge this is to put oursclves in the same position as
the Bank and ask.ourselves what we would have done
had we been in the same position.  “Self-preservation is
the first Jaw of nature,” and we think there is no doubt,
that, however high the morals of the community may be.
the first thing any man will do, (and a banker is no dil-
erent from the rest of us), would be to secure himself
from loss. Tf the ) Merchants Bank of Halifax secured
itself from loss entirely at the expense of public justice

they would have been clearly in the wrong, but this is
.not the case, as they have brought all of the alleged per-
" petrators of these enormous frauds to justice.

One rea-.
fon given by the Bank’s officers for not making the ar-
rests carlier. was that they had no legal evidence against
one who is now, by common consent, regarded as the
prime mover in the frauds.  This would, of course, be
another reason for the delay. A Bank’s ollicers are ap-
pomted by the sharcholders and their first duty is un-
questionably to them. It is a lribute to the manage-

.ment that they have succeeded in doing this and at the

same time Dot to have leit the other undone.

"Through laxity on the part of the Court officers or the
Provincial autlorities an outrage has been committed on
public justice by the failure to reapprehend Chisholm
and the publie will not allow the matter to rest until this
rascal has been brought to trial. A bank is a public in-
stitution but its interests ave eosmopohtun and failure to-
conserve thcse interests. would be detrimental to- the

status of other ‘banking institutions.  T'he relations of
Tranks in Canada are now so close that it is impossible to
m]uuously affect one without &ﬂectlng others. In the in-
terests  of commucml morahty Chisholm should be

'bwught ]JﬂC]x, ‘but pubhc justice has been vindicated by

the Merchants Bank of Halifax to the full extent of

_their power and they have fulfilled the double duty to

iheir shaleholdexs and to the public.

While the details of their customers’ store ar-
rangements are practically unknown, their purchuses of
the class of goods that go to complete a hLoliday stock
have been such as to.bear out the fact. = A glance at the
show. windows along Montreal’s principal retail streets
furnishes any further necessary proof.  Fverywhere imay
be seen evidence of prosperity, at hand and big prospects

.ahead. . While last year’s.attractions at the representa-

tive stores were of thoroughly modern design, including
many original ideas, they have this season given way (o
creations entirely new and surpassing in point of catch-
ing and holding the crowd. . This is saying mueh for the-
omgmahty and enterprlse of Montreal merchants, who
are not in daily touch with cities of larger size nor ca-
pable of being’ always acquamted with the doings of ycs-
terday in the replesentahve stoms of the leading cities
But what may belost in'this régard is
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through this unlimited source, is that they help the ‘en-
tire strect: " The small dealer lueky enough to he situ-
ateld beside these centres i aided free of eost.  The
crowd gathered next door are not drawn from his connter
but are attracted close toit.  'This is the friendly side of
competition, the side that, after all, prevents the mil-
lionpaire merchant [rom doing all the trade. The great-
er the nttraction to his place, the neaver will the erowd
he drawn to {he stores on ecither side, whose owners can,
with little efforl, so arrange as bo henefit 10 a considerable
extent therchy.  This is a feature of the retail {rade
shown more clearly during the holiday siu than at any
other season.

The sale ol noveltics, selected principally {or presents,
has heen and will remain, in a large measure, a mystery
{0 the retail dealer, Certain articles look atiractive and are
al once eonsidered ns good sellexs.  The dealer may order
a gross or bwo, while limiting his purchase in apparently
less atlractive lines to one-lalf or quarter the amount.
His wisdom and judgment are unshaken until Christmas
week when he is not ab all unlikely to find the limited ar-
ticles selling fast, while those of which he bought the
most are feast consideved by the crowd. ‘Why seven-
cighths of the general public should entertain views con-
irary to one whose training and mature judgment should
keep him in (he vight path is one of the mysteries of Lhe
novelty trade ag yet unexplained.  There is a still deeper
feature added to this,  What will sell by the gross at a
good profit during one holiday term will net sell by the
dozen the [ollowing season.  Nov are these features con-
fined 1o articles which grow old {o the public after the
fivst yew’s introduction.  Dolls are always staple, arc
sold to some extent af all scasons, yet the experienced

refailer will adwit that all his knowledge of tracde will’

not permit him to run regularly on this article. Candy,
which is alwuys staple is, to some extent, governed by a
like mysterious movement.  Dealers hesitate about or-
dering heavy, even though a liberal percentage is saved
in cost; but before the holidays have gone by dilliculty is
somelimes found in securing the required quantity,
and quality, T'o buy heavily may entail opposite results.

Thus it is thal large profits ave required in the novelty
line, purlicularly on those innumerable {rinkets which
_are unsafe sellers and undesirable holders for a future
Lime.  Ihe holiday season is heginning with bright pros-
peets for an unprecedented furn over.  The severe cold
and good sleighing are what dealers desire.  The money-
earning publie wre, and have been, steadily employed at
fair to good wages, and all indieations point to a gencral
fecling that the Tnst year of the old cenbury, and the lnst
week of that year, will be produetive of good cheer and
plenty il round, allowing the new century to dawn on a
scone of [estivity which it will be the earnest wish of all
to sce continued lor at least a portion of the n(\\f one
hundred years.

We are ulteriy at a loss {o understand why.the
majority of the aldermen lost sight of the first prineiples
of justice.  From most, if not all, of that majority a
hetter appreciation of “fair play” might have been ex-
pected.  Ever since what is called the reform element
came into power at the City Hall, there has been a con-
stant nagging at Mr. Si. George by some aldermen who
charged him with vague develictions of his duties.

At the enquiry into the matter, which was most impro-
perly conducted, blame could not he established against
him on any point, yet, notwithstanding this, the Roads
Committee, by a majority of its members, persistently
refused the application of the:minority to report the evi-
dence taken to the Couneil, which would have clearly ex-
onerated Mr. St. George.  The cloud, although thin, is
left over his name, beeause it was felt necessary, for nl-
terior purposes, that the evidence should be held back
until Mr. St. George was out of the way, when it might
possibly be used for an entirely diflerent objeet, not in
connection with his administration.

The only really serious charge made against Mr, St.
George was in connection with the faking possession of
certain lands to widen a portion of Notre Dame strect
east,where work was carried on without the required legal
formality.  We bave uno intention of opening discus-
gion on that poiut. This journal has already poinied
out that, although the improvement was desiruble, the
means taken to obtain if, for which Mr. St. George was
not responsible, were indefeusible. ~The evidence ad-
duced proved that the course followed was mot con-
fined to that particular case.  Other instances were
brought out and from these, it is alleged, that friends of
some of the aldermen, who were pushing hehind - the
scenes, henelited at a time when the city eould ill afford
{o pay the costs of such alleged improvements. = But
the case of Notre Dame street cast alone was selected
o stand, with the expectation that through Mr. St.
(eorge’s official decapitation they might be able after-

wards, to reach other highly placed parties whom they =

were afraid openly to attack at the moment, ,

Tn all fairness, the report asked for should have been
first ordered to be produced. It would have eixploded
all the charges made against the City Surveyor who
kunew perfectly well, that if not forthcoming beforve, it
would never see the light of da.y alter the resignation was
accepted.  There was nothing m(mly or honourable
about'the way in which the 'thur wag arranged and con-
summated.

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WORKING OF THE AMERICAN BANKRUPTCY '

A report hus been presented fo Lhe Attorney- (}u]elul of
the United States on the operation of the Bankruptey Act
of July 1st, 1898. ‘I'he report has been compiled by the
chief ofticial in charge of bankruptey matters, ‘L'he pro-
visions of the Act being taken advantage by all classes
in every Siate. The States showing the greatest num-
ber of petitions filed during the year are Illinois, with
3,008; New York, with 3,007; lowa, Y92 ; Ohio, 857 ; Min
nesota, 845 ; and Pennsylvania, 809. The smallest nut-
ber of voluntary petitions were filed in the following
States: Nevada, Delaware, Wyoming ldaho, South Cavo-
lina, Oklahoma, ¥lorida, and Rhode Island. = Chicago is
included in Ilineis, and a number of large cities are in
the States having a great number of bankrupteies, which
secounts for the prominence of cerlain States in these
returns.  'The States having a small number of bank-
rupleies are those of proportionalely smaller populations.

"Ihe graud total of petitivns filed in the United Stabes
for the period ending Septewmber 30, 1900, is 20,128, ex-
clusive of those for the westeru district of Louisiana, the
distriet of Alaska and for half of the year for the south-
ern district ol Georgia, New Jersey, the eastern district of
North Carolina, the western district of 'l'ennessee and
the castern distriet of Virginia, from which semi-annual
reports have not been received.  Of the voluntary peti-
tions all were adjudicated bankrupt, except 237, in which
the petitions were dismissed, and discharges were refused
in 71 cases.  Compositions were confirmed in 206 cases.

The lLabilities in 19,540 voluntury cases reported by
the referces mmounied to $204,979,152, while the total
amount of assets in these cases was $33,098,771.

The following shows ihe nature of the business iw
which the petiifoning bankrupts were vugaged: Twv
thousand seventy-seven were farmers, 7,516 wage-
carners, 4,592 mechanies, 561 manufacturers, 509 pro-
fessional men, 4,435 contractors, hotelkeepers and others
of a miscellapeous character.  In involuntary cases, 1,-
810 petitions were {filed, of which adguchcauons were
made in all except 285 cases.

"The liabilities involved in 1,242 cases upon which re-
ports were made were $27,179,001, while the assets sche-
duled were $13,483,209. In 200 cases no assets were
scheduled, and in & number they were classed as un-
known or nominal. The petitions show that of those
adjudieated involuntary bankrupts, 64 were wage-earners,
694 merchants, 102 manufacturers, 9 pwiessmnal men,
366 miscellaneous, and 7 farmers,

The report would have been more valuable had the
officer given us his views as to the working of the Act
from another standpoint than merely statistical.

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SPITALFIELDS S1LK WEAVING,
I'here was-a time when the distriet in London known
s “Spitalfields”™—a corruption of IMospital Iields—was
the eentre of a very large silk manufacturing industry.

T'he Coronation robe of Queen Vietoria was made in that -
district, the loom on which it was woven being now

shown in a local factory. The mechaxical ingenuity
which was equal to constructing such a loom; the ar-
tistic ekill evidenced in the design of that.robe; and the
rewnarkably fine: workmanship which it displayed, seemed
to be such conditions as gave promise of the Spitalfields
silk trade being permanent and prosperous. :

1t would have been so had not ¥ree Trade bhghted the
industry by allowing the free importation of the cheaper
sitks of France. - There seems to have been a Jack of en-
terprise in the weavers, and of willingness to adapt their
operations {0 new circumstances.  They relied upon
their ability to make silk goods of the finest class, of
hetter quality than those of their competitors, overlook-
ing the fact that, the largest demand and the develop-
ing demand was, as it is, for goods of a cheaper kind.
Lhere is something of this conservative spirit left in
British manufacturers. They do not sufficiently realize
that this is the age when low prices are required, and
catering to the tastes and pockets of the multitude. A
factory capable of turning out a Coronation robe is
doubtless highly distinguished, but such robes are very
rarely called for, whereas cheap silks are constantly in
demand on a large scale.

An English journal, the Hatters’ Gazette, recently
had a deseription of the Spitalfields weaving trade which
still lingers. A firm has been making an effort to re-
vive the silk mdustry in Spitalfields, whose proccedings
ave thus narrated: .

“They gathered together those whose hands had not
yetJost their cunning and set them to work just as in
the good old days. They were mostly old people who

-much- from last year, Next season’s cut
of deals is practically all sold at the same
prices as last year,” With regard 'to the
amount of the season’s output of lumber
in the Ottawa Valley, a newspaper para-
graph las lately gone the rounds, giving
the quantity of lumber produced within a .

vide that the incorporated Canadian Bank-
era’ Association shall make by-laws regu-
lating the checking of the issues of each
bank, and the by-laws now framed are
of such a nature that the danger of an
over-izstie of bills beyond the limit of the
law will be greatly minimized.

As a voluntary body, the Canadian
Rankers’ Association had mo power of su-
rvigion, although the individual mem-
ers, i.e., the banks, were responsible for
each others’ issues, Now, while the re
sponsibility is not lessecned, the power
given under incorporation of investigat.
ing the atate of the cireulation of amy

_hank, will, we belicve, prove a wholesome

deterrent against a repetition of the scan-
dalons over-issues which have occurred in
the past, and for which, in mome cases,
those responsible are now suffering the
penalties preseribed in the Bank Act.

Another function which has been im-
posed by the Government on the associa-
tion is the appointment of a curator in
the case of a suspended bank. It must
not be supposed by this that the control
of the suspended institution is to be re-
moved altogether from the creditors and
shareholdere, but ns the banks are now
20 lareely interested-in each other. and
the members of the nssociation are likely
to know the snitable man for such an ap-
pointment, it will, T think, be admitted
that the interests of all concerned, are
Wkely to he wisely conserved in the hands
of n» curator so anpointed. The whole
legislation will be found to be in the
direction of strengthening our han'kmz
and eurrency system, and is, I consider,
a distinet advance.
