A MeRTING of the creditors of R. Crabbe, the
Toronto builder, whose failure was noticed in
our last issue, has been held, when a state-
ment was submitted showing liabilities of
$118,850, of which $61,000 are unsecured. An
offer of forty cents on the dollar was accepted.

Tue failure of the Jones Dry Goods Com-
pany, of Guelph, Ont., has been somewhat un-
expected, as Jones was supposed to be a push-
ing eoergetic. man, who was working into a
better business, and who always spoke hope-
fully of his prospcets. The estate shows an
apparent deficit of $4,000,

Wy, J. Hoce, denler in fancy goods, of
Perth, Ont, is offering his creditors 15 cents
in the dollar, secured, spread over one year.
Liabilities will reach $1,700, while $800 is
the highest figure given for assets. He com-
menced in 1883 in a very small way, and has
evidently not bettered his position.

'Tue stock of W. &T. Richardson, of Chat-
hdim, Ont., was sold at 66} cents on the dollar
to Mre. Richardsen. The stock consisted of
tweeds, cloths and gentlemen's furnishings,
amounting in all to $4,183. The general
stock of Frank Ueigh, of Colchester, was
offered, but subsequently withdrawn,

Lazien & Mevens, hats and furs, are sister
and brother who failed in Belleville in Feb.
ruary, 1886, and cffected a compromise at 35
cents in the dollar. This compromise they
oould not pay and consequently assign again.

The estate will now be wound up, and will not
pay more than 25 cents in the dollar.
MeNzuuy axp MeIuwai, proprietors of the
Otterville woollen and Datting mills, became
involved several months ago. They left the
place and the machinery was faken by a
relation who ran the business two or three
months and {hen moved to Tilsonburg.
Several confiding creditors are left lamenting,

Mn. J. A. Pnrow, of the firm of Pillow,
Hersey & Co., is off for a two months' sajourn
awong the Lalmy breezes and the orange
groves of Fiorida. Beforc leaving he heartily
signed the requisition for the appointment of
aroyal commission to investigate the boodle
charges, He has not forgotten those smoke
troubles.

WisLiax Suearoy, dry goods merchant, of
Belleville, Ont, has effected a compromise
with his creditors at 45 cents in the dollar on
liabilities of $35,000. The firm was formerly
Smeaton, Munro & Co, Smeaton starting for
himself in March, 1884, One Montreal house
is said to bea creditor for two thirds of the
linbilities.

Buck & Srevens, general storekeepers, of
Orillia, have assigned. Both were formerly
in the employ of a lumber company, and
when they started in 1885 had little or no ex-
perience of storekeeping. They opened a
branch store in Midland, which they after-
wards gold out, but have not done well and
now assign,

Tuekk is & ramor that & meeting of Quebec's
citizens will shortly be calied for the purpose
of discussing and appointing committecs to
meet the authorities in comnection with throw-
ing the Louise docks open free of all harbor
dues to encourage shipping to that port. The
Board of Tra'e will also be asked {o take ne-
cessary stops.

Ar Pictou, N.8., negotiations are going on
between the colliery managers and represente.
tives of the miners, by which their differences
will be adjusted by arbitration, and it is bie
lieved the striking miners will returm to
work in a few days. The strike has already
extended over one month and has been mutu-
ally disastrous.

W. R. Bam, dry goods merchant, of Brocke
ville, Ont, has assigned. The firm was form-
erly Croil & Bain, who dissolved in 1879,
Bain continued alonz and failed in 1880,
when he compromised at 40 cents in the dol-
lar. He was only in a small way of business,
and his wife being an invalid did aot give his
store the attention it required.

Joserit Lannaxcug, glassware and crockery
of Valleyfield, Que,, is offering a compromise
of 25 cents in the dollar, spread over nine
months, He bought out the insolvent estate
of Alain & Ce., amounting to $2,000 in 1885
for 75 cents in the dollar, but has not succeed~
ed any better than his predecessors.

THIS MARITIME BARK.

The collapse of this concern on Tuesday
merning  attracted more attention and
caused more digenssion than its importance
in the rank of hanking institutions would
seem lo justify. Bnt in these days even
concerns of moderate capital are able to
get inlo widespread business connections,
especially those whose function it ig to dis-
pense credit. .
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The Maritime Bank, with its head oflice
in 8t. John, N. B, although it had only a
capital of $321,000, was well known both
hers and in New York asa dealer in sterling
exchauge, in which line of business, judg-
ing from what we hear of its offerings of
sterling on this market, it must frequently
have taken in u single day risks that
equalled if not exceeded its capital in vol-
mme, The bank was established in 1872,
but fell into trouble in the dark days of
1879, chiefly through errors of manage-
ment, in locking up large blocks of its capi-
tal, Strathy-wise, in railways, buildings
and warehouse companies, but to some ex-
tent, then also, we believe, through losses
incurred in exchange business; and, al-
though it resumed operations in Qctober,
1881, it is clear that had it then been
wound up it would have proved better for
the shareholders. The amount due the
concern in 1881 by A, B, Killam & Co., of
which Jus. Domville was a pariner, wus
nearly $300,000, for which the coneern held
as security the Albert County Railway.
Mr. Domville’s lown liability to the bank
was $427,000. Since then 1t hus received a
good deal of attention from Mr, Maclellan,
its president, but evidently it has not suc-
ceaded in establishing a safe business. Lhe
new board of directors in 1881 congisted of
Thos, Maclellan, president, Jeremish Har-
rison, Robt. Cruikshank, John H. Parks,
Dr. Le B. Botsford, vice-president, John
Tapley and Eoward D. Troop. All the old
board had resigned except Mr. Maclellan,
but the new arrangement was made with
their entire sanction. The available capi-
tul at that time was nearly $700,000, and
there was considerable confidence in the
ability of Mr. Maclellan to convert the
bank into a paying [institution, with the
experience of the past to guide him. The
present directors are Messrs, Maclellan,
Harrison, Tapley, with Jno. McMiilan
(bookseller, St. Joln), and A, A. Sterling, of
Fredericton. Tor a considerable time past
its offerings of sterling in New York were
looked on with disfavor by the dealers
there, and one by one the banks in Mon-
treal dropped out of the circle of buyers.
The drying up of this channel for financing
brought matters tu a point, and after a
final and froitless attack on the “street”
here on Monday, the bank closed its doors.

The affair gave rise to much {alk here
on Tuesday, especially as to the action of
the bauk in trying to keep hfe in the
moribund concern by the sale of sterling
bitls, when muatters had reached such a
pass. The brokers who were entrusted
with the sale of these bills are reported to
be much chagrined at having been (how-
ever innocently) concerned in the en-
deavor. They are blameless, but not so
those who employed them; such at least
is the verdict of the banking fraternity
here. It has since transpired that ot least

three of the Maritime Bank’s drafts on ils
correspondents were dishonored before the
failure, one of them a week of len days
ago. :

The ulterior eflect of the failure cannot
at present ba seen. The banking house of
Maclellan & Co., whose senior partner was
president of the bank, is reporied to have

suspended payment. As they were largely .

interested in" many enterprises in New
Brunswick, their stoppage will no Joubt
cause a great deal of trouble among their
clients. The bank's own customers and
depositors must sufler also; but fortun-
ately the circle is not a large one. 'The
position of the bank in January last, as
shown in its return to the Finance Depart-
ment, was as follows, to which is added
the statement for May, 1852, as presented
at the annual meeting for that year:—

This shows a surplus of $407,914, but
having in mind previous experiences in
this line it can scarcely be regarded as a
fuir indication of what the outcome may
be. The small amount of overdue debis is
noteworthy; that it should be 8o on the
eve of fuilure is a practieal eriticism on the
value of vur present form of government
statement, much more severe than any that
everappearedin the Jourxaxn or CoMMERCE,
and we have spoken strongly enough on
the subjact.

RAILWAY INFLUENCES.

In the variety of opinions and, we must
say, prejudices that sway the minds of
many people in Canada, there is probably
not anotber so unreasonable and ground-
less as that relating to the’ two great rail-
way companies of the country. “ Let the
country but make the railroads and the
railroads will make the country” vas the
remark with which a well-known English
capitalist closed a specch made ata time
when railroads were as yet an experiment.
The maxim has more direct application on
this side of the Atlantic than in the coun-
try where it was utlered, and. yet the
number of people who look upon these
great promoters of national and industrial
progress as grinding monopolies, to be re-
stricted in every possible manner, is
neither few nor far betwéen. The Grand

Trunk Railway, the great pioneer and pro-
moler of settlement in Canada, without
Svhich the country would, at least for half
the year round, have long been a wilder-
ness, even along the marging of ils great
river and lakes, has had more ubuse
levelled at it than could be possibly be-
lievad by any one not grown accustomed
to hear and read it daily year after year.
Much of this feeling of enmity originated
doubtless with persons of more or less in-
fluence locally, who fancied that from the
completion or inception of the rond there
could have been no idea in the minds of
the directors, apart from the usual subsidy
or boodls, of compelling them or their re-
lations or friends to pay anything for rid-
ing over ihe road with their bag and
baggage whenever it pleased them so 1o
do,and a8 long as they lived. This was
fostered by publications of still greater in-
fluence, the proprietors of which had in
many cases been disappoiunted in their ex-
pectations. Even the clergy do not easily
divest themselves of this feeling when tho
time comes for reducing the number of
periodical or special *free passes” which,
in the early days of construction. had been
graonted in the spiritual interests of the
large numbers of men employed along the
lines. The experience of the South East-
ern Railway in this respect went to show
that about one-half the persons who trav-
elled over the line did so at the expense of
somebody else. Of course it was to be ex-
pected that a road which was launched on
a capital of fifteen hundred dollars, or what
was deemed sufficient to defray the cost of
the survey, must maintain friendly rela-
tiuns with a good many people. This was
not the case however with the two groat
trunk lines of the country.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company, it
is well known, has not till quite recently
been able {o make any returns to the
shareholders whose millions built and eq-
uipped it, and who had not even the privi-
lege of using an occasional “pass” over
their property—a roud three thousand
miles away. promoting the seitlement of a
new country which it was hoped would
some day roturn them fair profits on the
investment. These. English millions, al-
though making little return to the inves-
tors, hiave for over thirty years past added
to the value of every article of Canadian
export for the benefitof the producer, and
lessened the cost of every article of im-
port to the consumer.

The construction of the Canadian
Pacific Railway was undertaken by men
who at any time might have retired fiom
business ag millionaires, the resultlargely of
the able manipulation of their railway
property in the North-western Stutes, had
they been content to rest and be thankful
at the meridian of life, an age when men
in tbeir circymatances do not uguxlly en-
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ter upon such gigantic enterprises. Their
foresight and ability are well proven by
the resulls of their great undertuking,
Of great menlal and organizing  ability
thomselves, they possessed the additional
faculty of chonsing and securing the right
men a8 managers of the great national
work from the moment it hegan {o assume
a condition of usefulness—men who had
come to the top amid the practical sur-
roundings and experience of American
railway organization, enterprise and pro-
gress, in a portion of that country where
men make opportunity and opportunity
makes the man,

Surely Montrenl has little to com-
plain about.  She has become the centre
of two great railway lines in addilion
to her several fleets of steamers—one of
them the Allan line, the largest and
finest in the world; she hag among her
citizens tho public-spirited manngers or
proprictors of these great commercial feed-
ers with their branch lines tapping cvery
port or depot with which the city may ob-
tain profitable communicatlion, men who
represent the ability of the greatest nation
in tho world, combined with the represent-
atives of western enterprise and no less
practical wisdom, Ts it not inconceivable
therefore that either of these great enler-
prises should not be able {o make any en-
deavor towards securing grealor facilities
for oxtending their uscfulness without
arousing o general ery of warning among
the people, ns thongh their object was to
deprive them of any veslod rights. To
prove tho absurdity of this antogonism,
which appears to be aroused on every pos-
siblo ocension—to show to the people what
one of these so-called “railway monopo-
lies” has done for Canada, we have been
at somo paing to secure the following gen-
ernl information eoncerning the Canadian
Pacific Railway and the benefits which
hiye already neerned o certain localities
through its influence :

These statistics speak for themselves,
and we commendjihem to the considera-
tion of those otherwisc sensible people to
whom the name Canadian Pacific Railway
seems o have the eflect that a ved rag has
upon a mad bull. We may take oceasion

v

later on to produce similar statistics con-
cerning the Grand runk Railway, which,
however, through a long series of ‘attacks,
has become, as it were, accustomed to the
storm, and would be probably surprised at
any change in the demeanor of those who
daily reap the benefits of its existence
among us. The Grand Trunk had to con-

" tend in its first decade with disadvantages

which the Canadian DPacific may escape,
namely, the want of suflicient traflic in a
new country to provide for reconstruction
and renewnl, for the country is now grow-
ing as it were with “lenps and bounds;”
it is no Tonger “a pathless desert,” a “fow
acres of snow,” but has become the land to
which the inhabitantsof the over-populated
districts of Europe must turn their eyes, to
which the rulers of armed- millions may
be obliged to turn for bread, and through
which, in the ovent of national disturb-
ances, closing tho commereial highwrys of
the Levant, the mother country may find
ready access to her Pacific and Asiatic
possessions.
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FIRE INSURANCE,

Fire losges resulting from conflagrations
generally have the effect of producing
other fires, because the depletion of the
resources of the country causes financial
stringency which, in its turn, produces
business embarrassments. These in turn
present to the unprincipled trader the al-
ternatives of insolvency or of realization
upon his fire policies, which at such times
are generally in excess of the actual cash
value of the property at risk, and conse-
quently conflagrations and panics may be
gaid to be both retroactive and repro-
ductive of each olher, or to use the familiar
saying, “ Hard times cause fires and fires
cause hard times.”

It is perhaps one of the most curious
points about the general idea of fire insur-
ance, that many people consider the money
gpent in rebuilding the destroyed premises
a complete offset to the loss sustained by
the community, on account of the circu-
lation of money it induces. Thus one
country paper in giving an account of a
large local fire, remarked that the destruc-
tion of property would amount to about
one hundred thousand dollars, but as they
were fully insured, no loss resulted, and
further that the necessary reconstruction
of the buildings would be a great hoon to
the local mechanics! This thoroughly
provincial idea of looking anly to the ad-
vantage of the precise locality and ignoring
the broad fact that the loss formed a sub-
stantial increase to the annual fire tax
which must be paid by every wage earner
and capitalist in the Dominion, seems to
be singularly general even among those
who are currently held to be well informed
business men, and is exactly tantamount
to an assertion that the financial position
of one small section of the country can be
improved at the expense of the pockets of
the whole.

~ Ancther large section of ingurers hold
that the insurance companies are the ones
who benefit most by the presence of pro-
perty saving appliances and that conse-
quently they should take a more pro-
minent part in the organization of salvage
companies, fire appliances, means of pre-
vention, ete., and that the cost of these
should, at all events in a large proportion,
come out of their pockets. This is another
curious distortion of the actnal facts of the
case. So far from the companies being the
ones who derive most benefit from the
presence of improved fire appliances, every
one who has given thought and attention
to the subject of insurance and the conduct
of insurance companies knows that as a
matter of fact, organizations of salvage,
prevention, or extinguishing companies,
are the greatest reducers of premium rates
as well as of the proportion of insurance to
values, and consequently as they tend to

reduce the income and curtail the profits
of the companies, they are, practically
speaking, a detriment rather than a benefit
to the insurance manager.

A sense of comparative security induced
by an efficient fire department produces not
only indifference to the benefits of insur-
ance, but causes those who do insure to

serutinize closely the premiums they pay’

and to cut them down as far as possible,
whereas a sense of danger causes the
business man to apply at once for insur-
ance reckless of the cost of the premium.
Whenever from the absence of serious
fires the fire companies are enabled to
make a little money, premium rates are
sure to fall fo an almost profitless level
until that moment when the general care-
lessness of proprietors and insurers has
culminated in a disastrous conflagration.
Then the fears of both parties render them
once more 8ensible of the lurking danger
of fire; the public become anxious for
insurance, and the rates of preminms once
more rise to a paying level. Under these

-circumstances, is it reasonable to expect

the companies to furnish the means for
the curtailment of their own income,
means which would be quoted against
them as an argument in favor of the
reduction of their rates, .and which would
be used largely for the preservation of
property uninsured and in which they
have no interest ?

To show the extent to which every busi-
ness man in this Dominion is interested in
the prevention of fires and in the spread of
ingurance, it is only necessary to take up
the invoices of the leading wholesale
houses, and note the printed warning,—
% Are you insured?” These thres words
acknowledge their interest in the safely
and well-being of their customers, but
their financial interest does not stop there,
because their own ability to purchase and
pay for goods depends upon the solvency
of their customers, and consequently
misgfortune to their customers means mis.
fortune to themselves also. In the case of
the mechanic or manufaclurer, a similar
result holds good, their own solvency
depends upon that of those to whom they
sapplied their labor or their products, and
might be seriously imperilled by a fire
when uninsured, while in the case of a
farmer, the burning of his buildings, live
stock or crops may prevent the payment
of his bills to the storekeeper, who thus
cannot meet the demands of the whole-
saler, who in his turn falls back upon the
bank, The bank’s losses come out of the
general public as shareholders, and thus
the great chain of mutual responsibility
and interest in mutual well-being brings
back the logs to where it started and proves
that though it is composed of many vary-
ing links, it forms in reality only one
great homogenous whole.

SPRING MILLINERY.

The opening displays of the large mil-
linary houses form always a distinet and
welcome landmark in the change of sea-
sons. They may bs considered as the
principal heralds, from a business point of -
view, of the coming spring, and the bril

:liant display of new styles betokens most

forcibly the fact ihat the long, dreary
winter is drawing to a close and must
shortly give place to the glorious weather
and soft bright tints of a Canadian spring.
The contrast from 1ihe wintry streets,
blocked with snow and ice, and crowded
with sombre, fir-wearing pedestrians, to

‘the wealth of coloring, the fresh, bright, -

spring tints and. gauzy fubrics which will
shortly be again in order, makos a visit to
the showroom of any leading millinery
house like a foretaste of the pleasant,
haleyon days yet to come, when the
present heavy, dark garments shall be
thrown off and the pretty, elaborate con~
fections now shown only as samples, ghall
crown sfill fairer wearers.

The coming season will be emphatically
a lace season, even more 80 than the ono
preceding. Lace is everywhere and on
everything. Colored Chantillys and em-
broidered laces, which have never hefora
taken well in Canada, will- this season be
much employed, principally because they
harmonize s0 well with gauzes. Plain
gauzes in all shades will be largely called
for, but the beaded gauzes 8o popular last
senson appear to have completely dis-
appeared.

So far ag spring colors are concerned, it
may be said that the principal novelty is
the revival of the lilacs, or as they are
now called, heliotropes, after an absence of
almost fifleen yeuars. Every varicty of
this pretty color, from the darkest lavender
{o the lightest lilac, are equally fashion-
able and are used on every style of bonnet
or hat from semi-mourning to the lightest
of spring shapes. Vieux rose j8 another
new color. It is a faded, dirty pink,
decidedly not a pretty color, and, in the
belief of the trade, is too dull ever to take
the popular fancy, but it ja fashionable
and” therefore must command a certain
amount of trade. Blues are decidedly less
used than usual, probably on account of
the popularity of lilac. Pale Sevres blues
certainly are shown, but they have all o
greenish tone and cannof, properly speak-
ing, be termed blues. The bheautiful,
though irying blue-green tint of last sea-
son, cnllc({ salammbo, is again brought
out under the name of pigeon-green, but
the only shade of blue now faghionably
offered is Gobelin, an oldfaghioned dull
greenish blue, which, although in vogue,
has but a limited circle of admirers.

Rose shades on the other hand abound,
'probably to take the place of the brilliant
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cardinals and vermillions of former seagons.
All shades are shown from the most faded
tapestry pink to the brilliant Charles the
Tenth scurlet, including the eglinting
colors, the shades and tints of the wild
roge, thoe ‘crab’ pinks and the Drilliant
pink called ‘Japanese minnow.” In sowme
of the darker shindes they become a purplish
magenty and approaches closely to the
reddish purples known this scason ag
cancmone.  Yellows range in color from
the palest primrose to the darkest vramge,
but, probably maize will remain as hereto-
fore, the favorite tint in this color and it bids
fuir to be really & populur tint.  Beige and
the golden browns, dark ecrus, and golden
tang, are just as much called for as ever,
and, in the impression of many in the
trade, will form the great staple of the
demand, A torra colta called Palestine
and the grays and dran tints will probably
obtain o share of the popular favor but we
must roiterato that the bheiges, suedes,
golden browns and golden tans, are the
safest colors to invest in, and will, no doubt,
in spito of the craze for heliotrope, cun-
tinuo to conunand the bulk of the trade.

Bonnets remain very closo to the sides,
and the efferts of the milliners appear to
bo dirceted to massing the trimming on
the top in various ways to suit the face of
the wearer and always with a view to a
pointed, high, effoct.  One thing is certain,
funcy buckles, largge ping, and vther crna-
monls are entirely out of style. What
ornaments are sed aro either of smoked
pour], colluloid, or hrilliantly faceted steel,
and are small and unobtrusive in their
chinracter.  Poarls and rosary beads have
seen their day, and do not appear on new
slylos excopt in rare instunces and then
only ag an edging.  Guauzes and colored
chantillys, crapes, and crepe lisse are
much used, and as i usual at the com-
mencetent of the season, flowers have
docidedly the eall; though many powpons
aigrettos, and colored ostrich Lips are also
vigiblo on now samples. Should the extra
lurgo hats now olloring become popular,
longer feathers will soon be called for, but
ab present tips and fancy wings are most
roudily suleable.  Birds appear to have
worn out their populurity., Iashionable
weunrers have beconie tired of thoem and
turn gratefully to the fresh, beautiful arli-
ticial flowers which are now supplanting
them us u spriuy willinery.

Styles follow very wuch last years
makes, and buy very littlo novelly is
vigible and that. only in minor details.
More individuality in styles is apparent
and there is o marked absence of large
lines all trimmed upon the one plan,
Velvet, too, is very largely used for facing
both hats and bunnets.  Milliners fully
recognize the soft, pretty appearance it
gives to the face und very fow sawples are

gshown where this becoming fabric does
not form a part of the trimming. In
ribbons, faille and satin doublé are the
coming makes. Ieading milliners suy
that the old satin and ottoman, and plain
ottomans, are quite out of date. Fancy
edges still predominate, the picot edge
Leing replaced by the cordonné, loop, crown
and' cuble edges, the latter often in con-
trasting colors. Gauze fancy ribbons will
form oue of the principal trimmings and
ribbons of all kinds will ghare with Jace
the first position as trimming. materials:
Ribbons with fancy borders in raised
weaves, or in bourette style with tufts of
chenille are novelties; and in black styles,
faille or double satin faced lines with a
cord or loop edge will be the coming
favorites, So far as can be judged at
present in all trimmings two or more
shudey of the same color will be considered
good tuste, and all strong contrasts will be
strictly avoided. Milliners speak doubt-
fully of the future of many of the brilliant
shades of rose introduced from Paris and
indications are certainly in favor of quiel,
unobtrusive colors.

Two novel head-gears have been intro-
duced in the West. The first is called the
Bulgarian head-dress, and is intended to
take the place of the light woollen caps
and fuscinators worn by ladies at the sea-
side. Tt is composed of a close fitting
Marie Stuart velvet bonnet, edged with a
a row of pearls or beads, to which is
attached at the back a long crepe lisse
searf, dotted with tufts or spots of silk,
and confined by ribbons. This is intended
to fasten round the neck and gives a
pretty, soft {inish to the face, Tho other
is the Princess College cap which follows
closely tho lines of the familiar ‘*mortar-
board.” It is copied from that worn by
the Princoss of Wales when she took her
degree. It fits close to the head, coming,
like the original, down in a small point
belween the eyes, while on the top, the
material makes a flat fold to imitate the
plate of the college cap. It is both com-
fortable and stylish and is especially well
adapted for mourning styles.

FEBRUARY’S TIRES.

The excellent table compiled by the New
York Bulletin show that the fire waste in
the United States and Canada during the
month just past may be safely computed
at no less than $7,600,000. This,is nearly
one million dollars more than in 1856 and
us the averaye for the last twelve yeunrs
has been in the vicinity of seven millions
of dollars, may be cousidered as balf 2
million above the average.

The compilation of these losses shows
that in only seven cases were the indi-
viduy! fires above $200,000 in loss ; seven

ranged between $100,000 and $200,000 ;
five between $75,000 and $100,000 ; eleven
between $£50,000 und $75,000; eighteen
between $30,000 and $50,000 ; twenty-two
between $20,000 and £30,000, and sixty-one
between $10,000 and $20,000. Add to these
a {air allowance for unrecorded and small
fires and the estimate that seven millions
and a haif dollars worth of property was
absolutely destroyed during the past short
month, will be seen to be well within the
mark.

So fur, from an insurance point of view,
the year has commenced badly, The losses
during January and February of the pre-
sent year have been exceptionally hJeiu'y
ag the insurance companies know to their
cost. True, three of the largest fires of
the month oceurred in New York, the best,
and, owing to the efficiency of its fire de-
puartment, probably the most profitable of
any of the fields for fire insurance on this
continent, but still these logses will seri-
ously discount not only the profits of the
local companies interested but also the
agencies of oulside companies for some
time to come. Canada has so far proved
herself free from extensive conflagrations,
but & number of small and, to a large
exlent preventible fires have occurred
which have materially lessened the re-
sources of the country.

LEvery firo that occurs tends to still
further accentuate the fact that there still
exists in our midst a remarkable amount
of uninsured proporty, which consequently
goes entirely into the ash heap. In spite
of the energetic efforts of canvassers it is
daily apparent that thousands of dollars
worth of valuable property is entirely
unprotected from totul loss from fire,
Whother this exists from parsimony or
from ignorance is doubtful, but the fact
remaing the same. ‘Che proportion of
uninsured proporty to that covered by
insurence is ridiculously large and it be-

comes more und more apparent that al-/

though the benefits of fire insurance are
thrust daily upon their notice, many
property owners still persist in assuming
this risk themselves and in ignoring the
benefits derivable from insurance. It is
time, therefore, for these non-insurers to
weke up and grasp the fact that they
will best serve their own interests and
those of their creditors or employés by
at once securing trustworthy and ample
insurance in a substantial company, whoae
policy means just what it says; as well as
by exercising the utmost vigilance over
their premises to prevent being called

“upon suddenly to face the loga inherent

from the destruction of their property by
fira. In these days of cheap, safe and
readily realizable insurance to neglect to
tuke out a policy is worse than a crime ; it
is % blunder.

REFINED LARD.

If proof were needed, no better conld be
afforded of the evils induced by adultera-
tion, even to the manufacturer himself
whose pecuniary interests it is supposed to
advance, than the present demoralization
in the market for what is ironically termed
‘refined’ lard. Although the pork market
is booming and the present stock of lard in
Chicago in probably only 75,000 tierces,
the price at wholesale is only 7 cents per
pound, with the market weak even at that
figure. Five years ago the stock at the
end of March was over 117,000 tierces and
thie price then stood at 104 cents.

The steady deterioration of refined lard
as well as the marked improvement in
that made in the packing houses and
known ag ‘regular’ lard, is due to the
same cause. Since the famous lard corner
of McGeoch first showed the trade what
wretched compounds could be palmed off
ag gennine lard, the rules of the Board of
Trade bave been much more stringent,
and consequently in the case of ‘ regular’
lard which has under these rulesto pass
the examination of an expert, successful
adulteration is nearly imposvible and cer-
tainly unprofitable, and consequently the
packing house lard is nearly a pure article.
But there is no provision for the inspection
of the so-called ‘refined’ lard and conse-
quently unscrupulous manufacturers have
continued to adulterate it until it is now
believed that not fifty per cent of it is
really what it purports to be.

What hasbeen theresult ? The husiness
men who buy and sell this lard at whole-
sale have no. confidence’ in either the
purity of the article or the integrity of the
maker, and consequently refuse to pay
to the refiner a price equal to what honest
lard would-be worth, They have no in-
tention of increasing the profit of the
maker by paying the price of genuine lard
for a mixture of cotton-seed oil and other
futs, and consequently the refiners whose
greed of profit have led them to adulterate
their wares, are simply hoist with their
own petard. They have competed with
each other in the manufacture and sale of
‘refined’ Jard uriil they have aciually
sold the ‘ refined ’ product at retail for less
than they could purchase ‘rezular’ lard
for, even in lots of a hundred tierces ata
time Can any evidence of the utter
demoralization of the trade be more con-
clusive ?

Taking the samae hasis for both, refined
lard is now selling at about three quarters
of a cent per pound, or fully fifteen per
cent, less than is charged for the meat cut
from the hog. ~ In old days, when lard was
made honestly, the meat was far less

. valnable for equal weighis, but no one has

yet been able to invent any method by
which the meat can be adulterated with-

out rendering it unsaleable, and conse-
quently it retains its value, while cotton-
seed oil and other fats now form,one-third,
often one-half. of refined lard and &s &
matter of course have lowered its value
nearer to their own standard.

In the early siages of adulteration,
before it was become an established fact,
no doubt the business was a highly re-
munerative one, but now it is not one
whit more profitable than was the manu-
facture of the genuine article in the times
when there was & genuine article and
men’s consciences had not become indur-
ated with a thirst for gain. Not only this,
but the manufacture of genuine refined
lard has been rendered impossible. The
The maker who now desires fo make a
really good article of lard, which shall be
what it pretends to be, finds himself con-
fronted by the suspicion that he is trying
to obtain an unusually large profit on
goods offered by his neighbors for less
money, Iis assertions as to their purity
are met with scarcely concealed derision
and he soon finds himsell compelled cither
to imitate his competitors or retire from
the business.

A significant commentary on this ques-
tion is the statement that Mr. P D,
Armour, the pork-packing king, is about
to organize a company which shall operate
over a dozen large cotton-seed oil mills
throughout the Southern States. He gives
as his reason, that the Cotton-Seed Oil
Trust has not treated him well, although
he consnmes one-ifth of their entire pro-
duct, and that in view of the increasing
demand for cotton-seed oil in the manu-
factore of lard he feels sure that the enter-
prise will be a paying one. The statement
is almast bratal in its frankness and seems
to effectually preclude any idea of return-
ing to the manufacture of honest lard.
The consumer must make up his mind to
be thankful that the adulterant is not an
unwholesome one, and that if he does not
get what he pays for, at all events he gets
nothing deleterious. Let us hope that the
day may be yet far ofl; though it will come
inevitably, when some inventive genius
will devise a cheaper and nastier substi-
tute for the cotton-seed oil.

THE CANAL TOLLS,

Indications are not lacking that a broader
and more patriotic view is now being taken of
commeréinl questions than hag  heretofore
been the case in this country. Merchaunts and
politicians appear to have widened the scope
of their views beyond the narrow horizon of
local advantages and seem to gra-p more fully
the broad theory that whatever tends to the
advantage of the great business centres is of
necessity an advantage to the whole Do-
minion. The change of opinion of that body

ot our western friends, whose views may be
considered to be presented by the Hamilton
Spectator, which has herctofore opposed the
assumption of the Harbor debt by the Govern-
ment, ig one of the gratifying evidences of
this broader view and the number of deputa-
tions from points hitherto indifferent, if not
inimical to the question of the improvement
and reduction of tolls on the St. Lawrence
canals, becanse it would redound principally
to the advantage of Montrea), prove that the
people of Canada are awakening to the fact
that this is a national, not a local question,
and that consequently it is one which the
Government should undertake to solve.

The reply of the Government to the various
deputations recognizes this fact fully, and
implies a promise that, 50 soon as the finances
permit of the expenditure, the necessary works
will be entered upon. This, of course, is the
answer that might be expected ro far as the
deepening of the canals ie concerned, as such
a work implies a Inrge expenditure of money,
and much preliminary work before it can be
intelligently commenced.  In addition fo this
a public work of such magnitude could pro-
bably be carried on to better advantage during
the winter monthis, ns otherwise navigation
would be greatly impeded, if not entirely
stopped. The question of deepening therefore
admits of rensonuble delay, but in the question
of reduction of the present folls, no such
oljections present themselves. The opching
of navigation is appronching rapidly and éo_ll;-
sequently the necessity for an immediate
decision is impumti\'d, if the Canadion ex-
porter is not to be placed av a dissdvaniage
compared with his American rival,  There is
10 uze in needless procrastination ; and in the
interests both of dealers and carriers who are
alrendy meking their coniracts for the trans-
purtation of grain, the Government should
give their decision at onee and in no uncer-
tain tone. The expected diminution of revenue
will e far more than met by the increased
receipts from Jarger traffic, imt even were a
loss assured, it should have no cflect in Dins
ing the decision of the Government on such a
point ns this, 1t is the question of Canadian
water Graffic that is praciicaliy at stake and
the ununimous voice of the business com-
munity has declared itself in favor of an
immedinte reduction in tolls as a vital neces-
sity, if the St. Lawrence route is to continne
in existence, Unless this be done, we may
expect a steady diminution in traffic and the
gradual divergence of our ,lcg'itimu(é trade to
uther and cheaper chanunelg, and the increased
prosperity of rival routes at our expense.
Surely under such circumstances, no hesita-
tion should exist. A decision is a8 cagy now
as later, when the mischief has been done,
and consequently that decision, whatever jb is,
vhonld be ‘at once made public.  The in-
fluential gentlemen wifom Montreal has just
elected to represent her in the councils of the
nation will'doubtless promote tiiese objects to
the hest of their ability.
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Al 1IOME AND ABROAD,

The merciless suppression of the recent
military risings in Bulguarin by he existing
regeney, has nuturally turned ihe eyes of the
financial world again townnls that standing
mennce Lo Buropenn tranguillity. Tt is well-
known (hat Russians look upon these mis-
guided soldiers as artyrs Lo the Russian
cause and the open statement that, (Lo use
the words of the Muscow Gazette, o seini-ofticial
organ,) “Uheir honorble death  will bring
forthy events that will set history in motion,”
renders L uncerluin whether Russinn’s present
policy of innction may not be soon changed
to u more nggressive one. The fuct that
officers provided with Russinn pussports and
credentinls were summarily executed by the
Bulgarinn regeney, offers a justifiible plea for
nelive interference, nnd although it appewrs to
be settled that an agrecment for the settlement
of the Bulkan Groubles Ias been arrived at
between Austrin and Russing so  fair o prelext
for overturning the present regime mny very
posgibly be tuken advanlage of with resulls
that cannot be easily Toreseen,  Still consols
remnin strong and the bank mte in England
has heen reduced ; Lwo convineing assurances
thul no immedinte change in the existing con-
dition of affairs is looked for in those well-
informed quarters.

Local financinl afluivs call for no particular
comment.  Rales are steady and unchunged,
the supply of funds being fully equal fo the
demard.  Call Joans rule at 5 per cent, with
mercantile puper negotiable at from 6 lo 7 per
cent.  The semi-panic in 8t, John, N.B,
which may e suid to have culminated in the
suspension of the  Maritime Bauk for the
second (ime in the pust uine years, produced
no effeet upon the money mavket exeepb that
il affectend 1he stock murket unfuvorably for a
time, and allogether the situntion may fuirly
be congidered stromg und reasonably active,
In the States the tendency of the market is
sLll upwards and call money closed in New
Yurk at o per cend. with « firm feeling. The
loss of over wo millions in surplus reserve
eansed  considernble surprise considering the
lnrge qvidend disburgements incident to the
carly weeks of this mouth,  Jb appears to
have been chiefly due to the movement of
currency {o interior points which has been
much Inrger and more constant than was anti-
eiputed, but as the Treasury will shortly dis-
burse seven millions of dollurs in redemption
of the much abused dollar trade, no incrense
in stringency is expected by the markel. In
England, money, is perceptibly cheaper and
the street rate lins declined to 2§ per cent,
The aetion of the Bunk of Kagland in reduc-
ing its vate to 33 per cent. is approved of
by conservalive Lusiness men, as although the
position of the bank is fully as strong, it not
steonger, than it was at this time Inst year
when the rate was lowered to 2 per cent,y in
aiich anxious times us this, when o great Euro-
pean war might avige that would strain finan-

cial circles to an unprecedented extent, it is
necessary that the bLank should hold itself
ready to meet sudden and large demnnds on
its resourees,

In wheat circles the tendency is certainly

Kingdom keeps supplies within moderation.
The siatement this week was wde 640,000
buslicls less on prssage and 2,260,000 less in
the visible suppply, a total nerrly approxi-
mating three millions. From the maximum,
the visible has decreased 5,700,000 in seven
weeks, averaging about 800,000 per week ; In
1886, during the smme time, the reduction
waus substantinlly the same, and from then on
to the 3rd of July when the minimumn was
renched it was about twenty-four million.
Should the same ratio of decrease be obtained
this year we would still have at the beginning
of the new crop year nearly thirty-four, mil-
lion bushels, Given a good export move-
ment and an increasing forcign demand, both
of which are probable, and a speedy reduction
in stocks will be apparent, aud consequently
the market has u bullish tone and the ten-

deney (owards higher prices is naturally accen-
Luated.

IIONLST DEALING,

The announcement that the premier of the
present Quebee Cabinet has notified the recal-
citrant clerks of the prothonotary’s oflice
{hat, unless they paid their debts to the oblig-
ing «shaver” who cashed their notes of hand
at 48 per cent. discount,” they must expect
immedinle dismissal, hag raised a thrill of
delighted expectation among some long suffer-
ing local retail merchants, who never dreamed
of such sentiments cmanating from such o
source. ‘Lhey argue that if such drastic
measures are henceforward to rule amongst
the rank and file of the political world, for
very shame's suke the leaders who promulgate
such orders cannot consider those ip higher
places exempt from its working, but must
naturally cnuse an oxample to be set by
settling up ab once those accounts which
for political or other reasons have, in many
cnger, herefofore proved impossible of collece-
tion, The announcement that in fulure the
honest payment of just debts by their subor-
dinates will be enforced by dismissal, has
been received with duce applause; but it is
felt that this reform should not be confined
solely to the poor clerks who form the lowest
rung of {he political Indder, but thut it should
extend equadly through every grade even Lo
the topmost height. . It is notorious that
several of the ¢ elect” are lnmentably de-
ficient in the matter of paying their small ac.

slill no time should be lost after the first in-
stalwents of sularies are received in seitling

the outstanding and long standing debts of
the parties whom the cap may fit, and there-
forg, it might be well if, until these are paid,
before issuing peremptory orders to their sub-
ordinates to pay up their indebtedness or
leave the service, the ministers would remem-
Ler the old proverb that those who live in
gluss liouses should not throw stones. In
making these remarks it must be understood
that no allusion is made to the great majority
of the gentlemen occupying high advisory
positions in the Government; their credit and
standing, privately and as business men,
murk them out as eminently fitted for such
positions, when we remember that theyjare
not of that eligible class of members of parlia-
ment who have everything to gain and noth-
ing to lose by being in place.

Ty Crrizess Insuraxce Co—A. comparison
with the previous annual report of the com-
pany showsa falling of nearly $16,000 in the re-
venue of the fire and accident branches and an
increase of $10,000 in losses paid in these two
departments, or about $16,000 increase in
expenditure as compared with “the report of
the previous year. Ob the other hand, there
is o marked improvement in the life branch,
aguinst whicl critics have been most violent,
the revenue therein showing an increase. of
over $16,000, while the lossé¥ Weére only
$15,000, or about $12,000 less than in the
former report. 'T'he balance to credit of profit
and Joss in this branch is shown to be $41,~
000. 'The provision for reserve docs nob
appear in this division of the report, but if we
furn to the “Reserve Fund and Capital Ac-
count” there will be found an increase of
$38,000 in bulance of lifo asscls, and on the
other side of this account an advance of
$28,000 in life reserve fund. In the balance
of I'ire and Accident Assets there is a slight
decrease which however is more than balanced
by the change in tho reserve.  The falling oft
in the Fire und Accident revenue is caused by

the withdrawal of the company’s re-insurance
Lusiness from the United States last spring

the Canadian fire business shows an advance
of about $30,000 during the year, and the
Accident about 50 per cent, The fire losses
in Montreal, which were about 107 per cent,
aecount for theincrease in that item. The pass-
ing of the wsunl dividend last year created some
discontent, the amount at 6 per cent being
under $5,000, exclusive of fees, but the recent
resumption together with the great improve-
ment in the premises and the enhanced value
of the rentals—the upper offices being now
uccessible by a first-class passenger elevator—
have aguin restored o feeling of some satis-
faction ; and although tho shareholders may
never again have to complain, as the worthy
president of two neighboring institutions,
himself a shareholder, once did of receiving
cent per cent as in the carly days of the
concertt, when the capital paid up was much
stualler than it is now, yet therc is a com-
fidence generally prevailing that the divi-
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dends will hencefortl be uo less than those
now declared, The company has been
singularly free from harrassing law-suits of
late; owing doubtless to the backbone ex-
hibited in the case of their recent unworthy
Accident Agent and his aiders and abettors in
Toronto, The weeding out in the Norlh-West
was algo timely and should be ne less pro-
ductive of good in the future.

TuE announcement of the appointment of
D. Barry and M, Poirier as fire marshalls by
the Quebec Government, has elicited much
unfavorable comment, not because of any ob-

* jéction to these gentlemen, but because Fred.
Perry was believed to be the right man for the
position and it was understood that it had
been promised to him.

favoring Mr. Perry's appointment. I'he salary
for one or two is $1,600, which is scarcely as
good a8 he now receives from the companies.
Mr. Perry has just delivered bhis rating plans
for Quebec to the companies, and there can be
1o question of their thoroughness. The ¢ peo-
ple’s man” appears to have been disappointed
in securing a certain legal position for s0 in-
fluentialn friend a3 Mr. Barry, and gave him
the best he could command.

Lo Baxque pu Peorre~The fifty-seccond
annunl meeting of this thriving bank was
held at its head office on the Tth ult, when a
very satisfactory report was presented. During
the past year the circulation has inereased
froimn $539,000 to $945,000 , the deposits have
grovn from $1,809,000 to $2,341,000; the
cash assets from $617,000 to $895,000, and,
lnst but not lenst, 340,000 has been carried to
the reserve fund which now reaches $240,000
or the equivalent of 20 per cent. of the paid-
up capiial, In addition to this, the amount
now standing at the credit of profit and loss,
some $97,000, is more than ample {o cover
any loss arising from the final settlement of
a1l the affairs in liquidation, whether old or
current, As the profits of the past year were
cqual to 11 per cent, it can be readily scen
that the annual dividend of six per cent. was
far more than earned, and the result is visible
in the fact that the stock which this time last
year sold at 78, is now worth 102 ex-dividend.

Tug death of the Reverend Henry Ward
Beocher removes from the pulpit probably
one of the ablest men of the present
day.

In his case, as in that of
the Sheridan family, the ability”he possessed
was inherited, and was fully as apparentin the
sire as in the son, and although many have
cavilled at his views on some points, it is fult
that he used his great talents for tlllc:_)furlhert
ance of good and the discomfiture of evil. His"
departure from among us will be widely and
deeply regretted, and every sympathy will be
felt for his family and friends.

Arrexrios is ealled fo the strong statistical
porition of standard peaches in the Baltimore
market. The stock of 3-1b. goods in the
hands of nine leading puckers is placed at
6,244 cases, wherens last year at correspond-
ing period there was in stoclk from 30,000 to
40,000 cases, and the previous year 60,000 to
70,000 cases. The advance thus far this
season is said to be covered by only 8 per
cent., while upon other goods that might be
regarded as a substitute the risc bas been from
20 to 70 per tent.  The stock how held there
is spoken of as equal to only 30 days’ supply,
and holders in consequence are confident of
realizing higher prices.

Tus refusal of two prominent companies,
the London Assurance and the Scottish
Union, to comply with the resolution of the
Toronto Board concerning & deposit gunran-
{ee for penallics in cases of infraction of rules
by brokers, together with the reply of the
Royal that they wished fo refer the matier
to the head office in Liverpool, has probably
put & quictus on the matter, at least for some
time. There is something to be said against
compelling # company (o puy for the sins of
its broker, The cure might prove worse than
the discase.

We regret to chironicle the demise of two
gentlemen  well known lo the commercinl
world during the past week. The death of
Mr. W, A'Frazer, late Dominion Appraiser is
reported from Oltawa, 'and Mr. Gharles Del-
igny Armstrong, son of Judge Armstrong of
Sorel, and favorably known among the cn-
ginecring and railroad communitics, has also
passed away from among us. e was a
Lrother of Mr. L. O.. Avmstrong, the popular
colonization agent of the Canadian Pacific
Railway,
