THE DUTY ON IRON,

There is probably no other quesiion
upon which so much can be said on either
side as in ihe suggested increase in the
present duty on pig fron. Therc can be
no doubt that the manufacture of iron
from native oresis one of the largest gources
of wealth that any country can enjoy.
There i¢ no branch of manufacture that
gives employment to so many hands or
stimulales so many other industries as
{he manufacture of iron ores, and conse-
quently every government endeavors to
foster ils increase within its own borders
by every mcangin its power. The Domin-
jon @overnment has not failed in its duly
in this respect as the present tarifl' on
foreign pig iron of $2 per lon, in additionto
the bounty of $L50 per {fon allowed on
native made iron, should abundantly
prove. '

Having in view the apparently ample
measure of proteclion already existing, it
would be well before committing ourselves
to 8o serious a question as the proposed
advance in the existing duty to the Ameri-
can tarill of S0.72 per ton, if we should
consider first if onr preseni facilities for
manufacturing pig iron are suflicient lo
supply the actual neceds of the many
hanches of Canadian industry dependent
on {his great staple, or whether it will nog
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regolve itself rather intoa taxona raw
material, whose importation is compul-
sory, which would cripple if not seriously
damage such important industries as cast-
.ing, stove founding, agricultural imple-
ment making and other kindred branches
of manufacture. The answer is not reas-
suring, The present annual consumption
of pigiron in this country may be put at
one hundred thousand tons, while the
amount produced by all the furnaces in
the country running at full blast would
reach only forty thousand tons, or 40 per
cent of ihe demand, so that 60 per cent of
this important staple would be saddled
with a “duty of nearly double its present
amount to the prejudice of all the indus-
tries now dependent upon it as their raw
malerial, unless the Govérnment is pre.
pared to initiate a corresponding increase
in the duties of every manufactured article
aflected by the change.

It may be objected that were the manu-
facture of pig iron made far more profit-
able than at present, new companies would
soon be started here that would bring the
product up nearer the annual requirement,
and there is no doubt of the immense ad-
vantage that would then acerue to the coal
and iron indusiries of Nova Scotia, were
this the case. Butit mustbe remembered
that blast furnaces and puddling works
are not erected in a day, and that no
branch of manufacture demands such ex-
lensive capital, so large a plant, or so
much time in preliminary operations as
the one in question; consequently the
ellect of the increase in duty would simply
he to give a practicnl monopoly to the only
concern now capable of producing pig iron
in Canada and at the expense of every iron
using factory in the Dominion. Certainly
the iron produced is of a very high quality.
Mr. Gurney, of the well known house of
the . & C. Gurney Co., an acknowledged
expert in pig iron, says: “Canadian pig
iron enables ts to produce caslings of a
quality superior to what can be made
from Secoteh “iron alone, and were the
home production stopped by the removal
of the duty we should be driven either to
do inferior work, or to buy American iron,
which would usually cost us more than the
Canadian does even if we had no duty
to pay upon it” But he goes on to suy
that “it is a well known fact that the ex-
isting duty on castings was imposed after
careful consideration, concurrently with
the imposition of dut.y on pig iron, and
was so lixed 8o as to give a full equivalent
for it,” so that it is cvident that if the one
duty he disturbed a corresponding sc: aling
up of all the other dependent duties must
Le made; which would eventiually, for a
time at least, come outof the pockels of
the consumer of {he finished article.

In their objection to the freeim pOI‘l.l.LlOll
_of serap iron the manufacturers of pig iron

have undounbiedly good grounds for com-
plaint.  Of late it has been suspected that
much of the so-called scrap iron is really
of the character of pig iron, but cast in
irregular shape in order to evade duty. It
is signifieant that, while in 1879 the total
amount of serap iron imported was only
11,000 tons, lnet year it reached 208,000
tons, an advance hardly warranted by the
inerease in the legitimate demand forserap
iron. Consegnently, were the duty on pig
iron increased without a corresponding
duty on scrap iron, it would merely result
in the increased importation of what is
often only pig iron under another form.

On cither side there is much to be said;
both pariies have good grounds upon which
to base their arguments, and men of
acknowledged skilland commereial acumen
to forward their views. Bnt in such a
difficult question as this the Minister of
Customs will doubtless weigh the matter
with due consideration eve giving a deci-
sion either pro or con. There are 50 many
conflicting interesls to consider, so many
widely divergent views to chronicle, that
ample time must.-be taken for its full and
due consideration before the final verdict
is arrived at. On one side we have the
development of an important industry,
with ils consequent influx of eapital, not
only in what must eventually become ihe
Birmingham of Canada, but in othergrow-
ing cities of inanufacture; on the other
hand we have the claims of the consumers,
to whom the increase of the duty toihe
figure demanded would mean simply {ax-
ation, to begin with, to the extent of
£3.22 per ton on the 60,000 tons of pig iron
they would be compelled“to import an-
nually, although this amount could not fail
to be reduced in due course according as
competition was established- TLasily, but
not least, the loss to the revenue, by its
practical exclusion, which must be placed
at probably a quarter of a million dollars.
These are all weighty considerations and
will all doubtless be carefully examined
by the Minister of Customs hefore any
decision he arrived at,  The deputation of
manufacturers to the capital this week
and the large number of signatures lo the
protest against any increase in the duty
on iron, as proposed, wi'l doubtless have
their influence with the government, and
if any change be made, 2 way muy he
found, possibly, through the difticulty by
means of a rise in duty all along the line.
But, be the decision what it may, the
result will be of the greatest importance to
both the iron trade and the country at
large, and consequently will he waited for
with interest by all and with some degree
of anxiely by those 1mmedmtely con-
corned.

TAILOR MADYE GOWNS.

It becomes daily more and more appar-
ent that the tailor-made gown, which it
was fondly supposed was to inangurate o
new era in dressmnking, is rapidly ap-
proximating more and mors to the lines of
ordinary dresses. The almost painfully
plain garment which first received the
stamp of fashion under this name required
such exceptlional beauty of shape and
correctness of fizure, thai it was felt that
some modifications were unavoidable if it
was ever to become popular. There is pro-
bably no wore trying garment possible for
the figure than one of the original patfern
of these gowns, and consequently a gradnal
modification set in, as it war palpable that
the severity of its original outline made it
unbecoming to the large majority of wo-
men. This year still bolder innovations
have been introdueed, and a fashionable
tailor-made gown of the present day would
probably Le indignantly repudiated by its
original designers.

Now, a distinct change has set in and,
while to a certain extient they are still
severe in outline, they approximate far
more closely to the ordinary confections of
the dressmaker than they have ever hefore,
Velvet, plush and silk are now inserted
freely in the hitherto plain tweed costumes,
and the panel has become a feature in
ailor-made gowns as well as those that do
not lay claim to that title. Indeed, why
the present tailor-made gowns should be
called -tailor-made at all scems puzzling,
when it is remembered that the great
majority never pass through the hands of
a tailor at all. Now that waistcoals, revers
and collars of velvet, plush and silk, aro
introduced upon those serviceable looking
materials which have hitherlo been con-

sidered unsuitable for ornamentation, and

panels of contrasting color and more deli-
cate substance are inserted in the costume,
they seem more suitable to the dressmaker
than the tailor, and are certainly far more
approprinte and becoming te the great
mass of wearers than the original palterns
could ever have expected ‘o be. ILarge
square plaidg in neufral tints are now
used, both as loose draperies and hox
plaited panels, while plaids and stripes in
bright colors are used as loose draperies on
plain gkirts of velvet, plush or faille, a
distinet departure from the original plain
tweeds which were once considered tLhe
only appropriste material for these gowns.

This season it seems as il' tiny checks in
tan, gray and the many varying shades of
brown, having a large crosshar taken over
their surface in narrow lines of blue,
cardinal, gold, or olhier Lright color, were
going to enjoy most of the popular favor,
and muny dresses are made entirely of
these mixtures ; but others prefer to have
the tight-fitting hablt, bodice and petticont
on]y of the (,heck, and (.lect to have the
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overdrapery, cufly and collar of plain cloth.
The front drapery of the skirt, which' is
now usually plain in front and full behind,
ngnally takes the formof o long syuare
tablier, divided from the back either by a
pinet or by plaited folds of the chieck made
to imilale one.  The new habit bodices

THE BANK STATEMENTS,

e statement of the charlered hanks
for Mareh is also somewhat lale in reach-
ing us. I shows, howover, bat few
ehanges ay compared with that of the
previous month, and these are of a char-
actor incidental to a severe winter—heavy
roads and country trade ab o minimum.
The falling off in * Deposits on Demand”
1o the extent of §1,350,000 is thus acconnted
for, slowness of remittances compelling
merchants to reduce their balances lo
meet current requirements. “The clastic
character—the availability of the asset,
“Due from Voreign Agencies or Banks,”
which necount i referuble to the funds
cmployed in New York and Chicago, is
geen on oceasions where the demands of
tho home market become more pressing,
feature of Canadian banking developed
only within a few years, but of the greatest
importance to the business of the country,
The increase of 130,000 in the item of
“ Loans to ofher corporations,” which may
bo inelnded undor the head of * Discounts,”
is accountable for in the same manner,
and the addition of £627,000 1o the item of
“Public Discounts” is self explanatory.
Thus it will be scen that the total of dis-
counts has advanced to nearly 1523 mil-
liony, that being the sum now required to
carvy on the mercantile and manafacturing
business of thie country, an increase of over
eight millions as compared with Mareh,1886,
an advanee of fully 22 millions during the
decade, and it is, wo beliove, the highest
point ever reached in Canadn,  “Theso by

THE CREDI SYSTEM,

Owing to tho nature of our surroundings
and {o the fact that Canada is still essenti-
ally an agricaltural eountry, drawing the
bulk of her resources from the slow but
sure proeess of tilling the soil and harvest-
ing the products, the sysiem of long credits
is essentinl to many of our business trans-
actions. e wholesale merchant must
wait till the retail houses he supplies can
mako collections from their customers, the
relailer must wail uniil the farmer on

whom he depends can get in his crops and
get them to market. This is natural and
legitimalo enough, but unfortunately so
ingrained is this custom of exacting credit
becoming in the national character, that
the credit system, originally the natural
outcome of our surroundings, is now be-
coming extended and perverted into chan-
nels which the legitimate domands of
commerce do not warrant,

Because the farmer is unable to pay his
bills except at cerlain sensons of the year,
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the dwellers in our larger cities, whose
income is steady and regular the whole
year round, the clerk and mechanic with
their weekly wage, and even the property
holder whose prosperity lifts him far above
the necessity for such indulgence, demand
equal privileges. They scout the idea of
paying cash and appear to act upon the
maxim, laid down by Mr. Richard Swivel-
ler, of spending their credit first, their cash
being good at any time. They argue that
if the farmer obtains credit they should be
equally favored, and consequently the
whole system of doing business becomes
permeated with the corroding influence of
long credits, renewals Lecome the order of
the day, and when the final eragsh comes
it is found that two-thirds of the assets are
composed of hook debis, many of which
are uncollectable.

This is not o exaggerated a statement
as the inhabitants of our larger towns
where, owing to the imposssibility of ascer-
teining the standing’of customers who are
here to-day and gone to-morrow, the pro-
portion of eash business naturally pre-
ponderates. There are stores in- many
country towns, and in still more villages,
where a cash transaction is unknown,
where everything purchased is hooked,
and where the storekeeper collects his
bills when hLe can. And this not from any
lack of means, but simply from the in-
grained habit of demanding credit as a
right and looking upon the payment of cash
as giving in some undefined way an undue
advantage to the storekeeper.,

This constant ides of obtaining time lo
pay all obligations becomes curionsly dis-
lorted at times. The farmer who invests
his surplus in a savings hank at four or
five per cent interest instead of paying ofl
the mortgage on his farm which may cost
him from seven {o ten per cent, and the
citizen who purchases an article on credit
and loses the cash discount when he has
the money in his pocket, are both examples
of this curious craving for indebiedness.
In both cases there is a direet loss incurred
without any necessity and simply from
the idea that they were gaining some
mysterious advantage from not paying oft
4 legitimate liability.

There have of lale been many encourag-
ing signs of the revival of prosperity and
one of the most hiopeful of these, becanse it
indicates the increased strength of the
position of trade, is the gradual but con-
tinuous movement in the direction of the
curtailment of credit, especially so far as
ordinary retail customers are concerned.
Credlt in these cases rarely does good ;
theit i lengthened credit, for of course the
1)'1ymeuL of hills when the week or montl’s
salnry becomes duc may, for the purposes
of this’ 'utlc e; be looked upon as cash ; but
even then, the continuous templutlon fo
huy more “{han one wants engendered hy

the fact that one need ouly pay something
on account, usually leads to the accumu-
lation of a slowly growing millstone of debt
which soon becomes an intolerable burden
to the debtor and n source of constant
anxiety to the creditor. Most retail mer-
chants know this well, and now that trade
is reviving and there is no longer the
necessity for selling goods on any terms in
order to turn over the stock, they are muk-
ing commendable steps in the direction of
grappling with the evil. Cash stores are
springing up all over the country, and in
even the most old established haunts of
credit there is a growing feeling that, if it
cannot be abolished as the nature of our

surroandings would indicate, at all events.

it can be curtailed within legitimate
bounds. There is no necessity for one
half of the credit now given so that if his
customers codld only be educated io see
that the granting of credit is just as dele-
terious to the receiver as the giver, the
storekeeper might look for thewr cordial
assistances” in the rehabilitating of his
business on sound commereial principles.
The evil is plain enough and is one that
can be removed with very great advan-
tage. A little judicious combination amony
the retail traders would soon lead to its
eradication and would prove a most valu-
able factor in improving commercial pros-
pects. If, from the keenness of competi-
tion and natural jealousy of rival houses,
such combination be impossible, at least
every merchant owes it to himself to do
everything in his power to abolish the
present svstem of unnecessary credit,

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

Montreal has again been visiled by an
inundation which, although neither so
exiensive or disasirous to Dbusiness in-
lerests as the flood of last year, has effect-
ually .slagnated a large portion of her
industries, ¥or five days past, the princi-
pal business streels, as well as the low
lying portion of the c¢ity, where the bulk ot
our industrial population have their homes,
have been covered with from one to five
feet of muddy water, and only approach-
able by means of boats or hastily con-
structed rafts, composed of those malerials
which lay close to hand. “The flood has
extinguished the furnaces even in those
streels where it did not appear upon the
surface and consequently, from the lack of
steam power, two-thirds of our workshops

and factories have been condemned to

enforced idleness, and thousands of work-
ing people deprived of a week’s wages at a
time when they are more than usually in
Deed of them. TUnless some measures,
besides mere talk, be peomptly taken, it is
evident that we must expect a repetition
of the flood in 1888, and in consequence
the owners of property helow the flood

level may anticipate & heavy reduction in
the value of their rents, as few desirable
tenanis will care to occupy premises that
are liable to be isolated during our busiest
season. The fact that nothing practical
has been done, in spite of the highly paid
committees appointed and Javish expendi-
fure of money in fitting up iceboats and in
blasting operations, is o disgrace to the
civic authorities. The second ilood is upon
us before the committee have handed in
their report upon the first, and the same
delay and shilly-shallying will doubtless
be visible again this year. It is time that
the merchants of Montreal took this matter
up in earnest and insisted that prompt
steps be taken for their protection. Unless
this is done,"we may expect another flood
next spring that may he even more digas-
lrous to business interesls than the one
now subsiding. The loss incurred by the
business community during the past two
floods would more than pay the inlerest
on the outlay necessary to erect a dyke
ialong the river front, such ag that proposed
last year by Sir A. L. Galt and his associ-
ates, but unfortunately if the proposal to
build one should emanate from any private
individual or syndicate, the jealous spirit
of some of our citizens might induce them
lo suspect that the enterprise was entered
into for the purpose of making a large
profit out of their calmmities. Provided
that the city reaps the Lenefit of its crec.
tion, it seems unnecessary to cavil at it on
the ground that it may be a source of
profit to the individuals who assume the
responsibility of the work. What Mont-
real requires is protection from such in-
undations as we have juet experienced,
and whether that protection be given by *
the corporation, or by privale citizens as a
malier of business, seems to us to be of
very little moment. A meeting of cilizens -
is called for to-day (Friday), and we await
the result of the proceedings before treat-
ing the subject at greater length., "The
report of Mr. Andrew Roberlson, chairman
of the Harbor Board, prefixed to the an-
nual statement of that body, is of great
value, and eflfectually disposes of many
popular theories on this subject,

The local money market may be looked
upon as practically unchanged. Funds are
in fair supply but loans are not pushed
and lenders not anxious to find employ-
ment for their surplus money. The de-
mand for discount is good with mercantile
paper ruling at 6 to 7 per cent. Call loans
on stock may be quoted at 5} to 6 per cent,
On the Stock Xxchange, the declaration of
the Bank of Mantreal dividend atd and 2
per cent was a great disappointment to the
“bulls” who counted confidently on 5 and
3. The result was a bad break in prices
from which the market generally has not
vet recovered. In the States, rates are '
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glightly lowery, and the average for call
loans may he placed at 41 per cent.  But
very few hunks are now in the call loan
muarket, partly from the condition of their
reserves, and partly from increased de-
mands from their customers, In foreign
finaneial circles there g very litlle change
1o ¢hronicle.  Money is cheap at all the
greal centres, the streel rate in London
being 1} per cent, in Paris 2§ per cent, and
in Berlin and Frankforl 2 per ¢ent,

TIHE UNDERWRITIERY ASSOUIATION.
o

On the oeeasion of the expiry ol his
four yeary' lerm of oflice us president
of the Canadinn Fire Underwriters' Asg-
gociation, Mr. G, F, O, Smith, manager
in Canada of the Liverpool and London
and Globe Insurance Company, delivered
an  address before  the recent  annual
meeting, reviewing the operalions and
endeavors of the organization since its
eslablishment in 1883, Such an address
condd not fail to be highly interesting
to the insurance fraternity, and it was
resolved by the Associntion to print it
for generad distribution @ as it shonld
possess littlo less intorest for the merchants
and manufucturers of the Dominion, as
well as for the remote members of the
fraternity, we availourselves ol tho courtesy
of the worthy secretary of the Associalion
in Moutreal in supplying us with an
advinced copy, Lo make copions extbracts
therefrom,  Beginning with an acknow-
ledgment of the services rendered alter
Me disgolution of the Parill” Association in
1585 by the Boards at Toronto, London aud
Hamilton and the lxchange of Montreal,
thie lecturer pointed out that nevertheless
there was no ollicial organization in Cane-
ada to secure uniforin rides, or otherwise
profect the interests of the business.  Larly
in 1883 & desire to unito and place the
business on & more satisfactory basis was
generally manifested : the resulty for some
yearsseemed Lo prepare even the mercan-
tile community for & more stringent appli-
cation of husiness methods in matters of
insurance,  He bore testimony to (he
special interest laken in the  proposed
relorm by Mr. Robert MceLean, now secre-
tary of the Associntion, and to the assist-
anee of the first vice-prosidents, Mr. J, J.
Kenny, for Toronto, and Mr. Jag. W.
Taylor for Montreal.  Operations were lirst
limited to tariting mercantile risks in
Ontario, Lhe towns bheing graded mmong
the five classes (now six) uccording to
thoir five prevenlive applinees,  'Phe
generally henoficial offects of the enforee-
ment ol the taril’ are roferred to in the
address as follows :

e netion of the Association in enforcing
these stanbrds by lowering the classifiention
of a town il its fire applinnces are not main-
tanined in eflicient condition, and the know-
ledge that improved applinnees would obtain

@ definite reduction in rates, has proved a
powerful stimulus in seeuring better fire pro-
tection. 1 think you all will admit, that
withont our Associntion such a desirable
object conld never have been obtained.
Pending the compilalion of n deteiled tariff
for ench clusy, a tariff of minimum rates for
13ty 2nd, 3rd and 4th class commercial risks
in each of the five classes of towns was
wlopted, and cume into force on the 20th
July, 1883, throughout the Provinee of On-
tario. The detailed tarifis for ordinnrey risks
and specinls  were completed and  became
operative on the 1st October, 1883, The
Lariff for ordinary risks, with some few amend-
ments and additions, is that now in force to-
day, and has, on the whole, given general
sutisfaction to the Compunics and has heen
aceepted by the public without opposition.”

The larill was exiended to the Trovince
of Quebec in May 1884, Concerning the
for-some-time diflicult question of com-
migsion to brokers and sub-azenls in Mon-
treal, the lecturer says :

uThey have had the effect of establishing
relations hetween companies and brokers, and
of placing the Iatter under the necessity of
adhering Lo Bowrd rules and Tarifl rates j—
the violation of cither renders them linble to
the withdenwal of their license,  So far, much
geod is undoubtedly done.  With regard to
sub-ngents and eanvagsers the rules are not
ns effective as they should be, and the com-
panics have themselves to thank for it When
it I remembered that the subject involves
the question of restricting commissions to o
maximum rate, upon which the companies
seem unable to agree, it will be understood
why the rules are unsatisfuctory.  The grow-
ing tendency to pay high commissions is a
feature that should reccive the carnest atien-
tion of the Association, for anless the evil
enn be checked it will go far to nullify the
advantage of the moderate advance made in
rates. 138 questionable whether the public
shonld not be given the option of transtcting
their own business with the office of their
selection, subject to the same rate of discount,
that is now frequently paid o a canvasser or
broker, for simply carrying o preminm, in
many cases, only o few hundred yurds.”

A tarift for lumber and mills graded on
the basis of exposure, was adopted in Nov-
omber, 1884, and the Chaudiere lumher
distriet rated about the same time:

In this same year the ncecessity for, and
Justice ot, discriminating between special visks
of the sume class according to their fire pre-
ventive applinnces and other features of their
physical hazard atteaeted the attention of the
Associntion, and the question of introducing
the system of schedule rating, the adoption of
which had rapidly extended in the United
States, was discussed, and at the aanual meet-
ing in March, 1885, a joint commitlce in
Toronto and  Montreal, was appointed lo
formulate o system of schedule rating for
special risks,  This committee reported at
the fmll meeting of the same yenr several
schedules which were approved of, and upon
the completion of others, the Toronto and

“Moutreal commitiees were authorized to ap-

point inspectors, and to rate the various risks
lo which the schedules applied. At the
annual meeting, Mavceh, 1886, the comnmittee
reported progress, and in the following May
schedule rating became operative in Montreal,
and subsequently in the leading cities and
towns, until now nearly every specinl hazard
of consequence in an easily accessible place,
and n large number of seattered risks, have
been schedule wated. 1t having been found

that a strict adherence to schedule for risks
which had been equipped with sprinklers and
other appliances in accordance with the re-
quirements of the American Manufacturing
Mutual Companies, did not always afford a
sulliciently favorable mte to retain such risks
in stock companics, such riske were at the
last semi-annual meeting of the Association,
(Oct. 1886), removed from the operation of
the schedule, and powers given each branch
to specially rate such risks; some clasticity
was likewise given to the system by allowing
your eqecutive officers some discretion in the
application of the schedule. Thal the intro-
duction of such a radieal ehunge (from mini-
mum rates to schedule mting) was to be
cflfected without a little difficulty and friction
was hardly to be expected, and how to facili-
tate nnd improve the working of the system
has veoeived your attention. “The benefits
and advartages of the new system to com-
panies over the old minimum rate tarifl, in
adjusting the rate jn accordunce with the
physical hazard of each risk, and its tendency
to generally improve risks by inducing the
assured to remove dangerous features with a
view of obtaining a reduction in rate, cannot
but prove sutisfactory evidence of the wisdom
of adopting the system. Jts fairness to.the
assured commends the system to the publie,
T'he adoption of schedule rating afforded an
opportunity to introduce the practice of re-
qniving the assured {o maintain a certain pro-
portion of insurance to the value of the risk,
75 per cent being the percentage required, for
which a reduction of 15 per cent from the
schedule rate was allowed, this allowance is
also now granied to other special havards not
scheduled.”

The address deals briefly with the ques-
tion of co-insurance, which has been al-
lowed to rest pending some movement in
the United States. The rescinding of the
tarifl on * three-year non-hazardous ” rigks
in Ontario proved unaveidable owing to
the position of {wo companies in that pro-
vince, members of the Associaiion, as
regards competition from local mutnals
vpon the risks referred to. The ecffect hag
been demoralizing [and reaclive] to an
extent not known in anti-tarift days. Re-
ferring o the advocacy by some companies
of reintroducing the plan of specifically
rating every risk in a city or town, the
lecturer says:—There is no question as to
its being the most satisfactory syslem, but
ils serious cost renders il almost im-
practicable except in special eases. This
was shown in Quebec, although the time
of the year and the exceptional severity of
the winter must account for u considerable
portion of the expense. ‘Fhis tarifl’ went
into operation in Quebee city on the 16th
ultimo.

The address leaves no subject untouch-
cd. It refers to the Uniform Mortgagee
Clause now in general use; the action and
counferaction of the companies as regards
municipal faxation ; postul regulations; the
eflect of the recommendations made and
action taken concerning Underground In-
surance ; the more summary character of
the penalty clauses of the Codified Act ;
the proposed amendment to the Statulory
Conditions by the Ontario Government,
which we propose noticing more fully
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nest week. The remaining subjects are
treated so tersely that we can only repro-
duce them in full:

w['hequestion of allowing agentsto represent
companies not members of the Associntion
has several times formed a subject for your
consideration. T'he only rule we have ab pre-
sent on the subject is the one passed at the
semi-unnual meeting in October last (included
in the printed revised By-laws,) requiring
agents to pledge themselves to charge Tarift
rates on all business placed by them in every
company, purely Mutual offices alone excepted.

As already mentioned, it was decided re-
cently to rate dwellings and churches and
othet similar non-hazardous risks. This was
done and the Tarifl put into force, but un-
fortunately before the companics had hardly
an opportunity of judging of its working, the
Turifl, as far as the Province of Ontario is
concerned was rescinded.

The last two mentioned subjects are the two
most important (if indeed they are nof the
only two) that having been legislated upon,
the rules adopted were, after short lives, re-
scinded. In my humble judgment, the
rescinding of them was a greab mistake, and
could only e viewed ns manifesting weakness
on the part of the Association fo enforce its
rulés.

It will be admitted by all that no rule has
been adopted without the fullest considera-
tion. Reference to the minutes will substan
tiate this; and I submit that such being the
fiet, it is undignified and injurious to the best
interests of tne Associntion that any such
rule should be rescinded except for most
grave veasons. If the Association is {o be
maintained, rules once passed must be loyally
enforced by all without the exercise of private
judgment as to how much they aflect indi-
vidual interests.

Occasionally some few members have
objected that a rule passed was wllre vires
and beyond the inlention of the companies
when the Associution was formed, but I would
point out to these members that Article 2 of
the constitution as originally drawn (October
1883) declares that «The objects of the As-
sociation are for the cstablishment and main-
tenance of Fire Inswance rates and the pre-
motion of the interests of Fire Insurance Business
in Cunada .

Certainly no rule hns yet been passed that
has not been constitutionally decided upon
by the proper majority, and considered Ly
them as culenlated to promote the interests of
Ifire Insurance business.  We therefore elaim
that all our action has been intr¢ vires. The
cluse in the constitution referred to, was
purposely adopted to give wide scope to the
powers of the Association. To be a live
organization it must de a progressive one—
and bu nble to adopt measures not at first con-
templated, and that experience and practice
has shown to be necessary,

Much libor has Leen expended in accom-
plishing what has been done, and the thanks
of the companies are due to those gentlemen
who have served so frequently on committees,
The older and more experienced memliers
have done more than their share of this work.

That the Tariff and Rules of the Associa-
tion have not been unjust or oppressive, 1
think we can fairly claim from the fact thag
we have had: little or no oppotition or.com-
plaint from the insuring public. I have taken
a prominent part in all Torifl Associations
during the 24 years that I have been the
chief representative in Canadn of the Liver-
pool & London & Globe Insurance Compuny,
and my experience is that the public are cou-
tent Lo pay a fair adequate rate, unless their
mindsare poison ed by an unscrupulous agent,

As soon as companies decide to pay more
commissions on profit, and less straight com-
mission on premiums, we shall sce the busi-
ness generally assume a henlthier aspect.

The main object of my having detained you
so0 long is my desire to place on record that
the Association hns done much good. It has,
in fact, succeeded in improving the business
of Pire Insurance in Canada in a manner that
would have been quite impossible to do with
out it, Some members occasionally complain
of infractions of both rutes and rates. Igrant
this at once; but I submit that any injuries
sustained by these infractions are as nothing
compared with the advantages actually secured
by the existence of the Association. 1f, un-
fortunately, anything were to occur to cause
the dissolution of the organization, the effect
to the companies and the business of Fire
Insurance in Canada would simply be dis-
astrous. It would mean the carrying on of
the business for some years to come in all
probability at # loss to the companice.

Ar the conclusion of the address it was
moved by Mr, 8. C. Duncan-Clark (Luncashire)
seconded by Mr, L. M. Boult, -(Atlas and
National) and unanimously resolved—That
the thanks of the méeting be given the presi-
dent for his very lucid and interesting account
of the risc and progress and present position
of this Aesovintion, und for the valunble

.remarks he hus embodied in his address; and

that the same be printed in the minutes of the

meeting, and also in pamphlet form for the,

use of members as they may deem right and
Jjudicious.” .

I'ue action taken by Messs. Brossard, Cha-
put & Co,, to recover from the Canada TLife
Insurance Company the sum of $4,000, amount
insured on the life of the late Pierre Dou-
dreau, who had transferred the policy to them
in order to obtain his discharge from insol-
vency, resulted in an ununimous verdict in
the favor of the insurance company. The
judge in summing up referred to the import-
ance of good fuith on the part of all persons
concerned in the carrying out of insurance
contracts, especinlly in this age when life in-
suraunce bas been go universally adopled, and
has become o contract entered into in con-
ncctiuu“\\"_ith almost every Lranch of business.
Ho then reviewed the evidence, leaving it for
the jury to apprecinte its weight, but remark-
ing that if they accepted the testimony of the
medicnl gentleman  who had attended the de-
ceased for many years, they could not well
abstain from declaring that the company had
been deceived by the assured as to the state
of his health, The jury took this view of the
case, as it appenred clearly that the decensed
suflered from serious discase at the time he
took out the policy, vnly a few months before
his death. They were also probably influ-
enced by the fact that after the policies of the
Canada Life have been in existence for two
years they become indisputable, and conse-
quently looked upon the short space of time
between the issue of the policy and the deaih
of the insured as a tocit testimony that con-
cenlment had been practised,

gTur competition on the part of wholesale
grocers in this city and elsewhere during the
past twelve months has been so keen that it

became a recognized principle to sell sugar at
or about cost. The bulk of the trade rightly
or wrongly decided if possible to remedy this
evil by artificinl means and as a result of
several conferences among themselves finally
arranged for a meeting with the refiners,
This was recently held and it led to an
arrangement between the merchants and the
refiners to the effect that on and after a date
{o be subsequently fixed the refiners would
bind themselves not to sell to those who were
not parties to the arrangement at less than e

per 16, advance on the prices paid by members,

of the combination. This nrrangement will
come into force throughout the Dominion on

Monday next, May 2nd., and by virtue of this

arrangement the wholesale grocers bind them-
selves not to sell the article of granulated
sugar at less than o stipulated advance. Tt is
understood Lhat one or two prominent firms
decline to enter into this combination and
consequently when their stock of granulated
is exbausted they will be placed in the posi-
tion indicated above. 'T.e cnuse and effect
of this arrangement will be appreciatd and
understood by the retail trade.

'ue St. John, N.B,; cotton mill now owned
by Wi Parks & Son, Limited, after remaining
idle about two years was put in operation
three weeks since, and about two-thirds of the
umuachinery with which the mill is fitled, is at
present employed.  Samples of the grey cot-
ton were shown in the market only two or
three duys ugo, yet orders it is said are alvendy
booked from Toronto, Montreal, Hulifax and
St. Johu, which will keep busy all the machi-
nery in the mill for a period of several weeks.
At present only oue half of the productive capa-
city of the mill is employed, bub shortly the
force will be increased to 200 hands, and then
every loom and spindle will be in use, turning
out about 70,000 yards per week, It is in-
tended in the near future to double the
machinery in the mill,

Dr. W. Cox Aniey, superintendent of cus-
toms and inspector of ranches for the North-
West, states- that ranching prospects for this
year arc exceplionally good. The overcrowded
state of the caitle districts in  Montana,
Dakota and other stales necessarily cansing
the southern eattlemen to look to Alberta and
other new fields.  The mortality in these
states hins Deen unprecedentedly large, while
in the Northwesl Territories it has not exceed-
ed in nalivefenttle 5 per centy and in imporied
not 10 per cent.  The furmers have ploughed
a larger area of land this spring than ever he-
fore, and their hopes of good crops are very
sanguine,  The result of this year's furming
will test the suitability of the Territories for
agriculture.

So great is the traflic through the new
Sault Ste, Marie canal lock thab it is estimated
that at the present vate of incrense the full
capacity of the lock will be reached in five or
six years. ‘I'wo vessels can go through at
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onee, or from sixty to cighty a day,

AN INSURANCI SCANDAL

A despatel from  Lansing, Mich, dated
April 26, says :— The special joint eonimitice
of five to investignie the mutual insuranee
companics of the State have presented their
report to the House,  They examined 17 com-
panies doing business in the Slate, and the
disclosures are of the most startling and dam-
aging character. Nearly all of the assessment
companics were found to be rotten to the
core, insuring any one, no matter what their
ngge or state of health, or whelher the person
insured knew of the transaction,  The testi-
money shows that nine out of ten persons in-
sured in these companies had made no appli-
cation, nor were they aware that sneh insur-
ance had been placed on  their lives,  The in-
surmnee was generally laken out by some
beneliciary, who forged the signature lo the
application, pnid the assessment, and pock-
eted the money paid at death.  Representative

Chapypell of Corunna is tangled up in an un-
pleasant manner with one of the companics,
and many respectable men will be compelled
to submit to damaging comments. Many
policies were issied on paupers in poorlouses
for the benefit of the superintendents, A
novel funture was the fact that doclors were
in the habit of taking out graveyard policies
on the lives of their own patients. One doctor
ucled as agent for the appieant and medical
exuminer, and finally gave death certifientes
and collected $800 from one company and
$1,050 from another.  1n many cases the com-
panies insured persons living in Canada, Ger-
wany, England and Sweden, simply that the
agenb and officers might reap the assessment
percentage and the  beneficiary  drew  the
policy. The committee submit a bill designed
to regulale the business of assessment com-
panies,”

KEBPING BUSINESS PROMISES.

We wish it was possible to impress upon
every young man in business the vital im-
portance of forming the habit of considering a
promise sacred, even though given in connec-
tion with & matier in itself apparently trivial.
The worsl thing a business man ean do for
himself is to make a promise and forget it, ov

remembering il allow anything to inlerferc

with keepingit,  We are well aware that half
the anxiety manifested by customer lo secure
specific promises is unmecessary. A majority
of people wouldbe ns well satisfied if told that

what they want on Wednesday at 10 a.m, can-
not be obtained ov finished until ‘Chursday at
4 pan.; but when Thursday afternoon comes
round and the article is called for it should be
ready, The best excuses in the world fall flat
when rendered apologetically, The customer
is disappointed. Ilehas lost confidence in the
tradesman, and, when he needs something im-
peratively Ly a given date, he will go clse-
where to get it.  We call to mind an instance
in which a clever young man made a business
suceess as much by keeping his engagements
n8 by any other means. The town in which he
established himself was well supplied with
stove and house-furnishing stores, with tin-
shop annexes, but the business was done in
the usunl slip-shod way, and a great deal of
the trade which should have remained at home
went to the nearvest large city. Our friend
looked carefully over the ficld and made up his
mind that there was a good opening for a
young man who would run his business on
Lusiness prineiples.  The people soon made
the discovery that hie was a young man who
could be depended upon. 1 he promised a
customer that at & certain time he wonld have
something ordered which he did not keep in
stock, he always had it; if he promised that a
piece of work from the shop should be finished
at such a time, it always was finished.  Half
the credit due him for his promptness would
have been lost had he left it to people to call
when they might find it convenient. If
something promised on Friday at 2 o'clock
was not ealled for on Iriday before the close
of business the customer found in his box ab
the evening mail delivery a postal eard to the
following eflect :—

Deur Sir: The ... reveveeses PrOMised at
weeenc0'clock to-diy was ready ab that time, but
was not enlled for.  Please advise me if you
wish it delivered, Respeetfully,

Mhe effect of this reminder is in most cases
to cflcet prompt removal.  From experience
our friend has learned who want their orders
filledd promptly and who do not.  In perhaps
amajority of instances he can so arrange it
that his promises will mature at his easy con-
venience.  But all promises are a matter of
record and no excuses are recognized. If a
thing has to be bought the clerk whose duty
it is to attend to such orders gels his instruc-
tions in writing, and the date of delivery is
added. Tn case of doubt he is consulted, but
having said when he ean have it, he is ex-
peeted to let nothing interfere with his getting
it. Of course, if it cannot be had, he is not
cexpected to work o miracle, but it ravely hap-
pens that a promise is made which cannot be
kept. When something is ordered to be made
or repaired in the shop, the order goes in with
full instructions, and the foremnan is respons-
ible. 'This system is followed through all de-
partments of the business, and with the hap-
picst results. Iverything goes like a clock;
no time is lost; nothing drags; nobody isdis-
appeinted, and every engagement is kept, It
needs o head to organize and run such a busi-
ness, but our friend has a head.  He is never
anxious, never driven and never has {ime to
go fishing. He is doing more business in a
year than all his competitors together. His
store has grown and exiended, his profits are
satisfactory and heis rated by his townspeople
as the one local tradesman who can be de-
pended upon under all circumstances.  Such
u reputation is worth more than an A 1 rating
in the books of the mercantile agencies. The
rules in every business should be:

Make no promises you cannot keep.

Keep every promise made.

A. MeK,, Picrou, N.S.—Our veference to the
advance in tobacco lnst week in the grocery
report searcely justified your conclusion that
a recent advance in dutics had been ¢stablished.
This i8 not the case. The facts are as fol-
lows:—The merchants of the Province of
Ontario and Quebec have lately agreed
amongst themselves to sell tobacco at an ad-
vance of 4c per 1b. on duty paid price. The
price of lobuccos previously on the 12¢ tariff
wns 3¢ advance on duly paid price. Subse-
quently the Govermment, as you must know,
increased the duty to 20¢, and this duty being
collected in cash, and tobaeco being sold duty

- puid at four months, the irade thought that it
should have an additional one cent to cover
interest, cte, on the cosh outlay of 8¢ exira
duty.” The trade kept at the old 3¢ margin of
profit a long time until it found that the ex-
tra margin was really needed when the selling
price was raised one cent. ‘This advance does
not apply anywhere beyond Ontario and
Quebec, ’

The «Inter-State Commerce Law ” recently
enacted by the Congress of the United States,
tool effect, under its 24th clause, on the 6th
of the present month.

This Act is intended to confrol railway
traffic passing from one State of the Union
to another, or through eeveral Slates; but the
transportation of passengers or property
wholly within one State is specially excluded
from its operation.

Its main objects may be summarized as
follows :— .

The officers of this compnny have been
much engaged in discussing with the presi-
dents and officers of the American lines, the
best modo of carrying it into efiect, and have
issued instructions to the staff with a view to
strict compliance with its provisions so far as
it applies to the Grand Trunk system, and
especially to {hose portions situated in the
United States.

Considerable difievence of opinion has been
expressed as to the interpretation of some of
its enactments. [t will only be after the
views of the five Commissioners, who have
been appointed by the President of the United ..
States under Scction 11, have been made.:»
known,—afier certain matiers have been de-
cided hy the courts—and after suflicient

experience of actual “‘working under its pro-

visions has been obtained, that its full cffeet
can be definitely ascertained, Meanwhile, as
far as can be seen at present, there is, on the
one hand, no reason to suppose that it will be
in any way defrimental to the interests of the
Grand Trunk company, whilst its tendency
would appear, on the other hand, to be to
prevent & renewal of excessive competition,
and areturn of the causes which have acted
so disastrously upon the principal railways on
the American continent for many years past,
and especially during the years 1884 and 1885,
The prohibition which it contains agninst the
undue issue of free passes, and the pnyment of
commissions on traffic to agents and others,
cannol but have a heneficial effect on rnilway
managenient and railway property generally
over the whole continent. A general fecling
of stubility such as has not hitherto Leen
experienced may be expected to result from
its operation, and it is to be hoped that there
will in future be an absence of those periods
of exireme depression which have from time
to time so severely tried the intelligent
patience of the Grand Trunk Railway. The
consideration which has been shown by the
proprictors under aggravating circumstances
during these periods, bas enabled the Direct-
ors and officers to surmount difficultics, and
overcome misfortunes, which would otherwise
have proved still more embarrassing in the
past, and have had a most serious effect upon
the future of the underiuking.
